They hacj^ been . married but three 
months.

After the finding of. the body Charl­
ton disappeared and .at first it was 
believed he also had been murdered.
Later the local- police obtained clues 
which they Vciatpa .pointed to Charlton 
as the inurdérei-L «.Descriptions 
young man were telegraphed to lead­
ing cities of Europe and America. He 
was reported to hp.ve been seen In 
various European cities at different 
times.

Charlton was arrested upon arrival 
of the North German Lloyd liner Prin­
cess Irene from the Mediterranean.
Charlton had been under- surveilance 
on the Princess Irene. The Hoboken 
police were notified of this by wire­
less and a number of policemen were 
on hand when the vessel docked.

At first Charlton refused to admit his 
identity. Later he said he was Charl­
ton. Then he denied committing the 
murder, but under fierce questioning 
by the police broke down and con­
fessed. 1

Several detectives boarded the 
steamer on her arrival here. They 
opened the cabin of a man registered 
as “Jack Coleman, Omaha, Neb.,’* and 
fpund Charlton.

He struck her with a mallet and 
after putting her body in a trunk, 
threw it iqto Lake Comp/ On the fol­
lowing day he went to Genoa to elude 
the authorities.

While Charlton *was calmly making 
his confession, Capt. Scott, brother of 
-Uje murdered wonjan* listened 
1 encrer Alivi-ast-^tbniptly Charlton 
a serious charge against his dead wife.
Scott rose,1 drew a revolver and pointed 
it at the prisoner. Charlton sprang 
from his chair and fell to his knees 
begging the captain not to shoot. A 
detective and other policemen grappled 
with the infuriated army officer and 
wrested the weapon from his hands.

Flag for Queen Mother.

London, June 23.—Since the death of 
King Edward until yesterday the royal 
standard wàs flown over Buckingham 
palace in honor of the Queen Mother, 
who is still in residence there.

London, June 22.—In the House of 
Commons the colonial secretary stated 
in respect, to Canada’s commercial trea­
ties that they were made with the full 
knowledge and consent of the colonial 
office, and he said the same course 
would be adopted with respect to the 
other self-governing dominions.

Commenting on the recent agree­
ments of commercial reciprocity be­
tween Canada and foreign countries, 
including the United States, the Morn­
ing Post pleads for the commercial 
unity or the British Empire.

“The Canadian negotiations, in form,” 
'it says, "represented the furthest de­
velopment of colonial , independence 
reached, the Canadian government 
having in the case of the United States 
carried on the negotiations almost as 
if It were the central government and 
the Empire were nonexistent.”

"There is. no- link,” it proceeds, "be­
tween the fiscal system of Canada and 
that of this country, such as might 
render the one in any way dependent 
On the other. If this country had been 
in a. position to back Canada against 
the United' States when the American 
raised the big stick of their penal 
tariff, the Canadian government would 
have had some reason to enlist the 
practical co-operation of the British 
ambassador at Washington, but no 
common interest, in fact, existed, apart 
from that of mere sentiment, and there 
was no practical reason why the Can­
adian government should give any 
thought to Downing street at all.

“It is true that if the government of 
the United States were afterward to 
refuse to carry Out the contract the 
Dominion government would have to 
look to the United Kingdom, which 
controls practically all the fighting 
power of the Empire, for the ultimate 
méans of enforcing Canadian rights, 
but that contingency is so remote thaj 
in practice it is never thought of.”

GOLD TO CANADA Appropriations by Congress $36, J 
000,000 More Than Previous 

Record for One SessionFarmers From States Brought 
About Ten Million Dollars 

This Year Washington, D. C„ June 21.—The ap­
propriations made by congress during 
the present session are the largest in 
the history of the national legislative 
body. The present congress appro­
priated $1,080,000,000 in round numbers, 
with which to carry on the work of 
the nation. This sum is approximately 
$36,000,000 more than ever was voted be­
fore during one session.

The house adjourned at 1 o’clock this 
morning after passing the public 
building bill, appropriating $20,000,000. 
Five Democrats opposed the measure. 
The increased appropriations are the 
result of the opening "of the buildings 
and river and harbors ’’pork barrels.” 
The rivers and harbors bill alone car­
ried $50,000,000. In spite of the excess 
of appropriations, there has been a 
saving of $30,000,000 in appropriations 
for branches of the government that 
usually have required increased funds.

.the S. S. Chteslakee, which has been 
built by the Dublin Dockyard Company 
to the order of the Union Steamship 
Co., British Columbia, left the Aber- 
com basin, Belfast, having been loaded 
to her working condition, for the pur­
pose of undergoing official trials on 
the measured mile.

proaching Conflict .>

London, June.-23—-Gerard Fiennes is 
the latest English naval expert to pre­
dict that the United--States and Japan 
are drifting toward war. Fiennes de­
clared that the minor explosions, of 
war talk may be taken SÈ)"a jseçîçus 
indication that both countries will fight, 
and he criticises American officials for 
not making greater preparations for 
the struggle he predicts will soon edmt.

"There are a hundred indications." 
he says in an article in the Graphic, 
“that a collision between Japan and 
the United States is approaching.

“The Japanese have a profound dis­
belief in the war-worthiness of the Am­
erican navy and an acute realization ot' 
the fact that the strategical situation 
is overwhelmingly in their favor.

"It is objected that the Japanese ar' 
too poor to fight. When will people re­
alize the fact which all history teaclw 
that it is the poor nations—not thor 
who have grown rich and comfortable 
which fight, and Japan is rich enour ■ 
to afford war because, directly or in­
directly, she will make war pay f" 
itself.

"It is furthermore a profound ml'- 
take to suppose that tlie Japanese 1"' 
upon war as we do. They do lip-sei - 
vice to aspirations after peace, but : - 
their hearts they regard war as cleans­
ing and antiseptic. In a land Where 
the proudest ambition of every man is 
to die for his emperor, where every 
mother ardently desires that glorious 
fate for her son, - there to- «a thought 
of stricken homes to turn the wavering 
scale in favor of peace."
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Tho laea of imposing an income tax 
really stands to the credit of Ifenry 
VII., who in 1507 levied a system of 
"benevolence” on his wealthy sub­
jects, and approached Cardinal Morton 
to carry out his ingenious plan. “Mor­
ton’s fork” was an instrument well 
known to the wealthy of that time. If 
a subject lived in style the crafty car­
dinal would inform him that he was 
obviously wealthy, and could afford to 
contribute to the King’s purse. If, on 
the other hand, a subject lived frugal­
ly, the cardinal would argue that he 
Was obviously laying up treasure, and 
was, therefore, In a position to dis­
gorge at the bidding of royalty. By 
this playful little system Henry VII, 
managed to amass a comfortable for­
tune of about £14,000,000. However, the 
zealous cardinal did not benefit mucli 
thereby, fbr when Henry VIII. came to 
the throne he was promptly put in 
prison.

| But William Pitt is really entitled to 
credit of instituting the income 

tax proper, which he did in 1798, in 
order to defray the expenses of the 
war with France. This tax was re­
peated in 1802, but the following year 
a property tax was imposed, to be 
abandoned in 1816, after Napoleon 
had been overthrown and peace se­
cured. For twenty-six blessed years 
England was free from an income tax, 
but then Sir Robert Peel felt com­
pelled to make use of it again in 1842, 
and he commenced with the healthy 
sum of sevenpence. For several years 
the income tax never rose higher than 
eightpence, and in 1863 it was gener­
ously extended to Ireland. The follow­
ing year the tax jumped up to one 
shilling and twopence, owing to the 
Crimean war, and it still further ad­
vanced to one shilling and fourpenee, 
but during the Indian Mutiny only 
fivepence was demanded. When Mr, 
Gladstone became chancellor of the 
exchequer he devoted special attention 
to the income tax. In 1861, when it 
stood at ninepence, he pointed out 
that its existence, depended entirely 
on the expenditure. If the national 
outlay was restricted, to sixty millions 
the tax would be abolished, but if the 
outlay reached seventy millions it 
must be retained. In view of the fact, 
that our national outlay is now con­
siderably over one hundred and sixty! 
millions, the prospects of ever abol­
ishing the tax look particularly re­
mote. In 1863 Mr. Gladstone reduced 
the tax from ninepence to sevenpence, 
and also attempted to abolish the ex* 
emption pertaining to charitable en­
dowments and corporate trusts. He 
found, however, he had raised a hor­
net’s nest about his ears, for a most! 
imposing deputation at once waited 
upon him, and he was forced to aHow 
the exemption to remain.

In 1874, when the income tax stood at 
twopence, the lowest price on record. 
Mr. Gladstone mapped out a great bud­
get, the salient feature of which wetq 
the total abolition of the income tax,.] 
in place of-which he intended substi-j 
tuting death duties. Though at the: 
general election he made the abolition | 
of the income tax the feature of hiaj 
campaign, he suffered defeat, and the) 
income tax survived, never to bei 
threatened again. It had always been, 
Mr. Gladstone’s ambition to abolish 
this unpopular burden. Trouble ini 
Turkey, an entanglement in Egypt, 
and a campaign in the Soudan all 
helped to increase the national debt, 
and caused the income tax to rise. At 
length in 1885 the hundred million bud­
get was brought forward by Mr. Chil­
ders.

lions, promptly raised the income tax 
from sixpence to eightpence.

Nearly every woman 
in this new and promising centre was 
visited and announcement made of a 
meeting for 4 o’clock in the school 
house. The children were addressed 
and two young ladies secured to begin 
L. T. L. work, thus paving the way for 
the forming of a union in the hear fu­
ture. At Nakusp a fine meeting was 
held in the afternoon in the Presbyter­
ian church, which was filled, and sev­
eral new members were secured. At 
Arrowhead the Presbyterian minister, 
who was occupying the pulpit for the 
first time, kindly curtailed the evening 
service for a temperance meeting to 
follow, to which the whole congregation 
remained. I was physically unable, 
however, to do the work necessary for 
organization, and this field had to be 
left for another time.

At Revelstoke, Mrs. Lang, the retir­
ing president opened her home for a 
W. C. T. U. reception which was profit­
able and enjoyable, and some new 
members were secured.

I had stayed off at Golden en route 
to Medicine Hat, hoping to organize 
there. The time, however, locally, was 
inopportune, and I planned to return, 
as there was both room and need for 
an organization, but on meeting Mrs. 
Robinson at Revelstoke I returned to 
Golden, arranged for a course of lec­
tures for Mrs. Robinson, and left the 
organization to be effected by her. Sun­
day at Salmon Arm, a splendid congre­
gation was present at the Baptist 
church in the afternoon; a collection 
was taken for the W. C. T. U. home 
and a superintendent found of L. T. L.

New Westminster, B. C., June 22. — 
The annual provincial convention of the 
W. C. T. U. opened here last evening. 
There was a large attendance of dele­
gates from Victoria, Vancouver, New 
Westminster and interior points. Mrs. 
Spofford, who has been for twenty 
years provincial president, delivered 
her annual address, reporting on the 
work of the past year. This was the 
main business of the session. In part 
Mrs. Spofford said:

Memory, to-night, carries me back 
twenty-four years ago when the town 
of New Westminster for the first time 
entertained the convention of the Wo­
man’s Christian Temperance Union, 
comprising then, eight unions, with one 
hundred and thirty-three members. In 
the old Methodist church on Mary 
street, an unpretentious building, the 
meetings were held with twenty-three 
delegates present. As I look over the 
president’s annual address on that oc­
casion—my first attempt, and even at 
that early date considered necessary to 
the dignity of a convention—I marvel 
at the temerity of the president, the 
crudity of the attempt, and the for­
bearance and generosity of that con­
vention. The only consolation of the 
Intervening years has been that the 
unerring judge of the human soul un­
derstood the honesty of purpose, and 
knew that in all sincerity of heart, as 
little children, we were trying to steady 
ourselves on our feet, and were learning 
to take our first steps in the world’s 
great work.

Since that time your town has grown 
Into a city, beautiful, prosperous, pro­
gressive; and we meet In convention 
to-night, thirty-eight unions with more 
than one hundred delegates, in this 
commodious and artistic church of the 
same denomination. Growth has not 
been confined to your city alone, how­
ever; our entire province has been un­
dergoing development at a rate char­
acteristic of western energy and enters 
prise.

With this development has come the 
inevitable responsibility of enlarged 
opportunity along every line of religi­
ous and philanthropic work. As to how 
we have measured up to these, our 
work to some extent shows, but the 
great record of eternity alone will re­
veal the true balance.

VANCOUVER’S FAIR

We look back to-night across the 
space of years, and, with somewhat 
clearer vision, realize that around the 
whole world the purest thought, the 
noblest sacrifice and the best efforts of 
men and women poured into the world’s 
great needs, are accomplishing the ob­
jective of the W. C. T. U. a quarter 
of a century ago, and that all along the 
line shouts of victory have been heard 
encouraging the workers to persevere 
until there is secured, through an en­
lightened public conscience, the out­
lawry of, at least, the legalization of 
vice and evil.

As to the part taken by the wotnen 
of the world in this great effort, we 
make no claim save that they have en­
deavored to contribute their share of 
helpfulness through the enlarged and 
increasing avenues which continue to 
open before them ; all of which have 
been tending toward the development 
in woman herself of a type of home­
maker for the nations, different some­
what to that of a century ago, but such 
a one as the changing conditions of the 
world demands.

As we look out upon the ever-in­
creasing tide of reform which agitates 
the world to-day, we realize, too, how 
futile are the efforts of those who 
would attempt, by unfounded claims 
or useless arguments, to stay the on­
coming tide of enlightened public con­
science, and to know that the momen­
tum of its mighty force will soon, if 
it is not already doing so, move with à 
mighty onrush which will catch up 
this crude civilization of ours, lifting 
it beyond its present low tide to where 
it will rise on the bosom of a fuller 
and safer tide above the legalization of 
so-called necessary vices, above a dual 
standard of morality, above the unjust 
charge of the inferiority of women.

It is reported that the Royal Mail 
Steam Packet Company has agreed to 
purchase the —Whole of the Pacific 
Steam Navigation Company’s share 
capital at par, £26 per share.

The Pacific Company dates from 1840 
and its capital is now £1,477,125 in fully 
paid shares of £26. Originally ,they were 
£50 shares, but, they were reduced by 
repayment of capital. The fleet con­
sists of about 47 mail steamships, 
which run from Liverpool to South Am­
erica and the Falkland Islands. The 
Royal Mail Company is a few months 
older than the Pacific, and has a fleet 
of 47 vessels running to the West In­
dies, New York, Brazil, the, Continent, 
and Australia. A supplemental charter 
of 1904 provides that the company Is to 
remain under British' control. Four 
years ago the company acquired the 
Pacific Company’s* interest in the Ori­
ent Pacific Line.

Aldermen Causes Warm De­

bate at North Vancouver

North Vancouver, June 22.—A heated 
discussion was indulged in by the mem­
bers of the city council c*ver the mode 
of procedure. Alderman Smith brought 
the question up and asked if inquiries 
only should be directed to the mem­
bers of the council. Of late there Ijad. 
been too many impertinent questions 
Put to the aldermen under this head 
and he was of the opinion that the rules 
as laid down in the procedure by-law 
were that questions could only :be ask­
ed by the aldermen and not the rate­
payers.

TWO LUMBERMEN
- HAVE disappeared

Are Believed to Have Lost Their 
Lives While Descending the 

Upper Adams River

fatalitiesKamloops, June 21.—Several 
have occurred lately among those en­
gaged in getting logs out of the tim­
ber limits from whiclp*“the sawmills
in this district are supplied, and the 
Upper Adams river has been the scene 
of several of these.

Provincial Constable Gook is on his 
way to Adams river to inquire into the 
disappearance of two men xwho 
not been seen since May 25tli. The men, 
both SWedes, Otto Olsen and O, For- 
samen, are, it is feared, both dead, 
paying the price of their foolhardiness 
in attempting to descend the Upper 
Adams river.

They worked for a day or two at one 
■ of the camps of the Adams River Lum­
ber Company, working at what is 
known as road camp, until noon on 
May 24th, and took posession of an 

,old log canoe belonging to pome hunt­
ers, and on Wednesday, May 25th, 
started down the river In their inse­
cure craft, which was nothing but a 
trough boarded up at either efid. Since 
leaving on that trip -nothing more has 
been seen or heard of them and it 

"is "supposed they were drowned as a 
result of some accident to the make­
shift canoe. ,

Earlier in May, Robert EL Forest, of 
Windsor, Car county, N".B„ was drown­
ed while engaged in removing .a log 
jam on the Upper Arrow ri^er, twenty 
miles above Adams lake. It was a bad 
jam and ten men were working on it 
for four days, the dangerous work of 
hauling out the logs from the worst 
places being done with horses. On 
May 6th Forest and -five other men

Had he retained his 
hold oh the log hé would have been 
rescued for it drifted ashore sixty feet 
lower down the stream. (When the 
jam was finally cleared away, the log 
he had jumped from never moved. 
These facts are attested to by T. Reilly, 
A. Adams. C. Dickenson, E. Shorey 
and HT Adams, all of whom were fellow 
workmen and eye-witnesses of _ the 
tragedy.

their paganism as' there is in our own 
Christianity. One evening last week a 
religious dance, the shaker dance, was 
held. This Is a religious ceremony, 
partaking of parts from vairious re­
ligions overlaid on entirely Indian cus­
toms. The dance and the chanting are 
peculiarly Indian. The great spirit is 
believed to corné to the assembly and 
take possession, or, as a revivalist 
might express it, they get religion, and 
shake or dance, and at the same time 
sing a peculiarly penetrating chant, 
which may fee heard half a mile away. 
A certain amount of the Christian re­
ligion has been adopted, passages of 
the Scripture may be quoted, prayers 
to the great spirit are made. An In* 
dian agent says that they sometimes 
pray for those in authority over them,, 
particularly for the Indian agent (if he 
is present.) Candies are lighted on an 
altar similar to ritualistic forms of 
worship, and altogether this religion 
is an adaptation of all fhe religions 
they know to the Indian customs. The 
service is entirely Indian and Is not 
countenanced by the Catholic or the 
Protestant clergy. It is indeed most 
difficult for ariy white person to obtain 
admission.

Totally different from this in mean­
ing, but still having some of the eame 
features was the black dance, which 
also was performed in one of their 
large houses test week. This dance is 
performed "only when the Ttodiâns are 
alone or when strong eompulsiçn is 
used by others to -obtain admission. 
The dance as performed last week had 
many of "the objectionable features 
eliminated, the men and women being 
decently clad. The Indians are very 
reticient as to the meaning of this 
dance, which is condemned by the In­
dian agents and the clergy. . They were 
even more reserved in regard to an­
other dance which also took place.

Only the preparations for this were 
seen and no explanation could be had. 
A sort of drum about fifteen feet long 
made about 8 by 10 Inches at the end, 
was covered with heiroglyphics. On 
one side were drawn human faces and 
pollywog-like objects. On the top. were 
small holes a few inches apart, and 
these were filled with short wooden 
pegs, to which were attkefied strands 
of the wool of the mountain goat.

One who is well 
versed in Indian affairs but who was 
refused a clear explanation, says he 
thinks it represents the evolution of 
man from the low object similar to the 
polywog to the perfect face.

For the potlatch, with its ceremonies 
and orations is woven into the religion 
and life of the Indian and for us to un­
derstand his thoughts it would be ne­
cessary to live with the Indian, to think 
with him and after a lifetime one 
would still fall $hort °f understanding 
him. \

/ makes trial trip.

Ashcroft, June 22.—The trial trip of 
the B. C. Express Company's new 
steamer “B-X.” through the . turbulent 
Fraser river canyons at Cottonwood 
and Fort George, was a great success. 
The trip was made from Soda creek, 
the steamer taking on a heavy load of 
freight and almost a full complement 
of passengers. The boat sailed through 
Cottonwood canyon under its own 
steam as though the canyon was not 
there, but at Fort George canyon it 
was thought advisable to use a line. 
The steamer travelled faster through 
the canyon than the men ashore could 
handle the cable, so she was backed 
down and cable discarded and although 
the water was as high as at any pre­
vious time this year the “B.X." steam­
ed through in fine style and shortly 
after tooted the whistle for Fort 
George. The landing place was crowd­
ed with Fort Georgians, who loudly ex­
pressed their joy at the arrival of the 
steamer. The “B.X.” was admirably 
handled by Captain Brown and the 
return trip to Soda creek was made in 
nine hours’ running time, which will 
be considerably shortened as soon as 
the bearings of the steamer get proper­
ly adjusted and working smoothly.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Resident of Parksville Killed -While 
Engaged in Land Clearing.

Nanaimo, June 22.—George Hutchins, 
a well-known resident of Parksville, 
son-in-law of Mr. Crump, of Quallcum, 
was fataljy injured yesterday after­
noon while engaged in land clearing 
Hutchins was employed at Ford’s camp 
and was engaged in piling when a large 
log rolled over on him, crushing his 
head and pausing such injuries that 
caused his death a short time later.

QUAMICHAN
STRANGE DANCES OF

THE COAST INDIANS
/

L
Most Are Religious in Their Char­

acter, But Natives Are Very, 
Reticent

(Special Correspondence.)
Duncan, B. C„ June 22.—The Indian 

festivities at the Quamichan village 
have finished and to-day the visiting 
Indians from Vancouver and the dif­
ferent parts of our own island are re­
turning to their homes by canoes, 
wagons or train.

The great givers of the potlatch were 
Leo Whinam and Mrs. Binn. Indian 
Leo gives his share to the memory of 

, his two children, who died some time 
ago, and Mrs. Binn gives her part in 

! memory of her husband,- who died a 
year ago.

The moneys Binn owed are all paid 
I and what was owing to him was gath­
ered in during the potlatch, and Mrs. 
Binn and Indian Leo have both given 
many free-will offerings in memory of 
their dead. Blankets have been thrown 
among the crowd to be scrambled for 
by the men of lower rank and by the 
boys. These blankets are the ceremon­
ial ones made of strands of the wool of 
the mountain goat og sheep, and the 
crowd scramble to get a hand on the 
blanket. Those who succeed have it 
cut In pieces and -divided amongst 
them. At a potlatch they may get a 
great many pieces and as the wool is 
not very plentiful these are valued. 
They are taken home and the Indian 
women re-wea.ve them. These blankets 
are not used as coverings, except for 
honored guests and extreme cold, but 
only on ceremonial occasions, and are 
exchanged at ■ a. fixed value at any 
tim.e.

Interspersing the serious paying and 
giving of the potlatch are various 
dances, some of them of religious 
origin. Last week there were perform­
ed the death dance, or Swywhe dance, 
the black dance, one other the name 
and origin of which it was impossible 
to understand, and. during one evening 
the ordinary religious service of the 
shakers was held.

The death dance is performed by 
masked men. Each tribe sends its own 
dancing men, who dapee to show their 
mourning and their respéct for the 
dead. They are always men of repute, 
and their dance has been handed down 
from generation to generation since 
time beyond memory. T3iey say, that 
the original dance was taught bÿ the 
spirits to the first created men before 
they came to earth and before they 
were formed as they now are, and they 
also say that the mask of the owl or 
deer or eagle that they now wear re­
presents all the heads they had tiv the 
beginning. Their theory seems to be 
that man has evolved from some lower 
organism.

Clad in buckskins -trimmed with 
feathers and with these enormous bird 
or animal masks and in bare feet the 
dancers come into the arena from a 
sort of dressing-room erected in the 
open. While their feet are keeping a 
gradually increasing time, followed by 
a slower time to be again increased, the 
audience seated in a circle on the 
ground beat the same time with sticks. 
The dancers continue until they are ex­
hausted, and the giver of the potlatch 
shows his appreciation in gifts of 
blankets to the dancers. These are the 
Indian swoquolth blanket made of 
mountain sheep wool, the standard 
value of which is $50.

Two years ago at the Somenos pot­
latch the solethnity of the death dance 
was relieved by the impish figure re­
presenting as nearly as could be gather­
ed the spirit of fun. This singular 
dark figure clad in skins teased the 
other dancers, to the amusement of 
the audience. This buffoon has since 
that time had his place in this dance. 
At a potlatch that attains any dignity 
the dead will be called back from the 
spirit world for a day to share in the 
festivities. On Wednesday last at day­
break the mediums between the living 
aftd the dead visited Indian Eton's 
burial place and called his spirit back. 
In the supposed presence of Binn’s 
spirit and through her minister of cere­
monies, Mrs. Binn gave her husband's 
last messages to his friends. His por­
trait was carried around the circle of 
hjs friends and each given a present cf 
money in remembrance.

Instead of the photograph or a figure 
in effigy which is used now-a-days, the 
people of olden time took the body 
from the grave during this ceremony; 

..«hut^tilAL custom is no longer permitted. 
After the ceremony was over the body 
was again returned to its resting place 
to be then forgotten, but the spirit in 
after years came back to be re-Incar­
nated in some descendant who would 
fittingly take the character of bis an­
cestor, as he would also take his name 
and totem.

A short time ago an Indian used this 
belief to strengthen the Indian claim 
to the lands. He was having his espe-r 
rial mask made for his young son. On 
being asked how his ancestors had 
first received this mask he explained 
that at the beginning of the world the 
great spirit had given to each created 
Indian his mask of bird or beast and 
had put him on the land he was to 
hold. When his spirit came back to 
earth again he came in the same place 
apd did not move about as the white 
people do. His idea was that after 
many earth lives on the same piece of 
land it was rather hard to be deprived 
of it, and the fact of the mask being 
handed down and his idea that the 
spirit "came back to carry on the honors 
and to ciaito the mask and totem to 
his mind proved the fact and establish­
ed the claim. This is. rather different 
from Col. Roosevelt's belief that “to 
consider the dozen squalid savages who 
hunted at long intervals over a terri­
tory of a thousand square miles as 
owning it outright, necessarily implies 
a similar recognition of the claims of 
every white hunter, squatter, horse- 
thief. or wandering cattle-man.” The 
Indian said that not all Indians be­
lieved this, but only those in the in­
ner circle of knowledge.

The death at Llandaff House, Wey- 
bridge, recently, of the Earl of Stam­
ford, recalls one of the 
histories of the peerage.

The family is a very old one, dating 
from the time of Richard Coeur de 
Lion. Lady Jane Grey, who occupied 
the throne of England for a few days, 
was perhaps its most notable member. ’

Lord Stamford’s earldom was created 
for a Grey who led a Roundhead host 
in the field against 
Royalist historians write him doyn as 
a bad general and a cowardly soldier, 
while his Puritan companions found 
his life scandalous and unseemly. But 
when the tide turned he had the sense 
to tack about, and so, in spite of the 
doings of a son whose name is on 
King Charles’ death warrant, the 
earldom was saved to his descendants.

The seventh earl died m 1883, and his 
heir was discovered in South Africa, 
an unfrocked missionary, who, after 
two marriages in humble life, had 
lately legalized his union with a half- 
breed Kaffir woman, the sister of 
Dutch wine grocer’s slave boy. English 
society did not call back the new earl. 
He was content to live on in his cor­
rugated iron shanty at Wynberg, add­
ing to his seats a stone built house, 
which he called “Stamford hall.’’ He 
lived happily with his qolored wife for 
several years, and had one daughter, 
who married Pieter Pieterse, of the 
Transvaal. There were no children of 
the two previous marriages.

When the late earl succeeded to the 
peerage he was professor of classics 
and philosophy at Codrington College, 
Barbados.

Three years ago Lord Stamford had 
a narrow escape from drowning. 
Going, according to his custom, to 
feed the swans in the lake at Dunham 
Massey hall, his Cheshire seat, he over­
balanced and fell into eight feet of 
water. With the greatest difficulty, he 
got out unaided and' walked back to 
the hall, where he collapsed and was 
ill for some time afterwards.
