They were barely clear of her when 
with a shock that knocked them into 
the bottom of their boats the schooner 
blew up. All that night arid during the 
next day the men were out in their 
dories without food or water. Finally 
they landed at Scarlett Point light­
house. They were rescued from there 
and brought to Vancouver by the 
steamer Celestial Empire, also from the 
halibut grounds.

. on two occasions; Queen Alexandra, 
the Dowager Empress of Russia, the 
Prince and Princess of Wales, and 
many prominent men In public life.

Sir Henry’s last public utterance was 
a warm letter of thanks to his Scottish

Meigle, in Perthshire, without ostenta­
tion.

Career, Crowded With Honors.
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman re­

signed the office of prime minister on 
•April 6th, suggesting in his letter to 
King Edward, who was sojourning at 
Biarritz, Herbert H. Asquith, chancel­
lor of the exchequer, and the then act­
ing premier, as his successor. Mr. As- 
quith was summoned at once by the 
King and received the appointment a 
few days lfttet-

Sir Henry was born on Septeihber 7th, 
1836. He was the youngest son of the 
late Sir Jamcj Campbell, of S traça thro, 
once Lord Provost of Glasgow. He as­
sumed the name of Bannerman under 
the will of his maternal uncle,1 the late 
Henry Bantterman, of Hunton Court, 
Kent, who bequeathed to him a large 
estate. He attended Glasgow Univers­
ity and Trinity college, Cambridge. In 

, 1860 he married Charlotte, daughter of 
Major-General Sir Charles Bruce. She 
died in 1906, and since then Sir Henry’s 
decline iri health may be dated.

For nearlY'forty years he sat for the 
same seat, the Stirling Burghs, and his 
record of office goes back to 1871, when 
he was financial secretary to the war 
office, which post he held a second 
time from 1880 to 1882. During the next 
two years he was secretary to the 
admiralty, and in 1884 he succeeded Sir 
George Trevelyan as Irish secretary, 
filling that office ably tmtil the defeat 
of the Gladstone ministry in 1885, In 
spite of the fact that the Irishmen de­
scribed him as “The Scotch sandbag.” 
In the short government of 1888 he was 
secretary for war, and to that post he 
returned under the last Liberal govern- 

"ment. The Unionists suggested him as 
a candidate for the Speakership, to 
which Mr. Qtilly was appointed.

He was chosen leader of the Liberal 
opposition In succession to Sir Wm. 
Harcourt in February, 1899. The Boer

They deferred to the Judg­
ment of this man, with his tvide 
pertence and broad, tolerant views 
upon questions which, from a purely 
partisan standpoint, admitted of no 
compromise.

It is doubtful 
whether any of his political colleagues, 
Credited by general consent with more 
brilliant qualities of mind, could have 
successfully led the Liberal party to 
victory and held It together after one 
of the most notable triumphs of ail 
time had been won. Having held the 
confidence of one constituency for 
forty years, having gained the affec­
tion and esteem of the members of the 
House of Commons in an unprecedent­
ed degree, having won thé confidence 
and trust of the Crown and the love 
and veneration of the subjects of the 
Crown, can It not be truthfully said 
that Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman's 
career was not an unqualified success? 
He was a good man; gentle, kindly, 
honorable, Incapable of anything mean 
or contemptible in order to gain a 
party advantage. Could a higher 
tribute be paid to thé most command­
ing genius who ever sat in the coun­
cils of the. nation?

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS—A COM­
PARISON.

length of servtcé or experience Is not 
to be taken Into account in the opera­
tion of railways and railway trains— 
that the veteran has outlived his use­
fulness and that young men make the 
most efficient servants from the point 
of view of the companies and also 
from the point of view of public safety. 
Here are the views - of- the Scientific 
American, which may be credited with 
possessing expert knowledge upon the 
subject:

“Although the superior safety of 
British railroad operation Is due In 
large measure, no doubt, to the higher 
average of excellence of the roadbed 
and rolling stock—a considerable por­
tion of our railroad system being even 
yet of the pioneer type—the true secret 
of the difference is to be found in cer­
tain fundamental traits of national 
character. The smooth and safe work­
ing of the British railroad is chiefly 
due to the inbred cautiousness of the 
tmployees; to their natural inclination 
t<f remain for nmny years in the same 
position, thereby acquiring thorough 
familiarity with the conditions; and, 
lastly, and chiefly, to the excellence 
of the railroad discipline. There can 
be no doubt that the prevalence of 
railway accidents In America is due in 
large measure to the fluctuating, mi­
gratory character of the labor. A cen­
sus of railway employees at any given 
time would show that a considerable 
percentage of them are either new to 
their positions, or are contemplating a 
change in the near future. No amount 
of natural intelligence and alertness 
can give the American railroad man 
that familiarity with the duties of his 
position which marks the British em­
ployee, who has probably held ‘his job 
for a dozen or fifteen years past.

“Even more serious, as a predis­
posing cause of railway accidents, is 
the lamentable lack of discipline which 
is becoming increasingly manifest in 
these days of labor union interference. 
This has been carried to such a point, 
that the officials of our railroads have 
no longer that direct control of the 
employees which is absolutely essen­
tial to the maintenance of discipline. 
Until this condition? of things has been 
changed, it is hopeless to look for any 
material reduction irt the annual num­
ber of killed and wounded on our rail­
roads.”
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THE VOTERS' LISTS.
Th/ advisory board of the Agricul­

tural Society, met last night tn the 
Committee room of the city hall and 
dealt largely with the change in the 
fruit exhibits. After considerable dis­
cussion it was decided that seven ex­
tra classes should be added to the 
commercial exhibits, and that one of. 
the last year’s classes should be so 
limited as to make it possible for 
smaller growers to compete. The other 
class cannot be so limited without the 
Consent of the holders of the cup, which 
is at present R. M. Palmer & Sons.

It was also decided to cut out alto­
gether the district exhibits, but to give 
prizes for individual exhibits, 
prize money will be given to thèse, and 
it is thought that the results will he 
more satisfactory. Last year there was 
but one district exhibit in the show, 
that from Chilliwack.

A standard of judging was adopted, 
and a number of other details attend­
ed to. The following is a summary of 
the new classes added and the changes 
made.

In commercial fruit exhibit grown 
east of the Cascades, the regulations to 
read, "commercial varieties packed for 
market In standard packages, not less 
or more than two boxes or crates of 
each variety, and not more than six 
varieties of any one class of apples, 
pears, plums, prunes, peaches, etc.”

The Toronto Globe of a recent date 
thus speaks of the proposed measure:

Mr. Robert Rogers has announced 
his undying hostility to the clauses In 
Mr. Aylesworth’s Dominion elections 
bill which provide that the voters’ lists 
in the provinces of Manitoba and 
British Columbia shall be revised pre­
vious to each federal election. Op­
ponents of this provision ask why the 
provinclil voters’ lists In all the other 
provinces are to be accepted and not 
those in Manitoba, for example. The 
question is otte to which fair-minded 
people will ask a satisfactory answer.

The answer Is that in all the other 
provinces the lists upon 'which the Do­
minion elections are held are the mu­
nicipal assessment rolls. In Manitoba 
such is not the case. There the lists 
are made up by a staff of registra­
tion clerks appointed by the provin­
cial government, their work being re. 
viewed by revising barristers. It may 
be taken for granted that the regis­
tration clerks appointed by the gov­
ernment are invariably partisans. The 
revision is carried out every year, and 
in years when a provincial election is 
not expected the registration clerk in 
many of the constituencies makes up a 
list largely to suit himself. As every 
practical politician knows, the work of 
watching the lists and keeping them 
purged of names that should not be 
there is costly, and there Is a tendency 
to avoid it when no election is ex­
pected to be affected by the result.

So much has this operated to the 
disadvantage of the Liberal party in 
the province that the handicap is re­
cognized and deplored. It will not be 
denied that this Is a state of affairs 
that should not be allowed to affect 
federal elections, at least. What does 
Mr. Aylesworth’s bill propose to do? It 
proposes, whenever a Dominion elec­
tion Is called, to take the provincial 
lists In Manitoba and have them re­
vised, It may be said, Is not this what 
the provincial authorities do? Yes, but 
the difference lies here: when the re­
vision of the lists Is taken up only 
after a Writ has been issued, when an 
election is on, and when the people on 
both sides know that on that list the 
voting will take place, they will be 
vigilant and awake to the necessity of 
having clean lists. Instead of half­
hearted or no-hearted interest there 

! will be the keenest interest, both par­
ties taking care to strike off names 
that should not he there and to put oh 
those that should. What possible ob­
jection can there be to an honest, up- 
to-date lists procured In that way?

One thing, however, should be pre­
mised. When the bill gets Into com­
mittee stage an effort should be made 
to put the impartiality and judlclallty 
of the revising officers beyond ques­
tion. The sole object of parliament 
should be to get lists which are a true 
index of the electors who have a right 
to vote under' the law. The Manitoba 
provincial lists offer no such assur­
ance, and it would be monstrous to 
hold federal elections under them.

THE SITUATION IN BRITAIN.

Widely divergent ore the views ex­
pressed by the leading newspapers of 
Great Britain upon the subject of the 
recent vote in the House of Commons 
on the resolution in favor of Home 
Rule for Ireland, Unionist journals are 
almost unanimously of the opinion that 
the question has been shelved for fen 
years, if not for all time. .The papers 
supporting the government are, for the 
most part, quite as certain that, some 
time in the indefinite future, the sister 
kingdom must tie granted a compre­
hensive measure of self-government, as 
we have It in Canada or as bur neigh­
bors hâve It in' Australia. Mr. ’ John 
Redmond, the leader of the Irish' ' Na­
tionalists, seems to accept the interpre­
tation of the Unionists as the more 
correct exposition of the Situation. He 
holds that the elevation of Mf, Asquith 
to the Premiership has cbmptetly 
Changed the relations of-the Irish party 
With the government party, and hence 
he has issued a mandement practically 
calling upon Irish electors in England 
to oppose the re-election of Mr. 
Churchill and other Liberals who have 
accepted office under the new Prime 
Minister. This change of attitude, 
coupled with the new Hfe which has 
been injected into the Unionist party 
by recent electoral successes, apparent­
ly makes the result of the bye-elec- 
tlons, especially In constituencies where 
the Nationalist vote is strong, very 
doubtful. It is admitted that the pros­
pects of Mr. Winston Spencer Church­
ill in the northwestern distinct of Man­
chester are by no means bright. At the 
same time it is pointed out that the 
defeat of the minister, while it would 
naturally be a matter of regret, would 
have no serious effect upon the prestige 
of the government. It would not mod­
ify in the slightest degree the minis­
terial programme nor weaken the 
ministry In the 
mons. Mr. Lloyd-George,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, has de­
clared that an act providing for pen­
sions to the aged will be placed upon 
the statute books within a year. The 
Chancellor is a young and exceedingly 
determined man. When he says, as cus­
todian of the national purse, that a 
policy which will unite all the elements 
of the party shall be carried oiit, there 
is no question whatever that he will 
have his way. So that,’ even with the 
Irish Nationalists united against the 
government, there is every prospect 
that the Asquith Ministry win continue 
in office to within a measureable dis­
tance of the extreme term of the pres­
ent parliament. Further than that it 
is quite useless to speculate, 
may occur in the course of five years 
to completely change the aspect of the 
political situation in Great Britain.

The Scientific American publishes an 
Interesting article dealing with the 
loss of life on British railways com­
pared with similar losses on the roadk 
of tiie United States. Our technical 
Contemporary is quite frank in its 
comparisons, which, it is perhaps un­
necessary to say, are altogether favor­
able to the British systems. In- treat­
ing the subject, It is pointed out that 
British railways carry in a year a 
much larger number of passengers than 
American lines, notwithstanding the 
fact that the mileage in the States is 
$00,000 compared with 27,000 in the older 
country. A comparison of the statis­
tics in the year 1906, the Scientific 
American says, as published in the re­
port .1 of our interstate commerce com­
mission and of the British Board of 
Trade, show "that during the year 1906, 
799,000,000 passengers were carried an 
all the railroads of the United States 
and 1,240,000,000 passengers on the rail­
roads of Great Britain. Now, the carry­
ing of a billion and a quarter passen­
gers on 27,000 miles of road means a 
very much denser traffic than the 
dairying of 800,000,000 
over 200,000 miles of railroad, 
therrnore, it will be admlttedMhat the 
risks of accident are proportional to 
the density of the traffic, and that, on 
two equally well-managed railroad sys­
tems, we naturally expect to find that 
the greater numbe> of accidents happen 
on the road with the denser traffic, or 
the one carrying the larger number of 
passengers per mile of track.

A comparison of the statistics for 
1906, however shows that as far a* the 
United States and Great Britain 
concerned, the system with the denser 
traffic shows by far the smaller 
ber of casualties. It Is probably safe 
to say that the surest test of safe rail­
way operation is the number of colli-” 
fions and derailments; and we find that 
during the year named there were 239 
tuch accidents in Great Britain as 
against 13,455 in the United States. In 
these accidents 56 
killed and 881 injured in Great Britain, 
as against 146 killed and 6,053 injured 
in the United States. The number of 
employees killed and injured in Great 
Britain in train accidents 
tively 13 and 140, as against 879 killed 
and 7,483 Injured in the United States. 
The Humber of employees killed by 
coupling accidents; falling from 
etc., in Great Britain was 425, and in 
the United States 2,338, and the 
ber of employees Injured in the 
was 4,225 in Great Britain as against 
32,564 in the United States. The 
tonishing disparity between the 
ords of the two countries is further 
established by the records for the year 
1904, When only six 
killed and 634 injured in Great Britain 
as against 262 killed and 2,281 Injured 
in this country.

The New York technical Journal then 
proceeds to account for the state of 
affairs it discloses by quotations from 
official returns. Its conclusions are of 
value to us in Canada, inasmuch as 
there is no question that conditions in 
this country are very similar to. the 
conditions south of the line. There is

After a solo by L. Marsh the chair­
man called upon Rev. Mr. Dean, the 
subject of whose address was “The 
Christian's duty to the Franchise.” 
There were, he said, three reasons 
given by Christian men for abstaining 
from an active participation In politics. 
The first of these was that Christians 
were not interested in things temporal 
but in the world to come. This was 
so absurd that it required no answer.

The second excuse advanced was the 
allegation that politics were corrupt, 
and that in having anything to do with 
them a Christian was bound to be­
come defiled. The answer to this was 
that Jesus Christ had come to this 
world because the world was corrupt 
and the Christian should follow His 
example. In following in the footsteps 
of his Master# a Christian could not 
avoid taking an active part 4n politics 
for they were a part of the life of the 
country.

The third reason was more subtle 
than the others for it was to the ef­
fect that perfection in the world was 
impossible. It could not be secured 
through human agency so that there 
was no object in Christians interfer­
ing in the affairs of the country. It 
was Christ’s wish that his servants 
should be busy at all times attempting 
to improve conditions. “If He came on 
election day and found us sitting about 
our firesides with our slippers on He 
would judge Us,” added Mr. Dean. The 
theme of the scriptures was righteous­
ness. In the olden days the prophets 
had taken an active part in the govern­
ment of the country* Christians should 
be found in the same position to-day. 
The Bible was the inspiration of 
presentative government. The people 
of Victoria Would not be exercising the 
franchise if it had not been for the 
word of God. It was incumbent Upon 
the church to show that it was not 
neglecting the burning social problems 
of the day, as it was charged by some 
that it was doing. For example the 
laboring man was not getting the fruit 
of his work. He instanced the case of 
the miners of Pennsylvania, who were 
compelled to work for a mere pittance. 
If the Christian voter exercised the 
franchise honestly# many abuses would 
be wiped out speedily. The liquor in­
terests. he said, dominated British Co­
lumbia politics because Christians held 
aloof from political conventions.

FIGHTING STANDARD OIL.

Roumanian Government Directs Bill 
Against Petroleum Combine.

Bucharest, Roumanie, April 22.—The 
Roumanian government has laid before 
the chamber of deputies a bill directed 
against the petroleum combine. This ac­
tion is a result of the agitation against 
the Standard Oil Company which the 
Roumanian oil dealers have carried on for 
some time past.

Several municipalities in which the 
Standard Company has attempted to 
establish oil tanks have made regulations, 
particularly with regard to taxes, which 
have rendered it practically impossible 
for the company to conduct business. 
Minister of Finance Constinescu, speaking 
in the chamber on behalf of the proposed 
measure, said amid unanimous applause : 
"The Americans say 'America for the 
Americans.' We will say ’Roumania for 
the Roumanians.’ ”

The chamber has approved of the Am­
erican Roumanian commercial conven­
tion, which was signed on April 16th, but 
it made exception of the petroleum in­
dustry. concerning which the government 
reserved freedom of actiod.

An interesting real estate case came 
up this morning in the county court 
before Judge Lampman, dealing with 
the liability of afeents; and it is pot at 
all improbable that it may yet develop. 
The case was that of Bell vs. Porteous 
with George Morphy fori the plaintiff 
and Mr. Tait for the defence.

There was a preliminary application 
made by the defendants to add Lome 
S. Bell as a party to the case, and 
also to have a commission appointed 
to take evidence in Regina.

In outlining the case Mr. Tait stated 
that Frederick G. Porteous, who was a 
real estate agent ‘residing in Regina., 
had given the sum of $660 to Lome S. 
Bell, to invest for him in Victoria 
real estate. With this sum, Arthur 
Bell, of Victoria, had purchased four 
lots for the sum of $1,775 on approval. 
A second instalment of $300 was paid. 
The action that was brought was to 
recover the third instalment. There 
was an arrangement by which Por­
teous was to get the land at the price 
paid for it and the profits were to be 
handed over to him. It was found 
when Porteous came to Victoria that 
Bell had made a concealed profit of 
$600 on the property.

Mr. Morphy stated on behalf of the 
plaintiff that Porteous had signed an 
agreement and accepted the property. 
He tried to set! it at an advance bu; 
failing that was now trying to turn it 
back on to them.

It came out in the argument that 
Arthur Bell had left the c<Amtry and 
that Lome Bell was the only one here. 
That was the reason for trying to 
make him a party to the suit.

The judge refused at the present 
stage of the proceedings to allow Lome 
Bell to be dragged into the proceedings 
but intimated that if it was found ne­
cessary to do so later on he would 
make an order to that effect. He 
agreed to appoint a commission to take 
evidence in Regina.

In the case of Stewart vs. the B. C. 
Marine Railway Company, which was 
an action for keeping the tools of the 
plaintiff, the matter of costs was re­
ferred back to the registrar to sift the 
evidence. In the matter of the costs 
of the first action,^ which was an abor­
tive one, the judge stated that it had 
become the custom to make the costs 
follow the event and he so ordered in 
this case.

The gas engine came into general use 

in the latter part of the nineteenth cen­
tury, but large engines of this type 
have been constructed only during the 
last five or six years. Recent develop­
ments Indicate that the replacement of 
steam engines by producer-gas plants 
Is destined to be one of the two great 
factors in the economical production of 
power for manufacturing and transpor­
tation purposes—the other being cen­
tralization of power production and dis­
tribution.

For a long time the natural fuel of 
these internal-combustion engines was 
city gas, but that was too expensive 
except for engines of small capacity. 
Cheap gas was essential for the devel­
opment of ,the engine, but the early at­
tempts to produce It were somewhat 
discouraging. The theoretical possibili­
ties of the internal-combustion engine 
operating on cheap fuel promised so 
much, however, that difficulties which 
seemed almost Insuperable have been 
overcome; and as a result of improve­
ments In the production of cheap gas 
directly from fuel through the aid of 
the gas producer, the development of 
large-sized gas engines has been ex­
ceedingly rapid. Only seven years ago 
a 600-horse-power gas engine exhibited 
at the Paris exposttibn was regarded as 
a wonder; to-day four cycle, twln-tan- 
dem, double-acting engines run as high 
as 6,000 horse-power.

In view of the possibility that the gas 
engine, with Its gas producer, 
place the steam engine; Ctlfe fuel prob­
lem became so important that the gov­
ernment made special ' provision for 
producer gas tests at Its fuel-testing 
plant Installed In connection with the 
exposition at St. Louis. These tests 
have furnished valuable data on the 
relative consumption of coal per horse­
power per hour when used by the steam 
plant and bÿ the gas plant. By means 
of the producer-gas plant, which was 
Installed in 1904, 162 tests have been 
made on bituminous coals, lignites, and 
peats from 26 states. The results of 
these tests, and a discussion of the pre­
sent status of the producÇr-gas power 
plant In-the United States,1\ prepared by 
Mr. Robert ‘ Heywood Fernald, have 
been published by the United States 
Geological Survey in Bulletin No. 3X6, 
which forms Part II. of “Contributions 
to Economic Geology, 1906."

All of the tests, whether on bitumin­
ous coal, lignite, or peat, were made In 
a producer of one size and type—a type 
designed primarily for use with anth­
racite coal—and with every coal that 
was run through the producer the re­
sults were more than satisfactory. 
Especially noteworthy Is the fact that 
several low grade coals and lignites 
that have proved of little value or even 
worthless under t;he steam holler gave 
excellent results In the gas producer.

About twenty companies in the Unit­
ed States are manufacturing gas pro­
ducers for power purposes. At least 
twelve of these are fully established on 
a commercial basis and are In a posi­
tion to give proper guarantees when in­
stalling plants, ranging In size from 
20 to 6,000 horse-power, are now in op­
eration in the United States.

From the spacious, 
well lighted business office on the first 
floor, to the composing room on the 
sixth, the whole is laid out in a manner 
that bespeaks a vast amount of 
thought and foresight on the part of 
those by whom the blinding was plan­
ned.

Notwithstanding the installation of 
these three great presses, it' is inter­
esting and suggestive of the* high as­
pirations of the paper, to note that am­
ple space has been provided, on the 
oth*r side of the basement, for at least 
three other presses of equal size. How­
ever great, therefore, may be the future 
growth of the paper, there will be no 
tear of lack of press-room space.

The other departments,—the general

Ladysmith, April 21.—The chief busi­
ness before the city council to-night 
was the third reading of the new elec­
tric light by-law. It is proposed to 
raise a loan of $25,000 for the purpose of 
putting in an electric lighting system, 
at 5 per cent, interest, redeemable at 
par in twenty-five years. A rate of 
5.55 mills on the dollar is to be imposed 
to meet the interest on the loan and to 
create a sinking fund. The by-law was 
adopted almost without discussion, and 
it will be at once submitted to the rate­
payers. Wednesday, the 9th of May. 
was selected for the polling, and City 
Clerk Stewart was appointed returning 
officer.

This is not the first time in the civic 
history of the town that a by-law of 
this kind has been submitted to the 
ratepayers. It is hoped, however, that 
this time the by-daw wffi carry. The 
council went into office pledged to a 
lighting system, ahd their present ac­
tion is the direct result of an extensive­
ly signed petition.

Activity in Building.

Its construction has been in secret in 
a shed away from the main factory. 
All the men working upon it have been 
specially chosen for their knowledge of 
some particular feature of its mechan­
ism. The machine is not referred to as 
an aeroplane, but as a “power-kite.”

This term suggests the theory of Its 
construction, which is an elaboration 
of the war kites regularly used at the 
balloon factory to send a man soaring 
up a steel rope in a tiny basket or cage.

The wings of the “power-kite” have 
a wide, bat-like sweep. In the light 
framework which knits them together 
is a many-cylindered “feather-weight” 
motor-engine.

The engine operates a propeller 
through a special gearing, which is des­
tined to reduce to a minimum any fric­
tion of loss of engine power. This gear­
ing, and also the method employed in 
obtaining an Initial rise from the 
ground in order to make a flight, are 
among the many jealously guarded se­
crets of the balloon factory.

Two airships, practically complete, 
are now lying within other sheds.

In two or three weeks’ time a series 
of aerial experiments, far more exhaus­
tive than those of last year, will be 
commenced.

The first of the two airships is the 
reconstructed Null! Secundus, now call­
ed “Dirigible No. 1.” The second, which 
is an entirely new aerial craft, will be 
referred to as “Dirigible No. 2.”

Both airships are equipped with heav­
ier and more powerful engines than 
were employed in the Nulli Secundus, 
their additional weight being supported 
by larger gas-bags.

The utmost importance is attached to 
an improved form of propeller-blade. 
In their general appearance the new 
“dirigibles” will resemble the familiar 
“roley-poley” pudding-shape of the 
Nulli Secundus.

The first duty of the teach­
er was to deal with each little life In­
dividually, perfecting-and^ enriching its 
life In the truest sense a*s far as pos­
sible; to lop off detrimental conduct 
and habits, to round character so that 
each unit would become a helpful fac­
tor In the social organism.

WANTS FATHER’S 
BODY EXHUMED

STRANGE REQUEST OF 
SAN FRANCISCO WOMAN

Daughter Thinks Letter Was 
Buried With body of Rich­

ard Beauchamp.

Imbued with the belief thgt there 
was buried with her father, the late , 
Richard Beauchamp, of this city, who 
met his death in an accident about a 
year ago, a certain letter of great 
value to the family, Mrs. A. E. Brown, 
of San Francisco, daughter of the late 
Mr. Beauchamp, through her solicitors, 
McPhillips & Heisterman, made appli­
cation to the city council at its meet-.
ing last night for permission to ex­
hume her father’s body in order that 
she might.have the letter copied.

Mrs. Brown has been to- the 'city same 
time, having come here ft*om Toronto 
and has -attracted considerable atten­
tion to herself by her persistence in 
her attempt to secure the exhumation 
of her father’s body. She first went to 
the attorney-general’s department and 

there referred to the coroner. Dr.was
Hart, who in turn referred her to Mag­
istrate Jay. As ,Mr. Jay had lio au­
thority in the matter he advised her 
to again see the coroner. Following 
this Mrs. Brown visited one of the 
civic offices and created more or less 
amusement by claiming a well known 
official as her long lost husband. So 
persistent was she in this that the po­
lice had to be called to secure her re­
moval. Since then she has secured 
legal advice and is going at the mat­
ter in the regular way by applying to 
the city council.

Just what the letter that she le so 
desirous of copying contains it is im­
possible to learn further than that she 
Says it it one which was written 
by her grandmother and is of particu­
lar Value to the family.

As to whether there was a letter 
buried with her father nothing is 
known at present. The body of the late 
Mr. Beauchamp was prepared, for 
burial by the B. C. Funeral Furnish­
ing Company of this city, but nothing 
is known at the offices of the company 
of any document of any kind having 
been burled with the body.

The letter from McPhillips & Heis­
terman, making application on Mrs. 
Brown’s behalf for- the exhumation, 
reads as follows:
“On behalf of Mrs. A. E. Brown we 

have to request that the body of the 
late Richard Beauchamp, who died on 
the first day of April, 1907, may be ex­
humed.
/-"The grounds upon which this re­
quest;' is made are -is follows: Mrs. 
Brown is the daughter of the late jj/tr. 
Beauchamp and is aware that a cer­
tain document of importance to the 
members of Ms family *as interred 
with Mr. Beauchafno. This document 
she believes was shown to certain 
melriber* of the family' as Were pres­
ent M Victoria at the tinte of the late 
Mr. Beauchamp’s death, but our client 
being absent has not seen the 
and desires tb obtain the document 
and have a copy of it made. There is 
no intention of disturbing the body 
of the said deceased person in any 
other respect.”

What our farmers 
require, is tq have capitalists take hold 
of the tobacco"after'the cfdp' is gath­
ered and cure It and put it oft the mar­
ket in proper condition. By this resolu­
tion the quality Of Canadian tobacco 
win be greatly Improved, and while 
some cheap grades of Canadian cigars 
may be made, a very large percentage 
of first quality cigars, at 10 cents to 
12% cents, will be put on the market 
made wholly of Canadian tobacco. Ci­
gars have been made recently from to­
bacco grown in British Columbia which 
are equal to some of the very best Cu­
ban tobacco sold in Ottawa to-day. If 
my hon. friend had read the evidence 
given before the agricultural commit­
tee a few days ago by several experts, 
men well versed in the growing of to­
bacco and the making of cigars, he 
would be impressed with this fact, that 
the Canadian tobacco has been very 
materially Improved within the last ten 
years and that Canada to-day can grow 
as good tobacco as can be had on the 
continent of America. And with the 
further education along the lines of 
growing it and packing it and handling 
cigars made from Canadian grown to­
bacco, we Will have as good a product 
as any that can be obtained elsewhere.
In this view, we will be doing the right 
thing in removing the discrimination 
which exists against the products of our 
own soil.”

The following is the text of the reso­
lution which was passed:

Aid. Gleason's measure to authorize 
the city medical health officer to ac­
cept payment from patients treated at 
the city isolation hospital, which has 
been hanging fire for some time, was 
taken up at last night's meeting of the 
City council and advanced to the third 
reading. The measure provides for the 
collection of fees only where the pa­
tient or the parent or guardian of -the 
patient is able to pay.

In bringing the matter up last night 
Aid. Gleason said that there was con­
siderable opposition to the measure 
from outside sources but he wanted to 
make It plain that payment of fees was 
not obligatory In every case.

The by-law was then taken up in 
committee. Section 2, as Introduced, 
read as follows:

"Before directing the removal of any 
patient to the said hospital the medi­
cal health officer shall require an un­
dertaking from the persons liable or 
responsible for the due and effectual 
payment to the corporation of the 
above charges.”

This, It was held by the aldermen, 
made payment obligatory and was at 
variance with other provisions of the 
by-law and so was struck .out.

The remainder of the by-law was 
then passed through committee with 
slight amendments. The clause in the 
preamble of the by-law which makes 
the payment for treatment optional 
reads as follows:

"Patients removed there may be pro­
vided with nurses and other assistants 
and necessaries at their own cost and 
charge, or at the cost of parents Or 
other persons liable for the support of 
such patients, if able to pay the same. 
Otherwise at the cost and charge of 
the municipality.”

Aid. Cameron asked who was to say 
whether a patient should pay or not?

Aid. Gleason said tha$ It rested 
largely with the medical health officer. 
It was difficult, however, to just say In 
some cases whether or not a patient 
should be charged or not.

Aid. Cameron said it might work out 
all right but he did not think that it 
would make much difference to the 
city from a financial standpoint, and 
it was quite likely to have the effect 
of scaring people and leading them to 
hide infectious cases in order 
to escape payment for treatment at the 
isolation hospital. Aid. Gleason had 
explained that the by-law was intro­
duced at the request of the medical 
health officer and he- supposed they 
must take their official's word for its 
necessity.

The by-law was then passed through 
its various stages to its third reading 
and will come tip for reconsideration, 
adoption and final passing at next 
week’s meeting.

Current shipping news gives weight 
to the revived report that the Boston 
Towboat Company is about to make a 
sale, this time to the United States 
government, for use in th,e Isthmian 
transport service, of the steamships 
Tremont and Shawmut, now operated 
in the Northern Pacific Railway ser­
vice between Tacoma and the Orient, 
says Trade Agent Alex. McLean, of 
Yokohama. The Seattle agents of the 
Boston Towboat Company are given 
as authority for the report that the of­
fer had been made in line with the 
effort the company is making to dis­
pose of all its vessels of American reg­
ister, for the reason that it is unprofit­
able to operate vessels flying the Unit­
ed States flag in the Pacific trade. 
About a year ago the Boston Towboat 
Company withdrew the steamships 
Pleiades, Hyades and Lyra, replacing 
them in the Oriental service with the 
British register ships Suveric, Ku- 
meric, and. Oceanic. As soon as the 
Tremont and Shawmut are sold, the 
report says, they will be replaced by 
British vessels which are now build­
ing in England. However, it is to be 
remarked that this report, in one form 
or another, is recurrent. Its revival 
has significant coincidence with the 
sittings of congress at Washington, 
where the lobby is said to be familiar 
with the exigencies of the trans-Pa- 
ciflc lines under the United States 
flag. The Canadian Pacific, the Blue 
Funnel line, the Chargeurs Reunis, the 
Osaka Shosen Kaisha and other lead­
ing lines are adding largely in num­
ber and in tonnage to their fleets; and 
the inquiry is: “What is the matter 
with the American flag?” Nobody be­
lieves that the ships carrying the 
American flag are being run at a loss, 
but that they are being run at a less 
profit than their competitors cannot 
be doubted. The reason why is an 
economic question that ufifortunately 
has become a political one as well; 
but only ^the wilfully and interestedly 
blind will'fail to see what, in this case, 
is Jjie matter with the American flag.

They take with them a fine little gaso­
line launch, with which they will take 
their supplies and tow their guides up 
the inlets, after which they take to 
the canoes, which are poled up the riv­
ers. It is probable that they will go 
up the Kildala, near Kitimaat, but 
they cannot be sure until they have a 
confab with their guides.

The grizzlies have Just left their win­
ter quarters and their fur is in the best 
of condition. When they first come out 
the skin comes off easily because they 
are fat, but they lose flesh fast and by 
the end of May or the beginning of 
June the coat begins to come off, after 
which they are useless.

The bear can be seen with field 
glasses from the mountain rivers. They 
come out mornings and evenings to 
feed on the young herbage where the 
snow slides have cleared the slopes of 
coarser vegetation. When a bear is 
once located the custom is to climb 
the mountain to a point near the slide 
and then wait until the bear comes out 
of the thickets.

“One lioness for James G. French,” 

is among the items on the freight list 
of the Umatilla which arrived from 
Ban Francisco this morning.

Chippewa Resumes To-morrow 
—No New Developments in 

Rate War.

Brought News of Japan’s

T. 0. Oliver Declares Strike Will 
Prove Richer Than 

Klondike.

No further developments in the rate 
war now in progress between the C. 
P. R. coast service and the 
steamship
steamer Whatcom have taken place 
since the former company followed the 
lead of the latter and reduced the fare 
from Victoria to Seattle to fifty cents.

The steamship Chippewa, which is 
one of the newest vessels owned by the 
Alaska Steamship Company and its al­
lied interests, will resume her place 
on the Victoria run to-morrow, replac­
ing the steamer Whatcom.

The recent announcement made by 
the manager of the Inland Navigation 
Company to the effect that the Chip­
pewa would be operated all summer 
at fifty cents and that the combine 
would register one of their steamers 
under the British flag in order to op­
pose the C. P. R. on the Vancouver 
run, are not taken seriously by the 
local officials of the C. P. R. While 
they admit- that the Chippewa may be 
maintained on the present low fare, 
they express*., the opinion that this 
course is the only one the American 
combinle can follow as the Whatcom 
will be inadequate for the summer 
traffic.

The work of boulevarding several 
streets will be undertaken at once, the 
council at its meeting last night hav-- 
ing reconsidered its decision of last 
week in regard to some five of the 
recommendations of the parks board. 
The streets on which work will be done 
as a result of the council’s change of 
attitude are Garbally road, north side, 
from Gorge road to Douglas street; 
Dunedin street, both sides, Gorge road 
to Douglas street; Ormond street, both 
sides, Fort to Yates streets; Linden 
avenue, both sides, Rockland avenue to 
Fort street; Mears street, both sides, 
Vancouver street to the park. The 
work on these has already been par­
tially done, all that remains to be done 
being the seeding and planting of trees 
and the laying of the necessary water 
pipes. The council, however, stood by 
its former decision in the matter of 
Yates and Cook streets, both of which 
are entirely new work.

The matter was brought before the 
council by Mayor Hall, who submit­
ted a recommendation that the resolu­
tion on the subject passed at last 
week’s meeting be reconsidered. As a 
portion of this work was to complete 
undertakings already started he would 
like to see the council to reconsider its 
position so far as it affected such por­
tion.

On motion of Aid. Henderson, sec­
onded by Aid. McKeown, it was de­
cided to reconsider the matter, and 
on the motion of the same aldermen it 
was eventually agreed to authorize the 
work set forth above.

Before the latter motion was passed 
there was considerable discussion. Aid. 
Henderson said that he would have 
been satisfied to have had the motion 
amended in the way now proposed at 
the last meeting if any aldermen had 
moved to that effect.

Aid. Cameron said that he was not 
opposed to boulevarding on principle, 
but was to the system being followed 
in connection with the work. He had 
consulted the engineer about the mat­
ter, who had told him that in the case 
of Ormond street a sidewalk had been 
laid and a space left between it and 
the roadway which it was proposed to 
level off, but there was some rock left 
which would have to be blasted. The 
estimate of Yhe cost of this boulevard 
was nofThis, but that of the superin­
tendent of boulevards. The proposed 
boulevard would be opposite the school, 
and he did not think it would last as 
the children would be likely to play 
on it while the portions where the 
rock would have to be removed would 
not be suitable for the growing of the 
grass, so that It would not be possible 
to make a first class Job of it. Aid. 
Cameron said his view was that when 
this sidewalk was laid the whole 
scheme should have been laid out and 
provision made for the boulevard, If 
there was to be one, and the work 
done at that time. In the case of 
Dunedin street, few, if any, improve­
ment had yet been made. No sewer had 
yet been laid in that street, and if the 
boulevard were laid now it meant that 
it would have to be cut up to put in 
the sewer connections. On the general 
question of boulevarding he thought 
that such work should not be done 
here and there in the suburbs where 
there were not many residents, while 
the streets were crying out for re­
pairs and improvement. This whole 
work should be systematised and prop­
erly worked out so that all the work 
of improving a street could be under­
taken at the same time, not a little 
now and a little again by different 
departments, as was the case now. He 
hoped that with the appointment of a 
superintendent of street and sidewalk 
construction things would go along 
better. In the particular cases under 
discussion, as the property owners 
wanted the work and were paying a 
large share of the cost, he would offer 
no fractious opposition, nor would he 
do so in connection with any civic 
work.

Mayor Hall said that he wishèd to 
explain that he was not in favor of 
doing such work as boulevarding in 
outlying districts indiscriminately, 
while other more important works 
quired attention, but in the present 
cases most of the work had already 
been done.

This ended the discussion, and Aid.

We went across this 
country until we reached what we be­
lieved to be the first cache of the 
Franklin expedition, about 1,000 miles 
from the nearest Hudson Bay trading 
post. This trip we made with dog 
teams. Ir crossing to the old cache we 
were foiced to carry what fuel we 
needed For cooking purposes, only 
using enough to boll a pot of tea and 
to cook a little meat. Sometimes we

Although the Easter holiday has 
been rather disappointing from the 
weather point of view many anglers 
have been out and some of them have 
had excellent sport in 
streams and bays,

ing their work who will take a day or 
two at the rivers or lakes in the neigh­
borhood. A good many intend to go up 
to Cowichan about the first of next 
month, • where the fishing should be 
just right about that time.

During the holidays a good many 
tried their luck at Cowichan and some 
of them have not yet returned. George 
Powell brought down twenty-two nice 
trout with him and several others 
made good catches. The river is report­
ed to have risen nearly two feet as a 
result of ffffe * rains which have been 
rather heavy in that district.

The only fly fishing reported as yet 
this season has been at Sooke river, 
where some very pretty fishing has 
been done. John Johnson caught sev­
en beauties down there, one of which 
weighed over four pounds, and other 
visitors have caught some.

At Prospect lake William Peters and 
J. Stapledon caught some large fish. 
This is about the first good catch that 
has been reported from that lake this 
season.

One of the best catches of the season 
is that which was mentioned in this 
paper on Saturday. Captain Combe 
and two officers from the Restorer, who 
were up with Leon Camsusa, caught no 
less than 66 grilse between Friday and 
Sunday, as well as seven fine spring 
salmon, the whole aggregating some­
thing like 250 pounds.

BELGIAN VISITOR
PUT TO INCONVENIENCE

• The attempt to quash the by-laws 
passed by the people last Thursday 
which it was announced by the Times 
last evening is to be made, came up 
for some discussion at last night’s 
meeting of the city council, when City 
Solicitor Mann assured the council . 
they need have no fear of the action ! 
succeeding in the courts. In the mean- ! 
time the announcement may have the 
effect of placing thé council in an 
awkward position as regards proceed­
ing with the works for which the 
money was voted. It is felt that oper­
ations will be tied up until the courts 
pass upon the matter, after which if 
the by-laws are quashed they will 
have to. be submitted, causing further 
delay.

The matter was brought up by Aid. 
Fullerton, who said he had seen by the 
press that an attempt was to be made 
to quash the salt water by-law,. and 

- with it the others, an action that any 
one could take within thirty days of 
the passage of the measures. The only 
result of any such action would be to 
tie up the council in getting down to 
work provided for by the by-laws. It 
was too bad that some people could 
not accept the verdict of the ratepay­
ers in such matters instead of rush­
ing to the courts on technicalities. He 
would like to know from the city solic­
itor whether the council would be jus­
tified in going on calling for tenders 
in connection with the proposed works.

City Solicitor Mann could not say. 
The talk of action might have no 
foundation in fact. In ’other years the 
practice of placing more than one 
ballot on the same sheet of paper had 
never been questioned in the courts. 
The object in taking the vote as had 
been done was to save money and it 
had worked well. The law said that a 
separate vote be taken on each by-law. 
This, however, he believed, was pro­
vided in the manner in which the vote 
had been taken. He did not believe 
there was anything to the action and 
the council could afford to disregard It.

The matter came up a&ain plater in 
the meeting when Aid. Fullerton once 
more asked for information as to 
whether the council should go on. He 
had hoped that the preliminary steps 
in connection with carrying out the pro­
posed works would be undertaken at 
once and tenders called for without de­
lay, especially for the pipes and other 
plant for the high pressure system.

Aid. Cameron thought the water 
commissioner might get ' into touch 
with the Staunton Iron Works of Not­
tingham, England, and get the pipes 
for the high pressure system at the 
same terms as that 
given the city for the pipes for the new 
distribution system as the price had 
been especially favorable. He thought 
the two departments should get to­
gether in the matter. One way out of 
the difficulty would be tet use pipes in­
tended for the distribution system for 
the salt water mains and replace them 
when pipes bought for the latter pur­
pose arrives.

Aid. Fullerton questioned whether 
the council could buy pipé from the 
Staunton company as suggested. He 
was under the impression that ten­
ders must be called for all material 
that wroüïd cost over a certain amount.

Aid. Henderson took the view that 
as the city had just bought a large 
quantity of pipe they could just In* 
crease their order and the law 
in any case be complied with.

The matter was then allowed to 
drop, but will be discussed later In 
committee with the city controller 
and the city solicitors.

Owing to carelessness on the part of 

the management of the Empress hotel, 
a foreigner reputed to be a wealthy 
traveler, was subjected to the annoy­
ance of being turned away from the 
gang plank of the Princess Beatrice at 
8:30 this morning as lie was about to 
board the boat for Seattle.

The traveler, J. Blonchaux, Of Din- 
ant, Belgium, arrived at the Empress 
hotel from Vancouver last night, and 
this morning notified his intention of 
leaving at once for Seattle.

Through the hotel management fail­
ing to follow out the usual instruc­
tions and precautions necessary for 
the embarkation of foreign passengers 
who are unable to converse readily in 
the English language, as required by 
the U. S. emigration authorities the 
Empress’ guest was this morning com­
pelled to miss the boat and tn an ex­
cited and distressed condition pro­
ceeded uptown in search of the Bel­
gian consul with whose aid it is hoped 
he will straighten matters out.

The U. S. emmigratlon officials re­
quire that any traveler from a foreign 
country who Is unable to speak Eng­
lish, and whose repute and objects In 
entering the United States are with­
out question, shall only need to be at­
tended at the point of embarkation by 
a person who can speak English and 
who can intimate to the emigration 
officials the name and nationality and 
destination o( the traveler.

The officials of the U. S. immigration 
office here say that the management 
of (he Empress hotel has already been 
notified that these simple precautions 
are all that is necessary, and that, had 
they sent a porter or a clerk along 
with Mr. Blonchaux In time to have 
the necessary questions answered be­
fore the sailing of the boat there 
would have been no objection to his 
being allowed to proceed on the jour­
ney. As it was the Belgian appeared 
in person at the gang plank dBable to 
understand or to make the officials 
understand as he possesses at the pres­
ent time a very meagre English vo­
cabulary which consists of one word, 
“Montreal."

These motions were ob­
jected to by the minister of the inter­
ior on the ground that in the interests 
of the rights bf the owners, whose only 
title to their property was the papers 
on the files of the department, the orig­
inal applications and tenders should not 
be produced 1 to become a part of the 

"records of parliament and to be lost to 
those of the department, as they would 
if produced iH6accordance with the mo­
tions mentioned, 
slon'the seve&rt motions were amended 
to provide that although laid on the 
table of the House the original papers 
should be returned to the files of the 
department by the clerk of the House 
after Inspection. The papers moved for 
were then brought down in accordance 
with the amended motion. During the 
discussion on the production of the 
original papers (o the House It was 
stated by the premier that the practice 
was to produce original documents be­
fore committees of the House on the 
order of the committee in the custody of 
an officer of the department, in order 
to continue the responsibility of the de­
partment for their safety, as was not 
possible under the procedure of the 
House. Subsequently several hundred 
original files were brought before the 
public accounts committee and discuss­
ed there for several days.

The debates in the House were the 
occasion for making numerous charges 
of corruption against the. department of 
interior, but these were gradually whit­
tled down to two specific accusations of 
improper influence in connection with 
the securing or awarding of timber 
berths. In the first place it was alleg­
ed that J. G. Turriff, M. P., when com­
missioner of lands, gave information to 
Theodore A. Burrows, M. P., and the 
Imperial Pulp Company as to what 
amounts competitors had tendered at, 
and, in the second, that Mr. Turriff had 
filled in the figures on a signed form 
supplied by Mr. A. W. Fraser, K. C., on 
behalf of the Imperial Pulp Co., and 
had, moreoyefr, in other cases, accepted: 
supplementary cheques after the other 
tenders were opened to enable Mr. Bur­
rows and the Imperial Pulp Co. to de­
feat their competitors.

The Investigation before the public 
accounts committee opened on March 
the Cth, when G. U. Ryley, formerly 
chief clerk in the timber and mines 
branch of th$ department of interior, 
was

use of double cheques, it was a precau­
tionary measure to prevent the amount 
of a tender leaking out through some 
clerk in the bank.

D. M. Fltiney, local manager of the 
Bank of Ottawa, said the two cheques 
making up tho $31,575 for berth 1031, 
were managers’ cheques. Mr. Burrows 
made a deposit to cover the amount* 
and, as far as he could recall, the two 
cheques were made out on th 
date, December the 30th, 1902 (the day 
before the opening of tenders.) . A sim­
ilar course was followed in respect of 
the cheques for berth 1122, and they 
were e made out consecutively on the 
same day.

Miss Munroe explained the procedure 
of receiving any opening tenders. She 
said that on a tender being sent in with 
a certified cheque or cash, it was first 
on*eted up in her diary and deposited 
in the safe. She kept a record of the 
tenders received and the date and time 
when they were to be opened; and when 
that time arrived, she went with her 
diary to Mr. Turriff and he opened the 
tenders in her presence. Then, after 
making a memoranda of the names and 
amounts, he sent them to the timber 
and mines branch to be formally 
awarded to the highest tenderer.

Mr. Turriff declared that he had never 
acted unfairly towards rival tenderers,. 
and that he had never furnished inside 
information to Mr. Burrows or the Im­
perial Pulp Co.; that he had never re­
ceived any consideration to induce him 
to favor a particular tenderer and 
moreover that he had never received 
tenders "in his side pocket,” as the 
Hon. Geo. E. Foster had, suggested. The 
tenders were not opened in a “secluded 
and darkened room,” but in his office 
which adjoined that of Miss Munroe, 
woh was always present when the 
tenders were opened. The duty of open­
ing tenders was handed over to him by 
the late deputy minister (J. A. Smart), 
who on going awray in the summer of 
1902, remarked that it was within his 
(Mr. Turriff’s) scope of administration, 
and he therefore gave him charge of it 
for the future.

Edward Johnson, a colored gentle­

man, who looks as though he might be 
a near relative of Johnson, the pugilist, 
appeal jd in the police court this morn­
ing on a charge of having assaulted 
Roy Baldwin, an erstwhile friend, and 
after pleading guilty was fined $20 or 
in default one month in Jail. This was 
Johnson’s second appearance in court 
on a charge of assault. At the time of 
the fair last summer he was sent down 
for three months for breaking the jaw 
of » fellow stableman at the 
grounds. The assault took place In 
Johnson’s cabin on Pembroke street. 
Johnson is about three times the size 
of the youth whom he beat up.

After Johnson had pleaded guilty the 
complainant was called to the stand 
to tell the circumstances. He said that 
yesterday he had gone down to the 
cabin occupied by Johnson, and the 
owner had asked him for two bits and 
then for 50 cents with which to buy 
something to drink. He had refused to 
give it, but had offered to buy a drink 
up town. Johnson then asked him for $1 
and th -n for $1.50. He was sitting on 
the bed and when he refused the last 
demand Johnson jumped on him and 
tried to take the money out of his 
pocket, and then pounded him. He 
said he would get a knife and would 
kill him with it. Johnson was stopped 
on his way to the kitchen to get the 
knife. He owed Johnson some money 
on a gambling debt.

The prosecution pointed out that 
Johnson had been in court last fall on 
a charge of assault, and had been given 
three months on that occasion.

Magistrate Jay, addressing Johnson, 
reminded him that this was a serious 
charge. He had tried to take money 
from the complainant and had then 
threatened him with a knife.

Johnson asked for permission to 
make a statement, and when it was 
given said that Baldwin owed him 
money,, and when he had refused to 
pay him he had ordered him out. When 
he refused to go he had “slapped" him.

Magistrate Jay: “I fine you $20, or 
in defaut one month in jail."

Johnson said that he would pay if 
given time, as he was working. He 
would pay $10 each Saturday for the 
next two weeks.

The court, however, couldn’t see mat­
ters in that light, and Johnson was led 
to the cells.
