Ohio, Atîîfdl.—Five men 
wore burned to death, four were drown­
ed, three and possibly four were suffo­
cated aud several injured as the result 
of a fire which destroyed a temporary 
water works crib, two miles off the 
Cleveland harbor early to-day.

Twenty-six men obeyed the order of 
the manager, G. C. Vandeusem, when 
the fire- broke out, and took refuge in 
the water on floating pieces of wreck­
age. Four of them lost their hold upon 
their frail floats and sank beneath the 
waves just as help reached them.

The crew' of the tug J. R. Prankle 
heard • -the fire w'histle blow from tlie 
crib and raced to the scene from the 
harbor. She picked up 18 of the sur­
vivors who had drifted to the west of 
the crib on their floats of beards and 
wreckage. Vandeusen and three of, his 
men were hanging in the water from a 
two-inch line suspended from the crib.
Just as the line was burning away from 
the men’s-hands, a yaw l boat from the 
barge Wilhelm, manned by two men, 
da.shed into the heat and smoke then 
enveloping the crib, and rescued the 
four men on the rope at the risk of 
the boatmeivs lives. The men picked 
up in the water were brought to the city 
on the tug Prankle. They were naked, 
exhausted and badly Ixirned.

Skagway Returns of Gold Checked on 
' Its Way South.

Oerter $*4,830,000 has been shipped from 
thjp TŸukon and Àtlin gold fields, via 

^Sl^fcway, since the opening of naviga­
tion this year, according to news brought 
to Vancouver by the steamer Hastings.

During the month of July the amount 
of gold checked through the Skagway 
United States customs office was 
nearly double that of the previous month, 
reaching the Mgh figure of $2,750,707. 
In the month of June $1,473,947 passed 
through and about $109,000 in May. In 
addition to this, some very heavy goJd 
shipments have been made via St. 
Michael.

Most-of the treasure came out Con­
signed to the. Canadian Bank of Com­
merce, although there were several large 
shipments by private individuals. How 
much dust has been taken out via St. 
Michael is unknown, but it will reach a 
very high figure, as the Northern Com­
mercial Company, which operates a large 
banking business at Dawson, and the 
other large commercial companies send 
their dust by that route.

Of the $110,000 in gold brought by the 
Hating the bulk was consigned to the 
Bank of Commerce.

I. and two field guns—in all about 5UU 
men—set out from Warm Baths to at­
tack a Boer laager, 30 miles or so to 
the westward. Diriding his force into 
three small columns, Major McMicken 
was sent with the Mounted Infantry and 
guns two days in advance to demon­
strate against General Beyers’s com­
mando near Zand Riverport, where it 
was said there were 500 Boers. The ob­
ject of this manoeuvre was to engage 
Beyers’s attention and prevent him from 
galloping to the assistance of the burgh­
ers Colonel Wilson meant to attack. The 
second column, or rather detachment, 
was also sent off in advance of the main 
body. It consisted of a company, under 
command of Captains Carroll and Gid- 
ye, and their duty was to hold the cross­
ing at Pienaars river, engage and drive 
back any of the enemy moving in that 
direction. Colonel Wilson, w'ith the re­
mainder of his men, rode from Warm 
Baths, making a night march of 35 miles. 
By that means they got into position be­
fore daybreak in front of Commandant 
Pretorius and Piet Uys’s retreating com­
mandoes.

The foul which occurred in the yacht 
race for the Canada Cup yesterday re­
calls the unfortunate mishap of a 
similar character in the last contest be­
tween Lord Dunraveu’s Valky rie II. and 
Defender for the America Cup. The 
man who steered Invader, the Canadian 
boat, y-esterday, Aemilius Jarvis, is re­
cognized as one of the yachting experts 
of the world.

year of gi-eat industrial conflicts on this 
continent. Compared with the shakes 
in the United States, the industrial' dis­
turbances in Canada are of. small dimen­
sions. The American steel workers have 
entered upon what promises to be the 
greatest labor struggle of history. The 
billion-dollar steel trust is no mean an­
tagonist. It has resources of greater 
extent than some of the smaller nations, 
and it will spare no expense to accom­
plish the downfall of the unions. If the 
fight were in a free trade country, the 
men would have greater chafnces of win­
ning. The industry is absolutely secure 
from outside competition. It can shut 
down for six months or a year and then 
resume operations, with the market ab­
solutely secure for its goods. If the 
strike were in Britain, the manufactur­
ers would be compelled to fight for and 
wrest from the Americans the trade 
which had temporarily passed into their 
hands. The trust is practically without 
competition at home also, and the knowi- 
edge that it has such complete command 
of the situation has no doubt made it ar­
rogant. The unions have undertaken a 
tremendous task, and they will almost 
certainly be beaten. While the manufac­
turera are highly protected against the 
products of the “pauper labor” of Eu­
rope, there is practically nothing to pre­
vent the said “pauper labor” from com­
ing into the United States and turning 
out goods there at “pauper” prices. As 
the mills are now all in the hands of the 
trust, a w orkman who has struck at one 
shoi> is barred from all the others. That 
is the situation with which the men are 
face to face. It is a wonder a realization 
of the possibilities did not cause them to 
pause before they issued their defiance 
to Morgan and his fellow' capitalists.

The demands as originally made have 
been greatly modified by the men. They 
at first demanded that all the works 
should be unionized; now they would be 
satisfied with a uniform scale in all the 
mills, with union men barred from none.

Montreal, July 12.—At a meeting of 
the directors of the C/P. R. Company 
to-day the usual dividend of tMro per 
cent, on the preference stock for the 
half year ended June 30th last, was de­
clared. A dividend of two and a half 
per cent, for the same period Mas also 
declared on common stock. The re­
sults for the fiscal year to June 30th 
last were: Gross earnings $30,850,203; 
working expenses, $18,745,828; net enm- 
mgg, $12,109,375. Income from other 
sources, $983,425. Total net income, 
$13,042,800; less fixed charges, including 
interest on land bonds, $7,305,835; less 
amount applied against ocean steam­
ships, $150,000. Net revenue available 
for dividends, $5,586,965. After the 
payment of all dividends declared, the 
surplus for the year carried forward is 
$1,114,458.

Victoria Meteorological Office.
7th to 13th August, 1901.

During the greater part of the week the 
Iwometer has been high on the Vancou­
ver Island and Washington coast, while on 
the Mainland a belt of low pressure has 
extended southward from Cariboo to Cali­
fornia and Nevada. These conditions have 
caused fine weather in this vicinity and 
showers in Cariboo. On Sunday, the 11th 
Inst., an interval of cloudy weather ap­
peared in this district owing to the passage 
*>f an ocean low barometer, no rain fell of 
any appreciable amount, and the low quick­
ly passed eastward. From thence to the 
end of the week the weather has continued 
tine and warm. On the Lower Mainland 
the weather has been warm, hut very much 
hotter in the valley of the Thompson. Higi) 
temperatures have also occurred between 
the American ranges, 108 degrees being re­
corded in the Sacramento valley. East of 
the Rockies a scries of low pressure areas 
have been passing over the country, and 
there have been thundrstorms and showers, 
but taken altogether it has been a. fine and 
warm week and suitable for harvesting.

At Victoria 70 hours and 48 minutes of 
bright sunshine were registered ; the high­
est temperature was 74.4 on the 13th, and 
the lowest 50.4 on the 7th.

At New Westminster the highest tem­
perature, 80, was on the 13th, and the low­
est, 48, on the 10th.

After a while, 
witness forbade it, and she had special 
services for the two girls. Rev. Mr.

The reason these were discontfnued wras 
because May was displeased at not be­
ing allowed to attend the men’s ser­
vice.

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Compelled to 
Close Down

New Vancouver Coal Company 
Affected by the San Fran- 

cisco Strike.
Supt Robins Outlines Reasons ftr 

Step—Will Resume When 
Vessels Arrive.

A contingency which has been feared 
for some time owing to the strike at Saa 
Francisco and the effect this had ou the
mines at Nanaimo, has at last come to 

Supt. Robins has practically de-pass.
eide to close down the works of the New
Vancouver Coal Company until the situ­
ation ihas been relieved, and the 
pany can again find a inaiket for it» 
product.

This decision taken by Mr. Robms has 
naturally caused a very glocmy feeling 
in the Coal City, the men recognizing 
that he would not take a serious step 
were he not compelled to do so by in­
exorable circumstances.

The whole position is explained in an 
interview which Mr. Robins has given 
to the Nanaimo Herald.

“I am sorry,” he said, “I have nothing 
cheering to tell you about my visit to 
San Francisco. Mattel's, as you know, 
i re in a very bad state down there just 
now, and without our company having 
anything to do in the most remote 
with the situation, it is hurting us very 
badly, and I cannot see how or when it 
is going to end.

‘‘It appears that the beginning of the 
trouble was a strike of the teamster» 
employed by a contractor who handled 
inward and outward railway and ship­
ping freight. This contractor employed 
union men exclusively. Anôther contrac­
tor, who employed non-union men, want­
ed to borrow some of the men employed 
by the former, and the union men refus­
ed to work for him. This is the reason 
given out is the cause of the trouble, 
but there may of course be other rea­
sons not known to the public.

“We ought not to have been affected 
by this misunderst mding between the 
contractor and his employees. We had 
nothing to do with it, and have no power 
in any way to help to remove it. Nearly 
all our business in San Francisco is tied 
vp. The leaders of the strike have call­
ed out all the men employed in discharg­
ing vessels, including those employed on 
the steam colliers, and we cannot 
load our steamers excepting at great ex­
tra expense and much delay, a ne loss 
to this company will be more serious 
than I like to talk about. It is a most 
awkward business, and is going to hurt 
us all here at Nanaimo very badly, I am 
afraid.”

Asked as to the prospect of a settle­
ment, he said: ''When I left San Fran­
cisco, the conciliatory stage seemed tn 
have passed and a state of bitterness 
and recrimination had begun, which does 
not promise favorably for an early ter­
mination of the quarrel.”
, “How is it likely to affect us locallyT* 

was the next question, to which Mr. 
Robins replied substantially as follows^

“As soon as we have filled our bunkers 
we shall have to shut down both Protec­
tion and No. 1 shaft until steamers re­
sume running. We shall find it neces­
sary to continue to work No. 5 shaft, 
where we are taking out the last of the 
pillars before finally closing down the 
mine, or we should probably lose the 
pillars altogether. This coal we shall 
have to stack on the ground near Ne. 5 
shaft pithead.

“My visit to San Francisco was ar­
ranged for before che teamsters’ strike 
had begun. The situation was getting 
very serious owing to the growing use 
of oil by our old customers, which wAs 
slowly but surely driving mt out q( the 
field. I wanted to take stock of the situ­
ation and finally confer with our agents 
before taking the necessary steps to re 
duce tbe output which we could see 
tfherq was no possibility of deferring. 
The company had staved this off as long 
as it possibly could by making conces­
sions for outside and casual business in 
order to keep thq pulleys going, but even 
this business had about come to. an end, 
and there was nothing left for ns to do 
hut to shorten hands all round. This 
was the diseoit -aging state of things 
when I arianged to go down below. Now 
we have to thank the Sen Francisco 
teamsters* stnke for precipitating a 
nv’rh more serio is and totally unexiiect- 
ed trouble. Wliat will be the outcome' 
of this as affecting our business, no one 
can foresee.”

Mr. Robins also statod that he ha«? 
just finished writing «a letter to It. Smith, 
secretary of the union, fully explaining 
the position of the company in this mat­
ter. and said that if Mr. Smith were 
willing to have the letter published he 
had no objection.

On interviewing Mr. Smith and re- 
ouesting this letter for publif ation ir. the 
Nanaimo HernM. he replied that there 
could be no possible obieetions to pub­
lishing the letter, as he 'had already had 
copies struck off and posted at the dif­
ferent pitheads. The letter is ns fol­
lows:

I know that I have not 
done anything'to merit a forfeiture of that 
confidence; on the contrary, I am convinced 
that the prospect of the unsecured credit­
or obtaining a partial return of Ihe money 
lntvnsted to the firm of Green, Worlock A 
Co. was better when w*e made our report 
on the Oth Inst, than it was seven years 
ago.

am the least concerned, so long ns it is 
in the least degree adequate with the re­
sponsibility, duty and outlay—my 
and reputation are of more consequence to 
me than any sum these estates could 
pay me.

A new' trustee for the Green, Wor­
lock estate was appointed yesterday. A 
meeting of the creditors was held in the 
Board of Trade rooms, when a large 
majority endorsed the selection of the 
committee appointed at a previous meet­
ing to secure another trustee. The 
committee recommended the appoint­
ment of H. Mackenzie Cleland, barris­
ter and solicitor, and this gentleman in 
future will take the helm of the estate.

Ex-Mayor Redfern presided, and the 
proceedings were commenced shortly 
after 3 o’clock, there being a large at­
tendance of creditors.

Before the specific business of the 
day W'as taken up, Joseph Peirson, on 
a question of order, inquired why the 
meeting had been delayed until 3 
o’clock, when it w'as called for 2:30; 
also regarding the representation of 
voters, whether the creditors were to 
vote on the basis of w'hat they were 
owed at the time of the failure or the 
meeting.

In reply Mr. Beaven said he under­
stood that the meeting had been called 
for 3 o’clock. In regard to the second 
question, he rend the clause of the 
statute governing such cases.

Another question by Mr. Peirson, as 
to whether the item of $7,547 for ex­
penses, included office expenses, elicited 
from Mr. Beaven the reply that it in­
cluded everything in connection with 
the management w'ith the exception of 
trustees account... which was separate.

NEW TURBINE STEAMER. OF ETEBY
Further Details of the Craft Which Is Intended 

For Service on the Albernl Canal. BOTTLE OF

CASTORIAThe report published in last evening’s 
Times to the effect that a new turbine 
steamer was being negotiated for by 
Geo. A. Huff, ex-M.P.P., was confirmed 
this morning in an interview with that 
gentleman.

Mr. Huff said that he has been in com­
munication with firms in the old coun­
try for some time. A few* months ago 
a well known shipping company in an­
swer to a communication from him for­
warded plans of a turbine steamer, ex­
plaining its advantages over the ordin­
ary steam craft. With these Mr. Huff 
was • favorably impressed, and sending 
for further particulars decided, 
ceipt of additional information, to pur­
chase the steamer for service on the Al- 
berni canal. He states that he had 
thought of obtaining a turbine steamer 
before the new Edw'ard VII., recently 
launched on the Clyde with turbine fit­
tings, was heard of. The steamer 
which will be built for him will, how­
ever, be almost identical in design to the 
Edw'ajd VII., with the exception that 
sjie will be smaller.

Mr. Huff says that the new vessel 
will have a speed of some 18 knots, will 
be 88 feet in length, and of; especially 
light draught. As soon as the contract 
has been let the work of building will 
be commenced without delay.

The vessel, he expected, w'ould be 
shipped to British Columbia in three 
sections after having been built and 
tested.

When asked whether the business on 
Alberni canal warranted the running of 
such a steamer Mr. Huff said that his 
present boat was doing considerable 
trade, and indications were that in a 
very short time she would be unable to 
cope with the business. The new ves­
sel will run on the canal and the West 
Coast, and will fill a long-felt w'ant.

Mr. Huff is most sanguine of the pros­
perity and growth of Alberni. New min­
ing properties are opening up continu­
ally, and all the old companies are de­
veloping and shipping ore regularly.

Mr. Huff is down for the purpose of 
transacting business in connection with 
hastening the erection of the saw mill 
he is building on Alberni canal, and will 
return to-morrow evening on the Queen 
City.

An expression of opinion being called 
for, R. L. Drury registered his endorsa- 
tion of the committee’s selection. He 
knew Mr. Cleland to be reliable, 
getic and experienced, and he congrat­
ulated the committee on their selection.

J. S. Yates wanted to know what in- 
dhced the committee to overlook the 
offers of Messrs. Peirson and Durand, 
both of which were lower than that of 
Mr. Cleland.

N. Shakespeare, on behalf of the 
committee, replied that the committee 
had been appointed to make the selec­
tion to the best of their judgment, and 
had done so. As regards Mr. Beaven’s 
application, no figure had been stated, 
and the speaker explained that the 
mittee. were not in a position to moke 
a decision. The condition underlying 
all applications was that remuneration 
was to be stated, and was not to exceed 
5 per cent. The communication from 
Mr. Beaven was not an application, but 
more properly a letter. The committee 
had given Mr. Beaven every considera­
tion. They had waited on him and 
pressed their desire that he submit an 
application.

Mr. Beaven, in reply, said that after 
the resolution passed at the last meet­
ing requesting his and Mr. Yates’s resig­
nations, he had felt that the creditors 
did not wish either to act for them in 
future. He had been assured by the 
committee, however, that the resolu­
tion was not to be so interpreted, and 
the understanding, as. he took it, was 
to send a letter. If the creditors de­
sired him to act he would leave it to 
any disinterested person, or, as he 
stated in his letter, to a judge in the 
Supreme court, as provided by statute, 
to name the remuneration. Without 
any egotism, he could truthfully 
that he had the affairs of the estate at 
his fingers* ends. He could make no 
fairer proposition than that.

During Mr. Beaven’s remarks it had 
been observed that Mrs. Drosdowiez, 
who was sitting opposite, was vainly 
striving to restrain tne tumult of indig­
nation within, but w’hen the speaker had 
finished she could stand it no longer, and 
for about ten minutes she held the floor 
against all comers. Her diatribe was 
directed against the preceding speaker, 
and was delivered with great spectacular 
effect.

After oder had been restored Mr. Bod- 
well, solicitor for the estate, pointed out 
that it did not follow that a passage of 
the resolution would change the trus­
tees. This could only be effected by an 
order of court. Of course the judge' 
would undoubtedly be influenced by the 
wishes of the creditors. It should also 
be considered that the trustees were 
trustees of other property, of the es­
tate arising out of certain litigation.
In consequence the judge may not deem 
it advisable to make the order wholly 
on the representations of the creditors 
of the estate. He may require to lea ni 
the wishes of the ofher parties to liti­
gation. He advised them to retain their 
committee in order to deal with the con­
tingency w'hich w'ould arise in the event 
of the judge deciding that a change 
would not be advisable.

Thornton Fell pointed out that 
addition was made to the resolution pro­
viding that the trustees shall be ap­
pointed to act for the other estate as 
well, he was sure the court would 
cede to the wishes of the creditors. As 
trustee for the Gypswick estate, repre­
senting the infant children, he had 
claimed 25 per cent, of the amount the 
estate wras earning, but Mr. Beaven re­
fused to consider this or render him an 
account.

With regard 
to the latter. Mr. Thornton Fell, who Is the 
trustee of the Interests of the children of 
the late A. A. Green, already interprets 
the settlement of the suit differently to 
what we do.
