Halifax and West Indian Service.
Hon. A. K. Maclean contributed an 

illuminative speech daring the discussion 
of the West Indian Trade Agreement In 
the Hodze of Commuons, in which he 
placed the claims of Halifax In » clear 
light. Mr. Maclean said 

I regret that the agreement recently 
entered into between Pickford and Black 
and the Government is not for a longer 
period of time. It is hardly fair to the 
contractor, and hardly fair to the public 
•who are interested to have a contract cov­
ering so short a time. One could hardly 
expect a contractor to make the In vest­
ment necessary to put desirable steam­
ships upon this route unless there Is 
some certainty as to a long tenure of the 
contract. I submit to the Government 
that unless they very shortly enter into a 
contract covering a considerable numbs» 
of years with some contractor, they will 
hardly get the service which we deserve. 
There is this further to be said In reference 
to the criticisms directed against the 
Piekford and Black service from Halifax, 
and that is that these steamers are obliged 
to call at two ports. St. John and Halifax. 
If that can possibly be avoided by the 
selection of one port, which, I would sug­
gest is the proper course, or the establish­
ment of two services, one from St. John 
and the other from Halifax, many of 
the objections to this service would be re­
moved. Some bon. members well know 
that in the trade between the West Indies 
and the Maritime Province porte a great 
deal of sugar cargo is carried. That is 
considered by shipowners a very dirty car­
go. It has a baa effect upon other cargo 
carried in the ship, and I have noticed 
myself that on these West Indian boats on 
arriving at Halifax with a cargo of sugar, 
considerable of the woodwork would be 
turned" to » -leaden color owing to the 
escape of gas from the sugar. Then, owing 
to the fact thatthese steamers mnstgo to 
St. John, and from St.John to Halifax, 
little time is left for cleaning the steamer 
between the two trips. This renders the 
ships less desirable for passenger and 
freight traffic; the contractors realize the 
force of the objection and1 its effect upon 
the ships and tbeir business, but owing to 
the loss of time incurred In calling at the 
two ports, practically no time is left for 
the cleaning of the steamers. When I 
say it is in the interests of Canada gen­
erally that the ships of the West Indian 
steamships service should leave theport of 
Halifax, I know that I shall be charged 
with sectionalism,and undue Interest in 
the constituency which I represent. How­
ever, if the facts support the contention 
that there should be but one port of de-
frtiiv, namely Halifax; then, even were 

animated by sectional motives, that 
would count for nothing in the end. 1 be­
lieve tbata service amply sufficient and 
efficient for all Canadian trade interests 
can be obtained by a service, the steam­
ships of which sail from Halifax to the 
West Indies throughout the whole year.

Mr. Maclean said he was glad that the 
Government had decided against subsidiz­
ing any ships which would also call at 
American ports. He argued also that the 
demanded economy and adequate trans­
portation were all in favor of a direct line 
with Halifax as the Canadian terminus, or 
»t least *»aeparate service from- St. Jotyp 
and Halifax to the West Indies. " There 
would be no advantage in using the8t. 
Lawrence ports.

I do not know what grounds were urged 
by the ^lootreol business interests in 
favour of the establishment of such a ser­
vice, but I Wduld be very much surprised 
If tbejKCould make out half a case in 
favour of their contention. I would say 
that fora great number of years it would 
be impossible for a steamship service be­
tween Montreal and the West Indies to 
obtain sufficient cargoes to pay any appre­
ciable portion of the ships’ expenses.

A very foolish opinion obtains to same 
extent in Canada as to the volume of 
trade between Canada and the West Indies 
and the possible extension of this trade. 
It Is true that we have a gross volume of 
import and export trade with the West

House of Commons.
Postmaster General Pelletier Introduced 

in the Commons yesterday a Bill ratifying 
■an agreement with a new wifeless tele­
graph company. Mr. Pelletier believed 
that this was the solution of the problem 
of cheaper telegraphic ■ communication 
with the Motherland and wiser at present 
than State-owned cables and land lines.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, Hon. Dr. Pugs- 
ley, and Hon. Frank Oliver in Opposition, 
and W. F. MacLean and J. E. Armstrong 
on the Government side, urged govern­
ment ownership of the proposed wireless 
scheme. Hon. Mr. Pelletier replied that 
if the proposed arrangement did not work 
satisfactorily, a clause had been provided 
for l«king over the whole plant by the 
government. The syndicate taking the 
contract is composed of English million­
aires and will make use of the Polion Arc- 
System. No subsidy will be paid to the 
syndicate, and the rates will be consider­
ably below those of the cable companies.

Editorial Notes.

ladies amounting to probably twelve or 
thirteen millions of dollars, but our ex­
ports to the islands mentioned In the 
convention with the West Indies, amount 
to only (2,145,000, and of this they consist 
largely of the natural product of this 
country. The export of flab alone amounts 
to about $800,000 a yéar, and the 
Item next to that In amount is flour. 
All tbs articles produced or manufactured 
in the Western Provinces of Canada, in.- 
cluding Ootarlo and Quebec, can be for­
warded as cheaply to the Weat Indian 
Islands, via Halifax on St. John as they 
could be from Montreal if there were a 
steamship service from that port direct. 
Under this treaty Great Britain obtains 
the same preference as Canada. Several 
splendid lines of steamships ply between 
Great Britain and tbe West Indies, and a 
very considerable trade Is done between 
the two countries, the freight rates being 
extremely light. In manufactured articles 
I see no possibility of Canadian manufac­
turers successfully competing with British 
manufacturers,In many lines at all events. 
It Is quite true that a considerable part of 
the trade done by the United States with 
the West Indies might be. captured by 
Canada. For instance, whereas we export 
to the West Indies about $700,000 worth of 
flour, the Uiflted States exports about 
$2,000,600 worth.* Our exports of meats 
again are rather a negligible quantity, 
whereas from the United States the ex­
port of meats amounts to considerably 
over $1,000,000. In these particular Items 
I do not think there woufti be any possi­
bility of Canada obtaining that trade, un­
der the provisions of the treaty, but it is 
possible that the preference given to Cana­
dian exporters might enable them to re­
cover some of the trade which the United 
States to-day enjoys. However, the point 
I wish to make is that with a Canadian- 
West Indies steamship service operating 
from one.Canadlan port, all Canadian ex­
porters would obtain iust as great advan­
tages as they would If there were a steam­
ship service operating from Montreal.

I made a suggestion a moment ago, and 
J wish to amplify It very briefly, in favour 
of the proposition that in tiilaservice there 
should be one Canadian port of departure 
and call, and I say that it should be Hali­
fax. I say so because you can obtain oom- 
panles to perform that service for a lesser 
sum of maney from the port of Halifax 
than fromithe port of St. John. ^

At any rate It is quite apparent that by 
any steamship company were permitted if 
the Government to use but one port of de­
parture acd call, the services could be per­
formed for a considerably les a sum of 
money annually by way of subsidy, while 
the efficiency would be increased. I*Io 
not wish to labour on this point too much.
I could show that this West Indies steam­
ship service was begun at the port of Hali­
fax, and that it could scarcely nave had a 
beginning If it had not been for the Nova 
Seotla trade.

Tbe trade between the Maritime Pro­
vinces and the West Indies was establish­
ed many years ago. I find that by far the 
the greater proportion of trade carried on

The amount of local trade originating at 
St. John is considerably lees than at Hali­
fax. It cannot be said that my western 
interests would suffer by reason of the 
oeleetlon of one port, because I assume 
that arrangements coaid readily be made 
between the steamship company and the 
railway companies to grant a preferential 
railway rate between St. Johonnd Halifax. 
If that were done, as I have already said, 
* more efficient service could be given to 
the public, and one which would meet the 
passenger traffic demands. However, I do 
not want to be accused of approaching this 
matter in a sectional way. It is quite true 
that in the event of the selection of Hall- 
f ax as the one port, some disadvantage 
might accrue to the business Interests of 
St. John, and rather than have the com­
bined two-port service, as it now exists, I 
think It would be preferable to have two 
separate services. At any rate, I think it 
■wilt always be found that from either St. 
John or Halifax, or from the combined 
parts, a West Indian steamship service can 
always be obtained to meet Canadian re­
quirements, and that there never will be 
any necessity for tbe establishment of an­
other service from the port of Montreal 
which could only have one ending, a 
division of the traffic with great injury to 
both services, andUa very considerable 
lessening of the efficiency or both.

fear»*nothlng, and let the enemy come 
whenever he pleases, hç will find tbe 
British Navy as equal to any emergency 
that may be placed upon It. England is 
equal to any task that may be placed upon 
her and from whateverquarter her enemies 
may come she will resist them as she has 
done before.” (Applause.) “Yet while 
England Is England, Canada is Canada.”

Moncton, May 6.—TM$V>wn was visited 
by a conflagration this morning which 
caused $80,000 damage and assumed such 
dangerous proportions that Mayor Gross 
sent to St. John and AmhersTlur assist­
ance from the fire departments.

The fire originated at 115 a. m. h the 
Did Victoria Rink, which Is used for toot­
ing automobiles, and before the fl rum tot 
arrived this structure was praoticatiÿ 
burngiVto the ground. Five residences 
nearby "burned, and the First Baptist 
Church and the Christian Brotherhood 
Hall. The Church is valued at $50,000and 
the ball at $25,000, with both partially in­
sured. Three automobiles in the rink 
were burned.

Two of the residences are owned by a 
lan named Hicks, who did not have any 

insurance. The otbeis were owned by 
Messrs. LeBlano and Cormier, and they 
have only small insurance.

The Victoria rink has not been occupied 
for some time.. Fortunately there was no 
wind blowing; or the whole east section of 
the city would have been burned.

Slight damage was caused to steeple of 
St. George’s Anglican Church, and the 
Methodist Church, and the Knights of 
Columbus Hall were scorched. The total 
fire loss is estimated at $60,000 and insur­
ance totalled about 135,000.
