Pohtlca.l Necossities in Ireland

! The timeis rapidly approaching whes

it will be necessary to take intc serious
consideration the present pelitical situa-
tion in Ireland, and to coine to some de-
cision in devising means whereby the
peace and order to be secured in that
country may give hope for a tranquility
more lasting than periodical Coercion Acts
afford, and for a prosperity, which with
the maintenance of the law}” can only be
secured by the co-operation aud good will
of the people. The Irish of to-day are not
the Irish of even five years ago, and any
attempt at legislation or at government
that does not realize this fact is certain te
produce much disappointment. Many
efforts have been made of late yearsto
legislate for the benefit of the Irish pco
ple. Much has been done, but much yet
remains to be done. Whatever else, the
Land Act may have accomplished, it has
at least transformed the Irishman into an
independent being; and as a freeman, by
virtue of the latest privilege conferred by
the law, he will in the immediate future
be consulted upon Imperial affairs. and be
called upon to give his decision with refer-
ence to them. If remedial legislation has
failed to realize the hopes entertained, the
cause is likely to be found in the deter-
mination of the people to keep the coun-
try in an unsetled condition until some
serious effort is made to satisfy their poli-
tical aspirations.
Throughout the length and breadth of
Ireland a great democratic wave of thought
has passed over the people. and it has left
results which are not only !kely to be
lasting, but which must be tuily and im-
mediately realized if sny clear and just
conception is to 1 ved at conc rning
the solution of tl ortant—I way say
vital—questionsu. - ripening with refer-
ence to the future of the Irish people and
the continued unity of the kingdom. It
isnow five years since the Land Leagus
movement was first set rolling in Ireland.
Its teachings spread apace, and in every
part of the country where the richness of
theland on theone hand or its poverty
on the other offered a suitable nursery for
its theories the organization was planted.
There are no people in the world who/more
.readily recognize a master hand and mind
than the Irish. Mr. Parnell indugéd them
to bow to him as their leader Ay means
which offered no difficulty te” the under-
standing of either the peasant, the village
trade$man, or the labourer. To say, as
the result of the Land League agitation,
that the landlords in Ireland were destroy-
ed as a class  representing overpowering
iufluence is te stop short of the truth.
There were many districts in Ireland
where the Government itself ceased to ex-
ist except in name, aud tte knowledge of
this will remain. The Government was
for a considerable time utterly unable to
protect life or to secure property to its
rightful owners. Some persons may have
felt their conscience prick them on hear-
ing from time to time of the unholy crimes
committed in the name of the national
cause; others must have viewed with mis-
giving the setting aside, I would say the
trampling under foot, of all recognized
legitimate authority; there were good
priests who in their own closet smote their
breasts in very shame for the deedsof
their flock; but “the whirlwind,” as Mr.
Parnell says, ‘“‘swept over the land” with
a force against which no ene attempted to
stand up, and with the speed of the wind
itself Mr. Parnell saw the people falling
at his fect and hai]iug hini as their great
‘“‘uncrowned king.”
From that day to this they have never
wavered in their allegiance.- On the con-
trary, he is so assured of his position and
authority to-day that, should an isolatel
instance of independence or insubordina-
tion show itself, submission is not asked
for, but is claimed and insisted upon. If
the hastily-created and rough-and-ready
organization of the Land League inits
earlier days was pewerful in its grasp upon
the people, the present organization of the
National League is infinitely moreso. In
every town and almost every village mn
Ireland a branch exists. Experience has
consolidated and familiarity with danger
emboldened it.  Originally the Land
League assumed jurisdiction enly in mat-
ters relating to the soil, but the National
League of to-day puts no limit to its at-
‘tributions. It censures the Viceroy one
day and a village constable the next. It
reviews the decisions of the highest Courts,
dictates to the municipal bodies, practi-
cally elects every representative of the
people, whether to the Boards of Guardians
or to the Imperial Parliament, and its last
display of assumed power was a direction
to the Irish people as to how they were to
conduct themselves on the occasion of the
visit of their Royal Highnesses the Priuce
and Princess of Wales ‘to the country.
When three or four millions of people are
willing to submit themselves to the irre-
sponsible dominion ef such a rule as this,
placing themselves at the same time in
open defiance to every constituted author.
ity in the land—when, notwithstanding
diminished local trade, absence of peace
and lack of security, taxation for extra
police, blood moneys levied, and the score
of funds to which they are called upon to
subscribe, they continue, with the seurecy
of the ballot.to elect as their Parliamen}
tary representatives those who are pledged
to eontinue an agitation which has now
been rending the country for nearly five
years, with the full knowledge that the
present conduct of affairs may very possi-
bly end in a bloody revolution, it is at
least time, in my opinion, to consider
calmly and fully whether there is any just
ground for the bitter complaints raised
as to the governmnent of the country being
throughout its machinery entirely out of
harmony with the feelings and ieasonable
aspirations of a free people, and, if so,
whether it is possible to introduce chau«eq
likely to lead to future unity, concord, and
prosperity.
Ireland is not only a part of the British
Empire, but a part of its very heart. The
peace and happiness of the Irish people
are essential to the well-being of the
United Kingdom; yet, from whatever
cause, they are permitted to remain ina
chronic state of peverty and adversity,
as well as of daily increasing enmity to
the Government and people of the rest of
the United Kingdom. The Imperial
Parliament has been lavish of vigorous
legislation, conceived in a gencrous spirit,
in the belief that the religious and land
questions were at the bottom of all the
evil; but astonishment and disapvoint-
ment are now freely expressed at the un-
satisfactory results achieved. It will be
generally admitted that though there was
a loud cry for a reform of the land laws,
yet the most unceasing complaint on the
part of the Irish people for some time past
has been thit they have no voice in the
management of their own affairs. Insome
ardent and unbridled winds this is intend-
ed to convey a demand for separation,
pure and simple, from the rest of the
United Kingdom and the declaratior of an
Irish Republic. The Land League in its
early days hoped that by plausible and
loud assertions of its constitutional de-

League traversed the country by night,
and swore in every peasant upon his knees
as a member of the ‘Irish Republican
Brotherhood”—the ““I. R. B.” This pro-
| ceeding served a double purpose, It
stultified the law, by making trial by a

to the national efforts being arrived at.
It is quite unnecessary to touch upon the
! political problems that would sp ing into
| existence with an Irish Republic. lhuugh
theremay be in Ireland persons wild
enough to dream of the possibility of an
ludapeuduxt Ircland, there are few in
England of any shade of political feel-
ing who will be found prepared to enter
into the consideration even of sucha gen
erally recognized impossibility.

There is, however, another
government sug "C\t(d as a panacea .fer
the sufferings of the Irish people, and
this is knowa by the name of Home Rule,
It has many advocates in both England
and Ireland, but the Home Rule move-
ment has always sulfered from the great
disadvantage of never having been defin-
ed with any attempt at precision. There
are, no doubt, many among the loyal
Roman Catholic inhabitants of Ireland,
as well as many lmtv,tuus nnconnected
with the Xorth, who are to be reckoned
as passive supperters of the movement,
but who would be qeite unable to formu-
late toeir ideas upon the subject. Home
Rule 1s a.very elastic term. Its advo-
cates have embracul every political and
social condition of man, from the ultra-
Conservgtive to the most uncompromising
rebel. €Each interprets and builds upon
the termt according to his own wont. I
believe there are u,an) responsible Eng-
lish politicians who are ready to discuss
Home Rule from a practical point of view,
1f any one could he found to pul it before
Parliament and the country in a tangible
form.. To all it, at least, conveys the
idea of a Parliament sitting in Dublin,
That is unquestionably the base of the
proposition aud an accepted startling point
in the mind of every advocate of the
Heme Rule cause, however moderate or
extreme may be his political opinions.
Without a Parliament in Dublin there
could be no Home Rule, and yet itis this
very fact that renders Home Rule an

abselute impossibility. There may be
Munster Home Rule or Connaught Home
Rule, but there can never be Irish Home

2ule’ so long as there is an Ulster peopled
as at present. The Northerners are essen-
tialiy characterized by unqualified loyalty
to the Crown, uuw: \vermg resolution to
link their destiny with Great Britain, by
their self-reliance, energy, prosperity, and
a deep-rooted intolerance ot the teac! lings
of the Roman Church. No doubt the
northern, in common with the southern
farmer, appreciates at, their proper value
the material al\’alxt.,\"(,s conferred by the
Land Act, but comznumty of interest does
not extend to the question of Home Rule.
With reference to the Gevermment of
Ireland, the views of the inkabitants of
the north and of the south are as antagon-
istic as are their feclings on (lllf‘ifilona of
religion. Tt is ge nerall ly admitted by
those conversant with the feeling of the
uorth that the Protestint artisans of Bel-
fast and farmers of Down, Antrim, Ar-
magh, and other loyal counties would
under no circumstances submit to be ruled
from Dublin by a Home Rule Government
and Parliameat. Home Rule would
mean civil war, and it is well that future
legislators should understand this.

But because an Irish Parliment in
College-green is considered the dream of
afew imaginative and sanguiue Irishme.,
is any reason established for allowing the
tire of revolution to smoulder on from
month to month and year to year, cnly to
be blown into the blaze of rebellion by the
first favourable gust of wind ? A young
generation is growing up bred in the very
air of sedition and tre.xaun which would
not be possibie but for the want of fore-
sight in governing, the dissensions of party,
and the unfortunate habit of waiting for
eveatsin affairs connected with Ireland.
There is at present a vast amount of latent
loyalty in the country, bat it is being
neglected and turned to no purpose. It
is being wasted, and no kindred feeling is
beng createdto supply its place. It Wil
be indeed strauge if the rising’ generation
of Irishmen in the middle and lower classes
do not turn out to be rebels of the most
approved type. The teaching is\all one
way, and it will be difficult to b§ aught
else. - It will be found thatthose who claim
to speak with authority assign ffvo great
causes for the discontent still prévalent in
Ireland, notwithunderstanding the im-
mense concessions made to the people
upon the land question. The tirstis the
exclusion of the people from any share in
the management of their own affairs. The
second is the existance in Dublin of a
centralized Government alleged to be out
of touch with the Imperial Parliament,
with the British Cabinet, and with the
Irish people. Had the former of these
beenlung since grappled with and the claim
set up been recognized in any liberalform,
there would have been no room for \the
village Parliaments that nowsit throughout
the country, demoralizing the people and
stunting the growth of a wholesome pol-
itical feeling.

I cannot too strongly but forward my
matured opinion, formed after years of
official life in beth the north and the south,
that a fierce and bloady contess would be
the result of instituting a Parliment in
Dublin, But there is a means of meeting
practically the just demaunds of the Irish
people, which would not only preserve
the unity of the kingdom, but, when
wounds had time to heal, would give it a
strength and reality hitherto unknown hy
bringing peace and contentment, and
therefore securing prosperity, to Irelund.
I allude te the creation of elective county
boards, with power to administer the local
fundsand all matters relating to the puble
works, the asylums, hospitals, roads, poor-
law rates, &c. On this base there is room
to build. There is here unlimited scope
for the growth of political life. Short of
the administration of justice, the preser-
vation of order, and the imposition of tax
ation —these being imperial attributes—
every power of initiative and of general
local control should be conferred upon
such a body. Under such a system of
local county government it would not be
difficult to define the line between those
local affairs that should be disposed of
locally aud those Imperial affairs that
should be adjusted imperially. It is not
rcasonable that a particular individual
should be in a position to record his vote
to-morrow for say, peace or war, invol-
ving the expenditurc of millions as per-
haps the least serious of results, while he
has no voice in the expemliture of his
local rates or in the conduct of those local
affairs on which his everyday well-being
so much depends. At the present .mo-
ment, whether in town or country, the
Ixiak.?of the sonth and west are hostile
weritics of proceedings in which they have
much interest but play no part Such a
field as I have indicated would supply
subjects for consideration and diseussion
among themselves; it would divert the
thoughts of the people out of a hitherto
endless vein of conspiracy and sedition,
and it would make the Irish at lust feel
that they were the component part of a
great political system and a living useful
portion of a free people. The object of
every true lover of his country should be
to see accompiished facts recognised, and
by guiding and utilizing the newly-
created forces fer the public good, rather
than epposing or sullenly ignoring them,
to inaugurate a new period of truly na-
tional life in the most patriotic sense of
the term. This is true Conservatism.
The intelligence, wealth, and education
of the upper classes will always carry
weight and influence, but it would be
blindness and folly not to see and to re-
cognize that weare about to open a fresh
scene in our political history, the actors
for the future being the people them-
selves,

In considering how to invigorate and
popularize the government of Ireland let
us%eware of accepting, as a foundation
on which to work, the theories or the
fancies of enthusiasts, Above all, let us
be practical. Some of those who are
afraid of the prospect of a Parliament in
Dublin do not hesitate to accept the idea
of “‘provincial boards” and ‘‘central
boards” or ‘‘committees,” in which the
government of the county could be vested
with safety. This means, in dealing with
Ireland, the renunciation of every prin-
ciple upon which goveroment in any coun-
try exists. In great matters of this kind
experiments are dangerous, and more than
this, they are quite unnecessary. Let us
not make an exception as regards Ireland
to the principles upon which the United
Kingdom in general is governed. These
consist in the administration of the coun-
try at large by the great departments of
State, with one Imperial National Par<
liament, to which all are responsible, and
where laws are made, moditied, and re-
pealed according to the requirements of
the community. Once we go outside these

broad lines we know not whither we may
be led. County government already ex.
ists, and what is proposed is only te m ke
it representative. Once it is so, itis gjf-
ficult to place a limit to the exFent to
whichit might be utilized in des” ng with
the affairs of the community, “Pro-
vincial” or ‘‘central’ boarys’ on the
other hand, would contain elements not
only of discord but of great political and
social danger which should be guarded
against in the interests of the unity of
the kingdom and of all cl in Ireland.

The views here expressed with refers
ence to county government I have held
for years past. Three years agol official-
ly recorded them. A more intimate know-
ledge of Irish social and official life and
of the habits, thoughts, and hopes of the
people but confirm them.

It is very difficult to conceive the
Eronndn in theirentirety upon which the
ollowers of Mr. Parnell have based their
petsistent attacks upon the Viceroyalty.

generally tc be carried on? The answer
to this is that my scheme does net seek to
destroy, but to construct. The Sovereign,
itis hoped, would come in person, or by a
Royal representative, to frequently per-
form those social duties which are so con-
ducive to the well-being of the people,
but it would be necessary ta vest in 3
Secretary of State those executive func-
tions now pertaining to the Lord Lieuten-
ant,

It will, in my opinion, be a mistake to
have a Secretary of State especially for
Ireland. for the affairs of which I believe
at present the Home Secrctary is consti-
tutionally responsible. If there are no
cogent reasons for his becoming so in fact
as well as in tkeory, there are forcible
argumnts in favour of my suggestion. In
the first place all that goes to blend the
government of the two countries is good
as strengthening the unity of the king-
dom, while the tendency of having a dis-
tinct Secretary of State for Ireland would
be to perpetuate the notion of divided
interests. Again, the Home Secretary is
one of the most important members of the
British Cabinet, and I feel satisfied that
if he were responsible for the good gov-
ernment and well-being of Ireland, more
ready and timely attention would be paid
to its affairs by the Cabinet,as a whole,than
has in practice hitherto been the case, or
tham they could command under other
dispositions. It may be urged that a
Home Secretary would have enough to do
without this addition to his duties, but I
cannot see the force of this argument.
There is but one Minister of the Interior
for France, a country with a government
more cemtralized than England and con-
siderably larger in area and population
than Eogland and Ireland together. The
nomination of a Secretary of State for
Scotland is an awkward precedent, and [
hope there may never be reason to regret
it. In the Irish Departmént of the Home
Secretary’s office there could be as many
permanent Under-Secretaries as occasion
required, one remaining naturally in Dub-
lin, with a Parliamentary Under-Secretary.
It is difficult to conceive a more popular
system of government than this would be.
In counties local affairs of every descrip-
tion would be managed by elected repre-
sentatives of the people ; while in Tmper-
ial matters pertaining to the great State
departments 100 representatives of the
people, knawing their own minds, should
ke able to exercise sufficient power and
influence to insure the redress of every
grievance and the conduct of the general
administration being in accordamce with.

{0y alty should not be performed in Ire-
land, as in England, by one of the Royal
Family. The Irish are by nature
monarchical. Where the English are re-
spectful they are enthusiastic. They are
imaginative and impulsive, and must have
something on which to vent their feelings
of enthusiasm. In all countries pomp and
splendour, grace and refinement, muniti-
cence and benevolence, dignity, mercy,
and power are idealistic of a Sovereign,
and exercise a special influence over the
minds of the masses. Had the generous
and natural feelings of a peculiarly sus-
ceptible people such as the Irish been ap-
pealed to more, even in the face of short-
sighted party government, the nation
wmight not be to-day abject at the feet of
“:an uncrowned king.”

Mivomichi Advance,
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An English view of the Lobster
Question.

The London Standard of 18th ult.,
in an article based on the fact that a
few live lobsters were recently shipped
from Miramichi to England by the S.
S. Clifton (and which, by the way, died
before reaching their destination) fur-
nishes an illustration of the ingenuity
with which a leading Londen journal
can dish up long and not uninteresting
leaders when there is a- dearth of the
exciting and absorbing subjects in
which the average English reader isin-
terested. The opening sentence of the
article is pregnant with the great idea
of almost every English undertaking—
that of British trade interests. It is as
follows,—

Should an experiment at present in
progress prove suceessful, the English
Lobster-catcher may before long ex-
perience something of that American
competition which has of late made such
sericus inroads upon the farmer’s profits.

We are next led to believe that these
Miramichi lobsters were ‘‘smared in
pots off the Nova Scotia coast,” thus as-
suring us that it is not necessary for a
profound English writer on the subject
of lobsters to have a very correct con-
ception of our lobster-traps or of the
geography of a country so fer from the
mother-land.

The next bit of information vouch-
safed isthat every year between six-
teen and seventeen million tins—each
tin containing three fair-sized lobsters
are sent to Great Britain and the Unit-
ed States at a profit of $3,000,000,
which profit would be vastly increased
if the crustacean could be carried across
the Atlantic alive. As all know,
the tins referred to are the 1lb. tins
which are put up for export by our
lobster preservers in boxes of forty-
eight each; and it will be refreshing
news to those honest and hard-working
toilers along our coast know that
there is, at least, one able writer in
England who believes that they have a
profit of $7.00 per case, or 18§ cents per
‘11b. tin on the product of their can®
neries. If the Standard writer had
consulted J. E. Morton’s or Crosse &
Blackwell’s catalogue of London prices
he would have learned that thcse one
pound tins of lobsters can be purchased
in the trade not far from his sanctum
at a figure much less than he quotes as
the profit made by the exporter on this
side of the Atlantic.

We are also told that not long ago,
after a gale, three tons of lobsters were
fonnd thrown ashore a beach in
New Brunswick, sa plentifully dees
the fish abound. Not only so “‘on some
parts of the coast they are boiled to
feed pigs and are regarded by the
people themselves as fare so humble
that they are ashamed to be seen eat-
ing them.” ¢‘If,” says the Standard
“they indulge in a supper of the crus-
“tucean, they carefully remove the
‘‘ghells, lest these evidences of poverty
“should bear witness against -their
“purse.” Such stuff as this must have
been picked up by the writer of it
among a party of practical jokers, for
while we are a high-toned people on
the Miramichi and stand in the same
relationship to the lobstsr as an article
of food
in Nova Scotia—we are
at any time, in season, to be known to
have had lobsters for tea, while we
look upon the possessicn of the shells

7his was
done by the Scribes as early at least as
the first Christian Century” (the italics
are ours); so that ' the work which Dr,
Briggs would have done, as preliminary
to a retranslation of the Old Testament,
has been done already eighteen hundred
years ago, and done by those who were
Hebrews themselves, and who were by
80 many centuries nearer to the ages in
which the books of {the Old Testament
were written. If now all this work has
got to be done over again, we can only
say, “Let not him that putteth on the
harness boast himself as he that putteth
it offt” Many who are competent to
form an opinion as to the magnitude of
the undertaking, believe that if the work
be begun, Prof. Briggs will not see the
end of it, nor any of the scholare of this
generation. The labor would be simply
enormous, and, according to Prof. Mec-
Curdy, utterly beyond the stremgth of
the Revisers, or even the time when
they could live on’ the earth. He says,
‘““The Revisers, if they were to have
dore-what Dr. Briggs insists upon as their
duty, would have entered upon a more
than lifelong and practically impossible
task.” Should the work be undertaken
bereafter, he thinks it would have tobe
carried on for tke lifetime of two or three
generations - possibly some result might
be obtained by the middle of the next
century; but even then it is doubtful if
the Hebrew scholars of that future time
would be so fully convinced of the super-
iority of the text thus formed as to
accept it witheut many and serious dif-
terences of opinion.
