Ц A CARLOADPHYSIOLOGY OF TEARS. 
Different Emotions Result in a Flow of 

the Briny Drop.
Fear, grief and joy, to say nothing of 

pathos and anger, bring tears to the eyes. 
They are said to come from the heart, and 
this is true, for no one ever reasoned him­
self into weeping without a first appeal 
through the imagination to some emotion. 
Tears, according to the Asclepiad, are the 
natural outlet of emotional tension. 
They are the result of a storm in the 
central nervous system, giving rise to 
changes in the vascular terminals of the tear- 
secreting glands. These changes induce pro­
fuse excretion of water and weeping results.

In a mild degree some excretion is always 
in process, to bathe the eye and clear it of 
foreign matter. The controlling center is 
at a distance, though the secretion may be 
kept np by the small trace of saline sub­
stance that is present in the tears them­
selves. The lachrymal glands lie between 
the nervous center and the mucous surface 
of the eyeball. Tears afford a good illus 
tration of the way in which nervous fibres 
are capable of conveying to a secreting or­
gan exciting impulses from bdth sides of a 
gland lying in their coarse. Afferent and 
efferent communications bring about a 
similar result. Internal nervous vibrations 
and external excitation or reflex action 
cause a flow of tears. In both instances 
the exciting impulse is a vibration. Niobe, 
“all tears,” and the unfortunate pedes 
trian with a minute particle of steel 
from the rail of an elevated road in his 
eye are unwilling exponents of a similar 
process. They weep the same kind of briny 
fluid, in exactly the same way, though 
from widely different causes. Imagination 
is at times sufficient to excite the nervous 
system into the p 
ont external aid 
readers of good fiction weep over it alike, 
and the actor loses himself so entirely in 
the exigencies of dramatic art that he sheds 
real tears and the audience sheds tears 
with him. Of a truth the man who never 
weeps has a hard heart, and the quality 
of his intellect may also be questioned.

Emotion then, affection, grief, anxiety, 
incite to tears; not pain nor discomfort. 
The pangs of maternity are tearless, though 
the influence of ether or chloroform may 
cause some emotional dream that results in 
weeping. In the earlier days of surgery 
patients might scream and utter such piti­
ful cries as to sicken the bystanders, might 
even faint with pain yet there were 
seldom any team. These being pure 
waves of emotion and a relief to 
the heart, 
mitigate pain. Perhaps one who weeps 
from pain does so from unconscious though 
selfish pity—in other words from emotion. 
For the tearful, change of scene, mental di­
version and outdoor life are the best reme­
dies. The author quoted objects to alcohol 
as fearfully injurious. It disturbs and un­
balances the nervous system, keeps up a 
maudlin and pitiful sentimentality and sus­
tains the evil. Aloohol is the mother of 
sorrow, An opiate, however, prescribed at 
night, soothes and controls and really dis­
ciplines rebellious nerve centres, Sleep 
cures tears. And so does time, the restorer. 
Persons subject to many and repeated 
griefs forget how to weep, and the old as 
compared to the young are almost tearless. 
Tears have their value in the life of hu­
manity, not as tears but as signs. They 
show that grief centres are being relieved 
of their sensibility, and that the nervous 
organization is learning how to bear up 
against sorrow.

The age of the squirrel rarely ex­
ceeds 8 years ; that of the rabbit Î ; sheep 
will live 10 years ; dogs have been known 
to exceed 20; oats and foxes rarely go be­
yond 15, while pigs, deer, the bear and the 
cow have often lived beyond 20 years ; the 
horse has been known to exceed 30; the 
porpoise lives fully as long ; the lion 70; the 
camel, the eagle, the raven and the tortoise 
have been known to pass five-score ; one 
or two swans have been known to pass into 
the third century, the swan being excep­
tionally long-lived ; elephants 400 years old 
have been known, while judging from the 
size and slowness of growth of the whale, 
naturalists have been led to believe that 
this animal will under favorable conditions 
attain 1,000 years.

called grand juries, from which our people 
are excluded, while subject to the burdens 
of taxation they impose. Our dissatisfac­
tion goes further. We are not satisfied as 
a church. I speak, I think, for the major­
ity ol this Assembly, and I am sure for the 
majority of our people, when I say that we 
are not satisfied with the position we occupy 
in relation to the administration of national 
affairs. What places of honor or emolument 
in this country are filled by Presbyterians ? 
*»Vho was it that grabbed all the honors
and offices of the State, and refused-----
(Interruption,and loud cries of ‘Vote, vote.’) 
Moderator, in view of the effort now made 
to etitle discussion and to gag the minority 
—in view of this I shall ask my friends to 
refrain f.-om voting, and to leave this As­
sembly to pass whatever resolutions they 
choose."

to be found in the fact that their body 
had beeh condemned to political ostracism, 
while those on the other side were re­
warded with political distinction ? But 
now, God in His providence by means of 
the enfranchised democratic elector in the 
counties had declared that this regime, 
this tyranny of one class and creed over 
the majority of their countrymen, must 
go, and go it must. They talked about 
their people losing some of their civil 
rights. He told them that under no con­
ceivable government could the Presby­
terians have fewer civil rights than they 
had in the past. They had had the civil 
right of being oppressed, the civil right 
of paying grand juries for securing offices 
into which none ot their people were 
allowed to enter, the civil right of having 
their farms taken from them, and in many 
instances of having to ask leave to bury 
their dead in the sepulchres of their fore­
fathers; but

they were anxious to preserve. He tra­
versed the resolutions, because they tied 
their church neck and heel to a party 
from which they had never got the rights 
to which they were entitled (cries of *Nt>) 
—the party which had filched from the 
Presbyterians almost the entire represen­
tation of Ulster in the Imperial Parlia­
ment, the party which had filled the land 
courts with men not in harmony with 
their body, but with the landlords, and 
who were robbing their peo*4e; the party 
which daring the six years their govern­
ment was in office had done nothing to 
maintain their rights."

Mr. Armour then reverted to the Edu­
cation bill of 1873, aud showed that Mr. 
Gladstone brought in a measure making 
one university for all Ireland.

“The tories came back to power and 
immediately took up the question, and 
they saved Trinity College for their 
friends, and destroyed the only university 
in which the Presbyterians had any share 
—the Queen’s- He warned them against 
trusting themselves to a broken reed, to 
a party that had surrendered in the past, 
and must surrender, because it was the 
party of Bogeyism, the party of blind 
man’s buff. They were used by politicians 
who had their own purpose to serve. 
They had stumped England and Wales 
on their behalf, and they had done muie 
than any other men in the raising of this 
feeling against Home Rule (applause), 
but let him say they had irritated the 
Non-conformists of England against them. 
They had exasperated the Roman Catho­
lics. And what had they gained in re­
turn ? The old man

SWEPT AWAY THE MAJORITY

of 70 and came in with a majority of 40. 
He was to be oat before Christmas and bis 
government gone. He never was to bring 
in that measure, but he had brought it in, 
and it had taken hold of the constituencies, 
and Mr. Gladstone aud his government were 
stronger that day (applause. ) Seeing that 
their prophecies about the past weie all 
wrong; that none of their prophecies took 
place, he would advise them to take the ad­
vice of Archbishop Plunket, who said they 
should not prophesy again, for they were 
wrong in the past, and might be so in the 
future.

IT TAKES PLACE.
New York, April 27. — The international 

rendezvous and review in honor of Columbus, 
which has been in active progress neatly ten 
weeks, culminated in a demonstration more 
spectacular, more noisy and more remarkable 
in many other respects than anything of the 
kind recorded in modern history. The line 
of vessels in review was

OVER THREE MILKS IN LENGTH, 
stretching in two columns from the foot of 
23rd Street to about 95th Street, where the 
reviewing party were stationed. The em- 
baikage of the preaidental party on board 
the Dolphin was a pretty affair. It was 
nearly 2 o’clock when the signal was given 
for the president to begin the review. The 
Dolphin tripped her anchor and fired one 
signal gun. This was responded to by a 
boom which seemed to shake the whole city. 
As the Dolphin’s bow came in line with each 
man-of-war “present arms ” was sounded an 
the bugle Officers and crew saluted, bands 
•tiuck up the national air and a national 
salute of 21 guns was fired by each ship. 
Daring the half hour or more the presideu- 
tal journey lasted this cannonading never 
ceased. Closely following the Dolphin was 
the army steamer General Meigs, bearing 
the duke of Veragua, the nation’s guest, 
attended by General Schofield and Admiral 
Belknap. The o^Jy other steamer premitted 
with the sacred )imits was the Monmouth on 
board which w^jre senators, members of con­
gress, governors of states, newspaper men 
and other invited guests. When the Dol­
phin reached the end of the line in the 
neighborhood cf 95th Street, she dropped 
anchor and made preparations to receive the 
commanding officers of the foreign squadrons, 
who were presented t) the president by 
their respective ministers. This ceremony 
was one of the moat interesting features of 
the day. Fifteen minutes before the recep­
tion ended, and when the pieaident was 
preparing to land, an admonitory signal was 
given from- the Dolphin and as he left his 
vessel and entered his barge at the foot of 
96th Street, every vessel in the fleet again 
manned yards and rails and once more thed 
a salute of 21 guns' Then the president's 
flig was lowered from the Dolphin and the 
public ceremonies thus ended.

A GREAT BALL.
New York, April 21.—The Columbian 

ball to-night at Madison Square garden, in 
respect to the magnificence of decoiation 
and arrangement, and the large number of 
world famous guests present, was the mo.-t 
splendid ever given in the new world.

There were present the president and his 
advisors, the chief of the legislative body of 
the United States ; the Spanish grandee, 
who is a lineal descendent of Christopher 
Columbus ; diplomatic corps ; admirals and 
subordinate officers of every great naval 
power in the woild ; governors of neighbor­
ing states ; famous army officers. An or­
chestra of eighty pieces played music for 
the dances. A band of sixty peces playt-d 
during intermissions and promenades. 
Mayor Gilroy and wife received the guests. 
The programme of dmces was very simple. 
A buffet supper for the iuvited guests was 
served in the concert hall.

Another signal from the Philadelphia 
and the hundred search lights were aimed 
at the sky. Talk of the beauty and the 
rarity of tile Northern Lights ! Here 
was the Aurora Borealis duplicated by 
the hand of man. Now the rays seemed 
to radiate from a common centre—a huge, 
quivering fan, the edge of which was lost 
in the clouds. Now they all seemed to 
converge at one point. Then they opened 
again, and then each skip directed the 
search light full against the side of its 
nearest neighbor.

“Bedad," exclaimed a deckhand on the 
Herald tug, who is an ex-member of the 
Fire Department ; “bedad, they are all 
New Yorkers pumping water on each 
other to put out the electric lights.”

And, indeed, it was ju-.fc that effect 
which the search lighr. play had in the 
heavy, moist atmosphere.

The fleet continued to entertain the city 
with tins sort of tnog for half an hour. 
Some exhibitions of signalling was given 
with the rays. The light was turned to 
the right aud left and waved up and down 
as called for in the “wigwam” code.

Then the fl ish lights were put to becl, 
and the people wondered whut would 
come next.

Over on the main deck of the Blake a tire 
seemed to have been kindled. It was 
blazing up at a lively rato in an instant. 
The same thing seemed happening on the 
Australia, the Mag cienne and the Tartar. 

It would 
flicker, then leap up again brighter than 
before. All the time it gathered volume.

In five minutes the ships had been 
destroyed, and signals were given to the 
men on hoard of them to cease throwing 
red and blue powder into the fires. Then 
the ships rode majestically at anchor just 
as they had been before they caught fire.

This little bit of spectacular work pleased 
the crowd immensely. So many people 
were gathered in Riverside Paik watching 
it and so heartily did they express their 
approbration that the storm of hand clapping 
swept down on the ships even at that 
great distance and was qu te distinct.

Admiral Hopkins ordered a few rockets 
sent up to keep the crowd quiet while he 
prepared another treat for them. The 
rockets were bursting far overhead aud 
scattering starry dust, when suddenly 
something went crack ! on the Blake. The 
same instant something else- went bang! 
bang! bang! on the Australia, Magicienne 
and Tartar.

An amazing spectacle came then. In 
rapid succession e.’di of the great Briti.-h 
cruisers blew up. Fore and aft each ship 
was a spouting crater, vomiting fire and men 
and timbers. The explosion was terrific, aud 
the ladies cried “Ohl" and closed their eyes 
to shut out the dreadful vision of tire and 
explosive force which was before them.

It was all so earily done and pleased the 
spectators so much that Admiral Hopkins 
decided to blow his squadron up some more. 
He did it three times during the eveuing 
and each time be got many hearty cheers.

All this time the American ships had been 
holding an animated conversation with one 
another. This was done by colored electric 
light globes, the carbons of which burned 
and went out at the will of the operators.

Chatham.Mr. Inches, Secretary for Agriculture, 
commenting in his annual report on the 
fact that there were an unusual number of 
potato bugs last year and that the practice 
of killing only a portion of the bugs is hav­
ing a very serious effect on the crop, both 
in quantity and quality, says :—

Thn bugs should be more thoroughly ex­
terminated. Mauy farmers do not attend 
to this and others only iu part. The result 
is the pests spread all over the country and 
eat all they want. The tubers can only 
grow through the leaves ; when the supply 
is devoured by these bugs the crop must 
huffer The result is, we seldom see the 
tine, large, dry potatoes that formerly were 
so plentiful all over the province. Every 
farmer should make an effort to clean his 
crop of these gluttons, aud if all would do 
this the improvement in the crop would re­
pay them for the labor. The co^-t of the 
envill quantity of Paris green required is 
very little, so the labor is nearly all that can 
be counted. Aud hete we may remark that 
usually far too much of the poison is used. 
The smallest quantity that c-m be applied is 
sufficient to kill the bugs. One pound of 
Paris green to eighty or one huadred gal 
lone of water is sufficient, provided it is 
properly applied, which should be dune as 
often as required to kill all. It is a great 
loss to the country to allow such a valuable 
crop to be rteetioyed, when a moderate 
amount of labor and cost will save it.
