AN APPEAL TO THE PEOPLE OV CANADA IN
FAVOR OF THE SORRLY AFPLICTED INHABI-
TANTS OF/THE TOWN OF TIGNISH, -PRINCE
EDWARD ISLAND.

A great calamity has befallen the once
pretty and rising town of Tignish. Oun
Sunday, the 30th August last, a fire acci-
dentally broke out, which in a few hours
destroyed over two-thirds of the eatire
town, comprising stores, hotels, dwellings
and workshops. The fire was irresistible
from the start, because of the very strong
wind that carried it forward in its work of
destraction, and so uncontrollable did it
become in its mad career that some of the
burning cinders were carried by the breeze
to a distauce of over two miles, where farm
houses and other buildings were in danger
of becoming ignited. Indeed fire was found
to have etirted in many places even at that
great distance.

In thie, as has always been the case with
great fires in cities and towns in the past,
the consequences to the inhabitante of
Tigoish are disastrious, and we fear, irre-
parable. What should, however, appeal
most forcibly to the sympathy of the public
in connection with this case is the pitiable
condition of so many fam:lies who have
been almost ruined and rendered homeless.
Families have been divided and billeted out
here and there among the farmers and others
of the suriounding settlement. This has
been found to be necessary in order to pro-
vide shelter for 80 man§ people who have
lost their homee, and it is to aid these thut a
relief commitfee has boen furmed here, who
bave andertiken the task of appealing to
the charity and sympathy, not only of the
people of this province, but alio of the in-
habitants of the chief cities of the Dominivn,
As was well expressed by one of the speak-
ers of our meeting of last evening; *‘Itis
our turn now, but it may be theirs some
day.”
T'he comnmittee of seven appointed at that
ting have ch for " president and
treasurer ths Rev. Dugald M. Macdonsld,
the parish priest of Tignish, who will thank-
fully receive any contributions that may be
sent to him to help the poor suffsiers in
their sore distress, If in mouey, thess
remittances should be forwarded to the
president either by registered letter or post
office order, and they shall be duly and
promptly ackaowledged.

It is our intention to make & special ap-
peal to the mayors of the chief cities, to
solicit co-operation of the principal news-
papers aud to interest in our good work as
many private citizens as possible. With
this imperfect statement we think our case
is sufficiently intelligible, and trust that it
may receive, at the hands of all good and
charitable geople, the consideration it
deserves.
