HOUSEHOLD.

BATHS FOR WEARINESS.

Few city people realize the many
| advantages of the city house, withils
full supply of hot and cold running
water, over the average farmhouse to
which pilgrims go in vain to get cool.
There is nothing for severe weariness
like the intelligent use of the balhtub.
Fill it two-thifds full of water as hot
as you can stand. A good way tode-
termine how hot it should be is to
put the elbow down into the water to
test it. Of course the fingers, or even
the hand, form no test at all. Pour
a tablespoonful of ammonia into the
water. After about eight minules
soaking in this, spray or sponge the
skin with cold water very quickly and
rub dry with a rough towel.

If sore or lame trom over exertion,
walking or riding or bicycling, fol-
low the bath with a mild massage of
the muscles Wwith a little vaseline.
Then take a half hour nap and you
will be all right.

Many persons believe that the daily
morning bath in water as cold as
the hydrant affords, if taken regu-
larly, is of the utmost importance in
maintaining a sound and vigorous
eonstitution. It is a mistake to think
that it is unsafe to take a cold bath
when the body is heated. In cases
of complete heat exhaustion the treat-
ment now favoured is an ice packing.
When you are perspiring freely and
are “ warm all the way through,” you
are in the very best shape to step
into water as cold as you can get.

The fear of “shock” is onmly
meaningless tradition, as far as
healthy persons are concerned. Of
! course, a victim of heart disease will
: do well to keep out of ice water,and
:very old and feeble folks must be
| careful. It is said that no case of
! inflammatory rheumatism has ever
| developed where the patient for a
| series of years had taken a cold bath
ievery day.

The skins of many kinds of plums
can be removed by immersing them,

in pickling and preserving, the result
is more acceptable to the palate, if
the tough and indigestible skin is
first removed. Very sour plums are
improved by parboiling.
All the varieties of ices so much in
vogue these days, depend a good deal
for thmr differences on the way in
whlch they ‘are rrozen Some reqmre
quick freezmg, others slow, To mqke
a smooth. creamy -ice cream, the can
must be opened and the contents
scraped dovwn, and the whole stirred
and beaten. Any cream should etand,
after it is frogen, at leaat two hours,
well packed in ice and salt; no harm
is done, if it atands six hours. In
preparing ices remember to use the
juice of the fruit undiluted. It must
be used pure,

DOM 1EbTIC RLCIPES

Crabapple Jelly.—Put on the stove
a quantity of crabapples to boil ; when
the juice is all boiled out put theap-
ples in a course towel to drain. Then
for one cup of juice, take one cup
of sugar until the juice is all used;
put on the stove and boil for fifteen
minutes. While boiling put in four
geranium leaves for every two quarts
of juice and then your jelly is ready
tocan. Do not boil niore than fifteen
minutes, and take out the leaves be-
fore putting in the glasses

Plum Butter.—Wild and sour plums
make a good plum butter. Stew till
very soft, rub through a colander, and
to each quart add three cups of su-
gar and a teaspoonful of salt. Cook
two hours, watching and stirring to
prevent burning. Add a gill of vine-
gar, an inch piece of ginger root, half
a teaspoonful each of ground cloves
and allspice and a teaspoonful of
cinnamon, boil five minutes longer
and put up in cans.

Dried plums are nice for puddings.
Halve and pit them, sprinkle with
granulated sugar and dry in the
oven. When wanted, soak over night
in water, then simmer gently till ten-
der.

The right method is to first wet the f\Jance of that

sugar in the cold water furnished t
haying hands for drinking.
a wholesome beverage for any one in |
hot weather.

Persons of weak digestion will find |
a few drops of the essence useful if |
taken in water before breakfast with- |
out sugar. |

Ginger tea, made from the root, is |
of service, like catnip tea, or sage tea,
to produce perspiration, in colds, or
to stimulate the system after expos-
ure. It is more palatable than the
decoctions of sage and catnip.

In toothaches a bit of root ginger
chewed slowly will remove the pain
and make one comfortabje till a dentist
can be consulted.

Nearly all the good effects of alco-
bolic stimulants can be secured from
ginger. But the so-called ginger
habit has to be guarded against. So
has the cayenne pepper habit.
LIGNUMVITAE AS A FIREWOOD.

An odd wood for use in domestic
fires is lignumvitae. which is used like
driftwood and wreckage out of salt
water in open fireplaces and in grates,
for the sake of the various colored
flames it produces in burning. The lig-
numvitae thus used is the refuse of
mills working this wood, pieces not
big enolugh or not suited for manu-
facture. Asa firewood lignumvitae is
a luxury, selling at about $20 a ton.
It is commonly sold in comparatively
small lots or by the barrel.

You will all study some day that
fascinating and oldest of the sciences,
astronomy. Then you will ba able to
locate the constellations of Canis
Major and Canis Minor, the big and
little dog, and in the mouth of the
little dog you will find a very big,
bright star called Sirius, the dog
star, the brightest star in the firman- |
ent.

Does not the fact that the ancient
Egyptians discovered and then named
these constellations prove the age
both of the knowledge of stars and of
dogs?t The age of the canine family
is almost as remote and well known
as that of the human family itself
From the early dawn of the world
the dog has been associated with man.
An early writer, Cuier, says; “The dog
is the most complete, the most singu-
lar and the most useful conquest of
man.” Among the ruins of the pre-
historic cities of Egypt and in Nine-
vah and Babylon, whose names are
to us but as names in astory book,
are found pictures of dogs carved in
stone, and these dogs were represent-
ed in gititudes of friendship with men
showing thati then, as now, they were
his faithful friends and helpers.

ANOTHER ANTEDILUVIAN.

There have been found in Western
Colorado the fossil remains of the
largest animal which ever lived on
this earth, according to all scientific
records. The scientific name of the
animal is Brontosaurus excelsis, and
is commonly termed a dinosaur. The
specimen of which a part has been
found was, according to scientific cal-
culation, about seventy-five feet long
and twenty or twenty-one feet high
The next largest specimen of this
creature ever discovered was esti-
mated to be sixty-five feet long and
eighteen feet in heighth.

The portions of the skeleton secur-
ed were the two thigh bones, a num-
ber of veriebrae, and seven or eight
ribs. The thigh is six feet and ten
inches in length, the vertebrae fifteen
inches in diameter and, the ribs over
nine feet long and eight inches broad.
The dinosaurs were the largest ani-
mals of prehistoric times, existing
when the region now covered by the
Rocky Mountains was a waste of
marsh and fresh-water lakes. The
find has aroused wide scientific jn-
terest.

Darting at him with (er-
rific fury they try their utmost to
throw him from the cliff; and unless
he be well armed, and use his weapons
with skill and rapidity, his position
is one of the utmost peril.

The strength of the eagle is such
that it will bear heavy burdens in
its talons for miles until it reaches
its nest, where the hungry It (le ones
are eagerly waiting the parent's re-
turn. Here, standing on the ledge of
rock, the eagle tears the food into
morsels, which the eaglets eagerly de-
vour. It is a curious fact that near
an eagle's nest there is usually a
storehouse or larder—some convenient
ledge or rock—where the parent birds
lay up hoards of provisions. Hunters
have found remains of lambs, young
pigs, rabbits, partridges and other
game heaped up ready for the morn-
ing meal.

A HOAOLO GICAL ACHIEVEHI‘.NT

—
One «of ihe Most Enterestlng Cioeks of
the (entury.
Messrs. William Potts & Sons, the
well known clock makers of Leeds,
England, have just constructed for
that city what is claimed (o be the
greatest horological achievement of
the century. The clock is a huge one,
and in it are combined many features
of the most remarkable clocks in the
world, such as those at Berne and
Strasburg cathedral.
The huge clock dial, which is of
polished copper with the fignres in-
scribed upon it in blue, is flanked up-
on either side by a mail-clad knight,
each holding above his head a battle
ax, which serves to strike the gongs
at the quarters and hours. Above the
clock, upon a kind of perch, stands
a large cockerel. In front of the dial
is a platform.
When the quarters of the hour are
reached the mail-clad knights strike
their gongs. Immediately on the left
hand side of the dial a door opens au-
tomatically, and there issues forth a
British soldier in uniform. When he
reaches the center of the platform he
halts and salutes in precise military
manner. He then passes on to the -
left, and .is followed by a kilted High-
lander. who repeats a similar perform-
ance when he reaches the middle of
the platform. Then coems an Irish-
man in the old dress of his country,
brandishing a shillelah; then a Cana-
dian boatman with his paddle, and fin-
ally a Hindoo, wearing his turban and
loin cloth. When the [igures have
passed round the platform they disap-
pear from sight through another
door, which closes automatically upon
the last figure's exit. Then the coek-
bird overhead flaps its wings, raises
its head and gives three lusty erows.
The figures are manufactured of cop-
per bronge, while many of the other
parts of the clock are constructed
from gun-metal. The escapement is
the double three-legged gravity of
Lord Grimthorpe, who is probably the
greatest living authority on clocks
and beils.

FRAME GILDERS
Are tomelied 10 Work itn Almost
ro.e:ubly Mot Reoms,

Picture-frame gilding is not an en-
viable occupation when the thermo-
meter stands at 9 degrees in the
shade. The men must work in intol-
erably hot rooms, and any one open-
ing a window would be instantly dis-
missed, for the slightest breath of
wind sends the gold leaf ilying in alk
directions.

In my gilding room,” said the mun-
ager of a large picture frame factory
the other day, * the work is dome in
the evening, and often, in the hottest
weather, far into the night. But when
we have a rush of orders, and the men
have to work overtime, the heat be-
comes almost unbeargble. Two of my
best men have been down with heat
apoplexy this year, and barely pulled
round, and few can stand the unheal-
thy conditions for long. Many deaths
result every year from the terrible con-
ditions under which the poor fellows
work.

“ The work itself is light, and would
be pleasant if it was only possible to
keep the rooms cool. The gilder holds
the leaf on a small board, about three
sides of which stiff paper has been
fixed. A thin, broad camel’s hair
brush and a steel knife are used in
applying the gold, the knife cutting
it to a convenient size and the brush
laying it on. A solution of alcohol
and water is used to make it stick.

Shaming Liberal Traditions.

Men who, years ago in Northumber-
land, built up the Liberal party, and
entrenched it in the strong and unas-
sailable fortress it occnpied in 1878
and 1887, look with regret upon the
position to which it has been brought
by the Kttle people who have been
wrangling with each other, of late,
within its ranks. Having first alien-
ated former leaders, in order that they,
themselves, might get control, they
have, ever since, engaged in violating
the rules of their county association in
the larger matters of party concern and
split themselves up into factional organ-
izations whose mutual clashings and
recriminations have made them a bye-
word and reproach to the Liberal name.
The whole of their efforts have, for
several years, been devoted to grabbing
at and wresting from each other the
little items of Ottawa patronage to be
dispensed in the County and, now,
with an eleciion in view, they are ‘“‘at
swords points.”

The broad farce they are playing
would be amusing were it not for the
spectacle they make the County to pre-
sent to people in other parts of the
country, who may be led to believe
that these people in any appreciable
degree represent the electors of North-
umberland. The agitator, who has
been put up by one faction, has this to
say of the other in Saturday’s Conser-
vative organ, over his own name .—

““This Murray-Menzies combination needs
no introduction at my hands. They are
well if not favorably known.. Their record
is printed in letters of blood in the history
of Northumberland. I will not beat about
the bush nor mince matters but publicly and
openly charge these men and their imme-
diate followers with wrecking the Liberal
party here to satisfy their own inborn pre-
udice to anything Catholic. They well
tnow that any one of these gentlemen might
have been the successful Liberal candidate.
Politically they are no good, and they
would rather allow the constituency to go
by default than lend a helping hand to any
Sm who dare worship at a Roman Catholic

tar.”

The foregoing tirade was prefaced
by the following :—

““Previous to Messrs. Murray and Kerr's
visit to Fredericton, the former was an
available candidate. Mr. Hennessy, Mr.
Morrissy and Mr. Winslow were at their
party’s service also. Both wealth and
intelligence are here combined. Why is it
then that the little ring of wreckers, headed
by Mr. Murray of Chatham, tailed by the
celebrated John Menzies of Scott Act fame
of North Esk, with Mr. Wm. Kerr as a
sort of rear extension to the body corporate,
did not call the garty together and have
one of these gentlemen nominated ?”

It is through the writer of the fore-
going, or those against whom he so
pointedly appeals, that Northumber-
land’s electors are to be asked to main-
tain their allegiance to the Liberal
party. We do not think that there are
many liberals of either kind in the
county. The Liberal party needs noth-
ing 8o much as to be purged of such
men. There is no choice between them,
Whichever side they are on they are
cancerous. As we go to press a so-
called Liberal convention of one of the
factions is assembling. No level-head-
ed man who knows the tempers and
intelligence of Roman Catholics and
Protestants of the County alike will
accept a nomination from them. One
of their own faction may accept, in the
hope of having the patronage—their
great bone of contention—passed to
bim, but he will, po doubt, be dis-
appointed.

Meantime, self-respecting Liberals of
all classes and creeds will bide the time
when they shall have an opportunity to
restore to the party its former prestige
in the County.

Suabury-Queens.

The Opposition have—for the time-
being — retired Mr. Foster’s friend,
Hetherington, from active politics in
Queens and Sunbary. They called a
convention but their best men didn’t
attend and us Hetherington was very
much in evidence, and hardly anybody
else, they decided not to convene.
Meaatime, Hon. A. 8. White, M.P.P,

| of Kings County, was nominated by

the Government party, and a second
effort of the Foster men at convention-
holding became a dire necessity. They,
therefore, got together and nominated
Mr, A. B. Wilmot as their standard
bearer. Mr. Wilmot represented Sun-
bury County at Ottawa from 1887 to
1896. He opposed Hon. G. G. King
for Sunbury-Queens in 1896 in the
general election and was beaten by 179
votes, When Mr. King resigned M.
Wilmot ran against Hon. A.G. Blair
later the same year and Mr, Blair beet
him by 624 votes.

Hon. Mr. White entered the local
legislature in 1886 and has been a
member of it, continuonsly, since. He
became speaker of the Assembly in
1890, Solicitor General in 1892, At-
torney General in 1897 and Chief
Commissioner of Public Works in
1899. He is, therefore, well-eqnipped
for the position of a representative,

Mr. Tarte's Sentiments.

Holding Mr. Tarte, the Minister of
Public Works, down as a disloyal
Frenchman, is a matter which largely
engages the attentiom of Mr, Foster
and his friends. It is, however, their
favorite game of slander and misrepre-
sentation. Those who desire to judge
Mr. Tarte honestly and do him justice
prefer to have him speak for himself.
At a meeting in Montreal the other
day Mr. Tarte said :

“‘They say that I am disloyal, but they
do not prove it. I defy them to prove it,
for I am not disloyal,never was and never
will be. My opponents have published a
pamphlet, full'of lies, purporting to be
reports of various disloysl epseches made
by me while ia France. They are most
uublushing falsehoods. The Canadian
public man who would go to a foreign
country, who would utter disloyal words, |

myszelf. The traitors to Her Majesty
Queen Victoria and to the British flig
which floats over us and grants us all our
liberties, are those who try to set the
various races in this country against one
another. I am addressing a mixed meet-
ing, and the English electors can judge
by the way my words are received by the
French-Canadians in this meeting how
far I express their views. I am a French-
Canadian—I would be nothing else. My |
father was a French-Canadian, my mother
a French woman. That was an accident
of birth, and I could not helpit. And I
was born under the Union Jack. Yes,
and [ live under it, and enjuy and ap- l
preciate the liberties it represents. I am |
a loyal subject of Her Majeaty the Queen.
I deserve no special credit for that. Why |
should we not be loyal; are we not!
happy? I have just returned from Paris, |
where I had the opportunity of studying |
at close range some forty-two different
nations aud their forms of government. |
And I found that no form of government
was 80 satisfactory as ours; that no people
were 80 free and had so much reason to
be happy and contentsd as have we in
this Canada of ours.” :

Speakiog of the misrepreseutations of
his traducers, Mr. Tarte said that ke had
long ago arrived at the conclusion that
the old Conservative paity was gona with
its old leader. He continued ;

*‘My traducers say that I tried to sell
this country to France, and that if I did
not deliver the goods, it was not my
fault. Just as if I and the French Cana-
dians are 80 lost to a sense of honor and
sll sense of seli-interest as to wish to
transfer our allegiance from Britain to
France! Where is the fool in my race
who would for a moment wish to be ruled
by Franceand under the systems which
orevail in France! ‘We are French-
Canadians, but we are British subjec's ;
yes, and loyal aud devoted subjects of
Her Beloved Majssty Queen Victoria.”

Mr. Tarte went on to say that in view
of the appeals to prejudice made by their
opporents, the defeat of the Laurier
guvernment would be uut only a Canadian
but an Imperial disaster, as it would
confirm the abominable principle that
minorities have nct equal rights with
majorities.

A Politieal Oleric.

Rev. Joseph McLeod, who is Hon.
Geo. E. Foster's cousin, and received
from the government of which Mr. Foster
was finance minis‘er many thousands of
dollars as a member of the famous
Prohibition Commission which let Mr.

John a week
or two ago and engineered a ‘‘temperance
report” through that boly ‘‘condemning
the Government for disregarding the
mandate of the electorate in the pro-
hibition plebiscite and condemning parlia-
went for addpting the Parmelee motion
declaring that a prohibitory law should
not be enacted.” N.w, if some other
po‘itician, on the oth « .ide, would give
the Reverend Josep: , +ho is now nomin-
ated for York, an additional few
thousands, he might work the next con-
ference for the passage of a resolution
condemning ex-Finance Miuister Foster
for getting into parliament on his promise
to work for prohibition, aud, when in a
mitisterial position and asked to effect
somethiong for the cause, refused to do
anything and declared that he made kis
anti-liquor promises in ‘‘a moment of
weaknese.”

Tue WorLp’s CoNVENTION is playing
havoc with the temper of one of the pairs
who are working it, but those who are
making use of the World editor's
Fides Achates in the matter will
miss their object. The Jittle game
will not work, although he yener-
ously gives his mentor a certificate
of character by saying that *‘Editor
Stewart is a manly white man.” What a
lovely pair they are, and what a mnoble
pol:tical team thoy make !

The Issues of the Campaign.

We have been very much interested in
reading some figures illustrating the
issues of the election campaign now going
on and comparing the statements on which
the oppositiun base their appeals for a
return to power.

Ooce of the charges upon which oppon-
ents of the Government hope to largely
influence public judgmeut is, that while
the Liberals were committed to reduce
the annual expenditure account, they have
increased it. This allegation they expect
to establish by doing three things :—

First—By misrepresenting what was
the pledge of the Libe:al party in respect
of the expenditure.

Second—By unwarrantedly minimizing
the figures of 1896 and exaggerating those
of 1900.

Third—By concealing the facts in rela-
tion to the accounts of 1900, and the
circumstances under which inc.eases have
taken place.

As this is a matter respecting which
there is much need for light and informa-
tion, touching as it does the important
question of zipacity to govern, under new
and rapidly changing conditions, it is well
to study carefully the facts. Lot it first
be clearly borne in mind that the Liberal
party, in adopting a general platfurm in
1893, did not say a single word about
reducing the expenditure. The.exact
woids of the resolution placed on record
are as follows :—

“*We cannot but view with alarm the
large increase of the public debt aund of
the controllable annual expenditnre of the
Dominion, and the censequent undue
taxation of the people under the govern-
ments that have been continuously in
power since 1878, and we demand the
strictest economy in the administration of
the government of the country.”

1t is of no consequence that individuaal
Liberals may have expressed other views
on the subject. This was the pledge of
the Liberal party, and the only pledge in
that regard.

What were the circomstances which, in
1893, warranted this demand for the
strictest economy ! They were sufficient
to make the situation exceedingly grave.
The Conservatives had assumed office in
1878 on a clear and definite pledge to re-
duce the expenditure. The outlay in Mr.
Mackeozie's last year had been $23,603,-
158. This the new economists ran up
year by year until in 1893, when the

Before a comparison can properly be
made between the record of the two
governments, it is necessary to see just
what would have been the expeaditure of
the Conservatives in 1896. It will be
remembered that in that year they were
defeated before they could even get all
their e:timates before ‘Parliament, aud in
discussing the question they persistently
under-s'ate the correct figures. They had
brought down their main estimates ; but
they did not reach the stage of bringing
down the supplementaries. Happily how-
ever, the figures are in possession of the
Government, as drafted by Mr. Foster,
and they amount to $4,660,000; so that
had the Conservatives been able to go
ahead, their bill for 1896 would have
been :—

Conservatives now apeak of their total
expenditnre for 1896 as having been $41,-
000,000. Toe =bove figures show how
grosaly they misstate the facts. If they
had been returned to power they were
under engagement to spend more in 1896
than the present Government, uuder
vastly altered circumstances, proposes to
spend this year, with this exceedingly
important difference—that while they
would have been obliged to add perhaps
$10,000,000 to the public debt in order to
carry out their undertakings, the Liberals
will not be called upon to borrow one
dollar.

Oane of the most culpabls features of
the Conservative campaign is the deliber-
ate concealment of two or three important
facts bearing on the expenditure. Neither
talkers nor journals on the opposition
side ever point out that practically the
whole of the increased expenditure since
1896 is a mere matter of book-keeping.
It involves no increase whatever of popular
burdens. For example, it is now costing
$1,600,000 a year more to carry on the
Intercolonial than in 1896 ; but every
dollar of that increased outlay comes back
to the treasury, and more. Last year
there was a surplus of (in round figures)
$121,000. The same is true of the Yukon
expenditure, which relates to an obliga-
tion entirely unforseen in 1895. This
matter is beat explained in the words of
the Finance Minister, when' epeaking in
Parliament on this. subject in July last,
Mr. Fielding said .—

“Then, take the case of the Youkon.
There again we have had to spend very
large sums of money. Hoo. gentlemen
opposite will talk about increased expenses;
but they will not tell the people of this
country that, in the case of the Youkon, for
every dollar that bas been expended we get
a dollar back. I have made that statement
before, and I can make it now in the light
of later information supplied to me by the
Interior Department, which may be taken as
subetantially correct. It covers the years
1897-8, 1898-0, and the six montht of the
year 1899-1900, up to December ¥1 last; and
what do we tind? That in the various de-
partments we have expended in the Youkon
during those two and & half years $3,215,765
Oh, hon. gentlemen say, see how these
people are increasing the expenditure—
three millions and odd expended in the
Youkon! Yet hon. gentlemen lorﬁot to say
that though that swells the total expendi-
tare of the country, it does not add a cent to
the burdens of the people.

In Canada there has been asub- '
stantial growth in population since 1896
and a very large increace 1n trade. While |
the aggregate tiade of the Dominion "
increased $66,000,000 during the eighteen
years of Conservative rule, the annnal
expenditure increased by more than $18,- |
000,800; whereas, for the small nominal '
incresse of expenditure since 1896, the
total trade of Canada has inciensed
$142,000,000. Wiil any reasonable man ,
say that growth l.ke this does uot add to
the demands upon the pablic 1evenue ?

That the expenditure of the present
Guvernment has besn proper ani de-
fensible is shown by the fict that the
Opposition have not at any time dared to
challenge it in Parliameut. They have |
talked loudly about the t tul; but tley
have been s lcnt in relation to the items |
which make up that totsl. No later
than during (he last session of Purliameut

Frequently the
Government is criticized on the as-
sumption that the whole of the outlay is
controllable. The fact is that a very
large proportion of the expenditure is
governed by statute.

Opening of Chatham Free Public
Library.

Oa Thuisday evening last, Chatham Kree

Pablic Library was formally opened. It is
located in the Town Hall, where a large
oumber of ladies and gentlemen assembled
to participate in the promenade coucert,
hear the epeeches and enjoy the ice cream
and cake, wkich were the three le.ding
featares of the programme,
! To these, however, were added the ex-
cellent music of the Citiz:ns’ Band, which
played outside of the building and, as usual,
attracted a large crowd.

Ia tte council chamber, whers the
promenade concert was to take place, was
McExchran’s O:chestrs, but although it
discoursed excellent mu-ic no premenade
was indulged in, as the mansgement appear-
ed to have forgottan to make any arrange-
ment for starting it, and the large ocouncil
chamber floor was soon filledl with chairs
and these with people who, in the absence
of the promenade, patiently waited to hear
the speeches.

CHAIRMAN FERGUSON,

This part of the programme was finally
begun by Dan’l Ferguson, Keq, Chairamsn
of the Library Commivsion, calling the
meeting to order. He said the large
oumber preseut indicated an encoursging
public interest in the Library. At the
time of Her Majesty’s sixtieth anniversary
the subject of marking the event in some
suitable way had been considered, and it
had been decided to establish a library in
preference to carrying out any of the other
schemes which were proposed. Free
libraries in sach towns as Chatham were
geneérally the gifts of mea belouging to
them who, haviog made money abroad,
desired benefit their native places in that
way. This library had, however, been
fouaded by & number of citiz:ns combining
and subsoribiog sufficient to guarantee a
successful start. Its future success would
depend on the generous suppoit of the
people whom it was designed to benefit, and
he bad no doubt that their appreciation of
what had been done in the matter would
securs its maintenance,

After the undertaking had been organizsd
by the promoters it was handed over tJ the
control of the Tuwa Council who now have

ness of the ladies and gentlemen who had
8o puccessfully promoted it. It would
benetit the peojle who could have free
access to it by cultivating & taste for the
better and lighter classes of literature, which
would enrich and elevate their minds, and
he felt it would not be out of place for him
to say that the commissioners would like
to receive aud would appreciate gifts of
suitable books and magszines or of the
alanghty dollar, to enable them to enlarge
the library and inorease its nsefulaess.

After telling a humorous story of a Scotch
woman-hater, with whose sentimnents he
entirely differed, he said he knew the diffi-
oulties of gettiog money, but found that
where others failed the ladies were sure of
success. We should not make much of the
difficulties we had to encounter in our
nodertakinges, bat rather present only their
encouragiog aspects and divert attention as
much as possible from the obstaclss. We
must tell everybody that Chatbam is soon
going to have ita 10,000 population and that
we are going to make the 500 volumes in
our library 100), and we will thus encour-
sge cach other and m.ke a success of our
undertaking.

REV. H. T. JOYNER.

Father Joyner referred to the inception of
the library scheme at a public meeting held
a good while ago, and wsid that slthough the
time of openirg seemed to have been quite
extended, yet a great deal of work had to be
done by those wha were in charge. L ke
every good thing, it had a emall begianing,
but they were all glad of the progress that
had been made, and the fact of the opening
now takiog place was an important thiog.
The gathering present showed that the
town was interested in the undertaking, and
although the opening was small in regard to
the number of books in the library, it was
encouraging for better things.in the future,
as all were interested in it.

Referring to the different objects of riad-
ing, Father Joyuner said some read for mere
pactime; others to get information for the
development of the mind, The present
day’s improvements in educational facilities
led to more rapid development and expan-
sion of the miod than tha methods of the
past had done, and ae the minds of the young
opened there was a longing for more know:
ledge which 1s sought and demanded.
People now enquire into things which they
before passed unnoticed and heunce arose a
demand for pablic libraries. It might be said
that we have private libraries of our own; but
all have not, and libraries are matters of
gradaal growth ; the books are got together
by time, outlay and labor, snd public
libraries are the result of the labors of
many, and books of great value are got
together which could not well be collected
by private means. Due care had been
exercised in the selection of the books in
thie free public library of Chatbam, and
while the number of books was small their
range was quite extensive.

The speaker referred to the difficulties
which presented themselves in the choice
of light reading matter, for much of such
matter gave very vague notions and pre-
sented ideals which could not be realised in
real life. We require, however, to be
amused as well as instructed in our reading,
aod unfortunately there were not many
sources of healthful amusement in towns
like Chatham. The range of books in the
library was good and solid. They had the
English classical authors as well as books
which gave amusement and instruction, for
both were requisite. The reading of these
books woull afford & better pastime than
that of hanging about the streets. He
hoped all citi zens would avail themsclves of
the privileges of the library, as they might

DR. PHILIP COX.

After musio, Dr. Cox was introduced by
the chairman, He said it would be unjust
to detain them at 8o late an hour. Asa
citizen of Chatham he felt that he could
congratalate its people on the foundiog of
the free public library and thie happy open.
ing. Brilliant prospects were belore the
undertaking and new encoursgements were
openiog up, giviog promise that difficulties
in the way would be overcome. It was
cheering to hear a gentleman like the last
speaker regretting that he hed not, in the
past, taken that liberal part which his well
knowan generous natare would prompt him
to do, and to hear the assurance that he was
ready to do so now. Battles are sometimes
woun by the rear guard, and the commission-
ers would be glad indeed to have His
Hounor's assvistance aud that of others in
promoting the objeots they all had in view.

Dr. Cox procceded to make a short and

suggestions to the mind regarding their
motives. It was, he said, the golden
mediocrity which teemed with the most
good ; 0 it wae that these men and women
who had fonnded this library had labored
quictly aad done a great wo: k. Like a tree,
it would grow and grow, and become a giaut
in our midst for the accomplishment of good
smougst the people,

A.l the sp-eches were generously applaud-
ed.

President Ferguson asked that all who
had taken books to read would return them
to the shelves as soon as possible,

Ice cream aod cake were passed around
sand very generally purchased.

The ladies, who scemed to have the direc-
tion of this part of the programme—although
they were invisible while the young men
they sent out as vendors were passing
smongst the audience and attending atriotly
to the businees in hand—were Mrs. J. B,
Snowball and Mre. W, C. Winslow. They
and other ladies supplied the ice cream and
ocake, and there was no lack of either. They

Interesting items Concerming Nobles amd
Thelr Estates.

On September 13th, Lord Paunce-
fote, "the English Ambassador at
Washington, celebrated his seventy-
second birthday. His lordshipstands
six feet two in height, has, a massive
bald head, heavy black eyebrows, and
strongly marked features. The,
Pauncefotes -are supposed to date
back some 800 years, they being pos-
sessed of lands in the time of William
the Conqueror. The name was ori-
ginally Pauncefort, derived from the
French “Pensesfori.’ Lord Paunce-
fote, in spite of his age, is a vigorous
and enthusiastic cyclist.

The Marquess of Bute, whose fifty-
third birthday occurred a few days
ago, has held his title since he was
six months old. Nearly all Cardiff
belongs to him, and the additional
immense income derived from coal
mines makes the Marquess a million-
aire several times over. He owns six
manpsions, the finest of which is
Mountstuart, Rothesay. Indeed,
this place is said to bs the costliest
private residence in the world. [t
contains 150 rooms, and the noble own-
er has spent over cne million pounds
sterling on it.

A romance of the peerage is re-
called by the recent birthday of the
younger Earl Poulett. He is the
only son of the late Earl by his third
wife. The elder Earl Poulett, the
claimant, is also a son of the earl by
his first wife, and the story of his
career as Viscount Hinton, the organ-
grinder, is well known. The Poulett
peerage, pronounced Paulett, dates
from 1627, and the estate of 11,000

. acres is said to bring in an income of
£20,000 a year. Notwithstanding
this, however, the late peer went
through the Bankruptcy Court.

The Duke of Buccleuch, owns near-
ly 500,000 acres of land and seven
palatial mansions, while his revenue
amounts to nearly £200,000 a year.
In 1455 one of the Duke's ancestors,
Sir Walter Scott, not the novelist, of
course, fought for King James IL
against the Douglases, and as a re-
ward rececived a very large share of
the forfeited Douglas estates. This
was the beignning of the Buccleuch
luck. In the way of titles, the fam-
ily possesses twelve, viz., two duke-
doms, one marquisate, four earldoms,
one viscounty, and four baronies.

It is not generally known that the
United States possesses a real live
peer—all its very own! Lord Fair-
fax, however, is practically an Am-
erican citizen. The sixth baron went
across the Atlantic in the time of
George Washington, whose friend he
avas, and all his descendants have liv-
#©d and married in the Republic. The
present Lord Fairfax is a properly
‘gualified medieal man in Maryland,
ayhere he is simply known as ‘‘Mr,
Jobn Contee Fairfax.” The Fair-
fax family lost all their Yorkshire es+
tate in the Oivil War of 1642.

Many fruits contain fatty and al-
buminous matter in large quantities
and are, therefore, very valuable as
foods.

A Frenchman, M. Balland, has just
published the results of his investiga-
tions in this field. He investigated
with grapes, oranges, nuts, figs, bap-
anas, olives, dates, aprieots, almonds,
eherries, quinces, strawberries, rasp-
berries, medlars, apples and prunes.

All the frujts mentioned, when ripe,
contain from 72 to 92 per cent of wa-~
ter. In the dried fruits of commerce
this proportion falls to 20, and some-
times as low as 10 per eent, the latter
being in almonds and nutas.

Vegetable albumen matter, of whieh
there is only 0.25 per cent in the pear,
reaches 1.45 in the banana, and from
15t0 20 percent inalmondsand nuts,
In the last named fruits, as well as in
olives, there are found fatty matters
and resinous substances which reach
from 58 to 68 per cent.

Acids are present in largest quan-
tities in strawberries and gooseber-
ries.

Sugar is most avundant in pulpy
fruits, such as bananas, dates and
figs, which constitute veritable hy-
dro-carbonic foods.

Fruits shoula pe employed as far as
possible in place of beverages, as not
only are they refreshing, but serve
at the same time as meat and drink.

The Great Smith Family.

Three thousand years ago the He-
brews were under the dominion of the
Philistines. Then arose, perhaps, the
strangest hardship ever imposed upon
a subject nation by a conquering one.

And what would it mean
to us if there were no longer Smiths,
by name, in our land ¢t It would mean
vacancies in the professors’ chairs and
upon the judicial bench; it would thin
the ranks of the lawyers, ministers
and doctors, of the merchants, brokers
and manufacturers, and of the rail-
road, commercial and financial mag-
nates; it would diminish the number
of scholars, reformers and philoso-
phers, and deplete the ranks of sailors,
snldiers, farmers, mechanics and all

the rest of the great laboring world; ]

the tramps, beggars and jail birds
would be less often met with and
cranks, politicians, drunkards and
criminals fewer in number. In fact,
not a rank or gradation of our whole
social system but what would be af-
fected. Some genius of computaton
has figured out that if all the males
of the earth were enrolled there would
be an army of 7,000,000 Smiths among
them. Allowing the feminine Smiths to
be as numerous, the world has 14,000,-
000 living Smiths, Whether the number
be as prodigious as this or not, there is
no question but that it runs into the
millions. A family so numerous and
80 universally infiltered through every
caste and class commands at least the
respect due recognized magnitude and
aggregated power.

Literally smith means smiter, i. e.,
one who smites, or hammers. And in
old days when every bit of metal, cop-
pér, iron, silver, gold or brass, had to
be pounded and bammered by mighty
strokes into armor, tools, plate, uten-
sils and implements, there were need
of many smiths. These ‘“smithers”
or amiths were not men of brawn
alone. They had to possess the ready
brain and skill to sharpen alike an im~
plement, repair an armor, or shoe a
‘horse. Their’s was an honest and
lucrative trade, and every road, atreet
and bamlet had its smiths. Not only
were there many smiths, but different
branches of smithery abounded, and
thus numerous compounds and derivi-
tiea of Smith came into existence.
Among these are Smither, Smithkins,
Smithson, Arrasmith, Arrowsmith,
Goldemith, Silversmith, Coppersmith,
Steelsmith, Locksmith, Hammersmith,
Hocksmith, Hockersmith, Drakesmith,
Forcesmith, Smitham, Sexsmith, Camp.
smith, Bowersmith, Worksmith,
Watchsmith, Bakersmith, Wildsmith,
Wintersmith, Hoffsmith, Kleinsmith
apd Smithdeal. Strangest of all these,
perhaps, is Fewsmiths! Sometimes
to distinguish several Smiths in one
sirest or bamlet, a Christian name
was incorporated with the usgal name,
Thus came into wusage Smithpeter,
Billsmith, Helensmith and Aaron-
smith.

Incidentally it may be mentioned
that other languages have their Smiths
also The Germans have numberless
Schmidts, Schmitz and Schmidtz; the
French have Le Fevers, the Spaniards
Gunsaulus, the Russians Smittowskies,
and the Irish have Gaven and Gowan,
each meaning Smith, and McGaven
McGowan, meaning the a&on of a
smith.

In fact the name of Smith is as good
as a 'mask any time to those who
would sink out of the public sight,
When Louis Philippe fled from France
he and his good wife passed themselves
off as plain Mr. Smith and wife, and
had no trouble eluding their enemies
and getting out of the country. When
Charles II., desiring to see for him~
self the Spanish princess that was
bem.g”talked of as a proper wife for
hun. shpped oft incognito to the Span-

ish court, he and the tmthful *!Steenie”
t’b‘*t acbompomed pxm posed as the
two Mr. Smiths. Tbnre is a young
man NOw serving a term m one ot our
Western pemte_ntzanes who was con-
victed of trajn robbery. He bears the
mark of an educated and well-bred
man. “I will npever disgrace my
family,” he stoutly said. “Cal]l me John
Smith,” And as Smith he wears the
stripes to-day, and uo one knows who
he really is. Ib is only by the greatest
effcrt that a man can rise superior
to this commonest of all common
names. Smith he is, and 8mith, just
Smith,” he must remain.

Right here comes in an effort of
parents to secure a future hearing
for their offspring by giving them
such peculiar and distinotive Christian
names that they may be differenti-
ated in the minds of men from all
other Smiths. No other surname on
earth is as often compounded with
peculiar Christian names. There are
Cotton Smith, Blood Smith, Mum
Smith, Mange Smith, Vest Smith and
Friend Smith: Yoney Smith, Wine
Smith, Pie Smith, Curd Smith, Piekles
Smith, Sanning Smith, and Preserved
Smith; Higl Smith, Link Smith, Biff
Smith and Jooster Smith. There are
Asia Smith, Boston Smith, Slicker
Smith and Fellias Smith, Merely
Smith, Lies Smith, Ornamental Smith
and Final Smith, and these are but
the begmmng Some of the other odd
names that real flesh and blood Smiths
have bnrne are these: Allo, Amone,
Bathurat Belvxdere, Oolton Choteau,
Udm, Minto, Sabry, Wyckham and
Malusipm; Southwood, Linden, Pancy,
Sarsius, Vilah, Suston, and Golia.

USEFUL WHALE OIL.
——

‘‘Whale oil,” said a dealer in oils,
is to some extent, used as a lubri-
cating oil, but not to a very large
extent; when used for lubricating
purposes it is more often compound-
ed with mineral oils, which are cheap-
er. Whale oil is used for tempering
steel ; it is still used in a limited way
by some people as an illuminating oil.
Whale oil is used for making whale
oil soap, used for killing worms

‘ Sperm oil

on

is a fine lubricating
oil, used on fine machinery, large
and small; the fine sewing machine
oil is likely to be sperm oil. It is
used for illuminating purposes in saf-
ety lamps in mines, and it
to some extent for lamps in ware-
houses, because of its small liability
to explode, sperm standing a higher
degree of heat than mineral oils. It
is used as a signal oil on shipboard,
for lamps and lanterns, and for side-
lights, and so on; and on steamers
for a lubricating oil. I'or all these
purposes mineral oils and lubricating
compouds have more or less supplant-
ed it because of their greater cheap-
ness, but sperm ofil is nevertheless in
demand for them. There are some
other uses for whale oil and for sperm
oil, which are still sold to larger and
smaller users by the barrel or the can
or gallon. Whale oil brings some-
where about 50 cents a gallon and
sperm oil 60 cents or thereabouts, and
the desirable qualities, for some uses,
of these oigs, once so commonly used,
make a market for the comparatively
small, and diminishing quantities, of
f them now brought to sale, even
though their prices are higher than
those of the oils that have so com-
monly supplanted them, ‘

‘ There is an oil produced from some
part of the head of the whale that
is much more costly than either
whale oil or sperm oil. It sells in
fact for as much as $10 a gallon. This
is watch oil, and it may be bought
of dealers in watch supplies. It is
used for oiling watches and also for
oiling the arbors, or journals, of the
wheels of tower clocks. It is not only
a fine lubricant, but it withslands
cold remarkably well, not freeging ex-
cept at an extremely low tempera-
ture, for which reason it is very de-
sirable for such use in cold and ex-
posed situations.”

ABOUT CORSETS.

Corsets of various forms and ec-
centricities have been worn ever
since the eyes of man have admired
the graceful form of woman. Al-
ways with one aim and object in view
and that to more fully emphasize the
beautifully rounded curves of the
waist and hips. Corsets have been
known by many names and in use by
many people, but invariably for a
single and selfsame purpose. 'The
Romans knew them under the title
of corsetus, the Italians corsetto, the
Spanish name was corselets, the
Portugese corsolet, while the English
bave dubbed them successively car-
sets, bodice, stomacher, stays and cor-
sets.

The English Parliament in 1450 for-
bade the wives of persons not having
the yearly income of $200, and the
widows of less possession, to wear cor-
sets of silk made out of the realm, or
any coverchief exceeding a certain
price. In the 15th and 16th centuries
corsets were exceedingly elaborate
with ekirts and sleeves attached to
them and constructed out of fine
lage apd gold. They varied in saape,
length apd amplitude, being occasi-
opally lined with ocostly furs aga
gartnitures of every imaginable de-
scription. Investigation proyes towus
that the taste for slender waists pre-
vailed even more in the Eastern na-
tions than in those of Furope. The
inabitants of Ceylon make a perfect
study of the traiming of the figure
to the most slender proportions.
Books on the subject are common in
that country, and no young lady is
considered the perfection of fashion-
able elegance unless a great number
of qualities and graces are possessed
not the least of these is a waist which
can be quite ar nearly clasped with
the two hands.

As to the dadies of Circassia, a
traveller wrote: ‘““What would our
ladies think of this fashion on the
part of the far-famed beauties of Cir-
cassiaf The women wear a corset
made of ‘Morocco’ and furnished with
two plates of wood placed on the
chest, which by their strung pressure,
prevent the expamsion of the chest.
This corset also confines the bust
from the collar-bones to the waist by
means of a cord which pusses through
leather rings. They even wear it
during the night, and only take it off
when worn out, to put on' another
quite as small.”
