Yet another event remains which clases this
period—the annexation of Oude. This was all
thet remained to complete the universal sovereign-
1y of England.

This kingdom was brought under the protec-
tion of the E. 1. C. during the last ceptury, in
consideration of certain territsty ceded to Eng-
land, aud the Ruler of the country was permitted
to style ﬁi}mcl{ King.

This system of protectorates has been frnitfu)
i evil, as well as in good. To our eyee, how-

voit, If the people were oppressed, they had to

besotted, cruel, depraved, and licentious: charac-
ter. Tyranny.in its worst form reigned over the
land. The people were plandered, the vobles
tortured, the peasants robbed.: The best of them
left their native country to serve i the armies of

ditiobs, and

hat is tce statp of the Bengslese during the
earlier period 4f their conques’, The miserable
state of things was evident to all. Englishmen
while they mourned over the abuses in British
India, felt some satisfaction as they cousidered
Oude, and saw how infiaitely superior their exile
was to that of a native puwer; . Foreigners were
compelled to acknowledge the same thing, even
though they hated England.

One of the latest books on India was wr.tten
by ove of this class, and there you will find re-
corded a fervent, wish, that degraded, miserable,
down-trodden Oude, may soon find peace under
the shelter of British Rule.

This was at length effected. Only a few years
ago, Lord Dalhousie sent an army there. The
King was called upon to deliver up that trust
which he had violated, and abdicate the throne
which he and all his ancestors had disgraced.—
An Eng'ish ariny surrounded the city; English
cannon threatened him. Thiee days were given
hin to consider. But there was only one excuse
left for himi. He acceded to the demand, re-
signed his erown, and with his tdys, his play
things, and £150,000 sterling, per sunum, he re-
tired to the obscurity of private life.

Thus, in 100 years, the Butish conquered In-
dis. ' Stendiog at this point, and taking in that
history with ene glance, we feel that we ean find
no more thrilling sight in History. Bursting in
suddenly among the Dutch and Portuguese, she
soatohes from their feeble hands every hope of
conquest, although the first chances wure so
greatly on'theit sides.. The brave and impeti.
ous French, favored by unexpected cirenmstances,
shot atoné time far beyond them, but it only
roused the Englsh to stronger cfforts, and agein
in their turn, sent them forever. fir beyond their
discomfited rivals.

What valiant acts are crowded into that eveni-
ful century: what grand thoughts, noble enter-
prises, deeds of heroic suffering and strong en-
durance! On the other hand, what evil is min-
gled with this good; what wrong, tyranny, and
oppression ; what detestable vice; what abomi-
nable cruelty !  Still, amid all, we find more to
admire, than to detes'. Rising from the con-
templation of this subj-ct, weare filled with won-
der.. Was it-indeed that litile island far away
in the most distant seas, that cccomplished ail
this ? Honor then to her glwious arms. Honor
to that galiant race so darirg, so successful.

But are not other nations as gallant and as
brave? There is the Frenoh, whose history
shows as many noble deeds, and whose pre-en.i-
nent passion is the love of glory. As brave, as
daring. a8 enterprising as the English, how is it
that they failed P

And here we are led to behold a mightier pow-
er than' Frauce or England ; that hidden, mys-
terious, yet mighty inflaence, which guides all
nations, and moves the destintes of the world.
We see 1tin all the'past. It is the agency of
Providence.

Losing sight of thiy, the whole tistory of the
world becomes unmeaning, delacl:ed. disconnect-
ed, and confused. But viewing it as controlled
by Providence, then it becomes a great umity—
no longer  the history of the world,—but of the
human race. And there js the same difference
between the two views of India. He who sees
England only in that country, sees a hacdful of
foreigners, liable at any moment to be swept inw
to the sed ; whose coming was by chance, whose
power like Aladdin’s palacg, grew uj in a single
nighit, to be dissolved as soon.

But i\q who belieyes in Providence, who sees
behind all the whirl of buman affairs, the shadowy
form of the Deity, arguing all things by his un-
erring counsel, and moving them with his Al-
mighty hand, sees in the Erglish invaders the
instruments of everlasting blesing to miserable
India, . In that country he sees thé means ap-
pointed by God 10 carry the truths of a pure re-
ligion into all parts of the earth, to raise India
from the dust and elevate her into' a glorious
nation. All circumstances strengthen the be.
lief. The vast missionary schemes which have
embraced the land, thé schools, eolleges, churches
newspapers, presses; Bibles, all show the purpose
for which England wes chosen. It was, there.
fore,- the God of Providenice which guided. the
energies of England in this unequalled strife
which gave iictory to her arms, #ud crowned her
with “honor amang the peoples of Asia, View-
ing ‘her as the messenger of God, we cease to
‘wonder at her success.

Here we may pavse. Beyond what is related i
shove, there is a chaptér in Indian history mmeI
terrible than any which have preceded i¥! Bnti
every ‘event of this is yet fresh in the minds of |
our readers, to whom notbing would be new that |
we could compress into our narrow limits. It

The mind is not wearied
by the monotony of the workshop or manuface
tury, the corroding cares of mercantile life, the
intricacies and tediousness of themes which law
presents. You will penetrate into the depths of
the hun.an soul, or pass into the world of spirits,
or look upon the great White Throne, or seek
to know m~re of the love, which passeth know-
ledge, monifested by the Son of God. Your

However, not long after the day of Pentecost,
it became necessary for them to attend inore ex-
clusively to the spiritual duties which devolved
upou them. The number of disciples greatly in-!
creaselJ; and multitudes of penitents were seek—
ing the salvation of their souls. The proclama-
tion of the gospel to sinrcers, the instruction of
the new converts, and the maintenance of the
worship of God in the Church, taxedall the
energies of the apostles.

In the meontime the temporal affairs of the
community became decayed. The Grecian Jews
murmured ‘against the Hebrews, alleging that
their widows were neglected in the duily distribu-
tion of alms. A new office now became neces-
sary, and accordingly the church, conducted by
the apostles, chose seven men of honest report,
full of the Holy Ghost und of wisdom, to attend
to the secular business of the Church, so that the
apostles might give themselvés up wholly 1o
prayer and to the minisiry of the word. In this
way, and for the reasons above a'leged, deacons
were first appointed. This office, as we find from
eubsequent notices, was intended to be perma-
nent. In the course of time the sphere for
apostolic labour was greatly enlarged. It is
prabable that as the necessity of surrendering up
the secular business of the Church, led to the

mind can never grow weary in: these
plations.

Furthermore, consider the digeity of your
calling, and the vast power which you may obtain.
You are in a profession instituted by Jesus
Christ, a profession which he delighted to fol-
low. He, when on earth, was teacher, pastor
bishop, and is now the great bishop and pastor
of vur svuls.

The Chrisiian minister hus
received bis call from the King of Kings and
the Lords of Lords,

The influence which you can exert is
enormous. The man of the world can rule
by money, or flattery, or oratory, or force,
but the minister of the gospel trains and rules
the conscience, the most authentative impulse of
the soul, with the very word of God, with a
doctrine which is the power of God. As to the
means of influence wuich the man of the world
exorts ; when poverty comes—when the voice of
flattery ceases, when the smoooth tongue of the
orator is silent, or the hand of power re-
moved—the locks of the Sampson are -shorn,
but the word of God spoken by the preach-
er wins its way into the very soul, liveth
and abideth forever—principles are infused, char-
acter is meulded, and men are delivered from the
power and consequences of sin. Nor are those
who seem to be irreligious, beyond the sphere
of the influenee of the ambassador of Christ. The
hours of reflection, the restraint, the lears when
sinning, the attraction to the house of God,
prove this.

However ungodly men are, the very fact that
they surrender their last hours to the minister,
and then prefer bis society to that of all other
men, attests the extent of his real influence. The
christian minister under God, sows the seed,
waters it, and reaps the harvest. We commenl
ourselves to every man’s conscibnee in the sight
of God. Nay, when the judgment cay comes
at will be seen that the words we have spoken,
when received have been the meavs of eternal
salvation, and those same words when rejected
have sunken the soul mto a deeper damnation,

The influence of the minister is ot wide extent. |
The christian ministry not only exerts the grea-
est influence over a men, but no one agency
exerts so wide an influence over humanity.—
What wou!d be the condition of the world in one

PP ot .d 80 asimilar necessity
of surrendering up the government and ovcrsight
of the community led to the instiution’ of the
office of the Elder.  But however this may be,
we know that men were ordained whose special
office it was to preside over the Chorch, and to
preserve order and harmony in all its meet-
ings.

1. The first notice we have of these officers i8
in Acts 11, 80, where notice is given of a collee-
tion sent to the Elders.. We there learn, Acts

.14 : 23, that after churches had been organized
in Iconium, Lystra and Derbe, Paul and Barna-
bas ordained elders in them. The office is afters
wards frequently alluded to, and the duties con~
nected with it pointed out.

9. We also meet with the term Episcopos.
The terms bishop and elder apply to the same
Jffice. © Paul, in addressing the elders of the
Church of Ephesus, said, * Take heed unto your-
selvesand to all the flock, over which the Holy
Ghost hath made you bishops,” etc. He writes
to the srethren at Philippi : * To all the saints
which sre in Jesus Christ at Philfppi, with the
bishops and deacous.” 8o in 'imothy 8 : 1, no
other church officer besides the bishop is men-
tioned, except the deacon. Again Paul exhoits
Titus (Titus 1: 5) to ordain elders in very
chureh, and immediately afterwards calls them
bishops.

It seems very p s-ible that so long as the
Churches were conflued to the Jews, the term
Elder well knowu to them, would be employed ;
bat that when Churches were founded among the
Gentiles, the term bishop—far more intelligible
to them—would be also used to designate the
heads of the Christian communities.

As to the numbers of these officers it would
seem that severnl were appointed over each
Chureh, The reason of this probably was, that
the Church was obliged to meet in various locali-
tics.. Until suitable places of worship were
erected, a large Church could not convenmiently
meet at one time in one place,

The Evangelist was not an officerin the Church
—he was simply a missionary. He might be a
deacon as Philip, (Acts 21: 8, or a bishop as
Timothy, (2 Tim. 4: 5, but his special work was
the proclamation of the gospel to the destitute.

Luther’s Theses.

1t is interesting for us to notice those circum-
stances in the life of Luther, which led him to
begih a battle which all wise men saw was im-
pending. Luther in his conversion had learned
by experience, that 1t is by faith ‘we are justified.
Bat though the seed of the Reformation was
thus planted in lim, he yet believed himself to
be a genuvine Romanist.

In 1508, not long after his conversion, he was
appointed to the University of Wittenberg, and
among other duties, was required to lecture on
the Holy Beriptures®once a day. Soon his lec-
tures were attended by throngs of eager listen-
ers. Has studies were enlightening his mind—
and be was dispensing the light all around
him.

In 1511, he visited Rome, and was amazed at
thelice , dvarice, and infidelity which

he discovered there. This visit had the effect
of diminishing his_veneration for the Papacy.

A few years after, Tetzel appeared in Ger-
many—raising immense sums of money for the
pope, by the sale of indulgences. This terrible
abuse—he rendered stiil more shocking n the
eyes of all thougbtful men.

On the 31st of October, 1567, the city of
Wittemburg was crowded with pilgrims, who
bhad come to worship the relies collected in the
splendid church recently erected by the Elec-

tor,

the throng of Pilgrims—to
the church. On. this he posted his memorable
Theses against indulgences. Though there was
nothing in this Theses which a moderate Roman-
ist weuld now condemn, yet this act was none
the lees heroic—nor the consequences less mos
mentous,

Luther knew not then what he had done. He
did not clearly perceive that hisiTheses implied,
if they did not express, a denial of Papal infalli-
biiity, and the affirmation of a pardon beyond
the power of Popes to confer. The sct was a
most courageous one, for no man yet had with
impunny, attacked the pope. Yet he could not
then perceive tho moral sublimi’y of what he
had done. He obeyed the dictates of his con-
science, yet he could not foersee that this obedi-
ence to a generous and righteous impulse would
impel him to advance until he had thrown off all
the burdens wbich Rome had imposed. His con=~
duct was applauded by many, and he became, at
onge. the leader of those who were disgusted by
the present morals and manners of the church.
Yet he litile knew that the time would come
when grateful millions in both hemispheres,
would regasd him as the great Reformer,

King Chung Wang’s Letter to Lord
Elgin.

Lee, the faithful King Chung Wang, and Com-
mander-in-Chief ofthe Imperial forces of the
Tae-Ping-Teen Kok dynasty, to the Britich
Plenipotentiary and Ambassador Extraordinary
in China, greeting :—

Inasmuch as I have loug heard that your hoa-
orable country most particulary reverence the
heavenly system of worship which has been pro-
mulgated for more than eighteen hundred and
sixty years, therefore I presume that your honor-
able country carly obtained evidence respecting
this wonderful doetrine’s origin and promulgated
it in the West. How execeedingly excellent.
But our true and holy lord Teen Wung (the Em-
peror) ia tho year 1848 was received up by a
heavenly messenger into heaven, and himself had
an interview with the heavenly Father and heaven
ly elder brother [as he thought], and thence ob-
tained a commission to eirculate the true doctrine
for the regulation of tl.e whole country. Again
from Kwang-gci he came to Nankin, and pro-
mulgated the heavenly system of religion, cut
blocks and printed the Seriptures and administer-
ed the washing ceremnny. (Washed their breasts
with a cloth 1 presume, sci-li, rightly named for
this purpose ) = Although there is the difference
of sooner and later, first and last, still with your
honorable country we have received the same sys-
tem of worship, and have regarded its principles
all the same as yourselves. At present the Mid-
dle Kingd.m Chinece people have come to kuow
the wrue doctrine, but when I consider that our
people for thousands of years had not obtamed
this extraordinary doctrine, it is to be regretted.
Anciently it was, difficult to realize its excellen-
cies for want of the knowledge of its principles,
On examination I find that from the year 1853, the
third year of our true and holy Lord’s ascension
of the Imperial throne, the desire to become dis-
ciples of the Lord Jesus prevailed, and all turn-
ed to the one piinciple. The literati in the pre-

away, I am not desposed to quarrel withyou
about it, nor have I deeply examinéd inte the
metter. Becamse several of my officers having
gone out three or four miles and pitched their
tents for a short time, waved a signal that Ka-
hing was in jeopardy. I was therefore under the
necessity of hastily assewbling my ‘roops to
march to the reseue. These are the facts in re-
lation to my former visit to Shanghase.

Now as to the b bl tries, the 1
ministers of which are at Shanghae, fostering
the es‘ablishment of fi ies for I
beg to remark to them, that as commerce, for
these several past years in suceession, has been
going on as it should, why not pursue the same
road as in former days ? I, myself, am willing
to treat with the several ministers, and accord-
irg to the constant regalations, ‘govern all the
laws of the custom houses in relation to receiv-
ing duties, entirely acting wpon the prepared
rules, most certainly not increasing the duties.
Because our heavenly dynasty, together with
hese honorable countries, revere the same hea-
venly system of worship, so that it may be said
that all of us under heaven s0 . doing appertain
to one family. Why should net all the brethren
of the four seas thvoughout the world—East,
West, North and South—pursue the practice of
peace and good will towards each other? Tk
ing all together, I beseech your honorable coun-
tries o exercise liberality of thought towards us.

It has now been ten years simce our true and
holy lord—Hung-Sow-Chuen—was elevated to
imperiel power. In the year 1851, when he re-
ceived b 's date to go d and cave-
fully govern the beloved people, but to expel the
injurious ; to quiet the good, but to make it his
business to execute the evil, retsin the upright
as heads or officers, seeking truly to imitate as
Lord of the ration tte great Iu and Shun (twe
famous Emp ). And §
Christ’s system of religion, which has hitherto
orly been practiced in western countries, now
flourishes in our middle country—China, which
has had its commencement from our true and
holy Lord. Every foreign minister near usin
our country must be able fully to know these
things, bis ewn eyes seeing, and his own ears
hearing them. Hence I trust that he himself will
early prepare a document and carry the report to
his own honorable country. Although upon
rumination you should think the capital distant,
yet the sails and wind will waft you thither in a
short time; do not, upon beholding the great
ocean, turn back. (In this clause he seems still
to bein the dark about our pestal arrangements,)
Though I have this year repeatedly urged a cor-
respondence, yet 1 have net kad the good fortune
to receive » documentary reply by which my
mind might be delivered from perplexity and
suspense.

1 have recently received the command to sub-
jugate the South, North, East and West, with-
out reference to the place of location. Al-
though at the time of receiving the holy insturue~
tions I most devotedly designed their fulfilment
in minutis:, yet in embodying the way of carrying
them out, I did not purpose greatly producing
disorder and destruction, bringing shame and

The Commitiee at 2 meeting held jn the yestry
of the Brussels Street Baptisi Meeiing House,
Deec. 8, 1852, agreed to accept the proposal of
Bro. Bill.

Bro, Locky, who had been appoirted agent,
was 1o sollect the debts due, aud pay the money
over to the Hon. Alexander Seely.  He collec-
ted subsequently £90, seventy of which was Visj-
tor money. The Treasurer of the Commitiee
never received a farthing of it.

Bro. Bill received the paper, and nearly five bun-
dred pounds, and proceeds to collect the money
vever pays the Treasurer of the Commirtee a
farthing ; puts the paper into the hands of his
sou-in-law, never says a2 werd to the Commitiees

Nearly all the brethren who had advanced
morey to establish the Visifor, and especially
those who had given the most when they trans-
ferred the paper 4o s, as | understood, gene-
rously relinquished all forther claim upon it,
and it was expected that all would do the same.
If any should pot be so dispased it was boped
that enough would come in from back dues to
meet the amount. But these brethren kmow-
ing the loss the Visitor sustained by R. Thom-
son, A. M., have never from that day to this
made any demand upon 1t..

The government was assailed, our Cd%
up to ridicule, end fora time a new ¥
things was instituted, The Proprietorship of the.:
paper has mysteriously passed to and fro, be-
tween the religious and the secular editors. ‘A
Mpr. Wilson, is said to bave boen at the bottom
of these curious moves.

Finally, the paper became the property of Mr.
T. McHenry, editor of the * Colonial Em-
pire,” a paper established by the Conservatives,
in opposition to the Government.

Bro. Bill endeavors in No. 3, of his conclusions
to represent himselfas a martyr. Now, we have
ordy to turn to the propositions made by ‘him-
self to the denomination at the Gagetown Asso-
ciation, to discover that he then estimated the
debts on the paper at £2000. Nor were his edi-
torial labors excessive ; from 1854, to 1859, the
drudgery was done for him. Mr. Stephen March,
and his brother, filled successively the posts of
contributor, reporter, news itemizer, editor, book-
keeper, proof-reader, ete, During this time Bro.
Bill was free from any very heavy responsibili-
ties. He had simply to write editorials, to re-
geive and pay out money, and to seuff the in-
cense which simple minded correspondents
wafted up to him.

No, Bro. Bill is not a martyr by any manner
of means. He considers himself to be worth at
least a thoussnd pounds, and he has r-ccived
from a grateful demomiaation an amount of
praise and gratitude whick he cught, in jurtice,
to have shared with others.

Ths last “ Christian Visitor” gave 10 its read-
ers some letiers from several of our ministers.
Woe say to these brethren, by all means support
the paper in which you have the most cenfidence.
Bro. L. Marshall writes that we have a perfect
right ta start anew paper. Bro. A, D. Thomp-
son pays us quite a compliment—* your oppoun-
ent is wary and wily, and will require cautiovs
bandling.” By the way, some of our friends
whe know Bro. Thompson, do not believe .that
he intended that letter for the public.

Now, we also have received some letters from
the ministering brethren.. We will not publish
their letters ia full, lest we should huxt Bro.
Bill’s feelings, nor will we give the names of our
private correspondents.

The far-seeing leaders
of the new cause associated other ideas with thie
leading ones, and aimed to expel the Tartar dy~
nasty from the theme of China, and substitute
Hung -tsu-tsuen for the Pagan Emperor. Patri-
otic recollections came to them with their news
found ambition, and they proclaimed a native
government such as China enjoyed. under the
Ming dynasty as the proper object of their am-
bitien. Thus Christianity and Patriotism hand
in hand directed the energetic attaches of the re-
volutionista, Tbhe cunsequence was that they
spread resisilessly, acquiring gregter and greater
possessions, and gaining one by one many of the
clief cities of the Empire. They have met with
but one serious repulse, and at this moment are
advancing as rapidly as ever. A few circum-
stances have kept Europeans in doubt as to their
feelings and policy. Their inaccessible position
in the interior, "the many conflicting reports
about their worship, and above all an unfortun-
ate collision at. Shanghae, have inereased this
doubt and awskened suspicion. But recently sn
advance bas been made toward a better under.
standing. The same Mr. Roberts who first in-
structed the leader of the Tae Pings bas lately
made a visit to them. He was received with the
utmost kinduoess, and had an mterview with one
of the chief leaders. The resnlt was that this
leader wrote to his Christian vrethren in Europe
and America the extraordinary document which
Its contents are such as must awaken
interest and sympathy. The kindly spirit which
they display, their professions of abhorance of the
crimes that have been committed in their name,
their zealous efforts at printing and cirenlating
the Word of God, all go to prove that the move-
ment is indeed based upon true Christianity, snd
consequently that the redemaption of China draw-
eth nigh.
