In his opening address at the re-
cent convention, in Néw Orleans, of
the . American Medlca.l Association;
Dr. Billings of ‘Chicago, fts president,
advocated restrictioh in the output of
physicians. - There ars too many doc-
‘tors, . he thought, and.ascribed ..the
oversupply to .the excess of medical
colleges. About 32,500 medical gradu:
ates a year are enough, he considerea,
to supply the country, but we are get-
ting ten or twelve thousand, He would
have the medjcal schgols reduced to
twenty-five or thirty. ' Possibly that
would be expedient If it were practi-
cable, for anything less than a first-
rate medical school is of 'doubtful
value,, and to be first rate, a medical
school must have abundant resources
and certain advantages of ‘situation
which can never be common. Bu¢ that
the supply of new doctors should bs so
tiitch ' restricted 'ts at least 'debatable.
Quality. rather than numbers is {0 be
desired in physicians, Enoigh dac-
tors to g0 round is all that is needed,
‘provided they are ail‘ good.

“WASHINGTON; June 1The United
States supreme court today refused to
grant a writ of habeas corpus in the
fase of Whitaker Wright, the financial
operator, who i8 {A' custody in New
York awaiting the extradition on
¢harges of fraud made in Englana,
The opinion affirms the decision of the
United States circuit court for the
southern district of New York, which
held that the ' crime alleged agalnst
Wright is an extraditable offence un-
der the terms of: the treaty between
the United States and Great Britain.

‘Wright i8 in the custody of Marshal
Henkel. under a ‘warrant of commit-
ment issued by United Btates Commis-
sioner Alexander of New York before
whom the complaint was made by the
British consul general at New York.

Chief Justice Fuller in delivering the
opinion of the court said that it s true
that both by the general principles of
international law and- our treaty of
1889 with Great Britain to secure ex-
tradition the offence must be made
eriminal by the laws of both conntries.
The offence charged in this case, how-
‘ever,  be held, is made criminal by a
British statute and'also by the penal
code of the state of New York in which
state ‘Wright was apprehended, the
statute in both cases being essentially
the same. He concluded, therefore,
that the United States commissioner
who held Wright for extraMition had
Jurisdiction. v
