Shadow White Slaves.

New York, N. Y. Feb. 3.—Annie
Grecco and Marie Maura, the two
white slaves, on whose testimony
Frank Filaste and Joseph Ribuffo
were convicted last Friday in the U.
S, district court, of luring the Grec-
co girl into a disorderly house in Pat-
erson, were liberated today.

GHINESE LOAN
AGREEMENT I

NOWCINPLETES

Republic and Six Power Group
Sign Treaty Today— Calls
For Ten Million Immediate-
ly.

Peking, Feb. 8—The loan agree-
ment between the Chinese govern-
ment and the six power group of bank-
ers hag been completed and will be
signed tomorrow. The agreement pro-
vides for a loan- entitled: “The Chi-
nese government, five and half per
cent reorganization gold loan” to the
amount of $125,000,000. It stipulates
the purposes for which the loan shall
be employed, which includes the dis-
bandment of the troops and the reor-
ganization of the Salt Gabelle.

The loan is secured on the Gabelle,
but it is also provided that any fu-
ture surplus in the maritime customs
shall be utilized for the service of this
loan, thus making a portion of the
sale revenue available for other gov-
ernment purposes.

The six power group undertakes to
advance $10,000,000 immediately, the
agreement is signed. Another $10,
000,000 later in February and $15,
000,000 in March, should the issue of
the loan for any umforeseen cause be
delayed. The loan is for fifty years,
pbut the Chinese government has the
option of converting or redeeming it at
par after six months notice.

There will be no interference in the
salt administration while the principal
and interest are regularly paid, but
even in default the Gabelle will be op-
erated by the maritime customs in the
interests of the bondholders. The
government undertakes not to issue a
further government loan within six
months and to issue no loan secured
on the Salt Gabelle without giving the
six power group an option. The ap-
pointments of §. F. Olessen, of Den-
mark as inspector of the Gabelle and
the eGrman, Herr Romp, a8 supervis-
or of the audit department, have been
approved.

London, Feb. The Balkan war
has been resumed. The bombardment
of Adrianople began at seven o'clock
tonight and a small skirmish oceurred
at the Tchatalja lines. The armistice
has lasted exactly two months,

Bulgaria has turned a deaf ear (o
the remonstrances of the powers, and
unless Turkey ylelds to the Balkan
demands the Allied armies will now
attempt to drive her completely out
of Europe.

According to a despatch from Bul-
garia tonight, Scutari is already on
the point of falling. It is reported
that the Turkish commender has sent
two representatives to the Servian
commander to propose the capitula-
tion of that towmn.

Dr. Deneff, head of the Bulgarian
delegation, in an interview in Paris
tonight, said, he had promised Sir
Edward Grey, the British Foreign Sec-
retary, that if the Turks immediately
accepted the Allies conditions they
d peace, but whatever
happened thers would be no further °
armistice. Sir  Bdward Grey had &
long interview with the King today
after which he attended a brief meet-
ing of the Ambassadorial conference,
but nothing of importance was trans-
acted, there being mno new develop-
ments since Saturday.

Osman Nimami Pasha, the second
Turkish delegate will leave London
tomorrow to resume his ambassador-
ial duties at Berlin. He said this
evening, that from information receiv-
ed from military sources, he believed
that - the Allies underestimated the
condition of the Turkish army, and
that they would find themselves con-
fronted by a redoubtable enemy, the
best Mussluman warriors, veterans
from Arabia who had fought under
1 Bey, and tried soldiers and good
marksmen lately engaged In Tripoli
under Enver Bey and Fethy Bey. Ho
added: “That ambassador was right
who predicted that if driven to de-
spair the Turks would fight like wild
animals.”

Ask Protection for Foreigners.

Constantinople, Feb, 3.—The con-
suls at Adrianople have requested the
ambassadors here to arrange with
the Bulgarian authorities for permis-
sion for 120 foreigners at Adrianople
to pass through the Bulgarian lines.
If this arrangement cannot be made
the ambassadors will ask that the
Bulgarian respect that portion of Adri-
anople set apart for foreign residence,

Protocol Revealed.

Bucharest, Roumania, Feb, 2.—A
diplomatic indiscretion hag revealed
the contents of the protocol between
Roumania and Bulgaria recently sign-
ed at London. Roumania claims the
frontler between Turtukai, on the
Danube, twenty-eight miles to the
west of Silistria and Baltjik, on the
Black Sea, while Bulgaria offers on-
ly the frontier beginning at Silistria
and excluding that town, but includ-
ing its surroundings, descending in a
straight line to the east of Dobritch
as far as Baltjik.

Thus while Roumania lays claim to
Turtukai, Silistria, Dobritch, Kaver-
na and Baltjik, Bulgaria offers only
Kaverna, lying to the east of Baltjik
near the sea coast.

War Cause of Bankruptey.

Vienna, Feb. 3.—A large number of
bankruptcies arising through business
stagnation caused by the Balkan war
are reported. There were 82 bank-
ruptcies during January as compared
with 15 during January, 1912,

PLANS OF STEEL COMPANIES.

Foreign sales of the United States
Steel Corporation during 1912, uwon}-
ing to the Monetary Times, totalled
about  $95,000,000, compared with
about $70,000,000 in 1911, an increase
in favor of last year of $25,000,000
The total tonnage exported by the cor-
poration was nearly 2,500,000 gross
tons. The value of the business done
with foreign consumers last year by
the corporation was about $10,000,000
in excess of any estimates that have
been published, and shows & record
increase.

These figures are unusually inter
esting in view of the corporation's de-
cision to establish a branch plant in
Canada at Sandwich, Ontario. Several
lairge rail orders have been placed with
the corporation which may get all or
part of the Canadian Northern Rail-
way’s requirements of 30,000 tons of
rails.
The United States Steel Corporation
expects to spend about $35,000,000 in
1913 on new plant construction, no

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At the meeting of the common coun-
¢} yesterday the mayor submitted an
interesting statement on the financial
position of the city, and the reporis
©of the comptroller and chamberlain
were received. The reports showed
that the city had maintained the ex-

lary fi ial ition it has en-
Joyed for years, but indicated that if
the citizens want public improvements
they must expect to pay for them.

His worship said:

Gentlemen~~The reports of the
chamberlain and those of the comp-
troller and auditor have been present-
ed to me today, and I now submit them
to the council. It has been cuctomary
for some years for the chairman of
the treasury board to present in con-
nection with these reports an addi-
tional one embodying hie individual
opinion as to their value, and to make
comparisong with previous years.

Without making any elaborate state-
ment, I think it is perhaps desirable
that I should make some comment.
The items of recelpts and expendi-
tures on sources are fully set

forth;  the bonds and debentures ls-i,))

sued, and ali financial obligations up-
on which the city has entered, are
listed and“systematically arranged in
® plain simple way so that anyone
who may desire can have full inform-
ation in a few moments. The same
applies to the sinking funds which
have been set aside from year to year,
@s the law directs, so that at the due
date when the bonds and debentures
fall in they can be paid and the debt
wiped off the slate. Jt is gratifying to
know that for all the debentures is-
sued since the, upion with Portland,
in 1889, with the exception of the ten
year loan of '1908, of $355,000 at 5 per
cent. bonds, there exlsts sinking fur’s
to provide for their redemption. The
same provision was not made for all
the issues prior to the last mentioned
year and not yet matured; these
amount to $891,488.85. The einking
fund has now reached the large sum
of $1,046,580.92, and as the amount is
in excegs of that required to provide
for the redemption of certain issues,
and as other large issues, particularly
gewérage and water, are inadequately
provided for, it has been decided to
replenish them from this source. To
establish this a bill has been ordered
for presentation to the legislature,
this will perhaps be found unneces-
gary as it has been ascertained with-
in a few days that within the con-
fines of a simple short act of the
legislature, rassed a number of years
ago governing the width and closing of
streets, apparently by design two or
three potent lines have been saddled
on-to this act, giving the ggmmon coun-
cil power 1o dispose of ‘@il the city’s
Jands and property and do whatever
§¢ will with the proceeds. Pretty clear
evidence that all bills presented to
the legislature should receive careful
scrutiny and supervision, no matter
how domocratic the legislature may be,
particularly those acts having import-
ant bearing on the financial interests
of the city.

The Bonded Debt.

The bonded indebtedness now stands
$5,028,795.51 an increase for the year
of $29,600, a rortion of which was
fncurred in the year 1911, From the
general outlook for 1913 it would ap-
pear that a material increase would
be made in the funded debt to meet
needed civic improvements of a per:
manent nature, street paving, schools,
hospitals and the like; and while the
debt is certainly large it will bear
favorable comparison with those cities
of the west that have grown into
existenca within the last decade and
whoge financial obligations are assum-
ing vast proportions. This spirit has

§ not bupcessfully invaded the extreme
. east as yet, There is a sensible and
_rational increase in valueés in the city
and ifimediate suburbs; a perceptible
jncrease in population ig best evi-
dlenced by the number of taxable polls
C piled in the s’ office, a
most accurate indicator.

Will Exercise Care.

Insistent demands are made upon
the council to provide the peoplé with
those public utilities and conveniences
which they come in contact with
abroad, and many of which we have

. hitherto dome without, and yet they
atsolutely refuse to pay their share,
when requésting special expenditures
on streets and sidewalks, etc., in strik-
ing contrast with the residents of oth-
er cities. To comply with these de-
mands money is required and to ac-
complish this end the city has to
borrow and give its bonds or promis-
gory notes to pay the bills. Such is
the condition of affairs presented to
the commissioners in 1013 aund it is
their intention to meet the wishes of
the people in this respect to reasonable

extent provided that debentures can
be marketed at a rate or price com-
parable, or nearly so, with that ob-
tained in the past; but the present
commissioners are not disposed to
gell the city's debentures at any price

standard of the securities issued by
the city of Saint 'John may be sus-
tained and our credit unchallenged.

The section of the cihamberlain’s
report bearing upon the percentage of
assessment made snd paid in the dif-
ferent years from 1807 to 1912, is of
much interest, indicating that notwith-
standing the defects in our system of
assessment -the taxpayers have re-
sponded very promptly to the demands
made upon them, and in a greater pro-
portion each year.

The report of the comptroller
speaks for itself. The chamberlain is
the receiver of all civic money and
the comptroller the payer, and I feel
that 1 am on abselutely safe ground
in saylng that both gates are well
guarded; and as every payment, no
matter how small or great, must pass
through the comptroller's hands, every
jtem searched and tried and proved,
by daily contact with his office, I am
thoroughly satisfled that every man
who may have a claim for materials or
services, gets the full amount due him
and no more, and his watchful eye on
departmental expenditures, made
by the ofticials, who contract bills for
civic purposes, causes them to be
ever of his examination and
decisfon.

To Simplify Accounts.

An effort has been de to have
the accounts of the different depart-
ments so & that Information
may be more readlli obtained by the
ordinary reader. The financial oper-
ations of each will appear under its
own heading and index, as far as pos-
sible. For the first time the account
of the harbor will be furnished, that
one may see exactly and at a glance
the revenues on one hand and the ex-
penditures on the other, from all sour-
ces. 1 have requested that a full state-
ment be made concerning the reven-
ues and expenditures of the ferries.
Hitherto it has been the custom to
merge into other accounts the bond
interest on these works. I am not a
bellever in any such proceeding; the
public are entitled to a bare state-
ment of the financial conditions which
oxigt, and they will have it. .

The present assessment system has
been a matter of much concern to
the citizens and commissioners, and
there can be no reasonable doubt that
the work and duties of the Board of
Assessors Is a very important branch
of the civic service, as from this body
goes forth the fiat, how much each
citizen hag to pay for the maintenance
and up-keep of the city.

Systems and styles of assessment|
have their ups and downs an par- |
ticular system appears to pléase the
multitude at large for any length of
time, as under each; some individual
or corporation feels that it is being
ground to the earth and under it. The
assessment law under which we now
serve and pay is based very largely
on the valuations arrived at by three
or four men who move in and about
the city and with the citizens and
their collective information finds a
centre of value. It is so defined in the
tax bill which seldom finds acceptance
with the receiver.

Will Try Single Tax,

In lieu of this, the idea or view is
prevalent, that systems which prevail
in the extreme west of Canada, and
which within a few months have ap-
parently taken a strong hold in the
Province of Ontario, should prevail
here, that is to say, the single tax or
land tax, that the land should bear
the burden and that the individual not
possessed of land should bear his in-
direct tax by increased rentals, etc.,
as the case may be, for whatever sys-
tem be adopted, the city has to meet
its fixed charges and requirements, no
matter who pays, and there can be no
escape.

There are a great many people i
the community today who are eof the
opinion that the single tax should be
applied with the greatest speed, as it
is their opinion that it would prove
a sovereign remedy for many civie
troubles. Yet, the statement made to
me by an official of the British Co-
lumbia government a few months ago
concerning the land tax question in
Vancouver and vicinity impresses me
that the single tax has its sorrows
a8 we'l as its joys and was quite cap-
able of being overdone,

However, following this determina-
tion or expression of popular feeling
1 believe it is the intention of the
Commissioners to put the system on
trial in St. John this coming year,
and have an adjustment of valuations
devoid of conjecture, and its concln-
sion and operation will excite much
concern, and to meet this expenditure.
which will be a large one, not special-
ly provided for, will make it necessary
to provide for it out of the assessment
for the next year.

I am strongly of the opinion that our
present assessment act is wide and
strong enough to meet these emer
gencies, and if the assessors will have
courage enough to exercise the pov-
ers now vested in them, and make
full use of the section of the act
which gives them the power to deter-
mine the real value of all real estate
and personal property in their opinion
and judgment, a mountain of difficul
t! an belremoved.

$1,417,396,99. Total cash expenditures
when met left a balance on hand of
$1,714.30.

Assets at close of year gmounted
to $7,677,653; liabilities to $5,155,9€6;
leaving an excess of assets over lia-
bilities of $2,521,657. The funded debt
amounts to $4,137,306. The real es-
tate account is computed at $3,374,014

The Chamberlain reports:

It would
establish a dangerous precedent for
the city to provide the money.

The city's security
would be good; the railway's fran-
chise was worth more than its plant.

Com. Agar seid the city ought to
pave from Brussels street to Cooper’s
Corner anyway.

Com. McLellan opposed the idea of
double tracks on the south side of
Haymarket Square, and also of the

that Landéaster was showing a de-
ficit deserved comsideration. He found
the pipe line in Lancaster, adding
the mileage from Manchester's to
Boggs corner, was 29,761 feet; the
pipe line of Carleton was 51,816 feet.
The total revenue from Carleton, in-
cluding steamers and meters, was

ter service paid 39 cents per foot,
while that of Carleton only paid 31%
cents.

McLellan's state-
ment he thought {hey should 100k
more deeply into the matter.

Not a Fair Test.

Com. Wigmore said the length of the
pipe line was not a fair basis of com-
parison. On the basis of families as-
seszed if Lancaster paid the same pro-
portion as the whole service, its wat-
er rates would be $10,000 instead of
only $6,535, On the basis of the num-
ber of service pipes Lancaster ought
to be raying $9,670 instead of $6,535.
Besides the people of the city had to
pay general taxes. Under the propos-
ed rates, Lancaster people would not
be paying as much as the citizens of
St. John as valuations in Lancaster
were much lower than in the city
Com. MclLellan’s figureg for Lancas
ter did not include a proportion of the
cost of superintendence, commission
er’s salary, etc.

Com. McLellan sald that if the as-
gsessment in Lancaster was not high
e¢nough it was the fault of the water
and sewerage department. He moved
in amendment that the rates be left
for this year the same as 1912, so the
commissioners could go into the ma
ter thoroughly .

Com. Wigmore sald there had been
no change in the assessment valuation
in Lancaster since 1901.
