CONTINUED SUCCESSES.

iWhile -Mediators Prepare For
Peace Conference Mexico’s
Civil War Continues in its
Sanguinary Course.

Washington, May 6.—While the
Mexican situation was outwardly calm
today peuding the formal opening of
the conference of South American
mediators at Niagara Falls, Ontario,
©n May 18, there continued an active
undercurrent of discussion and pre-
paration for the peace plans, and, at
the same time, definite reports reach.
ed the Constitutional headquarters
here of sweeping victories of their
forces near San Luis Potosi and other
points far south of Saltillo where it
was thought their next big battle
would occur.

Constitutional Victories.

The news of Constitutionalist suc-
cesses reached here in  despatches
from General Carranza to Rapale Su-
baren, minister of the interior in the
Constitutionalist cabinet, who had a
direct wire set up to the headquarters
of General Carranza at Chihuahua to-
day. General Carranza’s messages
ghowed that three ‘converging cam-
paigns were in active operation, each
within three hundred miles of Mexico

General Obregon with 15,000 men,
operating from the Pacific coast side,
had captured all the intervening ter-
ritory, was besieging Mazatlan and
was threatening a city from the west,
Another division, General Carranza
reported, had fought a battle at Pan-
zacos, near San Luis Potosi, which is
300 miles north of Mexico City. This
is the southernmost  point which the
Constitutionalists have reached in
central Mexico, and, with the army
Jnow attacking Tampico, they declare
that the general advance on the Mexi-
can capital is to be made within a few
weeks from three sides.

Plans for Mediation.

The South American mediators com-
pleted their plans for beginning the
conference at Nidgara Falls. Head-
guarters will be established at a lead-
4ng hotel there, which consented to
advance the date of its opening in
order to accommodate the conference.
The mediators with their secretaries,
stenographers, etc., will make a party
of about fifteen. They will leave here
on the fourteenth to prepare for the
opening conference on the following
Monday.

The Huerta delegates are expected
to arrive by way of Montreal, ¢oming
thence to Niagara Falls.

Boston, May 6.—Search by several
steamers in the waters south of Sable
Island today and tonight had fajled
up to a late hour to add to the list of
27 known survivors of the burned 'lin-
er Columbian, The total of knbwn
dead remained at three.

Somewhere in or near the west-
bound trans-Atlantic steamer lane
probably is a small boat with the chiet
and second officers and from seventeen
to twenty-four men of the crew. At
midnight, seventy-two hours had elaps-
ed since the boat cast off from the
burning steamer. Its crew left hur-
riedly with little food and water and
some suffering from burns. This boat
was still the object of search tonight.

Occupants of the two other boats
which put off from the Columbian
were safely aboard other vessels. The
sfoamet Manhattan, bound for Ant-
werp, picked up Captain John McDon-
ald and thirteen men today. The Cun-
ard liner Franconla which has on
‘board thirteen other survivors will
jand them here tomorrow morning.
The story of their experiences preced-
ed them to port in a narrative sent
by wireless by Captain Miller of the
Franconia.

Murdered Man’s  Widow
and John Donalds Face
Complicity Charge.

SAY MRS. ATKINSON
INSTIGATED CRIME.

Haynes Informed Crown Pros-
ecutor and Arrests Resulted
—Ask for Stay of Execution

Sydney, N. 8., May 6.—A startling
sensation was sprung last evening
when John Donalds, one of the wit-
nesses in the Haynes case and Mrs,
Atkinson, widow of the murdered man
were arrested for complicity in thu<
tragedy...The warrants were sworn
out on the basis of a statement made
by the convicted man, Haynes, to
Crown Prosecutor Hearne, Sheriff In-
graham and Captain Fullerton of the
Salvation Army.

The arrests were made by Constable
Edwards, Donalds being taken into
custody just after coming out of Rod-
dy’s cafe, amd when arrested is said
to have ejaculated: “Good God, has
Haynes squealed. When Officer
Edwards entered the hotel and pre-
sented the warrant to Mrs. Atkinson
in her room she asked what it all
meant. He replied, just this, Haynes
has squealed. He has admitted kill-
ing Den and that you pald him.

When hearing this Mrs. Atkinson
shrieked out “Oh, My God.” She then
got into communication with John
Gannon ‘of North Sydney whom it is
reported she was to have married in
the near future. She also pleaded to be
allowed to remain in the hotel over
night, stating that the jail was not fit
for anyone. After some argument she
became hysterical and later was not
in a condition to be moved.

Haynes, as far as can be learned,
accuses John Donalds of being an as-
sistant in the actual crime, claiming
that Donalds held the horse and bruis-
ed the body after the murder had been
committed, Mrs. Atkinson’s part in
the affalr could not be learned except
that she was the: instigator.

Mrs. Atkinson has retained Finlay
MecDonald as eounsel. Donalds has re-
tained Colin. McKenzie.

Haitien Cabinet Bows
To British Ultimatum

National Bank Advenaces $62,000 Indemnity to British Sub-
ject for Destruction of Saw Mill During Recent Revolu-
tion—Cruiser Suffolk Ready to Enforce Order.

Port Au Prince, Haiti, May 6.—The
Natiotal Bank tonight advanced to
the Haitien government $62,000, the
amount of the indemnity claimed by
Mr. Peters, a British subject, whose
sawmill had been destroyed by fire
during the Leconte revolution. The
payment had been demanded today in
an ultimatum from the British diplo-
matic representative.

The incident is regarded as closed.

Jongernation had been caused in
the capital by the British ultimatum,
the time limit of which expired at six
o'clock this evening and which was
supported by the presence of the Bri-
tish cruiser Suffolk.

Liondon, May 7.—Although the budg-
ot overshadows. the Irish question for
the moment at Westminster, the Uls-
ter peril is still uppermost in the minds
of many members.

The statement is made on good au-
thority that Asquith will fathom Irish
opinion regardless of . party or ged
graphy. The Daily Mail has forward-
ed to the King a petition from 300,000
signatories, praying that he withhold
the royal assent from the home rule
bill until an election” is held. The
petition was merely acknowledged and
laid before His Majesty. As a mattér
of fact, the prospecis for an election
seem to be receding, and even such
papers as the Pall Mall Gazette speaks
though it may not come until spring,
An autumn session is being mention-
ed, but whatever arrangements 'the
minjsters may make will be subject
to Ulster’s attitude. That province is

unlikely to remain patient and quiet
for several months unless satisfied
with the government.

When the government on Monday
next introduce the procedure resolu-
tion for dealing with the remaining
stages of the three important bills now
being legislated under the Parliament
Act, under which resolution the com-
mittee stage is omitted and the time
for the third readings defined, it is ex-
pected that a “suggestion stage” will
be provided for the home rule bill, al-
though this will probably hinge on the
progress of the conversations.

London, May 6—The Women's Suf-
frage bill was rejected tonight by the
House of Lords by a vote of 104 to
sixty.

Weardale, the Marquis of Crewe and
Viscount St. Aldwyn spoke against it.

Viscount St. Aldwyn in the course
of his speech ‘said the arguments for
the extonsion of the parliamentary
suffrage to women, which were based
on the results obtained in those sta-
tes of the United States where it had
been tried did not apply in the United
Kingdom, becausge in those states men
were in the majority, while in the
British Isles they were in the minori-
ty. Consequently, he argued, the
granting of the parliamentary vote to
women in the British Isles would
mean the handing over of the desti-
neis of the country aund of the empire
to a female electorate which was a

perilous step to take.

London, May 7-—Whatever may be
the outcome of the cohversations be-
tween the leaders of the two parties,
it seemg evident that the opposi
will refuse to play any part in allow-
ing the present home rule bill to b
come law.

The Westminster Gazette thinks an
autumn sitting is scarcely within the
possibilities of practical politics this
year. Answering the oppositions re-
fusal to touch the present bill, the
Westminster Gazette declares that the
Liberal party is ready to take the sole
responsibility for the bill, and will ex-
pect the government to get through
the remaining stages with the least |
possible delay.

While the leaders on both sides are
adopting a strong attitude, the mem-
bers of the rank and file are warmly
advocating the proposal that the Irish

In Great Britain there are numerous
“cancer houses.” There is a vicarage
in the North of England where two
successive incumbents have died of
cancer. In a large house in Somerset
where a man died of cancer many
years ago, his wife, his wife's second
husband, a member of his family by
his first wife, and a housekeeper have
since fallen victims. In another house
in Scotland the cancer history extends
back three generations. An experi-
ment was made there by confining
mice in a trap. Several of them, con-
tracted the disease. =

Sir Thomas Oliver, the distinguish-
ed physiclan and writer on medical
subjects, in a recent address, declar-
ed that the germ ‘theory of cancer was
only doubtfully accepted, still it was
known that cancer could be conveyed
from man to lower animals. More-
over, it was regarded as probable that
Just as some persons were particular-
ly susceptible to infectious diseases
60 some persons might inherit a pecul-
far vulnerability of the tissues where-
/by at & particular age they become
lable to cancer. Could this inheritance
of vulnerability explain some of the
facts About cancer houses? In his an-
nual report to the Insurance Institute
at Newcastleon-Tyne, Sir Thomas
said:

“My attention has been drawn to a
series of cases in a street not one-
twelfth of a.mile long in a small town.
The houses are entirely residential.
In the fifteen years from 1893 to 1908
there died from cancer in this street
nineteen persons and one dog. In some
of the houses there had occurred two
or three cases. As in all the cases
there was no hereditary history of the
disease, the large number of deaths
among successive occupants of the
louses has suggested that the matter
is more than a coincidence.”

C. E. Green, another scientist who
lias studied the subject of cancer be-
lieves that it is largely due to coal
fires. Nairnshire has the highest can-
cer death rate in Scotland., Mr. Green
reported in 1912 that the districts of
Nairnshire which were free from can-
cer were those where peat is burned,
not coal. So frequently has he observ-
ed this fact that he is disposed to at-
tribute the prevalence of cancer to
the combustion of coal rich in sulphur,
especially where the houses of the peo-

THE OGEAN LIMITED

Engineer saw sleeper on
track and applied air
brakes in time to avoid
run-off.

Truro, N. S, May 6.—What appears

| PICKLED FISH

- INSTRY

Hon. Mr. Hazen to lntrodué_é
Bill to Raise Standard For
Packing and Curing,

Ottawa, May 5—Among the legisla-
tion which was announced by Pre-
mier Borden as yef to be brought be-
fore the house this session was one
with regard to the Inspection and
branding of pickled fish, This will
be jntroduced by Hon. J. D. Hazen to-
MOrrow.

This bill aims at bringing into gen-
eral use an improved standard barrel
for curing and marketing pickled fish;
aad raising the standard of curing and
packing to such a degree that the cur-
ed article shall secure the confidence
of dealers at home and abroad,

The pickled fish industry of Canada
which includes the trade in salted her-
ring, mackerel, alewives and salmon,
has been for years in a languishing
condition; it is in fact, drifting to-
wards extinction. Dealers at present
not: only refuse to pay anything but a
low price; but in many cases refuse
absolutely to have anything to do with
them. The cause of this, is stated to
be found; first, in the poor, leaky pac-
kages of varying size which are in
common use and which invariably ru-
in their contents- in the course of
transportation; and in the second
place, to the lack of a proper system
of grading the fish, together wi
less unsystematic packing.

A staff or inspectors, after being du-
ly drilled and instructed in their du-
ties, will thoroughly examine the cur-
ed product while it is still in the
hands of the original packer, and, pro-
vided the barrel is of the standard size
and make, and the fish packed and
graded in accordance with the act and
its regulations, apply to each barrel,
so conforming to the requirements a
brand or guarantee of quality, which
will show the grade of fish, the year
of packing, and the inspecting officers
initials or number.

It is intended that, preceding the
enforcement of the act, an education-
al campaign will be conducted among-
st fishermen and packers. It is also
intended, after the passing of the act,
to carry on systematic advertising
both in the home markets and those
of the United States, of all that the
government brand stands for, with a
view to expanding the outlets, and en-
hancing the prices for pickled fish.

The act will apply to the industries
on both the Atlantic and Pacific
coasts, and it is confidently expected
that under its provisions a great pick-
led fish industry will be re-created in
Canada.

HISTORIC DAYS IN C4NADA

The Hon. George Albertus Cax, the
distinguished Canadian statesman and
financier, who 'died recently, was born
at Colborne, Ont., of English descent,
seventy-four years ago today. In his
boyhood, after leaving the Colborne
grammar school, he studied telegraphy
and entered the employment of the
Montreal Telegraph Company as an
operator. In 1858, when only eigh-
teen, the company sent him to Peter-
borough, where he soon became a lead-
ing citizen. At twenty-one he mar-
ried Margaret Hopkins, who died in
1905, and im whose memory the late
Senator endowed a chair at Victoria
Uniyersity. During his residence of
thirty years in Peterborough he took
an active interest in municipal and
educational affairs, and was elected
mayor of the city. From 1878 to 1882
he was president of the Midland Rail-

way of Canada, which im the later
year was absorbed by the Grand
Trunk system. In 1881 he was one

of the backers of the Howland syndi-
cate which proposed to build a trans-
continental railway. After retiring
from the railway presidency he remov-
ed to Toronto, where he founded the
Central Canada Loan and Trust Com-
pany and the National Trust Com-
pany. He also became president of
the Canada Life Assurance Company,
the Western and British-American
Fire and Marine Insurance Companies
and the Toronto Savings and Loan
Company, and a director of the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company, the
Canadian Bank of Commerce, the Do-
minion Coal Company, the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway and other cor-
porations. He was appointed to the
Dominion Senate in 1896,

Today is the eightieth anniversary
of the birth of Hon. J. H. Turner, long
Agent-General frr British Columbia
in London, and former mayor of Vie-
toria, Minister of Finance and Agri-
culture and Premier of British Colum-
bia.

FIRST THINGS
PACIFIC RAILROADS.

The first through transcontinental
railroad, the Union Pacific, was com-
pleted forty-five years ago today, May
7, 1869, affording rail connection be-
tween the east and the rapidly grow-
ing communities of the Pacific slope.
Thé Union Pacific was the only trans-
continental line until 1883, when three
rival lines entered in4o competition
for the traffic and opened up much
new country. Im that year the South-
ern Pacific linked up its line from
New Orleans to California, the North-
ern Pacific was completed from Min-
nesota to Washington and Puget
Sound, and the Atchison, Topeka and
Santa Fe, with its connections, formed
a fourth road of steel across the con-
tinent. In the meantime, the first at-
tempt to build a Canadian transcon-
tinental line, initlated in 1873, had
ended in scandal and failure, but the
project was revived, and in 1886 the
Canadian Pacific system was &omplet-
ed and inaugurated a through service
from Montreal to Vancouver, Subse-
quent transcontinental lines include
the C(anadian Northern, the Grand
Trunk Pacific, the Chicago, Milwau-
kee and Puget Sound, the Missouri
Pacific-Rio Grande—Western Pacific

ployee and the person offering the
gratuity liable, was given second read-
ing in the senate today.

In moving the reading Senator Da-
vis sald that within recent years an
intolerable system of petty bribery
had grown up all over the world
known as the tipping system. It had
tecome such a nuisance that it was
time it was grappled with by legisla
tion, and he believed his bill would
have the support of ninety per cent.

London, May 6—The question of the
rights of private property in naval
warfare came up for discussion in the
House of Commons today when Phil-

Sid Edward Grey, secretary for for-
eign affairs, speaking on the motion,
said: “The government could not ac-
cept any moticn which would commit
it to the abolition of the right of
blockade in time of war. With the
question of blockade eliminated, how-
ever, in my opinion, there is no rea-
son why the government should not
devote itself during the interval which
will elapse before the next Hague con-
ference to examining the conditions
vnder which we could instruct our
delegates to accept the resolueon.”
.No vote was taken on the motion
owing to the expiration of ths time
limit for its discussion.

AT MUSEUM

Complete from Old Queen
Ann flint lock to modern
Lee Enfield--Used in fam-
ous battles. '

A story of the :rowth of the Brit-
ish Empire and of the general prog-
ress of the greatest empire of the
world, is found in the rare collection
of guns and fire arms now in the pos-

session of the Natural History Muse-
um in the city. Previously nothing
of this sort was had by those in

charge at the museum, but through the
kindness of H. G. Currie, who has
spent some years in collecting the
curios, the unique collection is now
at the museum, and Mr, Currie prom-
ises to add to this collection some-
thing worth while from which may be
gleaned a general history of the Brit-
ish Empire during the past yeats
Before the time of Napoleon and
Waterloo to the flelds of South Africa
where the Boers fell before the Lee
Enfield rifles of the inwvincible British
soldiers, the collection contains rifles
which saw active service in the de-
cisive struggles of the Britishers, and
each gun in itself is, &s it were, a
chapter in the history of the British
Empire.

The oldest guns in the possession
of the museum date back to the per-
iod of Queen Ann, the old Queen
Ann flint muskets, the eventful war
of the Spanish Succession, the con-
quest of Canada in the year 1754, the
conflict at Trafalgar and other deci-
sive struggles during that period
about which are assoclated facts
which go to make up the history of
the British Empire. Next in chronolog-
jeal order came the Baker rifles, used
in the time of George the third, when|
the empire was not engaged in such
struggles as during the previous per-
jod. The style of gum uged in the
army service was followed by the
Lee Enfield percussion musket, which
dates back to the time of William the|
fourth, and was brought into effective|
uge in the Crimean War, and also in
the American Civil War of 1861 and
1865. Later the converted Enfield
was brought into use, the old style
Enfield converted into a breech-loader,
and interesting facts are assoociated
with the existence of this style of gun,
Passing on to a later period the Snider
rifie was introduced, and those of this
style among the collection have im-
portant connection In their use in the
Northwest Rebellion. In all the activ-
ities of the Britishers this gun was
used up till the year 1871, when the
Martini Henry was introduced into
the army, and was used for the next
twenty years, during which period
there were many conflicts, Next and
lastly came the Lee Enfield rifle,
which is used in the British service
up till the present time.

Besides the historic collection there
is in the museum an almost complete
get of guns used in the United States
army since the war of the rebellion,
and many curious old types; also a
number of interesting guns used in
the continental armies and miscel-
laneous arms, such as the Mauser
rifie used by the Boers against the
British, and curious breech loaders
used by the natives in the Zulu wars,
An inferesting feature in connection
with the historic collection is that the

Western Lands

Mr
Alkins therefore advocated that the
government's land policy should be
such as to encourage settlers to re-
main on the land and not to benefit
speculators, natural resources in the
west should also be preserved for
the western people.

Hon. Frauk Oliver said that home-
stead entries were decreasing, and the
reason for this, he thought, was that
the homesteader was not being con-
sidered by the government at Ottawa.
The first act of the government had
been to make a clean sweep of the
land administration and establish an
absolute politcal organization. Home-

stead inspectors had canvassed for
Conservative votes and one of them |
had even run as a candidate in a Sas-|
katchewan election. These officials had
inaugurated a reign of terror in the!
west which discouraged homesteading |
and was keeping the west in s agnai
tion.

Ridiculous, Says Hon. Dr. Roche,

In the course of his reply, Hon. Dr.
Roche ridiculed the contention that
the falling off in homestead entries
was due to “terrorizing by the land
officials.” How, he asked, could set-
tlers know of any such conditions be-
fore coming into the country. It would
be found that the number of home.

AN OCEAN DISASTER.
To many people the seventh of May
is a date which recalls memories of

a terrible ocean disaster, the wretk

OF GENERAL INTEREST TO THE
PUBLIC.

The Provincial Government will not
be held responsible for the cost of put-
ting out all forest fires. The Forest
Fires Law provides for the calling out
of help to suppress fires occurring on
private lands and the Province will
not recognize any claims of this na-
ture unless thé same are authorized
by the Minister or his Deputies. The
attention of the public is especially
called to Sections 14 and 19 of the
Forest Fires Law which provide as
follows:
Sec, 14—“Whenever any forests,
wood lands or barren shall be on fire,
it shall be the duty of commissioners
of highways, county councillors, con-
stables near where such fire is, and
each and every one of them, on such
fire coming to their notice, to order
80 many of the men living or residing
in the neighborhood of the place where
such fire shall be, as they shall sever-
ally deem necessary, to proceed to
the '#ight of such fire, and there aid
in stopping the progress of the same,
and any of the above named persons
refusing or neglecting to give such
order, and any person so ordered re-
fusing to obey, the same shall be liable
to a penalty of not less than five dol-
lars and not more than twenty dol-
lars.”
Sec. 19.—“It shall be the duty of
every Crown Land agent, free grants
corhmissioner, Labor Act.Commission-
er, Deputy Crown Land Surveyor, lum-
ber scaler and fishery warden to en-
force the provisions of this Chapter
enforceable by summary conviction;
and in all such cases coming within
the knowledge of any of the parties
aforesaid, to prosecute every person
guilty of a breach of any of such pro-
visions and requirements of the same.”

Montrzal, May 6.—Crown Reserve
Jumped from 130 to 140 this morning
when news was received that the com-
pany had won its case before the
Privy Council.

The cagse was’'ah appeal from a judg-
ment rendered by the court of King's
Bench on October 31st, 1912, confirm-
ing a judgment of the Superior Court
on the 28th of June, 1912, by which
all the Canadian judges dismissed the
action taken by John Black to obtain
from the Crown Reserve Mining Com-
pany, John Carson and others, on ac-
counting for 569,950 shares of the cap-
ital stock of the Crown Reserve Min-
ing Company alleged to be held by
them in trust, and praying for judg-
ment in favor of each of the appel-
lants for his share of the balance of
his stock . The litigation has been
pending before the courts in one form
or another for six years, three suits
having been previously taken by par
ties Interested in the form of injunc-
tions and other proceedings, in order
to attack. this stogk referred to in the
present action. ¥

The result of “the judgment now
confirmed is that th» position taken
by ‘Colonel Carson and the Crown Re-
serve ‘Mining Company is fully justi-
fled by the courts and John Black
and the others interested with him are
condemned to pay theé costs in all the
courts.

Previous to the institution of any of
the litigation here in the rown Re-
serve Mining Company the pudposes
of the company disposed of about
338,807 shares of the company’s stock,

BETTER TONE IN
WHEAT MARKET

(F. B. McCURDY & CO.)

Chicago, May 6.—Wheat—The wheat
trade has again been very limited but
tone a trifle firmer on somewhat
stronger advices from abroad where
the statistical position has improved
materially: folowing the ‘light ship-
ments from all exporting ;countries
but mainly from the southern hemi-
sphere where reduced crops have cut
down the contributions of old world's
supply for several months and forced
in turn substantial reduction in aggre-
gate available reserves in sight.

A. MacDonald Co.Ltd., may
get whole $177,000 due
from Dominion Bond Co.,
President announces.

Montreal, May 6.—At the annual
meeting of the A. MacDonald Com-
pany, Ltd, in Winnipeg yesterday
afternoon the annual statement was
presented and adopted, and the board
re-elected Mr. W. H. McWilliams and
named vice-president.

Mr. Riley, the president, in an ad-
dress to the shareholders stated that
the net profits for thirteen months
ending December 3 last were
$321,000. He referred to his estimate
set forth in the prospectus of the com-
pany that these earnings would prob-
ably amount to $400,000. He stated
that the discrepancy was largely due
to a great depression in trade and
through insufficient capital, due to the
failure of the Dominion Bond Company
to implement its undertaking.

THE CHARGES

Commission to African
Colony to inquiry into
high handed proceedings
of white Settlers.

\

Berlin, May 6—The secretary for
the colonies has decided to send out
a special commission to investigate
conditions at Duala, the seaport of the
German colony of Kamerun in Africa.

A storm of protest has arisen in
Germany against the alleged high-
handed proceedings of the colonial au-

thorities of Kameérun, who wish. to
dispossess the entire negro popula-
tion of Duala in order ‘to establish

there a purely Furopean quarter with
sanitation and other modern improve
ments, It is claimed that this cannot
e done so long as the natives with
their wretched huts and other insani-
tary modes of life occupy a consider-|
able part of the ground needed for the |
white settlemont. ‘

The Reichstag which has been ask:
ed to appropriate $500,000 to compe u-
sate the natives does not object tn

principle to dispossession of the neg-
roes,, but members of the budget com-

wittee protest strongly ainst the
manner in which disposs: on hereto-
fore has been carried out. The neg-|
roes have declared that the colonial

authorities gave them but a pittance
of what their lots are worth anda that
the new site on which they were com-
pelled to settle was a plague spot com-
pared to their old homes.

In deference to the public demand
for a just and humane treatment of
the natives, the secretary of the colo-
nies finally decided to have an exhaus
tive report made to him upon the
whole matter. The commission which
he appointed will proceed soon to Ka
merun to hear the negro side of the
controversy as well as that of the 1o
cal authorities. The friends of gentle
and humane methods in the treatment
of the natives are also pleased with
the report that Baron von Rechenberg,
formerly governor of German East
Africa, has been nominated for the
Refchstag in a district where he is
sure to be elected. His administra
tion in East Africa was marked by
zealous efforts to protect the natives
from all high-handed methods on the
part of the German planters. General
von Liebert, also a former governor
of Bast Africt and a leading exponent
of stalwart policies in the colonies,
has just lost his seat in the Reic
stag, having failed of r¢ velection after
having been unseated because of ir 1
regularities. ‘

Sarcastic comment from the Liberai
press hm followed the official publi-
cation of a new order of the imperial
chancellor establishing corporal puun-
ishments for the native troops of the
colonies, The new regulations pro-
vide that offenders sentenced to im-
prisonment for more than six weeks
shall be fettered and that corporal
punishment up to twice 25 lashes may
be inflicted. Any com siedon offi-
cer is empowered to order the 50 lash-
es, and the highest non-commissioned
officers may order 25 lashes. Flog-
ging also permitted in addition to
arrest i

In cases of “close arrest’ the pris-
oner is to be bound for two hours a
day, with his back against a wall or
tree, “in such manner that he can
neither sit nor lie.” At the same time
this punishment is not to include
measures “which could make the pun-
jshment appear cruel.”

The native soldier has no appeal
from a sentence to be lashed.

The regulations are introduced with
the statement that the punishments
provided are necessary in view of the
fact that the black soldiers do not
possess “a developed soldiery honor
and joy in obedience.”

The steadily progressing destruc.
tion of American forests has made
itself unpleasantly felt by the German
pencil and vebicle industries. Red
cedar, which the German pencil fac-
}onps get chiefly from Tennessee,
<'Alabama, Georgia, Kentucky and Tex-
as, 18 growing so scarce that the ques-
tion of a possible substitute has be-
come very actual. As long as 1898
the factories of Nuremberg found it
impossible to get enough cedar timber
without resorting to the supply con-
tained in fences made in days when
cedar was freely used for rails. Now
all sources seem to be nearly ex-
hausted.

The case is the same as to hickory.
For more than 25 years the Germaf
army hae bought in America the
‘ hickory for the tongues of its gun car-
riages. The carriage and automobile
industry also is depndent in large
measures on a sufficient supply of
this tough but elastic wood, and it now
appears that there will be no Mckory
uvailable for a few years,

Auniversary of First
-Baseball Triple Play.

Tomorrow will be the 36th annivers-
ary of the first unassisted triple play
in baseball history. It was on May
8, 1878, that Paul Hines, centrefielder
of the Providence Grays of the Na-
tional League, pulled off this stunt,
Hines was playing deep centerfield on
the Providence diamond in a game
against Boston on that memorable
date. There were Boston men on
second and third bases when a brief
fly was banged out over second base.
Hines went after it, but it seemed an
impossible catch, and the runners on
bases started for home. Hines was
one of the speediest men of that day,
and he got the ball when it was within
an inch of the ground, touched second
base an dthem scooted for third be-
fore the man who had been on that
bag could get back. The crowd went
wild over the feat, and baseball sharps
predicted that it would never be re-
peated, The prediction stood for
nearly a quarter of a century, but in
1902 Harry O'Hagan of Rochester in
the Bastern League, perpetrated an un-
assisted triple play at Jersey City.
About two years later Larry Schlafly
broke into the hall of fame with a
triple play at Portland, Ore.. and in
1906 Murch, of the the Manchester

club, turned the trick.at New Bedford.
The second major leaguer to make a
triple play was Neal Ball, at Cleve-
land in 1909. Carlisle of Vernon, in
the Pacific Coast League, startled the
Los Angeles fans with such a mighty
deed in 1911, and in the same year
Calvert, of Woodburn, Ore., pulled off
a triple play withaid, assistance or
succor.

Paul A, Hines, the inventor of the
unaided triple play, was born in Wash-
ington, and started his career with
the Washington Nationals, Fgrty
years ago he joined the Chicago White
Stockings, and went to the Provid-
ence Grays in 1878, the year the
Rhode Island city was admitted to the
league. From 1878 until 1885, when
Providence was dropped from the cir-
cuit, Hines was one of the star play-
ers of the famous Grays, which won
two pennants and never finished out
of the first division. In 1884 Hines
helped Providence win the first pro-

{fessional world's series, defeating the
Metropolitans, champions of the Am-
erican Association. After leaving

Providence Hines played first base for
Indianapolis and Pittsburgh, and when
he left the diamond he got a good
government job in Washington,

ISSISTANCE

A. R. Wetmore says, Agri-

cultural Societies must
finance orders to central
body—Denies rumor.

“There is an impression that the
united Agricultural societies which
was organized for the purpose of sup-
plying farmers with fertilizers is re-
celving financial support from the
provincial government,” said' A, R.
Wetmore of Clifton, yesterday.

“The fact of the matter,” he added,
“is we are not receiving one cent from
the government. We have to submit
our bylaw and regulations to the
Minister of Agriculture for approval
and give an account of what we are
doing to his depaftment. Otherwise
we are as free as any other commer-
cial company. We were incorporated
at the last session of the legislature.
Any agricultural society in the prov-
ince can place its order for fertilizer
with the central body. The united so-
cieties will endeavor to fill all orders
sent to it, but each local society must
be prepared to finance its own order,
The government is not advancing any
money for the purpose of huying fer-
tilizer and is not therefore interfer-
ing with the operations of any fertil:
izer company.

“So far as possible we will patron-
ize local fertilizer companies and by
insisting on the value of fertilizers
may tend to increase their sales,
Phosphates come from Germany, ni-
trates from Chili and ammonia pro-
ducts are derived from the process of
making coke. One company here im-
ports phosphate rock and mills it,
there is no reasoy why we should not
get phosphates from it as cheaply as
we can in Germany.”

W. Leonard Palmer says,
Eastern section of Domin-
ion prosperous—Dull con-
ditions in West,

“There is a big difference between
the west and east of Canada,” said W.
Leonard Palmer of the London Finan-
cial News who was in the city yester-
day. “Times are dull in the west and
are likely to continue so for two or
three years, but here in eastern Can-
ada business appears to be about nor
mal for this time of year.”

When Mr. Palmer was informed
that old country people who had tried
their luck in the west were coming to
New Brunswick, he said:

“bsn’t that what I have been prea-
ching for the last four vears? You
do not have to run down the west.
You have only to point out the advan-
tages of the east. If you want immi-
gration to this province you have got
to conduct an advertising campaign
(t)f some magnitude in the old coun-
v

Speaking of the colonization com-
pany in wiieh he is interested Mr.
Palmer said that on the 28,000 acres
of land granted them by the provin-
cial government it was the intention
to settle three hundred English and
Scotch families or more within the
next ten years. The colonization com-
pany would build homes and clear
farms and sell them on about the
same terms the C. P. R, was doing
with its ready made farms in the west.

“Busines in the west,” he said “is
very quiet and I think it will remain
so for at least another two years, If
there is a good crop this year it may
improve conditions somewhat, but ev-
en then the proceeds would only go to
liquidate the debts that have been
incurred during the stringency. Trade
has slackened off and this will be felt
by the eastern manufacturers. Never-
theless I do not believe that anything
can stop the ultimate progress of
Canada. Going through the country
now the comparison between the Mari-
time Provinces and the west is more
in favor thap ever of the former, and
I believe the Maritime Provinces have
felt the depression less than any other
part of the dominion. They are com-
ing more than ever into the public no-
tice, but their ultimate success lies in
¢o-operation.”

BOARD OF HEALTH

Will employ expert to loo
over herds — Well satis-
fied with Tuberculosis
Hospital site, .

At the meeting of the finance com-
mittee of the County Council yester-
day, with Willi#hm Smith in the chair,
a delegation from the Board of Health
consisting of Manning W. Doherty, J.
R. Armstrong and George Blake was
heard in reference to the arrange-
ments for the inspection of dairy
herds supplying milk to the city. The
committee from the Board of Health
asked the county to provide a sum
of money to enable the Board of
Health to employ an expert to inspect
dairy herds which supply milk to the
people of the city, The committee
decided to recommeénd the county
council to vote ,the swmm of $500 for
this purpose, i

The Board of Health has been ac-
cepting certificates issued by the dairy
experts of the local government, but
it is felt that the inspections made
by the officials of the government
are not frequent enough, and that
steps should be taken to secure more
frequent inspections.

Another matter dealt witlh by the
finance committee was that of making
arrangements for: the construction of
a tuberculosis hospital. The commit-
tee approved the idea of having the
institution located on the Alms House
property at East St. John, and also
approved the plans for the building
to be erected there, According to
resolution at the last meeting of the
county council the finance committee
was empowered to proceed with the
matter if satisfied, but it is not likely
that tenders will. be called for the
erection of new building until after
the regular meeting of the council
next Tuesday.

Other matters which ,occupied the
attention of the committee had mainly:
to do with the pasage of routine
bills.
