Bort of Davos yesterday caused terror among visitors and residents 
and a number of death» in the village itself. One huge powdery aval­
anche swept down upon a sanitarium, smashing doors and window» on 
the first and second stories, and killed a Huseiaa woman and her nurse, 
end seriously injuring several others. Many were imprisoned in the up­
per floors throughout the night. It is considered a miracle that the 
sanitarium did not collapse as the walls were badly damaged.

Another avalanche feu on the Hotel Excelsior, killing two employees 
and doing much damage. A third avalanche almost overwhelmed the 
Pension Germania. Five dead have been taken from this building, but 
It is feared that others are burled under the wreckage.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 26.--The re-classification of the Civil Service, which 
was postponed at the last session of Parliament, is, it is understood, 
bringing with it its own difficulties.

The man under arrest 
for murder is Victor Dupuis, 40 years 
of ago, of 26 Demontigny street west.
The woman Is Mrs. Florentine Dupuis,
38 yours of age. of the same address.

Quick work by Constable Belanger, 
fo the City Hall avenue station, who 
was on duty opposite the Montreal 
General Hospital, enabled the police to 
make the arrest thoroughly and quick- 
ly. The constable was standing near 
the door of the hospital when Leah? 
was brought there in a cab. He saw 
the victim bleeding from a bullet 
wound in the left side and carried into 
the hospital. The constable hurried 
inside and found out that the man had 
been shot at Demontigmy street 
weiat. He promptly notified Lieu ten 
ant Trepanler. The lieutenant sent 
out Sergeant Importe and Constable 
Noel and Deerochee to investigate the 
affair.

The police officers, on entering the 
house, found the man and his wife 
(cleaning up the place. There was 
blood on the sill of the front door of 
the bouse and a small stove In the 
middle of the front room was over­
thrown while the stove pipes lay on

Dupuis had invited Leahy to his home? 
and have some supper and refresh­
ments, and they had several drinks.
While the police were unable to find 
out the exact cause of the fight, they 
ascertained that Dupuis and his wife 
had become angry with Lahey. There 
was a fight and Lahey was running 
through the door when both Hie man 
and the woman picked up rifles and 
fired at the man. As far as a witness, 
who was next door, could say today 
Leahy was struck by a bullet from 
Dupuis' rifle. He -staggered outside 
and fell on the sidewalk. The neigh­
bor picked up the victim and took him 
in a cab to the hospital whore it was 
found that the man had been hit only 
once, but the hole was a large one 
such as would be inflicted by the 
40-44 calibre cartridges. Exactly ten 
minutes after his admission to the hos­
pital Leahy died without being alble 
to say anything.

Dr. Morrison, who attended him, 
stated tonight that the man was prac­
tically dead when he arrived <at the 
hospital. There was blood one inch 
deep in th#' bottom of the cab which 
carried the victim to the hospital.

At the police station Dupuis after be­
ing told that anything he might say 
would be used against him, admitted 
that he had allot Leahy. He said i 
that he had Invited the man to supper 
and that there had been a quarrel 
He did not state what the argument 
was about and refused to say anything 
•furher.

sent out an appeal in behalf of the prisoners of war in 
Siberia. Two hundred thousand prisoners, for the most 
part Austrians and Hungarians, many of whom were capt­
ured in 1914, are living without shelter and virtually with­
out clothing and little food. Any contagious disease may 
make terrible ravages. Typhus has already killed 12,000 of 
the 16,000 men at the Troitzy camp.

As it would need 225,000,000 francs to transport the 
prisoners to their homes, the Red Cross fears that the oper­
ation would be too long and hopes that their fate can be 
ameliorated quickly by assistance rendered from the out­
side, or all will be dead befoic relief reaches them.

Scarlet fever Is, perhaps <me of the 
most contagious diseases known, con- 
tractable by means of close personal 
contact. It may be also conveyed by 
clothing and, In rare instances, by 
household domestic animale, such aa 
dogs and cats, especially the latter.

It Is much more common in child­
ren and young people than In adults 
because, among other things, adults 
are lees likely to contract It than the 
former dess.

Although usually the disease Is not 
very dangerous to life yet occasional­
ly caaes occur which are rapidly fatal.

In any case, moreover, no matter 
how apparently light, serious consti­
tutional effects may result after the 
fever Itself has passed away, if prop­
er precautions be%ot taken. For this 
reason It Is essential to safety that a 
physician be called whenever eonrlet 
fever «hows itself or Is suspected.

This calling oT a physician is also 
most Important In order that the dis­
ease may be reported to the health 
authority and proper measures taken 
to prevent the spread of the cantag- 
ton.

NAVAL ESTIMATES.MIDDLE CLASS POLITICS.

The British naval estimates for the 
current fiscal year total £157,528.800. 
Britain's net naval estimate for 1914 
amounted to £51,550,000. Her naval 
expenditures during the war were as ♦ 
follows:

1915- 16— £205.733.697 net.
1916- 17—£209.377.218 net.
1917- 18— £227,338,891.
1918- 19— (Estimated) £339,000,000.
Britain's naval expenditures reached

their maximum In November, 1918. 
when they amounted to £6,750,000 per 
week, or at the rate of more than 
£350.000,000 a year. The estimates for 
the current financial year make pro­
vision for various unforeseen ex­
penses incurred during the pa»t year. 
Increases over pre-war estimates arc 
largely accounted for by the fact that 
increases in the cost of repairs and 
now construction have been more than 
doubled and par of officers and men 
have increased about 100 per cent.

The sum of £240 800 has been re­
ceded from India and the Colonies as 
contributions towarua naval expendi­
ture. India heads the list with £100,- 
000 for maintenance of His Majesty's 
ships in Indian waters, and £3,400 for 
Indian troop service. South Africa and 
New Zealand contribute £85,000 and 
£25;000 respectively for the general 
maintenance of the Navy. Canada and 
Australia jointly contribute £24,400 
on account of liability for retired pay 
and pensions of officers and men lent 
from the Royal Navy, while Newfound­
land contributes £5.000 towards the 
maintenance of a branch of the Royal 
Naval Reserve.

In England a Middle Class Union 
is In process ot formation, and there Is 
much talk .of running middle class can­
didates tor Parliament.

NEW BRUNSWICK
WATER POWERS «

Financial Time», Montréal, 
Says Government Will In­
troduce a Measure to En­
courage Development of 
Provincial Water Powers. on the ouit-

(Financial Times, Montreal.)
At the next session of the New 

Brunswttck Legislature the Govern­
ment will Introduce a measure to en­
courage the development of the water 
powers of the Province. According to 
statements made by Premier Foster, 
Ills Government contemplates encour­
agement to both municipal and private 
enterprise, and will guarantee the 
bonds of private companies, provided 
their operations are «ubject to the 
supervision of the Water Power Com­
mission.

Whether the Government has any 
plane for the development of the 
Grand Falle on the St. John River, 
the most important water power In 
Eastern Canada, is not known. Years 
ago Sir William Van Horne and a 
group of American capitalists were 
granted a lease of the water poorer 
rights at Grand Falls, but for some 
reason practically no development 
work was done, and the lease lapsed 
a few days ago. Any company which 
would take hold of this proposition 
might be reasonably certain of mate­
rial public esdstance, for the Oppo­
sition as well as the Government 
committed to the policy of encourag­
ing water power development. Accord­
ing to estimates of engineers at least 
90,000 horse power can be obtained at 
Grand Falls without storage dams, 
while with storage an additional 30,- 
000 horse power could be made avail­
able. In the vicinity of Grand Falla 
there are no Industrial towns of much 
importanoe, but St. John, Moncton, 
Fredericton and prosperous centres In 
Maine wre no farter away than some 
of the cities served by Niagara are 
from their source of power. One pos­
sibility of the harnessing of Grand 
Falls is that It» power might be util­
ized for railways. The Canadian Na­
tional now operates the line from 
Moncton to Quebec which passe.* 
through the town of Grand Fais, und 
it also operates the Valley Railway, 
which comes up from St. John along 
the western bank of the 9t. John 
River, and will eventually cro»B the 
river and connect with the Transcon­
tinental near Grand Falls. The Gov­
ernment is already working on plans 
for the electrification of the I. C. R. 
between Moncton and Halifax, and if 
the Grand Falle were developed would 
doubtless take measures to electrify 
the whole system in New Brunswick.

In New Brunswick eo far very ut­
ile has been done to develop hydro­
electric power», though there are num­
erous water powers capable of devel­
oping anywhere from 500 to 10,000 
horse power. The largest plant In ex­
istence to the Province is that at 
Sprague Falls on the St. Croix River, 
which develops 18,000 horse power, 
and operates the St. Croix Paper Com­
pany'# mills.
