. 'The Emperas’s Speech.

Although the' Germmn Reichstag is)
not so powerful as the British Parlin-|
‘ment, and its votes are not always al-
lowed to decide the cemplexion of the
Ministry ow-change the policy of the
Crown, yet its co-aperation is necessary
for the earrying outef the prepared pro-
gramme. . Bigmarck snd hiz master,
therefore, meet it with some of the
trepidation felt by English Ministers at
the opening of x sessiom. The German
rulers are resolved om forcing their
mensures through the legislature, and
will, doubtiess,succeed. The following
dispatch from Berlim, dated Oct. 29,
gives an epitome of the speech:

The session of the Reichstaz was
dpencd to-day by the Emperor William in
person. The speech from. the throne
cnumerates comprehensive measurcs to
bring about . unilermity in judieial pro-
cedure. The attainment of this end, the
Euiperor sags, will confer on“the Father
land a boon long enjoyed by other coun-
tries. Steps have also been taken to se-
cure a kindred uniformity of civil rights.
! It is truye that s witl-elapse before
i |hese reforms can be accomplished, but
| the Emperor rejoices $o beyable tasday
to express the tonvietfon thit the hopes
of the Government and of the. cougtry
wili be realizéll in the not too distant
future. The: legislation in regard to the
wifitary system of the empive will be
completed by bifls: dealing wth the
Landstuftn and the “Spportiomment of
contributions among the variovs States
for the maintenance of the army in time
of peace. The generalrise in prices ren-
ders the sums of money herctotor. grant-
ed insufficient to meet the ordin: y ex-
penses of the army and provide for the
improved equipments demanded by tke
advance of military selence. The vudae
of IB75 will shuw the necessary Increase
of  contributions for this and other
branches of the administration. ~ The -al-
lied Governments agree that the existing
powers relative 1o t{l&:ﬂmulmion_ of pa-
pes currency.areoaly Einitable by the de-
mands of the public interests. In con-
junetion with the maintenauce of metal-
lic currency, bilis regulating the issue
thereof will be presented. Projects of faw ¢
making civil marriages ebligatory and in
troducinguivi registration throaghout the
Ewpire will also be submitted. The Em-
peror coutinucs: “Your cu-operation is]
now for the first time invited to ustitu-
ting a budget for Alsace and Lorraine.
Yecu will here have an opportuunity of ob-’
taining more thoreugh knowledge of the
resources; requ:rements and institution~
of *these provifices than was hitherto
possible under the old system of yearly
administrative reports. You will show
our compatriots of the upper Rbin
the interest the whole mation takes
in this most anclent German territory.
Thanks tv the Berne Postul Convention
and the good will of the States whicl
took part in the Tongress, it has beer
found possible to establish’s postal union
which promises facilities before unknown
forthe development of inu Hectual and
commerctal intercourse between the na-
tions. . My relations with foreign powers
are pacitic and amicable; tiietried friend
ship which unites me with the rulers o
powgrful empires affords a guar
anteg for _the continuagce of peac
which may claim your entire con
Hdeacd.. ~ Any " templation® . .to, . gw-
ploy the united power-of thé "Enipire
othepwise than for defence is far frowm
my 'mind ; this very power enables the
Goverument to meet with silence all un
just suspicion in regard to its policy
Should the malevolence of party passions
whepce these suspicions spring, seek tiht
form of “acts, you have only to take yom
stand against it, when I Kknow
that the whole nation and its Princes
will be ready at aoy time to
defend with me the right and honor of the
Empire.” 'The speech was received ai
its close with deafening applausc. Ab
200 deputies were in their scats-at the
opening. 'The Crown Prince Frederick
William, his uncle Prince Charles, aau
cousin Prince Frederick Charles, wer
also present. Prince Bismerck presented
the Emperor’s speech.

The judicial bills wilt give no trouble, |
except in the settling'ef detnils. The
-only opposition to them will come from
some of the ncw additions to the Em-
pire, as their laws Avill probably be!
changed so as'to tesform with- those of
Prussia. The promised military mea-
sures will provide for the establishment
of a new grade of militia, to include
everybody not already «enrolled in some
of the active or reserve bodies, and pro-
vide for an increased (xpenditure.
These bills will be bitterly opposed by a
large party, and the Kaiser may antici-
pate diffieulty 1n passing them. It will
be remembered that the last military
budget was ngreed te by the majority o
the Reichstag only after the Minister
had consented to a reduction of his esti-

majority will be sternly opposed tor the
proposed incyéase of both this time
Bismarck may, indeed, have to make
tronble somewhere, get up the cry that
Russia is arming against Germany—a
Fenian Scare, as it were—to fire the
patriotism of the representatives of the
electors before getting their consent to
the increase of military expenditure and
the farther curtailment of the liberty or
the subject to follow industrial pursuits.
That he will-snceeed in some way is
certain. He will find no trouble, prob-
ably, in passing his elvil murringe and
 registration bills, as a”large minority of
¢ Catholics and aH Protestants are in fuvor
of them. They are not intended meroly
as blows at the Roman Catholic hierar-
chy, but as measurés demanded by a
sotind public policy.  If the State is to
recognize marriage, by defining marital
rights, providing for divorce, ete., it
should do tlie marrying, the parties be-
ing at liberty to have as much church
ceremonial over them befoce or afler as
they pleased, but this ceremonial to be
of no account whatever before the law.
The bills will be denounced as “god-
less” and be bitterly ovposed by the
Ultramontane party.

dian who was threatened with death in
New York in 1841, as told by the Lon-
don News :

McLeed, a loyal Canadian eitizen, hiad
been concernedwith a party of his coun-
ttymen in the bufning of theCaroline, an
American steamer, which had been en-
gaged in carrying arms to the Canadian
rebels. In the affray an American lust
his lite. and McLeod, having been
scized shertly afterwards wihin the
border, ‘was tried for murder by
the authorities of the State of New York.
Nothing but the vigor and promptitude
of Lord Palmerston saved the man from
neing hatiged, and if he had been hanged
nothing could have prevented a war be-
tween the two coantries. The tome
Which Lord Palmerston assumed in his
despatch to Mr. Fox, the British Minis-
ter at Washington, undoubtedly was the
means of averting this calamity, as more
than a quarter of a century afterwards/
was his action in regard to the Trentaffair.
The langnage of a British Forvign Minis-
ter in 1841 sounds strange to ears habitu-
ated to the meekness and the servility of
the Gladstone epoech. -“There neverwas
a matter,” writes Lord Palmerston, “‘upon
which men of all parties—Tory, Whig
und Radical—were more cutirely agreed,
and if any harm should be done to Me-
Leod, the indignation and resentment of
all.England will be extreme. Mr. Van
Buren should understand this, and that
t .e British nation will ngyver permit a Brit-
ish subject to be dealt with as the people
of New York.propese to'deal with Mec-
Leod, withous taking a sign:d revenge up-
on the offenders. McLeod's exeeution
would produce war, war immediate and
trighttul in its character, . ‘becguse it
would be @ war of retaliation and
vengeance.” To the plea of the
\merican Government that it had no
pewer of controlling the action of the
State of New York, Mr. Fox was instruct
ed to hint ‘that, in that case, war
would be declared against the State
of New York. The ditliculty, which at
one time looked very serious, was
solved, in spite of the clamour of the
New York wob, by the jary which tried
McLeod returning a verdict of Not Guilty,
.hough there cannot be a doubt that Me-
Leod’s life was saved and a war with
America averted through Lord Palmer-
ston’s vigerous eonduct.
