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Associated Dairying—The Cream­

ery System

All the facts in conneetion with the 
creamery system of butter making go 
to prove that it is to the advantage of 
dairy farmers to combine their efforts, 
and send their milk to the creamery, 
which is managed in ranch the same 
way that cheesefactories are operated 
—by associated efforts.

Wherever they have been tested 
they have admittedly produced a bet­
ter quality of butter than was pre- 
viously made in the district ; securing 
great uniformity in the quality, which 
is an important item when the pur­
pose is to ship to a foreign market. 
To prove the value of creamaries, and 
the estimate in which their products 
are held, we have only to refer to the 
quotations of the Liverpool market, 
which show that creamery butter is 
selling for 31 cents per lb. higher than 
the ordinary grades of dairy produce. 
It is stated on the best authority that 
the creamery at Leeswater, Ont., have 
averaged eight cents per pound for the 
last three years for their butter, over 
that produced by the best private 
dairies in the district. The saving of 
labor by the farmer's family, who as 
a rule are greatly overworked, is no 
unimportant item in the arrange­
ment.

It is true, that in the dairying dis- 
districts of this Province, the female 
portion of the household have to work 
very hard. The care and manage­
ment of the milk of the farm is very 
great, whether the production be 
cheese or butter, and we would gladly 
see this burden removed from them. 
In districts where the quantity of 
milk is not sufficiently large to manu­
facture cheese successfully, factories 
for the manufacture of butter could be 
established with profit and advan­
tage.

These is a growing disposition on 
the part of our rural population to 
the great demand for a better and 
more uniform article of butter, and 
we know of no way in which that 
demand could be more successfully 
met than by adopting the principle of 
associated dairing.

The leisure season, of the year, is 
now approaching, and we respectful- 
ly suggest that the matter be taken 
up for consideration.

Let some active man in each dis­
trict invite bis friends and neighbors, 
and talk the subject over. Let the 
advantages of the system have full 
weight in deciding what shall be done 
and we do not tear the result. One 
thing is very certain, that there is 
much too large a quantity of poor 
butter made. To remedy this should 
be the object of every one, both pro­
ducer and consumer.

Jersey Cattle.

This breed of cattle is gaining quite 
a strong footing in and about the 
vicinity of St. John. A very good 
showing of them was made at the re­
cent Provincial Provincial Exhibition, 
when the competition proved to be 
quite lively among the different breed­
ers and owners. Few farmers in the 
country districts have ventured to go 
into the breeding of this class of stock, 
nor do we learn of many that have 
ventured to place a Jersey in their 
herd of dairy cows. As a rule they 
seem to possess more charms for gen­
tlemen in cities and villages, who 
desire to keep but one cow to give 
milk for family use, and who care 
more for quality than quantity, than 
they do to the ordinary farmer, who 
has an eye to the size of the animals 
he keeps, and looks to the quantity of 
beef he can preduce from any single 
member of bis herd, after she has 
ceased to be profitable at the pail. 
There can be no questions but this 
has had much to de with their want 
of popularity among the farmers in 
rural districts. The Jersey cannot 
work miracle, and therefore cannot 
give large returns on poor food no 
more than can any other breed of 
cattle, and in order to secure the larg-

that this result will surely come from

introduced into every neighbourhood 
where farm stock is kept? Farmers 
do not hesitate to graft their native 
apple trees with improved scions, be­
cause it will pay, why not use im­
proved animals upon their native 
stock so as to improve it?

This will pay just as surely and 
with quite as large an increase.

with good, rich, nutritious food. It 
is under such conditions that she will 
pay the greatest profit, the highest 
percentage on her cost. This is also 
true of all other breeds. There is one 
thing, however, which the Jersey cow 
does in a really satisfactory way, 
when well cared for. It is not that 
she will lay on flesh rapidly and make 
fine beef. Neither is it that she will 
give you a large flow of milk, but you 
may rely on having good, rich milk; 
giving u large percentage of cream, 
which when well manufactured will 
yield beautiful golden butter of the 
finest texture; that will command the 
highest, and often fancy prices, in 
any market.

Five quarts of milk have produced 
a pound of butter, and from 15 to 18 
lbs. of butter per week have been pro­
duced from one Jersey cow, fed on 
luxuriant pastures and plenty of bran. 
In the Boston, Now York, and Phila­
delphia markets Jersey butter will 
sell as high as $1 per lb,, and there 
are many dairymen who reside within 
easy distance of those markets who 
are doing a nice thing with their herd 
ef Jerseys.

In New Brunswick, however, we 
have no markota where anything like 
such fancy prices can be obtained, and 
therefore the strong inducement to 
breed Jersey cows for dairying pur­
poses in the country districts is want­
ing. It might, however, bo good 
policy for those dairymen, who make 
butter the year round to secure one 
or two Jerseys for their herd, so that 
their milk might impart a richer col­
or to their butter product than it 
would otherwise have.

Indeed there is quite a large pro­
portion of the butter that finds its way 
to our markets that greatly needs a 
little more of the right kind of color.

Should any of our dairymen take a 
fancy to follow our suggestion they 
can secure this class of stock from 
breeders in the Province, on quite 
reasonable terms.

We should like to see them receive 
a fair trial at the bands of our beet 
farmers and dairymen.

European Correspondence of the 

“ Maritime Farmer."
The Value of Hen Manure.

Should all the droppings from the 
roosts by hens be carefully saved in 
barrels, and every spring and fall this 
manure be composted with any good 
soil or muck from swamps, and kept 
a few months—its value for any crop 
would be equal to Peruvian guano 
and might, I think, be estimated at 
fifty cents per fowl per annum. 
From fifty hens I saved about ton 
barrels of the pure hen guano during 
the year. What I save from Novem­
ber to April I compost in the spring 
with seil. First, I spread soil in a 
circle to the depth of three or four 
inches ; then I spread another layer 
of soil, till the heap is completed, us­
ing about four times the bulk of soil 
that I do of manure, the last layer 
being soil. The top of this compost 
heap I make flat to catch the rains; 
then I cover with any refuse or straw, 
then place some sticks of wood or 
boards against the covering to keep 
it in place, and in two or three 
months it is ready for use, having 
become thoroughly incorporated with 
the soil, but as the season for plant­
ing is then nearly past, I leave the 
heap till the next season, when I use 
it with what I compost in November. 
Perhaps it would be better to make 
a compost in March, where the climate 
will admit, end use the manure fer 
crops planted the last of May or 
early June; but I can discover no loss 
by keeping it till the next season. 
A gill of this compost in a hill of 
corn will be equal in effect to half a 
shovelful of manure. — Woodbury 
News.

Vienna, Austria, Nov. 9tb, 1880.
For the last few days the Vienna 

police have been on the track of some 
person, or persons, unknown, whose 
offence consists in distributing Soei- 
alistic publications in the streets of 
the capital. One of these was en­
titled “Who is the Working Man?" 
At six o’clock on Tuesday morning a 
constable on duty in the Belvedere 
Strasse detected a young man in the 
act of placarding one of these Soci­
alistic prints. While arresting him 
the constable was attacked by five or 
six men, who had come up unnoticed 
from behind. He was severely 
beaten,and left helpless on the ground. 
Several domicilliary perquisitions 
have been made, and it is reported 
that the police have discovered the 
central depot of the incriminated pub­
lications. Instances of the above des­
cription are exceedingly rare in 
Vienna. There is no practical field 
for Socialistic propaganda in that 
city, and hitherto those who have at­
tempted it have been invariably 
foreigners. The city police have not 
dealt harshly with them. They have 
been requested to leave the country 
within a stated time, but have always 
been left al liberty to go where they 
choose. The proceedings reported 
from the capital to day seem to point 
to an organized system with which 
the authorities have net yet had to 
deal. Its instigators have no doubt

We have previously referred to the 
value of muck as a fertilizer, when 
treated in a proper manner by incor­
porating it with barn yard manure, 
by using it as an absorbant in the 
stables or compost heap. During the 
leisure of the winter season a good 
time is afforded the farmer to secure 
a good stock for the next year’s oper­
ations. Our crops will give an in­
creased yield per acre in proportion 
to the extent we enrich the soil, and 
give clean cultivation. Therefore, 
any increase we can secure in the 
manorial resources of the farm is most 
desirable. The New England Farmer, 
speaking of swamp muck, says:-

" That it is valuable as a fertilizer, 
proportion to the contents of material 
that fire will burn, and poor in pro­
portion to the amount cf sand and 
clay, and other inorganic materials. 
As an absorbant it is valuable in pro­
portion to its freedom from moisture, 
which is true of all materials used for 
this purpose. The poisonous salts 
will wash out by exposure, and for 
this reason, as well as to free it from 
surplus water, muck is much better 
for being • weathered ’ a year or more 
before it is drawn to the stables. 
Some samples, however, which are 
rich in organic matter and which are 
tolerably dry, when dug, may be valu­
able for immediate use as top dressing 
on uplands. As a rule, however, the 
best use that can be made of dry 
muck is to mix it with animal ma­
nures to absorb the liquide which 
otherwise would run to waste. The 
alkalies in the manure also have a 
good effect on the muck, correcting 
its poisonous character where salts 
exist, the same as would ashes or 
lime.

Of course the 
buildings require to be of sufficient 
size to bold the necessary tanks to 
house the potatoes.

three buds, and the ground has been 
regularly plowed and highly cultivat- 
ed. The vines resisted all this kind 
treatment and refused to bear well, 
although making each year a magnifi­
cent growth of wood, and showing a 
very fine healthy stock and root. An 
experiment was tried with the vine- 
yard this year ; a small portion was 
pruned and cultivated in the usual 
manner, the larger portion being left 
entirely unpruned and uncultivated. 
The result is remarkable. In the lat­
te- portion of the vineyard the ground 
is fairly covered with fine well ripen­
ing grapes, making a yield far beyond 
the ordinary crop of average grape- 
vines, while in the pruned and culti­
vated portion the vines exhibit but 
few bunches of perfect grapes.

This great success seems attribut, 
able to two causes, chiefly : First, 
that cultivation and pruning caused 
too great a growth of wood, thus 
drawing a way from the fruit-bearing 
tendency ; second, the pruning caused 
the vines to have a high, straight 
stem, thus elevating the fruit from 
the ground into the cool moist touches 
of the logs, at limes; while letting 
the vines run caused them to spread 
out flat on the ground, and the grapes 
lying immediately upon the warm 
earth, and in contact with it, are thus 
sheltered from the adverse influences

Animals.TO FARMERS. CABLE CHAINS, ETC. DRAUGHTS OF COLD Air IN THE 

STABLE.—Horses are quite sensitive 
to chilling draughts of air blowing 
upon them, and especially upon their 
beads; hence, in the construction of 
stables this should be borne in mind. 
Many stables have the horses face an 
alley along the sides of which are 
doors’ or a large space is left entirely 
open; in such cases, whenever the 
rear stable door and the one leading 
out of the alley are open, the horses 
stand in a chilling draught, from 
which they can not escape. Horses, 
like many people, can stand much 
wind in an open field, bat will catch 
cold while in a draught only a short 
time. With proper ventilation, the 
doors of the stable should be kept 
closed in cold weather, that no 
draughts may occur.—Am. Ag.

When animals are found dead they 
should never bo allowed to remain on 
the surface of the earth, exposed to 
to the air filling it with unpleasant 
odours, impregnated with disease and 
perhaps death, but should at once be 
removed and converted into a ferti­
lizer for the growth of vegetation.

This may bo done by cempositives, 
with muck or dry earth.

Place the animal on a bed of earth 
say 5 or 6 inches in thickness, sprinkle 
over it a quantity of quick lime, and 
cover immediately with about 15 
inches 6f earth ; and, in a few months 
you will have from 8 to 12 loads of 
good rich fertilizer, which will be ex­
ceedingly valuable as a top dressing 
for grass lands or grain crops.

Communications. Office Regulations.

If it is allowable to draw an inference 
from the strict regulations which have been 
drawn up for their correction and guidance, 
what a nice, easy going, jovial, independent 
set of fellows the departamental clerks of the 
Quebec government must be, or rather, must 
have been ! It was their habit, seemingly, to 
drop into their offices any time in the fore­
noon, after the regular hour, half-past nine, 
and leave them any time during the day, as 
their whim or pleasure prompted them, to 
solace themselves with perpetual pipes of 
tobacco, and an occasional horn, and to vary 
the monotony of their arduous labors by read­
ing the papers, and carrying on animated 
political and religious discussions, and to 
make their offices the rendezvous of outside 
acquaintance. Always impressed by the 
severity of their duties, and mortified to think 
that, their abilities brought them so little 
recompense, they fell into the habit of mak- 
ing applications for increase of salary using 
of course the office stationery for the purpose. 
These habits and others, such as gadding 
about the other offices, absenting themselves 
on plea of illness, communicating to persons 
outside, extra officially, and not in conform­
ity to the exigency of the public service, the 
archives and other documents, or revealing 
anything said or done by the head of the de­
partment, have struck the Quebec govern­
ment, as being, somehow, detrimental to the 
public service, and a series of strict regula­
tions have been drawn up to put a stop to 

ally restrict the liberty of the clerks, and in­
crease their efficiency. But how very much 
better are things ordered in the departments 
here ? There are no strict regulations needed 
to keep our clerks to their duties.

The Seat of Empire vs. The Centre of 
Commerce.

" Westward the course of Empire takes its 
way," sang (if it is allowable to use so 
light a word in connection with a grave epis­
copal dignitary) Bishop Berkeley, and so says 
Mr. Shepherd, United States Consul for 
Bradford, England. Empire according to 
the interpretation, which we think the 
Bishop puts on the word, means supreme 
power in arms laws, government, science, 
literature, arts, trade, commerce and general 
intelligence. According to the consul it 
means supremacy in commerce alone. Em­
pire in a people presumes the possession of a 
preponderating physical, intellectual, and 
spiritual might; a power to give laws to im­
pose their will on subordinate nations, ; com­
mercial supremacy alone, will not give any 
people “ Empire.” The Americans dream 
that the near future will belong to them, 
that in the 20th century, the United States 
will be the preponderating power in the 
world, that then the seat of Empire will be 
in their midst, and that New York will be 
the capital of the world. It may be readily 
granted that, illimitable extent of soil, 
varied and favorable climatic conditions, 
keen, practical, energetic, genius very rapidly 
increasing population, great command of 
mechanical invention, of labor saving machin­
ery, give the Americans many advantages, 
and it is probable enough that in the future 
their country will be the centre of produc­
tion, and supply of all the material wants of 
men. But that will not give the Americans 
Empire in the Berkeley sense. Empire may

Legislative Conncil.

Another preminent member of the Legis­
lative Council, Hon. Francis Hibbard, has 
passed away. Just as he had attained that 
period of life, of the good man, which is ac­
companied " by honor, love, obedience, troops 
of friends,” Just as he bad gained a handsome 
competency, and might reasonably have 
looked forward to many useful and pleasant 
days he was cut off. Little did he think, 
when in his humorous, exaggerated, yet 
earnest way, when he saw that the majority 
of the Council were determined against the 
Grand Southern Bill, he delivered his protest, 
that it would be the last time he would ad­
dress his Honourable friends from his seat.

Mr. Hibbard was not made of the stuff 
out of which first class statesmen, or even 
very clever politicians, are cut, but as a Legis­
lator he was sbrewd, capable, and downright, 
yet not without a touch of the guile of the 
serpent. He could make an effective speech 
but even in opposition he could not work 
himself up into a state of perfect earnestness, 
as his good nature and bis sense of humor 
always qualified his indignation.

His death leaves a vacancy in the Legis­
lative Council which it will be difficult to 
fill, with a man of similar calibre. His death 
and of Hon. J. A. Beckwith bring the Gov­
ernment face to face with the question— 
How shall they deal with the Conncil? Shall 
they treat it as a moribund body, or one in 
which the principle of vitality is still strong? 
Shall they fill up the vacancies (there are 
now four) by appointing the best men they

Greek Brigands.

The following terrible incident is related 
by the Macedonian correspondent of the Pall- 
Mall Gazette, who vouchee for its truth. 
Kathrakia, a brigand chief, surrounded the 
villagers of Melovishta when in church, and 
took eight of their number as hostages to the 
mountains, demanding for them a ransom of 
3,000 liras in gold from the community:—

“In the course of about ten days the un­
fortunate villagers of Melovishta managed to 
collect some 200 liras, which two young men 
who had near relatives among the hostages 
volunteered to carry to the rendezvoue ap­
pointed by the brigand chief. After meet­
ing some of Kathrakia’e scouts, and being 
marched about for a couple of days, they 
reached the headquarters at the band, and 
counted out their liras into the hands of the 
dashing kapitanos. But the bribe was loo 
mean for him, and casting the money back 
to them. ‘Go back,’ he said, to our people, 
and take your paltry money. I am not to be 
thus trifled with. Not one piastre will I 
abate from the sum I have demanded. I 
have kept my part of the pact until now. 
My prisoners are well and safe. But beware 
how you shirk your share of the conditions.' 
Thereupon ho ordered the prisoners to be 
paraded before the village envoys, and as 
the last one of the eight, an old man, was 
passing, Kathrakia out with his sword and 
the unfertunated peasant’s head rolled at the 
very feet of his horror-stricken son and 
nephew. ‘Go now,’ Kathrakia said,'and 
tell the good folk of Melovishta what you 
have seen. They had better not again doubt 
my earnestness, or dare to keep me waiting.”

The Future ef Canada.

Many thinkers are solicitous with regard to 
“the future ef Canada.” They fear that the 

relations with the Mother Country. The 
alight tie which now binde it to her, must 
either be lessened altogether, or drawn more 
tightly. The people of the Dominion must 
either make up their minds to assume inde­
pendence, with all its perils, or incorporate 
themselves definitely, with the British Em­
pire, and assume their part of its burdens, 
responsibilities, dangers and glories in peace 
and war. Some bold (repudiating imperial 
federation as a chimera,) that the Dominion 
would never be able to maintain itself as an 
independent nation, and that its poeition, in- 
terests and the democratic genius of its peo­
ple naturally, inevitably, draw it towards 
union with the great republican union whose 
frontiers touch it. Others who bring imagin­
ation more strongly to bear upon their politi­
cal thinking, who love great poetical ideas, 
are captivated by Imperial Federation. They 
like to think of the representatives of the 
great English Colonies, as sitting in the Im- 
penal Parliament, having their say on all 
questions affecting the external and internal 
interests ef the Empire. Their ambition is 
fired by the idea that, Colonial representa­
tives would then have a seat in the British 
Cabinet, and might reasonably aspire to all 
the honors within reach of British States­
men. Imperial Federation is not without 
the bounds of possibility, but the chances are 
against it. It would be very much mere 
difficult to bring it about, than either of the 
other two alternatives, independence or an­
nexation.

A consentaneous determination on the part 
of Imperial and Colonial statesmen and peo­
ple as represented in the press would be re­
quired. And it is difficult to imagine that 
they could easily be brought to see eye to 
eye in this matter; that British Statesmen 
and people would be willing to put the 
Colonies on an equality with themselves, 
that colonial representatives would not be 
made to feel that they held but a subordinate 
place in the Imperial Parliament, that the 
colonists would be content to see their repre­
sentatives occupying a sort of equivocal poei­
tion and themselves bearing an additional 
burden of taxation and responsibility.

Of course thought is free, and volunteers 
thinkers and writers may speculate as much 
as they please about the future of Canada, 
but the people of Canada, we humbly opine, 
should accustom them to believe that the pre­
sent position of partial dependence in the 
Mother Ceuntry will long endure. Let them 
have time to grow strong under her eyes, and 
when the day comes when they must separ­
ate from her, (of that day is inevitable,) they 
will be in a poeition to take an independent 
stand, and decide their own destiny.

The anxiety regarding the future of Canada, 
reaches not only to its ultimate position as 
an independent nation, or as a member of 
an Imperial Federation, or of the great Re­
public, but to the position of the component 
parts of the Dominion.

Some people would like to see all the local 
governments abolished, and a Legislative 
Union established. Others again, think that 
the Maritime Provinces should unite among 
themselves. The Toronto Globe lately 
strongly advised Nova Scotia, New Bruns­
wick and P. E. L., to enter upon a Maritime 
Union, but its advice has net been very well 
taken. A Nova Scotian writing to it, resents 
the advice, and calls it impudent, and scouts 
at its assertion that Confederation has bane- 
fitted the Maritime Provinces, and asserts 
that there is among their people a deep feel­
ing of disatisfaction with their poeition un­
der it. We cannot allow that “ Nova Scotian” 
epeake the sentiments of the people of New 
Brunswick, but for all we know, he may 
rightly interpret those of his own people. 
He says:—

“ The press and people of the Upper Pro­
vinces may pooh-pooh the idea ef a repeal 
agitation ; I venture to say they will be un­
deceived before very long. They have no 
idea of the bitter feeling against Confederat- 
ion which is growing and intensifying, par- 
ticularly in Nova Scotia and Prince Edward 
Island. That feeling is rapidly assuming a 
phase where it can easily be developed into a 
demonstration of a very much more decided 
and serious character than was witnessed in 
Nova Scotia in 1867. The Toronto Mail 
was not very far astray when it remarked 
that the Maritime Provinces bad nothing in 
common with Ontario and Quebec except 
British connection. British connection does 
not appear to count for very much just now. 
That cord, which has been growing gradually 
weaker since 1867, has been rendered still 
more slender by the protection policy of the 
political montebanks who now misrule the 
Dominion, and will snap some of these days. 
Then, if not before, the people of the Mari­
time Provinces —the “ dwellers by the shores 
of the sounding sea ”—the men who love 
liberty and justice—the men who are Nova 
Scotians, New Brunswickers, and Prince 
Edward Islanders in nationality, and senti- 
ment, and aspiration, and only Canadians by 
Act of Parliament—will make short work of 
Confederation, if there is not a radical change 
in the policy under which the Domiuion has 
been ruled since 1867, such a change as will 
give the Maritime Provinces that fair play 
which they have not enjoyed since the Con­
federation yoke was imposed on them. We 
do not propose to be bled for ever for the 
benefit of British Columbia and the North- 
West. We do not propose to be always 
ruled in the interests of Ontario and Quebec. 
If we cannot get relief from the disabilities 
under which we suffer in the Confederation, 
we shall seek relief by getting out of Con­
federation; and if we are not allowed to se­
cede peaceably from the Confederation, we 
shall have to get out in some other way.”

We learn that the Hon. Edward Willir- 
ton, Judge of the County Court, for the 
Northumberland district, intends shortly, to 
resign, if be has not already placed hie resig­
nation in the hands of the government.

A Centenarian swears he Shot 
General Brock.

The Philadelphia Times relates how one 
Robert Walcot a bedrid centenarian, affirm­
ed under oath that he fired the fatal bullet 
at the battle of Queenstown Heights, which 
killed General Sir Isaac Brock. Walcot was 
drafted into the American army at the be- 
ginning of ths war of 1812, and joined the 
force under General VanRennelaer for the 
invasion of Canada. He was one of forty 
artillerists who accompanied Col. Sol Van- 
Rennslaer when he crossed the Niagara 
River from Lewistown to attack the British 
encamped on Queenstown Heights. The 
Americans were warmly received by the 
British, and Walcott received a shot in the 
right leg, but they commenced the ascent of 
of the Heights, towards a redan battery. 
In the meantime Gen. Brock was hastening 
from Fort George to the scene of battle. 
Walcott in his statement says. -

"Our troops, says Walcott, were waiting 
the attack. I could see General Brock as 
he approsched, leading the charge, and by 
his side rode another general officer, Brock 
was a fine looking man, and I understood, 
very well liked. Up to this time I had not 
fired a shot at the enemy, although I was 
considered an excellent marksman. When 
the English began their ascent I left my 
post and went to an infantryman and asked 
him to lend me his gun. He did so. I 
asked him, “ How many bells are there in 
this?” He said there was one. I asked 
him for another and rammed it in the gun, 
I went to the edge of the line, and, taking 
aim, fired at Brock. His face was partly 
turned to the troops as I fired. He fell al­
most instantly, and I hurried back to my 
poet. It was some time after I fired before 
the attack of the English was made. They 
fought but a few momenta and then retreated. 
My captain met me coming into line after 
shooting Brock and he ordered nie under 
arrest, and then pointing to the gun told me 
to take charge of it. I attempted to inform 
him what I had done, but he would not 
listen. When the fighting had ceased I was 
sorry for my part in the affair. The main 
body of the English, from Fort George, 
coming up, routed us in every direction. A 
large number of our militia could be seen 
on the American shore, but they refused to 
come to our assistance. The English were 
infuriated because of the death of Brock, 
and showed ne mercy. With several others, 
I reached the river and swam across. While 
swimming, three of our party were shot dead, 
and I was wounded in the back of the neck.

They must subdue mens minds, not by force 
but by persuasion, by showing them the way 
to a nobler life, to a life governed by a 
spiritual conviction, which will place the 
performance of moral duty above the attain­
ments of the greatest wealth, the enjoyment 
of social magnificence and luxury, and re­
place the aristocracy of rank and class by one 
of energising virtue, which will give indivi­
dual man full scope to develop his moral and 
intellectual capacities, and which will shed 
light into the dark places, give a chance and 
a hope to the poorest and most despised. 
Are the Americans giving proof that they 
are striking into a new course for Empire ? 
They have had the advantage of the best 
thought of the old world in every depart- 
ment-of human knowledge and practice ; they 
have had the experience of all the ages, but 
have they formed any system of thought and 
living purer, higher broader, more intellectu­
ally convincing, and morally satisfying than 
has before obtained in the world?

But to return to Consul Shepherd. He 
claims that the United States will be in the 
near future, the centre of commerce, if not 
the seat of Empire, and it may be to his 
mind, the terms are synonymous. He says 
that—

“ Any " country naturally and properly 
fights against losing commercial supremacy, 
and while I am not at all ready to prophesy 
that England is doomed to drift toward the 
position of Holland—her mineral resources 
are too varied and great for that—still, I be­
lieve that the centre of commercial and finan­
cial gravity is moving westward. Nor must 
England expect to be forever the distribut­
ing station for the world’s commerce. That 
England is, or soon will be, in a decline, I do 
not assert, but I do believe that history re­
peats itself, and that Great Britain has 
reached the highest pinnacle of strength and 
commercial prosperity.

“London will always be one of the great 
centres of the world; still I believe the next 
decade will see every stock and share of the 
world quoted in the New York market, and 
the greatest leans ef the globe negotiated in 
her banking houses. I am not claiming 
superiority for the American people in ad­
vancing these opinions, only for the country. 
With the fairest part of a great continent in 
their possession ; with freedom from the ex­
cessive cold of Canada, and the enervating, 
sickly heat of Mexico; with everything 
within their borders with which to provide 
for themselves and supply others, the virtue 
of prosperity is nothing as compared with the 
ignominy of failure. It is, of course, fortu­
nate for the United States that they are free 
from the necessity of maintaining large stand­
ing armies, for the purpose of gratifying per­
sonal ambitions, avenging sentimental or im­
aginary wrongs, and defending delusionary 
lights.”

Hon. M. Landry On “Acadian” 
Progress.

In the last number of the Moniteur Aca- 
dien there appears a full report of the speech 
delivered by Hon. M. Landry, Surveyor 
General, on the occasion of the public open­
ing of the classes of the Normal School, Nov. 
8th. He epoke impressively of the responsi­
ble position occupied by teachers in the Pro­
vince, and of the great importance and use­
fulness of the Institution where teachers were 
trained for their vocation, The greater, and 
most interesting, part of the speech was de­
voted to encouraging the French student 
teachers, to make the beat of opportunities 
that were now offered them. He gave a 
cheering account of the progress that has 
been made by the Acadien people, and incit­
ed them not to rest content with the posses­
sion of fine qualities of character, and good 
capacities for work, but energetically to turn 
them to account. He affirmed boldly that 
with the same chances and the same advant­
ages they could compete with honor on the 
same field with their English neighbours. 
We translate the portion of the speech, re­
lating to the progress that has been made by 
the Acadians:—

“We have made more progress within the 
last fifteen years than our ancestors did in 
all the years up to that date; we have done 
more to make ourselves known, to make our 
influence felt, to make ourselves respected 
and counted for something in the Province, 
than would be believed if facts were not 
brought forward to substantiate the state­
ment. Many of the things which we have 
attained, appeared to our fathers impossible, 
and beyond the power of their children. 
Would it have been possible to convince our 
people fifteen years ago that the year 1880 
would show among other marks of progress, 
ten or twelve Acadian priests, three advo­
cates, three or four doctors, a sheriff, a mem­
ber of the House of Commons, three mem­
bers of the Legislature, an inspector of 
schools, a professor in the Normal School, 
eight or ten municipal councillors, and above 
all—yes, above all—twenty student teachers 
in the capital attending the Normal School. 
He might also point to our colleges, our con­
vents, our schools, our merchants, our more 
intelligent farmers, etc., etc. Are not these 
things true, undeniable marks of progress and 
prosperity ? Are they not incontestable 
proofs that with confidence in ourselves and 
mutual support, we could very soon draw 
ourselves out of the cloud which seemed to 
envelope us; the cloud which not so long 
ago seemed to wrap us round with such 
firmness and tenacity, as to make us even 
doubt our power to disengage ourselves from 
it. Faith in ourselves, confidence in our 
future, and in our own powers, will do more 
for us than anything else. In the past we 
have too much doubted ourselves, we are too 
much inclined to believe that we are not 
adapted for the highest education and for 
the most elevated posititions.”

“Who would have supposed that the 
Eastern Question was being fought out in a 
Somersetshire village? Yet such is the 
case, and the name of the village is Comber- 
hay. The rector is a cousin of Sir Henry 
Layard, and during the late war took a very 
active 1 in obtaining subscriptions 
towards y Strangford’s relief fund. The 
squire is the patron of the living, and loves 
not the Turk. To mark his disapproval of 
the politics of the rector, he attends the 
parish church with his family and servants, 
but no sooner does the sermon begin than 
out he and they all file. Between the manor- 
house and the rectory there is war to the 
knife; all the villagers who are in the rec­
tory employ receive ‘notices to quit ’from 
the squire, as almost the entire village be­
longs to him. Even a village swain, who 
was courting one of the handmaids of the 
rectory, was given his choice of giving up 
his maid or his mansion. The last aggressive 
act of the squire has been to make a cow- 
yard close to the rectory ; and, when this 
was complained of, to build up on the other 
side of the rectory a pile of timber aud 
brushwood, which was set on fire in order to 
disinfect the air of the fumes from the cow- 
yard. In order to keep the villagers au fait 
as to the causes of the war, a handbill has been 
distributed amongst them, in which the 
squire says: ‘Although Sir Henry Layard 
and his lady, like the great chief of the 
hunuck, have received grand honors from the 
harem-ridden and woman-dealing Sultan and 
his Government, the numbers may be verv 
diminishing who care to run the risk of 
hearing more from the pulpit in praise of the 
doings of ’my cousin, the Ambassador.’ The

NEWFOUNDLAND EXPORTS AND IMPORTS. 
—From statistics lately published, we glean 
some interesting facts regarding the com­
mercial relations of Newfoundland with other 
countries. In 1879, the value ef imports 
from the United Kingdom was $2,180,703; 
exports, $2,067,636. The latter consisted 
mainly of seal and cod oils, real skins and 
cod fish. The imports from the Dominion 
exceed those from the United Kingdom by 
$191,035, their value being $2,258,671 The 
total value of exports to the Dominion was 
$316,630 ; showing how largely the balance 
of trade is in favor of the latter, and what a 
valuable customer Newfoundland is for Cana­
dian products and manufactures. The value 
of imports in 1870 from the United States 
was $2,140,345, being less by $118,326 than 
those of the Dominion; while exports to the 
United States were $268,018. Imports 
from the British West Indies, $329,220. 
Brazil is by far the best customer for codfish, 
the exports thereto in 1879 being $1,383,819, 
while Spain took fish to the value of $584,- 
427; Portugal, $713,571; Italy, $131,403; 
British West Indies, $231,848. It is to be

Messrs. Adamson and 
Rolandson, 34 Leadenhall Street, London, 
have just concluded a contract with Messrs. 
J. A. Dickey and Wm. Buckley to ship 400 
head of cattle, and 400 quarters of beef per 
month from Halifax for one month. The 
first shipment ie to be made in the begin­
ning of the year. This move, the Sentinel 
says, will circulate about $30,000 per month 
where the cattle are bought, and it will be 
to the interest of the farmers to keep their 
figures so as not to drive such buyers out of 
this place, as they have reserved a clause in 
their contract to ship from Boston for Port- 
lend.

The British Government at their last meet­
ing, decided that there is no necessity to re- 
sort to coercive measures to put down the 
agitation in Ireland. They abide in the con­
viction that they could assert their power 
and maintain their authority, if absolutely 
required, and trust that their well known 
good intentions towards Ireland, and their 
desire to alleviate all just causes of discon­
tent will gradually assure the mind of the 
nation, and deprive the agitators of their chief 
grievance. It will be a long time, months, 
before the land is quiet, before the voice of 
the agitator is still, before their terrorism ie 
quite abated, but the danger ie, we think, 
receding that revolution will break forth. 
The British Parliament is summoned to meet 
on the 6th of January, when a comprehen­
sive land Bill will be the first government 
measure submitted.

The Queen to the President.

The Queen has presented President Hayes 
with a massive, elaborately carved writing 
table, which bears upon a smooth panel the 
following inscription :—

** H. M. S. Resolute, forming part of the 
expedition sent in search of Sir John Frank- 
lin in 1852, was abandoned in lat. 74.41, long. 
101.22 west, on the 15th of May, 1854. She 
was discovered and extricated on Sept. 8th, 
1855, in lat. 67 north, by Capt. Buddington, 
of the United States whaler George Henry. 
The ship was purchased, fitted out, and sent 
to England as a gift to Iler Majesty Queen 
Victoria, by the President and people of the 
United States, as a token of good-will and 
friendship. This table was made from her 
timbers when she was broken up, and is pre­
sented by the Queen of Great Britain and 
Ireland to the president of the United States 
as a memorial of the courtesy and loving- 
kindness which dictated the offer of the gift 
ef the Resolute.”

Nor did 
they expect that the Turks would compel 
them to do this, for the Sultan of Turkey is 
looked upon as the head of the Mohamedan 
Church, and it was not dreamed that he 
would submit to see Dulcigno handed over 
to thoee who are looked upon as Christian 
despoilers.

REGULATING EXPORTS TO CANADA.—A 

Circular has been issued by the Treasury De­
partment, at Washington, stating that the 
general regulations of 1874 relating to the 
immediate exportation to the Dominion of 
Canada of goods from New York, Boston, 
Portland, or any other port designated by 
the Secretary of the Treasury, has been ex­
tended to shipment of goods arriving at any 
of the designated ports and which shall ap­
pear by the document herein mentioned to 
be intended for immediate transportation to 
Vancouver's Island or other British possess­
ions on the Pacific Ocean. Sealed cars con­
taining such goods will be fastened in the 
same manner as cars containing goods for 
immediate transportation without appraise­
ment to other ports in the United States. 
The goods will be examined, to see that they 
agree with the manifest, at the port in the 
United States where they are placed on the 
exporting vessel, as prescribed by the Regu- 
lations.

Four hundred women, carrying nosegays 
and wreaths, followed one of the Jesuit 
monks whom the police had expelled from a 
monastera at Avignon, France, in accordance 
with the edict of the French Government.

Oct 28. NEN, Esq.CANADIAN RYE EXPORTS.— There have 
lately been some extensive shipments of 
Canadian rye from Montreal for Europe, one 
steamer alone, the Enmore, clearing with 
73,000 bushels for Hamburg. The Montreal 
Gazette, alluding to the movement, says: 
“ The probability is that last year's shipments, 
amounting to 321,000 bushels, will be equaled 
if not exceeded by those of the present sea­
son. Canadian rye is used on the Continent 
chiefly for breadstuff, rye bread being eaten 
extensively by the French and Dutch. Of 
coarse some is distilled into spirits. A large 
quantity has been purchased in Upper Cana- 
da by Americans at from 75c. to file, per 
bushel for shipment to New York via Oswego, 
and it is only recently that Montreal shippers 
have been able to compete with American 
buyers."
