The inevitable holiday rush has taken
liie local postoffice staff by storm, but
#p until today at noon, all Christmas
fail has been handled in record time,
ind everything is in order. This morn-

g each postman delivering mail in the
ity set out on his rounds with a helper,
ind will_continue to do so daily until
taturdas’. While no additional clerks
ave been taken on the inside staff,
ihe 44-hour week has been discontinued
lemporarily, and® this fact adds ten
men to the clerical staff, which to
andle the business must work in 12-
our shifts instead of the usual 8-hour
rinds. By this means the mail has
een handled satisfactorily, and the
dnly difference noted in the various de-
artments today was the fact that all
mployees are working at top Speed,
nd the counters are thus kept clear.

A conjecture as to the amount of mail
osted by Londoners in the form of let-
ers and postcards may be obtained by

%llmpse at the interior of the post-
:ff ce boxes for drop mail. Here a
tlerk is constantly en duty gathering
he mail, and arranging it for stamp
ancellation. A steady stream of let-
ers and cards pours out on the table
ehind the letter slot, and were the
lerk to neglect his work for a few
tjeconds the box would become con-
gested.

From this point the letters and cards
:rg taken to the stamp cancelling ma-
*hine, which alone by handling several
hundred letterg per minute, dispenses
Wwith the services of eight men. This
hachine takes envelopes of all sizes by

eans of a simple adjustment operated
vV one man.

The addition of working space to the
ostoffice, namely several vacant stores
n Richmond street, has added mater-
jally to the efficiency of the staff in
:andling mail, the main office providing
ather cramped quarters. I one of these
uildings also a supplementary stamp
jending office, greatly lessens the bur-
en on the*vendors in the main office,

rand reduces crowds to a minimum, thus
{increasing service to the public. While
ro figures are available the number of
{sté;mps sold this week is in excess of
the usual returns for the postoffice by
thousands. -

Owing to the faet that the British
Christmas rail for relatives and friends
of Londoners overseas has been cleared,
a few clerks have been released to stem
the tide in other departments, and the
space utilized in preparing this ship-
ment is available for other duties.
Postal notes are in great demand this
week, many remiiting cash for presents,
and this adds to the duties of the staff.
In addition to the tremendous influx
of letters, parcels and cards at ithe local
postoffice, registered mail shows a de-
cided tendency to increase this week.
"T' > bags piled high, are the special
wards of the department, and are lock-
ed in a roorh separately with a member
of the staff constantly on duty to pro-
tect the mail from loss by various
causes, The forwarding in its
own space, is busily engaged forward-
ing mail, the sorters receiving letters
after they have passed through the
stamp cancelling machine, are working
at top speed putting the mail fo# various
destinations in their respective boxes,
and the sorters of incoming mail are
arranging it similarly to be taken over
by the city postmen for (}eli\'ery to
London homes. /

The parcels are also hardled in an
efficient manner, and on the first three
days of the week all Christmas mail
was disposed of by evening. The staff
keeping up the prese.it pace will no doubt
be enabled to continue the good work
up until Christmas Eve, when the rush
is expected to reach its peak and then
dwindle. While no instructions from
Ottawa have been received relative to
same, in all probability there will be a
city delivery of mail Saturday (Chrisi-
mas Day), and an announcement to this
effect will likely be made in the near

ITALIAN GOVERNMENT
STARTS CAMPAIGN
AGAINST D’ANNUNZIO

london, Dec. 23.—Militgry operations
have heen begun by the Italian Gov-
ernment troops against forces in and
about Fiume, commanded by Capt. Gab.
ricle I’ Annunzio, who refuses to evac-
uate the city and permit Italy to put
into operation the provisiong of the
treaty of Rapallo. Dispatches received
here state that military

“Regency of Quarnero’” have been raid-
ed, and an Italian destroyer is eaid
to have shelled D’Annunzian batteries
on the Island of Veglia, southwest of
Fiume. . :

An attempt on the part of D’Annun-
zio to seize control of the Montagna
Canal, running down the . Dalmatian
coast behind a screen of low islands,
hag been foiled. Men dispatched to Cas-
tel Veniere, northeast of Zara, a point
which commands the southern en-
trance to the canal, were forced to re-

| treat, some of tiiem being captured and

others disarmed. D’Annunzian legion-
aries, with which it had been acting as
gaerrisop at Zara, are said to have fled
from that city.

t 1s asserted that D'Annunzio plan-
ned to abandon Fiume, and to land
some place along the Dalmatian coast,
where he would raise the banner of re-
volt, hoping to create a situation which
would nuilify the treaty of Rapallo. Hix
scheme, however, is said to have been
frustrated by Government troops, which
have prevented the departure from the
city of vessels loaded wity legionaries.
Nlome dispatches reflected a desire on
the part of the Itallan Government to
bring about a peaceful r§tirement of
D’Annunzio from¢ Fium. 1t is reported
that the Duke o} Aosta, the cousin of
King Victor Emmanuel, may go io
Fiime and aftempt to dissuade the poet
soldier frofa comntinuing his oppesition
to the Rapallo convention.

NOTE TO U. 3. SENATOR

Washington. Dec. 23.—The United
States State Department intervened to-
day in what threatened to be a con-
troversy between the British embassy
and the senate committee investigating
cable communications over the question
of whether there is a British censorship
of cable messages to the United States
originating in the British Isles. The
department’s action was arded as a
rebuke to the embassy for sending direct
to Senator Kellogg, chairman of the
committee, a letter denying the testi-
mony of Newcomb Carleton, president
of the Western Union Telegraph Com-
‘!pany, that cable messages coming to
the United States from Great Britain
were subject to delay and examination
},’i the British naval intelligence author-
ties.

The embassy’'s action is understood
to be regarded by the department as a
breach of diplomatic courtesy. The de-
partment will take the sub?ect matter
of the correspondence up directly with
the embassy, but whether it will ask for
an explanation of the action of the em-
bassy in writing directly to the senator
has net yvet been indicated.

SENTENGED TO
REFORMATORY

Convicted of Stealing Eggs
From Local Produce
Firm.

For stealing nine cases of eggs from
the C. A. Mann produce store on De-
cember 1, Ludger Grison, alias George|
Graham, Ottawa, was today sen-
tenced to an inddterminate sentence of
not less than three months and not
more than two years in the Ontario!
reformatory. Although Grison has had
a long criminal record, the magistrate
felt reluctant about sending him to the
venitentiary, as he wished to give him
an_opportunity to reform.

On the night of December 1, Grison!
broke into Mann's store on King street.
In a wagon he removed nine cases of
eggs, valued at $200. Two nights. be-
fore he stole two cases of eggs from the
Ontario Creamery. He disposed of the
¢gEs by peddling them through the|
country. He wag arrested a week or
so later in Toronto. He pleaded guilty,
and also admitted that he had a prison
record when he was arraigned in the
local court, " v

On November 29, 1912, Grison was
convicted in Ottawa on three charges
of stealing. A week or so later he was
sentenced to.six months. in Jjail for
house-breaking. In November, 1914, he
was sentericed to two years in Kingston
penitentiary for burglary. He was
again convicted in 1917, and sentencéd
to three years in the same prison. He
was released on November 13, 1918, in
order: to join the Canadian army.

Magistrate Graydon asked Grison why
he persisted in leading such a life when
he had ‘every opportunity to live
straight. He asked the prisoner to
think things over when he goes to|
prison, and if he should decide to re-
form to 16t him know. If He would do
this, the magistrate promised he would
intercede on his behalf.

Government Officials Believe
It Matter Between Agents
and Makers.

UNFORTUNATE SITUATION

Many Agents Stand To Lose
Heavily Unless Government
Acts On Their Behalf.

[Special To The Advertiser.]
Ottawa, Dec. 23.—Representatives of
the Canadian automobile dealers and of
the confectionery manufacturers will
have a conference. with Sir Herry,
Drayton, minister of finance, on Wed-'
nesday next with regard to the luxury!
tax. The automobile mea claim that|
the tax which has now been ahelished’
has ajready been paid by them on auto-
inobiles which will not be sold until|
next gpring. The confectioners desire
that the tax be removed on confection-
ery tae same as on other commodities.

With regard to the complaints of the
manufacturers of confectionery, because
they are still subject to the special tax,
while it has generally been removed, it
appears that the Government's action in
retaining this tax wag very largely be-
cause, in the first instance, *he tax is
put upon the manufacturers themselves,
and was not collected at the counter
from the public, and therefore was hot

recently been so insistent, that with the
stress of Christmas shopping it was
not possible to properly collect the
taxes, and on the further ground that
of all industries in the country that
ought to be able to stand taxation at
the present time, the confectionery
business stood first. The chief cost of
manufacturing candy is sugar and its
distillates, and since the tax was put;

Dealers Hard Hit. :
The automobile dealer is in exactly
the same position as everybody else who
ays luxury taxes. Refunds have not
een given. It would seem to be a
matter to be properly adjusted between
the manufacturers and the agents. Un-
doubtedly it is agreed many of the
agents will be put in an unfortunate
position, but it {s very unusual to give
notice of change of taxation or to grant
refunds. ' Somebody, it is pointed out,
is hurt whenever taxation is imposed,
to devise any scheme of taxation which
deals with everybody absolutely fairly.
The automobile Industry has been
representing that it was impossible for
them, to sell cars at all. Representa-
tions were made that upwards of twenty
thousand people were out of work. It

Money Donated by Red Cross for Relief
Is Exhausted.

With ‘the establishing of a central
welfare distribution committee among
the soldlers in the city it is expected
that the needy returned men and their
familles will receive much closer at-
tention than has been experienced in
the past.

PARIS, Dec. 21.—Most people, if
asked to declare the number of tastes,
would say that almost everything has
a distinctive flavor But this is not
really the case. It has been clearly
established that there are only four
real tastes, sweet, bitter, acid and
salt. If you relied on taste alone you
could not tell the difference between
a cup of tea and a raspberry ice.

“*As a matter of fact, what we know
as the sense of taste is a very com-
plex thing, indeed,”” writes S. Leonard
Bastin, in St. Nicholas. ‘“Two other
senses, touch and smell, are usually
closely associated with taste, and
quite often, sight comes into promi-
ence ag well. It is considered_that,
roughly speaking;”any flavor is 50 per
cent odor, 25 per cent feeling and 25
per cent or less of actual taste. it
you .take away the other senses you
could distinguish nothing by taste save
sweet, bitter, acid or salt. When you
have a bad cold fn the head you say
your taste is affected.

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.—Mrs. Charlotte
Cameron, O, B. E, ¥, R. G. 8., noted

traveler and author, who recently re-
turned from Alaska, where she traveled
the entire lemgth of the Yukon River,
tells in an interview of the strange cus-
toms practiced by the Eskimos and In-
dians of the far forth.

“The Alaskan Indians are not like the
American type, but resemble more the
Mongolian,’”” Mrs. Cameron says. ‘‘They
have down-slanting, oval eyes, wide
cheek bones and rather thick, outstand-
ing upper lips. Their principal indus-
try is fishing and they greatly resent
the canneries.,

“The KEskimos are very docile and
extremely simple. They live almost en-
tirely for food and clothing. They be-
{lieve in reincarnation. Consequently,
they never spank a child, feeling that
perhaps they may be chastizing the
spirit of a respected grandparent. When
they grow too old to hunt or fish and
feel ready to depart to the happy hunt-
ing ground, a son or near relative is
selected to send them there by what-
ever method they choose.

‘*As to the morals of the Eskimos,”
continued Mrs. Cameron, ‘when a
couple reach 16 or 18 years they just
wander off and consider themselves
married. They set up housekeeping
‘Igloos.” Should the father of the estab-
lishment tire of this arrangement, he
Just naturally goes away.

‘“‘One of the growing industries
among these people is that of reindeer
breeding. The Canadian Government,
with Stefansson, the famous Arctic
explorer, is endeavoring to send rein-
deer meat over the world to solve the
meat problem. Reindeer meat is very
clean, as these animals eat nothing
but Iceland moss. It tastes very much
like beefstéak.

‘*One of the peculiarities of the Eski-
mos,”” Mrs, Cameron says, ‘is

of the condition of their teeth. This is
because women are expected to chew
leather for moccasins and also to
soften skins.

‘““Movies are shown In Alaska, but
fortunately they are not greatiy pat-
ronized by the EsMmos. I say, for-
tunately, for the reason that these peo-
ple have a particularly obnoxious
that makes it almost impossible to re-
main near them for any length of
time.

‘“What the camels are to KEgypt,
the elephants to India and the llamas
to South America, so are the mala-
mute dogs to Alaska. During a week
such dog teams often travel more
than 1,500 miles through ice and snow.
They are very valuable.”

Regarding the climate of Alaska,
Mrs. Cameron says: ‘‘Summer in Alaska
is June here. Daisgies, larkspurs,
anemones and other flowers grow'in
{abundance. The forget-me-not is the
national flower there.

ful even than Switzerland.

THE COMING ELECTIONS.
As was expected, nomination day brought

out one of the largest flields of candidates that
has ever been named in London. Many, of
course, will not allow their names to go before
the electors, but at'that there will be plenty
feft from which the ratepayers may make their
ehoice. It is particularly important at the pres-
ent time that the voters should weigh care-
fully the bylaws on which they are asked to
express an opinion, and also of the views of
the various candidates in reference to these
bylaws. Not only is a heavy expenditure in-
wolved, but on the decision of the voters de-
pends the city’s progress. London has been
eoming into her own rapidly of late. There i3
every sign that the city’s steady and substantial
growth is to continue. It is important then that
tnen be elected who are broad visioned and
grogressive. In the coming year all civic of-
fice-holders will have much important business
to transact. They will have to make decisions
that will either send London forward or set the
eity back. Indifference on the part of the elec-
tors, such as has unfortunately been manifested
on many occasions in the past, would be more
than usually serious just mow. An attendance
of six or eight at public meetings held to dis-
cuss public questions is not fair to the speak-
ers, not fair to those who have gone to the trouble
to arrange the meetings, and altogether against
the interests of the city. Unléss the electors
fntelligently understand the issues before them
and hear them discussed from various angles,
they will be unable to form unbiased conclu-
sions. Unless they see and hear the candidates
in action they will be unable to form any real
opinion as to whether they should cast a vote
for them or not. It is much to be desired that
there should be a revival of public interest in
the discussion of public matters, and the best
way to bring this about is to take part in what
s going on, and, if possible, bring a friend along
also.

SOME CHRISTMAS THOUGHTS.

“He who forgets his soul is not very likely
to remember his intellect,” wrote John Howard
Payne, the author of “Home, Sweet Home,” one
pew year when he was confined in a debtors’
prison. Apparently he was keenly impressed
by the fact that he was not only in prison,

but also a debtor. His reflections, as set down |

fn his diary, the causes to which he attributes
not only his own misery, but that of others,
and his determination regarding the future, are
perhaps of special interest at this season of
the year, when the time for taking stock of
ourselves and of making new resolutions is at
hand. He says, in part:

“There may be an advantage even in our
errors, if we choose to create such an advan-
tage. He who has struck upon a rock in one
voyage may fix upon his memory where he
found that rock, and thus avoid it, and pro-
ceed prosperously when he sails again. The
faults of one. year, by being judiciously re-
membered, may be redeemed in the next. I
think I discern more distinctly than ever how
I can amend. In looking to my Soul, I find
its eternal interests meglected, and in a state
of chaos. How many persons fancy they are
good Christians, and yet know scarcely any-
thing of the Word of God, or the rudiments of
Christianity? How strange it is that the
Bible is always talked about as a work per-
fectly familiar to us, its possession regarded
@s a kind of talisman, and even to tear a leaf
out of it deemed sacrilege, and yet scarcely
Jooked at, and certainly very little under-
stood. On the contrary, other books much
more voluminous are approached and studied
with eagerness, whilst The Book, The Bible,
fs regarded as too immense to be attacked.
Without almost superhuman resolution, and
bt sufficlently interesting to be made a sub-
Jeet of elegant and familiar referemce! I
bhave neglected the Bible and am almost igno-
rant of it—though I can talk about it, and
persuade myself and others that I am better
Instructed than my conscignce tells me I am.
This can be easily corrected, and corrected it
must be. With such impressions at the be-
ginning of the year, will it not be at least one
joint gained to have it in my power to say 1
am well versed in the Bible when the year
.. ends; and this declaration will stand against

me if I am not.”

The carrying of firearms is one of the things
that seems to be increasing, despite the efforts
of the authorities to check jt. Figures show
that approximately six thousand revolvers were
imported into the country this year. What
were they for? The records show that only a
very small percentage were bought for police
officers, bank officlals and others who require
protection of this kind. The majority of the
weapons brought in were not such as are
used for military target practice. There are
police officials who believe, in view of the
facts available regarding reVolver imports and
the increase in crimes of various kinds, that
the time has arrived not only for more strin-
gent enforcement of the regulations in refer-
ence to the unauthorized carrying of weapons,
but also for the passage of more stringent laws.
There is nothing, particularly new in this. As
a result of occurrences in England it was found
necessary to very materially restrict the car-
rying of weapons. The police there were given
the fullest powers under the amendments to
existing laws, and, what is even more impor-
tant, were held resfgnsible for carrying out
the new legislation. The results were rather
surprising, but they were also very satisfac-
tory, as there was an immediate and very
noticeable decrease in erimes of violence.
There are certain people who, workfng under
certain conditions, find it ahsolutely necessary
to carry a gun. This is provided for by law.
But there are hundrgds, perhaps thousands, of
others who are ecarrying weapons when they
have no business to, and for no good purpose.
A general clean-up of “gunmen” of this type
would do no harm, and would very likely, as
far as the genmeral public is concerned, do a
great deal of good.

REMOVING A MENACE.
The advent of icy roads and the worry
caused thereby to the drivers of horses when

animals when they view the heroic struggles of
the iron-shod friends of man in their struggle
to keep their feet, has caused much comment
on the inadequacy of the city’s equipment for
the protection of life and limb.

fl‘hat the hand-spreading of a Ilitile sand
on the sidewalks for the benefit of pedestrians
fulfills all the duty of a progressive city cannot
justly be claimed. Civilization, to say nothing
of the plain common sense,. has taught the
value of protecting the animals so necessary
to the life, welfare and comfort of large com-
munities. The neglect of this duty may justi-
fiably be said to a serious form of cruelty to
animals, and one for which the municipality
should be held responsible.

These facts accepted, interest naturally
centres in proeision of means to assure the ut-
most possible protection to our four-footed
friends. To attempt to cover the 40 miles of
paved streets in the city with sand or gravel
by the present method of throwing it out by
the hand would be an absurdity; therefore, the
question as to better methods arises.

MR. DENNIS AND THE INSTITUTE METHOD

OF VACCINATION AGAINST SMALLPOX.
To the Editor of the London Advertiser:

Mr. E. R. Dennis is quoted in the Free Press of
December 21, 1920, page 17, as stating that he would
rather have smallpox than vaccination. He goes
on to mention “relatives who are now invalids
through the effects of vaccination.”

I rather agree with Mr. Dennis in preferring the
present mild smallpox to the old methods of vacein-
ation; and it is evident that this is the comparison
that he has in mind. . 4

But the institute method of vaccination, intro-
duced here in 1915, and adopted in the army in
1916, is a different matter. This is the official
method in London now, ang the only method used
by the board of health or approved by the board of
health, There has yet to be reported a single case
of a bad arm following this institute method. To
object to this modern method on the groung that
the old method often produced trouble is like object-
ing to the modern operation for appendicitis because
of the high fatality of abdominal operations in the
early days. I am quite sure that Mr. Dennis and
all other intelligent citizens need nothing to con-
vince them of the harmlessness and efficacy of this
method except a demonstration; the methoq is well
known and largely used by the medical p'rotesslon:
but the layman naturally has heard little of it, and
thinks of vaccination always as it used to be, not
as it is now.

For the benefit of all who may be interested, the
Institute of Public Health method of vaccination
against smallpox is given here as follows: The
glycerinated .lymph (prepared by the Provincial
Board of Health) is used, a single capillary glass
tube containing the single drop for each vaccinatee.
The arm (or leg) is bared ang washed in the usual
manner. A very small drop of the contents of the
glass tube is placed on the skin with an ordinary
sewing needle, sterilized in a flame, ten tiny pricks
are made, through the drop, into the very super-
ficial layers of the skin. No blood appears at all,
The surplus vaccine is wiped off ang the sleeve
pulled down. Total time from baring the arm to

passing over fhe paved streets of the city, to
say nothing of the pain caused to the lovers of

- The differences from the old method are: First,
the infinitesimal-amount of vaccine used—only that
amount which clings to the extreme point of the
needle; and only 1-1000 of an inch of the needle
point enters the skin.

Second, the absolute absence of any form of
scratching or scraping or cutting of the skin. The
1-1000 of an inch of needle point merely passes into ¥
the insensitive upper layer or scarf of the skin, but
does not remove any of it.

Third, no blood at all escapes—not the tiniest
colored speck. It has been found that the blood
drawn in the old methog was responsible for much
of the trouble, as it dried on the arm and later
formed food for the germs. .

Fourth, no open scraped or scratched wound is
made; the tiny little prick-holes close ‘at once tight
—really tighter than before; there is therefore no
chance of infection to enter, The old method laid
open to the world an area in one of the chief
defences of the body against infection, which is an
unbroken skin; the new method results in no open-
ings at all.

Fifth, there is in fhe new method no after-
treatment whatever—no fussing with shields, dress-
ings, strapping, etc., to protect the wound, as in the
old days, for the very obvious reason that there is
no wound to protect. The skin is in more impervious
condition, so far as the prick-holes are concerned,
than it was previously, and there is less reason for
a dressing on the vaccinated arm after doing this
method of vaccination than before doing it. If the
Vvaccinatee insists on a dressing of some kind, I
allow it, if they will put it on the other arm—i. e.,
on the unvaccinated arm.

If the vaccinatee does not need protection against
smallpox—if he is already proof against smallpox
for any reason—he will not “take.”” If he needs
protection, if his body is in a tondition open to the
smallpox poison, then he will *“take,” ang be pro-
tected, thereafter, for about seven years completely,
for many more years partially.

I have myself been vaccinated at least fifty times
without any bad arm—and without takes—because
I was thoroughly protected as a child.

The person vaccinated by this method in almost
all cases goes on at work, school, ete., just as before,
perhaps staying at home a day or two at the
height of the take. Most of those vaccinated by
this method do not lose even one day. Now, the
mildest of mild smallpox means at least two weeks
loss of time, at school or work—and, of course, it
usually comes just at the most inconvenient time—
just when examinations are due, or in the Christmas
holidays, etec. Vaccination can be done at a selected
time, before the child goes to school, and all loss
or inconvenience is thus avoided. The last adult I
saw with the smallpox was *“laid off'" for three
weeks at the busy season, when the loss of time
was a very serious matter.

Mr. Dennis’s eargument that those who want to
be vaccinated should be, and the rest left alone to
have smallpox if they wish, would be perfectly all
right if the population consisted wholly of adults.
I would vote for Mr. Dennis's plan at once in any
such community. But we cannot ‘let the young
children suffer by allowing smallpox to run loose.
They are not old enough to judge for themselves
or to decide that they want to have smallpox. A
large part of the population is always careless or
ignorant about all such matters, and wherever
smallpox vaccination is not looked after sharply,
the majority of children are allowed to grow up
without it. Then comes a big epidemic, such as
that in Toronto recently, with its great financial and
other losses, and over 3,000 cases,

Remember, that even the mildest of mild dis-
encng i worse in young children than in older ones.
Almost all the deaths from smallpox are in very
young children. These are just the ones that need
the protection most. Yet many parents overlook
this and consider the young child as too young to
be vaccinated—too young to be protected against
damage and death! !

I will be glad to show this method to Mr. Dennis
or others who may be interested. Very sincerely
yours, H. W. HILL.

THE ‘ROOF OF

FUROPE'S TOP

Crown of Mont Blanc, High

est Peak in the Old World,

Recently Toppled Over, Spreading Ruin and

Destruction

In Its Path.

NEW YORK, Dec. 22.——-What happens
when the top of a mountain faiis off and
crashes two miles to earth? Havoc was
wrought recently by Mont Blanc, the
kighest peak in Europe. French, Swiss
and ltalian peasants in the tiny towns
nestling at the ‘“White Mount’s” foot
‘doubtless are offering pravers of thanks
to their patron saints because no one
was killed in the catastrophe.

Mont Blanc lost its summit. Persons
living in Chamounix, the little French
town from which the ascent of Mont
Blanc starts, and Pourtroud, on the
Italian side, were terrified by the sounds
of a terrific avalanche which rolled
along the Gorge of .Brenta glacier down
the mountain into Italy—taking every-
thing with it.

They knew: it must have started high
on the peaks because its attendant
snowflelds tore out rocks by the tons,
and the great mass rumbled down the
mount’s side for ten miles. It plunged
then along the glacier bed, leapeq into
the Valley Doire threw pine trees and
boulders about in a torrent, and came
to rest within a few yards of the en-
itrance to Pourtoud.

Mount Lost Height.

Houses which stood almost in the
imvalanche’'s path were spared by a yara
‘here, a foot and a half there. Severa:
lsquare kilometres of land, hitherto used
for farming, were covered with blocks
lof ice, tree trunks and massive stones,
land the pine forests of Pourtoud, known
ithroughout Europe for the giez of its
trees and its antiquity, was carried
eaway bodily.

For three days the dwellers at the
‘mountain’s foot had no idea of the cause
of the terrific landslide. The fog which
lefrcled the peak’'s top finally lifted and
powerful telescopes were trained on the
summit.

‘““Mon Dieu!"" the peasants exclaimed
when the observation’s result was made

wh. ‘‘The top of the mountain fell
off.,”” That is exactly what had happen-
ed, and besides changing the appear-
iance of Mont Blanc's summit, the fall
which started the avalanche deprived
ithe “King of the Alps” of fully a score
‘of its 15,781 feet of altitude.

The landslide was caused by the split-
fing of part of the limestone pyramid
which formed the culminating point of
Ithe biggest mountain mass in Europe.
The stone crashed with terrific force to
the snow ang -ice beds beneath, anad
‘then became like a gigantic snowball
which had started rolling downhill. 1t
gathered everything with it and kept
‘yolling.

Mont Blanc has taken a terrific toll
fn human life. Far more than 500 per-
'gons are known to have been killed by
jone or another of the mountain’s cap-
rices. The total deaths which may be
ascribed to it probably are in the thou-
‘sands, but still it stands, white and al-
Juring, whispering, with the voice of a
{Lotgelei, to the hardy adventurer' “Try
ito climb me."” *

Jacques Balmat, in sinewy, daring
mmountajneer, was the flrst person to
‘gain the peak's summit. He won his
great victory in 1786, after a terrible
night spent alone on the mountain’s
side, amid the crackling of glaciers and
the shaking of avalanches,

Mourtain Got Revenge.
. Put Balmat's victory over Mont Blanc
iwas not & final one. Living in ambush
for its victim, almost like a bearer of
thuman vengeance, Mont Blanc wé#ited
‘43 long years té ‘‘get” Balmat, and
“get’” him it did, in 1834 when the
r hite Peak’s” conqueror climbed it on
‘age-tired and less sure legs, and fell
from a precipice.

He knew an earlier Ambroise Couttet
lay buried in Mont Blanc's icy bosom,
fallen years before down a crevasse SO
profound that his would-be rescuers,
lowereq into the pit by ropes, were
drawn up baffled. Awe-struck, with
shaking nerves. They could find no bot-
tom to it. A Pierre Couttet before him
too, had been whirled to death in an
aval{mche. and his body, imbedded in a
glacier and preserveq perfectly, had
cdme out at Chamounix nearly fifty
years later.

When the Guide Balked.

But Serviss’s Couttet had perfect
nerves. He toox Serviss higher and
higher up on the peak while a terrific
storm raged at its summit and avalan-
ches rolled down the sides. His eyes
sparkied at the noise they made and
he smiled deflantly a8 their tossinge
white crests rushed over inclines he just
hm_l crossed. It was only when, after
twice turning back, Serviss demanded
to complete the trip to the top in the
face of a terrible tempest and almost
sure death there, that Couttet who
really knew Mont Blanc, refused.’

‘It is too perilous, and we must de-
scend,” the guide said with quiet con-
viction. “I will not take the risk.”

Serviss admitted later that no human
being could have scaled Mont Blanc
that day, and that Couttet’s level-head-
edness saved two lives which otherwjse
Wwould have becn lost through an ama-
teur’s enthusinsm.

Probably the most tragiec of Mont
Blam:‘s many terrible disasters occurred
in 1870, when eleven persons, an entire
party, were swept to death in a snow-
storm near the ‘““Roof of Europe’s” top.

Secretary of Labor .Wilson
Wants United States
To Act.

EXPULSION OF ALIENS

Official Claims He Alone Has
Power To Deport
Revolutionist$.

Washington, Dec. 21.—Establishment

of madhinery overseas in co-operation
with foreign governménts, through
which aliens before breaking up thei?
homes may determine whether they wili
be admitted to the United States and
legislative consideration of the pro-
posalg of the second industrial confer-
ence are outstanding recommendations
in the annual report of Secretary Wil-
son, made public today.

The labor secretary devotes much of
his report to discussion of immigration
and the expulsion of alien revolution-
aries. He assertg that he :ione has
authority to order the arrest : 11 expul-
sion of aliens, although th. ..ureau of
immigration has assum<q] to itself
power not only to make :.commenda-
tions, but .also to make findings.

The report showg that 633,371 aliens
arrived in this country during the last
fiscal year, as compared with 237,021
the year before. Of the total arrivils
11,795 were excluded at the ports where
they sought to enter. Of those arriving
430,001 are classed as immigrant aliens
and 195,675 as non-immigrant aliens,
Departures of aliens totalled 428,062, in-
cluding 288,315 emigrant aliens and
and 139,747 non-emigrant aliens, mak-
ing the net increasc in the immigrant
population for the year 193,514.

Japanese admitted numbered 16,174,
as compare@ with 14,904 the yvear before.
The total number of Japanese depart-
ing is placed at 15,653, making, the re-
port says, the indicated increase  in
Japanese population 521. Of those ad-
mitted 9,193 were, males and 6,951 fe-
males.

Besides the immigrants turned back
at the ports of «arrival, 2,762 were
ordered deported during the year
on departmental warrants, as com-
pared with 3,068 the year before. ' Of
those deported on warrants, 469 were
classed as anarchists and criminals.

Warrants for 6,000 immigrants al-
leged to be revolutionaries were issued
during the year, Mr. Wilson says, but a
very large proportion of them were can-
celed ‘‘because the charges upon which
they ghad been issued were not sus-
tained by lawful proof at the hearing.”
In addition to the 314 anarchists de-
ported, 591 others are awaiting deporta-
tion, according to the report.

Mr. Wilson says that during the year
519,003 aliens took the initial or final
steps toward citizenship. While this is
less tham the record total of the year
before, Mr. Wilson says the decrease is
confined to aliens in military service
and results from the demobilization of
the army. First papers were filed by
300,106 aliens, while petitions for final
naturalization were filed by 166,925
aliens in civil life and 51,972 soldiers.

Turning to the industrial situation,
Mr. Wilson urges legislative action to
carry out the recomimendations of the
second industgal conference proposing
joint organizations of ma nt
employees for ‘prevention of industrial
disputeg and a comprehensive plan for
adjusting such disputes when they oc-

“The department,” says Mr. Wilson,
‘‘stands for collective bargaining. It
recognizes collective bargains as in the
nature of ‘gentlemen’s agreements’ in
contradistinction to legally and forcible
contracts, Collective bargaing cannot
be regarded in the same category as
ordinary contracts, because there is no
mutuality. The employer ' does
agree and cannot agree to give steady

cerned nor to any specified number.
Consequently the workers included in
such a bargain could have no legal
claim except that they were actually
employed by the other party to the bar-
gain and at his discretion. There would
be no fairnesg in making such con-
tracts enforceable at law. To permit
collective bargainings to be legally en-
forcible would be to discourage the
making of them. To leave their ful-
filment to the good sense and good faith
of each side would encourage their
making and thereby promote industrial
peace.”

Mr. Wilson says that as a result of
the failure of €ongress to enact legis-
lation defining the status of the United
States Employment Service the service
exists more as a function than as a
bureau of the department, and he urges
legislation permanently establishing this
service and enabling it to co-operate
with state employment bureaus.

The labor secretary renews his rec-
ommendation for legislation to imiprove
the work of labor distribution by mak-
ing public lands and community credits
more accessible. He also again urges
Congress to provide governmental
meang for the adequate training of
workers in industry and to provide for
federal control of the interstate trans-
portation of private police, troops and
guards for industrial purposes.

Other recommendations include:

Maximum national protection for chil-
dren of underpaid wage earners whose
necessities drive them to put their off-
Springs prematurely into industry.

Further promotion of appropriate
American education of applicants for
citizenship, and of citizens galso, and
prohibition as to national elections of
voting by aliens.

DUBLIN, Dec. 22.—Military forces
today occupjed the city hall and mu-
nicipal buildings in accordznce with the
demand on Monday of General Boyd,
commander of the Dublin district, who
sent a notice to the Dublin corpora-
tion requesting possession of the build-
ings by today. A large portion of the
public services will be disorganized,
as no other office hag been secured.

WAS ONLY HITCH.
DUBLIN, Dec. 22.—There is no truth

in the rumors that peace negotiations !

have been broken off, the Associated
Press is authoritatively informed.
There hag been only a hitch in the
peace discussions, and the bellef is
expressed that the negotiations will
soon be resumed, with good prospects
of success,

It is reported that Archbishop Clune
has returned- to Londop for further
consultations with the British prime
minister, The archbishop on his pre-
vious trip to London is said to have
obtained from the premier an outline
of the terms on which the Gvernment
is ready to arrange a truce with the
republican army, and some idea of the
conditions the Government is prepared
to grant the Sinn Fein for a settle-
ment of the question of independence.

DUBLIN PRESS DOES
NOT EXPECT MEASURE
TO GO INTO EFFECT.

Dublin, Dec. 22.—Passage of the Irish
home rule bill by the British Parlia-
ment is not viewed as specially import-
ant by newspapers here. It is recog-
nized the bill probably will not be ac-
cepted by either Ulster or the rest of
Ireland and that the British Government
may never decide to ptst its provisions
into operation.

“Carsonism has received its reward,”
says the Freeman’s Journal. ‘‘The bill
was designed as a trap, but it failed
to work. Even such modified demo-
cratic institutions as we possess are
threatened by it.”

The Irish Independent says there will
be no rejoicings in Ireland over passage
of the measure ‘‘which makes a settle-
ment still more difficult.”

“Thanks to the House of Lords,’” says
the Irish Times, ‘‘the bill has ceased to
be a measure to bring about absolute
gnd permanent partition of Ireland., and
The central council which is established
may become a real link between the
north and south.”

WOULDN'T TRY
TO ARREST VALERA.
Dec.

_LONDON, 22.—The Central
News, in a dispatch from Dublin, says
that should Eamonn de Valera, ‘‘presi-
dent of the Irish Republic,” arrive in
Ireland, no attempt will be made to
arrest him. This statement is attrib-
uted to officials in Dublin.

The dispatch adds that conversations
regarding possible peace in Ireland con-
tinue, and that new developments in
the situation are expected.

POULTRY TAKES
A SLIGHT DROP

Turkeys Sell Retail at 55 and
56 Cents Pound—Demand
For Chickens and Geese.

Whether as a Christmas gift to the
people of London, or because poultry
was due for a drop, in nearly all lines
of fowl prices at the local market this
morning were somewhat easier. Al-

tred on turkeys, these were not offered
in very large quantities. There has been
a feeling all week that they would be
cheaper today, and predictions of local
buyers and market officials came true,
Retailed dressed turkeys brought from
86c to 56¢ per pound, and wholesale,
dressed, from 53c to 55c per pound.

{The former quotations were from 58c
to 60c per pound to the retailer, and

from 55c to 56c per pound wholesale.
Prices this year are a few cents per
pound higher than last year at this
time, ‘but priceg as a whole are nearly
the same as they were a year ago to-
day. To the retailer last year they sold
for 53c and 56c per pound, and whole-
sale from §0c to 52¢ per pound.

Geese wers more plentiful today than
were turkeys, and although was
& good demand prices set on Tuesday
were lower this morning. Dressed, re-
tail, they are bringing from 32¢ and
34e per pound, and wholesale 30c per
pound, Tuesday prices were 32¢ and 35¢
per pound retuil, and 30c and 32¢c per
pound ‘wholesale. Last year they sold
for 31c and 35c per pound to the retailer
and 28c and 30c per pound wholesale.
All geese offered today were of the
very best quality, ang especially those
offered in the market house basement.
Nearly every farmer was asking about
the same price, and buying was much
easier for the citizen.

Some fine chickens were sold today.
They had a tendency to sell at the top
price of 35c per pound, retail, but no
comments were heard because of the
fine quality. Priceg this year of 33c and

35¢ per pound retail, and 28c¢c and 30c

ber pound wholesale are the same as
last year.

Although both butter and eggs were
on the square in large quantities, no
c}:anges in the prices were recorded.
Egg prices are a little lower this year
than those of last, but this is due to
the falling off in the demand. This
morning eggs sold for 80c and 90c per
dozen, retall, and from 70c to 80c per
dozen, wholesale. This time last yvear
they brought from 90c to $1 per dozen.
Creamery butter brought 62c per pound
to the retailer, and dairy butter from
60c_to 63c per pound, retail.
