true; I know it's true. Oh, I can't
speak—I can’'t speak; it is life.”

The play was “Mr. and Mrs. Daven-
try,” with the title roles in the hands
of Mr. Frederick Kerr and Mrs. Pat-
rick Campbell.

Tt is a revelation to see what an Eng-
lish public will listen to without
blushing, so long as it is life. Oh! what
a howl our good Toronto critics would
raise at this same second act. How
our prim society prudes would squirm
in their seats and lcok shocked, while
they strained the ears to catch every
syllable uttered by  that coarre dog,
Daventry. Imagine a play whose
very life depends upon a scene where
the husband carries on an amour with
one of his guests in his wife's boudoir.
not knowing that his wife has lain
down to rest on the bed a few yards
away, and overhears every vicious
word and sees every disgusting kiss.

By itself the scene is disgraceful,
outrageous; with the rest of the play
it is a wonderful plece of dramatic
art. Simply and solely because 1t de-
picts life.

- . .

Tt e moment Daventry ceases to con-
vince, the moment he appears to be
a fiction introduced to make the rest
of the story plausible, instead of the
rest of the story being the inevitable
outcome of his own character—that
moment the play is indefensible. Would
that it were ! Unfortunately, the gress
vulgarity of the boorish country squire
is not extinct in England. A man of
this type, dull, easy-going, vicious, Jde-
vold of every flner feeling, I8 married
to an innocent young girl with emo-
tions and ideals.

One by one he breaks through them,
slowly he opens her eyes to all that
is worst and basest in men. Then
comes that drdadful second act right
before her eyes. To the spectator
there is something humorous in listen-
ing to the heavy awkwardness of Da-
ventry making love. There comes a
knock on the door. *“Good Heavens!"
whispers the woman, “it's my hus-
band's knock. He must have seen me
coming up. What are we to do ?”

Of course Daventry doesn’'t know.
The knock comes agalin, and the voice
of the woman's husband, “I hear you
whispering. If you don’t open I shall
burst the lock.”

Way back in the shadow Mrs. Da-
ventry sits motionless on the bed. Over
all the disgust, all the outraged sensi-
bility, comes the feeling of duty to her
guests and her family, to avoid a scan-
dal.

She steps forward, turns on the
lights, and unlocks the door. The hus-
band rushes in and sees his wife, Da-
ventry—and Mrs. Daventry. The scene
is saved. Curtain.

L - -

Thus the problem is presented boldly,
unflinchingly, brutally: What is Mrs.
Daventry to do ? There i8 a young
fellow, an old friend of her childhood
days, who loves her sincerely. She
goes to him, and, defying convention,
they live together, and the poor girl
at last learns what it is to be really
happy. To her enters husband No. 1,
who makes promises of repentance if
she will return to him. Of course she
refuses with scorn, upon which he s
so cut up that he goes outside and
shoots himself, adding the name of Mr.
Frank Harris to the swelling list of
English playwrights who haven't the
faintest idea of how to end a play.

The London papers are still talking
about “The Wisdom of the Wise." Mrs
Craigie’s (John Oliver Hobbes') new
play, which occasioned such a row on
the first night of its production, ut
which T was present.

The fact of the matter is that the
play. though extremely brilllant, was
also extremely uninteresting, and the
curtain descended amidst dublous ap-
plause. Mrs. Craigle was foolish en-
ough to come hefore the curtain, and
was hissed by a portion of the audi-
ence.

THE BRITISH
IN CANADA

8ir John Bourinot at ihe Political
Science Club.

CANADIAN AND AUSTRALIAN
MODELS.

A highiy interested audience heard
Sir John rourinot ecture 1ast Friday.
The knowfedge of the speaker's posi-
tion as a _e6nstitutional authority
would have been sufficient to comm .nd
the deepest attention and interest, but
when that was couped with a grie-
ful eloquence and facility of oxpres-
slon, the lecture was made doub'y in-
teresting. The Globe gives the follow-
ing account of his lecture:—

Before the Political Science Club
yesterday afternoon at the University,
8ir John Bourinot deiivered a very in-
teresting address on “British Rule in

Canada.” It comprised a svecinet his-
torical review of the evolution of re-
sponsible government, under whose

beneficent influences (anada has at-
tained 2o prominent a position amnon'
vhe political communities of the world.
As a logical sequence of the full con-
cession of political and commercial
freedom to the Provinces after 1841,
the misunderstandings that so con-
stant!y occurred between the iegisla-
tive bodies and the Imperial authori-
ties on account of ithe inability of the
latter to appreciate fully the import-
ance of colonial grievances anl of
their constant interference in ma‘ters
which shou!d have been left oxclu-
sively to the Provinces have been er.-
tirely removed, in conformity 'vith the
wise policy of making (‘fanada a seif-
governing country The Provinces of
the Dominion are, as a consejquence,

no longer a source of irritation and
danzer to the parent State, bul pos-
tessing full independence in all mat-

ters of local concern, are now among
the chief sources of England's prile
and greatness. The Governor-Gei-
eral, by being removed from th: arcna
of public controversy, has gained in
dignity and prestige. The best quali-
ties of oolonial statesmanship hal
been brought out, as our public men
had been taught to rely on themseives
in all crises affecting the welfare of
the country. Sir John Bourinot next
reviewed the resepctive powers of the
constitutional authorities which gov-
ern the Dominion as a dependency of
the Crown.

It is now an admitted principle that
the Dominion is practically suprome
in the exercise of all legislative rights
and privileges set forth explicitly in
the B.N.A. Act of 1867, so long as her
legislative action does mnot conflict
with the treaty obligations of th= par-
ent State, or with Imperial Legislation
directly applicable to Canada, with her
own consent. The Impertal authorities
only interfere in the interest of the
unity and security_of the Empire. It
is a most Interesting fact that the
Canadian people, despite their neigh-
borhood o a prosperous common-
wealth, should not, even in the most
gloomy and critical periods of their
history, have shown any disposition to
mould their institutions directly on
those of the United States, and iav
the foundation for future political
union. The Confederation Act was
largely framed under the direct influ-
ence of Sir John Macdonald and Sir
George (Cartier, and, although one waus
an English-Canadian and the other
French-Canadian, neither yielded to
the other in the desire to build up a
Dominion on the basis of English in-
stitutions, in the closest possible ¢on-
nection with the Mother Country. The
influence of RBritish example could be
seen I1n owm Parliamentary
ment, in the Privy Council, and in th»
Houses of Parliament. in our inl:pen-
dent judiciary. in appointed officia’s of
every «lass and in a permanent and
non-political civil service. The atta h-

(Fovern

ment to England has gained in
strength. and the dominant sent'ment
is for strengthening the ties In no

respect have Canadians followed  *he
example of the United and
made their executive entirely saparate
from the Legislative authority. Qo the
oontrary, the principle of making ‘he
Ministry responsible to the popular
branch of the Legisiature is working
most admirably in the Confederation
and prevents the conflict of authorities
which occur in the opposite system
in the U'nited States. The high char-
acter of our judiciary for learning, in-
tegrity and incorruptibility was
everywhere admitted.

We must be impressed by the fact
that the oconstitution of Canada ap-
pears more influenced by the spirit of

Engiish ideas than the constitution of
Australia. The Australlan constitu-
tion federates the various Provinces as
“States,” uses the word ‘‘common-
wealth,” and ‘“‘House of Repres:nta-
tives” instead of “House of (‘om-
mons."” The States of the common-
wealth may at any moment choose
to elect their own Governors instecad
of ‘having them appointéd by the
Crown, as in Canada. The Statas are,
moreover, to have full jurisdiction vver
the State courts, as in the !“nited
States. The Australians make them-
selves entirely independent of the oc-
tion of the Imperial Parliament, which
might be invaluable in scme crisis af-
fecting deeply the integrity and unity
of the Commonwealth. By allowing
an appeal to the Queen-in-Council
from a deciston of the High Court on
constitutional questions only when
that court grants leave, the Austru-
lians have probobly weakened one of
the most important ties that now bind
them to the Empire. '

Sir John went on to point out how,
under the Canadlan constitution. the
French-Canadians had taken an ac-
tive part in strengthening the Con-
federation. It was thelr political con-
stitution, derived from English prin-
that had made the Fren *h-
(*»nadiana a free, self-governing peo-
n'e. and developed the best elemonts
of their character, and had at last
placed at the head of the Government
a1 hrilliant  French-Canadian, whose
wepiration 18 to unify the two races
nd build up a powerful Canadian na-
tion in the closest connection vith
ngland. After referring to (Canada’'s
present importance in all International
negotiations affecting her territory or
special ‘nterests, he concluded by sav-
ing that Canada was being forced on
irresistibly towards a still closar union
with the parent State, which shall in-
crease their national responsibilities
and at the same time give the Domin-
ion a recognized position in the cen-
trel councils of the Jmpire (Ap-
plause.)
