results attained by the Allieg have béen entirely sat-
ipl’sctory, says. an official announcement, issued by
the Government Press Bureau.

A/Thls announcement takes the form of a supple-
mental narrative dealing with the progress of the
British expedlilonary army upon -the Continent up
to October 18th, It says:

“Since the fighting on the Marne, there has been
a mdd&f progressive  extension northward. This
has been ol\:e of the chief. features of the campaign

France, and until recently was carried out by the
French alone. During the past few days the allied
troops have been engaged along the Belgian border
as-well as along the Aisne.

“In the former sphere the allied force extends from
Nieuport on the coast of the North Sea. In both
spheres the results attained have been entirely satis-
tactory. 4

“In the southern sphere where we have been en-
gaged, our rléht wing has been maintaining the pres-
sure without actually moving forward while in the
northern sphere our left wing has advanced a con-
siderable distance in-face of strong opposition.

“Along the Aisne since the repulse inflicted on
the Germans on the 10th and 11th, there has been
no serious fighting. There had been less artil-
lery firing than usual. On the nights of the thir-
teenth and fourteenth the enemy commenced an at-
{ack which was not pushed vigorously and which
might be considered more of a demonstration .than
anything else. Tactical events continued until the
sixteenth.

“In the north the fighting has been mainly of a
preparatory nature.”

The British warships along the coast have been
reinforced by a squadron of French warships and it
is believed now that the intention of the allied naval
commanders is to continuously sweep -all parts ' of
the coast line held by the Germans. The warships
are evidently bombarding the neighborhood of Os-
tend with their heavy guns, for despatches from Am-
gterdam tell «of terrible damage being done around
the city.

The Germans have brought up, their heavy, artil-
lery in several plages along the coast in an effort to
reply to the warships fire, but have been unsuccess-
ful.© In places where the range suited the guns, it
was impgssible to mount them because of the marshy
nature of the ground. Naval fire is said to have
caused heavy loss, particularly among the German
cavalry.

It was reported to-day that the fire of the British
warshipg ng the beginning of the coast battle caused
the death, of Geperal Von Trip and all his staff at
Middelkerke. It had previously been reported that
a British naval.shell had demolished the house oc-
cupied by the General and his staff, but no mention
had been made of the General's death,

It is evident now that the attempted German in-
vasion of Poland is already a failure. The German
forces now retreating are described here as the best
troops that Germany has in the east, and two crack
German corps, te 17th and 20th, have suffered heav-
ily. They formed the rearguard of the German
army durlng the retreat, and hore the brunt of the
fighting azalnst the pursuing Russians.

The statement of the fighting issued by the Gen-
eral Staff, it is noted the word victory does not ap-
pear, it is seen that the German attack reached its
height just about the time that the Russian line was
fully reinforced, and prepared for a general advance
movement.

The right wing of the Russians _protecting Warsaw
was not as strong 'as it should have been at the be-
ginning of the operations, and at ome time there
was danger that the German advance to the city
could not be stopped. At this critical time, however,
the. Russians rapidly brought up reinforcements.

.. The Siberian forces were flung forward to protest
Warsaw, they arrived in time to force back the
qtmng German line, which was ahout. seven miles
from the capital and to do most of the fighting which
routed this wing of the (‘erman army, and prepared
the way for the great Russian victory,

London, Ogtober .§—(By mail).—Some of the
world-stirring inﬂuencﬁé that will emerge from the
Wwar are now beginning to, Qome into view.

How, for example, wl]l tlga war affect emigration?

The answer to this question may be idered in
a two-fold aspect—first as Tegards the United King-
dom, and second, as mﬂda other nations. s

In the United Klquom», there will rise a feeling
of bitter uisappoxnxmen among  agriculturists
through the l’ruatmtion o( ‘their hopes of social im-
provement. At the outbmk of the war we were in
the midst of a great campn.(ln which had for its ob=
Ject legislation to remove obstacles to land develop-
ment, to improve the uhdums of tenants with land-
lords, and to_ better !h_e epnditions of farm laborers
all round. The prog;}ec; Qg such great improvements
had aroused immense enthuslasm. Even the Oppo-
sitlon knew not how to p:E\'en', even if in their
hearts they wished to prevent, the carrying out of
the programme. There was therafore a certainty that
the discontent of agriculturists would be speedily
removed. Hopes were high, and you may remember
that I said this knowlédge that Letter times were in
store would check the emigration of that class of
men.

Now all the conditions are altered. It is certain
that such great reformllmnnot be entered on for
some years. It is certain that political life will not
for a long while resume such a state as will enable
the “Land Campaign’ 'to be. taken up with vigor.
Nobody has made any announcement to that effect.
But it is clear that there will be intenre disappcint-
ment. Indeed, instead of the propoged reforms
checking the outflow of population, the denial of
them may intensify emigration.

It is quite true that a very large number of men
who_work on the .land in times of peace arc now
with the colors. That does ndt alter the argument.
The men who are left are not the vigorous men of
youth and middle age. When these return they will
be:less than ever in the meod to gettle down to the
old life of semi-poverty. If Canada wishes to have
them, she can make arrangements {0 get them. They
will have saved no money; but they will be willing
to.emigrate.

In other industries there are many idle men to-
day. You must remember (ha.t when you see a figure
giving. the percentage of unemployment, it is the av-
erage of many :nquntrles, In seme of them there
may be. over-a8mployment, in some under-empioy-
ment. If there is no unemployment in %one indus-
try and ten per cent. in another employing an equal

number of men, the average is five. That is an illus-
tration of my meaning; but it makes it possible that
there are now some trades where men have actually
no. prospect of work for many weary months,

Nor will the sﬁ'lngency in the domestic servant
supply be so marked as it has been. Many peop’lo
have had to reduce their household staffs, and many
have had to do without a servant altogether.

But the other aspect of the question is even more
attractive to the student of world movements. It is
impossible to measure, or even to conceive, the awful
dislocation of industry that will grow on the Con-
tinent of Europe. In Belgium, all industries are de-
stroyed, and even the factories are out of gear. One
of the things that will have to be done in settling
up the war is to get from Germany an indemnity
for the damage she has done in Belgium. Historians
tell us that .indemnities are a doubtful expedient;
and it is demonstrable that all the millions Germany
got out of France in 1870 were more or less a curse
to the victors. But Belgium is in a different case.
Here is a diligent and prosperous country which has
had the means of its livelihood ruthlessly taken
away. Factories will have to be rebuilt; raw mater-
ial replaced; railways and bridges re-constructed;
the dwellings of the workers restored; and many
other essential reparations made. All this will need
capital, If any can be squeezed out of Germany, it
ought to be used to restore Belgium, and to Germany
must be left what is left.

In the meantfme there are non-combatants in
France and Belgium who would welcome the chance
of setting themselves up in a new country. As the
war draws to a close—as it must, of course, in days
to come—there will be men in Germany keen to get
out of the mess into which the Kaiser Wilhelm has
plunged them, I do mot suggest that Canada will
welcome any Gernmns to her shores. What I am sug-
gesting is, that um-e will be many Germans anxious
to leave their own country. Some may wish to settle
in Germany. Others may seek to place their capital
out of Germany, It is for Canada to say whether
she shall take these offers. I doubt if she will.

There is another class of potential emigrant to
be found among men bearing German names and
now or lutgly emged in business in other countries.
There are lots of them in Eng(lnd  finding lite utter-
Iy unendurable,  They will havé to move somewhere
if they can. Thcy will not_go_ buk to Germany,
for most of thsm are only too ‘lld to be out of it
to-day. Again, these may mot be thought desirable
emigrants to any part of the tluh Empire. But
what I am consldarlng {8 not qo ly emigration to
parts of the British Empire. Whnt 1 wish to point
out is that the war will. cause & great movement
of population. __?on_:e of it may be just what Canada-
wants and somé of i€ may not.

SOLDIERS DEAD

» Ca § 'b‘ury Camp—Roport
Says Von Moltke is on Point of Death—
Thinks Stefansson Salo.

CANADIAN

An Order-in-Council has been passed, it is offi-
clally apnounced, creating Colonel Sam Hughes, Min-
ister of Militia, Major-General. Colonel Gwatkin,
Chief of the General Staff, has been elevated to the
same rank. Major-General Hughes' appointment is
anta-dated to May, 1012, and he thus becomes senior
major-general in Canada. The promotion is one that
has been foreseen for the Minister of Militia for some
time. It was felt only fitting that he should obtain
this rank.

The number of deaths among the members of the
Canadlan troops sfncv they were quartered at Salis-
bury Plain has risen to three, two having occurred
last night. The record office reports to-day that one
of these deaths was that of a soldier who was thrown
from his horse. His foot caught in a stirrup, and
the horse dragged him a considerable distance before
being caught. When released, the soldier was dead.
The other case was that of a man who was found
dead, the cause of death being as yet unknown. The
record office promises to furnish the names of the
victims and other details as soon as they are pro-

curable.
A private letter received in Amsterdam from a high
official if Berlin says that Lieut.-General Count

Helmuth Von Moltke, chief of the German General

Staff, is dying, according to the Exchange Tele-
graph's Amsterdam correspondent.
“Everything,” the correspondent adds, “is being

done to keep the news secret. General Von Moltke
is suffering from an affection of the liver. The cure
he wa#l undergoing was interrupted in July by the
German mobilization. He has now had to leave Em-
peror Willlam's headquarters, Gen. Von Falkenhayn,
the Prussian Minister of War, being left in charge.

“Many German officers ascribe the check to the
German advance to the forced retirement of General

Moltke.”

Burt M. McConnell, who went north with Vilhjal-
mur Stefansson in the ill-fated ship Karluk last year
and accompanied Stefansson in his hunting expedi-
tion that separated him from the Karluk, departed
for Ottawa last night to report to the Government
on the expedition.

McConnéll and two companions left Stefansson. Ole
Anderson and Storker Storkerson, on April 7, when
the party had reached the continental shelf discov-
ered by Leffingwell and Mikkelson in 1906.

McConnell thinks that Stefansson is on moving
Arctic ice now, probably 150 miles north of the Alas-
kan ccast. The early spring resulted in forty or fifty
miles of open water along the coast of Banks Land.
#tefansson has dogs, food and a sled that can be used
as a boat. McConnell thinks that Stefansson and
his companions can survive.

Survivors of the British cruiser Hawke, which was
réecently sunk by a German submarine, have arrived
in Scotland, and report, according to the Morning
Post, that two German submarines were sunk in the
North Sea by the British destroyer convoying the
rafts containing the men saved from the Hawke.

There {s no confirmation here of this story.

Minority in Lake Shore W/l Sebure $7,500,000 Cash
' for the 15,000 Shares:

New York, October 28.—Depositors of Lake Shore
minority stock with the committée of which William
A. Read is chaitman are being notified that an
agreement has been reached wheteby the owners of
such stock will recelve $500 net in cakh on Decem-
ber 15 for each share. As the commmittee repre-
gents 15,000 shares of stock the amount involved is
$7,500,000.

In pursuance of the agreement  the Lake Shore
Railroad Co. has given its note for the purchase price
to the committee, secured by deposit with the Cen-
tral Trust Co. of the Lake Shore stock involved. The
sums payable to the individual owners of the stock
will be paid at the trust company. on December 15.

It thus appears that the Lake Share, not the New
York Central, is purchasing the stock, the appparent
object being to avoid or defeat the claim of other
minority stockholders, who have not deposited with
the Read committee, for similar treatment. The set-
tlement is specifically limited to the stock deposited
with the committee, which i8 not empowered to re-
ceive any more stock.

The Lake Shore has also agreed to reimburse the
committee for all its expenses, which are sald on au-
thority to be very heavy and to_approach $200,000.

The depositors of stock will shortly receive back all
their assessments made to defray the committee’s
expenses.

Persons interested in the work of the Read com-
mittee are of the opizion that the other minority
holders will be forced to accept the terms originally
offered by the New York Central, namely, five ghares
of the stock of the consolidated company for each
share of Lake Shore. It Is pointed out that the com-
mittee has had eminent counsel and a staff of experts
to back up its claims and that it is hardly likely that
any other minority movement will accomplish as
much as this one.

New (lasgow, N. 8, Octaber 23. — To obtain
an interview at this particular time with
Mr. Thomas Cantley, general manager of the Nova
Scotia Steel and Coal Company, when he is easily
one of the busiest men in the country, is something
worth secking, and so when the newspaper man was
ushered into his presence yesterday afternoon he
felt that he was in luck.”
Mr. Cantley has just returned from Montreal,
whe¢re he has been working with the others on a
corjmittee recently formed to take action relative
to the manufacture of shells in Canada for the fif-
teen and eighteen pound field guns.
We broke away to our subject without any prelim-
inapies, and Mr. Cantley sald, “We have undertaken
to produce for the militia department two hundred
thousand of these shells. All the steel which is be-
ing used in the manufacture of these shells will be
furnished by the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Com-
pany.
““The reason for this is that the Scotia company
is the only plant in Canada which has a fluld com-
préssor plant.
“At this plant we are forging the she!l bodies and
the steel discs which go inside of them. The finiah-
ing the shells has been split up into different
contracts between ten different engineering firms.
Three concerns in Montreal, two in Sherbrooke, one
in Galt, one in Dundas, three in Toronto, and one in
Kingston.”
“When will this large order likely be completed?”
asked the newspaper man. 3
“These shells must be completed before the end of
March, and we have guaranteed to turn out a_cer-
tain number per month; our output at the present
time is fromy fifteem hundred to two thousand shell
bodies per day."”
“Do you thijnk this business of sfiell manufacturc
will be established on a permanent basis so far as
the Miiitia Department is concerned?’ we asked.
“Well, it the war continues of course it will con-
tinue, I think this but marks the initial stages of the
work, for, you know, 200,000 shells would only mean
erough ammunition for the British army for about
one Gay."
We then asked about business conditions, and he
gaid that he found them a little better, so far as
the Scotia company was concerned therc were some
prospects of additional work, but the great bulk of
the orders were at present pending, “but I think it
will come out all right in a short time; just now,,you
know, it is a question of money,” he added.
“ThHe committee is now directly in communication
with the War Office in London. We have here to-day
with us a gentleman who was formerly superinten-
dent of the Woolwich Arsenal. This gentleman, Mr.
Carnedle, was taken from theére by Hatfield's, the
big amour plate people, at the time of the installa-
ton of their ordnance department for the making
of shells, and he was responsible for their entire
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“After getting through with them he engaged in
private enterprise, and came out to this country
three wéeks ago and almost by accident we learned
that he was on his way out. Owing to his éxp‘éﬂ.
ence we asked authority to engage him as ordnance
inspector to the committee, and we recelved the, l
thority, and later engaged him. He is now doing
some inspection work and will visit all these firms
that hold contracts for the finishing of the a];illf;
periodically and give them pointers and suggest thé
most approved methods of doing the work, and we
feel that his services will be well nigh invaluable and
he has been engaged for threé months on the author-
ity of the minister,

“He is going to spend two days at this plant look-
fng over the forging of the shells here. 1 expect to
réemain here a portion of .ghls week, after v/_h»lc}xrl
will go back again and take up the work, 'I’h' Do-
minion Arsenal of Montreal is at present working
day and night, Sundays and holidays, in order to
keep up with the work.”
