MORAL CONDITIONS OF FAITH.

The faith in Christ which identifies the be­
liever with him, and appropriates the efficacy 
of his blood to the justification of the soul, is 
not the spontaneous outgrowth of the native 
energies. The condition in which sin involves 
the transgressor, according to the New Testa­
ment, forbids the supposition that the possibil­
ity remains in too wreck of hyman powers of 
developing from them so excellent a virtue. 
The lapse of human nature in the Federal head 
is not a figure of speach, but a fearful reality, 
and its utter ruin through the dominion of sin 
is the stubborn fact, the denial of which ren­
ders meaningless and voidjtbe grandest manifes- 

. tation of Divine love, and leaves the whole of 
life, with its ills and mysteries, inexplicable in 
itself and irreconcilable with the wisdom, holi­
ness and justice of God.

Belore we can grasp the great thoughts of 
revelation concerning redemption, or form any 
satisfactory conceptions ot the infinite wis­
dom displayed in God’s method of our recove­
ry from depravity and death, we must get from 
under the shidow of worldly wisdom, and away 
from the deceptive suggestions of self-righte­
ousness, so as to be willing to accept the testi­
mony of God with reference to our vileness 
and helplessness. But how blindly stubborn is 
human nature at this point ! With what re­
lentless tenacity do men cleave to the delusion 
that there is something good, and virtuous, and 
strong, some latent energy hidden away in 
their natures, that will in some way prove suffi­
ciently recuperative to work out their deliver­
ance from sin, without submitting Io the humi­
liation which the Gospel requires ! Hence the 
obstinacy of their struggles against conviction, 
and the sense of wounded pride that creeps 
over them when they first think of confessing 
that in them there is no good thing. Every 
awakened sinner knows something of these in­
ward conflicts, and every converted man knows 
how the joy of pardon is enhanced by the re­
membrance of his previous failures, and of the 
extfemity of conscious ruin out of which bis 
deliverance came.

The whole scheme of salvation assumes that 
men are lost, that they are perverted and Wind­
ed so as to be unwilling to be saved in God’s 
way. until they are sought and drawn and en­
lightened from on high. The work ot actual 
deliverance, as well as the provision for it, and 
the appointment of the instrumentalities for its 
accomplishment, originates with God and comes 
tô inan graciously, as the expression of Divine 
solicitude. God seeks the sinner, and awakens 
h m, and urges him to be saved. The first mo­
tions, therefore of the soul toward the Saviour, 
and all its anxiety and sorrow, and seeking, 
are from God, the product of Grace. Granting 
to-man the intellectual and moral faculties to 
be employed in the exercise of faith, yet if 
these are all bent in another direction, and can 
not be recalled or rescued from their sinful in­
clinations and thraldom without the discoveries 
of guilt and danger upon the one hand, and of 
truth and the offered Saviour on the other, 
which discoveries the Spirit of God alone can 
effect, it follows that there is just as much dé­
pendance upon the Spirit for faith, as it the na­
tural faculties were lacking, and would only be 
supplied by the Spirit’s agency.

But this dependence upon the Spirit for a 
disposition to seek the Lord and exercise faith 
cannot be pleaded as an excuse for the absence 
of faith. God has left every man without this 
excuse, inasmuch as he gives to every man a 
sufficiency of the Spirit’s influence. This 
point is familiar in theology; but too little 
thought ot in its bearings on personal respon­
sibility. As salvation originates in God, and 
begins by seeking the lost, and striving to re­
cover him from his sins, so may we affirm that 
this seeking is not deferred till' long habits of 
sin have obstructed the way of the Spirit’s ap­
proach. The Spirit begins to strive with the

dawn of moral agency, and continues till crown­
ed^ with triumph in the soul’s conversion, or 
driven away by persistent rejection, when ob­
duracy ensues.

This faith, wrought by the Spirit, beginning 
with the first gleam of conviction, and growing 
up into active confidence in Christ, always im­
plies repentance. It is needless to speculate 
as to which is first in the order of time, re­
pentance or faith, for the two are so related 
and inter-dependent in their different stages 
of development that we dare not aflirm that 
one is present where the other is not. Repent­
ance is not merely an act. We cannot say of 
it in life, that it began and ended. It is an 
inward state, a disposition ot the soul that must 
be permanent or continuous in the Christian 
life. The views of the ill desert of sin, which 
it implies, must be cherished in all stages of 
spiritual advancement ; and although the con­
sciousness of guilt that gives pungency to god­
ly sorrow will pass away with the coming of 
the evidence of pardou, the view of sin, and 
the feeling of the heart with reference to sin, 
which constitute the essential elements of re­
pentance, must continue through life. This 
disposition of the soul toward sin, or, in other 
words, true penitence, is so essential to the 
exercise ot faith, that we see no good reason 
why it may not be called a condition of failli ; 
for ttio faith that apprehends Christ, and justi­
fies the sinner, arises only out of a penitent 
heart. Ungodly men believe intellectually. 
They assent to the historical truths ot Chris­
tianity. So also do the devils believe and 
tremble. But all this faith is defective, from 
the want of the moral conditions. It implies 
no penitence, no self-abasement, and no long­
ing desire for immediate deliverance from sin. 
It ia only with the contrite spirit God will 
make his abode ; only with the broken heart 
will the Saviour dwell.

This doctrine has its uses in practical life. 
It admonishes the careless that they cannot 
select their own time to repent and believe the 
Gospel. It faith is dependent on moral con­
ditions which the Holy Spirit must bring about 
in the soul, the absence of th| Spirit leaves an 
utter indisposition to repent, and therefore an 
incapability ot exercising the faith that saves. 
Multitudes are fatally deluded at this point. 
With a vague expectation of turning to God in 
time to escape perdition, forgetting their de­
pendence on the Spirit for the power to repent 
and believe, they venture to the perilous vergp, 
and even cross the line of probation, wrapt in 
the flattering deception, and awake only amid 
fires. They forget the moral conditions of 
faith, they shut their eyes to the stealthy growth- 
of obduracy, until the incrustations upon their 
moral sensibilities, through the deceitfulness ol 
sin, become impervious to the power of truth, 
and then blinded and stupefied, they rush on 
toward destruction, vainly imagining that in 
some future day they will resolutely burst their 
fetters, turn round in penitence, and ask God's 
mercy and be saved I—Western Advocate.

MINISTERIAL DEPORTMENT.

BY REV. J. m’k. SCHULTZ.

The Christian ministry is the Divinely ap­
pointed agency of communicating God’s will to 
man, making known what is his duty to his 
Creator and Redeemer, and upon what condi­
tions his eternal welfare i* made to depend. 
Rightly considered, the minister is not called 
to this office by the will of the flesh, nor the ap 
pointaient of men, but by the will and power of 
God. “ Ye have not chosen me,” says Christ,
“ but I have chosen you, and ordain­
ed you that ye should go and bring forth 
fruit.” When Christ ascended upon high, he 
led captivity captive, and gave gifts to men. 
And he gayc some apostles,and some prophets, 
and some evangelists, and some pastors, and 
teachers, lor the perfecting of the saints, for 
the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the 
body of Christ.” Each minister who is truly 
called to this work, is moved thereto by an in­
ward voice, saying, “ Go, preach the Gospel. 
And so imperative is this call, that it is not to 
be trifled with, or set aside a» the pleasure of 
the individual, but his experience is, “ Woe is 
me if I preach not the Gospel." And he that 
rcsisteth striveth against the Spirit.

The ministry, then, being the appointment of 
God, and the minister moved thereto by his 
Spirit, is the highest and most sacred office ever 
conferred upon man. For the preaching of the 
“ Gospel is the power of God unto salvation to 
every one that believeth." “ And it bath pleas 
God by the foolishness of preaching to save 
them that believe.”

The minister is an ambassador of God, as 
the apostle declares, “ as though God did be 
seech you by us, we pray you in Christ'» stead 
be ye reconciled to God." He is not barely an 
expositor of the Scriptures, but in a limited 
sense a living oracle of God, for his preaching 
should be accompanied by demonstrations of the 
spirit and power of the Holy Ghost.

What, then, should be the deportment ol him 
who asssumes so high and holy a calling ? This 
“ labor of love should not be entered into as 
the unthinking horse rusbeth into battle, but 
only from a sincere conviction of duty .and with 
a determination to bend the energies of both 
body and mind to this great work. It is cer 
tainly a rational conclusion, that be who pro­
claims the pure Word of God, so that it shall 
be successful in the purification of fallen man, 
should himself aim at purity of life—*«h»uld be 
pure in heart, and holy in all manner of conver­
sation. He should be a good man who holds 
such a commission. His should be an upright 
walk and a chaste conversation : and so be an 
ensample to the flock over which God has made 
him overseer.

From the exalted and sacred character of his 
office, the minister should have a more perfect 
deportment than Christian* generally, because 
ot his greater responsibility as an overseer, 
watchman, and example. “ Be ye clean that 
bear the vessels of the Lord " applies with 
equal force to the Christian ministry as to the 
Jewish priesthood. They “ should be men of 
clean hands and pure hearts, who have not lift­
ed up their souls unto vanity.”

Men may preach eloquently, but if they do not 
live what they preach, if the world sees that they 
are unwilling to make any sacrifices for the 
good of others ; that their practice ia no better

according to the rule of proportion. As is «be 
service rendered, to the service demanded, so it 
the reward paid to the reward offered. God’s 
awards of grace are on this principle. We 
may transfer the same questions to the Lord 
that were asked the merchant. “ Lord, what 
shall be my reward if I serve thee faithfully all 
my days?” And God says, “I will give you 
to much of moral character and enjoyment.” 
“ Well, Lord, if I wait until the last year of my

shall Zion triumph in the strength of her God' 
and her defence shall be sure. “ Criticism is 
a tribute laid upon all public characters,” there 

no escaping it. But none are so closely 
scrutinized as the Gospel ministry. Their de­
meanor, their very appearance are Ireely awl 
unhesitatingly criticised at the pleasure of com­
munity. IIow careful, then, ought he to live 
upon whom the eagle eye of the world is inces­
santly turned, and upon whose conduct so much 
is depending ! A single misdemeanor weighs 
greatly - against a minister’s success. Too 
much, even, is this the case, for in considering 
the character and deportment of the minister, 
we are not to forget that he is a man, and a 
man, too, of like passions with other men. And 
though his calling is high and holy, yet not so 
high as to take away bis humanity, or to render 
him infallible, he is still a man, possessing hu­
man frailties, and liable to be affected by the 
storm of passion, and to be tossed upon the 
heaving billows of fallen nature. Too much, 
therefore, should not be expected of the preach­
er of the Gospel. It should not be. looked for 
that he would act with as much perfection as 
those glory-clad messengers who hail from the 
land of purity. Nor should we expect him to 
be equal tc his Master, whose every act was con­
sonant to the highest law, and marked with 
that degree of perfection which belongs to him 
only who was “ God manifest in the flesh," for 
his life was"a constant exhibition of perfect and 
sanctified humanity. Yet the minister should 
constantly realize the importance ami sacred­
ness ol his office, and endeavor to walk worthy 
of bis high vocation. The Christian Minister, 
truly aod properly considered, is the highest 
style of man. He should therefore studiously 
and sincerely avoid both the Spirit and prac­
tice of the world. “ Ye are not of 
the world,” said Christ to his dis­
ciples, and with still greater force dqcs it 
apply to those whom God hath chosen to be 
ministers and ensamples of the flock. Come ye 
out from among them and be separate, and 
touch not the unclean thing,” should be in full 
force among the Christian ministry. There 
should be no compromise with the practice of 
the world," spoke Ho whose lips were moved 
by inspiration. There is a ministerial dignity 
above which none should rise, and below which 
none should fall, and that is a dignity which 
dares to do right whatever be the issue. What 
il it should bring persecution, “ so persecuted 
they the prophets which were before us,' 

Marvel oot if the world hate you,” said 
Christ, “ ye know that it hated me." Christ is 
our example.and in him was found no guile. His 
enemies could find no fault in him. Let the 
minister's life be such that whatever evil may 
be said of him shall be said falsely. The exalt­
ed nature of bis office, its purpose and design, 
fully justifies the greater watchfulness. For 
this labor is not an uncertain calling, the pre­
sence of the Holy One shall be with him, and 
his labor shall not bo in vain in the Lord. 
What though the world may oppose, yet the tri­
umphs of the Gospel shall be sure. It travels 
on in majesty and strength,heaven-in-spired and 
heaven-sustained. “ So long as men are born 
and die ; so long as the recording angel regis­
ters human guilt ; so long as responsibility and 
retribution are unheeded truths, so long will 
the ministry have to contend with the world. 
But let them preach the Word, be instant in 
season, out of season, by manifestation of the 
Spirit, commending themselves to every man’s 
conscience in the sight of God,” lor the days 
of our pilgrimage are few and evil. “ Be wise 
as Serpents, harmless as doves.”—lb.

be." Reason and Scripture alike declare that 
God proceeds on this principle in ih-tenuining 
the rewards of the righteous. God, as » <»wl 
of justice, cannot help being governed by this 
principle. The measure of onr reward is not 
with him a matter of choice, but of moral 
mathematical necessity.

If we multiply two into two, the result must 
be four. We may try it as many times as we 
grill, and the result will aod must be always the 
same. Were we to earnestly pray that twice 
two should be five, or seven, God might well 
reply that to grant such a request was out of 
the province of possibility, that in the immuta­
ble law of numbers aqd proportions this must 
be always the result. In the day of judgment, 
God, in making out our reward, must ask, not 
how much we have done in comparison with 
others, but rather bow much we have done in 
comparison with our ability, or in comparison 
with the work given us to do. If we shall have 
done one hundred per cent, of the work given 
us to do, then we shall have one hundred per 
cent, of the rerfSrd graciously promised us 
If the proportion of service, as compared with 
the work given be less than one hundred per 
ce*., then the reward must fall short in the 
same proportion

It is as useless to pray that it may be other­
wise, as it would be to pray that two multiplied 
by two may be five or seven. Were we to re­
monstrate with God that be should thus deal 
with us, he might truly say : “ I cannot help 
it. Your life as you chose to live it, furnished 
me the mathematical problem to work out of 
determining your reward. I would have been 
glad had you furnished me different proportions 
or a different example. I besought you to fur­
nish me a different example, one having differ­
ent proportions, but you would not, and I must 
needs work out the result according to the ex­
ample you have chosen to lumish me. I could 
easily make a world, but it lies not within the 
range of my power to alter the principle, or 
its application, that a man’s reward most be ex­
actly proportioned to his faithfulness in my ser­
vice.” II this principle that we have been set­
ting forth is a true one, then it is one of ex­
ceeding importance, one that ought to be set 
forth strongly from the pulpit, for it cannot be 
doubted that sinners have little appreciation of 
this truth. We have not brought forward Scrip­
ture to sustain what we have said, because 
space would not allow, but the Bible abounds 
with declarations of this principle, with not a 
passage teaching the contrary.—Xorth Western. 
Advocate.

GOD’S MATHEMATICS.

It is said ol figures that they will not lie, and 
it may be farther said ol them, that they are no 
respecter of persons. THCy show no partiality. 
They work out the same result for one as for 
another. One of the most important rules of 
arithmethic, is that of " Proportion,” or as in 
our younger days we called it the “ Rule ol 
Three.” This rule has a tno^ important bear­
ing on moral matters, or in determining our 
reward in heaven. Though it be grant ad that 
our salvation is of grace, yet at the same time 
is it true that the degree of our salvation, or 
heavenly reward, is determined by the rule of 
three ? The mathematical formula may be giv­
en thus : As is the service rendered, to the ser­
vice demanded, so is the reward given, to the 
reward promised. According to this formula 
God may be said to work out all our final re­
wards, or indeed all our rewards whether in 
time or eternity. Earthly recompensing pro­
ceeds on this principle, and so does the divine. 
A merchant advertises for a clerk. I go to 
him and inquire the wages offered, and he tells 
me that the salary is $1,200 a year. I ask 
him if he will allow me to work from January 
to December for myself, and then by working 
lor him the last month of the year pay me the 
$1.200. He replies, “ Of course not, for the 
$1.200 is for the year’s service.” Very well, 
if you will not pay me the same for one month’s 
service as for a year’s service, will you allow 
me to divert from your service a day or two 
each week, and still givB me $1.200 for the 
year ?” He answers, “ By no means, for my 
offer of salary is for a full year’s service ?” 
" Well, I have one more proposal to make. 
Y onr offer of $1,200 a year is at the rate ot 
$100 per month. If I wait until December,

THE CLASS-MEETING.

In thu annual address of the Wesleyan Con­
ference, of Great Britain, to the Methodist So­
cieties, occurs this paragraph, wbieh is quite as 
apropriately uttered in American Methodist 
as in English Methodist ears ;

Unless these “ speak often one to another,” 
there can be no review of each other’s spiritual 
life, no confession of sin onu to another, no mu­
tual exhortation, no praying with and for each 
other, all of* which are expressly enjoined by 
the Holy Ghost. It is an error, and a serious 
misreading of thk Spirit's teaching, to suppose 
that the sacrament of the Lord’s Supper com­
prehends and satisfies these requirements of so­
cial help. The •• communion of the body and 
blood ol" Christ,” of which we beseech you con­
stantly to partake, is the attestation of a iel- 

ship already established. The act man­
ifests, but does not make, the members of a 
Church. The primitive Christians and early 
Churche* lived upoiA'ellowship : it was their 
safety in peril : the secret of their growth in 
seasons of peace ; and their neglect of it was 
always the beginning of spiritual languor, the 
mother of heresy and schism. Whatever may 
be alleged against that mode of Christian fel­
lowship which is in use among ourselves, it was 
the origin of Methodism ; the peculiar features 

our system have grown out of the class-ineet- 
;. It gave you your preachers ; for in the 

class-meeting were fir* discerned the gifts 
which the Spirit dispenses for the perfecting 
of saints, and the work of he ministry. If we 
have an advantage over other Churches, in 
the minute knowledge of wliat every member is 
able to do for Christ, and in the readiness 
with which we can lay our baud upon every 
kind of ability and influence, we owe this supe­

riority to the weekly assembling of ourselves to­
gether. We exhort you on every ground to 
vaine the pearl of Methodist privileges. To 
surrender the élass-mecting is to take the heart 
out of Methodism, to esteem it lightly is to en­
feeble the pulsation ot that heart. We were 
never more firmly convinced, beloved, than we 
now are, that unless we feed the strength of 
our weekly fellowship, the other parts ot the 
Conneetional system can never work together 
except by the application of such stimulants as 
exhaust, instead of repairing, its natural ener­
gies. We have had occasion during this Con­
cretise, to re-assert the cardinal position of the 

flass-meeting in the economy of Methodism, 
and our determination, by God’s help, to main' 
tain it.

158 travelling preachers and 87 local—total, 
245 ; 6 presiding elders, IS superannuates and 
20 supernumeraries. . The charges supplied 
with pastors number 146, and left to be sup­
plied by local preachers SI. 'The number of 
members and probationers is 16,232. The in­
crease of the past year 542, Adults baptized, 
831 ; children 95. Members and preachers to­
gether number 16,477.

The church edifices are 170; parsonages 116, 
Value of churches, $626,250; parsonages, 
$108,750. Charges not tarnished with par­
sonages, 31. Benevolent contributions this 
year have been $10,685, and do not compare 

with other denominations. The aver­
age salary to the preachers is about $600— 
an improvement since I860 of $213. Tim 214 
Sunday Schools contain 16,880 scholars ; offi­
cers and teachers, 2’31S; volumes in library, 
52,289. Conversions the past year in the Sun­
day Schools, 910.

From 1850 to 1870 we grew in numbers from
096 to 16,282. There is one member to eve­

ry twAty inhabitants iu the State. In com­
parison with members of other denominations 
we stand 16,232 ; Congregationalists 18,782 ; 
Baptists, 8,518. Ministers : Methodists, 244 ; 
Congregationalists, 212 ; Baptists, 96.

NOTES OF SUNDAY-SCHOOL WORK.

TREATMENT OK ELDER SCHOLAR*.

I" the life of every young person there is a 
crisis—a turning or transition point between 
childhood and youth which requires special 
treatment adapted to its peculiarities. Neglect, 
or ignorant blundering at this point, explains 
the loss of the older scholars of the Sunday- 
school. Mr. Groser says :

Youth is confident in its own opinions and 
powers, extravagantly and offensively so in 
some cases ; but out of that self-oonfideace the 
priceless and all important quality of self-reli­
ance may be evolved. Let Scripture class 
teachers be “ wise as serpents" here. Let not 
tÿe infirmities of youthlul vanity and over-con­
fidence derisively portrayed or harshly handled, 
but gently neutralized by the force of truth and 
the quiet exhibition of the loveliness of hu­
mility.

The aspirsUions of young people wards 
manhood and womanhood form another char­
acteristic needing equal tact to guide and con­
trol. The boy wishes to be manly, the girl 
aspires to womanliness ; and, as a natural con­
sequence, both imitate the ways and manners of 
those older than themselves.

If I am asked, what should toe teacher do 
with these aspirerions and precocities ? I 
ply, turn them to his own purpose. Make man­
liness and womanliness grounds for manly and 
womanly thoughtfullness. Urge that toe time 
has come whey, as reasonable and conscientious 
beings, they can and ought to render a “r 
•onable service’’ to their great Masters 
h#aven, and an equally reasonable obedience 
to all lawful authority! whether national, par­
ental, or scholastic, on earth. Such a coarse 
will be far more likely to secure the teacher’s 
object than toe weakness which ignores toe 
Teachings forth of young miads and hearts to­
wards toe dignity of mature years. I have 
heardScripture scholars addresed as “dear little 
children," “ tender lambs,” and so forth, and 
taught to sing hymns of an almost infantile 
character.

No wonder that we loose our elder scholars 
if we persist in refusing to recognize, by new 
methods of moral treatment, toe new and im­
portant period of life upon which they have 
entered.

It is not often the children vote to close toe 
school in wintev. It is the officers oftencr who 
are “ the lion in the way" A school-house out 
west, where the Sunday-schooljwas held, had 
no wood for winter use. The superintendent 
told the children they must give up the school 
until warm weather again Two brave little 
girls started out and persevered amidst mam 
difficulties, until they bad secured a cord and a 
halt of wood, and had it cut up at the door. 
Then they joyfully sent word to their superin­
tendent and the work again went on.

It is sad to think of turning all these little 
lambs out into the cold, spiritually, for all too 
long winter. The Sunday-school is the only 
place where many of them ever hear of the 
love ol Jesus. It is in toe winter time especi­
ally that thousands of schools have been bles­
sed, aiul the white harvest field of souls garner­
ed. Oh ! can you risk losing such a blessing 
for your school ? How many little ones in these 
schools will never see the warm spring time.

Two little brothers became greatly interest­
ed in a mission (chool started in the western 
settlement where they lived. The school-hoto-e 

unplasten d, but every effort was made to 
keep up the school even when the thermometer 
was six degrees below zero, No one was more 
untiring than these two brothers, who gave evi­
dence of being real lambs of Jesus’ fold. The 
winter school was indeed blessed to them, and 
they never lived to attend the summer one. 
Attempting one day to cross the lake the ieo 
broke antler them. Clinging to the edge they 
called lo-idly for help and tried to break the ice 
toward the shore. The agonised mother on the 
bank strove in vain to help them. They told 
her they were getting so cold they could not 
bold on any longer, but they were not afraid to 
die. Both prayed and thus they tried to sing 
the hymn.

SCHOOLS IN WINTER.

In winter as well as summer, by all means, 
keep tktaBttndav-school open. Let the resolu­
tion to do this be formed now, so early in the 
season, that it may gather strength for toe cris­
is and be able to carry the school beyond the 
usual point of breaking up. Let the experi­
ment be once made with an earnest prayerful 
pttrpose, even under toe most unfavorable cir­
cumstances, and we venture to say it will never 
be discontinued. Really vigorous life not only 
survives the cold, but enjoys it. Keep toe life 
of a present Christ in toe Sunday-school, and 

will never die.
In a plea for the winter, a writer in toe S. 

S. Tima gives toe following incidents:
The Sunday-school had keen ^ery flourishing 

all summer, and as the winter approached, one 
who had been an old superintendent urged toe 
pastor to close it before it began to wane. He 
wished to finish up tb#season with credit.

“ You can’t keep it up all winter," be said ; 
it would injure the school to try ; the roads 

are too muddy ; the weather too cold ; it is too 
fer for mauy of the children to come ; we have 
never been able to have more than a summer 
school; it is of no use to try.”

Others in the church held the same opinion. 
But the pastor hoped far better things. He went 
around the same day among aH the families who 
lived within one mile of the church, and obtain­
ed the names of thirty-six attendants. Feeling 

even “ for ten’s sake " it would be worth 
continuing the school, toe effort was made. 
The school was kept up with an average of forty 
scholars and nine teachers. It began to grow 
in toe estimation of the community, and was 
looked upon as a permanent institution. In a 
year or two it had increased from forty to a hun­
dred and fourteen, with a good staff of tenches

and the icy waters closed over them. The bo­
dies were recovered and buried in one grave.

Do you think any one regretted the labor aod 
difficulty they had experienced in keeping open 
that winter school when they looked .down on 
those little sleepers, and it was remembered 
that it was t lie re they had learned to love the 
Saviour? A blessed revival in the school fol­
lowed tWs sad event, and a church was soon 
organized, which has proved a living, working 
church. * •

Oh, what disasters would follow it one ol the 
light-houses on our coast should put, out its 
lights in the winter, because it was too cold to 
climb to the top and trim its burners, and be­
came toe driving sleet and rain would constant­
ly cent its panes with glittering ice. which roust 
as constantly be removed! But lives and preci­
ous merchandise are nothing when weighed 
in the scales against one undying soul. If one 
may be saved this winter, it is worth keeping 
open every school in the land. Don't put out 
these light-house lamps.

MANAGEMENT OK TIIE CLASS.

Order in the Sunday-school rests to a great 
extent in the hands of the teachers, each one 
of whom is charged with the government as 
well as with the instruction of a class. The 
measure of aucccess attained in class manage­
ment will depend very much upon toe' natural 
tact of the teacher ; sad yet m y one by observ­
ing the simple rules tuqjoined, may keep a class 
ln respectable order :

1. Never give a command you are nul deter­
mined tv enforce. In order to keep this rule, 
do not be hasty in giving commands ; if you 
are, you may chance to give an order which it 
ia undesirable or impossible to enforce. But 
once having given a reasonable and right com­
mand, do not say its enforcement is impossible, 
because it may be troublesome and disagreeable.

2. Do not needlessly multiply commands and 
prohibitions. There is a aort of anaioas fussy 
attempt at maintaining order which defeats its 
own cuds—'• do this,” and “ don't do that," 
cqming with a confusion,' vexatious inceasant- 
ness, that invites, almost excuses, disregard,

3. be uniform in your plans of manags- 
menl. Do not be strict on one Sunday and in­
dulgent on the next ; nor pass over as ye of­
fence, on one occasion, what, on another you 
rebuke and punish.

4. Consider the character of your children 
and their circumstances, and try to adapt your 
measurements to their individual rapurements.
A course of procedure which will succeed with 
one child; will fail with another—dispositions , 
differing so widely. *A child fresh from toe 
streets, and a child trained in a Christian home 
and accustomed to school, meet in the asm- 
class ; a style of behaviour unpardonable,™ toe 
one, and deserving severe rebuke, might|be, in 
thé other, a sincere attempt at improvement, 
to be encouraged by commendation.

5. Always come to school in time. Anil by 
“ in time” I mean before time. A teacher who 
is in her place five tainutes before school opens, 
gains an immense advantage. . It is far easier 
to keep a class in order than to get it into or­
der when once in a state of confusion. A little 
tac* will enable a teicber to arrange the chil- 
deren to the best advantage as they come in, 
when to re-arrange them might cause much un­
comfortable collision of will ; toe teacher’s pre­
sence will prevent toe entering upon conver­
sations. disputes perhaps, which once entered 
upon, it may be next impossible to stop. Be­
sides, these minutes will allow opportunity 
for these kind Inquiries and pleasant remarks, 
which will have an influence greatly predispos­
ing the children to good behaviour and respect­
ful attention.

6. Of regularity I any nothing. The teach­
er who can, on slight occasions, stay away from 
school, and perhaps without even notice given, 
leaving her class first to otter neglect,then to be 
divided hither and thither, plainly cares noth­
ing at all about order, «or can hare in any way 
the welfare of her children at heart. They who 
have undertaken the work conscientiously, will 
therefore be always in place, when possible, 
and ^31 spare no pains, in case of a necessary 
abeence, to procare a suitable supply.
i
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denominational sphere the same sprit of 
enterprise which they display in the ordi­
nary pursuits of life. They arc prompt to 
make experiments ; and eager to resort to 
novel expedients.! They evince intense 
activity and wonderful versatility. The 
manner in which they get up Academies, 
Seminaries, Colleges,Universities and Theo­
logical Institutes is awakening. Their 
achievements in church building during the 
last twenty years from one end of the coun­
try to ,tlie other have been unprecedented. 
Their camp-meeting operations are conduct­
ed on a grand scale. They have recently 
established a National Camp-meeting to 
meet once a year for the special promotion 
of holiness. The latest mode of operation 
devised by our American brethren, how' 
ever, seems to be the State Convention.

A Methodist State Convention is a gath­
ering of Methodist ministers and laymen 
from as many Methodist congregations in a 
given State as may desire to be represent 
ed in such a meeting. The object of the 
Convention is the free interchange of senti­
ment among the leading minds of the de­
nomination in a State on matters connected 
with Christian work or having relation 
current questions of the day on which it, is, 
deemed. desirable to elicit the judgment of 
Methodists and secure unity of action 
among them. Among,the topics discussed 
before these, conventions are the following 
—The claims of the Temperance Reform on 
the support of Christian men. The better 
maintenance of the Christian ministry ; the 
best methods of carrying on Sabbath school 
work ; the duty of sustaining the free com­
mon school system of the country ; and 
how the higher Educational Institutions of 
the church may be rendered most effective

Provision is made for a vigorous discus­
sion of the subjects engaging the attention 
of these State Conventions. A committee, in 
good time appointment, makes preliminary 
arrangements. Topics are selected and an­
nounced ; and gentlemen engaged to devote 
the needful attention to them and formally to 
open the discussion on them before the com­
ing Convention.

The Conventions sit during several suc­
cessive days, and much interest is common 
ly elicited in Methodist circles and beyond 
them iy the proceedings.

It strikes us surveying these Conventions 
from afar, that under prudent management 
they may be made to do good service to the 
common cause. They may operate to bind 
the clergy and laity of the church more 
closely together, and also to strengthen the 
hood of union between the different congre­
gations of the denomination in the State in 
which the convention is held. They may 
also promote the diffusion of broad and com­
prehensive views 03 various important sub­
jects. And they may facilitate combiqpd 
action in matters in respect to which the 
denomination ought to declare its judgment 
and take a public stand.

Nevertheless, it seems to us that these 
conventions will need careful watching. 
Their spirit and tendency should be closely 
observed. It may be found possible to turn 
them to bad account. It is conceivable 
that they may be perverted to the accom­
plishment of mere political purposes. That 
would be a great calamity for the church. 
It is not imprimable that wrong-headed fac­
tions men may make the meeting of those 
conventions occasions for the propagation 
of discord and the development of ecclesias­
tical partyism. And it is not impossible 
that they may prove to have a disposition 
to meddle with questions reserved for the 
decision of regular church courts and a ten­
dency to lessen the respect desirable to be 
felt towards the constituted authorities of 
the church.

We trust, however, the influence exer­
cise^ by these Methodist State Conventions 
will be found beneficial. For good or for 
ill or for both they will have their day. The 
good men of the church will wish well to 
them, since they have been adopted ; and 
the wise men of the church will endeavour 
to bring good out of them. 1*1 us hope 
the foolish men of the church will have nei­
ther the will nor the ability to misuse them. 
We of British Methodism cannot bat feel a 
deep and abiding interest in the well being 
of our splendid sister church in the United 
States. Nor can we refrain from praying 
that the future of that great church may be 
more glorious even thau its marvellous 
past.

Marshal Bazaine is yet shut up in Met», 
and the Prussians intend to keep him there 
The Heleagtired hosts within the city are re­
ported to be suffering from disease and fa­
mine, and occasionally make bold and 
brave efforts to break through the encircling 
armies and escape from their doom in the 
distressed city.

But Strasburg and Metz are almost over­
looked in the strong interest which is taken 
in Paris and the events which are hasting 
within and around the beautiful city 
Steadily, patiently, and with a dread given 
earnestness the Prussians are closing in 
upon Paris. Tremendous preparations are 
being made for the attack. The siege guns 
are being placed within range ; earthworks 
and other defences are being thrown up by 
the attacking army, and almost hourly some 
arrangement is made for the fierce storm of 
fire and tempest which will awaken the 
Parisians from their fond dreams of securi­
ty, in the strength of their defences, or the 
possible leniency of the Germans out of re­
gard for their beautiful city.

There is a fierce resolve on the part of 
Prussia to fight on aud crush and humble 
France until she is compelled to accept the 
terms of peace which they may see fit to dic­
tate. The toee of public feeling in Eng­
land and on the Continent is perceptibly 
changing, aud if it were possible a deter­
mined effort would be made to procure a 
cesssation of the conflict. Prussia is ad­
vised to be content with the punishment al­
ready inflicted upon the nation and dynasty 
which provoked the war, and not press on to 
the injury and humiliation of Paris and sou­
illera France. But no signs of moderation 
or relenting relieve the dark aspect of affairs 
France through her rulers is sullen aud de­
fiant although uo fresh ariflies are forming, 
and ruin must stare them in the-face ; aud 
the Prussians knowing well their strength 
and the terrible grip they liavp upon the

But we do trust that those whom the Lord 
has honored with all the necessaries and 
many of the comforts of this- life, will not 
imagine that they can reap the widows’ 
commendation on the ground of the small­
ness of their offering. If they really mean 
to obtain her reward, they must equal her 
gift, and bestow “ all their living.” Pro­
bably they will say that the Lord does not 
require it ; and we do not mean to say He 
does. But there can be no doubt that He 
does require very much more than is usu­
ally given. Why cannot we in answer to 
a yearly appeal,on a matter so urgent, have 
a vast preponderant of silver in the collec­
tion, with here and there the shining gold to 
remind us that it also is “His" as well as 
to show the sincerity with which we say or 
sing

“ Too much to thee I cannot give !”

Shall we not find many among us that 
will place themselves at least on a level 
with their Ministers, who are all required 
to “ constitute themselves members of the 
new Education Society, by the payment of 
the rAjuired annual subscription How 
many might easily do so ! Yet even then,how 
numerous must such subscriptions be in or­
der to make anything like a fair impression 
upon our Educational Institutions ! May 
we not hope for still further and more per­
manent contributions ? There are doubtless 
some iu every Circuit, aud many ’tn some 
Circuits, who could become Life Members 
which is in fact becoming subscribers for 
ever. And still more. Is there no one 
now within our Conferential bounds to 
emulate the large hearted liberality of the 
founder of the Mount Allison Institutions ? 
If wo have not a Rich, or a Drew, as our 
friends over the liue have.to found,to build, 
to equip, and to endow noble structures as 
schools for the prophets, yet surely we 
might find a peer for their Judd, or their 
Sleeper, who should find it a gladness of 
heart to perfect the College buildings,to build 
and furnish a Library, to endow a Chair, 
or to establish a few scholarships. Better 
this thau leate a hard earned fortune to be 
quarrelled for by a set of unrelated liti­
gants. Better far than to make it a bone 
of contention and a cqpse of unpardonable 
offence between brothers and sisters, or to 
be the means of the temporal and eternal 
ruin of distant relatives. Such cases we 
have known. Such cases will probably 
arise again. Let each one in whose history 
it may possibly occur, shrink from being 
the chief actor, in a scene which must make 
hell triumph, and, if possible, would clothe 
the firmament in blackness, hush the sounds 
of heaven’s high minstrelsy, aud make the 
angels weep ! “ Whatever thy hand flint-
eth to do, do it with thy might.”

It is a holiday 
season with the Government and members 
of Parliament. London is empty of its 
magnates and aristocracy. Learned asso­
ciations meet, read their profound disquisi­
tions, discuss all manner of topics aud make 
a degree of impression upon the public miud ;

by their presence. The papers are filled 
with long letters from army correspondents, 
some of which are said to be written in the 
quiet of the home office, and are wonderful 
for their inaccuracy and want of truth. 
Relief is being abundantly forwarded from 
England for the distressed on the Continent, 
yet it is sadly unequal to the demand. 
Subscriptions are being made for tbe Wi­
dows and Orphans of the sufferers in' Her 
Majesty’s ship “ Captain" whose loss was 
referred to iu my last letter.

The young may be taught to understand,— 
and that by kind and courteous methods 
—that tbe Superintendent means to have 
order. And when they understand that he 
means to have it he will almost unvariably 
have it. :

Enterprise. Tbe Superintendent ought 
to be alive and wide awake, with some or­
iginality and invention, with readiness fo 
catch good ideas, with courage and inde­
pendence to use them. Freshness, novelty 
seem necessary, in some.degree for all, es­
pecially children. New methods that are 
intrinsically no better than the old ones, 
may awaken interest and seal instruction. 
When a school runs incessantly in the sahic 
grooves, sings the same hymns, hears al­
most the same utterances, it is liable to 
grow dull and flat. “ Befwise as serpents” 
saith Christ. “ I will make yon fishers of 
men.’* Even the older fish cannot be 
caught without something fresh and attrac­
tive ; much less the young. Let him who 
has been hitherto fishing with worms and 
with little success put on a fly—and if his 
fly is dull put on a brighter—change his 
place, his motions—perhaps he will succeed. 
There is much that a Superintendent can 
devise, if he will—much he can learn from 
other schools—much to he gathered from 
the experience of devoted Sabbath-School 
laborers, recorded in the periodicals.

Fluency in Speech. If he is hesitating 
or tedious, he will have little attention. It 
does not require an orator, a scholar,a bril­
liant, to be fluent. Hesitancy, dullness, 
tediousness come from these sources. The 
speaker has no deag idea of what lie is 
going to say. There is too much round 
about in trying to say it. He wants to use 
big words—book words. He makes too 
much attempt at speechifying. He strings 
it out too much. Let Jjim understand what 
he has to say, then say it in simple language, 
and when lie has said it, stop, mid there 
will be few without fluency, few dull uuiu- 
teresting speeches.

The Superintendent ought to he a stud­
ent of the Bible, He ought to he punctual 
aud systematic a man of prayer aud exem­
plary piety. His example will tell might ly 
on those young impressible hearts

He should have large latitude in manag­
ing and governing, let ought he to re- 
jnembér that the school is not his alone. 
Others have a deep intetest in it. Others 
have good ideas, relative to his manage­
ment. Others have rights and wishes that 
should be studiously regarded. He should 
be conciliatory. Should consult his teach­
ers. Should encourage them, in teachers’ 
meetings, in the.most candid expressions of 
opinion. It is good policy to do this for 
thereby he will secure a luller co-opera­
tion. Some Superintendents lord it too 
much aud mar the comfort of the teachers 
and alienate them.

There are Superintendents who ha,ve out­
lived their usefulnes/. They are old men. 
No matter for that if their hearts ând ener­
gies were young. But they have become 
dull,and good souls they have served so long, 
uo one likes to say aloud, there ought to be a 
neiv Superintendent. Yet there ought. Why 
should they not find it out ? They could if 
they wanted to know. Some one would be 
candid enough to say so if it could lie doue 
without hurting then- leriiugs. Why not 
take the matter into their own bawls ? 
Why should they be hurt at the foot ? 
Many a one could run a race at 30£that 
would be a poor racer at 60. Feople will 
grow old. Aud why mortified at the thought 
of a change? It is the good of the school 
and the cause of religion and not office 
that they wAnt if they are true disciples., 
There is another not old in age, but old in 
habit—yet dull and insufficient. No one 
likes to say anything about substituting an­
other, for he is too good a man to wound. 
Why should he not ascertain facts and 
thoughts ? Why not open the way for a 
new election? Not simply, drop something 
to a teacher or two, that looks as if he 
wanted to vacate and then, if some kind 
expressions are used and benevolent resist­
ance made, go on as before ? But open the 
way so that, without any unpleasantness or 
embarrassment, the teachers could act upon 
their convictions? Why in a denomination 
that believes so thoroughly in the utility of 
changing ministers should the Superintend­
ent be a perpetual fixture?

The Superintendent should be vigorously 
sustained. His place is a difficult one ; his 
duties arduous. It is impossible he should 
carry out every ones ideas. They differ 
widely ; are directly antagonistic ; are to 
him impracticable, many of them. How­
ever conciliatory and disposed to regard 
others and their views, he must, mainly, 
carry out his own ideas. He should have 
large authority. He should not be harshly 
nor hastily judged should have full benefit 
of that charity which “ thinketh no evil.” 
He should never be criticized before the 
children, and very carefully‘anywhere. He 
should be thoroughly supported. Every 
tap of his bell should bring every teacher 
as well as every scholar to silence and at­
tention. Even if it tap too often, in any 
one’s judgment, it is better it should be 
obeyed. A defective leading, fully follow­
ed, is better than a good leading purely 
followed. ' Sustain him, teachers. Stand 
up for him, defend him, co-operate with 
him, pray for him, cheer him, and you will 
promote his success your own happiness 
and the schools efficiency.

conclusion, then, inasmuch as the Syriac 
has an appropriate word, which signifies to 
dip, plunge, immerse, and yet it is never 
employed in the Peshito; that the trails,ator 
did not deem it important to designate any 
particular mode of baptism, hut ouly to de­
signate the rite Joy a term which evidently 
means confirm, establish, Ac. Baptism, 
then, in the language of the Peshito, is the 
rite of confirmation, simply, while the ««in­
ner of this is apparently left without beiug 
at all expressed.” What must we think of 
a writer, who while professing to learn of 
Moses Stuart, to quote him as unimpeach­
able authority, and to pray for the «ruth 
conceals the author’s true sense and elabor- 
orate views. Who, while taking to himself 
the credit of being a disciple of Stuart, 
proclaims to the ignorant that which he ex­
pressly denies. To state that the Peshito 
renders baptizo hv immerse is directly cont­
rary to truth. We may here say that the 
Syriac for dip is tzeva, and the fact that this 
word is never used to denote baptism, is 
most crushing evidence against Mr. Wel- 
tou. No more convincing proof could be 
asked that Christ and his apostles, when 
they spoke of baptism, had not the most dis­
tant reference to dipping. The Arabic ver­
sion coincides in tins respect with the Sy­
riac.

The statements made respecting the oth­
er versions are as radically incorrect. Mr. 
Welton seeks'to produce the impression 
that they all favor immerse. But the best 
authorities «re directly against him. “ The 
Ethiopie, the Sahidic, the Basmuric, the 
Armenian, the German, the Swedish, the 
Danish, the English iu all its old versions, 
the French, the Spanish, and. iu one place 
even the Campbvllite-Baptist version, give 
washiny, cleansing, purifying, or words to 
this effect, as the proper equivalent of bap- 
lizo in the New Testament. Tliey could 
not do otherwise and remain faithful to the 
truth." (</. A. iS’eiss, A. M.)

Mr. W. himself contes»*» that four ver­
sions—the l’ersit, the Icelandic, the Welsh 
and the Persic (1812) render the word to 
wash, cleanse or bathe ; taking care to add 
on his own authority that these are com­
pletely doue by immersion. This exposi­
tion of washing is as historically incorrect 
aud in matter of tact4absurd, as it is possi­
ble to he. The fact is that none of the 
ancient versions agrees with the Baptist 
theory. To say that the translations of the 
Scriptures from the second century to the 
present arc tiivorabte to Baptists is absurb 
—uuhietorici” Bev. J. Murray.

We had intended, Mr. Editor, to refer iu 
this letter to the question of classic baptism 
hut, having considerable to say respecting it 
and witiial some idejis whose excessive 
plainness will demaod considerable cure in 
their presentation, so as not to grieve the 
feelings of our dear brother more than is 
necessary, we defer it. On due reflectiou 
we think that his educational improvement 
will be most advanced by devoting an en­
tire letter to that subject.

Mn. Editor,—Having now disposed of 

the evidence drawn from Commentators, 
Ac., we find Mr. Welton next flying for re­
fuge to the various versions of the Scrip­
tures. His statements here are as unrelia­
ble as everything else we have reviewed. 
The Peshito Syriac is the mint ancient aud 
valuable of the versions. It is supposed to 
have been made in the first century. The 
Syriac of this translation is almost identi­
cal with the language spoken by Christ' and 
his apostles. Mr. Weltou’s previous state­
ment, that the Jews spoke Greek, we are 
almost ashamed to make public, lest we 
should be accused of wasting tiiàe over 
such an author. The word used for bap­
tize, iu this version is, in all probabiity, the 
very word used by Christ when he gave his 
Apostolical commission. Mr.Weltowquotes 
some dipping author who is fully equal to 
himselt, in lack of knowledge, to prove that 
the Peshito Syriac^amung other versions, 
uses the word in the sense to immerse. We 
suspect from ,Mr. Weltou’s English aud 
Greek, that he is about as good a judge of 
Syriac as a blind mau is of colours, or, a 
deaf man of music. The truth is that the 
Syriac word is taken from the Hebrew 
word which signifies to stand, and alludes 
to the confirming or establishing of the 
Christian. It also represents the candidate

This honoured minister—who recently died 
in England—is most affectionately remembered 
by the oldest members of the church on several 
of the Circuits in our Conference. These 
least will be interested in the following notice 
wHich we copy from the Methodist Recorder,

Another honoured servant of tbe Lord Jesus 
Christ has just entered into rest. The Rev 
Wm. Burt will be remembered with great affec­
tion by very many both at home and abroad, as 
a good man. a sincere friend, a wise counsellor, 
a loving pastor, and a faithful and “able minis­
ter of the New Testament." Mr. Burt’ was 
born near Devonport'ln 1792. In early life be 
was converted to God, and at tbe age of twen 
ty-four was received into the Methodist minis­
try. Tbe first ten years ot his ministerial life 
were spent in Nova Seotia, New Brunswick, 
Prince Edward's Island, and Eastern Canada, 
where his incessant labours were crowned with 
great success. On his return to this country 
be was appointed to minister, successively, in 
some of tbe most important circuits of tbe Con­
nexion, and for several years sustained, with 
honour and fidelity, tbe offiue of financial secre 
tary, or tbe more responsible position of chair­
man of tbe district. At tbe Cornish Conference, 
in 1862, in consequence ot severe affliction, he 
was compelled to retire from the more active 
duties of the ministry, and as a supernumerary 
he left Wakefield, and came to reside in Ply­
mouth.

M. Burt’s pulpit ministrations were invaria­
bly most acceptable and edifying. His ser­
mons, which were always- full of evangelical 
sentiment and lucid as tbu light in doctrinal 
statement, were delivered with great fervor and 
earnestness, and usually accompanied with 
much ot the presence and power of tbe Holy 
Ghost. He was a “ a workman ' that needed 
not to be ashamed, rightly dividing tbe word ol 
truth." On Sunday, August 28, he preached 
bis last sermon, selecting for his tyxt a passage 
of Scripture ot which it may be said his whole 
life formed a beautiful and practical comment 
“ I must do the works of Him that sent me 
while it is day ; the night cometh when no man 
can work." His sufferings were very severe 
at intervals, for several months before his de­
parture ; but liis “ patience ot hope endured to 
the end." On Wednesday, September 14. after 
devoting filty-lour years to the work ot tbe 
Christian ministry, and in the seventy-eighth 
year of bis age, the spirit of the Rev. W 
Burt passed in holy triumph into the paradise 
of God. His “ mortal part " was interred in 
tbe family vault in graveyard of Ebenezer Cha­
pel, on Monday, the 19th. A solemn service 
was previously conducted in the chapel, in 
which the Rev. W. H. Comforth, J. R. Webb, 
and Nicholas Boyns, of, Plymouth, took part, 
and also the Rev. 1$. Frith, of Devonport. 
The address delivered by Mr. Cornforth on the 
occasion was most appropriate and impressive, 
and the crowd that attended the iuneral, and 
almost filled the spacious sanctuary, unmistak­
ably testified the esteem and aflectiou cherish­
ed ior the departed Doe. B

Mr. Editor,—This circuit has this year, 
for the first time in its history taken an or­
dained minister : when the project was first 
canvassed, some of the more cautious ones 
were dubious of being able to accomplish 
the furnishing of a Mission House. But 
all parlies worked together with a will aud 
the “ subscription list,” which seems to be 
a Methodistic “ infallibility," was at once 
circulated, the very creditable sum of 8150 
was tlie result, there were also many valu­
able articles donated.

Our Home Missionary Meetings were 
belli at the time appointed, aud we feel 
that they were a decided success. The first 
was held at Musquodoboit Harboç, on 
Thursday the 6th inst. The Rev. A. Ste­
ward DesBrisay delivered the first address. 
He graphically described scenes of spiritual 
destitution that had come under his owu 
notice, within our Conference bounds, which 
seemed almost incredible aud were most 
appalling. lie affectionately urged the 
duty of cheerlul liberality with earnest 
prayer.

Mr. Isaac Gaetz was the next speaker. 
He denounced the annual “ deficiencies” as 
a great injustice which men in other sta­
tions iu life would not submit to. He in­
stanced the case of one of our young mini­
sters who had this year been offered 
81.200 to engage iu an honorable and hu­
mane calling, but who notwithstanding the 
tempting inducements ottered, refused, feel­
ing that “ the love of Christ eonstraineth" 
him to labor for the solvation of souls.

After the reading of the resolutions of 
Conference respecting the Ilolne Mission 
Fund, and a few remarks by the Superin­
tendent, the collection and subscriptions 
were taken up, which amounted fo 815.- 
27j. The meeting, which throughout was 
characterized by the hallowing influence of 
the Holy Spirit, was brought to a close by 
siuging the Doxology aud pronouncing the 
Benediction.

Our second meeting was held at Kent's 
Island op FrMay the 7th inst. The attend­
ance was very good considering that it was 
a “ begging" meeting. After singing and 
prayer, and the reading of the Conference 
resolutions concerning the Home Mission 
Fund, Bro. DesBrisay lucidly and forcibly 
explained the object that the Conference 
had in View, when they ordered that such 
meetings as this should he held on all our 
circuits. , ,

John Nauffts, Esq., next spoke. He said 
the object contemplated had his warmest 
sympathies, aud notwithstanding that tlie 
maintaining a school aud the supporting of 
the gospel, whére there were so few to do 
it, taxed each person somewhat heavily, 
yet he was willing to do what he could for 
this excellent project.—The collection and 
subscriptions at this meeting amounted to 
811.30.

Tlie total amount promised on the circuit 
this year is 826.57 j against 84.55 raised 
for that fund last year. May the good 
cause continue to prosper.

SACRAMENTAL WINE.

It must be to every thinking person a matter 

of profound regret that the drinking customs of 
society ; the fabulous expenditure of wealth, 
and the ruinous moral effects connected with 
the traffic in ardent spirits are to so large an ex 
tent encouraged and supported by what 
known as the intelligent and influential portion 
of society. This is especially deplorable when 
we remember that those often misapplied epi­
thets include some ministers of tbe gospel and 
many connected with the “ sacramental host.
It is little wonder indeed that the temperance 
cause plods so slowly {up the hill of progress, 
when the temple of Bacchus rests upon the 
strong foundation of national laws, and ia sup­
ported by the wealth and intelligence (?) of the 
world on one side, and by the indifference or 
connivance of tbe church on the other. We 
would allude to one prop whisk the church al­
most universally places to the support of the 
liquor traffic, namely, using the drunkariTs 
drink at the table of the Lord. Tbe subject 
of sacramental wine is by no means a novelty 
Several leading journals in Great Britain and 
America lia(t" discussed tlie subject with abil­
ity ; but our provincial periodicals have scarcely 
touched the question, and fipm no quarter has 
it received the attention its importance demands.

Our remedy constats ia 
provision at this season of tlie year of a «tike 
ent quantity of ripe grapes to make a graya 
wine or syrup which, if properly dona, *4 
sealed, may be without difficulty preserved sir 
til the gi-»|>e season return» again. If wa were 
really in earnest about this matter and felt fo 
duty of banishing the vile imposture referred 
to from our communion tables this could be af­
fected either by importing or cultivating fo 
necessary amount of fruit for tbe purpose de­
signed. There ia scarcely a county in Ute pro­
vinces where a fair specimen of grapes might ret 
be grown with a little expense and ears- Bro 
becoming to have in eonneetiofl with «My 
Manic, Rectory, or Parsonage, a vine for see- 
mental purposes. Planting with such aa,*- 
ject in view we feel assured that every Itipife 
of Christ, whose heart is right with God os fo 
temperance question, could daily look up ati 
say with all eyneetaess anil faith “ Oh Uodtf 
Hosts, Look down from Heaven and behold tsi 
visit this vine,” (Tselms bO, 14.)

Rtilvvay Collision.—A St. John paper 
says that as the railway train was going east ou 
Thursday evening, was passing Ossekeag Sta­
tion, a man and woman in a waggon undertook 
to cross the track. The team was struck by the 
cow-catcher of the locomotive ; the woman was 
thrown out, the waggon smashed, a barrel of 
flour burst and the horses ran away. No seri­
ous personal injury was suffered.

The Murderer Breen Still at Large.— 
The man Breen, accused of having committed a 
murder in P. K. Island, who has so long evaded 
the efficers of the law, and for whose apprehen­
sion $400 is offered, paid a visit to this city last 
week. It appears that he arrived here by train 
from Shediac, or one of the intermediate stations 
on Wednesday evening last, and sought lod­
gings at a boarding-house in Prince William 
Street. He bad scarcely entered the door, 
however, when he was recognized by a gentle­
man present, a sea captain, with whom he had 
formerly sailed. Breen, it would seem, as sud­
denly recognized his former employer, and 
while the latter privately instructed bis son to 
go in search of a policeman took his departure 
unseen. When the captain turned to confront 
him he was nowhere to be found. Instead ot 
at once going to the police, it appears that some 
hours were allowed to elapse before the matter 
was brought tc their notice, and then as it turn­
ed out, tie information was useless. During 
the night a guard was placed on the American 
steamer and at the Suspension Bridge, and other 
places parties were on the watch to, if possible, 
prevent tbe man’s escape from the city. Next 
morning Policeman Ryder, detailed by the 
Chief of tbe Police for the purpose, took pas­
sage in tbe “ New England,” and on the way 
to East port made a thorough search of the ves­
sel, the officers and crew rendering him every 
assistance in their power. The fugitive, how­
ever, was not on board, and the policemen re­
turned without learning anything ofhim. Those 
who were on tbe look-out in other directions 
were equally unsuccessful. Breen, it is thought, 
must have taken the road and made his way 
across the lines. The police authorities in dif­
ferent places have been furnished with the de­
scription of his (lerson ; but if lie at once reach­
es the larger cities of the U ni ted States, the chan­
ces of his capture are slim. A detective who 
has been on his track tor some time, and traced 
him to this city, arrived here on Thursday, but 
only to find that the bird had flown, no one;

HOME WOMEN WANTED.

TO KEEP THE CREAM.

If true and noble women are needed at the 
polls, how much more in the home, there high­
est sphere; and the very tountain of society and 
government. The demands of the times, as re­
lated to womanly qualifications and duties, are 
thus interpreted by a popular essayist :

Women may depend upon it, that the pre­
vailing disinclination to the drudgery, as it is 
called, of housekeeping, the unwomanly way of 
looking at this high art and privilege, is the 
creating canse of much of which they complain, 
and of much subtle evil they do not see. The 
husband knows his business cannot go on with­
out his oversight and knowledge, and the wife 
understands that. Why is she not as dear 
sighted in her owe affairs ?

He cannot trust to clerks, and take to the 
streets and useless shopping and calling and pa- 
rade : no -more can she trust the cooks and 
nurses. Her house must betray her ruling 
hand, or it soon rules and ruins all things. The 
very healthiest employment, morally, physical­
ly, mentally, as our robust, long-lived grand­
mothers have proved, is housekeeping. Our 
present pinched and puny and would-be-fashlon- 
ble wives, in giving it a bad name, and refusing 
to have to do with it, arc like their sister of fa­
ble, who killed the goose which laid the golden 

• *gg- v
Wanted, women to grapple with the question 

of servants. The staple topic when they meet, 
as the staple obstacle to their comfort, it ought 
to get such thought and treatment of them as 
to culminate in some wise plan and combined 
action. It is not a man’s question. As woman 
is not at home in tariffs, so is not man in do­
mestic». This is her question ; this problem she 
is to solve. She has made the trouble, and 
should find the cure. Man has not made it; 
servants have not made it ; emancipation has 
not made it ; neither Biddies nor Dinahs have 
made it ; the woman in the parlor alone has. 
At her feet lie the laurels of that victory. The 
habits of negligence, indolence, extravagance,- 
unreasonableness, ill temper—habits other and 
worse—have been caught, and are at their work.

Women are reaping of domestics just what 
they have sown. They have sown a wind ; they 
must not be surprised at a whirlwind. The bad 
example and injustice of the parlor reacts upon 
the kitchen, and the whole vocabulary of invec­
tive and disgust takes you back to the source 
of all. Domestics, whether slave or free, have 
not had fair play, due consideration, justice, 
let generosity alone ; have not had the very 
thing their sex complains of—their rights. Wo­
men have been exacting, hard in requirements, 
reward, and word, forgetful of a common hu­
manity, selfish in daily little things, thoughtless, 
tyrannical, regardless ot comfort, even neglect­
ing the means for the decencies ot lodging and 
personal cleanliness, which should not merely 
be allowed but insisted on, till the evil has run 
to that point of rebellion into which all things 
ultimately ran, and we. have the house divided 
against itself, an qptocracy of the kitchen, that 
defies successfully the autocracy of the parlor,

I and threatens to subvert our very homes. 
Everywhere people are running from this do­
mestic difficulty, helpless, as from an earth­
quake. The whole fabric of society quivers be­
cause ot it, and changes rapid and radical go on 
under our very eyes.

The weary world wants women. It has had 
enough of those who call themselves so ; enough 
at those who frown upon worth and culture, and 
make fashion and family and position override 
all other claims ; enough of indolent self-indul­
gence and pretence, and it groans in travail for 
the genuine woman, representative of all that 
is possible, high, and noble in her sex. It waits 
for those who shall dare to be true to every wo­
manly instinct, assert and defend every woman­
ly conviction in the womanly spirit, and send 
out into society, and through all the earth that 
light and grace, the healing and power that 
come of women.

Everywhere in society it is women that we 
want. As the reach and crown of man's life is 
to be manly, as that sums up and includes all 
that we have to say or to aspire to, so to be 
womanly is the one worthy object of femenibe 
aspiration ; .and the true womanliness is not 
only the culminating of the sex, but the divin- 
est beauty that God gives man to see. I plead 
for it, because so many in the glare of life that 
now is, have forgotten the glory it might be 
made to be ; because so many are looking for 
peace, satisfaction, award, where they never 
can be found.

I plead—for every day, and more and more, I 
feel the want of woman for every need and deed 
of life ; woman not of genius but of character, 
not of position but of influence, woman saintly 
and tender and true. It was ' a genuine out­
burst that broke from sweet lips, and many a 
woman says it—*• I want to be above the mean­
ness and frailty and follies that spoil so.many 
women.” Only let that be the broad want, on­
ly let women see that these arc uprooted and 
flung away, only let womanly grace and virtue 
abound, and the working is done, and she who 
is said to have lost us Eden, will have gained 
us Paradise !

Small stone jars are 
preferable to large ones. They can be kept in 
the-ire-hou* whw filled, end if one stittmlng

one. When the jar is cleaned, a tea-spoonful 
of saleratus is added to the warm suds, and 
sweeten* it perfectly. A cheesy smell about
