THE HYGIENE

Digestion doesn’t begin in the
stomach; it begins in the mouth. If
this truth were realized a great many
—though far from all—cases of
dyspepsia would “fold their tents like
the Arab and as silently steal away”
never more to affect the sufferer. The
first thing necessary to good diges-
tion is to have the food thoroughly
chewed so that it is in a condition
to be readily mixed with the diges-
tive juices, the first of which is the
galiva in the mouth. How necessary
then, it is to keep the mouth, the
teeth and the gums in good condi-
tion. How salutary to this end is
the advice to go to the dentist at
least once a year,
precious masticators overhauled and
kept right!

The teeth should be brushed at
least on rising and at bedtime and
the mouth should be rinsed with wa-
ter after each meal:  Any one of the
many dentifrices now in market is
right. Also clean the spaces be-
tween the teeth with dental -floss.
Soft wooden tooth picks are well en-
ough; but picks made of hard sub-
stances are apt to injure the precious
enamel. You would be surprised to
hear how much tooth irregularity in
children is due to the mouth breath-
ing habit; see therefore that any pos-
sible adenoids or enlarged tonsils in

Always examine the horse’s teeth
when the digestive organs are out of
order. Attention by an expert dentist

may be necessary. Chewing is made
difficult and sometimes painful ~when
the teeth are “cutting” through the
gums, especially when milk (tem-
porary) teeth are being displaced by
second, (permanent) teeth. Roots of
milk teeth are absprbed and the re-
maining part, cap or crown, is forced
off by the incoming second teeth.
- Crowns often lodge between the teeth
und cheek, or fail to come off prompt-
1{, hence keep the second teeth back,
ot cause them to come in crooked.

Sharp tushes should be shortened and
filed blunt when they cut the tongue
or interfere with the bit; long points
of back teeth and hooks of the two
upper and lower molars. ere to
the same way.

the absence of plenty of pure air is
detrimental to the stock; they are
compelled to re-breathe the same air
so many times that the body processes
cannot take place as they should,

Since fresh-air is so free, and since
it can be so easily and inexpensively
supplied to the stock, and at the same
time not subject them to drafts,

there is little excuse for not supply-|

ing it. I know that the moment
speak of ventiluting a stable, someone
is going to think immediately of a
high-priced ventilating_system which
will take more money than he can rake
and scrape to pay for but such a sys-
tem is a luxury and not a necessity.

Method of Ventilation

The thing to be remembered in any
method of ventilating is that cold air
|is heavier than warm air and so, if the
air is allowéd to get out through the
top of the stable, the stable will be
cold for all the fresh air will be sup-
plied at the bottom. On the other
hand, if all the fresh air is supplied at
the top through one large opening and
is conducted out at the bottom through
another single exit, the pure air is not
sufficiently warmed, and besides, a
draft is created.

ALGOMA AND AN AUTHOR.

If an author can be said to be the
product of any particular district
and why not, just as much as a variety |
of flower, or fruit, or grain ?—Alan
Sullivan, the distinguished Canadian '
poet and novelist, sh®uld be most pro-
perly identified with Algoma, that
curiously skaped county of Ontario
whie! retches from the cities and
cettlements of the shores of Lake
Huron and Lake Superior, up through
the 2,900 square miles of the Missis-
gauga Forest Reserve, to the great
fur-trading territories three hundred
and sixty miles north, where it s
bounded by the Albany River, the
chief tributary of James Bay. The
southern of this county were
colonized some thirty years ago at the
instance of C.PR. agents, by hardy
pioncers from the older counties of
Kincardine and Bruce, but the city of
Sault Ste. Marie has its roots in the |
remoter past, as it was a trading post
for the voyageurs, who travelled for
the furtraders of Montreal into the far
West.
