EUROPEAN ARMIES,

Miliry gth of Varions ¢

Uountries.
(Vienna cor, of the London Standard.)

The recent newspaper war between Ger-
many and Russia having given rise to many
speculations concerning the offensive and de-
fensive power of several European BStates,
some particulars respecting various armics
which have been furnished to me on good
authority may be read with interest at this
moment. To begin with Germany, the re-
organization of thet army was fully carried
out in 1866, since which time the annual re-
cruiting has produced 1,300,000 men. After
making due deductions for dead, sick, eto.,
the strength of the German army may now
be fairly put at 1,250,000 men of the line, and
the reserves and the First Landwehr, all of
whom had been thoroughly drilled and ready
to enter the field at any moment. These
men are of various ages, from 20 to 32 years.
Besides these, the German Government can
call ont the Second Landwebr and the Land-
sturin, which include all the drilled soldiers
from 82 to 50 years of age. Th <2 would,
after making due dedunetion, numu.r 1.300,-
000 men. All these 2,550,000 soldies ' be
marched in 24 hours afier their being cuilod
out, as all the Quartermaster's arrangements
are made in time of peace to enable this to
be done. From this total must be deducted
200,000 for the fortresses, 150,000
for the coasts and against Denmark, and 150,-
000 for depots; so that 2,100,000 men are
available for real warfare, and the last of
whom would only require a fortnight at the
most to be on the frontiers. The border for-
tifieations on the French side are completely
finished and are fully armed. They are fur-
nished with large stores of provisions, and
communicate with the interior of the country
by means of good railways. France has, of
course, good fortresses also on the German
frontier, and these are strengthened by smaller
barricading forts, but in addition to the fact
that they will not be completed and in thor-
ough working order before 1881, Germany
has the advantage of a convex frontier
whiehi would facilitate concentric attacks,
such as are regarded by military authorities
as the most successful. The strength of
the French army is, on paper, 3,600,000
men, but Sir Garnet Wolseley, as well as
other authorities, calculates it as only
about 1,800,000, among whom are more than
600,000 undrilled men. Besides this, the
state of the territorial army and the Garde
| Mobile is so doubtful that France is consid-
| ered to have ready for the beginning of a
| war not more than 1,000,000, of whom 400,-
! 000 must be deducted for garrisons, &o.,
| leaving 600,000 really available for action.
Russia's force, although given on paper at
1,800,000 men, cabnot, as was explained
at the beginning of the recent dispute, ex-
ceed 400,000 men on the German frontiér.

"This exhibition, which was held on the
Society's grounds in this town on Thurs-
day and Friday of last week, was in
many respects very successful.  The at-
tendance on the second day exceed-
ingly large ; it is doubtful if there ever
was as large a numberof people in Listo-
wel on any previous oceasion. No finer
weather could be desired than that which
the show was favored with on Friday.
The receipts at the gato amounted to
£553, about $50 more than they wero last
year. While there was a perceptille
decline in some branches of the exhibi-
tion, on the whole the show this year
bore favorable compaiison with last year's
exhibition, and was decidedly in advance
of any of the local shows held in this ov
tho neighlioring counties. The situation
of Listowel is favorable to having an
annual exhibition here searcely second
to the Northern Fair at Walkerton, and
were a broader and more cempre-
hensive method adopted, such as would
elicit the active co-operation of the whole
public, this desiranle result might be ob-
tained. ‘I'he usefulness of the exhibition
would naturally increase in proportion
to its augmented sphere, and this con-
sideration is worthy of effort to accom-
plish.

Some excellent stock was shown at
the exhibition, especially among the
cattl In Durhams and Ayrshires
Messrs. W. R. Eiliott and Archibald
Parks, botit of Maryboro', were the prin-
cipal exhibitors. The latter gentloman's
herd of Ayrshires were among the groat-
est attractions of the show. Mr. Parks
has taken nearly fifty prizes on his
Ayrshires this season, 17 of which
were taken at Walkerton, and 7
at Guelph. His herd has never been
beaten at any exhibition. Mr.
Elliott's Durhams are excellent speci-
wens of their class ; this gentleman's re-
putation steck raiser is well known.
"The exhibit of sheep was also very goed,
beth Leicesters and Cotswolds being
shown in large numbers and there were
seme splendid animunls among them.
(Competition was consoquently keen.
Reference to the prize list will disclose
the names of the successful exhibitors.
There was not a large show of pigs ; but
most of those on the ground displayed
good qualities of breed. Mr. Parks ex-
hibited three very fine specimens of the
Suffolk breed. Some dissatisfaction was
felt by exhibitors on account of the de
ficiency in the prize list, which allows for
but two classes of swine—large and gmall
Lroeds. ‘This is certainly an injustice
to the exhibiter, and the society should
in future endeavor to have a separate
clnsx for the principal broeds of swine.
The show of poultry was excellent, and
attested thiat the number of bird fanciers
in this vicinity is by no means small.
As the prize list will indiate,a great many
varieties of fowls and pigeons were ex—
hibited. There was & fair display of
agricultural implements, the leading
manufacturers being representad. A.lL
Wynn showed for Thompson & Williams
of Stratford, a Johnston harvester com
bined, and a single reaper. A Mc
Ilwraith's display included a harvester
(Listowel Victor,) a large and a small
horse power, turnip cutter, cutting
boxes, cultivator, gang plows, etc.
Philip Gable showed for (;. A. Mas«on &
Co., of Oshawa, n combined horse hos and
scufller, seod drill, fiald rake and Gallo-
way rake. Jacob Zinkham showed fer
Noxon Bros. a single reaper, single mow
er, and grain drill.

‘They showed two
lnmber wagons ; one of them was particu
larly well got up, the wheels being made
of beautifully grained oak, and splendid
timber being used in its entire construc-
tion ; it was also handsomely painted and
varnished. The other wagon exlibited
by them wea * Seeman's patent,” an in
vention which Mr. Thomas Sceman of
this town has resently introdnced to the
publio. The principal features. of this
wagon are the doing away with the houna
work, iess iron being employed ahout it,
jpermita & short turn, has a spring to
earry up pole from horse’s neck, is hoth
gimple and durable, and not least among
the advantages claimed for it is chieap
neas ; it can be sold for 210 less than the
ordinary lumber wagon. We understan
that several of these wagons have been
used sufliciently long to test their capa
bilities, and that they have given excel
lent satisfaction. Goddard & Green also
showed a pair of market bobs, a cutter,
an open buggy, & twoseated top phaeton
and a canopy top phaeton. Thase ve
cles were all got up in a style which re-
flects credit upon their Luilders, James
Lowry's exhibit was also very creditable,
insluding a handsome top buggy and top
phaeton.

Bit of Sarcasm—Wants ten more of
his wives sent to him. |

Capetown, Sept. 16th.—Cetewayo is
an exceptionally fine i of anoble
savage. Big, black, fifty years of age,

nearly six feet high, well proportioned,
good natured, with the broad, open face
of the Zulu, and is dressed in European
clothes, in which le does not seem un-
comfortable. 1le was accompanied
hither by four of his wives, four followers
and a little girl. The king gave very
little trouble on his way down, except
that occasionally he became sulky and
demanded an entire roasted sheep for
his daily meal. In Simon's Bay, on
board the Boadicea, he saw soldiers at
drill and expressed wonder and admir-
ation, remarking, ¢ Oh, I was only born
yesterday. I am a mere baby. I never
should have fought against such good
men as the English, who intended to
take away my country and govern i so
much better than [ could. They shot us
to make us Christians. 1 aek pardon for
shooting back at them. In an interview
between the Premier of the Cape of
@ood Hope and Cetewayo the latter said:
“I was a child of the Britich Govern
ment and my father came to chastise me
for wrong doing. I caught the stick
with which he wxished to beat me and
broke i, and did wrong to fight him and
am punished. I am no longer king. The
English are a great people. They will
not kill those who fought with them. I
hope the great Queen will pardon me
and allow me to return to my own
country and give me a place to build my
kraal.'” When informed that the G
ernment intended to treat him with
consideration in view of his valor and
previous distinction and that English
officials desired to supply him with
everything for his comfort, Cetewayo
asked that ten more of his wives be sent
for at once. It is not probable that the
request will be granted.

In the
fierce engagement there wera 14 killed
and 34 wounded. Every officer was shot,
except Lisut. Cherry of the 5th cavalry.
Two hundred mules were killed.

1t is alleged that for years the govern-
ment has utterly failed to honorably meet
its obligations to the Utes. Meeker was

Seasonable Information for Tillers of
the Soil.

Preserving Grapes,
One of the desirable things that as yet
ple in general do not suceeed well in doing
& to keep grapes so they will be fresh and
good the latter part of the winter. . One plan
78 to carefully pluck the stems, and after re-
moving every imperfect berry place them in
amall boxes, carefully filling up the intersti-
©es between the grapes with the baked saw-
dust of some wood that will not impart an
unpleasant flavor to the fruit. The sawdust
is made thoroughly dry by drying or baking
in ovens. Another plan is to pick the grapes
on a dry day and place the fruit ic stone jars
in layers, care being taken not to break the
skin in mny instance. Beft dry paper is
laced between the layers. Then dig a trench
in dry soil, where the water never stands,
wix or eight inches deeper than the height of
the crocks ; the crocks are placed therein
ana covered loosely, so as not to exclude the
air, until frost comes. When winter gets in
the trench is covered with litter to prevent
very hard freezing and not too soon, lest the
temperature should net be maintained evenly.
The grapes can be taken out at any time be-
fore the frost goes out of the ground. By
. this method grapes have been preserved until
even late in the spring. The Chinese method
is to take ont the inside part of large pump-
kins and place the grapes in the chamber
thus made and keeping them in a dry, cool
temperature,

It has been suggested that the fruit may be
kept indefinitely by packing in rye straw cut
very fine and keeping in a dry cool room. In
all these methods the aim is to maintain an
even temperature, rather cool, and at the
same time have a good absorbent present to
take up any exhalation of moisture.

Improved Meed.

The Royal Agricultural Society, of England
offer two prizes of £25 and £10 each for
distinctly new varieties of wheat which shall
combine the largest yield of grain and straw
per acre with improved form and size, smooth
and thin gkin, full and white kernel, and
high specific gravity in the seed, and with
bright, firm and stiff straw. One sack must
be delivered to the society by each competitor,
together with a sample bundle of straw be-
fore October next. A portion of each sample
will be kept for comparison, and the re-
mainder divided in equal portions, will be
caltivated next year in four localities differing
in respect of soil and climate. The prizes
will be awarded for the hest varieties of the
crop of 1880 thus cultivated under the soeci-
ety's auspices, if in the opinion of the judges
they possess qualitics which entitie them to
distinetion. The produce of the experimental
crop of 1880 will be the property of the
society, and will be offered first to the com
petitors who  submitted  the seed. The
society also offers prizes of £25 and £10 for
newer and improved varieties of wheat upon
the same conditions as those ennmerated be
fore, except that the sample sacks shall be
delivered by October, 1882, thus giving time
for the development of an  uniform and per-
maneut variety. There is an example in the
above which Agrieultural Socteties in this
country would do well to imitate. Asa rule
the prizes offered for grain are altogether too
small as compared with those given for stock
and other articles.

breeding might have continued breeding
definitely from his two hali bloods witiio
improviug his stock.  Suppose again ti

breeder started with cold blooded dams ou
the oneside and a half blood sire on the
other, the produce would be but one quarter

bred. Following this line it is easy to trace
how long it would take to breed up to even a
respectable strain of stock. This 1s not all.
The cold blood in the animals predominating
the progeny are far more apt to take after
this predominant blood than the other. In
other words the bad qualities of the ancestors
being in excess will be intensified. This will
be perpetuated more and more the longer it
is persisted in, so the improvement will be
soarcely noticed. The gist of the whole mat-
tor is simply here. A bull for instance is
safticient, if rightly managed, for a herd of
50 cows. Suppose he costs $100, the increas

ed cost of each calf over and above that of

sire costing $50 is simply the interést on §350 |
a year, with 10 per cent. ou $50 ndded for |
deterioration as age grows on the animal.

The calves are certainly worth 85 each more |
than f the inferior bull. It wonld secm |
that this was a proposition that should com- |
mend itself to every farmer in favor of good |
. Yot how many look at it in  this

light, nevertheless this 18 the only way in

which it cun be estimated. : g |

Sneep usbandry.

Colonel Tom. Crutehfield, of Chattanooga,
Tenn., in an article written for a work on
sheep busbandry, now being prepared by the
Commissioner of Agriculture of Tennesse
makes the following suggestions about the
cure he devotes to his flock : **Annually,
at shearing time, I cull my flock, and take
ont all ewes and lambs that are less perfect
in form and fleece; or in any respect inferior,
and place them with the sheep, keeping to
breed from none but the best. I give my
flock good attention. They have access to
nn epen shed, and salt all the time. I change
their grazing ground often, and endeavor to
keep them in uniform condition, as that
makes uniform wool. Avy sudden chauge
from a fat te a poor condition, and vice versa
strengtheps or diminishes the fibre of the
wool, which detracts greatly from the fibre of
the wool, frequently rendering the long wool
valueless as combing wool. 1f the sheep be-
comes poor when the fleece is about half
grown, and then fatted, the wool inevitably
tells it, as at that point where the poverty of
the sheep is shown, so will it bo shown in the
wool, being much weaker than the other por-
tions of the fibre grown while the sheep was
in good condition ; this same cause, as also
any other cause from which they may have
liad fever, will cause them to shed their wool. |
1 have heard it said that the féeeding of ecorn
to sheep makes them shed their wool. No
doubt it is true—as the corn brought them
rapidly from poverty to flesh—the sudden
change caunsing the shedding of wool, which
rightfully is attributed to the com.

Eevel Cutture,

At the beginning of farm-life, in order to
learn the most improved methods I employ-
ed a first-class farmer and gardemer, fresh
from England. He persisted in a mode of
caltivation precisely the f what 1 had
leen used to see —allowing the mangels and
sugar beots, the corn, potatoes, peas, beans,
cucumbers, melons, tomatoes, cabbages, ete.,
to go without any hilling up. The mangels
and sugar beets stood high above the ground,
the bulbous parts exposed to the sun, many
of . the mangels falling over and growing
crooked. The partof the cucumbers above
ground which I insisted was rather a root
than a stem, and should be surrounded by
carth, was left entirely exposed to the sun
1 thought the sun would parch the roots, and
they would break or be injured when they
saould fall from the upright to a horizontal
pogition. The Eoglishman would have his
way, but agreed I should treat some of each
sart of plants my own way. So a few of all
sorts were hilled up, and fully as well worked
i1 other respects as his, during the season.
Fora few weeks mine grew as well as bis,and
the bers, peas, ete., bl 1 as early.
After one gathering of cucumbers, peas, ete.,
aud the dry season set in,mine perished,
while his continued to bloom and bear ; and
80 of the melons. My potatoes made about
half a crop of small tubers, dug from dry
bils, Hisyielded bounteously of large ones,
dug from moigt earih, at the same time, in
the same field. So with the mangels, sugar
beets, ete. The hilled peas beans, ete., fired
early in the season and succumbed to the
drought. Without this experience, if one
had said that hilling up growing plants would
kill them, I should have joined the responses
of a million farmers, denouncing it as false
and contiary to experience, because they did
t perish on the day they were hilled ap.

Therefore, the question of the best market for
Canadian barley is one of very considerable
importance; and in this conneetion I do not
hesitate to give my opinion, which may be
followed by any who may deem it of sufficient
importance to be benefitted by it. I am of
opinion that the English demand for barley
in 1879 will supply a market in its range
above the American offerings for all our
surplus barley ; but in order to supply this
demand, the Oanadian farmer must be in a
positien to supply the legitimate require-
ments of the English market, which, in one
word, are condition and weight. If your
barley is o little stained, no matter, if it is
sound and fresh, and will weigh fifty pounds
to the bushel, Imperial measure ; and should
our barley, from & multiplicity of beards and
foreign seeds, fall below the weight and
standard of sample I have indicated, see to it
that the superfluous seeds and dirt are re-
moved, and then rest assured, whether
for the English or the American byers, your
barley is prepared o command the highest
price.
smut in Wheat.

California farmers are quite successful in
their prevention of smut in seed wheat, and
we have recently been put in possession of
the formula, through the kindness of one of
our leading millers who reccived the same
from a prominent miller of San Francisco.
In his letter, which we have been permitted
to see, the San Franciscan says: *‘The
Granger's Association here says the propor-
tion of blue-stone (sulphate of copper) to
each ton of wheat is ten pounds. The blue-
stone is dissolved in hot water. The solution
is applied in troughs, the wheat being placed
therein, and enough of the liquid applied to
cover the grain.” A farmer told our friend
that he had  used no proportion, but was
guided by his eye. He dissolved enough
blue-stone to color the water, so that when
looking at the wheat it showed a bluish tinge.

American nod English Farming.

The last number of the London Economist
gives an interesting, and, as it wounld scem,
very careful comparisen between farming in
Kogland and farming in America. In Eng-
land, oue acre yields on an average thirty
bushels of wheat, while in America, it yields
on an average only thirteen. The American
farmer must consequently cultivate two and a
lialf acres in order to produce the same quan-
tity of wheat as the English farmer raises in
one acre. How isit then, the paper asks,
hat the American farmer can, nevertheless,
not only compete with the English farmer,
but even beat him in his own market ? The
unswer which first presents itself to this ques-
tion is the enormous difference of rent in
Iingland and America, but this difference is,
us the paper shows, nearly, if not altogether,
obliterated by the cost of transportation from
the western fields to the English market.
Che real advantage which the American
farmer has over the English lies in the cheap-
ness of the cultivation. While the American
s0il needs little, if any manure at all, in order
o yield an average harvest year after year,
he English farmer must apply a heavy quan-
ity of costly artificial manure to she soil
wvery year, if he simply expects to bave an
wverage yield, and'a similar cheapness re-ap-
s at nearly every point of the cultivation
‘xeepting, perhans, only that of labor. 1n
the settlements along the Red Riverin North-

rn Minnesota a plow may be run throngh
ke soft alluvial soil for miles in a straight
line without encountering a stone, a tree or a
ill, a feature to which England does not of
fer the faintest approach. So is it also with
the Canadian prairies of our great Northwest.

Those who have
Leen acquainted with him fer many years
state that while he was most exacting as to
the torms of a bargain, or took the greatest
lelight in defeating his opponents in a large
or small speculation, he wae nevertheless of
# philanthropic turn of mind. One oase of
kindness in particular is told of him. A
man named Carraghan was in the habit
of driving him in his hack to and from his
broker's office. One day Mr. Drew met him
on the corner of Broad street and Exchange
place, aud on hearing that his horse and
chrringe had been seized for debt, gave him
an order for a carriage and team on an  up-
town livery stable keeper. Mr. Drew had a
dialect peeuliar to himself, and when speak-
ing to other speculators, who were not well ac-
quainted with his odd expressions, was fre-
(nently misunderstood. In pronouncing the

word shares he always said “gheres,” and
Hrie he pronounced **Eirie.” .
Mr. Drew was born in 1797. 'His father,

¢ho was in poor circumstances, lived in Car
mel, N. Y., and it is doubtful if the boy had
even the ordinary advantages of a country
school,  His first business was that of an
itinerant showman. At 19 years of age he
embarked in the cattle business, and became
known as an honest, efficient and carful man.
wer. About this time he was converted at a
revival meeting in the Methodist church in
Carmel.

In 1820 he came to this city and established
18 headquarters at Bnll's Head Tavern,
which he kept for a while profitably. With
sthers, be began buying cattle in adjacent
States and selling them in New York.
often told with pride how he personally drove
he first herd of cattle, 209 in number, over
tne mountains. In 1823 he married. In
1834 the steamer General Jackson, plying be-
tween New York and Peekskill, blew up. She
was owned by Jacob Vanderbilt, a brother of
Cornelius, who at that time held a monopoly
of the river trade. A friend, owning the
steamboat Water Wich, induced Mr. Drew to
invest §1,000 in the establishment ofa line in
the place of the General Jackson.

Cornelius then built the steamer Cinderella
and the rivalry became intensé®and fares and
freight were so lowered that both parties lost
heavily,the Water Witch sinking $10,000 dur-
ng the season. Vanderbilt joked Drew on his
K ledge of the st b busi , and
irged him to withdraw his line, saying it was
ruin to them both.
