Anticipated 1 of Ship From
the War Bagle—How the Homesiake is
Looki The K Mine.

The leap made in the shipments of last
week showing that the Rossland Great
Western and the Le Roi No. 2 have come
into the list of shippers seriously, though
still shipping far below their capacity as
estimated by the general managemeént,
marks an era in the camp’s history. It is
mow justifiable to hope that in the near
future the 10,000-fon mark will be at-
tained.

'he additional shipments would come
from the Le Roi shipping 6,000 tons a
week instead of 4,300. This amount alone,
did all the others remain at theic present
‘rates, would bring the week’s record over
10,000 tons.. But tne: Rossland Great
Western is only shippmg a had of its
capacity and the Le Roi No. 2 only one-
kalf, which would make another addition
of 1,500. Besides this there is the War
EBagle, which will be shipping before the
sammer is over at least 1,500 tons a week,
or about double the amount now being
sent out.: In addition, there are other
mines which will do well later on, chief
of which is to be reckoned the Kootenay
Mines, which will be the last of the B.é.C.
properties to join the shipping list.” With-
ont reckoning these, the additional ton-
nage just noted amounts to 4,000 which
will bring the shipments weekly over 12.-
000 tons, an amount that can be confident-
.1y looked for before the end of the cur-
rent year. -

The ore stoped down.in the Le Roi dur-
iny the past few months and which was=
blocking up the floors, has now been very
mearly all shipped away. It.is, therefore,
to be expected that a material increase
in the number of miners to be employed
will shortly ensue. lately, within the
year, the force-of men employed in stop-
ing had been greatly reduced in order to
get rid of the tonnage already broken
down. These men will soon have to be
replaced’ and in addition there will have
to be more men employed in keeping up
the shipments to the standard to be set
just 3s soon as the smelter facilities allow
of it. This will mean an addition of over
100 men to the permanent staff. Similar
condition exists in the Le Roi No. 2.
where much ore has seen broken down.
As soon as this is got rid of mdre mem
will have to be employed to keep up the
output &f 120 tons daily. Everything
points to a largely incregsed payroll
which, by midsummer, snould smount to
over $200,000 a month,

The smelter is getting ready; the No.
4 furnace which lately was run down, will
soon be fit‘for work and an additional fur-
nace is-going in which will give-a working
daily/ capacity, allowing: for repairs, of
about 1,300 tons a day. There will ‘prob-
ably be no change from this condition tfor
some time, ag this capacity will allow the
Le Roi to ship a thousand tons a day and
yet permit the Le Roi No. 2 and the Ross-
land Great Western to ship 300 between
them. As both ‘these mines are engaged
in_ shaft sinking and developing up new
levels, it wi}l be some months before they
are in a position to ship more than this
amount, wita due regard to the keeping of
one compartment clear for tue use of the
shaft sinkers. . ;

THE MINING INDUSTRY AND ITS
) NEEDS.

Editor Miner: It is admitted on all
sides that the mining industry o British
Columbia is the most important factor in
the welfare of the provnce, and that this
industry is capdble of almost unlimited
expansion. )

Few people, however, realize to what an
extent the country is suffering from the
operation of causes which can pe removed.

4'he subject is a wide one. 1t can only
be dealt with satisfactorily by experts in
various lines, such as political economists,
mining men and politicians, who have
tdken the pains to study the question not
onlys theoretically, but by practical ob-
servations.

Lsut it does not require the skill of an
expert to point out certain glaring facts,
and to invite discussion, with a view to im-
proving the present condition of affairs.

Fact No: 1.—We have in British Colum-
bia one of the most va.aable mineral coun-
iriés in tht world, containing the north-
erly extension of a mineral belt which has
produced enormous wealth in the United
States. Experts are all agreed that a suffi-
cient evidence already ex.sts to warrant
us ‘in conciuding that our mineral lands
will, upon development, yield simllur re-
sults.

¥act No. 2—The 1mning industry of
British Columbia depends very largely, for
ite future success, upon the introduction
of foreign capital in order to secure de-
velopment ©f the mints. The experience
of the last few years has taught us that”
the development of a prospect, no matter
how promising, into a mine, requires an
expenditure of from $5),000 to $100,000 at
the very least. The scarcity of roads,
une cost of transportation, the expense of
necessary machinery and the high price of
all articles of consumption, effectively pre-
vent the prospector from opening up a
mine without the aid ot capital.

Fact No. 3.—Foreign capital has almost
ceased to flow into the mines of British
Columbia: Jf anyone doubts this state-
ment let him consult those whose business
it. is to procure capital for any Thining
purpose, whether for the purchasejof a
mineral claim, or for shares in companies
which are operating good properuws, or,
most convincing of all, let him make a
persenal effort to obtain capital for any
given mining project and he will soon
realize the truth of the above general
statement.

Fact No. 4—The mining industry, in-
stead of thriving, &5 it ought to do with
sueh magnificent opportunities as we know
it:possesses, is steadily and rapidly dimin-
ishing. This is a disagreeable conclusion
to arrive at, but we shall never secure the
prosperity we ought to enjoy unless we are
willing to look facts in the face, and set
to work to remove the causes which hinder
our progress. :

Does anyone deny the fact above stated?
Let him consider the foliowing illustra-
tions of it, taken from the Kinancial Min-
ister’s report on public accounts for the
year ending 30th of June, 1899. Commenc-
ing: with the year 1890, when the 4Grst
mineral claims were staked on Red moun-
tain, we nnd the receipts from free min-
ers’ certificates were as follows:

T'hese figures teach us that the interest
taken by prospectors and other in secur-
ing mifiing claims increased rapidly every
year fromn 1890 to '1896 with a single di-
minution in 1892-3, probably caused by the
silver depression in the Siocan at that
time, and that in 1896 the number of cer-
titicates  issued: were three times as many
as in 1895, But in 1897-8 a sudden falling
off, amounting to nearly $30,000, was ex-
perienced. g

It will be remembered that in the year
1897 the Companies Act was passed, re-
pealing, the former Acts under which min-
ing companies had been incorporated, at
a moderate cost, and introducing numer-
ous provisions which added expense to the
management of existing companies, and
imposed very serious auu:tional burdens
on all future companies.

The intention of the Act was -meritori-
ous, io prevent fraudulent flotarions, and
to protegf shareholders, and at the same
time to enrich the treasury. %

The effect was to suddenly s' 3:. the oo-
erations of many people of small means
who were endeavoring—some honestly and
some, perhaps, dishonestly—to develop
propertiez of more or less merit.

I'ne provisions of the Act with regard
to repressing fraudulent and megligent
practices, were very valuable; but it is
idle to suppose that fraud can be sup-
pressed by adding $500 more or less to
the expense of incorporating a company.

Whether the Act has succeedeq u extir-
pating fraud is more than doubtful. It
has certainly obliterated ‘many existing
and intended companies. whose operations,
on a small scale individually, would have
largely assisted in’ the development of the’

But,-it may be said, the above figures

.show a_caongiderable increase in 1898 over,

those of 1897.

I fear that the apparent increase was
due to a far different cause than any in-
crease in the mining industry.

umbia possesses, and have been diverting
their energies to other countries I do
not thing the abolition of fees from miners
working in (by employment) the mines
would materially alter the above con-
clusion.

1t anyone could turnish a statement
showing even one-half 'of the money which
capitalists and sharel}oldels have sunk
in British Columbia during the past six
years, I do not doubt the figures would
be amazingly large. And what has been
the return? How many companies have
been able to reach a' dividend-paying
stage? And how much have they paid
in proportion to the amount expended by
them?
. If all this disappointment were a phys-
ical necessity we should indeed be in a
sorry plight, But I have a strong im-
pression that the present retrogression
is ‘due -to causes which are not difficult
to see, and which can be removed. The

UNEXPECTED RICHES.

Hidden in the Big Bend Which Await the
Rush of Prospectors.

There is a good deal of talk and inquiry
in outside mining circles about the Big
Bend district, now that the government:
of the provinee has adopted a settled pol-
icy of development in that section. In
view of this fact it is altogether likely
that consiacrable prospecting will take
place there th™Stoming season, particular-
ly as the new steamboat line from Revel-
stoke up the river will place large sections
of the district. within easy reach of the
prospectors, for whom a rich field awaits
a careful search for the mineral wealth
existing in the country. To take one
very obvious line of exploration. = The
wnole of the west bank almast presents a
hitherto only slightly explored field. Smith
creek 1S about the only creek at all well
known and Smith cr@kviivﬁs excellent
promise ot placer gold s gravel, so
excellent that no dount thel other creeks
on the same side of the river will well
repay examination. Seymour creek is one
of these, along which the pass was found,
which in the old 1ays of the Big Bend
stampedes in the sixties was used to (91-
vey suppuies from Kamloops by way of
the Seymour arm of Shuswap lake to the
mines. 1. is notorious that good indica-
tions of minera] wealth were known to
exist along this pass in those days. But
the stampede subsided, and the pass was
left deserted and but little systematic
prospecting has been done in it since,
though an occasiona] spasmodic effort has
been made to relocate one quartz claim of
fabulous promise, which was discovered in
those early days and abandoned on ac-
count of the prohibitive expense of carry-
ing on mining in anything but the rich-
est kind of placer at that time. There are
numerous creeks between the Jordan, on
which several promis‘ng galena claims
were located some four or five years ago,
and this Seymour creek, which -would
doubtless well reward a systematic and
careful investigation. On this side of the
river quartz prospecting has only been
doue in spots, and-comparatively recently,
but in every instance with the best results.
And there are basins and valleys and
ridges within sight of such well known
properties as the Standard and Eureka
and within a few miles of the Columbia,
which have as yet received only the most
cursory, if any, examination, though n
some cases the leads can actually be trac-
ed with the naked eye traversing the
mountain sides. Further back from the
river ig still almost a virgin section, well
within the great Kootenay mineral belt,
while the headwaters of Goldstream, the
great gold producer of the early days, and
the whole section north from that ..k
to the bend ef the siver, a country of the
‘atmost promise as a galena bearing for-
mation, is totally unexplored and un-
known. There is a field here for explora-
tion well within the great metaliferous
belt of Kootenay, unsurpassed in the
province, the promise of which ig very
great. as the rule has hitherto obtained
al] the way from Idaho and Colorado
that_the further north within this belt
the richer the leads. The Ferald believes
that there is mo section of the province
likely to better repay the labors of the
prospector than this country indicated
above, which is now practically alrea‘dy
placed for next season in easy and unin-
terrunted communication during the per-
iod of navigation with its base of supplies
at Revelstoke.—Revelstoke Herald .

Col-
umbian ores will nearly all be done in the
Unitea States. ‘This is contrary to_ex-
perience and is not borne out by the
facts as they exist, The time was,
before 1896, when all the ores of this
province were smelted  in the Umt.ed
States. Now we have six smelters n this
province for the reduction of our ores.
[t was not so long dgo that all the gold-
copper ore mined here was exported for
treatmeat by American smelters, and now
none of it is sent out of the province for
reduction, except that which is shipped
to Nortihport to a plant which is owned
and operated by British shareholders. It
ig' only a short time since all of the
silver-lead ore taken from the mines here
was sent to the United ‘States and else-
where for reduction, but now considerable
of it is being reduced in two of the
smeMters in the province.

In time, when the country is provided
with factories in which the raw lead can
be turned into manufsctured = products,
such as white lead, litharge, shot, lead
pipe, etc., except under extraordinary
circumstances, none of the silver-lead ore
produced here will be sent away for treat-
xent. A market must be found for our
lead, because we produce more than we
consume, and in order that this may Le
done it is essential that it be manufac-
tured into the several marketable com-
modities- whose basis is that metal.

The mining industry is ‘yet in its in-
fancy here, and it cannot be expected
that all these conveniences can be pro-
vided at once. We are too impatient.
They will come in due course of time. We
believe that the agitation whidh is now
in progress for a bounty for the silver-
lead men, in view of the action of the
American lead smelting trust, in raising
the price of reducing ore of this kind,
would be a step im the right direction.
Copper refineries are needed and plants
of this character sShould receive some
governmental aid until they are able to
stand alone.

The founding of these important
branches of the mining industry are not
a long way off, and some of them will
be provided in the immediate future. They
will be the direct results of the growth
of the importance of mining, but they
cannot be providgd through the mere

owever, we will be entirely independent
and beyond the reach of the long and
greedy arms of the American smelter
trust. -3

In the mednwhile thére are a number
of projects on the carpet for building
smelters in this province, and-Mr. Rob-
ert Jaffray, vie&pmidg:)t of the Crow’s
Nest Coal company, spys he knows of
three large smelter | itions, qnd says
that the plants will be “erected and main-
tained in British Columbia. As an offi-
cial of the Crow’s Nest Coal eompany
he naturally is in touch with pro-
jects of this kind, and his statement in
regard to them may be taken as author-
itative.

In theé matter of building up a smelting
industry, British Coluimnbia has niade 1e-
markable progress, and the increase in
the number of plants and ‘n additions
to the capacities of.those alrcady estab-
lished promise to be still"more rpid dor-
ing the next year “‘or two than at
any time since the first smelter was erect-
ed, in 1896. The industry is siready
-established on a firm basis, and the talk
of our ores being diverted to the Unit-
ed States  is contrary "to . the facts,
as it is palpable that the proportion of
ores of all kinds reduced at home is in-
creasing each year, and in’ time this will
be the case with all that is produced’
here.

At Grand Forks and at Greenwood we
have the spectacle of American ores be-
ing treated in Canadian smelters. Ove
from Republic and other pointe south
of the line is hauled in wagons to’ both
#hese smelters for treatment. If the Do-
minion government will only allow the
charter for a wailway from Grand Forks
to the boundary line, which is to connect
there with a line to be fbuilt from Re-
public, nearly all of the ore produced
in the Republic camp will find its way
across the line to be treated by the smelt-
ers in the Boundary country. This will
be so because there are noigood smelter
sites in the immediate vicinity of Repub-
lic, and for the further reason that the
Repubhc ore makes a first-class flux for
the gold-copper ore of the Boundary mines.
This will be the case in East Kootenay
when means of transportation are afforded
from Northern Idaha and Northern Mon-
tana into that portion of the province.
This is considerable of a triumph for
the smelting industry of British Columbia
when, a few years after it is established
it not only treats most of the ores pro-
duced at home, but is alse commencing
to smelt ores for miners in the United
States. If this is not making progress
we would like to know what is?

“In sending a special representative to
attend the meeting of the Southern Koot-
enay Boards of Trade, the Citizens’ asso-

ciation of Vancouver is showing itself
thoroughly alive and enterprising in ad-
vancing the objects of its existence along
intelligent lines. The chief motive for
representation in the upper country at
present is of course the impressing upon
the people of the mining districts of the
sympathy of the coast metropolis, and
the securing of positive and first-hand
information ag to the feeling on oast-to-
Kootenay railway questions. The dele-
gate will lose no opportunity in making
Kootenaians understand that Vancouver
hopes to do business with the Kootenays
on terms that will mean a profit for both
parties interested.

OIL AND LAND VALUES.

There are said to be sections in East
Kootenay and in the Boundary country
that contain strong indications ot oil.
‘I'nese snould be exploited as nnds o
oil would be of immense benefit and add
a new and important industry to the
country. Oil diseoveries, says a Califor-
nia exchange, revolutionize land values.
Take for instarce the oil lands of Kem
county. It is not long since the land
was open to entry under the desert land
act at 25 cents pap-acre. Nobody would
touch it. Its barrenness was appalling.
"T'here were seasons when a thousand acres
of it would not have supported the life
of one jack rabbit. The discovery of min-
eral oil has altered its commercial status.
Land which went begging at 25 cents an
acre and no takers a year or two ago
is now changing ownership at the rate
of $7,812 per acre, a tract in the Kern
oil belt having been bought recently by
an English syndicate at that gprice. Be-
fore the land was found to be mineral it
was considered too “dear to buy at 25

cents per acre. Now the English syn-
dicate believes that it is' making a
trade at $7,812 per acre. Another tract

in the same field is reported ‘to have been
sold for $2,250 per acre, and the seller
has cleared $160,000 thrbugh the trans-
action and three-fourths of his origwnal
purchase still remains in his possession.

Should an important oil find be made
in British Columbia a like result as that
exisung 1n tne ul-nlcrma ol melds as
to the value of land would foilow. Then
we would have British and other syndi-
cates bidding large- prices for the land
on which to sink wells, to say nothing of
the value to the prévince ‘of the oil pro-
dugced. . The. sectxomz that appear in be
oil bearing in the provmce should certain-
ly: be prospected.

Wherein is Eng-
land acting in bad faith in regard to:the
Nicaragua Canal, and what answer can
Secretary Hay make to I.ansdowne 8 per-
tinent suggestion that it would be well
for the department of state to know what
it wanted and to speak with authority
before it ‘threw up tréaties? We do not
want war with England, or Germany, or
any other nation, civilized or uncivilized.
We have had enough war to last us for
a generation and are not without a very
serious imitation of a serious conflict on
our handg at present. When the time
comes for us to build the Nicaragua
Canal Great Britain will not interfere
either with our ownership or our protec-
tion of what we have built unless, indeed,
some ill-advised buncombeites, like Mor-
gan, stir the people into a feeling of hos-
tility long ago abated.

There is imme-
diste necessity for the erection of an

t-room school thouse to furnish ac-
eomﬁiodaﬁou lor the scholars, some of
whom are being taught in hired Quarters.
A* hightecaoel is needed at once. When
scholars graduate from the present schools
and have passed the examination neces-
sary for adeittance into a high school,
ag there ig mo such an-institution here
they go eisewhere for instruction and so
it is difficult to secure the nurber legally
necessary to compel the province to pro-
vide one.

With the present totally inadequate fa-
cilities, therefore, it is not fair for the
province to ask the city to take over the
schools until buildings gsufficient to ac-
commodate the present attendance have
been provided. If this is not done it will
cost the city $21,320 to maintain the
schools during the coming year. This
will be in addition to the $15 per capite
on 500 scholars, which the province gives
after the city has assumed control. It is
palpable that the province, under the cir-
cumstances, should be just with the mu-
nicipality and give a large enough grant to
provide for the erection of an eight-room
school house on the lots recently pur-
chased as a school site in the western
end of the city and also a good sum for
the establishment and maintenance o a
high school. These concessions will not
be favors, but rather acts of simple
justice. u

OUR LIBRARY N'FED% BOOKS.

Mr. Andrew Carnegie hi: promised to
give $50,000 for a free puolic iibrary to
the city of Vancouver, provided the city
donates a site for a building and $5.000
per year for its maintenance. Rossland
has a library room, but no books as yet
have been provided for it. It is almost
certain if Mr. Carnegie were communicat-
ed with that he would give a sum suffi-
cient to furnish its shelves with books.
This suggestion was made some time
since, and as the steel and iron million-
aire is giving to other cities there
is no reason why he should not mak: a
like donation for Rossland. This ecity
could be modest, and if Mr. Carnege
gives $25,000 out of his millions for this
purpose it would provide a library suffi-
cinet for the needs of this ity for ome
time to come, } o

WINTER IS ALMOST OVER.

Under the influence of the genial breath
of the warm winds and' the increased
heat of the sun the snow is rapidly dis-
appearing, and the end of the winter 18
plainly in sight. The last two months
of the cold ‘séason afe usually the dullest
for business there are in the year in this
secffon. 'I'he prospector cannot venture
out in the .hills to search for new lodes
“gnfil the snow has departed, and toward
the end of winter is not as well, provided
with. cash as he was, mayhap, .when the
snow first commences to come down in
the fail, and in the latter part of the
winter he has but little money to spend
for anything beyond necessaries. Many of
those who have money invested in mining
properties in thid 'section go to Kastern
Canada, the old coumtry, or to the United
States to spend at least a portion of
the winter. .Prospective purchasers or
their representatives cannot see claims
when thgy are biried beneath from, tour
to six feet of snow, and, therefore, do
not come here to any great extent in the
winter. ‘I'he snow prevents the doing of
assessment work during the same period.
Of course, in the mines that are opened
extraction of ore goes along with the
same energy in winter that it does m
summer, except in a few places where
transportation facilities are poor and the
snow deep. T'hese prevent the gettang m
of supplies, and operations therefore can-
not be carried on to advantage.

As soon, however, as the snow disap-

pears the prospector purch his outfit
and -gets out inbe. the hills. I'heinvestor

and his expert put in an appearance ani
mysterions’ visits aré¢ made to out-of-the-
way places for the purpgse of inspecting
promising: properties. with ‘a-view. to'their
purchase, and, as a result of this,” many
deals are made and considerable money
brought into thé country from the out-
gide. The owners of claims, which num-
ber many thousands in the Kootenay and
Yale, do their assessment work upon
their holdings by person or proxy, and
this way the merits of many properties
are determined. 'I'he capitalists, who have
been spending the larger portion of the
winter in comfortable populous centres,
return- with new plans and more capital
to put them into effect.

The result is that the -country, which
was comparatively quiet during the win-
ter, becomes a scene of activity. 'I'his
makes ‘business lively where it was
dull’ during the time the snow
was on the ground.

‘I'he coming spring promises to see 2
large number of prospectors in tbe hills,
more capatilists looking for good things
in mining properties ‘than ever betore,
and a result of this will be 1increased
business for the -business men of Ross-
land and the other towns of NKootenay
cnd Yale, and good times-generally.

The coro-
per, Dr. Reddick, was summoned to the
spot and examined the body; and the sur-
rundings. He found no marks of violence
on the body. There were some old scars,
which were healed up. Death had appar-
ently supervened eight or ten hours be-
fore. Deceased had been in the accident
on the brow of the hill overlooking the
1. X. L. mine on September 16th last,
wherein Edward Hughes had met his
death. John Hall had his skull fractured
on the same occasion, for which he was
treated by Dr. Senior. The fracture had
gone clean through the skull but had
practically healed up, although there was
still a dressing upon the seat of the
wound, which was found upon the fore-
nead of .the deceased. This dressing had
evidently peen there for some time, and
Dr, Senior said he had not seen- his pa-
tient for some days. One of the friends
of the late John Hall stated that the
deceased had complained some time since,
while working in the I. X. L., that the
we of a pick often caused an 1ntense
pain in the skull over the left ear, the
injury to the skull being upon the lett
prow. This pain would cause him to
straighten up_his body and the pain would
then go away.

The decased had been staying in the Bt.
(harles hotel ever since his arrival 1n
fossland, and in fact had never boarded
anywhere else, according to Mr. Ham-
mond, one of the proprietors of the hotel.
On Monday night he had se¢med as usual.
He had played a couple of games of
ards and had drank one small glass of
beer. Deceased had not touched whiskey
for several weeks, although he was still
in the habit of drinking a glass or two
of beer occasionally.

average. This is for school expenditure
alone and takes no account of capital ex-
penditures. On making a rough calcula-
tion as to what the government would
have to°pay under the mew Act, it is
ionnd_ that it will save $120,000 a-year
over its presen¥.expenditures: - It may be
& ‘meritorious thing for the province to
save money, but it is only shifting the
responsibility from one foot to another.
The government purposes raising the poll
tax from $3 to $5 which will add a further

. burden to the people of this city of about

$6,000 per annum. This addition to the
?oll tax is simply a means of further tax-
ing !;he people of the province and has
nothing whatever to do with the schools
or their maintenance.

One of the worst features of the new
school law is the small grants for high
schools. Only $300 per annum is given for
each teachér in the high schools which is
only about 15 per cent. of what each will
be paid. This means the shutting off, to
a large extent, of higher education in the
province. If the intention is to give atten-
tion, which amounts to an , to high-
er education the grant for the teachers of
the high srhools should be larger. Besides
this, the provinue should, before it turns
over the schools to the cities, make lib-
eral grants for school buildings both in
Rossland and elsewhere.

End.

Cause of Death —D:
Known to His Friends.

T'he inquest on the body of John Hall,
who was found dead 1n his. bed at lue
St. Charles hotel on Tuesday mormng,
was resumed yesterday, but from the evi-
dence submitted there was no reasonabie
cause of death to be found. Neither of the

doctors making the post mortem examina-
tion, Urs. Kenning and Senior, were able
to state how death had come to pass
No examination of the stomacn aud in-
testines was made, as there was not ruf-
ficient time mor, indeed,:the proper appli-
ances for undertaking such a chemical
nquiry in this_city. Under the circum
stances the coroner and jury, after inquir-
ing carefully into all the surrounding tacts,
attendant upon the mysterious death,
came to the conclusion that the centents
of the stomach should be examined in or-
der to detect any traces ot poison should
such be in the body.. "'he manner in
which the body was found does not tend
to create any belief of poison being ad-
ministered, but there was just the pnus:-
bility that such was the case. In order
that this analysis should be made the
inquest was adjourned till 7 o’clock
the evening of April 10, when the results
of the further examination should have
been made known by the government
analyst, to whom the stomach and in-
testines are now to be sent.

Dr. Kenning stated he had inade a
post mortem examination on the budy of
John Hall. He found all the organs
normal, lungs, brain, liver and heart. 1t
was impossible to say what was the cause
of the death. It was impossible to say
whether deceased had died from poison
or not, nor what the poison was. “Where
were no flesh wounds. The wound on
the skull was not the cause cf aeath.
There was no rupture of the blood vessels.
The stomach had been sealed up, together
with the liver, kidneys and oesophagus,
in one bottle, and the whole of the iutes-
tines in another,

Dr. Senior, sworn, stated that he had
assisted Dr. Kenning at the post mortem
examination, but was unable to state the
cause of death. Witness had been at-
tending deceased since Sept. 16 for 2
fractured skull. The skull wound nad
healed entirely. There was 2a slight
wound in the skin through which the
dead bone had 'been coming until six
weeks ago. This was healing very rap-
idly. The internal organs were all healthy
and so was the brain. The stomach and
intestines were not examined, but were
sealed up for future examination, should
such prove necessary. The right lung was
adhering, but the matter was t_riﬂmg,
and the adhesion had been in existence
for some years. ‘The stomach ‘might con-
tain some poison. There was nothing to
indicate that this was the case, but it
might be so. There are post mortems
which never reveal the cause of death.
The position in which the body was
found militated against the idea of poi-
| son. Deceased was receiving no medicine
since leaving the hospital, on Oct. 5. in
reply to a question from the foreman.
witness stated that any alcohol, good or
bad, would be poisonous if taken 1
sufficient quantity. There was no reason
to think that such had been the case.
Witness had been visited by the deceased
frequently, but had never seen him drunk.

Henry Gillis, sworn, stated he was a
carpenter. He had been' an intimate
friend Bf the deceased. About three weeks
ago deceased 'drank beer pretty heavily
for about three days, but was able to
get around. Deceased had not been drink-
ing since. Witness saw him last on the
night of his death, at about 10 o’clock
‘or 10:15. That was at the St. Charles
hotel. He bade the witness and others
good night, and went upstairs to bed by
the shortest way. Deceased had not been
a despondent man. nor was he addicted to
the use of any drug. He had no enemles
and was not a quarrelsome man.

1. Hammann, sworn, stated he was part
proprietor of the St. Lharles hotel. De-
ceaséd had been staying with him for
the past three or fdur weeks. Witness
had ‘been part proprietor of the hotel
since Nov. ‘5. The name of his partner
was Thompson. Witness had been ‘work-
eing in the hotel for the past three years.
Deceased had first come to the hotel in
November, 1898. He had always stayed
at the St. Charles hotel when he was in
town. Deceased was not ‘a quarrelsome
man. On-the night of his death, afer
"supper, deceased took a little walk and,
coming back, played a game of cards, and
after chatting a little, went to bed at
about 10 o’clock.

Witness knew of no
person who had seen the deceased be-
tween the time of leaving the barroom
till he was found dead. A miner named
A. Muller went to bed at about 1:45
a.m. When Muller came down in the
morning and said some one imust have
had a nightmare on ‘the previous night.
This, the witness thought, must have been
the deceased snoring. Muller expressed
his regret that he had mot waked the
sifferer up so as to relieve him. ‘L'he
deceased had drunk some beer vetore
going to bed. This was the last thing
he took before going to bed. The beer
was all tight. The pump has been in
use for some time. It was cleaned every
week. "There was nobody else sick mn
the house that night. Deceased, witness
thought, had a claim on Record mountain.
Witness’ partner, ‘'hompson, had had no
dealings with the deceased as far as wit-
ness knew. Thompson had been with
the“deceased on the night of the accident,

A large amount of machinery
consisting of hoists, drills, and in fact
everytding to carry on development work
successtully has been installed av we
workings. Altnough the shfit has been
sunk bat forty feet the machinery-1s suffi-
cient to carry it to a depth of 2,000 feet.
1'he vein on which the work is bemng con-
ducted is twelve feet in width, but in
places is much wider.

‘I'he mine has already reached the ship-
ping stage, and now two cars per day are
being sent out by the company. On the

Mr. Gebo said that as
soon as the undertaking was thoroughly
established they would enter into con-
tracts with the smelter companies of the
country and he was sure that a large de
mand could be met.

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GREAT NORTHERN TO MAKE A
NUMBER OF BETTERMENTS.

‘Additional Tracks, More Yard Room and
Better Facilities for Switching—New
{. Ore Cars and Locomotives.

e

Important improvements are fo be made
‘in the terminal facilities of the Red Moun-
tain Railway company, as it is recognized
that the present yardroom, switching and
trackage are inadequate for an economic
¢ransaction of the large volume of freight
and passenger traffic carried on. The
plans include an additional track, which
wvill paralle]l the present track from Wash-
ington street to the Black Bear ore bunk-
ers, the erection of a new passenger depot,
the enlargement of the present passenger
and freight depot, the filling in of the
swamp in the northern portion of the city
for yard room. The work will cost over
$100,000 and occupy the entire summer.

In the plan for doubling the track the
jntention is to fill in the Centre Star
gulch, which ai present is crossed by a

bridge. This work will include the
building of a large culvert to carry off the
waters of the creek. The additional track
will require considerable grading and fill-
ing, as it wiil be about a half mile in
length.

The passenger depot will be placed
somewhere between Washington and Lin-
coln sireets, unless the present plans are
altered. It will be a modern building,
provided with up-to-date conveniences for
the public and for the working staff of ine
Red Mountain railway. The old freight
and passenger depot will be enlarged to
= freight depot large enough to be ade-
quate for present and future requirements
for a considerable period.

The company owns ten acres, including
the swamp, between St. Paul and Wash-
ington streets. The swamp will be filled in
and the yard graded so that it can be used
for yard room. Here will be located the
woodyards, lumber yards, a planing mill
and other establishments which require to
pe close to a railway iff order to properly
transact their business. The Red Mountain
railway owns the surface rights of the
Black Bear and a portion of the Nickle
Plate. The surface is to improved so as to
furnish additional facilities for handling
cars, ete.; and will be provided with a
system of sidetracks and switches.

In order to properly handle the largely
increased ore output consequent upon the
present and fthe future augmentation of
the capacity ot the Northport smelter 100
first-class steel dump cars are now on their
way from the east, and are expected to
arrive any day.

BOARD OF TRADE.

Yesterday Afternoon.

An important meeting of the council of
the Board of Trade was held yesterday
afternoon at 4:30 o’clock in the Board of
Trade rooms, when resolutio:s on various
matters were drafted for forwarding to the
sitting member and to the mayor, now in
Victoria.

A strong resolution was drafted with
regard to the new eight-room school house
and the advisability of having it erected
during the coming summer. With regard
to the high school, a resolution was pre-
pared asking that the provincial' govern-
ment should appropriate a sufficient grant
to carry it through the first year of work.
Also a grant was asked for in further aid
of the School of Mines, so as to permit
of the future sessions commencing earlier
in the season and to permit of the meeting
of the classes both in the afternoon and
evening, in order to afford an opportunity
to student iners cnanging shifts attend-
ing the lectires despite the change in the
working hours periodically occurring.

A resolution was also prepared asking
for an appropriation of $5,000 towards the
building of a government road from the
Columbia & Western railway to Norway
mountain inforder to give an access and

an outlet to some important mines n that

neighborhood now bemg worked with
Rossland capital. The Velvet wagon road
was also attended to, urging despatch up-
on the government and pointing out that
the advent of the railroad from Northport
up the Big Sheep Creek valley wodld not
necessarily mean that all supplies would
have to come on the railway, although
all ore would of course be shipped out
on that line. ;

The need of a road to Murphy and Sulli-
van creeks was aiso put before the legis-
lature, it being urged the growing impor-
tance of the mines in that section nceessi-
tated a road being built. As to the route
to be taken by such road the council did
not feel itself in a position to advise, but
thought that the government might insti-
tute an inquiry and have' a trial survey
made with a view of locating the best
routes.

With regard to the 20 per cent. return
from the government on mining royalties
collected from the local mines. no action
was taken. The matter is being dealt with
by the Associated Boards of Trade, whose
representatives will be in attendance on
the provincialdegislature during their pres-
ent sitting. It was thought to be a-wiser
course to permit this to be dealt with

“generally rather than to let it be supposed

_that Rossland was alone asking for the
rebate which is for the purpose of estab-
lishing a ‘scheme of mining roads to mines
when in the vicinity of municipalities.

Mr. J. B. Johnson, the present president
of the Rossland Board of Trade, and Mr.
W. T. Oliver will proceed to Victoria this
evening to be present as del-gates of the
Rossland Board of Trade and also for the
Associated Boards. As Maybr Lalonue,
the late president of the Board of Trade,
is already in Victoria and as City Engi-
neer Van Buskirk and Alderman Clute,
the chairman_  of the municipal finance
commiitee, are also in Victoria, Rossland
will ‘be repré¢sented by a very strong con-
tingent.

Meeting of the Carpenters’ Union.

A wel] attended meet'ng of the Carpen-
ters’ uniont was held last evening with

The most important business before the
meeting was a resolution to the effect that
the carpenters start work at 8 a. m. «na
quit at 5 p. m.

CAPACITY IS DOUBLED.

1“urthér Increase Made in the Hall Mines
. Smelter.

The Hall Mines smelter blew in another
furnace yesterday, and the event promises
to be of ‘considerable importance to the
city, says the Nelson Miner. The capa-
city of tue institution will be doubled by
the additional furnace, and the extra ore
which the smmlter will thus be enabled
to treat will go far toward relieving the
pressure of the demand for smelter facili-
ties. The mechanical roaster, commenced
some time ago, has been completed, to-
gether with the briquetting rachine, both
features which are to expedite the process
‘'of treatment materially." - ;

The roaster takes the place of the hand
roasters formerly employed. When roast-
ing by hand it was next to impossible to
turn out sufficient calcines to keep two
furnaces in operation, hence the adoption
of the apparatus in which the hand laboc
is replaced by a mechanical process. The
briquetting machine. takes the calcined
product from the roaster and presses it
into the form of bricks. These bricks,
when placed in the furnace permit the
draft to circulate freely, thus greatly ‘as-
sisting the process of treatment. The oper-
ation of the additional furnace will neces-
sarily increase the staff of the smelter,
but to what extent has not been accurately
determined up to the present time. The
surplus of ore at the smelter has been
usd up. and further supplies of raw ma-
terial are being hurried from the C.P.R.
yards, where a quantity of ore is lying.

SUICIDES OF HIGH CHINESE,

Appaliing List of Victims ot 1mperial
Disfavor.

l’ekix( China, Dec. 15, 1900.—Suicide is
a most common way of ridding oneself of
his troubles in China, particularly, among
| the official class. It is quite the proper
thing to commit suicide 1f you .are an
official- and fail in your duty in any par-
ticular. It i§ a very common thing for
_the wmperor or Tthe Dowager % hant
tly .that an official’s usefulness is end-
ed and he had" better kill himself. This
'mint is given in a very delicate manner.
T'he victim will receive a beautiful little
pox, probably gold bound and gold lined,
and in it will be coiled a silken cord,
probably also with gold tips. There will
be a note full of the most delightfully
worded compliments and not & suggestion
of unpleasantness,  ‘'he recipient of the
box knows what it means, however, and
he knows that if he does not strangle
himself with the cord before twenty-four
hours have passed he will be visited by
the executioner, and off will go his head.

"The hint is not always given in this
way. On the road to Singan during the
i flight of the court the Dowager degrad-
graded one of (her officials and ordered
him not to fdllow the court. Some
weeks after the farrival of the royal party
party at the present capital this official
whose offence had been a comparaitvely
small one, thought that she had proba
bly forgotten all about it and so he went
on to Sigan Fn and appeared in his usua'
place.” When the Dowager saw him she
exclaimed in a tone of surprise: “Wnat,
‘ate you alive yet?’ The officlal went oft
in a corner at once and drank the con-
tents of the bottle of poison that he car-
ried with 'him. ’

There have been many suicides of offi-
cials since the present trouble came up-
on the Chinese government. Here is au
incomplete list of suicides and deaths of
i ofncials who probabiy killed themselves,
though it is claimed their deaths were
natural:

per company’s property at Phoenix <has
been let to the James Cooper Manufac-
turing company. - The - aip compressor is
to be an Ingersoll-Sergeant Oorliss -cross
compound maechine, with steam eylinders
18 inches and 34 inches:in diametery and
a 36-inch stroke. air- cylinders to” be
18 1-4 inches in diameter, by 36-inch stroke.
The rating of this machine is 20 drills.
The contract also calls for 10 Imgersoll-
Sergeant 3 14 inch drills;*10 double screw
columns and lengths of air hose, one air
receiver 54 inches in diameter.by 12 feet
long, and one 200-horse power Feedwater
heater. This plant is to be shipped in
about three months. < <

BEAT WORLD'S. RECORD
Burnace of Mother Lode Smelter Treated
+ 420 Tong in 24 Hours.

Greenwood, March 13.—(Special.)—A
phenomenal record in-smelter practice was
achieved by the local plant in its run dur-
ing the 24 hours ending at 6 o’clock this
morning. . During this period 420 tons were
smelted with one furnace of a nominal ca-
vacity of 225 toms. Paul Johnson, man-
ager of the smelting department of the
British Columbia Copper company, said:
“For a furnace of the size used, 42 inches
bq 150 inches at the tuyeres, the run of
420 tons prebably established the world’s
record for blast furnace smelting. Of this
amount 373 tons were Mother Lode ore,
the balance being slag and coke. Of
course the self-fluxing character of the ore
ig largely accountable for the remarkable
run, but it must be borne in mind that
the furnace was only “blown in” 24 days
ago.”
