iDr. Andrew A- McMeans, a former Brantford boy, arrived in the 
city last night from Monterey, Mexico, having been called home to 
attend the funeral of his father, the late Andrew McMeans, which 
takes place this afternoon.

When seen by the Courier to-day in regard to the Mexican situa­
tion, Dr. McMeans had some interesting observations to make.

“I knew Benton, the Scotchman, whose murder has caused so 
much trouble, quite well,” said the Doctor “Repottsjhat be was of a 
quarrelsome nature were not in accord with my acquaintanceship 
with Benton. He was a hail-fellow-well-met, a prosperous ranch­
man, and it is pret'ty well believed that he was shot down by Villa 
personally and not by a court-martial. Otherwise Villa (pronounced 
Vee-ah) would not have hesitated to exhume the body and show the 
nature of the shots which killed Benton.”

It was the opinion of Dr. McMeans that there would be a speedy 
termination of the trouble, although untold damage had been occa­
sioned. When Monterey (his city) was attacked 684 railway cars, 
18 locomotives and shops were razed to the ground by fire. The 
damage to the American Refinery and railway construction in gen­
eral would not be covered by 150 millions-

Dr. McMeans left Mexico the day of Benton’s death, and knew 
little of subsequent developments. In fact, he said American or for­
eign newspapers were not allowed to come into Mexico, the country- 
being cut off from the outside world in this regard.

■ “I am going right back to Mexico,” said the Doctor, “and do not 
care to say anything inimical to either of the militant parties. I have 
staunch friends on both sides. Mexico is a wonderful country, 
although it has been devastated by internal strife. It is one of the 
richest countries in the world.”

NEW YORK, Feb. 27.—A cable to 

the Tribune from London says:
A despatch from Sydney to the 

Daily Telegraph says that the Aurora, 
with Dr. Douglas Mawson and party, 
arrived at Adelaide yesterday after­
noon, thus terminating work begun 
in December, 1911, when Dr. Mawson 
started on his first Australian Ant­
arctic expedition.

Dr. Mawson’s arrival is undoubted­
ly being received with intense pride 
and gratification throughout Austra­
lia. His perilous journeyings in the 
frozen south, including a heart-break­
ing interval of 30 days spent in abso­
lute solitude, have not been undertak­
en without a death toll, and while 
Australia mourns the loss of two such 
worthy members of the expedition 
and brave men as Lieutenant Ninnis 
and Dr. Murtz, the fact of their tragic 
ends merely adds to the sincerity and 
warmth of the welcome home given 
to the other members of the expedi­
tion. Fuller particulars of the events 
culminating in the deaths of Ninnis 
and Murtz indicates that the former’s 
end and his disappearance in a crev­
asse must have been terrible in the 
extreme. Dr. Mawson’s dogged march 
of 300 miles, though nearly starving 
and blinded by a blizzard, was one of 
the finest acts of personal courage 
ever recorded in polar exploration.

The following thrilling narrative 
was told by Dr. Mawson himself in 
an interview had with him shortly 
after his arrival in Adelaide :

“After picking up her party from its 
base the Aurora made an extended 
cruise to the west, pushing into the 
pack wherever possible: in attempts to 
discover new land and at same time 
taking soundings and doing deep-sea 
dredging. This work was most suc­
cessful and most pleasing. Indeed, I 
am sure that this collection of bio­
logical material is the best that has 
beten obtained from the Antarctic.

■“Our operations extended as far 
down in the sea as two miles, and 
some very valuable information, as 
well as animals of all kinds, were dis­
covered. Very little had been done 
in the,' matter of deep-sea work hither­
to, as this difficult work did not have 
much luck the first year, but Captain 
Davis, who was in charge of the 
heavy and complicated gear, became 
a thorough master of it, and the later 
results were exceptionally fine.

“The world is being worked out as 
regards new spots for exploration, but 
there is five times as much ocean as 
land, and this affords a wonderful 
opportunity for research and investi­
gation."

Asked as to the character of the 
discoveries lie had madd, Dr. Mawson 
stated:

“Nearly everything we got is new 
o science, and on the whole it is reâl-

CHICAGO, Feb. 27.—William Cheney Ellis, accused of mur- 
deringzhis wife, Mrs. Eleanor Hosea Ellis, in a Chicago hotel last 
fall, to-day before Judge Petit resumed his narrative of the incidents 
which preceded the crime.

MEXICO CITY, Feb. 27.—Blame 
for the killing at Juarez recently of 
William S. Benton, a British subject, 

indirectly placed upon the United 
States late last night in a memoran­
dum sent by the Mexican Government 
to Washington. Copies of the docu­
ment also were handed to the foreign 
legations here. Hope was expressed 
in the memorandum that the United 
States would recognize the evil fol­
lowing the act of permitting the im­
portation of arms by the rebels and 
take steps to remedy it.

“The repeal by the government of 
the United States of that decree, 
which prevented exportation of arms 
from the United States to the rebels, 
places the rebels in a favorable situ­
ation for committing outrages and 
prevents the constituted government 
repressing as quickly as energeticalb 
as it would desire such excesses,’ saifi 
the memorandum.

"This government without discuss­
ing the right that the United States 
may have to observe the policy which 
most interests it in its relations with 
Mexico, believes the time has come 
to remind the government of our 
Neighboring country that the rebels 
in all the regions, which they control, 
far from attempting the establishment 
°t any institution that would charact­
erize any governmental functions, are 
giving palpable signs of anarchistic 
tendencies and of absolute lack of 
fespect of all interests that moral and 
international justice imposes upon 
civilized peoples.

Un the other hand the constituted 
government not alone is dictating 
Pleasures efficacious, so far as is pos- 
s>ble to bring about submission ot 
the rebels and to re-establish social 
tmd constitutional institutions in ter­
ritory now removed from its jurisdic­
tion, but in all towns where it is in 
power it is giving full guarantees to 
the interests of both of naionals and 
foreigners.

Johnson and Langford Match in Lon­

don Not Probable. ___

Efforts in two directions are being 
made to bring off a Johnson and 
Langford contest in London. A purse 
of £6,000, with a winners and loser’s 
end, is being offered by Mr. Charles 
B. Côchranç, who proposes to stage 
the bout at Olympia, while the com­
mittee of the National Sporting Club 
announce that they are prepared to 
put up £3,000 for the two blacks to 
box for in a world’s championship 
contest, the winner to take all, or the 
purse to be divided—as might be 
agreed upon by the men.

The club will not entertain a pro­
position that the winner shall 
take a certain sum and the loser the 
remainder, so that disposes of John­
son’s demands right away. The £G,- 
000 offer for a bout at Olympia will 
sound more tempting to the John­
son ears, but in this, too, there is the 
hateful winner-and-loser stipulation. 
But even if Johnson should yield on 
this point. I am not so sure that the 
contest will be brought off, for the 
police authorities, while not antago­
nistic to boxing—in fact, they have 
shown their sympathy in many unob­
trusive ways—do not regard kindly 
any proposition in which the big 
purse plays a prominent part. Short­
ly I do not think a meeting between 
Johnson and Langford has much 
chance of being brought off anywhere 
in England outside the National 
Sporting Club.
