IN ATHENS

Bulgarians Are Delayed in
Their Expected Advance
on Monastir.

New York, Nov. 23—A cable t0 The |

Trib'une from London says—

King Constantine told Earl Xitch-
ener that he wished to continue an
attitude of benevolent neutradly to-
wards the allies. So says the Athens’
correspondent of The Daily Chronicle,
who adds that he learns the British
War Secretary was impressed and
gratified by his interview.

COCHIN IN ATHENS,

London, Nov. 23— A despatch to
Reuter’s Telegram Company from At-
hens says Denys Cochin, member ot
the French Cabinet has returned to
the capital for a three days’ visit and
that he will again be received by King
Constantine.

SOME DELAY.

Paris, Nov. 23—The Havas Agency
hfls received from Saloniki a despatch
filed last Thursday announcing the
Bulgarian occupation of Prilep and
stating that the invaders were march-
ing on Monastir which ,was detended
only by 3,000 Serbs who could delay
but not prevent the capture of the
town, The despatch stated theg the
small Serbian army must retreat in
the direction of Ochrida into Albania.

The latest news received from Sal-
oniki from the Katchanik front whick
was dated the 15th, the despatch adds,
said the Serbian position was good
and that the Bulgarians had failed to
pass the defile.

The occupation of Prilep py the
Bulgars was established severa! days
ago and 3 speedy advance upon Mon-
astir was predicted. There have been
reports probably premature that the
latter town has fallen, Evidendy the
Bulgars have delayed their farward
movement for some reason or the
Serbs are offering an unexpectedly
stiff resistance, aided perhaps by Brit.

The Galt, Preston & Hespeler, it is
fannounced will become practically a
part of the Lake Erie & Northern
and through service will be given
from Berlin to Port Dover. Further,
it is currently reported that an inti-
mate working agreement has been
made between the Brantford & Ham-
ilton Radial and the Lake Erie and
 Northern, so that our traffic will b2
i seriously affected both north and
south bound.

The Lake Erie & Northern, with
its high class roadway and equipment
will attract the through traffic, and
we will be left to depend largely up-
on the local. This at best is very
meagre on account of the geographi-
i cal position of the line cut off by the
Grand River to the west, and by the
Grand Trunk Railway system to the
east, and there is no possible chance
of any increased revenue from this
source,

As a Commissioner, and as a citi-

A SOLDIER OF FORTUNE.

Colonel E. R. Stone, Late of Villa's
Army, Enlists as a Private.

An exceptional application for ad-
mission to the ranks of the Fusiliers,
being recruited in Vietoria, B:
C., has been received and
cepted from Colonel E. R. Stone,
a man who not look more
than bétween 26 and 28 years of age,
and yet who has seen more fighting
than falls to the lot of the average
individual. He held the rank of
colonel in the army of Gen. Villa, the
Mexican who is in rebellion against
the Carranza Government. His life
from the age of sixteen years
been one long series of adventures.
He has been through 175 skirmishes
and has been wounded twice, and
those, as he expresses it, “‘were mere
scratches.”

Things, Colonel Stone states, were
getting rather slow in the turbulent
republic, and so he decided that he
would come to Canada, enlist, and
get to the continental theatre of
war. As he is' a Canadian, having

Leaving Villa’s
forces, he crossed the line into Texas,
and came straight to Victoria from
El Paso. O arriving he walked
into the local recruiting centre, and
in the most casual manner asked
whether his services would be ac-
ceptable. Nothing would have been
known of his exceptional war exper-
iences had it not been that the ap-
plication form requires that some
questions be answered. These led to
the disclosure of the whole interest-
ing narrative.

Yes,” he said, “I have seen pre-
vious service.

prompted the curiosity of the officials
and, in response to their request, he
gave a skeletonized account of his
career.

Leaving his home in Oniario, he
joined the United States army and
was all through the Spanish-Ameri-
can war, having fought for
bhours in the trenches at Santiago.

LAND REGULATIONS.

HE sole head of a family, or any mule
| over I8 years old, may homestead a
juarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap
{ plicant must appear in person at the De
{ minion Lands Ageucy or Sub-Ageney for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
it any Dominion Lands Agenecy (but not
Sub Agency), on certain couditions.

Duties-——Six months’ residence upon
ultivation of the land in each of three
Veurs. A homesteader may live within
tine miles of his homestead on a farm of
it least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
bhabitable house is required except where
‘esidence is performed in the viecinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
33.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre
emption patent may be obtained as soon
| as homestead patent, on certain conditions.
A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in- certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months ian
each of three years. cultivate 50 acres and
erect a hcuse worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
| duction_in case of rough, scrubby or stony
and. Live stock may be substituted for
rultivation under certain conditions.

Canadian Explosives Plant
Was Wrecked.

ALARM SENT
OUT IMMEDIATELY

Active Seivice Men in Tor-
onto Steod to Arms Ready
to Rush Any Help.

Parry Sound, Nov. 23.—The whoie
town has been in a ferment of ex.
citement last evening owing to two
terrific explosions which rocked the
town like fierce earthquakes at about
7.30 last evening. At once it was
known that the explosions occurrzd
at the Nobel plant of the Canadian
Explosives, Limited, situated 7 miles

What is happening to the Serbians
fs not at all clear, but there would
seem to be only the one conclusion,
that they still continue to pluckily
make the best of a very bad situation.

(Since the above was written the
British Foreign Office states that no
Greek ships are being seized or held
up. This would either indicate a defi-
nite understanding at last with the
Allies, or else that Greece has been
given a certain period of reflection.)

Local Option Contest.

Brantford is to have another Local
DOption contest.

The last vote was taken in January
of 1910, when the total vote for the
measure fell 55 short of the three-
fifths majority requirement. On the
present occasion, had the Council been
approached with a petition signed by
the requisite number required by law,
that would have proved a mandate to
them for a submission of the measure,
willing or unwilling. This course was
not followed. There was the bare re-
quest that the matter be sent on to the
people, and this the members of the
Council unanimously decided to do.

Without expressing their own views,
either for or against, they felt it best
to let the electorate decide the issue.

To the claim of added taxes, in view
of a loss of revenue from the trade as
legalized, they make answer that the
people retain so much more mongy in
their pockets that the apparent loss is
far more than offset, and to the claim
that there will be drinking anyway,
the reply is that there will not be the
open and sanctioned temptation.

Montreal, Nov. 23.—Mr. G. A.
Staples, superintendent of the Cana-
dian Explosives, Limited, Montreal,
received a message last night stating
that an explosion had occurred at the
Nobel plant, in the gun-cotton drying
stove, that the building was wrecked,
but that no person was injured. Supt.
Staples said the company was manu-
facturing explosives for war pur-
poses, and thatno enemy aliens were
employed at the plant. There are
1,500 employes.

Mr Staples stated that he had not
received any details of the explosion.
and he did not know whether or not
it had been caused by an alien enemy.

In London Education 'Com-
mittee Aims to Curtail Six
Per Cent. of Its Outlay.

London, Nov. 23.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press)—Dras-
tic economy in all municipal expendi-
tures during the period of the war is
the order of the day in England. The
Treasury has enjoined upon all city
and village corporations to keep
down their capital expenditure as
closely as possible, and the local gov-
ernment board which has the super-
vision of these podies, has notified
them that unusual expenditures ex-,
cept on account. of imperative public
health requirements or to facilitate
the output of munitions, will not be
sanctioned. ef=in

In London the education committee
of the county council proposes to|
save more than a million and a half |
dollars of the estimates of about Szﬁ,-l
000,000. Fuel alone is the exemption,
as the higher prices prevailing will
mean an increase in cost of $50,000.
This is a cut of nearly half a million
in teachers’ salaries, which.is made
possible by the fact that many have
enlisted in the army and the schools
will get along with a smaller.staff.
Childrens’ meals, and books, . which
have been provided by the municipality
t0 a certain extent will be sacrificed to
the amount of $170,000, and there will
be a drastic cut in such luxuries as
paint and repairs,

The corporation of Liverpool . is
making a big saving all along the
line. Street repairs will be reduced
from the average of recent years by
$150,000 $25,000 will be saved on
the single item of flower beds in the
parks.

The changed conditions of wartime
themselves have brought about con-
siderable saving to the citizens. Four
thousand employees of the . city of
Liverpool are serving in the army and
navy. Nearly a third of the London
police have enlisted, and there ' are
only two thousand men available ‘for
service at one time in the Metropoli-
tan Area. which 'does not include the
old city of London. The work of th:
absentees is done largely by ths
citizen special constables. The' total
of childrens’ meals in the Liverpool
schools the past year was reduced to
six thousand, which was barely a
tenth of the: usual number, This re-
duction was due ‘to the decrease in
unemployment, as only the .needy
children are fed at public expense.

As soon as my
wounds had partly healed, we were
taken to the railroad station at Doro-
gest and there our long and tedious
railroad journey began. For years it
seemed we were doomed to live on
trains which never seemed to make
any progress at all. It was twenty-
one days after we left Dorogest that
we passed through Moscow. There
was less congestion on the railways
then, as by that time, I suppose, the
concentration of Russian troops to-
wards the frontier had left the way
open for our transportation. We did
not know where we were going, but
I knew the names of the places we
passed through for I speak the Slav
language.

“We were four weeks in Toboclz
where began our journey that was to
lead all the way across Asia. We lost
count of time, for we were held for
weeks' sometimes at - various army
posts and encampments. One of our
halts was made at Irkutsk, which is
near to Lake Baikal.

“Winter had begun to make things
very uncomfortable by the time we
reachegj Vladivostock, where we were
to be imprisoned for the duration of
the war. There were many of us
thege, Austrians, Germans and Hun-
garians, and although the food which
was served us was not good we were
permitted to purchase anything that
was salable. Our place of detention
was not a prison but a series of can-
tonments and barracks, and because
the possibility of escape appeared so
remote the movements of many of
us were not seriously restricted.

"My knowledge of the Slav lang-
uage caused the Russian military au-
thorities to use me as an interpreter,
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several officers who were prisoners
also, It was by their direction that
and Chinese and I worked out the
scheme to escape.

_“Eleven of us decided to take the
risk of being shot for making the at-
tempt, and for 330 roubles, or 30 ru-
bles a head, the Chinese decided to
guide us as far as Zsanco, which was
across the border in Chinese Man-
churia, Accordingly, on the night of
January 12 the Chinese, who tad a
confederate with him, came to the
vicinity of the prison. It was intensely
cold, the temperature being forty be-
low zero, and our scheme was for one
of us to go with the Chinese and the
ten others to follow at intervals of
fifteen minutes. We arraaged ‘0
mark our trail in the snow, which was
crusted over by the frost.

“Those who started with me from
the cantonments, where the s<ntries
were all busy seeking warmth and
shelter, were Lieutenant Lanyi, of a
Hungarian hussar regiment; L’euten-
ant Bautz, a German aviation otficer;
Captain Gruner, a German; Lieuten-
and Count Zselatin, of Hungarian;
hussars; Sergeant Wiz, a Hungarian:
Lieutenant Versal, a Hungarian; Capt.
Georgowich, of Hungarian hussars,
and Lieutenant Staubelfeld, a Ger-

“‘Physical escape from the carton-
ments was not difficult, Qur rendez-
vous was an old brickyard that I had
found by the aid of the Chinese guides
three miles from the prison. They all
came to the brickyard one by cne at
regular intervals, all save Lieitenant
Lanyi and Lieutenant Bautz, who
were caught. I do not know what
happened to them afterward.

FOUR KILLED BY INTENSE

COLD.

“Then we set forth in the snow, 12
had purchased all the warm clothing
I could, including a Russian great
coat and hat, for my relatives had
sent me 4,000 crowns from hoine, We
had brought cans of prepared bread,
but it was not long before the tre-
mendous grip of the frost laid hold
of us, and we were unable to open the
cans, It was so cold that death would
have been welcome out there ‘n the
woods. Even the Chinese, who were
clothed more warmly than any of us,
suffered greatly.

“For three days, starving and al-
most insane from the acute bite of the
frost we staggered on and on. On
January 15 Count Zselatin and Sergt.
Wiz fell in the snow, and when we
examined them we found them dea'xd.
The frost had taken its first two vic-
tims. The following day, Captain
Gruner and Lieutenant Steinberg also
succumbed. ;

The five of us that remained only
barely alive stumbled forward after
the two guides. I for one wo'uld'rath-
er have laid down and ended it ail, for
death would have come quickly. I had
lost all sensation of feeling in My
feet and T moved along methodically.
1 can just barely remember being
dragged along the snow '10"€ﬂ‘-f1
streets of Zsansko by my comrades,
and some Chinese frontier policemen
giving us stimulants and food.

“Captain Georgowich and I were
suffering from severe frostbite in our
feet and we were taken to a little
place that did duty for a hospital
There, we heard that a squadron of
Cossacks had traced us and n‘ad re-
quested our extradition. The Chinese
authorities denied their requests be-
cause we were not charged with
crime and so stricken that as combat-
ants we could not be seriously consid-
ered, under the circumstances.

With Captain Georgowich I was tak-
en to a hospital in a town not far dis-
tant, and there our feet were oper-
ated on. All of the toes were ampu-
tated from my right foot, and four
of the toes from my left foo*.

“The other three of our party left
us, and when we recovered partly,
Captain Georgowich and I purchased
two horses, for winter had by this
time passed away, and the roads were
clear of snow, and we set out on a
long ride to Mukden, We were in
the saddle daily for almost two
months before we reached Mukden.
From there we went to Toentsin by
rail, and on August 16 I was taken to
the German hospital there. It was
found that in removing the part ot
my right foot which had been frost-
bitten the work had not been made
complete, so a further operatiop was
necessary.

“Captain Georgowich meanwhile
had left for the United States, When
I recovered I went to Shanghaj and
by aid of the Consul General of Aus-
tria-Hungary there I obtained passage
on board the Panama Pacific Mail
steamship Manchuria for San Fran-
cisco. I was on board when she  lear-
ed from Shanghai, on Sept. 16, When
the vessel anchored at Yokohama Jap-
anese officers boarded her. I told
them frankly I was a Hungarian, but
mentioned nothing about having serv-
ed in the army or having escaped
from Vladivostock. They saw that I
was crippled and did not interfere
with me.
«“I arrived in San Francisco on Oc-
tober 13 and came to New York City
last Friday. I want to go back to
Hungary, because that is where my
friends are. I am not any go~1i tor
service in the army again, so why
should I not be permitted to return?”
Ludwig Wittich is living with a
Hungarian family named Kugler, at
Linden, N.]. He has credentials from
the Austro-Hungarian Consul General
at Shanghai.’ «

PRISONERS (F
AR EXCHANGED

Preparations Made for
Transfer of Them Between
Russia and Germany.

Sweden is Medium Through
Which Transaction is
Effeeted.

Stockholm, Syeden, Nov, 23— (Cor-
respondence of The Associated Press)
—Preparations have been completed
for the resumption of the exchange
of wounded prisoners between Russia
and Germany. The transfer will be
carried on as before without any mod-
ification of the original plan, but sev-
eral innovations have been intivduced
which will make the long iourney
more comfortable for the wounded
and additional sanitary precautions
have been taken. One of these is a
new disinfecting station at Haparan-
da where all arrivals will receive a
steam bath, while their clothes are
washed and disinfected. Since 1t has
been found that the locomotives and
steam heater can only supply cnough
heat for two cars, the trains, during
the cold weather will be cut dJown to
that length. Large numbers of blank-
ets have been provided, and the
wounded will have no difficiity in
keeping warm in their excursion
northward which carries them almost
into the arctic circle.

The exchange will continue through
November, but it will be briefly inter-
rupted in December, when ali the
Swedish trains will be needed to take
care of the Christmas traffic, which
in Sweden is always extraordinarily
heavy. The sanitary arranzements
have been found to be perfectly satis-
factory.
