| Will be One of Far Reach-
ing Importance

{

London, Jan. 22.—The Labor
Party Conference to be held lat Not-
tingham to-morrow and the two foi-
lowing days will be an event of
far-reaching importance affecting
not only the immediate national
task of prosecuting the war, but al-
s0 the future balance of politieal
parties and courses of government.

The scheine for ‘the reorganiza-
|ticn of the party which is to be Sub-
[itted to the conference by the
'( xecutive committee represents a
tremendous advance in the political
iuobilization of the forces which can
be labelled ‘“Labor,” and it over-
shadows all the other
with which the conference will be
invited to deal. Nevertheless those
other_ questions include some vital
to the progress of the wanr. Fore-
niost among them are the direct
Guestions of the retention by the
party, through the Labor Ministers,
of a share in the burdens and re-
gponsibilities of~government and the
equally direot question of negotia-
tions of peace.

The preliminary agenda for the
conference contains eight resolu-
Irona from -the British Socialist

Party and the local Labor parties or
trades councils of Manchester, Lam-
beth, Willesden, Sheffield, East
Ham, Edinburgh and Glasgow, de-
manding the withdeawal of all 17-
bor members from Ministerial oi-
fices. Their continuance as Minis-
ters, the resolutions assert, is con-
trary to the interests of the work-
ing classes, a violation on the part
of the constitution had a limitation
of the independence of the party.
The resolution from East Ham bas-
es its demand on ‘“the continued
bareface robbery of the people by
the food pirates, and the open sup-
port given by the government to
thig action by steadfastly refusing
to suppress the robbers. and it
stuggests that any labor member
who refuses to resign should be ex-
pelled from the party. There is
certain to be a long and aerimon-
icus debate on this issue, but there
ic mo reason to believe that the con-
ference will reverse the decision
which it gave just a year ago re-
affirmed by an overwhelming ma-
iority at Manchester in avoroval of
the retention of office by labor min-
isiers.

Cognate resolutions protest a-
gainst the support by the Executive
Commiittee to G. H. Roberts at the

rejection by the local labor organi-
zations, and condemn the action of
Messrs. Barnes, Brace, Hodge,
Parker and Roberts in voting a-
gainst the party’s amendment to the
Corn Production Bill to fix the min-
imum wage {or agricultural labpr-
ers at 30s. a week. A novel pro-
nosal srade by the Edinburgh Labor
Party is that the Government should
be elected by the members of the
House of Commions.

Peace is the subject of many
resolutions. Four put forward by
Bristol, Norwich, Leicester and
York labor hodies declare that the
time has arrived for peace nego-
tiations. Two from Gt. Yarmouwth
and Bristol respectively, call for
ilabor representation at the Peace
(Congress of the powers . when it
ineets or for the simultaneous hold-
ling of an international labor con-
|ference. = Three ‘submitted by the
wIndependent Labor Party, the Brit-
\ish Soctalist Party and the Glasgow
|T1ades Council ask for an immedi-
ate or early conference of labor rep-
resentatives from all countries to
‘discusss peace. Indirectly these reso-
lutions raise the question of the

Over a dozen societies have
financial proposals 1o make, in-
cluding a substantial levy on capi-
tal, a drastic increase of the in-

land and capital so that all share
capital may he cancelled and busi-
resses may become the p!op\e)lu of
the nation. Reforms of hbusing,
education, health administration
and workmen’s compensation have
their usual place in the program.

Jn an ad-
dress io the House of Commons Sir
Fdward asserted that the reason for
Lis resignation was the faet that the
Asquith Government was incapable
‘of carrying on the war. In DPecem-
Ler, 1916, Sir Edward was made
first lord of the admiralty in the
Cabinet of David Lloyd George. Jn
the. interim between his giving of
the post of attorney-general and his
acceptance of the admiralty port-
folto, he f{requently hitterly de-
nounced the Asquith Governmeni.

In Jnly, 1917, Sir Edward .re-
linquished his post as first lerd .of
the admiralty and joined the war
Cabinet without portfolio, beiag
succecded at the admiralty by Sir
Frie Camnbell Geddes.

The Kensaikai, or opposition party,
asserts the government, has failed in
its policy towards China, has not been
sufficiently positive in its support to-
wards the allies and has handled fin-
ances injudiciously. It says the gov-
ernment is unable to read the public
mind and is not supported by the peo-
ple. The government’s diplomacy, it
declares has always missed opportun-
ities especially as regards ‘China.with
whose domestic affairs it interfered
without justification. The Kensaikai
will endeavor, the declaration says, to
strengthen friendly relations with
China. It urges more complete de-
votion to the purposes of the Allies
/| in prosecutien of the war and advo-
cates wiser expenditures for national
defense.

Viscount Kato, who was foreign
minister in the Okuma cabinet, and is
leader of the opposition party, made
a long speech in which he eulogized
the Allies, especially France, for their
courage and devotion. He said the
Adignified utterances of Premier Lloyd
George and President Wilson "clearly
defining their war aims to the entire
world, were welcomed warmly in
Japan.
‘was still ensurihg the safety of naviga-
tion in the South Pacific and the In-
dian Ocean, and was co-operating
elsewhere and also giving financial as-
sistance. The attitude of = Japan
nust safeguard most carefully the na-
tion’s prestige, which would be af-
fected by the European issues,

Viscount Kato outlined what he re-
garded as the shortcomings of the
government, especially its dealings
with China and its naval program,
which he said was inadequate. His
speech indicated the general line of
attack in the Diet.

The Set Yukai, or Constitutional
party, whicH generally is supposed to
support the government, announced a
policy of strict neutrality, declaring it
would not commit itself to any ex-
tent. The Kokuminto or Popular
varty was similarly non-comthittal.
All .agree, however, that the situation
is critical and it would be necessasy
for Japan to be extremely careful es-
pecially in dealings with China,
