1—No person shall construct, build, I 
erect or place any wooden building or 
any part of a wooden building or any 
addition to any building of wood within 
that part of the Town bounded as fol­
lows.

4— No person shall commence erection
of any new building or the repair or 
the alteration of any
building within either of the 
above limits (where the . cost
of such repair or alteration exceeds the 
sum of one hundred dollars) without 
first submitting the plans and specifica­
tions thereof, in duplicate including a 
statement of the material of which it is 
proposed to construct such building 
together with a declaration of the pur­
pose for which the building is intended 
to be used to and receiving the approval 
of an Inspector appointed by the Coun­
cil for that purpose or if no such In­
spector he appointed to and receiving 
the approval of the Committee on 
Streets, or each other committee as is 
appointed in that behalf by the, Council.
