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TO0 INDUCE BREATHING

Novel Apparatus Designed for Use in
Reanimation.

A novel aparatus designed for use in
reanimation has been used, it is m_.ld,
wipth success by a Hungarian scientist.
This it accomplishes by the use of
abdominal shields such as are shown in
the accompanying illustration, repro-
duced from the Scientific American.

'The apparatus consists af a lateral
vaulted shield fitted with flexible ex-
tersions which can be fitted air-tight
on its edge, while te convex part car-
ries an aperture to which a tube can
be fitted. Now, this shield is placed
above the abdomen and the lower part
of the thorax, so as to cover as with
a bridge the whole of the former, while
the tightened edge is. made to rest om
resisting parts of the body. In the
space left between the body and the
lehield and which jis inclosed air-tight,
the air is alternately drawn out and
forced in by means of suitable bel-
lows.

The fact that in this novel process
his lungs are filled with blood at the
same time inspiration occurs is of the
highest importance, as it greatly facil-
itates the exchange of gases. Successful
results can thus be obtained even in
cases where both spontaneous respira-
tion and action of the heart have ceas-
ed. In fact, the heart will be enlivened
on one hand by the blood trayversing it
and on the other by the oscillations in
pressure, whick act in a way analogous
to what has ben called heart massage.

NOT MADE.

Operators and Miners Hold a Brief
Meeting Together.

Both Sides are Anxious to Aveid a
Strike.

Coal Men Impressed With Statement
of Grievances.

New York, Feb. 19.—Notwithstanding
the statement of President Mitchell and
his Scale Committee that the latter had
everything in readiness to submit to
the operators to-day, no written state-
ment of the demands were produced.

The conference did not last very long.

o In about an hour it was announced that

President Willeox, of the Delaware and

Hudson, and John Mitchell, President

of the United Mine Workers, would

make statements. Later the reporters
were called in, and the following gen-
eral statement was made:

“There was a full representation of
mine operating companies and miners.
The meeting was called to order, with
Mr. Connell in the chair. Mr. Mitchell
addressed the meeting, giving in general

terms the .propositions desired by
the miners, stating that the same had
not been entirely formulated in detail.
The operators were very much im-
pressed with Mr. Mitchell’s speech. Af-
ter a brief diseussion, it was concluded
that the miners and mine operators
should each appoint a committee to
represent them in the future in refer-
ence to the matter, the committee to con-
sist of seven members each.”

Conimittees were appointed to repre-
sent the miners and operators.

Previous to the meeting the operators
held an informal meeting in another part
of the building. The conference ad-
journed about 3 p. m.

Miners Feeling Their Way.
general impression was that
Mitechell and his committee had been
simply feeling their way, and wanted
to see how the operators stood before
presenting a full list of their demands.
Both sides said that the conference was
harmonious, and that there is a gen-
eral desire for peace.
prevailed that, while the employers
will neither grant the general eight-
hour workday, the closed shop, nor an
advance n wages, they don’t want to
turn down the miners harshly if there
is anything on which there will be a
disagreement, and both sides wish to
avoid a strike, if possible, Some of the
operators remained for fifteen minutes
or so after the conference. Ww.
Truesdale, of the Lackawanna, said
after he came out that he thought it
would be ten days, or at least a week,
before the committees could get togeth-
er. Ile expressed the belief that the
miners would formulate their demands
and send a committee to the sub-com-
mittee of the operators, which will be
submitted to a commitee of the whole,

“I can say nothing,” he said, “except
that the conference was hormonious,
and that the statements of Mr. Mitchell
as to the grievanecs impressed the
meeting. As the miners’ demands are
not in shape, of course we cannot make

The

anything like a definite statement on

the subjeet.”

President Willecox, of the Delaware
and Hudson Company, said that he
could not say what stand the operators
will take until they hear the full de-
mands. He was reminded of his letter
to Mitchell, giving it as his opinion as
to what stand the operators were likely
to take, which has.since been adopted
as official by the coal presidents.

“That was my opinion as an indi-
vidual,” he said. “It was not an ulti-
matum to the miners, and was not in-
tended as such.”

Miners Hold Conference.

Mitchell and the Seale Committee
went to the Ashland House aiter the
conference. where tney had a confer-
ence of their own, lasting for several
hours.

Mitchell afterwards announced that
the sub-committeec of seven will start
to work to-morrow at 9 o’clock on the
demands. Further than that he had
nothing to sav.

As to the Ryan resolution, which has
been much commented on, to the
effeet that if the miners strike in the
soft coal distriet they will also strike
in the anthracite district, he had noth-
ing to say. It was understood, how-
eved, that the resolution, which was
passed at the convention is looked up-
on as an elastic one, and will be Tre-
scinded in all probability, if an agree-
ment is reached between the anthra-
cite operators and the miners. Mitch-
ell denied that he had ecalled a meeting
of the National Executive Committee
to rescind this resolution, which is
looked upon by many of the miners as
a foolish one.

NEW MAIL LINES.

‘A Naval Reserve Force of ro,0co Officers
and Men Will Be Created, Who Are
to Receive Retainers After the Brit-
ish Practice.

Washington, D. C,, Feb. 19.—Shortly
after 6 o cloek: to-day the United staes
Senate cast its final ballot on the sub-
sidy shipping bil, which was passed by
38 to 27.

As passed the bill establishes thirteen
new contract mail lines, and increascd

the subvention to the Oceanic Line run- |

ning from the Pacific coast to austral-
asia.  Of the new lines three leave At-
lantie coast ports, on running to Brazl,
one to Uruguay and Argentine, and nne
to South Africa, six from ports on the
Gulf of Mexico;y embracing one to Bra-
zil, one to Cuba, one to Mexico, and
ithree to Central America, and the [sth-
mus of Panama, four from Pacific coast
ports, embracing one to Japan, China,
and the Philippines, a direct one to Ja-
pam, China and the Philippines, via Ha-
wali, and one to Mexico, Central Amer-
ica and the Isthmus of Panama, -

The bill also grants a subvention at
the rate of $5 per zross ton per rear to

cargo vessels engaged in the foreign
trade of the United States, and at the
rate of $6.50 per ton to vessels engaged
in the Philippine trade, the Philippine
coastwise law being postponed until
1909.

Another feature of the bill is that
creating a naval reserve force of 10,060
officers and men, who .are to receive
retainers after the British practice. Ves-
sels recciving subsidies are required to
carry a certain proportion of naval re-
serve men among their crews. The ag-
gregate compensation for mail lines is
about $3.000,000 annually. No steam
vessels of less than 1,000 tons are to re-
ceive aid under the bill.

LANDS IN WEST.

GIVEN TO RETIRED SERVANTS OF
HUDSON’S BAY COMPANY.

Millions of Acres Claimed—Documents
Establishing Rights Are in Existence
and Parliament Must Deal With
Question.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—There will be pre-
sented to larliament next session a
petition from the “retired servants of
the Hudson’s Bay Company” and their
descendants, claiming extensive grants
of land in the Northwest. The claim
arises in this way: In 1811 the Earl of
Selkirk received a grant of 74,555,520
acres of land from the Hudson’s Bay
Company, including all the present
Province of Manitoba and 27,000,000
acres more.

Philadelphia, Feb. 19.—Fourteen years’
labor by two score noted American schol-
ars, representing an outlay of $400,00¢,
is apparently to be thrown.away, be-
cause Lippincott’s Dictionary of English
Language, which was to have been a
monumental work exceeding the great
Murray’s in scope, has suddenly been
abandoned for lack of enough money to
carry it to completion.

It was projected and started in 1802
by J. Bertram Lippincott, head of the
publishing firm of J. B. Lippincott Co.,
who also bore the entire expense, in-
tending that it should be his contribu-
tion to the world of learning. Its aim
was not only to give a definition for
every shade of meaning of every word
in the English language, but also to give
a quotation from every century of the
world’s life.

At the expiration of
five years not even the letter “a” had
been completed, and at the present time
the final plates are finished only to

FOOLED TELLERS,

DID THE SILVER DOLLARS ANGE-
LONI MADE AT HOME,

For Seven Years He Coined Them, Aided
by.His Daughter—Not a Bank in
New Yoik Ever Refused Them—The
Coins Were Perfect.

New York, Feb. 19.— The World
says: Wnen United States Secret Ser-
vice agents yesterday arrested beauti-
ful Francesco Angeloni and her father,
Giovanni, a pursuit of seven weeks end-
ed, and the Government had captured
two of the most skillful counterfeiters
in this countrv. For seven years this
girl of 15 and her parent have been
coining spurious dollars so perfectly exe-
cuted that the United States Treasury
accepted and passed them.

There is not a bank in New York
which has not taken them over its coun-
ters and paid them out unsuspectingly.
These coins probably will be in eircula-
tion for years unless the Government
recalls the mintage of the years 1881,
1899 and 1901. -

The secret Service men believe at least
10,000 coins have been put out.

So parfect were the coins Angeloni
made that bank tellers argued with
the Government agents. They would
not be convinced that the ‘dollars which
they had accepted were spurious. The
Secret Servicé men had to demonstrate
by an analytical assay that the coins
challenged by the sub-treasur y were
only 750 fine. Of course, this was con-
clusive, for the silver dollar made by
Uncle Sam is 950 fine with copper al-
loy.

DANISH KING'S
BODY REMOVD.

Taken From Copenhagen to Cathed-
ral at Roskilde,

Where It Will be Laid Beside Other
Kings of Denmark.

A Copenhagen despatch: The body of
King Christian was removed from the
Christianberg Church here to-day to the
Cathedral at Roskilde, 30 miles from
Copenhagen, where it will be buried on
Sunday morning among the tombs of the

Danish Kings, who for a' thousand years
have found their last resting place in
the ancient capital of the kingdom. ‘Lhe
whole of Copenhagen was given up to
mourning. Business and work were at
a standstill, while emblems of sorrow
were displayed everywhere. The enor-
mous black garbed crowds of townspeo-
ple swelled by thousands of arrivals
from the country districts, thronged the
square in front of the Christianberg
church, and the route thence to the rail-
way station from early morning, stand-
ing patiently for hours in order to pay
a last tribute to the dead monarch, The
windows all along the route were filled
with spectators who paid high prices for
seats. Most of the owners of such
places of vantage anounced their inten-
tion of devoting to charity, in memory
of King Christian, the proceeds of the
sale of seats. %

Shortly before noon the Kings of Deu-
mark, Greece and Norway, Queen Al>x-
andra, of Great Britain, the Dowager
Empress of Russia and other Royal rela-
tives of the deceased, and the represent-
atives of foreign sovereigns reached the
Christianberg Church where a brief ser-
vice was held, at the conclusion of which,
the coffin, covered with the Danish
standard, was berne high by naval and
military officers to <he waiting hearse.
Then, headed by infantry and cavairy,
a simple cortege was formed and slowly
proceeded through the three and a half
miles of strcets between the church and
the railroad station.” Immediately be-
' hind the hearse was led King Christian’s
favorite riding horse, Jessuf, which will
be shot to-night, according to the anci-
ent Danish custom. The procession was |
closed with carriages bearing the male
members of Royal families represented ¢t
the funeral, the ladies watching the de-
parture of the body from a neighboring
building.

The bells of all the churches were toll-
ed and minute guns were fired from the
arsenal throughout the progress of the
cortege and until the coffin was placed
on the funeral train. *

This was the first time in history that
the body of a Danish King has’ been
transferred by railroad to the burial
place. At the time of the death of
Frederick VIIIL the predecessor of King
Christian, in 1863, the use of a railroad
train for the conveyance of the king’s
body to Roskilde was not considered suf-
; ficiently dignified.

E. R. CARROLL’S TRIAL.

Pleads Guilty to Two of the Three

Charges.

Guelph despatch: Edward B. Carroll
was placed on trial before Judge Chad-
wick his morning on three charges—
first, making use of the mails for fraudu-
lent purpose; secoud, obtaining $20 from
a machinist in Quebee Province under
false pretences, and, third, obtaining $1
from Mr. €.

PRINCE RUPERT

The above caption is the enphonious
and appropriate name which the Grand
Trunk Pacific have adopted for their
terminus on the Pacific coast. The
people of Canada were given an oppor-
tunity of naming this city, which some
dav will become one of the greatest sea-
ports on the Western coast of America,
and 12000 different names were sub
witted by those who took part in the
contest. A name has been choren
that is significant of Canada and one
that was prominent in the early history
ot the country, when néarly the entire
area of British North America was
known as Prince Ruperts Land.
Under the terms of the competition
that the name should contain not more
than three syliables, nor more than ten
letters, the name which complied with
the conditions and most nearly re-
sembled that selected was Port Rupert
this. name being suggested by Mrs.
John Orme, of Bonnechers, Ontario,
and by Mr. R. Kirwood, of Coppercliff
Oantario. The judges, however, decided
that “Prince Rupert” was a more
pleasing name and more appropriate,
and awarded the two hundred and
fifty dollar prize of Miss Eleanor A.
Macdonald, of Winnipeg, Manitoba,
who was the only one who submitted
thie name. The Grand Trunk Pacific,
however, recognizing the spirit of the
contest awarded the same amount to
each of the two contestants who sub-
mitted the name Port Rupert

But why Prince Rupert ? What had
the dashing young cavalry leader of
the cavaliers nearly three hundred
years ago to do with Canada? Prince
Rupert was really the first British
Cunadian business magnate. He was
a promoter of the Hudson’s Bay
Company, and its first Governor, in
1670. In that year Charles IL. grant-
ed a charter to the Prince and seven-
teen other noblemen and gentlemen,
incorporating them as “The Governor
and Company of Adventurers of
England, trading into Hudson Bay,”
and securing to them ‘“‘the sole trade
and commerce of those seas and straits
bays, rivers, lakes creeks and sounds
in what ever latitude they shall be,
that lie within the entrance to the
Straits commonly called Hudson Straits
together with all the lands and ter-
ritories upon the countries, coasts and
confines of the seas, bays, etc., aforsaid,
that were not already actually possessed
by or granted to any of our subjects,
or posscssed by the subjects of -anv
other Christian Prince or State. The
first settlements of the country thus
granted, which was to be known as

Rupert’s Land were made on James
Bay and at Churchill and Hoyle's
River.

Prince Rupert was born in 1619,
the son of Frederick V, Elector-pala-
tine and Elizabeth, eldest danghter of
James I. of England. He was a man
of impetuous bravery, but at the same
time showed lack of cantion. When
only thirteen years old he took part in
the sirge of Rheimberg, and at the age
of eighteon commanded a regiment of
cavalvy in active service. At the
beginning of the civil war in England
he was placed at the head of a regiment
of hor-e and took part in several
battles, Notwithstanding a
error at Marston Moor, he was soon
appointed Commander of the Royal
troops. After the defeat of Naseby,
on June 14, 1645, he retired to Bristol
but surrendered that city on August
92. The King thereupon deprived
him of his commission. In 1648 he
was, for want of any competent mav“\',
appointed to command the fleet. Hee
was blockaded by Blake 1 Kinsale
Haroor, and in October, 1649, forced
his way out and steered for Lisbon.
Blak> pursued him and he was only
saved by assistance from the King of
Portuual. He subsequently ercaped
to the West Indies, but after the
restoration of Charles IT, he was made
a Privy Councillor, and served under
the Duke of York aginst the Dutch.
He w8 atterwards Governor of Wind-

years of his life he.devoted himself to
scientific and artistic ‘pursuits. He
Qiod November 29, 1682.

Commentary.—I. The gathering multi-
tudes (vs. 1,2). 1. Seeing the multitudes
—The multitudes referred to in verse
25 of the preceding chapter. Attracted
by his miracles the people came in great
numbers from all over Palestine. His
fame reached even to Decapolis and to
the country east of the Jordan. Into
a mountain—According to tradition Je-
sus spoke this sermon on a square-shap-
ed hill with two tops, which gave it tie
modern name of “The Horns of Hattin,”
Hattin being the village on the ridge at
its base. The hill rises sixty feet above
the plain and is situated near the cen-
tre of the west coast of the Sea of Gali-
lee, a little back from the sea. \Was set
—The usual position for teaching among
the Jews. They stood to read the Serip-
tures, but sat to teach. Disciples came
unto Him—They occupied a position near
to Him and the multitude was farther
away.

2. Opened His mouth—*The expression
marks the solemmity and importance
of the discourse.”—Farra. The Lord has
given us a mouth, and we must open 1t
and confess the truth without
Taught them—The moment had come
when the principles of the new covenant
are to be enunciated.

SEES GHOSTS;
OWNS GUILT.

MURDERER MAKES A CLEAN
BREAST AFTER APPARITION.

Statbed a Chinaman, and Now His Ghost

Out of His Wits and Tells All About
the Crime,

Sioux Falls, Towa, Feb. 19.—After hav-
ing been buried for many months, the
ghost of the Chinaman who committed
suicide in the county jail some years ago
took a walk and scared a confession out
of “Big Boy” Burris, who is held on the
charge of murdering Richard Tanner,
who was knifed in the Hotel Madison, a
colored rooming house, a few days ago.

This ghost has been the cause of many
a hilarious night in the county jail. Some
declared it a myth, but others that it
is a stern reality, and among the latter
is “Big Boy.”

“Big Boy” is placed in the steel cag
where all men held fof murder are kept,
and about 10 o’clock at night let out a
howl which nearly pulled down the build-
ing.

Station Keeper MacDougall ran out
hastily with a loaded revolver in his
hand and found Burris erouching in a
corner of the steel cage, the very personi-
fication of terror and muttering in an
excited way.

“Here, what's up?” said MacDougall,
hastily.

“It’s there! It’s there! Doan’ let it
get me, Mac!” he shrieked. “Ah saw it!
Murder! Murder!”

Finds Wretch in Terror.

The unfortunate wretch threw himself
against the steel bars of the cage and
shrieked in his agony at the unseen hor-
rors which are pursuing him. He twist-
ed his fingers around the bars and tried
to climb to the top of the cage. In an
instant MacDougall had clicked back the
door of the cell and laid an arm on the
trembling man.

“Go easy, Big Boy,” said MacDougall.
“Go easy!”

Burris threw himself at the feet of the
jailer and wound his arms around Mac-
Dougall’s krees, begging and pleading
not to be left alone in the cell.

“Come out,? szid MacDougall, and
we’ll take a look at you where it is
light.”

He took Burris into the corridor, where
the latter fell in a heap to the floor and
moaned at intervals. When he had re-
covered a little from his fright he ex-
pressed a wish to confess to the murder
of Richard Clarence Tanner.

“Ah, cain’t sleen.” he said, “an Al’s
gwine 'fess up to it. They,” he jerked a
finger toward the cell where the ghosts
of the Chinaman and Tanner were su-

posed to be, “they is aiter me fo’ sho’.

e was told that he did not have to

talk unless he desired, but he insisted,

i:md in the presence of Chief of Police
t])inm\n, Officer Robert. Carragher and

Jailer MacDougall the confession was
made. While telling the story Burris
again became calm and at times laughed.
He declared he never knew Tanner was
cut badly and that he had no intention
of killing him. According to his story he
was sharpening a toothpick with a pock-
et knife, and when the fight between
Tanner and Miles took place he tried to
interfere. Tanner, he said, made a pass
at him, and he slashed back, cutting side-
ways
Since he has been put in the jail Bur-
ris has had very little sleep. He declares
that unseen hands pull the covers off
him everytime he drops asleep, and on
his waking he could see the ghostly
forms of Tanner and the dead China-
| man. who committed suicide in the cell,
" walking about the cage. This, he said,
has been going on for some time, till fin-
aily his overstrained nerves could stand
it no longer, and when the two ghosts
appeared he thought they were advancing
toward him to strangle him, and he
sereamed for help.

After making the confession Durris
geemed to be greatly relieved and said he
looked for a light sentence. Ife mention-
ed the case of Williains, who cut the
throat of Orville Jehnson a few years
ago and was given a sentence of fifteen
years.

“Mebbe the jedge'll gib me same as
him,” he said; “if 1 said ‘Not guilty,’
he might gib me ninety-nine years.”

Having confessed and being willing to
plead guilty, Burris may be taken before
the judge at any time to reccive sen-
tence,

RADIUM ALL GONE.

SUPPLY OF PRECIOUS ELEMENT
ALMOST CEASED.

e

Prohibitive Prices for Few Atoms 0b-
tainable — Experimentalists in al
Quandary—A Speck Costs £70—Get
in Your Orders,

London, Feb. 19.—The Express says:
The supply of radium has practically
ceased, and the price of this wonderiul |
substance has bcome i
tive.

“We would very much like to obtain
more for our experiments, but we can-
not afford it,” said a consulting sur-
geon at a large hospital recently. *The
discovery of radium is so important and
revolutionary that efforts are being
made both in America and this country
to obtain efficient radio-active  sub-
stances from other sources than pitch-
blende.”

A physicist who has provided many
institutions with radium of various
qualities said that he was now unable
to obtain any more from the great cen-
tre in Brunswick.

“It was from the Brunswick centre
that Professor Giesel’s pure preparation
was obtained,” he said. *“There were,
in fact, only two centres—Paris, where
the discoverer’s preparation, the Curie
radium, was obtained, and Brunswick.

“The fact that the Austrian Govern-
ment prohibited the export of radium is,
of course, the reason of its present
price.

“About three years ago it was pos-
sible to obtain the highly active radinm
at £5 for ten milligrammes, or one
fifty thousandeth part of a pound.

“Then the price crept up to 7, 11, i3,
£25, and now a fair price for this mere
speck of the element would be £70.

“The process of extracting these
specks of radium froin tons of ore is =o

almost prohibi-

extract it in its highest and most ac-

Raising Industry

Investigations by wne Live Stock
Branch of the Deminion Department of
Agriculture into “he'zlleged shortage of
hogs have shown that for some months
past the supply of bacon hogs in Can-
ada has bLeen faliing off. Even before
the order was issued debarring packers
1 from importing United States hogs to
be slaughtered in bond, difficulty was

wed by Canadian packers in pro-
!euri sufficient hogs. 'fhe amount of
| the shortage during the summer and fall
lis indicated by the Tact that packers
jclaim to have been able to secure omly
{ from 30 to 50 per ceat. of the capacity
| of their factories.

Hog raisers. on the other hand, claim
that the production is considerably
nearer the normal than would appear
| from the statements of the packers, It
is, they say, partly an incercuse il pack-
'ing house capacity rather than a de-
crease in hog raisinz. In some of the
jdairying sections the supplies are re-
ported to be very little if any below
the normal, while in other districts the
shortage is placed at about 20 to 25 per
cent.

Enquiries as to the cause of the short-
age brought from packers and producers
a variety of replies. The packers claim
ithat for the past three years or more
{ the competition between buyers of hogs
|}m~; been so keen that top prices have
{been paid continuously, and that these
i prices have been high enough to give a
profit to the producer. They claim,
i theretore to be at a loss to understand
{ why .there is a shortage at this time,
Speaking from the standpoint of the
producer, well informed authorities
lclaim that the price has not been as
uniformly high as it should have been.
At times of the year when the packers
anticipated heavy runs, prices dropped
{to a point where no profit was left to
the feeder. This, they claim, took place
last season when sows should be bred
for the supplies of the fall just past,
and as coarse grains were high and labor
 scarce at that time, n¥ny brood sows

|

-iwere sent to the market.

Again, it is argued that the majority
of packers have not encouraged the pro-
duction of hogs of the bacon type and

"weight. For a number of years improve-
ment in the hog stock of the country
I made satisfactory progress, but during
the &a.s

of the ideal sort have received mo en-

t season at least the producers’

couragement to continue their good
work; a flat rate has been paid for good
and bad alike. The hogs fit only to
compete with the low American price
stock brought quite as much as the sort
that competes with Irish and Danish
bacon for the highest place on the Brit-
ish market.

Whatever may be the extent of the
shortage or the real cause of it, the
fact remains that unless producers and
packers grapple in sympathotic co-oper-
ation with the situarion, Canada’s valu-
able bacon industry, which has cost

vears of strenuous effort to build up,

may become seriously demoralized.

|
In 1890 there were only two packing

houses in the export trade with a week-
ly capacity of some 3.000 hogs while in
1905 the weekly capacity of the sixteen
packing houses in operation was some
30,000. While this limit has mot been
reached within from 10,000 to 15,000
hogs weekly, according to the season,
the output from Canada has reached
about $15,000,000 amnually, or 20 per
cent. of the total quantity of baccn im-
ported by Great Britain. To jeopardize
so valuable an industry would be noth-
ing less than a national calamity.

CLOSED CHURCHES,

Six Days Out of Seven These Edifices
Are Non-Productive.

I suppose many readers will be start-
led and some offended, at least in their
first impression, when they see our
churches arraigned as misusers of wealth,
How is that possible? they will protest.
Are not our churches obviously and con-
spicuously devoted to the general good?
Are they mot guided by able and unsel-
fish men who devote their lives to the
spiritual needs of their fellowmen? And
is it not preposterous to charge them
with misusing wealth, either shamefully
or otherwise, when everyone knows that
most of our churches are struggling un-
der a burden of debt?

All is true enough, yet the briefest
consideration makes it clear that the
hundred thousand churches in America
(let us take that number for the sake
of argument) are trying to do their
work under conditions that would be
considered foolish and wasteful if they
existed in any or for four or five even-
ings! Imagine a hundred thousand depart-
ment stores doing active business only
one day in seven and remaining closed
for the other six days or, at best, .do-
ing languid business on one or two odd
afternoons! Imagine a hundred thou-
sand theatres giving performances two
or three evenings a week and then re-
maining closed and silent for four or
five evenings; Imagine a hundred thou-
sand factories working 10 hours a day
for a single day in seven and perhaps
working five hours a day for two other
days, and then letting their fine mach-
inery lie idle all the rest of the time!
We should call it stupid and extravagant
folly, we should expect such foolish fac-
tories, theatres and department stores
to lose both in money and general es-
i teem and, if such conditions persisted,
{ we should conclude cither that the dir-
' ectors of three activities were hopeless-
i ly incompetent, or that there was a very
'small demand for what they were try-
i ing to furnish.

Of course we have grown up in -the
idea that it is the right and natural
state of churches to be closed and silent
most of the time, just why no one can
'say, but, being creatures of habit, we
accept things as we find them. We ex-
pect our houses to be used every day,
our barns to be used every day, our
shops, libraries, hospitals, office build-
{ ings, all the structures on our soil we
| expect to be used every day, sawe only
| the churches which are the most costly
and the most beautiful. These we ex-
| pect to be used occasioneally, less than
half the time, yet the churches repre-
sent a huge material investment based
on infinite labor and saving, a value far
greater than all the gold coin in the
. United States, value, counting land and
i buildings, tnat certainly exceeds two
| thousand million dollars! On which the
money interest, at 5 per cent., would be
two hundred and fifty thousand dollars
a day! And the spiritual daily equiv-
alent,—well, that is beyond our reck-
oning, but it should be very great and
precious to offset so huge a sum. And
most of the days it is wasted!—Success.

APPLE HAS A LONG DESCENT.

Traced Back to the Cave Dwellers of
Swiss Lalkes,

is a fruit of long descent. Among the
ruins of the Swiss lake dwellers are
found remains of small seed apples which
show the seed valves and the grains of
i flesh. The crab apple is a native of
i Britain and was the stock on which were
' grafted the choicest varieties when
| brought from Europe, chiefly France.
;Applcs of some sort were abundant be-
| fore the conquest und had been intro-
: duced probably by the Romans. Yet
. often as Saxon manuscripts speak of
l apples and cider there is no mention of

named varieties before the thirteenth
[ century. Then one may read of the
! pearmain and the costard, Chaucer’s

“mellow costard.”

In the roll of household expenses of
! Eleanor, wife of Simon De Montfort, ap-
ples and pears are entered. In the year
i 1286 the royal fruiterer to Edward L
; presents a bill for apples, pears, quinces,
' medlars and nuts. Pipins, believes to be
seedlings, hence called from the pips or
sceds, are said not to have been grown
in England before 1525. The exact
Drayton, writing of the orchards of Kent
at that period, can name only the apple,
the orange, the russean, the swceting,
i the pome water and the reinette.

John Winthrop is usually held re-
sponsible for the introduction of the
apple into the new world. But as a
matter of fact when Winthrep anchored
off Cape Ann the recluse Blackstone
already had apple trees growing about
his cakin at Shawmut Neck. Some of
the best of American apples were
brought over by the Iluguenots, who set-
tled in Flushing, L. L, in 1660, and plant-
ed there, among others, the pomme roy-
{ ale or spice apple.
