ties. The apple crop in the Province is 
estimated at 821,772 barrels. About 
the same advance over last year is ex­
pected in Nova Scotia, where the esti­
mate is 1,434,063 barrels. The bet 
that Nova Scotia produces nearly dou­
ble the apples on Ontario, the Globe 
says, will be a surprise to most people 
who have not studied the intense cul­
ture of the Annapolis Valley. There is 
a greater freedom than usual from the 
ravages of scab and insect pests in On­
tario, but moist weather has caused 
scab in Nova Scotia.

Reports from the growers through­
out New England on July 1, indicated a 
prospect for 76.6 per cent, of a full apple 
crop compared with 90.0 per cent, a 
month ago; 85.2 per cent, a year ago, 
and 71.2 per cent the ten-year average 
on July 1. 'The total commercial crop 
on July 1 was forecast at 1,728,000 
barrels compared with 2JH7|000 barrels 
harvested in 1924, and the five-year 
average of 1428400 barrels harvested.

As a result of cold, unfavorable wea­
ther during the blossoming period, apple 
prospects declined rapidly during June 
in Vermont,.

IT COULD scarcely be expected that Hon. Mr. Rhodes would be

THE DAYS of fake journalism never were here so far as repirt- 
1 able newspapers are concerned. A newspaper could no more 

afford to fake a story deliberately than a reputable merchant could 
afford to misrepresent his goods. Misrepresentation of facts, either 
for the sake of creating a sensation or for the sake of forwarding the 
political game of a newspaper, is even more serious than gross mis­
representation on the part of a merchant. For such misrepresenta­
tion on the part of the merchant can at best fool only a few as com­
pared with the thousands who would be fooled by a newspaper. 
Odce in a while we hear the expression, “Oh, that’s afi newspaper 
talk’’. Newspaper men are particularly impatient with this remark, 
(or they know'that no reputable reporter and no reputable news­
paper ever knowingly misrepresents facts or “fakes a story". And 
99 per cent, of Canadian daily and weekly newspapers are reput­
able publications. We know of one case where an editor was offered 
$5,(XX) in cold cash to “keep his mouth shut’’, but even this amount 
did not stop the publication of the story. The days of ‘"fake jour­
nalism’’ never did exist in Canada and let us hope they never will.

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THE APPLE CROP
GROWING STRAWBERRIES FOR EXPORT

WHILE owing to a rather unfavorable season the strawberry 
” yield this year was not so good as was at first expected, prices 
ruled considerably better than have often obtained and in conse­
quence the crop must have produced a good return to growers. 
This section is particularly well adapted to the growing of straw­
berries and other small fruits, the only drawback being sometimes 
the difficulty experienced in finding a profitable market.

This summer strawberries sent to Boston netted good prices 
to the growers, which suggests that with improved shipping facili­
ties an arrangement might be made that would enable a very con­
siderable increase in the production of small fruits here for export 
to New England. Our northern situation would ensure a demand 
at a time when home grown fruit was out of season, and because of 
the fact that our crop would not interfere with local producers there 
should be no serious tariff obstacle in the way of our product reach­
ing the US. market. Freshly picked berries shipped here in the 
morning could easily be placed on the market In Boston on the 
following day in good condition.

The Toronto Glebe reports that pres- 
ent indications are that the apple crop 
of Ontario will contribute substantially 
to the revenues of those regions, which 
specialise in this fruit. The Dominion 
Government report for July estimates 
an increase of 20 per cent, over 1924 in 
tile yield in Ontario, applying especially

KENTVILLE, July 22-TheJdeath of 
Dr. William Somerville Woodworth, who 
for more than a half a century was 
widely recognized as one of the most 
sjdllfol mediCal practitioners in Nova 
Scotia occured at his home here to­
night, at the age of 78 years. Dr. Wood- 
worth had been confined to his bed for 
the last seven months, and his death 
was not unexpected.

Dr. Woodworth was born at Centre- 
ville, Kings county, in October, 1847, 
and studied at Acadia Villa School, 
Hortonville, and with the late Doctor 
Borden at Upper Canard, and also 
taught school for several years before 
going to Harvard Medical College, 
where he obtained his degree of M.D.

Want Advertisements
What to say—and how to say it—facts that 

influence the results you are after.
Results from classified advertisements de­

pend largely upon how the advertisements are 
written. The following are suggestions that 
might prove helpful in properly writing a classi­
fied advertisement:

Don’t try to save space by abbreviating or leaving out 
words. Use plain English and enough of it to tell all about 
the proposition.

Point out in your proposition the things in’which you 
think the prospect would be most readily interested.

Select the strongest selling point; this may be the 
price, the opportunity to make or save money, the exclu­
siveness of the proposition or location, the size, the terms 
or any one of a hundred things.

Emphasize this point or points to arrest the reader’s 
eye as he glances through the classified columns; this can 
be accomplished by placing the most important features 
at the head of the advertisement or by the use of large

need for the thing advertised, but the wording of the ad­
vertisement somehow lacks the power of suggestion to 
induce action.

To overcome this it is advisable to use. a phrase that 
helps the reader to respond at once. “First caller gets 
this.” “This will not last long at the price,” “This is a 
special offer, see Mr. Smith before noon,” “Telephone 
us and we well call for you in our car,” and other such 
phrases often stimulate immediate eaction.

Another element that invites immediate response is 
to make it easy for the person answering the classified ad­
vertisement to find you.

A telephone number is usually very easily called and 
many people dislike to call personally unless they can 
determine further details by telephone conversation be­
forehand.

On the other hand, street addresses should Be given 
wherever possible.

Some people have no telephone, others dislike using 
it and therefore prefer calling in person.

Not orily make it easy for the reader to answer your 
advertisement but always be on hand to answer calls when 
they come.

This seems like rather foolish advice, yet experience 
in classified advertising proves that many people expect a 
classified advertisement to bring returns when they are 
not even present to receive the answers or will depend on 
a person to receive the answers who knows little or nothing 
about what is advertised.

Repetition has a certain strength. Classified Ads that 
readers pass by the first week receive interested attention 
and response the next.

One of the peculiarities in classified advertising is the 
fact that an advertisement may run several weeks and not 
bring a single result, yet the following week, possibly when 
least expected, answers will come from every quarter. For 
this reason, experienced advertisers order their advertise­
ments to run a number of weeks.

Inasmuch as the amount of money involved is a vital 

factor in all transactions prices should be given.

A man does not want to waste time looking up a pro­
position when he does not know whether it is within the 
range of his pocketbook. He answers those advertisements 
he knows come within the price he has in mind. Many 
people will not answer an advertisement that omits the 
price, feeling that the advertiser' intentionally did not 
mention the price because it is too high.

The number of replies lost because the price is too 
low or too high is more than made xip by the response 
gained from those to whom the price is right and who 
probably would not have replied at all if the price had 
been omitted.

Make your classified advertisement specific. If it is 
on terms, point «ut the specific terms, not just “easy 
s but "$10 down and a month".
Always bear in mind that what is “easy”, “desir­

able “convenient”, "good”, "beautiful", "wonderful", 
t close , cheap , for one person may not be for another.

The pulling power of the classified advertising lies .in 
the directness with which important details are specified.

It is always well to impel action at the end of an ad­
vertisement. Often a person will have a real want and
