In a country as poor as Iceland
ithe down of the eider duck is an
appreciable source of wealth and the
birvd has Geen practically domesticat-
ed.  Clise to every litile Handel-
stad, or trading station, if there be a
convenient island, theieis sure to be
a colony of eider dneks, and the
bird«areto be seen by hundreds.
switmming and fiattering about 1heir
island home, or squaltéd upon the
shores in consciouns security from tle
toxes, which infest the mainland.
Phe cider dacks are protec ed all the
vear round under heavy penalties.be=
ing the only birdsenjoyving legal pro-
tection in Iceland, and they piefer tl e
neigh orhood of human habitation s
for thcir breeding- piaces.  From the
largest-of (hese **duckeries” as much
s £300 is clearved annually, the down
being worth about a sovercign per
ponnd on an average; but we were
surprised to hear that its value was a
httle depressed in 1878, owing to the
war in Turkey. . The ducks make
heir nests among  the rough hum-
mocks, charvacteristic of all grassland
in fecland. laying iheir large, olive-
zreen eggs.upon neat little . beds of
lown, “so soft and brown.”  They
we perfectly  tame; allowing them-
clves to be lifted off their eggs and
replaced, with a tew quernlous notes
of remonstrance, or they will flap
slowly and heavily away for a tew
yards on the approach of an intruder,
wvaddling hastily baek as svon as he
retires. The duck is ol a mottled gray
and brown color, and is hardly to be
distingaished at a;hnndisla&cu when
~quatted upon her nast; it is'she who
furnishes the precious down. The
drake, on the contrary, has a showy
black and white plumage, and is a
remarkably conspicuous bird; he is
not so tame as his mate, nd has an
cagy time of it, while she is attending
0 hey domestic duties.  When the
nest, howeyer, has been repeatedly
robbed of the down, and the poor
dinck finds difficulty in replacing it
the drake comes to the rescue and
recognizes his paternal responsibility
by furnishing a supply ot down irom
his own breast.

THE BASU ro REBELLIO N§.

'THE latest news from South Africa
is that Col. Clarke antacked Leroth-
odi's village on Monday last, carried
it by storin, and subsequently burned
it to the ground. Many of the natives
were Killed and surrounded, and the
others fled to the north.  From other
quarters the information is not so
tavarable, and it is regarded in Eng-
land as a mere question of a weck or
so betore the Colonial anihoritics wilp
be compelled to ask tor the aid of
Imperial  troops. In Griqualand
matters are becoming worse every
day. Several magistrates have been
wmurderced.  The natives are vowing
vengeance on all who support the
Government. One by one the chiefs
are joining the insurrcction, the lasg
being Uuditehwas, who has combined
bis torce with that of Umloulo, and
the two are raiding the country with-
i xight of Hutata.

About ‘the trpstees of the Village
Distriét not quite such afavorable ac
couht'can’be given. ~They seldom, if
ever, visit the schools; even or examin-
ation days, do not improve the school-
rooms, and bave not yet provided sucha
very necessary article as a black-board.
The teachers though earnest, uctive
public servants are discouraged by the
apathy of their superiors. Would it not
be better for these men, if they do in-
tend to discharge the duties of trustees,
1o resign and let other men be: elected
who- will a1 least make_an effort in that
direction ?

In the Village’ Miss Burn's school
was examiped on Taesday Oct. 26th,
or rather was to have been examined,
for not one parent or trustee put in an
appearance.
