WAR REVENUE ACT

The Post Office Department, hav-
ing given notice a week .or two ago,
in connection with the War Revenue
Act, that all letters
malled in Canada for delivery in
Canada, the United Strtes or Mexico,
and letters mai‘ed in Canada for de-
livery in the United Kingdom and
British possessions gcnevally, or
wherever the two c¢ent rate applied,
should in gmddition to ordinary pos-
tage carry a one cent stamp as a
War tax, and also having notified the
public that such war tax, while it
should be paid prefercbly by the pos-
tage stamp marked “War Tax,” could
it such stamp were not avallable, be
paid by an ordinary one ccnt postage
stamp, is now issuing further notice
to the effect that postuge stamps may
be used for the prepayment of war
duties on bank cheques, bills of ex-
change, promigsory notes, express
money orders, proprictary or patent
medicines, perfumery, wines or
champagne, o8 well as upon letters
and postcards, postal notes and post
office money orders, the intention
being to provide fucilities in those
portions of the country wherc excise
stamps are not readily available.
This in view of the fact that pestage
stamps may be obtaincd at all points
over the whole country, in many cas-
es where there is no Collector of In-
land Revenue and no Inland Revenue

Synopsis of Canadian’
Land Regulations
Any person who is the sole head
of a family, or any male ove™18 years
old, may homestead a quarter section
of available Domfnion land in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The
applicant must appear in person at
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
agency for district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any agency on cer-
tein conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each of three years. A homesteader
may live within nine wmiles of his
homestead on a farm of at least 80
acres solely owned and occupied by
him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sis‘er.

In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing may preempt a
quarter section alongside his home-
stead, Price $3 per acre. X

Duties: Must vreside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of
homestead entry (including the time
required to earn homestead patent)
and cultivate fifty acres extra. «

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot ob-
tain a pre-emption may enter for a
purchased homestead in certain dis-
tricts. Price $3 per acre. Duties.
Must reside six months in each of
three years, cultivate fifty acres and
erect a house worth $300. .
