BELIEVES EARTH
OLDER THAN SUN

|

Lecturing in London, Professor A.
Bickerton said he was stiongly in-
clined to believe that the earth was
much older than the present struc-
ture of the universe, and also much
older than the sun.

In his opinion, the sun originated
in a collision botween two other
previously existing bodies, one or
both of which had an enormous num-|
ber of meteors, planets and other|
bodies revolving around them. Sun!
spots were probably caused by met-
eors striking the surface of the sun.

In the reference to the origin of
life, the professor dismissed the doc-
|trine of etermal diath and declared
that the message of scjence was of a
higher -and finer optimism than that
of any superstition, priestcraft or
formal dogma.

Professor Bickerton, who s 80
years old, was the originator of the
theory of the birth of stellar systems
When he put forward his views on
this subject in 1902, he was profess-
or of Canterbury College, New Zea-
land, and the governing body of the
university then came to the conclu-
sion that his views were too revolu-
tionary. He had practically to
choose between his theory and his
chair as a professor. He chose the
former. Since then he has written
much about the “third bodies” born
in space by grazing impacts, and is
one of the world's greatest authori-
ties on the stellar system.

“The institutions listed above prov-
ed that they are giving the best of
scientific care to their patients,” de-
clared Dr. Franklin H. Martin, Direc-
tor-General of the American' College
of Surgeons. “Aided by one of the
great educational foundations, we
have carried on actual visits to hos-
pitals, made by trained medical men
who see working conditions as they
are. For the first time this year we
have surveyed hospitals of 50 bed
capacity and up. These institutions as
well as the larger hospitals show a
marked improvement the country
over and places New Brunswick in
the fore front of states who are act-
ive in medical progress.

CANADA’S VIEWS
GIVEN TO U.S.A.

Canada'’s views in the matter of a
new treaty to regulate the strengtu
of nuxal vessels on the Great Lakes
have been placed before the
can Government as the basis for a
draft treaty and unless an invitatipn
is received from Washington to sena
a minister there, it is not thought lik-
ely that a‘further official visit will be
required.

During the summer, when the
Prime Minister and Hon. George P.
Graham, Minister of Militia and De-
fence, were in Washington they plac-
ed before the American Government
their ideas as to how the Rush-Bagot
treaty might be revised and brought
up-to-date. These representions were
made through the usual channels of
the British Embassy, and since the
return of the Prime Minister to Otta-
wa a draft was forwarded to Wash-
ington setting .forth officially what
Canada wanted.

In the framing of a proposed treaty
by the Washington Government, how-
ever, it may develop that certain
changes in the Canadian draft are
asked which will necessitate the visit
of a Canadian Minister in which case
it is thought that Hon. George P.
Graham, as Minister of National De-
tence, will be the likely man to con-
duct the negotiations.

The decision of the British GoYern
ment to leave the matter in the hands
of Canada direct will, it is expected,
be one of the matter for discugsion
at tomnrr”- meeting __of Tabinet
|Comll and a decision may then bo

If the King Government, by some
fluke, were to appoint to one of the
recurring judicial vacancies some
gentleman of the legal profession who
had never been a Liberal partisan,
there might be just the ghost of a
chance_to argue that the long string
of rewards so conferred since last
winter had just happened to go
where they did.
