I yisited Ottawa in March, 1871, on a
Chicago delegation conmected with the
enlargement of the canals, and while
thero mot the late lamented Mr. Alfred
Waddington and Mr. Wm. Kertsman,
who were agitating the subjoot of a Ca-
‘nadian Pacific Railroad and who intro-
duced the matter to my notice, with a
view to organize a company to build the
proposed road. After looking at the
surveys and explorations of Mr. Wad-
dington, who was well infarmed on the
physical maturc of the Pacific coast, 1
eoncluded to take tho subject beforo
somo friends with a view to its scrions
oconsideration. In a fow weeks, at my
request, Mr. Waddington and Mr. Kerts-
man visited Chicago, and the rosult was,
on their represeatations, that with my
friends I preposed to organizo a com-
pany which would undertake t. build a
read, on terms approximating those
which enrrent rumour reported the
GGovernmont as willing to rocommond to
Parliament. Wo visited Now Yorkand
Philadelphia shortly afterwards, and in
about six wceks later (being early in
July, I371,) we visited Ottawa with an
informal propesal, from’ partics of the
highest respectability for undertaking
the work. 7The only members of the
Government whem we met were  Sir
John A. Maedonald and RNir Francis
Hincks; and it apeodily biecoms apparent
to myself and associates that Wadding-
ton had been over-sangnine in his ideas
that tho formation of a company would
be cntrustod te his handa. After some
convorsation which tended to minke this
clear, and which intimated that tho (tov-
ernment would wish to incorporate pro-
minent Canadian namea in any company
undertaking the work, we leit onr ad-
dress with the tweo Ministers, with the
understanding that if occasion for it
arose we were to hear frem them.
Bome few wecks afterwards, Mr. Chas.
M. Smith, who gas my colleagus in this
matter, reccived a letter from Sir Hugh
Allan, stating that Sir Franois Hincks
had requested himto eommunicate with
us in order to effect a unien of Canadian
and American intorests in the Pacific
Railroad Company that was to be form
ed.

I aftorwards found that Sir Francis
Hineks had yisited New' York in the
early part of Augnst, 1871, and at in-
terviews with tio prominent Railway
Bankers, whose names will readily occor
to him, had advige¥thom and their as
sociates to ceasc” nogotiations through
Messrs. 8mith and myself, anl epen
them directly with Sir Hegh Allan, who,
being a leading Canadian, was looked
upon by the Governmeat as a propor
person to figure preminently in the mat-
ter. Asthe gentlomon applied to were
beth unwilling and unable to change ex-
isting arrangements, Sir Francis, on his
return, seems to have ygiven the address
left with him in July to Sir Hugh Allan,
and his letter to us followed. Tho ro-
sult was an interview, in Montreal, ear-
ly in September, 1871, at which prelimi-
maries werc secttlod botween Sir Hugh
Allan, Chas. M, Smith and myself, by
which Sir ITugh was to receivo a large
personal interest in tho stock, and an
amount for distribution among persens
whose aceession would be desirable, and
that tho cash instalments on sugh stock
should be advanced and carried by
others on interest. An intoerview was
held by mysclf with Sir John A. Mae-
donald, at tho]St. Lawrence Hall, the
day beforo we mot Allan, at which he éx-
pressed the approval of the ‘Gov-
ernment at the proposed meeting,
and rcquested mo to mcet him at
Ottawa, after It was oyer, to let him
know tho result. 1 accordingly went
to Ottawa and explained to him that Sir
Hugh had entered into verbal arrange-
ments which would assume a more formal
shape, and that wo had provided for the
easy accession of such other Canadian
gentloman as would be of advantage. He
seemed quito pleascd with it and promis-
ed, on communication with Allan, toset
anearlyday forjentesing into preliminary
arrangoments with the Government, im
order that tho whole matter might be in
shape for an early presentation to Parlia-
ment. Shortlyafterwards, in accordance
with this understanding, 8ir Hugh not-
ified Mr. Smith and myself to eome, and
wo three met the Cabinet at Ottawa
Oct, bth, 1871, to sottle, as xo supposed,
the general features of the scheme.
There warmpsesent 8Sir John A. Mae-
donald, Bir Francis Hincks, Bir. G. E
Cartier, and Messrs. Tupper, Mitchell,
Morris, Aikens and Chupais. It was at
once apparert that they were not fully
inacoord ameng themselves. in couse-
quence, as 8ir F. Hincks informed mo,
of Grand Trunk jealonsy of Allan, re-
presented by tho important personage
of sir Georgo Carticr. The settlement
of matters had, therefore, to be pastponed
until the return of 8ir Hugh Allan from
England, he sailing on Oct. 7th, and re-
turning the 1st of Dccember. Mr. Smith
and I procceded to Now York to inform
our friends of the status of -affairs. It
was then that we first learned that the
visit of the Finance Minister, which I
have heretofore narrated, and it was al-
80 then that Sir Hugh’s first tolegram of
the published correspondence was re-
ceived.

After the return of Sir Hugh Allan
from England he tehgnphed to Mr.8mith
of Chicago, that 8ir Francis Hincks had
ealled and suggested that the Goyern-
ment would be obliged to advertise for
tenders in order to avoid blame, so that
the conclusion of an ag t would

was authorized to promise Mr. Langevin

sonal letter to Macpherson to ailin the
desired objest. Sir Hugh and Mr Ab.
bott, howevor, both dissuaded ma from
doing 20, as it wonld afford a pretext for
the Interoceanic Company to raise the
Awmorican bugbear, which they*had heen
trying to allay, and they promised to
tako the responsibility with Sie John of
my failure to do as agreed,

I then went to Chicago to await

developmonts; and in July, nader dato
of the 1Gth, I got a Jetter from  Allan
which seemaod uite dizcouraging in tone
as he =aid Sir ;. E. Cartier told him
they neverintended dealing xith cither
our Company or Mr. Macpherson’s hut
would form a new one eatiraly under
the control of thoe Government. Bat
Sir IHugh added that the elestion’®  were
approaching, and thenhis French friends
would make their powar felt, and Car
tier must eithor yield to Lower (‘anada
wishes, or elsn he stood a poor chianen tn
be elected.  On Angust Gth, he wrote
again stating that he had brought about
what he wished, as the (Govornment had
been forced to come to him, and he had
secared an agreomont for a majority in
torest inthe company abont to be torm.
ed to build the road; but that to do this
he hadto advarce a large amount of
monoy, some 2200,000 already, and oyer
$100,000 more still to be paid, and want-
ing to know what tho New York friends
wonld do.  On the 16th September, he
wrote again, stating that he had learned
of the absence of scveral of onr friends
from New YorK, aud that therefore a
mocting cauld not be held until Novem-
ber 15th, which was very unsatisfactory,
as ho was to have tho contract signed
within ten days, anl wanted at once
thereafterto go to England and raiso
money. He stated his expenditure to
that dato at $343.000 gold, with 813,500
mare to pay, and he urged speedy ar-
rangements for refunding this, I visit-
ed Montreal shortly attor the receipt of
this letter to ask him further partic
ulars for the gnidance of our friends,
who were somewhat startled at the
magnitude of the figures, and who pro-
pated to have some reasonable explana-
tion of how the mioney had been expend-
ed before they rotarned it to Sir Hugh.
I reached Montreal about October Ist,
aud at the interview which followed, Sir
Hugh reiteratod, and explained the
statements in his later letters. [le said
8ir George Carticr had been very loa:h
to realize the fact that he he¢ld the con-
t-olling French influsnce, subject toa
satisfactory disposition of the Pacific
Chiacter, but that after awhile Sir
Georgo did come to believe it, and,
mueh against his will consented to yield
his prejudices, and give Allan the con-
trol,  with, however,’certain provisions
about Amoricans, which would be more
of an apparent thanreal objection, and
on tho understanding that Sir Hugh
should advanco monevto aid the elec-
tions of Govornment supporters. After
having 8ir George signan agreemant,
s stated in lotter of August 6th, he
commenced paying money, but ashe
told me, having Cartier's order in each
case, and taking a roceipt therefor. When
making tho agreement he had no idea
that tho amount of money wonld be
excessively large, and when it had run
up te between 8100,000 and £200,009,
he became alarmed, and teld Cartier
that ho 1ust stop paying the drafts
which were coming in so rapidly unless
the whole government would sanction
tho bargain. He then stated that Sir
Georgo sent to Ottawa and received a
telegram from Sir John A. Macdonald
eonfirming his action. After this Allan
said he prooeeded paying until he had
advanced $3568,000 in addition to §40,-
009, drawn frem Now York. I promised
to submit his statoments to ny friends
in New York, and leave the iatter for
them to decide.
The next word I had was that he
thought ho must dissolveall sonnection
with Amaricans, ina lotter dated Oc-
tobor 24th. I replied in a few days
after, protesting strongly against such
an action, and in return received a brief
letter dated November 11th, in which
he stated that ho wasin entire ignorance

embark with foreign capitalists in a
Canadian enterprise in which he takes
30 great an interest without the most
i :rfect seenritios and guarantees for its
control and condust in the interest of
Canada.

That
negotiation terminated when Sir ITugh
Allan engaged withsgthors in the forina-
tion of the Canada Chinpany, and it has
never been renewed.

aié from American capitalists, or of com-
bining with them for the prosecution of
the Railway, or for any other purpose.
| Tho enly negotiations thoy have carried
on are thoso already alluded to with
British capitalists, and they have never
even commuunicated on the subject of
the Railway, with auy oune outside of
Canada or Gireat Britawn.”
SirJohn requestod us to mect Abbot
and Allan in Montreal, and arrange
something satisfuctory. Sir Hugh had
gone to New York, and while there had
called on our friends and assured them
that he would still kecp good faith with
them. While 1 had the strongest rea-
sons for doubting such assurance, and
though subsequent occurrences have
confirmed thess doubts, - yet at their
request I desisted from pushing matters
against him furthor than to procure a
settlement of my personal outlay and
loss, and that of my friends who were
with mo, a loss directly entailod by his
duplicity.
This narrative embraces all the lead-
ing facts rclating to my connection with
Sir lluzh Allan, anl mainly of my ef-
forts and operationa concerning the
Pacific Railway, but, as a matter
course, thers wure wiumerous necgotia-
tfons of a nature relating to it, which
secin unnecessary to detail, unless
further occasion should arise. But these
facts would all tend to confirm the gene-
ral points herein stated, aud thoy are
such as would occur inevitably in the
midst of such prolouged and important
negotiations.

optional. The following are theorders,—

1. Adyerting to General Orders(12)
of the 30th May, 1873, such Battalions
of Infantry or Field Batteries of Artil.
lery of the Active Militia, as many desire
to perform the Annual Drill of 16 da;
for the financial year 1873-74 in eight
days’ continuous drill of six hours -each
day, at their respective Battalion or Field
Battery Head Quarters, er at such other
r sonvenient central place of assem-
biy adjacent thereto, as may be selected
by the commanding officer, may be per-
mitted to do so, always exeepting such
companies, the Head Quarters of which
are not within a convenient distance of
the Battalien Head Quarters, say halfa

day’s journey.

2. In such cases eight days to be spent
at the Battalion or Field Battery Head
Quarters, during which drill for six
hours each day is to be performed, with
the exception of the days of concentra-
tion at and departare from, the place of
drill, on each of these two days, drill of
three hours only is to be exacted, the
whol peried of eight days to be execlusive
of any Sunday that may intervene.

3. Tents and blankets will be issued
if required, for such drill, from the
Militia Stores under usual cenditions, on
applisativn by the commanding efficer
to the Deputy Adjutant General of - the
Militia District through the Brigade
Majer.

4. As commanding officers of the
Battalions and Field Batteries who may
obtain tents snd blankcts. for purposes
of the drill, will be held responsible for
their return into store in good condition
on completion of the drill, such com-
manding officers will take steps to have
the same roturned to them before the
men leave for their homes, and will
assess all damages for losses, injury or
deficiencies which may have occurred,
cortifying value of same upon the pay-
lists, and amount of such assessment
will be stopped from tho pay of the
corps. List of prices will be found on
the pay-list.

5. Rations cannot be supplied at the
public expense, but the mon-¢ommis-
sioned officers and moen who shall have
performed theabove duty will receive
eight-dollars each before leaving forjtheir
homes, and tho officers will receive six-
teen dollars each, subject under order
of the commanding ofticer, to stoppages
for necessary subsistence and all
damages of, or losses, injuries to, or
deficiencics in military steres which may
occur during the period of drill.

6. Each mounted officer will receive
an allewance of twelve dollars in addi-
tion, for a horse, if the same has been
actually present and used by him at
drill, on the certificato of the command-
ing officor, and the sum of twelve dollars

will bo likewise allowed for cach Field
| Battery horso actnally and necessarily
prosent, provided such horses were pro-
sent for the fall poriod of drill.

7. Transport is not to be supplied on
roquisition issued by the Militia Depart-
ment, but an allowance in lieu of trans-
port for such portion of the distance
necessarily travelled over ordinary roads
at the rate of six cents per mile fer each
non-cemmissioned officer and man,
whose Corps or Company Head Quarters
aro distant moro than threo miles from
theplace of encampment, will be allowed,
the same rate to be allowed for the
return. journoy.

8. In cases where the whole or part of
the joeurncy is by railway or water com-
munication, half the abeve rates will be
allewed in lieu of transport for such
portions of the journey as may be over
suchrailway or by water communieatien,
and the amount of such allewance is to
be added to tho Company pay lists and
paid with the drill pay.

9. Commanding Officers are under no
circumstanees to issue requisitions fer
transport by railway or steambeat to be
made a charge against the public.

10. Officers commanding Corps desi-
rous of performing the annual drill
under these regulations must give
timely notico to the Depaty Adjutant
General of the Districs, through the
Brigade Major. -

11. The nature of the Prill and ex-
ercises for the respective corps, to be as
far as possible, in confermity with the
instructiens laid down in the General
Order (12) of the 30th May, 1873, the
Riflo instruction and target practice be-
ing the most essgntial exercises for In-
fantry Corps; this isto be comsidered
the Exercise of paramount importanee,
and the target practice roturns must be
rendered at the same time as thé pay
lists duly eertified, to} entitle corps to
¢claim pay.

12. Regiments of Cavalry desirous of
drilling as snch, under the previsions of
this order, may de so,on the under-
standing that ne ohargd', for transport
will beallowed, and that the pay for
horses will be tamo as for Field Batteries
of artillery.

13. Corps of Active Militia perform-
ing the Annual Drill under provisions of
General Order (12) of the 30th May,
1873, are not te be suppliod with Tents
or Blankets, nor will they be provided
with transport at the public expense nor
be paid any allowance therefor.

14. Buch corps as turn out for drill
on 1st July, (Dominion day,) under the
provisions of the foregeing No. 1
General Order, and afterwards assemble
at Battalion or Field Battery Head
Qnuarters for the performance of the eight
days drill under the provisions of this
General Order, will be permitted to
count the drill on Dominion day as ome
of the days of six hours drill previded
for in this Order.
