Oil the 10th September, he 
wrote again, stating that ho had learned 
of the" absence of several of our friends 
from New York, aud that therefore i 
mooting could not he held until Novom 
ber 15th, which was very unsatisfactory, 
as ho was to have tho contract signed 
within ten days, and wanted at once 
thereafter to go to England and raise 
money, tie stated his expenditure to 
that date at $343,000 gold, with $13,500 
mare to pay, and he urged speedy ar­
rangements for refunding this. I visit­
ed Montreal shortly after tho receipt of 
this letter to ask him further partie 
ulars for tho guidance of our friends, 
who were somewhat startled at the 
magnitude of the figures, and who pro­
posed to hare some reasonable explana­
tion of how the money had been expend­
ed before they returned it to Sir Hugh. 
I reached Montreal aboirt October 1st, 
and at the interview which followed, Sir 
Hugh reiterated, and explained tho 
statements in his later letters. He said 
Sir George Cartier had been very loaih 
to realize tho fact that he held tho con- 
xdling French influence, subject to a 

satisfactory disposition of tho Pacific 
Charter, but that after awhile Sir 
Georgo did come to believe it,' and, 
much against his will consented to yield 
his prejudices, and give Allan the con­
trol, with, liowever/cortain provisions 
about Americans, which would be more 
of an apparent than'.real objection, and 
on tho understanding that Sir Hugh 
should advance money to aid the elec 
tions of Government supporters. After 
having Sir George sign an agreement, 
as stated in letter of August 6th, he 
commenced paying money, but as he 
told me, having Cartier's order in each 
case, and taking n receipt therefor. When 
making tho agreement he had no idea 
that tho amount of money would be 
excessively large, and when it had run 
up te between $100,000 aad $200,009,

Sir Hugh Allan’s checks for the $10,000, 
and tho receipts of Mr. Todd for the 
Private Bill expanses of tho Canada Im­
provement and Canada Pacific Railroad 
Companies paid by mo, which must have 
been strange reading to him when com­
pared with tho memorial of the Execu­
tive Committee of tho said C. P. Rail­
road Company, signed by Hugh Allan, 
.1. J. C. Abbott, aud Louis Beaubien, 
then in his possession, in whish the 
following remarkable passage occurs, 
under date of October 12th, 1872, which 
memorial was presented to Parliament 
during tho present session :

But tho Canada Com­
pany emphatically deny that beyond 
sueli a-limited circle any such belief, or 
even any idea, of such a state of things 
is entertained.

“Tho Canada Company are aware that 
a negotiation was commenced during the 
sutqmer of eighteen hundred and seven­
ty-one, bot a eon Sir Hunh Allan and 
cyvtain American capitalists for tho for­
mation of a company to construct and 
run tho Canada Pacific Railway; but 
they are informed by Sir Hugh Allan, 
and have satisfied themselves by a- full 
•Inquiry into tho circumstances and de­
tails of that negotiation, that it was not 
initiated by Sir Hugh, and that it was 
éommene ‘d and supported by influen­
tial person» in Canada, as being tho only 
combination that offered itself at that 
time for tho construction and running of

With the first 
part of your history of the matter I am 
personally unacquainted, as our inter­
course did not begin until the opening of 
the session of 1872, when we were intro­
duced by Mr. Abbott. My negotiations 
on the subject of the Pacific Railway 
previous to that time had been with Sir 
Hugh Allan and Mr. Abbott, though 
from the commencement I had bee» 
aware of the arrangements made with 
American parties whom you represented. 
I was associated during the session of 
1872 with Allan, Abhet aad youraelf, in 
all the stages of procuring the charter of 
the Canada Pacific Railway Company, 
and in all the efforts made to secure te 
that Company tho contract to build . the 
Road, and as a consequence, was familiar 
with many points naturally rising there- 
from. I discussed with you my personal 
position under the proposed arrange­
ments, and with yourself, Allan, and 
Abbott, all the main features of the leg­
islation proposed and such as were 
deemed necessary for tho objest. As 
you state, there were difficulties in tho 
way of closing matters, and I was aware 
of the agreement with Mr. Langevin, 
to which you refer, as it was frequently 
discussed between us and Mr. Abbott. 1 
was also aware from the first of Sir George 
Cartier’s opposition to Sir Hugh Allan, 
and of the moans by which Sir George 
was forced to forego this opposition.

In regard te the payment of money 
for election purposes I was informed _ «f 
the arrangement with Sir George Cartier, 
and was also shown a confirmatory tele­
gram frem Sir John A. Macdonald.

This narrative embraces all tho lead­
ing facta relating Vt my connection with 
Sir Hugh Allan, and mainly of my ef­
forts and operations concerning the 
Pacific Railway, but, on a matter 
course, there wore numerous negotia­
tions of a nature relating to it, which 
seem unnecessary to detail, unless 
further occasion should arise. But these 
facts would all tend to confirm tho gene­
ral points herein stated, aud th^y are 
such as would occur inevitably in the 
midst of such prolonged ^nd important 
negotiations.

The following orders with reference 
to^üDitie Drill 1er theyear 1873-74 have 
been issued. It will be seen that Reral 
Battalions may assemble at their Bat­

talion head-quarters for eight days if 
they eo desire, and tente and blanketa 
will be issued for their use, but nt 
rations or ration allowance will be 
granted, A email transport allowance 
will also be made. Thb manner of 
putting in the annual drill U entirely 
optional. The following are the orders,—

1. Adverting te General Orders(U) 
of the 30th May, 1873, such Battalions 
of Infantry or Field Batteries of Artil­
lery of the Active Militia, as many desire 
to perform the Annual Drill ef 16 days 
for the financbl year 1873-74 In right 
days’ continuous drill of six hoars -each 
day, at thetr respective Battalioa or Field 
Battery Head Quarters, or at such other 
r convenient central place of assem­
bly adjacent thereto, as may be selected 
by the commanding officer, may be per­
mitted to do so, always excepting such 
companies, the Head Quarters ef which 
are not within a convenient distance of 
the Battalion Head Quarters, say half a 
day’s journey.

3. In such cases eight days to be spent 
at the Battalion or Field Battery Head 
Quarters, during which drill for six 
hours each day is to be performed, with 
the exception of the days of concentra­
tion at and departure from, the place of 
drill, on each of these two days, drill of 
three hours only is to be exacted, the 
whol period of eight days to be exclusive 
oi any Sunday that Aiay intervene.

3. Tents and blankets will be issued 
if required, for such drill, from the 
Militia Stores under usual conditions, on 
application by the commanding afficer 
to the Deputy Adjutant General of the 
Militia Dbtrict through the Brigade 
Major.

4. As commanding officers of the 
Battalions and Field Batteries who may 
obtain tents and blankets for purposes 
of tho drill, will bo held responsible for

on completion of the drill, such com­
manding officers will take steps to have 
the same returned to them before the 
men leave for their homes, and will 
assess all damages for losses, injury or 
deficiencies which may have occurred, 
certifying value of same upon the pay­
lists, and amount of such assessment 
will be stopped from tho pay of the 
corps. List of prices will be found on 
the pay-list.

6. Rations cannot bo supplied at the 
public expense, but the non-eommis 
sioned officers and mon who shall have 
performed tbc above duty will receive 
eight dollars each before leaving torltheir 
homes, and tho officers will receive six­
teen dollars each, subject under order 
of the commanding officer, to stoppages 
for neoessary subsistence and all 
damages of, or losses, injuries to, 
deficiencies in military stares which may 
occur durieg tho period of drill.

6. Each mounted officer will receive 
an allowance of twelve dollars in addi­
tion, for a horso, if the same lias been 
actually present and used by him at 
drill, on the certificate of the command­
ing officer, and the sum of twelve dollars 
will bo likewise allowed for each Field 
Battery horso actually and necessarily 
present, provided such horses were pro 
sent for the full period ef drill.

7. Transport ia not to be supplied on 
requisition issued by the Militia Depart 
ment, but anallowanoo in lieu of trans­
port for such portion of tho distance 
necessarily travelled over ordinary roads 
at the rate of six cents per mile fer each 
non-commissioned officer and mau, 
whose Corps or Company Head Quarters 
aro distant moro than threo miles from 
tho place of encampment, will be allowed, 
the same rate to be allowed for the 
returnjoumey.

8. In cases where thu whole or part of 
the journey ie by railway or water com 
munication, half the abeve rates will be 
allowed in lieu of transport for such 
portions of the journey as may be over 
suchrail way or by water communication, 
and the amount of such allowance is to 
be added to tho Company pay lists and 
paid with the drill pay.

9. Commanding Officers aro under no 
ciroumstanees to issue requisitions for 
transport by railway or steamboat to be 
made a charge against the public.

10. Officers commanding Corps desi­
rous of performing the annual drill 
under these regulations must give 
timely notico to the Deputy Adjutant 
General of the District, through the 
Brigade Major.

11. The nature of the Drill and ex­
ercises for tho respective corps, to be as 
far as possible, in conformity with the 
instructions laid down in the General 
Order ( 12) of the 30th May, 1873, the 
Riflo instruction and target practice be 
ing the most essential exercises for In 
fantry Corps; this is to bo considered 
the Exercise of paramount importance, 
and the target practice returns must be 
rendered at the same time as the pay 
lists duly certified, to) entitle corps to 
claim pay.

12. Regiments of Cavalry desirous of 
drilling as suck, under the previsions of 
this order, may de eo, on the under­
standing that no charge for transport 
will be .allowed, and that the pay for 
horses will be sano as for Field Batteries 
of artillery.

13. Corps of Active Militia perform 
ing tho Annual Drill under provisions of 
General Order ^12) of the 30th May, 
1873, are not te be supplied with Tents 
or Blankets, nor will they ba provided 
with transport at the public expense nor 
be paid any allowance therefor.

14. Such corps as turn out for drill 
on let July, (Dominion day,) under the 
provisions of the foregoing No. 1 
General Order, and afterwards assemble 
at Battalion or Field Battery Head 
Quarters for the performance of the eight 
days drill under the provisions of this 
General Order, will be permitted to 
count the drill on Dominion day as oi 
of the days of six hours drill provided 
for in this Order.

Edward Island into the Dominion, Flags 
were displayed in all directions, on the

Eublic buildings, and many private 
oases were gaily decorated with ap­

propriate mottoes. The volunteers par­
aded in the forenoon, and salutes were 
fired from H. M. S. Spartan and the 
shore batteries- At noon the Sag of 
Canada floated in the breeze oy^r the 
Provincial Buildiegs, and soen after 
Sheriff Watson read the Queen’s Proc­
lamation of Union before a large and 
enthusiastic assemblage. Govern er 
Robinson was then sworn in, as His 
Honour the Lleut-Governor of the Pro­
vince of Prince Edward Island of the 
Dominion of Canada. In the evening 
the shops and public offices were illum­
inated and the citizens gave themselves 
up to the enjoyment ef the auspicious 
occasion^ Preparations are being made 
to give the Gsyemer-General a brilliant 
reception en his arrival at Charlotte­
town.
