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'NEGRO ESGAPED

Negro En Route to Oklahoma From
Edmonton Got Away From Sherift
in North Dakota.

Minot, N.D., June 14.—This morn-
ing at about 2.30 o’clock a coldred
man being taken back to Stillwater,
Oklahoma, t0 answer for the murder
of a white man, effected a sensational
escape from the deputy shesiff in
charge of him just as the So0o train
No. 108 was pulling out of -thie station
at Kenmare. -

Jumped Through Train Window.

The deputy shéfiff and the ‘chief of
police at Kenmare headed & posse this
morning, which 18 scouring the coun-
try for the murderer. No trace of]
him has been found. The names of
the colored man and deputy”sheriff
cannot be learned. The ~offfcer
boarded the train with his prisoner
somewhere near Medicine Hat. He
was handcuffed to the seat in one of
the day coaches. The deputy left
him for a moment just as the train
was pulling out of Keamare. The
prisoner in some way got the hand-
cuffs loose from the seat and made a
break for Hberty. He met the con-
ductor in the vestibule, dashed him
aside and jumped headlong through
the vestibule window. The train had
been making good headway. For
some reason or other the deputy, in
his confusion at the man’s escape, did
not stop the train. It was not be-
lieved possible that he could have
survived the leap from the window
and he was confident that his man
would be picked up by some of the
railroad trackmeén seriously, if not
fatally, injured. The deputy came
through to Minot and went back on
train No. 107, With the chief of
police and others he has been scour-
ing the countryside aill day. There
is no trace of the murderer. He is
still handcuffed, as the handcuffs
which bound his wrists can be opened
only by theé application of machinist’s
tools or keys in the hands of the de-
puty. Foot-prints were found in
the soft ground near the lake at Ken-
mare, but they stopped at the lake
shere. The man may have entered
the water and walked a short distance
to cover up his tracks, and may now
be hiding somewhere in the vicinity of
the town.

The story of the man’s crimes, as
told by the deputy sheriff, 18 that the
colored man - eloped with a white
woman from Stillwater, Oklahoma,
after the prisoner had successfully
negotiated a plan to murder her hus-
band. ' There:.was a sensatienal es-
cape of the pair from ~Oklahoma to
Canad@ian country, where. the deplfy
has spent two months in trying to get
the Canadian authorities to déeliver
them up to him. He finally succeed-
ed in getting the colordd man, but the
white woman is still on the Canadian
side. The man broke the glass in
the vestibule by repeated blows of his
head and then plunged through. A
piece of his clothing and blood stains
on the grass indicate tnat he was in-
jured in going through.

Soar, and Shortage |

London, June 11—For some months
past the pricé of meats in the London

FIRES IN NORTH

LARGE AREA OF TIMBER BURNED

Fire Leaped Athabasca River at
Mirror Landing--Teé¢legraph Agent
Had Narrow Escape, .

Bulletin Special.

Athabasca Landing, June 14.—A
fierce forest fire swept the distriet
in the vicinity of the junction of the
Lesser Slave River and the Athabasca
on.. Saturday afternoon  destroying
thousands of dollars worth of stand-
ing timber, hay and settlers’ build-
ings. The fire started on “the south

side of the Athabasca river, and driven
by a terrific gale, jumped the river,
which ig fully a guarter of @ mile wile,
and continued northward licking up
every stick of timber in ite path.
Settlers on the morth side ‘of the river
confidently expected that the fire
would ourn itself out at the river, and
a8 a matter of fact it suceeeded iu
jumping ‘the river only at 6ne point.
This was at Mirror Landing, seventy
miles up the Athabasea river from
here, at the mouth of the Little Slave
river. It is there that the new gov-
ernment, telegraph station, on the line
being constructed from Edmonton to
Pedce River Crossing by way of Atha-
basca Landing and Grouard, which
is' at the west end of Lesser Slave
Lake, is docated. Mirror Landing is
also the farthest up-river point to
which the Northland Sun, of the Nor-
thern Navigation €Company’s line, pro-
ceeds, and the company has a large
warchouse - there. The government
telegraph station was destroyed, tut
by a strange and remarkable freak cf
the fire, the warehouse-of the steam-
ship company ‘escapeéd damage en-
tirely.

Miss McLeod, sister of Geo. McLeod,
superintendent of the telegraph con-
struction gang, who is the ‘telegraph
agent at ‘Mirror Landing, with her
mother and sisters, narrowly escaped
déath in the flames. They were in
the house into which the telegraph
wire - is' strung, having eclosed the
doors and windows in an effort to
keép out the emoke from the fire
across the wiver, and the first intim-
ation they had tha't the fire had jump-
ed the river was when a burning ‘rce
fell on the house. 8o suddenly had
the flames advanced that they had
not a moment in which to save any
of their household goods or elothing
They barely escaped with their lives.
They took wefuge im the warehouse
of the_ steamship company.

BiG STEEL PROJECT
INSOUTHERN ALBERTA

Option Obtained by St. Paul Capital-
ists on Coal and Iron Deposits
Near Cowley For $250,000—To
Build Railway Into Calgary.

Nelson, B.C., June 12.—An import-
ant railway and development project,
which has been maturing for several
vedars, has béen discovered as a Te-
sult of Gardher & Carney Bros., of
Kaslo, selling over to St. Paul capital-
ists, who are said to have unlimited
capital, an option on coal and iron de-
posits near Cowley, for a quarter of a
million dollars.

The ore is magnetic and assays 65
per cent., and the syndicate Intend to
build a nmredern steel plant, for which
the metal is admirably adapted.

acres, which is a gain in two years cf

cent.

The provinces of Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Albérta increased their
area in wheat from 2,495,466 aerés in
1900 to 5,624,000 ‘acres in 1908 -and
to 8,395,400 in 1910. In Saskatchewan
alone the increase of 'this yedr over
last year is 1,163,000 acres. :

At a meeting of the Edmonton Un-
fon of the United Farmers of Al-
bert held on Saturday last in the city
hall, after matters of minor impor-t
ance had been dealt with, a keen dis-
cussion took place upon the questions
which it was thought advisable to
place before Sir Wilfrid Laurier when
passing through the West.

The unanimous spirit of those pre-
sent was to take a broad view of the
most imperative requirements of the
whole West, and limit requests to one
or two matters of vital importance
only, feeling that by so doing, these
requests would receive more prompt
attention than if other matters of less
importance were tacked on to same.

It was clearly evident from the
meeting that the question of provid-
ing a .steady, continuous, and profit-
able market for live stock such as a
meat export trade would give, was
considered to be by far the most pres-
sing necessity of the whole west, and
the most important matter to bring

forcibly to the attention of the prime
minister.

A strong resolution was drafted,
effectively pointing out the'gieat ne-
cessity which exists for the inaugura-
tion of this business, and urgently re-
questing that the federal government
grant the necessary assistance to-
wards establishing the industry; a
deputation was appointed to present
the same to Sir Wilfrid, and impress
upon him the urgency for early action
on the part of the government.

Other locals within easy reach of
the city are to be asked to appoint re-
presentatives to accompany the depu-
tation.

Those nominated to take part in
the depatation were also instructed to
lay before the prime minister the need

for government ownership of terminal
elevators.

Twenty-two settlers from the States
of Wisconsin and Iowa arrived in the
city last evening, having come over
the G. T. P. in a private. car in
charge of H. M. Kenney, of the In-
ternational Realty Co., of Strathcona.
This is the third party of American
settlers that has come in under the
direction of the company, since the
early spring, and it is expected that
two further car loads will follow in
July and August respectively.

The party is made up chiefly of men
who own and work farms in the State
of Wisconsin. All the members of
the party have money to invest, and
the majority have already purchased
land in the neighborhood of Holden,
where the car stopped to enable them
to inspect land. The car left at 7
o’clock this morning, and will convey
them home by way of Winnipeg and
St. Paul, after which they will sell out
and make arrangements to remove
with their families and effects to Al-
berta.

Without exception they express
themselves as being very pleased with
the country and greatly impressed
with the splendid prospects which its
offers to the farmer. They have been
especially surprised by what they have
earned regarding the weather condi-
ions of this .province. They "wete
more particularly pleased with the
absence of frost during the past two
months, stating that in the districts
from which most of them had come
there had been frost almost every
night until June 7th.

Captain A. M. P. Desborough, an
Imperial government expert at Wool-
wich Arsenal, has also been engaged,
with the consent of the Colonial
Office, to come to Canada for a couple
of months to advise the Department
of Mines as to the best regulations to
adopt in Canada respecting the manu-
facture ,storage and use of explosives.
He will also give the department the
benefit of his experience in connec-
tion with a government explosives
testing station to be established here.

Torontd’s Infant Mortality Heavy.

Toronto, June 14.—Infant mortality
constitutes twenty-nine per cent of
the death rate of Ontario, according
to Dr. Helen MadMurchy, whose re-
port on the subject has been issued
by Hon W. J. Hanna, the Provincial
Secretary Tuberculosis. s Tespon-
sible for only eight per cent of the
rate. Miss MacdMurchy’s report says:
“In the city of Toronto, in 1909, there
were 1,313 deaths under one year of
age, and the total nuniber of births
was 6,680. This gives an infant mor-
tality rate of 196 per 1,000 approxi-
mately one-fifth, or twenty per cent.

BUT RAIN IS NEEDED

Some Rains In The North, But Little
To South—Southern Farmers Hope
For a Good Rain This Week Which
Is Much Wanted In Parts.

Calgary, June 14.—Although rain “el!
in many localities in the province dur-
ing the past week, the C.P.R. crop
reports state that moisture is needed
in many districts yet before the grain
matures as it should. No very heavy
rainfall is reported and warm weather
has been prevalent. Fall wheat is get-
ting along well. in most places.

At Airdrie the weather has been
warm and rain fell for four hours dn:-
ing the week. No damage has been
done so far.

Fall wheat is from four to six inchcs
high at Carstairs and all grains are
looking fine. The weather has been
fine and warm.

At Didsbury rain fell for two hours
and the crops are growing splendidly.
At Olds a good growth is also re-
ported.

At Bowden the crops are in good
condition, rain falling for eight hours
on Wednesday last.

At Innisfail it rained for ten:hours,
doing a great deal of good and at Pen-
hold two inches of rain fell,, and crops
are thriving.

Red Deer Acreage

Wheat 10,000; oats 20,000; barley 6,-
000; flax 1,000; hay 75,000. Rain feil
heavily for four hours,

Good growing weather is reported
from Blackfalds where rain fell four
hours.

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WILL NOT YET GRANT
AN IMPROVED SERVICE

Efforts of Board of Trade to Secure
Better Service on G.T.P. to Wain-
wright Meet With Small Encour-
agement from President Hays.

Less than twenty members of the
Board of Trade gathered for the re-
gular monthly meéting held yester-
da)\f afternoon. The president ex-
pressed his regret that, with a mem-
bership numbering three hundred, so
few should be present at the meet-
ing.

On the suggestion of A. C. Fraser
it was arranged to hold the next meet-
ing in conjunction with a lunch,. in
the hope that by this means a larger
attendance might be assured, the ar-
rangements as to the place of meet-
ing to be settled later.

The committee previously appoint-
ed by the Board to make enquiries
and report on the advisability of tak-
ing action with reference to the in-
vestigations of the Railway Commis-
sion regarding existing commercial
telegraph rates, submitted a report
declaring action o the part of the
Board to be unnecessary.

On the suggestion of M. R. Jen-
nings, however, who insisted that the
Board should co-operate with others
in the effort which is being made to
secure a reduction of the existing
rate, the report was referred back to
the committee, with instructions to
them to compile comparative data
with reference to telegraph rates tor
the use of the investigating committee
that may be appoimnted by the Railway
Commission, the data compiled to in-
clude a comparison of the rates pre-
vailing in the West with those pre-
vailing in eastern Canada and in the
United States. Mr. Jennings’ name
was added to the committee dealing
with this matter.

George, W. Boughton was received
as a member of the Board.

A communicatiom from Riviere
Qui Barre, asking the Board to use
its influence to secure for that dis-
trict transportation facilities on the
proposed radial railway, was referred
to the council of the Board, with in-
structions to report.

A communication from the Secre-
tary of the Assoclated Boards -of
Trade of Western Canada, expressing
regret at the decision of the Edmon-
ton Board to send mo representatives
to the annual convention, and ex-
plaining that the delay in the dis-
tribution of reports of the last an-
nual convention was due’ to unfore-
seen difficulties which would mot be
likely to recur, was read and filed.

A communication from Charles M.
Hays, replying to a. letter written by
Secretary Fisher under instructions
from the council of the Board asking
for a daily and more speedy service
on the G.T.P. between Edmonton and
Wainwright, was laid on the table.
Little hope was offered of amy im-
mediate improvement, the company
suggesting that the probable -receipts
would not justify the cost of the more
frequent and rapid service.

E. T. Racey stated that he had
been informed that settlers east of
Wainwright received special rates
which were not extended to those
Hiving west of the town.

The secretary was asked to make
further enquiries and report.

A complaint of the Edmonton Pro-

duce Company regardimg the C.N.R.
produce rates and C.P.R. freight rates
was referred to the transportation
committee.
/The cémpany complained that Win-
nipeg .was favored in the rates for the
transportation of produce from some
points east of this city, and figures
weére quoted giving evidence of such
discrimination. Secretary Fisher re-
ported that representations had beem
made to the district freight agent,
who was understood to be taking the
matter up with the general freight
agent in Winnipeg.

The same company also complained
of the trouble experienced with way
freight on the C.P.R., stating that
freight from - Innisfail had been on
the road for as lomg as thirteen days,
and ‘from Bittern Lake as long as
eleven days.

Secretary Fisher stated that the ex-
planation of the railway officials was
that the delay was caused by the
difficulty of transfer from Strathcona
to Edmonton, which frequently ne-
cessitated the delay of small ship-
ments until a sufficient quantity had
accumulated to protect the company
from possible loss.

The committee appointed at . the
last meeting to imnterview the acting
Deputy Minister of Public Works re-
garding the ferry across the Sas-
katchewan at Clover Bar, reported
that they were able to accomplish
little owing to the disorganization re-
sulting from the recent political com-
plications. A letter had been receiv-
ed from the premier of the province
in which he stated that he had in-
structed tne public works department
to look into the matter. It was also
stated that an engineer had been
sent to look into the matter and re-
port on the probable eost.

A letter from Hon. A. C. Ruther-
ford, wriuwen when he was premier,
enclosed in a communication from the
Hon. C. W. Cross in response to in-
quiries concernimng the progress of the
line from Strathcona to Camrose, was
read and filed. Mr. Rutherford stated
that he had received the assurance
of M. H. McLeod, the company’'s gen-
eral manager, that the work of grad-
ing would commence in a few days.

A letter from W. H. Morris, com-
plaining of the delay in the delivery
of telegrams in the city, was referred
to the secretary with instructions to
deal with the local official concerined.

The communication of George H.
Westwood, who complained of the
obstruction of the street upon which
his property fronts, owing to insuffi-
cient facilitles possessed by the G.T.P.
for handling freight, was filed, the
secretary was instructed to notify
Mr. Westwood that the matter was
not one in which the Board of Trade
;would be able to act.

It was intended
not only to keep Canadian goods out
of.the United States, but to forze Can-
ada to admit United States goods u2-
de. favorable terms. It failed not <1y
because Canad# ‘deelined’ to be forced,
but because the American people, or
a very large section of them, refused
toscontinue to-pay heavy and unneces-
sary taxes for the benefit of combines
and trusts. It is the people of thnl
United States rather than the United
States government or the Republican
party, who are asking to make a new
trading arrangement with us. It is
not a movement in which the Govern-
ment is leading the people, but one in
which the people are pushing the Gov-
ernment along. And the temper in
which they are going about it makes
clear that they propose to get some-
thing substantial or to let the Gov-
ernment know what they think about
it.

LET THE OTHER SIDE BE HEARD.
Canadian high tariff preachers are
busy denouncing the reciprocity idea.
Their anxiety betrays a firm belief in
those quarters that the coming negoti-

ations with Washington are likely to
result in a substantial reduction of
the tariff barriers and consequently
in a freer and larger trade between
the two countries. The papers through
which this campaign is being carried
on and the vigor and persistency that
is being shown in its prosecution in-
dicate quite clearly that apprehensions
are growing in the minds of those
who profit by the exclusion of United
States goods from the Canadian mar-
ket, apprehensions that if left to their
own inclinations the Canadian repre-
sentatives at the conference will agree
to an arrangement which will
a much larger importation
made in the United States. To fore-
stall this terrible possibility an at-
tempt is being made to create in Can-
ada a public sentiment hostile to the
idea of trading with the people across
the line. With a fine show of national
bumptiousness we are told that the
peeple of the United States are a
hopelessly selfish crew, that they
never make bargains save for their
own benefit and that if Canada starts
dickering with them she is sure to
get the worst of it.” This is duly sprink-
led with professions of extremist loy-
alty, with fine phrases about the de-
girability of trading with the Mother
Land, and garnished with warnings
that if we buy more from the Ameri-
cans and sell more to them we may
become so enamoured of them as to
break with the Empire and join the
Republic.

For-
tunately it has not of late years gain-
ed much credence with the Canadian
people. It is to be hoped it will gain
as little now, for the doctrine has not
in recent years had as large an oppor-
tunity for mischief as it has at pre-
sent.

REGULATING THE IMMIGRATION
MOVEMENT.

A pamphlet has been issued con-
taining the laws and regulations of
the Dominion Governmént regarding
immigration. The booklet contains
the Immigration Act passed at the
recent session of Parliament, the order
in council by which regulations are es-
tablished in accord with and under
authority of the Act, and directions
for. bringing about the deportation of
an “undesirable.”

Recommendations to deport should
be signed by a mayor, reeve, or other
public official having knowledge. of
the facts. The form on which the re-
commendation is to be made out con-
tains blanks for the name of the ‘‘un-
desirable,” age, nationality, time and
port of entry into Canada, present
whereabouts, the reason for which
his deportation is asked, his history
since arriving in Canada, and for the
certificate of a doctor in case depor-
tation is asked on grounds of disease
or physical or mental disability. De-
portation may be made any time
within three years from the arrival of
the immigrant in Canada and the
causes for which it may be made are
set out in the clauses of the act.

The act places all immigrants under
surveillance for three years after ar-
rival in the country.

of the Interior or superintendent of
immigration, giving full particulars.

Upon receiving a complaint of this
character the minister may order the

offending party detained at an im-
migrant station pending inquiry by a
board or an officer acting as such. If
the board or the examining officer
finds the person to belong to the pro-
hibited or undesirgble classes, he shall
be deported forthwith. The Governor
in council is empowered to order any
such person to leave Canada within a
gpecified time, and on his failure to
do so he is liable to be arrested and
escorted from the country.

Of these,
6,044,448 great hundreds were sent to
the United Kingdom, more than half
coming to this district. Leeds und|
Hull, for instance, took 3,188,592 great
hundreds between them; Grimsby,
36,048 great hundreds, and West Har-
tlepool, 10,440 great hundreds. Al-
though encouragement is being given
to home” supply, the extent to which
Great britain is dependent upon for-
eign sources is shown by the large
annual imports, which, last year, am-
ounted to 17,710,441 great hundreds
valued at $36,176,510.”

WONDERFUL CANADA.

Manchester Evening Chronicle—At
the Geographical hall, Manchester,
last night, an entertaining lecture on
Canada was given by Miss Agnes
Deans Cameron, the Canadian travel-
ler and author.

She said there was being made into
the great wheat belt of Western Can-
ada today the greatest economic trek
the “'world had ever known, and the
lure which brought people there was
the free farms of 160 acres each which
the Canadian government gives in the
Prairie Provinces to whomsoever will
till them. Last year 100,000 Ameri-
cans came north across the interna-
tional boundary into the great wheat
plains of Western Canada, and there
was an almost equal immigration from
the Mother Land and the hardy na-
tions of Northern Europe. South of
the Saskatchewan there are in West-
ern Canada 200,000,000 acres of land
capable of growing hard wheat, and
as yet -but one-twentieth of this has
been brought under the plough.

Miss Cameron added that north of
the Saskatchewan; that is, north of
the present occupation, Canada holds
another 100,000,000 acres of land with
wheat-growing possibilities,

THE GREAT LONE LAND.

Toronto Glohe: The death .of
General Sir William Butler at the age
of seventy-two will recall to older
living Canadians his journey across
the continent in 1871, when he was
in the very height of his physical
powers. He was, like many of his
Irish compatriots in the British
army, a dashing officer of the adven-
turous type, and he could not resist
the *“call of the wild” when the
chance came of plunging into it was
offered to him forty years ago. The
outcome was the publication in 1872
of an eminently readable account of
his journey in the form of a volume
entitled “The Great Lone Land,” and
this was followed in 1873 by less
readable account of a similar but less
interesting journey under the title ot
““The Wild North Land.”

It was Captain Butler’s intention
and expectation to accompany Col-
onel Wolseley’s expedition sent in
1870 to suppress the first Riel rebel-
lion, but he accepted a commission
to visit the Saskatchewan river In-
dians and travelled through the Unit-
cd States to the Red River at the
Canadian frontier. Having found his
way to Fort Garry, now Winnipeg; he
managed by a ruse to evade the ef-
forts made by Riel to capture him,
and took his way northward. Riel
sent an urgent message asking him
to return,. and with this invitation
Captain Butler complied. He await-
ed the expedition at Lake Winnipeg
and afterwards started westward on
his long but enjoyabie trip, which ex-
tended to the Pacific Ocean and back,
the return journey being made by
way of San Franciséo.

Captain Butler has his place in
the series of adventurers who crossed
the continent from Lake Superior,
Hudson’s Bay, or the upper Missouri,
but his place is at its close. Between
Palliser’s exploratory work on the
international boundary in 1857-60 and
Captain Butler’'s two journeys in 1870-
72 several others had made the over-
land trip and published their accounts
of it, but the annexation of British
Columbia to the Dominion of Canada
in .871 brought prominently to the
front the necessity for the construc-
tion of a transcontinental railway, for
which the work of surveying was
completed in 1876 by a large staff
under the direction of Sir Sanford
Fleming. All romance was taken out
of the transcontinental touring when
the travellers was able to use sur-
veyors’ camps as stopping places all
the way to the Pacific. The chief
value of Butler’s “Great Lone Land”
is that it affords the basis for a com-
parison between the condition of the
prairie country in 1870 and its con-
dition in 1910, and for this reason ev-
ery one who makes the transcontinen-
tal 'trip now in a parlor car might
usefully take with him a copy of his
book.

New York, June 12—"Take the tar-
iff out of polities.” With this slogan

OUTLINES SCHEME FOR
PROTECTING FARMERS

Saskatchewan M.P.P. Proposes Com-
promise Which Elevator Commis-
sion .Seems .to .Regard .With
Favor.

Rezina, June 11—With the examin-
ation of F. C. Tate, M.L.A., today
before the elevator commission 1t
may almost be said that while the
commission has still much evidence
to take and their report to compile,
that the position has so far crystalizéd
that the eventual outcome of the in-
vestigation may practically be the re-
commendation of a compromise
scheme outlined by Mr. Tate, and
which may be briefly epitomized un-
der the following clauses:—

—That the government establish
weigh scales at all shipping points,
the stations to be under the control
of an. appointee of the government
thus providing for the protection of
the farmers from loss by the receiving
of false weights.

2—That' the government provides
storage facilities at all shipping points
where they would be required for the
use of farmers living at a distance
from the station to store their grain
till they have enough at the station
to fill a car, the object of this is to.
do away with the necessity which
farme at a distance from the sta-
tions experience of selling their grain
to the elevator whether they want to
do so or not.

3—That the use of the economy
cleaner be advocated. This machine
costs about from $200 to $300 and
can be attached to a threshing ma-
chine in the field. Althougt it is|
hardly out of the experimental stages |
vet it is believed that it will clean
grain so well as to do away with the
necessity of having the grain cleaned
at the elevator.

{—That this plan be put into force
for about two years pending the trial
of the Manitoba government’'s scheme.

Besides the foregoing arrangement
Mr. Tate proposes that the govern-
ment should undertake to loan money
to the farmers for a farmers elevator
when they are asked to do so.

THREE MAILS EACH WEEK.

Postmaster-General Arranging to In-
crease Old Country Service.

Montreal, June 10—Hon. Rodolphe Le-

That both Camrose and Wetaskiwin
are after electric power from the Hydro-
Electric Company who are establishing
th big plant up the Saskatchewan is
the information brought to the city by
G. A. Greenhill of the Alberta Canadian
Insurance Co., who has just returned
from a trip over the C. & E. lines.
According to the report brought to the
city these towns are going to make a
proposition to the company to have the
power tranemitted to these points.

THE EUROPEAN SITUATION.

Is Delicate. HKeen Anxiety Felt Over
Cretan Question.

Vienna, Jumne 14.—The death of
King Edward VIL is bringing changes
in European politics which, it is fear-
ed, may result in serious.international
complications. The grouping of the
powers and the intrigues on the Cre-
tan question clearly indicate what is
going on. Germany and -Austria,
which have always carefully refrained
from taking any part in the delitate
controversy between Turkey and
Greecé, concerning the sovereiginty
over Crete, are believed here to be
bent on disrupting the harmony of
the four protective powers, England,
Influential Vienna and Budapest
papers, closely connected with the
foreign office, are imdulging in. vio-
lent articles urging urkey in plain
langnage to make war on Greece and
smash it, thereby destroying the un-
ity of these powers. Behind all this,
however, there is a deeper plot to de-
stroy the Anglo-French-Russian en-
tente. Intrigues with this end in view
have beemn steadily pursued in Aus-
tria and Germany during the last two
yvears ,and especial efforts are now
goinng on to sow distrust by sugges-
tions that Englasd’s Cretan policy is
dictated- by the hope of acquiring a
naval station in Suda Bay. Hence
while the momentary danger of a
Turco-Greek war seems slight, the
European si tuatican si delicate, and
developments are awaited with the
greatest anxiety. The continental
cabinets are watching the British for-
eign policy with the utmost keenness
to obtain some clew as to political
sagacity of the new monarch.

BIG PAGEANT IN TORONTO.

Semi-Centennial of Queen’s Own

Rifles Will Be Unique Affair,
Toronto, June 14.—The pageant for
the semi-centennial of the Queen’s
Own Rifles Regiment is going on to
completion, amd the rehearsals grow-
ing in interest. The pageant opens
on June 20, at the Exhibition grounds,
and the various historic scenes will
unfold the history of Ontario for the
past hundred years. The ‘“old boys”
of the regiment are to gather from
all parts of the world. Acceptances
are already recéived from many dis-
tant places to imvitations to be pre-
sent at the pageant. The grand ball
on the 24th ,in the Transportation
building, which has dancing space
for over two thousand, will be attend-
ed by hundreds in the quaint picture-
sque or homely costumes of the dif-
ferent epochs. At time of writing
the ball committee ,of which Cap-
tain R. K. Barker is secretary, has
mot decided to ask the guests ,outside
the pageant people, to come in fancy
costume, though probably all officers
will come in uniform. A garden party
will be given by Cvuionel Sir Henry
and Lady Pellatt on one afternoon
during the pageant. The grand final
tableau is in the hamds of Mr. Hen-
derson, who is over from London. on
purpose .to direct and arrange ev-
erything.

EDMCENTCN BULLEYIN

THE NEW DOMINION OF
UNITED SOUTH AFRICA

Correspondent to the London Times Writes of the Newest Dominion in
the British Empire.

On June 1 the four self-governing
British colonies in South Africa ceased
to exist. The South Africa Union
has taken their place, and enters on
its career as a new British. Dominion.
In political status that Dominion: will
be the full peer of the Dominlon of
Canada or of the Australian Com-
monwealth, and ultimately, in the
necessary evolution of Imperial Union,
of the TUnited Kingdom itself. In
other respects the South ~ African
Union will form a unit fully compar-
able with the older Dominions. The
area of the territories immediately
under its jurisdiction is nearly half a
million square miles more in the na-
tive protectorates-and Rhodesia. The
population of the Union is consider-
ably over 5,000,000, of whom some
1,300,000 are of European descent.
What manner of country will this new
Dominion be? What is its present
development? What are its future
prospects? What are the political
probléms that it will have to solve?

South Africa has received so much
attention from the British public or

recent years that it might almost seem
as if such elementary questions were
superfluous. But as a matter of fact
that attention has been very spas-
modic ,and chiefly confined to the
political aspect of South African
affairs. Littie notice nas been taken
of the general development of the
country as a whole, of the gradual
changes, economic, social and politi-
cal, which have transformed it in the
eight years which have elapsed since
the close of the war. The South
Africa that enters into union today
differs not only in political construc-
tion but in many other essential char-
acteristics from the South Africa with
which Rhodes and Kruger had to deal
only a few years ago. Even now
South Africans themselves are only
dimly conscious of the extent of the
transformation that has taken place,
and of the even greater development,
along the lines laid down since the
war, which the next 20 years are des-
tined to witness.

Transportation.

The master-key of the problem of
development in any new country is
comprised in a single word-—trans-
portation. Given an adequate sys-
tem of transportation, and all else,
agricultural, industrial, and national
development ,will follow in due time.
The St. Lawrence, the Great Lakes,
and the Canadian Pacific Railway
have created the Canada we know to-
day. The Grand Trunk Pacific' and
Canadian Northern are building up on
that foundation a new Canada, a
country which will have breadth as
well as length. To South Africa the
solution of the transportation problem
is ever more vital than to Canada.
South Africa has no navigable rivers
or lakes, no deeply indented coastline
lending itself to a busy coasting tra-
ffic. Her development depends en-
tirely on the extension of her railway
system. There were railways in
South Africa before the war, connect-
ing Kimberley and Johannesburg
with the chief ports. But there was
no railway system and no transporta-
tion policy. Each of the South Afri-
can governments looked upon jts lines
as a means of making revenue at the
expense of the mining industry, and
bitterly opposed any lowering of rates
or the building of any new line that
could possibly affect its vested inter- |
ests. There was no policy of de-
velopment, only conflicting policies of
exploitation. .

The first to change that state ot
things was Lord Milner. As far as
the new colonies were concermed, the
old rivalries were summarily disposed
of by treating the Trans
Orange River Colony as a
for railway purposes, an
of railways was graduallye y
all over the country whol® onle obje
was the development of fts Qg}u ai re-
sources. The Milner railway poll’py
has been carried on by his’»;successdrs
in the new colonies, and as beqn
formally adopted as the railwhyimolicy
of the Union. Henceforward ‘the
railways and harbors of South Africa
will form a single system worked with
a single object, the development of
South Africa. What railway policy
can do not only to open up a country
but to favor exports has bheen shown
by Germany. Even under existing
conditions the South African Colonies
have in the last three years given an
enormous impetus to the export trade
in maize, simply by arranging for a
uniform inclusive through rate from
any station in South Africa to Eng-
land. That step is only, one may
hope, the beginning of a systematic
policy whose development may yet
considerably surprise thé older Do-
minions.

The Prospects of Agriculture,

Given the framework of develop-
ment in the shape of a sound and
adequate system of transportation, the
next question is, What is the charac-
ter of the development to be? The
answer, and it is one that may surprise
many who only know the old South
Africa, is that the development of
the new South Africa will be mainly
agricultural. Before the war, South
Africans, as a rule ,were content to
acquiesce in the view that agriculture
was only possible in a few favored
districts, such as the Cape Peninsula,
or the "“Conquered Territory” in the
Orange River Colony, or elsewhere in
such small patches of the veld as
could be put under irrigation. For
tue rest, South Africa was regarded as
a grazing country, and not a particu-
larly good one at that. The utmost
height of South Africa’s agricultural
ambition at that time was to supply
her own home market with bread,
butter and meat, and to export a cer-
tain ameunt of wool, skins and ostrich
feathers.

The first to break deliberately with
that acquisecence in the inherent in-
capacity of South Africa for agricul-
tural development was Lord Milner.
fhe agricultural departments which
he started in the new: colonies were
created not so much for distribution

of public assistance to farmers as
with the direct object of finding out
what South Africa really could do.
The whole apparatus of experts and
scientific investigators was at first
smiled at by Lord Milner’'s support-
érs as a harmless personal fad and
denounced by the Boer leaders as a
foolish extravagance. But before the
period or Crown Colony government
was over the admirable work of the
new department was beginning to tell.
Both General Botha in the Trans-
vaal and General De Wet in the Or-
ange River Colony have entered
wholeheartedly into the spirit of their
predecessors and fostered the con-
tinuance of the work. The result is
already strikingly noticeable to any-
one who, like the writer' ha# revis-
ited South Africa at intervals during
the last few years. Stock diseases and
locusts have been kept in check with
an effectiveness undreamt of in old
days. New and better blood has been
introduced into the flocks and herds
of the country. New grasses are en-
riching the capacity . of the ' veld.
Mealies, lucerne and crops of every
kind are grown over a far larger
acreage than ever before.

Above all, a new spirit of .enter-
prise and confidence, of a readiness

to make experiments and be guided
by scientific advice, is beginning to
permeate the farmers of South Af-
rica. This change is to no small ex-
tent due to the establishment on the
land of English settlers, of whom
there are some 1,300 in the two Col-
onies established by the government,
and, perhaps; twice as many again
who have taken up holdings indép-
endently. After many initial vicissi-
tudes these men are today almost all
doing well, and their example is hav-
ing a noticeable influence on their
Boer neighbors. Lord Milner's Iand
settlement policy has often, in the
past, been denounced as a mere fu-
tile attempt to swamp the Boers in
certain districts by British voters. As
a maitter of fact, the whole object of
the policy was not quantitative but
qualitative; not to swamp the Boers,
but to diminish racial feeling in the
country districts by bringing the
Boers into actual personal contact
with an English élement, and to give
a stimulus to agriculture and make
the Boers themselves prosperous by
planting out in their midst men who
would be centres of enterprise and
teachers of better methods. Though
the policy was never carried out on
the scale originally intended, it has
in every other respeéect fully succeed-
ed and justfied the:insight and faith
of its author. Even the finance of
land settlement is' no longer.a mat-
ter for the derision of the amateur
critic, now that dand values have re-
covered and in most cases stand con-
siderably above' the . figure at which
the Crown  Colony administration
bought aier thaowar.

Opportuhitids™ for Capital.

As a matter ©f fact, farming in
South Africa today offers to the man
with, some capital and reasonable en-
terprise - and ability a better fleld than
in almost any otHer part of the Em-
pire. There is not the same oppor-
tunity for the man without capital as
in Canada, for there is no free land,
and there are not the same: chances
of picking up a,h working capital by
miscellaneuos manual work. But for
anyone possessed of 500 pounds or
over the scope far really profitable
enterprise is very considerable. 1t
is not everybody, indeed, who can
make 4,000 pounds a year off an os-
trich farm of 100 acres, or 1,500
pounds a year from a small orange
orchard, to quote two instances giv-
en to the writer. But any capable
man ought to be able within a few
years to make a tolerable living,
and to have added substantially to
the value of his holding. And he
will be able to do so under conditions
in many respects easier and pleasant-
er than those which he would find in
,‘(a-ﬁtwtla. The glorious climate of
the veld is alone worth a good deal
in reckoning the pleasures of life,
competition is less keen, and a new-
comer can rise more rapidly into
prominence, whether in society, busi-
ness, or politics.

The most serious obstacle to agri-
culture in South Africa hitherto has
been the uneven and inconvenient dis-
tribution of the rainfall. Except in
the extreme southwest, the whole of
the rainfall is confined to the sum-
mer months, and even within the six
months October to March its incid-
ence is very erratic. The rains when
they come are heavy, but are car-
ried away at once in rushing tor-
rents, and the sandy soil dries up
again almost at once. The conse-
Guence is that in spite of o very fair
rainfall, measured in inches, South
Africa has hitherto suffered from
chronic drought as far as any culti-
vation is concerned. A good deal can
be done, where the conformation of
the ground favors it, by impcunding
the flood water by ‘dams, and a cer-
tain number of these works were cor-
ried out atter the war. Still mcre is
to be hoped from systematic aftores-
tation as a means of conserving the
rainfall.  Lerd Milner’s views on this
subject were far ahead both of his
time and of the money at his dis-
posal. But a good deal was done in
his time, and the increase of planta-
tions is being steadily continued and
is gradually modifying the whnonle ap-
pearance of the veld. There has been
a great development, Loo, in th last
few years of artesian boring to pro-
vide water for stock. Herc apain,
the initiative was due to Lord Milner.
who created a special go ‘ernmeit de-
partment to carry out Locing for the
farmers. A similar polisy wos at tle
same time introduced in Cap2 Ccluny
by Dr. Jameson.

But nothing is so t'ikeiv te revolu-
tionize” the whole charazios of South
African farming as the experimenis
of Lord Milner's ag'cuduraf depart-
ments, which ha re conclusively
proved that the existiag rainfall of
South Africa is quite sufficient for cul-
tivation provided -tliz esurface of ihe

soil is worked in such a fashion that
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\the moisture is retained and not al-

lowed to evaporate. The science of
“dry farming,” which depends on
deep plowing to let the moisture sink
well in, and then thoroughly loosen-
ing the surface to prevent capillary
attraction from drawing the moisture
up again, was first expounded in Eng-
land by Jethro Tull a century and a
half ago, and has been practised with
great success in the semi-arid dis-
tricts of California. The results of
the experiments carried on in South
Africa have shown that ‘‘dry rarm-
ing” can be practised with the m s~
remarkable success on the veld.
Agricultural Staples.

Maize, with its secondary products,
bacon and beef, lard and hides, will
be the great staple on which South
Africa will depend in the future:. But
they by no means-‘exhaust its agricul-
tural possibilities. There is room for

ing. Ostrich farming is already a re-
markably prosperous industry, dnd
likely to remain so. The tobacco,
fruit, and wine industries are all ca-
pable of very great development. The
improvement in the quality of Cape
wines in the last ten years- has been
most noticeable, and. it is really sur-
prising that they have not yet found
a greater demand in the British mar-
ket. Except for tea and sugar plant-
ing in Natal, very little has yet been
done in the low-lying sub-tropical re-
gions of South Africa, but tea, cof-
fee, cotton, sisal, and ground nuts
ought all to do well in the Trans-
vaal veld and in Rhodesia.

The agricultural development of
South Africa must depend on the
building up of an export trade; ine
South African home market is much
too small to cope with all that South
Africa can produce. It is for this
reason that South Africa is deeply in-
terested in the fiscal policy of the Un-
ited Lingdom. It is typical of the
profound ignorance of many of our
politicians that Mr. Asquith should
recently have selected South Africa
as an instance of a part of the Em-
pire which would not secure its share
of the advantages under preference
because it could only export wool and
ostrich feathers, raw materials which
tarfiff reformers -were '‘pledged hnot
to give preference on! As a matter of
fact there is no part of the Empire

which has more to hope for from Im-
perial preference. Maize, wheat, dairy
products, tobacco, fruit, wine, all in
the infant stage, wanting some en-
couragement and an assured market
to grow mightily — what Dbetter
grounds. can any part of the Empire
have for participating in that policy?
Preference means to South Africa an
enormous acceleration of her agricul-
tural development. It means im-
migration. It means the blending of
Dutch and English on the land. It
means, allove all, that rapid growth of
the white population which alone can
give South Africa the hope of be-
coming a predominantly white coun-
try.
Mining.

But, great, as the future of South
African agriculture is destined to be,
it is essential to remember that at
present, and for a good many years
to come, mining is still the main-
spring of South African. prosperity.
Here again the development since the
war has been very great. Without
the help of Chinese labor rapid re-
covery after the war would have been
impossible. Since then the improve-
ment of the treatment of native lab-
ore rs of the mines, due to Lord Mil-
ner's efforts, the co-operation of the
various South African governments,
and the cessation of many of the pub-
lic works undertaken after the war
have enabled the minés to replace
the Chinese by degrees. Meanwhile
methods have been improved, work-
ing costs lowered, and the area and
life of the Witwatersrand goldfields
thus largely increased. The indus-
try is now on a sounder footing than
ever before. But the ilabor difficulty
will continue to beset is throughout,
hampering its expansion, though  at
the same time providing a constant
stimulus to greater economy and ef-
ficiency of working. To that diffi-
culty there can be no final solution in
the near future. Ultimately the
growth of agriculture and the in-
crease, by immigrauon or otherwise,
of the white population may lead to
an alteration of the whole basis of
industry all over South Africa from
black to white labor. Greatly as that
goal is to be desired, it is hardly in
sight as yet, and it is premature to
talk of any large substitution of white
for colored labor on the mines in the
near future.

Meanwhile the steady development
of the Rand has been accompanied
by no little mining activity in other
directions. The Transvaal and Natal
are rapidly becoming not only con-
siderable producers but exporters of
coal, and. can hope before long to
command the bulk of the coal trade
round the .coasts of the Indian Oc-
ean. There are several _small tin
mines being worked with considerable
success in the Transvaal, and great
hopes are entertained of the develop-
ment of the copper industry in the
northern Transvaal.

The Prospects of Manufacture.

With abundant coal, iron, and raw
products of all kinds, South Africa
is bound sooner or later to become a
manufacturing country of no small
importance. But with the present
shortage of labor, with the necessity
of cheap production on the mines,
and with the prior claims of agri-
culture there is no room for any
gl‘eat development of manufactures in
South Africa for many years to
come, though industries baséd on lo-
cal supplies of raw materials, such as
leather, soap, and the coarser wool-
len goods, may be enabled to flourish
with the help of moderate protective
duties.

South Africa is entering upon a
great future. She has opportunity of
making herself a Dominion and a
nation in every respect the equal of
the older Dominions under the British
flag. The war swept away the most
serious political obstacle to union, and
the greatest sentimental obstacle to
thy fusion of the white races of
South Africa into a single Sauth Af-
rican nation. The work of recon-
struction after the war laid down,
broad and deep, the foundatiofis of
a sound political and administrative
system and of an economic develop-

ment undreamt of before. It is on

Baden Powell’s Boy Scouts. This work
has been performed for some time
past by Lord Lanesborough, military
secretary to his Excellency, Earl
Grey. It is reported that interest in
the movement is becoming more gen-
eral and Dominion and provincial of-
ficers are being appointed to look af-
ter the worl.

Hat Ship Met With Accident.

Complaints have been made to the
militia department that the soldiers at
the .viagara camp are suffering be-
cause they have not been supplied
with straw hats this year as pro-
mised. Officials of the department
say, however, that there is no cause
for criticism. The department has
never before issued straw hats offi-
cially to soldiers in camps, but last
year the sugestion was made that in
view of the climate of Canada in
June, it might be a good thing to
include an issue of straw hats to the
men of the regiments who go to the
camps. Consequently an order was
given for a straw hat, which would
do service for three years at least,

Mr. Brodeur will
return in time for a Cabinet Council
on Friday, which will probably be
the last before the Premier and Lady
Laurier go to Arthabaskaville for a
few days’ rest before the departure of
Sir Wilfrid for the West.

Construction work on the National
Transcontinental Railway has made
good progress in the past year, ac-
cording to the ugures of the annual
report of the fiscal year, ending Mar.
31st. To the end of December 312
miles ‘of track were laid and in the
infervening period 199 miles. Sixty-
three per cent. of the railway work
is now finished and forty-five per
cent. of the bridging. The mileage of
track totals 700 and of sidings 165
miles. A total of 365 miles is graded.
The expenditure is §$71,137,993, of
which $53,850,000 was spent in grad-
ing, $7,201,000 in rails, $8,237,038 in
engineering and other expenses.

“We expect t6 build six hundred
miles of railway this summer in the
three Prairie Provinces. We already
have about two hundred miles fihish-
ed. Our great difficulty has been in
securing ties.  If we can get enough
of these we will have our lines finish-
ed nerth to-Athabasca Landing and
wes. to ‘Wolf Creek this summer. We
will .alse meke a start towards the
Peace River. 1 do not think our
line west will reach the Brazgeau.”

In these words did D. D. Mann, vice-
president -of the C.-N. R., describe to
the Bulletin the plans of his company’s
extensions this summer, ‘west ' and
north of Edmenton. Mr. Mann arriy-
ed from Vancouyer last night and
goes east to Winnipeg this evening.
He has been at the coast arranging
for the commencement of the western
end of the line from Victoria to Ed-
monton, the part of which in British
Columbig is guaranteed by the Mec-
Bride government. Construction will
be started at once at Vietoria and. it
is expected.that 100 miles will be built
this: year. Terminals have also been
secyred for large railway shops at
the Vancouver end near the city.

Z'Reach Calgary This Year.

“Do you expect that your line will
reach Calgary this year from Strath-
conz?” Mr. Mann was asked by the
Bulletin.

“I think it'is guite probable. We
are working with that end in view and
if nothing unexpected intervenes we
will attain our object.”

STEAMSHIP WAR ON PACIFIC.

Canadian Pacific May Lock Horns on
Rates with “‘Bank’’ ‘Line.

COST OF LIVING IS HIGHER.

Statistics Show That fn March it Was
Higher Than in Last 20 Years,

Washington, D.C., June 12.—The
cost of living in March of this year
was higher than at eny time in the
preceding twenty years. This fact ie
shown by government statistics as cet
forth in the latest report of the Com-
merce and Labor Department.. The
report makes a comparison of prices
of necessities of life from 1899 to 1919
It makes the cost of living in March
of this year 7.50 per cent. higher thaa
in Manch, 1909; 10.2 per cent. higher
than in ‘August, 198; 21.1 per cent.
hiigher than the average yearly pri~e
of 1900; 49.2 per cent. higher than the
average yearly price of 1897, and 32.3
per cent. higher than the average year-
ly price for ten years from 1890 +tv
1899. These figures are for wholesale
prices alone. The retail prices, if
compared, would probably show a
more alarming increase.

NEW POLITICAL PARTY
PROPOSED IN ALBERTA

Meeting To Be Held In Edmonton In
Near Future, According To Des-
patch From Calgary—Object Of
Party Is To Protest Against Otta-
wa, Dictation of Provincial Affairs.

Calgary, June 13—Another party
will shortly appear on the political
horizon of Alberta, A meeting will
be called at an early date to be held
in Edmonton to outline the party’s
policy. The objects df the new party
are not yet made public, but it is in-
tended to include every man of every
political creed or color who is willing
to subscribe to its principles. So far
as can be learned the principal ob-
jects of the new party will be to guard
the rights of the province against real
or imaginary federal dictation and to
protest against the usurpation of ar-
bitrary authority on the part of the
lieutenant governor. The new party
had its birth at Red Deer. At least
that is wheré& it was first talked of
and any definite action taken. And
the movement, it is said, has spread
to every part of the province. It is
also claimed that leading men from
every constituency will be present at
the Edmonton meeting and take part
in the framing of a political platform
on which to appeal for the support of
the people of Alberta.

KING GEORGE V. IS
FREE MINER IN B. C.

The British Monarch Has Several
Claims in the Revelstoke Mining
Dijvision—Land Taken up and
Made Over to the COrown During
Time of Late King.

Revelstoke, June 11—A large num-
ber of free miners’ licenses were re-
newed at the end of May this year,
according to the statement from the
local court house officials.

It is not generally known that His
Majesty King George V., holds by
full right a free miners’ certificate in
the Revelstoke mining division. The
renewal of the license was made on
May 31st, to King George V., who in
payment of $5 in the right of the
Dominion of Canada is entitled to all
rights and privileges of a free miner,
the certificate ‘signed' by W. E. Mec-
Laclin being numbered 13440 B.

How He Holds License.

The manner in which King George
holds the license is interesting. In
1906 C. Detuschman and A. Johnson
discovered the famous ‘“Deutschman
Caves” in the Selkirks east of here,
and realizing the great value of their
find at once proceeded to acquire a
title to the land wherein the caves
were located. This apparently could
only be done by taking the land up
as mineral claims, which they did and
staked off three claims named re-
spectively, Skookum, Drum Lummon,
and Buckhorn Faction, all situated
near Cougar Creek, near Ross Peak.
After these marvellous caves had been
explored, the discoverers transferred
their rights to the Dominion govern-
ment, who took over the mineral
claims in the name of the then reign-
ing monarch, King Edward VII.

King Pays Fee.

The holder of a mineral claim in
B. C. must hold a miners’ certificate
and consequently the license has been
issued from the local office to the
English King, who pays the fee. On
the death of King Edward the license
was made out in the name of King
George V. and the usual receipt for
the license has been made out and
forwarded to the Dominion govern-
ment by W. I. Briggs, agent for the
department of justice in Canada, to
be forwarded to His Majesty King
George V.

““Why, the Chinese are anxious to
learn European customs and to have
European civilization established,” he
sald. *“Of course, it is hard to break
away from old customs, dating thou-
sands of years back, but as to there|
being any serious anti-European
movement I tnink the idea is ab-
surd. There is some hard feeling as
tfo the way a certain class of arrogant
Europeans conduct themselves to-
wards the natives, which is quite|
natural.

“The Chinese immigrants that come
to Canada and the United States are!
a decidedly inferior class and give
Canadians a wrong impression of
China in general. The real well-to~'
do Chinaman never emigrates, and!'
very few northern-bred Chinamen |
leave home. The natives of North-
ern China are fine, big, strapping fel-
lows, who make first-class mechanics.!
In fact, the best mechanics we ever;
had working for us were Chinamen.” |

“Do the better class of Chinese re-
sent the poll-tax that is placed on
Chinese immigrants?”

“No, they do not resent the tax,
but they do take exception to the
treatment accorded to the Chinese im
migrants by the officials. These offi-
cials they claim are not conversant
enough with the Chinese language and
customs to treat them properly.”

THE CALGARY FAIR.

In a province with the opportuni-
ties there are in Alberta, it is most|
difficult to secure adequate help on
the dairy farms.

Standard Bank, Union Bank and Union
Trust Company, all of whom are re-
ported as having predicted 20 per cent.
call money in Southern Alberta before
September 1910.

A despatch from Winnipeg states that
a leading New York official _says:

Horsfall, superintendent for
Canada,  is endeavoring to make an
arrangement to have a public test of
the apparatus.

Winnipeg recently, he talkf.ed
through one of Hhis instruments in
the Royal Alexandra Hotel to Mayor
Tvans,” who was stationed in T. BEat-
on and Contpany’s’ store. These two
buildings are over two miles apart.

The purpose of the company, SO far
as .dmontom is concerned, is to estab-
lish & sending tower here to be con-
nected - with Calgary. The represen-
tatives of the cerporation have al-
feady closed negotiations for a lease
of the Flull Building in Calgary, on
thre top of which a tower will be con-
structed. Mr. Horsfall thinks it quite
possible that the two principal cities
of Alberta will be in wireless tele-
phonic communication this fall.

Wireless telephone service is now
used between New York and Chicago.

The Singer Building in Chi-
cago and the Eiffel Tower in Paris
will be used for the towers of the
company’s transmitters. Recently a
ship at sea was connected by wire-
less telephoné instruments and at a
distance of 200 miles heard distinctly
the voices of the chorus singing in
the Grand Opera House in Paris.

There is no difficulty with the wire-
less télephone such' as is experienced
wifh the wireless telegraph in that
any ship edquipped with a wireless
apparatus can pick up the messages
being sent by another ship provided
it is within range. In the wireless
telephone each 'station has 'a separate
affinity for éach other station. That
fs, an instrument fn Edmonton is
tuned with Calgary and no - other
station can pick up the message on
account of being out of tune. The

is a dial, and on this there are a
number of stops. When & user in

Calgary, he twirls the dial to that
stop and a bell rings in Calgary. If
there were a station at Red Deer the
conversation could not be heard be-
cause the projecting current would
be too strong.

SHOWS BIG INCREASE

Figures Compiled by Secretary Fisher,
of the Board of Trade, Show G.eat
Growth Especially During the Past
Two Months—Monthly Wholesale
Wage Roll $10.000.

Edmonton for instance, desires to get|

That Edmonton business has made
great progress during the past few
years is conclusively shown by sta-
tistics that have just been compiled
by ¥. T. Fisher, secrétary of the
Edmonton board of trade.

In order to obtain exact information
as to the rate at which the business
of the city is developing, a circular
was not long ago sent out to every
wholesale house and every manufac-
turer in Edmonton, enclosing forms
for replies to certain specific ques-
tions as to the number of hands em-
ployed, monthly pay roll, volume of
business done, increase or decrease in
business, etc.

A great many of these forms,though
not all, have now been returned. Those
which have been refurned, however,
are thoroughly ‘represenmtive, and
may safely be taken as a basis on
which to estimate conditions in re-
gard to Dbusinesses which have not
made returns. The figures obtained
are a little surprising, though the
secretary expected to find a very
marked increase in business.

The questions were designed partic-
ularly to ascertain the increase in Ed-
monton’s distributing trade in the five
vear period since 1905. Of all the
returns received, only one does not
show a wvery remarkable increase in
volume of business. The majority of
the husinesses making returns have
been instituted since 1905; but those
which were in existence at that date
show an increase in volume of over
240 per cent. The total value of Ed-
monton’s distributing business ap-
vears to have increased from about
$3,000,000 in 1905, to over twenty
million dollars per annum at present.

The number of hands employed in
Edmonton’s wholesale trade and man-
ufacturing concerns is about 2,629,and
the monthly pay rolls aggregate about
$168,000.

Most of the increase in volume has
taken place during the last couple of
years, and the prospects appear excel-
lent for a more marked increase in
the immediate future. Taken in con-
junction with the marked increase of
bank clearings, these figures would
appear to indicate that the trade of
this city is in a remarkably healthy
condition.

PROPOSES INSPECTION
OF COLONIAL TROOPS

Lord Kitchener May Make Periodical
Visits to Canada and Australia in
Official Capacity.

London, June 13.—In the House of
Lords, Lord Lucas, in connection with

Lord Kitchener’s refusal of tlre Medi-
terranean command, said benefit to
the Dominion military forces was an-
ticipated from the recent visits of
Kitchener to Australia and French in
Canada. If, as the result of the next
Imperial Conference, similar visits to
the dominions for the purpose of in-
spection and advice eould be made
more or less systematically by dn offi-
cer of high rank and distinguished
military service, it is believed it would
produce the most useful reésults. If
this should be agreed to, the most ap-
propriate officer to carry out that
duty would be the commander-in-
chief of the Mediterranean.

Lord Lansdowne remarked that he
should@ imagine nothing could be more
unfortunaté than that Canadian and
Australian governments should read
this proposal for the first time in the
public press.

Lord Lucas said he had a qualifica-
tion with regard to Canada and Aus-
tralia. The gavernments of these
countries would certainly be consult-
ed before anything was decided.

Agricultural Department of That Pro-
vince Emulates Alberta’s Plan.
