The time when

Women daily 
are entering 
new fields of en­
deavor and mak­
ing good at new

lines of work.
It is good for other women in con­

ventional positions to hear about their 
more original sisters, both as a matter 
op human interest anil because of the 

* germ, of suggestion that may await 
them there.

For that reason I devote this 
column occassionally to telling of 
some of the “other things” that women 
are doing.

If there are any women among my 
readers who have unusual occupa­
tions I wish t^at they would write and 
tell me about them so that I might 
pass on the story.

Be sure to tell the advantages and 
disadvantages of your occupation, how 
you started in it, what education is 
necessary and what the compensa­
tion is apt to be.

One of the most interesting methods 
of earning a livelihood with which I 
ever happened to come into personal 
contact, was a bird boarding house.

The keeper of this establishment 
made a fairly •comfortable living by 
boarding birds whose owners were 
travelling, and by treating sick birds. 
She also raised a few canaries.

She had no especially built aviary, 
but simply devoted three large sunny 
rooms in her hdme to her birds. Can­
aries and parrots were the chief of 
her guests, but she also had many 
less common birds such as Japanese 
nightingales, thrushes and bullfinches.

For a well canary she charged 
twenty-five cents a week; for a par­
rot, fifty. Sick birds cost according 
to the care they required.

Although she is very fond of her 
"work, she says it is by no means as

easy as it sounds.
There is much responsibility, 

many of the birds are very valuable 
One beautiful plumed parrot, which 
she was treating was valued at $500 
One hundred dollars is a very com­
mon price to pay for a good bird.

Then the diet of the sick birds, most 
of w;hlch are being treated for indi­
gestion, is a great care. Of the four­
teen parrots that she had when 
visited her, no two were being fed 
alike.

But then, of course, there are re­
sponsibilities and difficulties in all 
kinds of business and the lady-of the 
birds thinks that for anyone who has 
a home where she can keep the birds 
so .that she need not reckon rent, and 
who loves and understands birds, 
there is a comfortable living in the 
business.

In talking with this woman about 
the diet of her guests I stumbled up­
on a business as much more unique 
than hers as hers is than school 
teaching’ or any ordinary profession.

My lady of the birds has to have a 
certain kind of meal worms for some 
of the soft billed birds.

“Where do you get them?" I asked. 
“From a New York dealer,” she 

said, “but I used to get them from a 
woman a few miles from here who 
raised them for a living.”

Don't you think that caps the cli­
max?

These worms are merely ordinary 
meal worms—the kind that come in 
your meal crock if you aren't careful 
Certain birds have to have them. The 
raising is done by putting meal and 
two or three other things into a dark 
crock and letting the worms breed. 
When ready for market they are sold 
for eight cents a dozen. This woman 
not only supported herself, but edu­
cated her two children and sent them 
abroad on the money earned by rais­
ing meal worms.

Can you beat it?
Now don't neglect to let me know

I 
lon’t know what the mortality sta- 
istics of this neighbourhood are, but 
f they are not high, it is Providence, 
nd not our City Fathers, that we 
nust thank. You may perhaps find 
t hard to believe me when I say that 
have seen the sanitary men. as they 

ainly tried to cleanse the filth accu­
mulated at the sewer mouth, still 
more vainly try to drive these poor 
hildren away from the spot where all 
his corruption was being stirred up; 
et you may take my word for it that 
vhat I say is true. These are things 
vhich hundreds of people must have 
;een as they passed up and down this 
street, yet nobody before me has, I 
lelieve, taken the trouble to reflect 
ipon what they saw. There is a 
vast difference between seeing and 
bserving, and between observing 
nd reflecting, and between reflecting 

and protesting, and between protest­
ing and keeping on protesting. I 
shall endeavour, if I am given the 
chance, to keep on protesting. The 
whole trouble with us is that we have 
become so used to this sort of thing 
that we either cease to notice it or, 
noticing it, we despairingly try to di­
vert our attention from what is na- 
lurally so repugnant to oqr Instincts 
of decency. The town now needs to 
be protected against itself, against its 
oupineness ÿnd thoughtlessness. Par­
ticularly. the little children must be 
protected against the perils they are 
too young to recognize, and flee frpm 
of themselves.

Labrador News.
The s.s. Invermore, Capt. Parsons, 

arrived here this morning from Lab­
rador, having been as far north as 
Emily. The weather was as cold as 
November all the trip up and down, 
except during two days on the return 
trip. Summing up the fishery situ­
ation on that part of the coast the 
fishery is a failure from Holton to 
Battle Harbor. All the settlers on 
the coast are discouraged over the 
outlook. They are principally Con­
ception Bay men. There is a good 
chance for the floaters, all of which 
are gone down the coast below Horse 
Harbor. The schooners at White 
Bears, Farmyards. Ironbound Islands, 
Turnavick and vicinity will most 
likely make up a voyage. The others 
are gone_ to Mugford, Queen’s Lakes, 
Seglick Bay and Rama, and Capt. Par­
sons thinks that they have a good 
prospect of getting fish. The Inver- 
more brought up twelve sick fisher­
men, five of whom were landed at 
Harbor Grace, Carbonear and other 
Conception Bay ports. At White 
Bears the best trap has 300 qtls. and 
•fish was very plentiful when the" In: 
vetihôre passed south. The same at 
Ironbound Islands. All the schoon­
ers there will get good trips. Squid 
bait is very scarce all along the 
coast, so that the hook and line men 
are doing Very little. At Battle Har­
bor the fishery appears to be over. 
The best boats crew hails for 100 
qtls. The Invermore brought Mr. 
Graham from Cartwright, and Mr. P. 
Templeman from Bonavista.

Faithful Unto Death.
“All their lives they were chums, 

"and . in death they were not divided. 
“Young Martin gave his life to save 
"his chum." Such were the words 
given utterance to yesterday by the 
father of Willie Lloyd. Surely no 
higher tribute could be paid. There 
are those who smile at boyish friend­
ships, and talk of them as trifles light, 
as air. But such can know little of 
friendship itself, for none are deeper, 
truer, more enduring, and more self- 
sacrificing than the friendships of 
youth. This fact bos been emphasized 
by Thursday’s tragedy. The lads 
were inseparable. Lloyd could not 
swim; Martin was an expert swim­
mer. There can be no doubt that he 
might have saved his own life by leav­
ing his comrade to meet bis fate 
alone. Instead he surrendered his 
life in thé effort to save his friend. 
“Greater love hath no man than this." 
Herbert Martin proved himself as 
much a hero as any Victoria Cross 
winner. He left a bright and beauti­
ful inspiration tp the youth of to-day. 
And so has young Lloyd, for to in­
spire such devotion and love, his 
must have been a beautiful charac­
ter. Like turns to like; friendship 
feeds on friendship. Of the lads, 
words may be said with greater truth 
even than when first employed by, 
David, “They were lovely and pleas­
ant in their lives, and in their death 
they were not divided."—Daily News.

If Gold Were a
Penny a Pound.

What May Happen if Many More
Mountain Ranges of Gold are
Found.
The news of the discovery of a 

whole mountain range rich in gold 
makes one wonder what would hap­
pen were so much gold produced that, 
its 'price fell enormously. What 
would happen in this world of ours 
if gold became as cheap as iron, for 
instance?

Then our sovereign, instead of re­
presenting its value of to-day, would 
only possess a mere fraction of that 
value. At first sight it would appear 
that a revolution would take place in 
human affairs.

As a matter of fact the change 
would not be very great, certainly not 
nearly so great as . would be the case 
if coal became as rare and as dear as 
gold. This is because industry would 
come to a stop without coal, while 
we could get on very well, without 
gold.

True, those who had tbeir wealth 
in gold would suffer seriously. Gold 
articles would be ridiculously cheap, 
and in many cases creditors would 
suffer; but, taking this civilised world 
as a whole, the change would have 
little importance.

Geld on a Desert Island.
There is no mystery inherent in 

gold. It is merely a convenient 
standard, in terms of which we can 
effect our bargains, and by which we 
can exchange labour for labour, or 
rather the fruits of labour.

It so happens that gold, being a 
rare metal, possesses qualities ad­
mirably suited to make it a sign of 
value. At the same time a man on a 
desert island with a pile of gold would 
not be a farthing richer; he could not 
eat it, nor indeed use it in any way. 
There is no doubt we have an exag­
gerated notion of the importance of 
gold owing to its being a token of 
value—we confound it with the good 
things it will bring us.

But even if a thousand mountain 
ranges of solid gold were discovered, 
so that gold became as common as 
iron, it would still have distinct uses, 
as it is really a remarkable metal of 
itself. It may be mentioned that 
there are few more widely distributed 
metals than gold, and possibly none 
which has been mined for a longer 
period in man’s history; it is found 
in all .manner of rocky formations— 
in fact it is found in chalk.

No other metal known possesses 
similar qualities. For instance, it 
possesses an extraordinary malle­
ability and ductility. Actually a piece 
of gold weighing but a single grain 
may be beaten out so as to cover sev­
enty-five square inches of surface, or 
it may be drawn into a wire 500 feet 
long. Thus it will be seen that, how­
ever cheap gold became, no other 
mptal could take Its place. #

It is Proof Against Acids.
Gold is such a wonderful metal that 

it may be beaten into leaves having 
a thickness of only the 1-350,000th 
part of an inch, and which are prac­
tically transparent; while it is nearly 
as soft as lead, a wire measuring only 
the 65-l,000tb part of an inch in di­
ameter actually will support a weight 
of 150 lbs.

It is In every respect a noble metal. 
Thus it is practically proof against

Leech as a Barometer.
One of the most curious of the 

many natural barometers consists of 
a half-pint glass half full of water, 
a piece of muslin, and a leech. The 
leech must be put into the water, and 
the muslin tied over the top of the 
glass so that the creature cannot get 
out again. When fine weather is to 
be the order of the day the leech will 
remain at the bottom of the water, 
coiled up in spiral shape, and perfect­
ly motionless. If rain is tp be ex­
pected it will creep to the top of the 
glass and remain there until there is 
a likelihood of more settled weather. 
If there is to be a storm of wind it 
squirms abort in the water with vio­
lence. For some days before thunder 
it occasionally moves its body in a 
convulsive fashion. In frosty_ wea­
ther it behaves in the same manner 
as in fine weather, and it foretells 
snow in the same manner as it docs 
rain—Manchester ‘Guardian.’

acids, alkalies, and other corrosive 
substances, and so has many import­
ant uses. As it does not rust or cor­
rode, its uses would spread to a re­
markable degree were ( it to beeomp 
cheaper. , , !

Another valuable, property is that it 
is impossible to melt it at ordinary 
heats. Thus it is useful for con­
structing vessels which have to resist 
intense temperatures.

It is also a remarkably beautiful 
metal, hence its use in gilding all 
manner of articles, from pots to sign­
boards. It also forms some beautiful 
colors in use in staining glass.

The gold leaves which are used for 
gilding have an average thickness of 
the 282,000th part of an inch. Its 
great value, however, is due to the 
fact that it does not tarnish by at­
mospheric influences.

Gold has thousands of other uses, 
varying from the manufacture of lace 
to pens. So if the price of gold came 
down to a penny a pound, really the 
world would be much richer, and 
would go along better.—P. W.

Startling Revelations 
About Cheap Bedding.
“What the eye doesn’t see, the heart 

doesn’t grieve," but if the public fully 
realized the horrible nature of the 
bedding on which the majority of them 
sleep night after night, it Is safe to 
affirm that there would be an angry 
and impatient outcry for a "new law 
governing this very important matter. 
It Is only four years ago since the 
chief sanitary Inspector of Glasgow 
said that “it would be manifestly 
safer to sleep on a bed filled with 
sewage than on the material Upon 
which 78 per cent, of our humbler 
citizens are nightly sleeping.

Out of 3,163 beds taken from 
houses of the poor in Glasgow, the 
inspector found that 37 were made of 
clean flock and 2,471 from dirty flock. 
He rinsed the contents of some of the 
latter with water, and in ten minutes 
he had a solution which contained 
three times the suspended matter to 
be found in the sewage of Glasgow. 
And a similar state of things exists in 
every other town in the country, for 
this reason, that the manufacture of 
unwashed flock increases in bulk year 
by year, and every day it becomes 
more difficult for the makers of clean 
flock to compete in the market. And 
not only mattresses but upholstered 
furniture of the cheaper kind is stuff­
ed with flock containing possibilities 
of disease of every kind.

Manufacturers and Agitators.
In one of several striking articles 

on the subject, the ‘Westminster Ga­
zette’ says: “There would seem to be 
no piece of rag, whether it he the 
clothing discarded by some tramp 
when it has become too loathsome 
even for his wearing, or a hospital 
bandage fresh from contact with a 
patient, which is not converted, un­
washed and unsterilized, into the ma­
terial for beds. Not only is no ef­
fort made to get rid of the dirt, hut 
in some cases measures are taken to 
retain as much of it as possible. 
Flock is sold by weight, and the more 
dirt that can be kept in the material' 
the higher the return to the manufac­
turer.”

In fairness to manufacturers, how­
ever, It should lie mentioned that the 
majority of them would willingly wel­
come any law preventing the sale of 
unwashed rag flock. They are forc­
ed, however, by the demand for an 
unclean article at a low price to sup­
ply what Is required or go out of the 
business altogether. They are 
amongst the most persistent agitators 
for the exclusion of unwashed flock 
from the market.1 although the profit 
to themselves for supplying the dirty 
article is as greht or greater than that 
which they can reap from washed 
flock.

How the Flock is Made.
New Zealand, it might be mention- 

tioned, forbids the importation of 
flock altogether: So does the Com­
monwealth of Australia, while the 
United States ttisists on the efficient 
disinfection of rags imported from this 
country.

The material for rag flock comes 
from anywhere and everywhere. Old 
clothes gathered from dust bins and 
ash-heaps, carpets which have been 
worn by countless feet until they have 
become absolutely useless, every 
scrap of cloth which the rag-man can 
accumulate from any source — all 
these go to the mills. There they 
are placed in a machine which is 
known as “the devil." There is a 
grinding, chopping noise, and a whirr 
of wheels as the sharp teeth inside 
tear and rend the material into shreds 
and reduce it to a mince of fibres. 
And this emerges from the other end 
ready for the inside of beds, unwash­
ed, unsterilized, with all the dirt that 
would cling to it still in its fibres.

It has been estimated that the 
amount of dirt unwashed flock is 
so great that in1 some cases as much 
as 50 per cent, in weight is lost if the 
material is washed. From figures 
supplied to the Local Government 
Board by manufacturers, it appears 
that a ton of rags, when thoroughly 
washed would make 14cwt. of flock. 
A ton of rags unwashed, however, 
would give over-15cwt. of flock, the ex­
tra hundredweight being soluble dirt. 
A hundredweight of flock will make 
about three ordinary beds, so that each 
tick, if filled w^th the unwashed flock, 
will contain about 8 lb. of soluble 
dirt. Dirty flock can be had at from 
5e. to 5s. 6d. per cwt., while washed 
flock costs 9s. 6d. per cwt.

As an illustration of the desire of 
manufacturers to remedy this deplor­
able state of affairs, It might be men­
tioned that a deputation- representing 
amongst other bodies the Manufactur­
ers’ Association of Great Britain, re­
cently waited upon Mr. John Burns, 
urging the necessity of legislation to 
compel the washing of rag flock used 
in the making bf bedding.’ And such 
a serious view of the matter does Mr. 
Burns take, that he has promised that 
a bill, giving the Local Government 
Board power to deal with the evil, 
shall be introduced as soon as possi­
ble. — Tit-Bits.

The Steam Trawler.
There has been a great deal of hot 

discussion over the operations of the 
steam trawler in American waters. 
The general opinion amongst fisher­
men on, this coast Is that the steam 
trawler will seriously injure the cod 
fishery. The federal government has 
time and again been beseiged in the 
matter and official utterances on the 
subject led the public to believe that 
if the legislatiye jurisdiction could be 
established the steam trawler would 
be prohibited at least In the waters of 
the Gulf fishery.

The Maritime Merchant quotes an 
opinion (the author not given) which 
opposes the popular view in this 
country. The following is the opin­
ion quoted:

“In regard to the depletion of the 
sea through the operations of the 
trawlers (a question which has en­
gaged the attention of people on the 
other side of the Atlantic and in this 
country as well) it would seem that 
the fears expressed are not justified 
by statistics concerning the fishing in­
dustry of the North Sea for the past 
fen years, where large numbers of 
steam trawlers have been at work. ; 
The catch has fncreased constantly 
ànd has kept pace with the increase in 
the fleet. With respect to this 
country, an article in the Fishing Ga­
zette says that it need only be said 
that the Gulf of St. Lawrence, an im­
mense fish breeding area, is practi­
cally closed to fishing from December 
to May, so- that the fishing grounds, 
owing to this long rest, would soon 
becomeveplenished even if exhaus­
tively worked during the open season. 
The conditions on the two sides of the 
Atlantic are very different and the 
open season on the other side being 
no evidence of depletion in those 
waters, according to statistics, there 
does not appear to exist any appre­
ciable danger of extraordinary dim­
inution of cod and other food fish on 
the American side of the Atlantic 
through the increased activity of 
steam trawling vessels.”

Twenty Negroes
Hunted Down.

"Monna Lisa.”

Palestine, Tex., July 31.—At least 
15, perhaps 20 negroes, all of them 
probably unarmed, were hunted down 
and killed by a mob of from two to 
three hundred men in Slocum and 
Denison Springs, in the neighbour­
hood of Palestine, last night and yes­
terday according to Sheriff Black, who 
returned early this morning after 24 
hours in the district. He told of a 
fierce man-hunt in the woods, of rid­
dled bodies found on lonely roads, and 
of the terror among the inhabi­
tants in the southwestern part of An­
derson county.

“I found the greatest excitement 
prevailing throughout that section of 
the county,” the Sheriff said. “Men 
were going about and killing negroes 
as fast as they could find them, and 
so far as I was able to ascertain, 
without any real cause. Those ne­
groes have done no wrong that I could 
discover. There was just a hot-hcad- 
ee't gang hunting them down and kill­
ing them.’’

One Person Dead,
Another Dying.

As a Result of Cleaning Gloces With 
Gasolene.

Newark, Ohio, July 30.—A gasolene 
explosion resulting from cleaning 
gloces in a closed room last night 
caused the death of Mrs. Grace Ful­
ler, wife of a photographer, and Miss 
Gertie Anderson, 20 years old, a young 
society girl, is lying at the point of 
death in a hospital, burned beyond 
recognition.

a certain amount of matcflql corro­
boration. According (6 the- report 
which is now. current ih Paris, the ac­
tual theft took place a month ago, the 
original painting being replaced by a 
very clever copy which served to pre­
vent any immediate public alarm. The 
conspirators, in the meantime, have 
had abundant opportunity to smuggle 
the Da Vinci masterpiece out of the 
country and into the hands of the fa­
bulously wealthy American collector, 
who is supposed to have engineered 
the- scheme. Only a chosen few, we 
are told, will ever be iet into the 
secret and “Monna Lisa," shorn of her 
identity, will be lost forever to the 
world of Art.

Stranger things have happened but, 
if the statements should prove to be 
true, nothing is mote deserving of the 
heaviest punishment that can be met­
ed out for wanton and stilish crime. 
“Monna Lisa” belongs to the hundreds 
of thousands who have yielded them­
selves to her charm and to the hun­
dreds of thousands yet unborn who 
will make pilgrimages to her shrine, 
wherever it may be set up. Paris xvas 
an ideal abiding place, because her 
smile was the smile of a deathless 
Paris, whose laughter lies beyond 
tears and whose knowledge trans­
cends what is wise for men to know. 
“Monna Lisa’’ shut up in the private 
gallery of a collector, whose only ex­
cuse for possessing her was his 
ability to pay what was necessary, 
and “Monna Lisa" holding open court 
for the art-lovers of all the nations 
of the world arc very different.

Quebec Prohibits 
Export ot Putpwood.

NEW YORK. August 1.—Informa­
tion has been received here that the 
Government of the Province of Que­
bec, has prohibited the exportation of 
pulp wood from lands held by settlers 
on ticket,, where full payment for 
lands has been made, and ownership 
passes to the buyer, the prohibition 
does not apply. The action of the 
Quebec authorities is said to be the 
second step in their movement to pro­
hibit the exportation of pulpwood 
which is used largely in the United 
States for the manufacture of print­
ing paper. A previous prohibition 
had been placed in the exportation of 
wood cut from Crown Lands. To­
gether the Crown Lands and settlers’ 
lands have heretofore furnished about 
47 per cent of the pulpwood brought 
from Canada to the United States.

Hold Another Stormy Meeting.

The full Board was present.
Reporters of the News and Herald 

were also in attendance.
Wm. Glance asked for the podtion 

of instructor in connection with the 
swimming baths. On motion of the 
Mayor, the application was ordered to 
be filed.

Joseph MacDonald asked for the 
position of Caretaker of one of the 
swimming baths. Considered the 
same as Glance’s application.

3. M. Kent,"representing Duggan’s 
estate, drew attention that damage 
was being caused to the estate, at 
the rear of Rankin’s, and by the wall 
there.

COUN. MULLALY asked as to 
the cost of the . wall, and was in­
formed that the estimate was $640.00, 
and that tenders were accepted for 
$250.00. The wall recently construct­
ed is now being further added to, at 
a cost of $90.00.

The complaint of Mr. Kent will be 
looked into by the Mayor and the En­
gineer, though the Council admits no 
liability, inasmuch as they claim 
the estate accepted $2600 in lieu of 
all demands

A. J. Pomeroy,on behalf of the peo­
ple of Mackay and Leslie Streets, 
asked for sewerage, or otherwise that 
the night cars call there. The streets 
are not recognized at present by the 
Council. Councillor Martin suggest­
ed that something be done, as the 
throwing of excrement on the streets 
would likely cause an epidemic. The 
Mayor mentioned that the soil, cars • 
were already overtaxed, and could not 
be expected to do any further extra 
work.

A temporary fountain at the edmer 
of Leslie St. and Western Avenue, for 
the convenience of the people Ion 
these streets will be erected. The 
fewer extends to the junction of 
Western Avenue and Leslie Street, 
and cannot be further extended, ow1 
ing to the Mackay Street not being 
recognized.

Councillor Ryan drew attention to 
the presence of a pigsty on Mackay 
Street, the drainings from which ran 
close by to a well, whieh is used by 
many people to get water for house­
hold purposes. It was ordered that 
the Health Officer attend to the 
matter.

Pat*. Long applied for a position 
on the Water Department. Matter 
deferred.

W. J. Clouston who had his house

injured by the steam roller wrote 
that $160.00, which was ''of­
fered by the Council, was 
not sufficient to cover expenses. He 
asked for $180.00. The Council agreed 
to the amount asked for by Mr. 
Clouston, the matter to be settled 
to thé satisfaction of all demands.

Rev. P. O’Brien wrote the Council 
that he would likely be in the running 
for the Russell Motor Car, offered as 
a prize by the- Halifax Herald, and 
asked that the Council subscribe to 
the contest and give him a vote.

Councillor Mullaly thought tft-t the 
Council could not handle the matter, 
and suggested that the Mayor sub­
scribe for the Rev. gentleman.

E. B. McDougall drew attention to 
Richmond Street, where soil, etc., was 
being thrown. The Public Health 
Officer shall visit the place.

Bowling Bros, informed the Coun­
cil that they had cleared up their 
Cove from all offensive matter, as 
suggested.

Furlong and Conroy, acting rolici 
tors for the Council, In reply to a note, 
as to how the matter of collecting ar­
rears, after the transfer or sale of 
pioperty involved would be legal, 
wrote as follows:

(Lien for Owners Taxes, 1902, Sec. 
13, 1910, Sec. 26.)

When considering the nature and 
extent of these liens, it should not be 
forgotten that apart from them alto­
gether, the Council can proceed 
against the defaulting taxpayer hlm- 
relf, and execute upon any property, 
which he posses, for the full amount 
of the arrears, so that the liens are 
chiefly valuable when dealing with 
cases where the defaulter has sold 
the property, and the Council wants 
to collect from the purchaser. Under 
the* Act of 1902 the Council had a lien 
for 2 years' taxes only. The Act of 
1910 abolishes this limitation, but af 
ter caret PI consideration of the au­
thorities, we are of opinion that it is 
not retrospective in its operations, and 
only makes taxes accruing due 'ter 
the passing of the Act preferential. 
The lien conferred by the old Act is 
not, however, lost, and the position 
therefore is that the property of a 
defaulting taxpayer is liable, in 
whatever hands it may be, for owners’ 
rates from July 1st, 1910, and two 
years’ arrears accrued due prior to 
that date.”

T. Power asked permission to build 
a stable on Barron St. Referred to 
Health Officer.

Smith Co., in reply to a letter Of 
date July 21st, said that they igntend­
ed to erect a small building on their 
wharf, which will be covered with 
iron roofing.

I Councillor Mullaly objected to per­
mission being given, if the building 
was not wholly constructed of unin­
flammable materials, on the ground 
that- permission had been refused an­
other party, who asked to build a 
store of : similar materials.

THE MAYOR thdught that the 
Council should use discretion in the 
matter, and as the erection would be 
on a wharf, over the “water, permis­
sion might be granted. The Council

thought the Council should be con­
sistent in carrying out the law."

COUN. MULLALY thought that it 
would be better to carry out the law, 
In any cgse, even if the Council had 
to give up the flrhmarket project.

THE MAYOR said that the Board 
should discriminate in certain cases, 
where it was found tbqre was no 
datfger.

COUN. MULLALY did not believt. 
in discrimination ; the law was there, 
and the public was watching.

COUN. RYAN—If the proposed 
building be not in accordance with the 
law, then permission should not be 
given.

On motion of Councillors Mull 
and Channing, it was unanimously 
elded that permission be not given 
to build other than a building of unin­
flammable materials.

J. W. Morris, Electrical Süpt. R. N. 
Co., asked the Council to be careful 
when issuing pefmits to erect scaf­
folds, and to warn the builders of the 
electric wires, which, in some instan­
ces,are charged with 2,000 volts. A 
discussion followed ; the concensus of 
opinion being that the wires should 
be placed under ground. The wires 
are not the property of the Council 
and the Reid Co. should give the 
warning and place danger signals 
where danger exists. The R. N. Co. 
will be written to this effect.

Jonas Moakler asked permission to 
build on Notre Dame Street. As the 
place Is very congested, the Council 
will visit the place before giving the 
street line.

Willis Driscoll was given permii 
sion to build on Lime Street.

The report of the Public Health 
Officer on public and private lavator 
les along the waterfront and South- 
side, showed that matters were in a 
serious condition. Action will be 
taken by the Sanitary Supervisor.

Following a discussion as to col 
lections, COUN. CHANNING moved 
that the Collectors submit weekly re 
ports as to amounts collected, and 
also as to arrears.

COUN. RYAN asked who had charge 
of the street flushing, and moved that 
a weekly report, as to the names of 
the streets, how often they were flush­
ed, and at what time, be submitted. 
This was seconded by Councillor Mar 
tin.

THE MAYOR remarked that the 
order was made before, but allowed 
to lapse, to which the Secretary re 
plied that it was kept going. The re 
tort from the Mayor was, "Yer, it wai 
allowed to lapse, as were severgA 
other orders.

COUN. CHANNING suggested that* 
the Heads of all departments be pres 
ent at meetings. The Mayor though! 
this unnecessary, unless the presence 
of any of them were required.

HARVEY ROAD EXPENDITURE
COUN. MULLALY.—Mr. Mayor, I 

want to bring under the notice of the 
Council again, the expenditure over 
the estimate for repairs to Harvey 
Road, èo that the matter might be 
cleared up. There is much talk on 
the street, but the proper place to 
talk is here. The estimate for that 
work was $700.00, and the expendi­
ture, $1,144. I am unable to find out 
how the extra cost followed, and I 
want to know. If you would ask the 
Engineer to explain, Mr. Mayor, it 
would likely clear up the trouble.

THE MAYOR—Some time early in 
the year, it was decided to make 
some neces sary improvements to Har­
vey Road, and the Engineer was ask 
ed to make an estimate. The amount 
he estimated was $700.00. I was away 
for a month after this, and did not 
see the work going on. Later it came 
under our nc tice that the expenditure 
had gone over the estimate, but I be- 
liève this was because a road had been 
made to connect with the Fire Sta­
tion, and because surface matter 
had been carted and spread over the 
streets, which latter, to my mind 
was not estimated upon.

COUN. MULLALY—But surely the 
Engineer would not estimate upon the 
repairing of a street without includ­
ing the cost of carting materials 
away, that would not be used on the 
road. In any case they would have to 
be carted away.

At the request of Councillor Mullaly 
the Engineer was asked if he figured 
the carting, etc., in the estimate. The 
Engineer replied that he did.

COUN. MULLALY—I have it bn the 
authority of a late Councillor, who 
has given me power to use his ;name, 
that there was a “kick” here over the 
expenditure on this road, and .though 
I have gone through the minutes, I 
cannot find anything about it.

THE MAYOR—The matter was only 
commented upon at the time.

COUN. MULLALY—It was an Im­
portant matter to comment upon 
where there was such a large expen­
diture, and I think It ’should appear 
in the minutes. Now, Mr. Mayor, was 
there anything else happened that 

.dries not appear in the minutes?
THE MAYOR—Yes, there was some 

explanation made about the inferior

class of men being employed. The 
Engineer made thtp.> statement, and 
alleged it had something to do with 
the increased expenditure. " * j

COUN. MULLALY—So, Mr. Mayor 
it was the class of men that cost 
not Harvey Road repairs.

COUN. MARTIN—In justice to En­
gineer Ryan, I would like to ask if, 
when he made the estimate for $700 
he included the operating and carting 
away of rock, etc.

The Engineer replied that he estim­
ated $700.00 for the repairs to the 
road, and did not believe the cost 
would be exceeded. The spreading of 
the materials on other roads .was 
rock, etc., included.

THE MAYOR—I think the rock 
and other material were to be utiliz­
ed at any time, and was to be piled 
on the road.

THE ENGINEER—in the estimate,
I figured for its removal at most con­
venient places.

COUN. RYAN—When the Auditor 
General found the allocation over­
drawn, what did he say?

THE MAYOR—What would he have 
to do with It?

COUN. RYAN—In Government mat­
ters, when an allocation is overdrawn, 
he has a whole lot to say about it, 
and I imagine It should apply here.

COUN. MULLALY—Had the En 
gineer the right to employ all the 
workmen, or did he employ them all?

Replying to a question from the 
Mayor, the Engineer said he only em­
ployed six men, mçrçtly blasters, the 
remainder being employed by the 
Road Inspector.

COUN. MULLALY—I want the 
statements of the Engineer takei 
down, as they do not agree with the 
previous discussion.

THE MAYOR—You did not ask at 
the time.

COUN. MULLALY—I was not 
member of the Council then. I an 
speâking after Councillor Collier now.
I was not then a Councillor.

THE MAYOR—That makes a dif 
ference.

COUN. MULLALY—Wart there a 
resolution to the effect that no Conn 
cillors should placé men £t work oi 
any roads, nor give notes to those 
seeking emloymettt. If there were 
nothing tri that effect appears on the 
minutes. 1,1

THE MAYOR—I can’t say, but th< 
Engineer asked for 'the power to picl 
the best men for Harvey Road repairs 
as it was an important job, whicl 
was agreed to.

COUN. MULLA^iV—And why wa: 
not the order carried out?

THE MAyOR—I^çp.n't say.
THE ENGINÉEfyrîMr. Mayor, I sab 

at the time that the work could hi 
done for $700, if l were allowed t 
get good men.

COUN MULLALY—From what tin 
Engineer says, it appears that th 
Mayor’s statements, that the spread 
ing of gravel on Parade Street am, 
the repairs to the. rpad to Fort Towns 
end, led up to the extra cost, are con 
tradicted, and I repeat that these diV 
not put up the cost.

COUN. MARTIN—I sent notes to 
get men employed.

COUN. MULLALY—I thought the 
old Council had agreed not to do so 
It is passing strange that the men 
were employed at this particular time 
that so many were employee 
and that the Engineer only employee* 
six, out of sixty, after being given 
authority to employ all.

THE MAYOR—There was nothing 
wrong at this tittle, more than anj 
other.

COUN. MULLALY—cfn the face of 
it, there was something wrong when 
the expenditure was $440.00 above the 
estimate.

COUN. MARTIN—The rock and 
sand carted to other roads, would 
mean a further expenditure.

THE ENGINEER, in reply to a 
question of the Mayor, said yes, but 
it would not cost much more.

THE MAYOR—I think that it wm 
not in the estimate, as to the carting 
of the rock and -earth to those other 
sreets.

COUN. MULLALY—That is only

COUN. MULLALY—If the Engin­
eer's estimate is here and in the offi­
cial report, we will see if such was 
contemplated.

nen, and later had gone about town 
saying there were too many employed.

Councillor Mullaly asked the , Sec­
retary to read the charges of Council­
lor Martin. He then asked that the 
'alter prove or withdraw them. 
‘Here Is the opportunity,” said Conn 
cillor Mullaly to Councillor Martin 
“if you do neither I can only brand 
you as a slanderer."

COUN. MARTIN—Mr. Secretary, 
what you have taken down, there it 
remains. I will not retract.

At this point Councillor Martin was 
about to leave thte Chamber, raying 
he had important business to attend 
to.

THE MAYOR called the attention 
of Councillor Martin to the course he 
was pursuing, and asked him to with­
draw or prove his statements.

WASHINGTON, D. C„ Aug. 5.
Immigration from and to Canada is 

the subject of a statement %iai issued 
by the U. S. Immigration Bureau. 
During the 12 months ended March, 
31st lgst, there were 74,912 arrivals of 
citizens from Canada for permanent 
residence in the U. S. against 61,517 
during the previous 12 months. In 
the same period there 103,789 depart­
ures of citizens from the United 
States into Canada for permanent re­
sidence, against 59,832 for the previous 
12 ninths. Citizens arriving were 
not counted1 during .the whole of 1909, 
and it is estimated dfet 15,000 arrived 
during the year. That number has 
been included in making up the total 
of 61,517 arrivals.

Clever Diplomacy.
The late Lord Salisbury some years 

ago sent a Foreign, Office emissary
to make some demands of the --------
Republic. Before setting out on his 
mission the emissary, to whom his 
lordship had explained the exact na- 
turex ofi the Remands, desired to be 
informed as to the course to take if, 
pfter : be had said .everything, there 
was a refusal.

“Oh,” answered Lord Salisbury, 
“this is not a matter in which we 
have the least thought of fighting. If 
the President refuses, why, you will 
simply have to come home again.”

The emissary went -and had his say 
to the President of-------- , who blank­
ly refused to give in, and the diplo­
mat retired to think things over.

A few hours later he wrote to the 
President:—

“I regret that your Excellency does 
not see your -way to recognize the 
justness of the claims which I have 
had the honour to represent. I hâve 
now to say, on behalf of Her Britan­
nic Majesty’s Government, that, un­
less your Excellency yields on all 
points which I have named, it will be 
my painful duty to act on the second 
half of my instructions.”

Under this vague and significant 
threat the President yielded at once.

LLOYD-GEORGE’S STRUGGLES.
The Hon. David Lloyd-George, 

Chancellor of the Exchequer, had 
many a hard struggle with poverty in 
his early youth. When he was six­
teen Mr. Lloyd-George was articled as 
a clerk in a solicitor’s office in Aln ry- 
stwith. He had passed his prelimin­
ary law examination when he was but 
fourteen.

Both he and his uncle performed 
almost prodigious feats of saving in 
order that the the ninety or a hundred 
pounds necessary before he could 
study for his chosen profession could 
be scraped together.

The money was obtained, however, 
and for nearly six years Lloyd-George 
worked and studied, and when at 
length he found himself a full-fledged 
solicitor, he was without the necessary 
money to buy his robes!

Now this was a tragedy indeed, for 
in Wales a solicitor may not appear 
in court without his robes. The robes 
cost about three guineas, and the 
young solicitor could get the money 
nowhere. However, he got a case and 
a way was opened to him. Without 
loss of time he hunted up possible 
clients, got two or three more cases, 
obtained payment in advance, pur­
chased his rbbes, and duly appeared 
in the court. -ï:

Why London Police 
Allowed Dr. Crippen 

to Escape.
Scotland Yard has issued the fol­

lowing defence of Its methods in al­
lowing Dr. "Crippen to escape from 
London after suspicion of him had 
been aroused :—

A statement issued by an official of 
Scotland Yard recently defended the 
action of the police In the Holloway 
mystery.

‘People are asking why- we allowed 
the man to remain at liberty, and why 
we did not arrest him Immediately up­
on visiting the house. The question 
seems a "very simple one now that it 
is known to be a case of murder, but 
before the public pass any condem­
nation they should try to place them­
selves in the position we were in be­
fore there was any evidence or any 
definite suspicion of foul play. Until 
that time the only intimation we had 
in our possession was that Mrs. Crip­
pen was missing. Well,' now, in the 
course of a week we receive in London 
alone about one hundred cases of mis­
sing people, about whom we are call­
ed upon to make inquiries. In this 
case, upon receiving communications 
from friends of the missing woman 
we interviewed Crippen, who told us 
that his wife had gone off with a 
Count. He spoke in a very off-hand 
manner, and in effect told us that he 
did not care in the least that she had 
gone off with the Count, since he had 
the typist to take her place. We were 
not in a position to enter the house 
because we had no evidence of foul 
play. We were not in the position of 
the French or American police, who 
having greater power than we have 
can make an arrest where there is the 
least ground for suspicion. There Is 
no doubt we need greater power than 
we now possess for dealing with cases 
of murder. If we had entered Crip- 
pen’s house without his permission he 
could have ordered us out and brought 
an action against us. As a matter of 
fact, after he had been closely inter­
rogated, Crippen invited us in the 
house in order that we might search 
it. We did so, and Crippen himself 
accompanied us in the search. We 
found nothing suspicious, and his 
statement that his Wife had gone off 
with a Count suggested a possibility 
to contradict which we had not then 
the evidence. As a'matter of fact, it 
was not until Crippeit'disappeared that 
we had any real grounds for suspect­
ing foul play. Prior to that Mrs. 
Crippen, so far as we were concerned 
could only ’be rfgarfled as one of tlr 
scores of missing pèoplé about whom 
we are daily making inquiries.'

Invitations to
the Coronation

London, July 30.—A deputation saw 
Mr. Asquith recently, in reference to 
the scheme of inviting representatives 
from the dominions over the sea tr 
the coronation. They urged the Gov­
ernment’s co-operation. Mr. Asquith 
suggested that the matter should tx 
left to both Houses of Parliament 
which course should be followed. 
Probably the members will be the 
guests of the Lords and Commons.

English R. R. Accidents
LONDON, Aug. 1.—The Board of 

Trade report on railway accidents in 
the United Kingdom shows that in 
1.264,800,000 passenger journeys only 
one passenger lost his life in an ac­
cident on the train in which he was 
travelling, the first case for a period 
of twenty months, while the number 
of injured, 390, is low compared with 
the average of previous years.

A Heavy Rainstorm.
The rainstorm of last night was a 

very heavy one. On the steeper 
streets of the city the rain acted as 
a flusher and this morning they are 
wholesome and certainly not as mal­
odorous as they have been for weeks 
past. A few wet. days U.ke yesterday 
would do the city good and save the 
Council a good deal of cash which 
must be spent in the flushing and 
cleansing of drains.

Wholesale Murder 
by a Vengeful Maniac.
Discharged Fireman Shot Three Form­

er Pals and Killed His Own Family 
—Grudge Against His Captain — 
Four Are Dead—Beat His Wife and 
Little Child to Death With a Club.
SAN DIEGO. Cal., Aug. 1.— Bert. 

S. Durham, a former fireman, after 
shooting and killing one city fireman, 
mortally wounding a second, and ser­
iously wounding a third, near a fire 
box from which be had sent in a 
false alarm, in an effort for revenge, 
early to-day went to his home, and 
with a bludgeon beat his wife and lit­
tle child to death. He then made his 
escape.

Nrsing an old grudge against Fire 
Captain Sampsell, under whom he 
had worked, as engine driver, and on 
whose complaint he bad been dischar­
ged from the service for insubordina­
tion, Durham early to-day sent in a 
false alarm from the outskirts of the 
city. When Captain Sampsell and his 
crew came up, Durham opened fire on 
his former workmates with a revol­
ver.

At the first shot Driver Don Grant 
fell from his seat dead with a bullet 
in his head. At his second shot Hose- 
man Guy Elliott pitched to the grqund 
vdtii a. bullet, through the stomach. 
Durham then levelled his revolver at 
Sampsell and fired twice, both bullets 
piercing Sampsell's lungs.

Two more shots fired at other 
members of tfye crew went wild. Dur­
ham drew another revolver and cov­
ered his retreat as he started to run 
from Assistant Chief Snedecor. As he 
disappeared in the darkness Durham 
shouted back to the Chief:—“Tell my 
wife I am going to kill myself.”

The victims of the shooting were 
rushed to St. Joseph’s Hospital in 
one of the hose waggons. Operations 
were performed on Sampsell and El­
liptic Sampsell will probably die. El­
liot has a chance.

Within half an hour of the shooting 
a score of police officers and deputy 
sheriffs were on the scene in earnest 
and had begun a man hunt. Owing to

the darkness Durham reached home 
and slew his family and then fled 
again.

meeting wished it to be understood 
that he was not after the poor man 
who could not pay his arrears. He 
was after the well-to-do men who 
could pay and refused to do so. Those 
who were circulating the report that 
he was after the poor i^an were doing 
it out of malice prepense and well 
knew it was a falsehood.
