There Was: ope/name ‘i’ e Néw
Year Honours - w attracted little
attention, and yet the man honoured
vas more worthy than all the others,
and the Times now tells the heroic
story of ‘this knighted and . heroic
English doctor, who, devoting himself
to the care of lepers, has himself be-
ccme a leper.

Dr. George Turner, now Sir George
Turner, entered the Civil Service of
Cape Colony as‘ medical officer . of
health in 1895. He was then already
nearly fifty years of age; but in the
period which followed, until his re-
tirement twelve years later, he render-
e¢d services to South Africa and to the
cause of humanity at large which
have never been adequately re-
cognised except by a very few.

Iie Helps Lord Roberts

The Times describes in detail the
great services rendered to the coun-
trv by Dr. Turner in the stamping
ott of rinderpest, by which ‘millions
of pounds were saved, and also tells
of how when in the South African War
the ravages of typhoid had become so
appallingly severe, Lord Roberts sent
for Dr. Turner and asked him to su-
pervise ‘the military hospitals, and
afterwards the concentration camps.
Lord Roberts himself bore testimony
to the value of ‘Dr. Turner’s work,
carried out in very trying conditions,
at the constant risk of his life.

It was in the midst of these’activi-
ties that Dr. Turner devoted himself
first to the noblest work of his life.
There was then a leper asylum at
Pretoria, with about fifty Dutch and
ferty native patients. He gave up all
his spare time to work among the
lepers, doing all he could to alleviate
their lot, and prosecuting a tireless
research into the nature of the dis-
€ase. For three years he laboured
at this work, without extra pay of any
sort. He saw the lepcrs early in the
morning, and again when he came
home in he evening. Saturday and
Sunday he gave to them entirely.

In addition to this, he made as
many post-mortem examinations as
possible in his laboratory, rising at
dawn in order to have time for the
work. The asylum containg a large
number of lepers, European as well
as native, and a visitor who watched
Dr. Turner moving amongst them in
the Asylum bears witness to the pas-
sionate devotion with which he was
reg‘arded by all its 1nmates

While He was Shaving

On/ reaching the age limit, Dr. Tur-
nev retired, to pursue his studies into
the bacteriological side of leprosy in
the laboratories of this country. Sud-
denly, after several years’' work, his
eye was attrrcted by certain marks on
his hand while he was shaving. and
he recognized them at on: 2 as
stamp of the disease . whica he- had
se: himself to fight.

His diagnosis was. ind:pendcnt!ly
confirmed by two specialists to whom
he went at once;, and from that time
he has worked unswervingl, amid the
pain anad beneath the shadow of a
leper’s lot:. For the last two years
he has been living in seclusion, and
it is curious that his heroic history
hos escaped the notice of the public,
fur Sir George Turner is a man of
eminence in his profession, and one
of the greatest living authorities on
leprosy. Recently, however, the case
came to the knowledge of his Ma-
jesty, on whose initiative Dr. Turn-
¢r’'s name has been included in the
list of New Year -Honours.

“Sir George has now decided,” says
the Daily News, “to devote the re-
mainder of his life to lepers. He
has offered his services to the -Mis-
sion to Lepers in India and the East,
but is felt that there is a greater
scope for his work in, South Africa,
where he knows all the conditions,
and it is probable that he will return
to that field of labour. He is full of
a brave hope to do something- more
for his fellow-sufferers.”

Dr. Charles Carter, a member of the
British Red Cross Mission to the Bal-
%an War, has died at Uskub. While
attending soldiers suffering from ty-
phoid, Dr. Cater himself became in-
fected with the disease, and succumb-
ed.
