Milk is such a splendid thing for
children, whether old or young, that
it is a great pity if they“tire of it.
Quite often it can be disguised so that
the child does not rebel. Scmetimes
egg poached in milk, served on toast
softened with milk and with a spoon-
ful of thickened milk poured over it,
will often be eaten with eagerness by
the child who refuses milk as a bever-
age., The same is true of cream
soups, which, in their simplest nur-
sery forms, are merely heated milk
with the addition of vegetable puree.

Creamed chicken and creamed flak-
ed fish are both, approved . for the
child’s dinner and in vegetables,
wherever butter would be used, by
adults, substitute , cream. or; milk.
Weak' cocoa, made entirely. of milk,
and ; with only - sufficient, cocoa . for
milk flavouring and coloring, is one
of .the : simplest and most acceptable
way of disguising milk.

Another good way is, to cook the
cereal in milk instead of water or, if
preferred, the cereal can be partly’
cooked  in water first and .the milk
added afterward.  If cookefl entirely
in milk a longer time must be allowed
as cereals do not absorb the moisture
from milk as rapidly as from clear

Italy. The crest of

Mount San Gabriele is in

Italian = hands and it

seems likely to stay
there. For the moment these few
square miles of shell-blasted rock are
the most important spot on any front
—for that matter, perhaps, in the
world. Around them the crimson
tide of battle has surged fiercely and
unceasingly for five weeks, rival-guns
have churned and battered them, riv-
al infantries died in hand to hand
combat for mastery of their scarred
and blackened slopes. There is a
reason for it. = The mountain stands
up, two thousand feet high, a- few
miles north and east of Gorizia, near
Monte Santo which the .Italians took
last month. It looks down on Ternova
and the Bainsizza Plateau to Lubiana
(Laibach). 'If the mountain is now
the Italians’ the Plateau is theirs and
Lubiana will soon be theirs also. The
topography of the country, which so
long denied victory to our Allies, will
add enormously to its value when
achieved. As we have before pointed
out, Cadorna thrusts his armies in two
directions, north towards Klagenfurt
and south towards Trieste. Two Aus-
trian armies oppose ‘both thrusts.
The consequence of this last and
greatest victory will be a third thrust
between the two, cutting asunder the
Austrian armies. It . will  not ‘be an
easy thrust to push hbme, but it will
be pushed home. It is the approach-
ing Lulmmatlon of a two-years cam-
paign stamped ‘with military genius
and adhered to with the patience and
perseverance that are genius’ hand-]
maidens. It was due ultimately to a
bold and splendid conception, im-
mediately to the assistance the great
British and French arsenals gave to
heroic men who knew the magnitudel
of the prize they sought to grasp. We |

CANADIANS USE. GAS WITH
3 EFFECT.

Canadian Headquarters in France,
via London (By Stewart Lyon).—The
Germans in Lens are given no’rest,,
Early last night they were subjected
to a heavy bombardment from. large
calibre guns. After they had been
driven into their callars and shélter
galleries by shell fire, gas was pro-}
jected upon the enemy positions short-
ly before midnight and again after 3
o’clock this a.m. Serious losses are
believed to have followed. A prison-
er who wandered into our lines in a
dazed condition after our second at-
tack says the gas was almost imme-~
diately effective. He himself only
took two inhalations before he got
his mask on but was seriously affect-
ed. The attack surprised many of the
enemy in dugouts where our gas is
most effective.

ITALIANS TAKE CREST OF MOUNT
ST. GABRIELLE. ,
LONDON, To-Bay-
The crest of*Mount San Gabrielle,
commanding the plain® of- Gorizia to
the south ndd southeast, and Frigido
Valley to the east, has been captured
by the Ttalians. - The: Ital{ans” ‘effort
to capture San Gabrielle began after
the. taking of Mopnte Sante. directly

August 5th. Several times the Ital-
ians had reached the summit of the
great mountain, so important to their
further progress east of QGorizia as
well as on the Carso, cnly to be beat-
en back again. On the slopes of the
rugged rock in the past few weeks
has occurred some of the heaviest
and most sanguinary fighting of the
war, with the Italians hurling them-
sselves forward in desperate attacks
and the Austrians holding to the crest
desperately. San Gabrielle slope was
occupied by the Italians, the Embassy
reports, ,after the fortified hill or
saddle of Dol and Gargaro Basin, the
main bulk of San Gabrielle, had been
taken. The Austrians, however, ¢cling
to some positions on the mountain.
In the forest of Tarnovo, east of
Mount San Gabrielle, the Italians cap-
tured positions from the Austrians
after suffering heavy losses. Except
along the Casemate’s Plateau on. the
#isne front there has been no marked
activity on the fighting fronts. A Ger-
man attack against the French posi-
tions on Casemate’s Plateau, Paris
reports, was repulsed with heavy loss-
es. Berlin says the German troops
penetrated the French second line and
inflicted severe casualties. British
artillery in Flanders, Berlin reports,
has increased to drumfire. The poli-
tical situation in Russia is still be-
clouded somewhat. The revolt of
General Korniloff apparently has fail-
ed dismally, but the former Com-

mies has not yet surrendered to the
Provisional Government. Krymofi,
commander of the Korniloff forces
sent against Petrograd, committed
suicide by shooting when informed
by Premier Kerensky of the probable
fate that awaited him. Premier Ker-
ensky has begun to reconstruct the
Government, some of his former Min-
isters apparently opposing'the taking
of drastic measures against General
Korniloff and his aides.

WASHINGTON,  To-Day.
“The shipment of certain foods to

Canada and Newfoundland under:. a|

ruling last night by the Exports Ad-
ministrative Board shereafter will re-
quire the same form of license as de-
manded for their ‘export to other
countries. Heretofore they have gone
forward under a blanket license is-
sued by Collectors of Customs. The
purpbse of the order, it was explain-
éd, is to provide a means of close op-
eration between Americans and to put
the United States in a position to con-
serve its supplies if shortages appear
likely. The foods named are wheat,
wheat flour, butter and sugar. For
the present-it is understood that there
is no intention to restrict food ship-
ments to Canada to any marked ex-
tent. It may be necessary later on,
however, to regulate exports some-
what. Shipments now in transit are
excepted  in the order, which also
makes provisions for small shipments
by producers and dealers living close
to borders.

Little Girls Save Another . from
Drowning,

A few days ago an unusually plucky
rescue was performed by two little
girls, whose modesty kept it at the
time from receiving public notice.

Some peo_nlg saidsthat the abject of
the Bill was for the ptirpose of adding
another hour to the day so that the
author and his class could make more
money and have more time 1o make it,
and that a few dollars in lighting ex-
penses might be saved.
saw the spirit of selfishness in it, nor

could they be persuaded that the bet-"

terment of the people was the prin-
cipal objeet of the Bill. To try and
change the opinion of some “of this
class of people would be a task that,
if attempted, would never be accom-
plished.. To them the object was sel-
fishness, and their stubborness was so
unreasonable, that they were beyond
conviction.

Another class of people said that
the measure was a false onz2, and that
it made the face of the clock lie; and
that ‘it put lies into people’s mouth,
and that they were saying it was one
o’clock when it was not one o’clock,
but when it was only twelve o’clock.

FIGHTING THE SUBMARINES.
LONDON, Sept. 14.
Stories of some recent successes of
the British Navy:against German subs.
" were given to the public to-day in a
¥ series of brief descriptions of eight
* encounters in which eight and possi-
< bly nine U-boats were accounted for.
§ These eight sea battle pictures were
. selected so as to cover pactircally the

. whole ground; of, the antizsub. activi-

ties. In one ‘case there was a battle
between an - auxiliary cruiser and a
sub.; in another, an engagement be-
tween, a seaplane and a sub.; then a
battle between two subs., in which
__the British sub. captain proved him-
gelf a better man; - finally, two tales
of successes of armed merchantmen
against the enemy. First: From one
of our auxiliary naval forces, a tor-
pedo was seen approaching® on the
starboard beam. It jumped out of
the water when one hundred yards
off, and struck the engine-room near
the water-line making a large rent
and flooding several compartments.
The starboard lifeboat was blown in-
to the air in pieces, landing on the
wireless aerial. Soon after a peris-
cope was observed just before our
port beam. It turned towards our
ship but quickly disappeared, as the
enemy further submerged. Again it
appeared but was followed this time
by the conning tower and our guns
removed the two periscopes. Many

other hits were obtained and the sub.
iquickly assumed a list to port. Sev-
l eral men came out of her hatch and
| the U-boat wallowed along for a
!sp:u'v with stern almost submerged
E;nnl oil coning from her side. The
crew canie on deck and waved their
hands. surrender
cease firing was ordered whereupon
the enemy started off at a fair speed
hoping to disappear in the mist. Fire
again was opened and a loud explos-
jon took place forward. Falling on
his side the enemy sank, the last
ihing seen being his sharp bow end-
up, slowly disappearing beneath the
water. Two survivors were picked
up. Our ship made for harbor. In
the second, one of our small craft
sighted an enemy submarine a dis-
tance of 10,000 yards off. She main-
tained her course and five minutes
later the enemy stopped and then pro-
ceeded .towards.. her. .Suddenly she
submerged, and shortly after her per-
iscope appeared close on the star-
hoard bow for a few seconds and then
disappeared. The helm was ported,
and when over the place where the
periscope was seen an explosive
charge was dropped. The ship circled
around and dropped another charge.
The explosion of this charge was fol-
lowed after two or threc seconds by
another much more violent explosion,
which shook the ship from stem. to
stern. The water became black over
a large area and a considerable quan-
tity of thick oil and flotsam came to
the surface. In the third, one of our
subs. sighted an enemy submarine on
the starboard bow and so dived, but
after seeing him through the peris-
cope for a few minutes, lost sight of
him. Our boat came to the top again
and three hours later saw the enemy
on the starboard side from two to
three miles away. Our boat dived to
attack, but the enemy altered her
course and again was lost ' to view.

His apparent objective being conjec-
tured, our course was altered in the
hope of cutting him off; and eventu-
ally again he was detected on the
port bow, steering as surmised. Our
course was altered as was necessary
and when a favorable position was
secured a torpedo was fired. A splash
was seen close to his stern, and a few
seconds later the enemy was seen
with his stern end out of water, with
smoke hanging around it and the con-
ning tower half submerged. A min-
ute or two later she disappeared. .In
the fourth, a seaplane proceeded to
attack an enemy sub. which she ob-
served manoeuvring to a position to
fire a torpedo at a passing merchant
ship. Before the seaplane arrived
over the sub. the latter submerged,
but three bombs were dropped on the
position where he disappeared. Five
minutes later a large upheaval was
noticed where the bombs were drop-
ped. This could be best compared
to a huge bubble rising some distance
above the level of the sea, and dis-
tinctly visible for a minute or more.
There was no further sign of the sub.
In the fifth, a patrol noticed a wake
with a considerable amount of foam
travelling parallel with her course a
short distance away. She crossed the
wake and dropped an explosive charge
over it. Almost at once a second
charge was dropped. After it had ex-
ploded, another explosion took place
and oil and bubblés came to the sur-
face; and on this spot. a further
charge was eéxploded. Two more pa-
trol boats arrived on the scene and
discharged explosives near. The oil
which was still rising, after an inter-
val of two hours, was of heavy brown
color and had a smell like petrol. The
gixth: One of our naval forces hear-
ing gun fire steered for the position
and soon sighted an enemy submar-
ine on her bow. Fire was opened,
and a hit was obtained. A large ex-
plosion resulted. There was no sign
of the enemy though the whole hull
and conning tower were distinctly
visible before.

THE RUSSIAN SITUATION.
PETROGRAD, Sept. 14.
M. Seskice, private secretary to
Premier Kerensky, told the Associa-
ted Press to-day that the situation
shows steady improvement. Contin-
iuing, he said, General Korniloff has

not surrendered, but he is quite pre-
pared to do so and is in a position of
complete powerlessness. We have
just received an offer of surrender
from twelve companies of Korniloft's
troops, who say they have been de-
ceived; and General = Kaledine, who
with his Cossacks began a menpacing
movement against the Government,
has been checked, We expect' that
he will soon be ‘faken. ;
Further evidence of defection in the
ranks of Cossacks from General Kor-
niloff, is: given by the arrest near Lu-
ga of General Krymoff. The Council
of Soldiers’ and Workmen's delegates
sent a deputation to the troops to ex-
plain the situation, whereupon the
Cossacks decided théy were ready to
arrest their commander, provided an
order was .received from Premier
Iicrensky. © The Council telegraphed
to the Premier, who ordered Kry-
moff’s arrest. Klymoff submitted
without resistance and was brought
to Petrograd. The Cossacks of his
command have joined the Government
forces in the Luga garrison. The
railway service between Luga and
Petrograd has been resumed.

ANTI-GERMAN DEMONSTRATION.

MONTE VIDEO, Sept. 14.

A great anti-German demonstra-
tion was held here- yesterday, and
Argentina was cheered for the expul-
sion of the German Minister, Count
Luxburg. ' ‘There"  -wefe' mnumerous
clashes between mobs and police.
Strong guards have been placed
around the German Legation and
Consulate, as well as the German
business houses, in order to prevent
destruction similar to that of Buenos
Aires.

HELD FOR TRIAL.

PHILADELPHIA,- Sept. 14.

Five of six officers of the Philadel-
phia Tageblatt arrested in the gov-
ernment raid last Monday on the pa-
per plant, were held under $10,000
bail each by U. S. Commissioner Long
to-day to await action of the grand
jury of charges of violating the Es-
pionage Act. Waldamax Alfredo of
the editorial staff was discharged.
All witnesses have been ordered to
appear before the grand jury. The
evidence brought to-day among other
charges tended to show that the pa-
per misquoted and distorted news for,
it is alleged, the purpose of showing
favoritism to the German cause.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 14.

After being received by Premier
Kerensky and informed of the fate
that awaited him, General Krymoff,
commander of Korniloff’'s troops,
which were sent against Petrograd,
returned to his lodgings and shot
himself. His wounds were not fatal.

NEWSPAPERS SUP-
PRESSED.
PETROGRAD, Sept. 14.

Food and Supplies. Other- changes in
the cabinet includes the retirement of
M. Q. Schernoff, Minister of the In-
terior, who in turn will be succeeded
by M. Kishikin, constitutional: demo-
crat. M. Kishikin enters the cabinet
unconditionally. M. Kofiepefe, Minis-
ter of Communications, resigned be-
cause he did not consider it possible
to execute Kerensky’'s order to take
certain measures against General
Korniloff.
