Squires 
Party Opens Campaign.
GOOD ATTENDANCE AT CASINO.

At 1.30 last evening a meeting of 
that section of the Opposition headed 
by Hon. R. A. Squires, was begun In 
the Casino Theatre, a full bouse be 
lng present to hear the various 
speakers and exponents of the latest 
political doctrine. Mr. John Nangle 
acted as Chairman, and on the plat­
form, besides the party leader, were 
H. J. Brownrlgg, Dr. Campbell, P. J. 
Shea, Alex. Grouchy (Pouch Cove), 
D. O’Neil (Bay de Verde), S. Bursell 
(Topsail), C. Rendell (Manuels), M 
Colford, J. M. Devine, J. T. Phillips, 
Mr. Parsons and another—fourteen in 
all. Hon. R. A. Squires spoke first, 
stating that he had interviewed Rt. 
Hon. Sir Robert Bond, who stated 
that he did not intend to enter poli­
tics this year. Later,, at a meeting 
comprising 70 or 80 he (the speaker) 
■had been elected leader of a party 
formed amongst themselves, to be 
known as the “Liberal Reform Par­
ty." Mr. Squires then went on to 
some length in referring to the con­
dition of the railroad and stated that 
it would be one of the party’s inten­
tions to make the Reid Nfid. Co. live 
up to its contractual obligations. H9 
then dealt with the matter of graft 
and profiteering, stating that the 
L. R. P. would also seek to end both 
These two things, in fact, make up 
the main platform of the new party. 
The outports are waiting for the call, 
said he, and you must all rally round 
the Liberal (?) banner. Three cheers 
for the leader were then called for 
and given, without much enthusiasm, 
however.

Mr. J. M. Devine followed next, re­
covering the ground touched by the 
previous speaker.. He asked to have 
the remarks of the evening taken 
seriously. It is to laugh.

Dr. Campbell spoke next, delivering 
a witty speech in which he referred 
to the formation of the old People’s 
Party which he had supported but 
was now against. Dr. Campbell made 
some other references concerning 
politics, spending considerable time 
in attempting to ridicule the member 
for the West End, Hon. J. R. Ben­
nett.

Mr. D. O'Neil, of Bay de Verde, 
followed, stating that he spoke as a 
follower of Hon. R. A. Squires, to 
whom, he said, he had pledged him­
self.

Mr. H. J. Brownrlgg was called up­
on by the mass o' thé. audience for a 
speech, after some hesitation com­
plying. He spoke as jÇ citizen and not 
as a politician nor an aspirant for 
political honor or emolument.

Mr. Alex. Grouchy, of'Pouch Cove, 
spoke ae a young man who was op­
posed to the Government and is sup­
porting the L. R. P.

Mr. P. O. Butler also delivered a few 
remarks, touching on educational 
matters, labor questions and others.

After Mr. Squires had thanked the 
speakers and the National Anthem 
had been sung, the meeting dispersed.

The C.L.B. band was in attendance 
during the evening, rendering certain 
lively airs, and there was no heckling 
at all. A spirit of orderliness perva­
ded the proceedings, and the speeches 
having more or less of a personal 
bent -{lid not receive that applause 
for which the speakers had hoped. 
Altogether the demonstration was not 
what had been expected and there is 
disappointment in the Reformers’ 
camp to-day. The majority of those 
attending undoubtedly came not as 
supporters of this wing of the Op­
position, but as auditors only, and it 
is safe to estimate that not more 
than one-third of the voters present 
either admire or will sponsor the 
newly-born political child of Hon. R. 
A. Squires.

CTIINDMCAL DAFT PICKED UE.
Some fishermen belonging to Cape 

LaHune, In the district of Burgeo and 
LaPoile, saw a strange object floating 
on the surface a few weeks ago, when 
out on the Ashing grounds. Pulling 
alongside It they discovered the der- 

j elict to be a pontoon raft, constructed 
by banding three 18 inch cylinders 
together, the outer tubes being closed 
and air tight, the centre one open at 
both ends to admit the water acting 
therefore as a stabiliser. The length 
of this raft or dockyard floating 
stage is about 80 feet and it has tow­
ing buffers at both ends, the after end 
one being constructed after the man­
ner of a shock absorber with large 
spiral springs. The forward end com­
partment has ho springs. A running 
board made of plank 3 inches thick 
and ten wide ran up and down both 
outer cylinders on top, while In the 
centre were uprights for the purpose 
of holding chains or life ropes. In 
the forward end the towing bollard 
held a shackle which had opened, and 
it is presumed that this queer craft 
was .being towed by some steamer 
when the strain causd the shackle to 
open and the raft and the towing 
cable parted company. The probab­
ilities are that this occurred In the 
night or during, a heavy sea when no 
effort at recovjpçy could be made. 
The raft or fitting stage is painted 
dockyard red and has no identifica­
tion marks whatever, neither could 
a close examination reveal anything 
more about it At the time when 
picked up, an unlighted lantern was 
found hanging to a cross arm on a 
scantling upright about four feet in 
height, which was erected on the 
after end. The lantern and the op­
ened towing link is conclusive proof 
that the structure was being towed 
by a steamer. The find was reported 
to the authorities at

How Detectives
Catch Murderers.

The Wonderful Resources of Scotland 
Yard.

The number of murders In the 
country which have remained un­
solved lately has made the authorities 
realize that unless an expert is call­
ed in at once, many a murder may 
remain unsolved through lack of 
training on the part of the local po­
lice.

The famous detectives of Scotland 
Yard, who of course have many mur­
ders to deal with each year, ’ and are 
the greatest experts in tracking 
criminals in the world, have had no 
right up to the present to investigate 
a big murder in Sheffield, for in­
stance. They are only called in by 
the local police when the latter are 
baffled, and that is often weeks after 
the murder has been committed, and 
valuable clues and time have been 
lost.

Now, however, in all cases which 
are likely to be complicated, a Scot­
land Yard man will be on the spot at 
once, and fewer murderers than ever 
will escape the scaffold.

The real detective and the detec­
tive of fiction are as like one another 
as chalk and cheese. The Scotland 
Yard expert relies upon hard work 
and organization. The Criminal In­
vestigation Department, in fact, is so 
successful in the great majority of 
cases it handles, because it is organ­
ized just the same way as a big busi­
ness is organized.

Scotland Yard’s Black Musenm.
There are close on seven hundred 

detectives attached to Scotland Yard, 
and each man is trained and taught 
the ins and outs of criminals and their 
methods. Many of these detectives, of 
course, specialise, some on jewel rob­
beries, others on murders, others on 
pocket picking, and so on, but each 
one is prepared in an. emergency to 
tackle any jobs whichecome along.

To Scotland Yard 'there is always 
available a number bt experts who 
give advice on any subject ’Wanted, ex­
perts in handwriting, in wounds, poi-,; 
sons, inks, and even tobacco ashes.

All the big police stations are linked 
up by private telephones, as well as 
by a private tape machine. Every man 
in the detective force is specially 
picked and tested before being put in 
charge of even the smallest crime. 
Every one has some special accom­
plishment, most of them know at least 
one foreign language, and all have to 
pass severe examinations for pro­
motion.

Part of the most useful training of
a detective is that in which he visits 
the Black Museum, that grim private, 
exhibition at Scotland Yard, where 
can be seen the instruments which 
have been used in big burglaries, the 
tiny clues which have brought mur­
derers to the gallows, and the, thou­
sand and "one things which reveal the 
methods of criminals of all countries.

on duty. When any big murder is 
committed one of these experts is sent 
to the scene of the crime, gnd photo­
graphs" are taken of the room or place I 
in which it was committed from vari­
ous angles, and from these photo­
graphs, when neccessary, a model is 
constructed for use at the trial, or to 
help the detectives engaged on the 
case to reconstruct the actual murder.

Finger print experte carefully ex­
amine any weapon used by the mur­
derer, or anything he is likely to have 
handled, from glasses to door knobs, 
in order to find his finger prints. The 
■history of'the dead man and the move­
ments of all his associates are investi­
gated by a few trained experts in an 
extraordinarily short time. Often in a 
few hours what seems an utterly 
baffling mystery is well on the way 
to solution when the reports from the 
various detectives are handed in and 

together by the detective in 
of the case.
