Russia's "wWfow toward »uW

St. Petersburg used to be called. It Is 
that no longer. Only a tiny section of 
the Baltic coast remains Russian, and 
St. Petersburg, now Petrograd, Is only 
beginning to convalesce. So to-day, as 
we are told, Rueela’a window toward 
Europe is BerRn. Iadeed, the relations 
between Germany A*d *i»Mto 
greatly to disquiet the new-born 
states at Russia's west, and we find 
a Warsaw paper, the Mufha, eppreee- 
Ing a tear that Rueee-Oerman power 
already threats*» Poised through 
Lithuania. In Berlin there is an im- 
nortant Russian oniony, of which Mr. 
rrontin. writes In La Revu. Con­
temporaine:

“Russian signs, shops, theaters, 
-restaurants, bookstalls and newspap­
er offices, to say nothing of tt# 
Soviet Embassy whteh Sn«nt* iU red 
flag almost aerees the street from 
our own, gives us some Idea of the 
feverish activity of a Russian colony 
numbering 300,060. All Russia is 
represented to miniature to Berlin— 
monarchists who have learned noth­
ing and forgotten nothing, and who 
make common cause with their Ger­
man cor religionists ; the liberal bour- 

1 geoiaie who worshiped Kolchak and 
i Wrangel two years ago; the sociallst- 
i revolutionaries who already ••• them- 
! selves replacing the Soviet Govern- 
Iment; the heeitant apd th* disU- 
i lusioned who are being converted to 
j Bolshevism by sheer brain-fag; and, 
i anally, the communists who work to 
I the numerous Soviet diplomatic es- 
; tabltshments. Above all this rabble 
hovers the new Red bourgeoisie— 
profiteers, concession hunters, and 
former proprietors still unharmed by 
the Soviets and chanting their praises 
with great fervor."
, All this la recent, of course, but, 
as Mr. Leontine reminds us:

"A glance at the history of the last 
two centuries will reveal the ties 
uniting Russia to Germany—a cam- 
men frontier, economic, intellectual 
and political penetration, and blood- 
relationship between the two courts. 
Germany, more than any other coun­
try, has .always influenced Russia, 
helped by business Interests. Before 
the war the Germans led in trade 
with Russia. Their experience and 
their knowledge of the country and 
its language gave them every ad­
vantage.

* "During the war-* this privileged 
position enabled; the Germans to 
drain the occupied territories of 
their raw materials with the 
thoroughness that makes German en­
terprise redoubtable. Lumbering in­
terested them especially. An un­
published memorandum of the 'Obè­
res WVerwaltung der Okkupierten 
Gebieten’ shows the important part 
played by the Niemen and Vistula for­
ests during the Great War: "The oc­
cupation of enemy territory Is inti­
mately congested with the Interests 
of our country, which must be enrich­
ed by the products of the occupiéd 
country. Russian wood, large quan­
tities of which fell into Our hand», en­
abled ue to continue the war.’ ”

In the autumn of 1915, according 
to Mr. Leontine, Germany held three- 
quarters of the forests of European 
Russia, which furnished during the 
war 2,700,000 tons of wood to Ger­
many. More than 10,000 men and 
1,660 horses were employed, he says, 
and to formerly virgin forests tittle 
cities of shacks and stables sprang 
up. After the armistice on the East­
ern front the work etopt and all the 
apparatus of exploitation was ship­
ped home to Germany. Then—

“Poor in raw materials after the 
war, Germany sought to find them 
abroad and to extend her radius of 
activity into countries whose natural 
wealth had not beeh exhausted. A 
year ago, Parvus, the famous Russo- 
German socialist, wrote, ‘An soon as 
German capitalism can find suitable 
business conditions just across the 
frontier, with lighter taxes, guaran­
teeing higher prqflts, it will shift its 
center of- gravity to these foreign 
countries. At the same time German 
-technicians and -Skilled workers will 
emigrate. We are speaking of Russia 
especially. The minute the jortdic 
system to Russia is put to rights, you 
will witness an exodus of German 
capital .and German technicians to­
ward that country."

“Lest August this suggestion was 
made at the Congress of Political 
Economy at Hamburg by Haas von 
Eeknrd, who argues that Germany 
needs the immense stock of raw ma­
terials existing in Russia, while Rus­
sia needs German organising ability, 
working power and finished pro­
ducts. On the political side the idea 
of Russo-German co-operation* has

Meanwhile, despite the 
forts ef the Russian commercial mis­
sion, only 6 per cent- of Qqpmanpfo 
importations came from Russia.

"The Germans frankly adgrit the 
difficulties ef trading regularly with 
Russia—detects in the banking sys­
tem and credit, certain drastic artic­
les in the Bolshevik Code of Com­
merce, and the complicated bureau­
cracy of the Wniechtorg. Rut the 
Germane were the first to pyoflt by 
Rjaefia’s new Economic Policy, ngd 
among the eeneesetons acquired by 
Germans is that of 26,000 deo|tines (n 
the region of Rostôff on the Don, the 
concessionaires being the Krupp Com­
pany. The Qtto Wolf concern under­
took the reconstruction of tin Kieft 
aqueduct and electrical works; 
group of German capitalists took over 
the Treougolnite rubber fact cry, the 
largest enterprise in Petrograd, with 
1,200 operatives ; the Petrograd and 
Tiver arsenals are under Krupp con­
trol; and a group of German manufac 
turers runs a majority of tfc* UR 
rains sugar mills"

Germany Is the only country- whose 
trade with Russia has reached pre­
war proportions, it appears, and Mr. 
Leontine cites figures to shew the 
dominant role played by Germany |p 
the economic life of all the new 
states detached from the old Rus­
sian Empire. France gave them in­
dependence, and now Germany ex­
ploits them and England gets their 
raw material's. Shys the writer:—

In 192f half of Esthonia’s importa­
tions came from Germany. In Fin­
land. out of 3,911,000,000 mark*' 
worth of importations, Germany's 
Contribution was 1,$15,282,446 marks’ 
worth. All these states—Est bon la, 
Finland, Lithuania, Poland, iRtvtow 
have signed er are about to sign com­
mercial treaties with Germany."

Moreover, the eastward urge-r- 
“Drang nach (Men,” as the Germans 
call it—inspires designs en Russia it­
self. Says Mr. Leontine:

"To get eoatrel ef that immense 
servoir of men and raw materials 
call Russia is Germany’s dream. 
Twice—first when the Red army mar­
ched upon Warsaw and again when 
we occupied the Ruhr—It turned the 
heads of sane men.

"The idea ef a new "Drang Back 
Oaten’ has Its partisans at opposite 
political extremes. On tbs one hand 
we have Captain Erhard, Anniral 
Hintze and Ambassador Ranzau; on 
the other we have certain Socialists 
and the entire Communist party. The 
Russo-German rapprochement, lays 
Muller, the Socialist and former Min­
ister of Foreign Affairs, .’Will result 
In restoration of that balance of pow­
er which France has destroyed.’ "

.oil fuel burners. That message was not without interest to us.
Along many parts of the English and American coasts 

where the fisheries have been prosecuted of late years with less 
success than in the past, the cause of the falling off has been 
attributed to the quantities of oil with which the surface of the 
water in these localities is covered. Although the in­
vestigations have not as yet proved conclusively that such 
is the sole cause, sufficient information has been obtained to 
indicate that there are good reasons for continuing the investi­

gations along these lines.
The increase in the number of vessels burning oil fuel and 

of motor-driven vessels has made it necessary for the port au- 
. thorities in various parts of the world to make provision for re- 
! bunkering ships with oil fuel, and to provide oil docks in order 
;to minimize the risks of pollution to the harbours.

During the autumn months, many of our people flock to Bay 
{of Islands to prosecute the Herring Fishery which has. until re­
cently provided a source of wealth second only in importance to 

>the codfishery itself. It must be protected.

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LONDON, July 26, (AJ>.)—Stanley 
Baldwin, Britain’s new pilot of the 
Ship of State, has won the admiration 
and goodwill of all classes by his sim­
ple, unostentatious manner and his 
outstanding human qualities. He is 
especially popular among the British 
and American newspaper men, who 
have found him approachable and un­
failingly courteous. He has none of 
the aloofness, the superior manner or 
severe pride of position which one Is 
apt to associate with prime ministers.

The Journalists’ fondness for the 
premier is reciprocated by Mr. Bald­
win, for he realizes that his sudden 
rise to fame i sdue in no small meas­
ure to-the sympathetic attitude adopt­
ed by them toward him.

At a recent banquet given by the 
British newspaper men in his honor, 
Mr. Baldwin said: *T am conscious 
more than ever how the creation of a 
reputation really is your prerogative 
and your prerogative alone. Whatever 
reputation I may have to-day I beg to 
thank yon for it from the bottom of 
my heart."

The prime minister referred to some 
dt the remarkable qualities attributed 
to him by the British and American 
newspapers, which he said it was im­
possible to live up to.

"I have noticed in my brief career 
In public life," said he, “that some 
men like the limelight and some do 
not. I have always found that wher­
ever the limelight Is brightest there 
is always a corresponding black 
shadow close to It, and I have hither­
to been able to step into that shadow 
whenever the limelight was turned on. 
But I find now that I cannot escape 
it. I feel very much like a small in­
sect under a microscope. Everything 
that I do or think or say is laid bare.

“I notice lately that certain perse­
vering papers have eueeeedded in drag­
ging from obscurity my father’s 
coachman and my old nurse. I am 
thankful to say that the revelations 
they have succeeded In dragging from 
them are each as not to blast my 
career yet I have read the most 
amazing things about myself, pro­
ficiency in arte to which I have nev­
er aspired, and ignorance of some 
things of Which I thought I had some 
knowledge. The nnklndest cut of all 
was in the Nation, where someone 
•aid my schoolmaster told me I had 
bo brains."

A relic of St Patrick has been 
found in the coarse ot excavations at 
the ruins ot Nendrum Abbey, In 
Ulster.

Washington, Jnly 26.—(A.P.)—The 
United States is becoming an in­
creasingly heavier user ot electricity, 
but despite the mounting power tot­
als, the consumption of fuel to pro­
duce it is decreasing in proportion. 
Geoloylcal survey figures show that 
the consumption of coal for that pur­
pose in 1922 was only 2.6 pounds a 
kilowatt hour, as compared with 3.2 
pounds in 1919.

A total ot 47,669,000,000 kilowatt 
hours was generate# last year. Of 
this amount 86.1 per cent, was gen­
erated by water power. New York 
leads the list ot states in production, 
manufacturing 16.67 per cent of the 
total for the country. Other states 
in order are Pennsylvania, California, 
Illinois, Ohio, Michigan, Massachus­
etts and West Virginia.

Here discussion will 
turn hot on constitutional problems 
and Imperial defiance, but on the 
equally vital questions of recovery 
from war, stability In currencies, on 
the re-establishment of normal con­
ditions and on the extension of trade.

It is too early yet to attempt to 
forecast the trend of conference dis­
cussions, but at this juncture it 
seems altogether likely that the main 
Issue before , the Imperial conference 
proper will he that of defence. Con­
stitutional problems and questions no 
doubt will be discussed. Premier 
Smuts has Intimated that he Intends 
to raise the question of status. His 
conception of the Empire, he recent­
ly told the House of Assembly of the 
South African Union, was a “grouping 
of tree states held together by a 
common allegiance on terms of free­
dom and equality and operating on 
a basis of consultation.” That was 
the position he had fought for, he 
added, and It would be “weak and 
foolish” to surrender the position for 
which he had fought From other 
parts of the Empire there will no 
doubt come strong assertions that 
public opinion Is not yet sufficiently 
ripe nor—so the view is expressed— 
has there been sufficient discussion 
In Parliaments and on platforms to 
warrant, for the time being, any 
great re-adjustment of constitution­
al relations,, beyond improved me­
thods of consultation and communi­
cation between the different parts of 
the Empire.

'■ The conference of live years ago 
was the Imperial War Conference of 
1918. That was the last full Im­
perial Conference. But three years 
later In 1981 there was s conference 
of Empire Premiers and even In the 
two years since elapsed changes have 
been many. Mr. Lloyd George, who 
then presided, now takes his seat to 
the left of Mr. Speaker. Premier 
Baldwin will preside In his stead. 
Of the other members of the British 
delegation, Lord Curson alone re­
mains. Despite changed premiers, 
despite changed ministries, Lord 
Curson to Foreign Secretary still and 
as such will outline to the Confer­
ence the foreign policy of the Em­
pire.

And in the Dominions changes have 
come scarcely less rapidly. The 
place of Mr. Melghen, who represent­
ed Canada at the Premiers’ confer­
ence, will be taken by Mr. Mackenzie 
King. Mr. Hughes will no longer 
represent Australia. At the coming 
conference Premier Bruce will speak 
for the Commonwealth of the Anti­
podes. Premier Smuts and Premier 
Maseeÿ—again the’ only survivors— 
will once more speak for South Af­
rica and New Zealand respectively. 
Mr. Montagu, who was secretary for 
India in 1921, has given way to Vis­
count Peel.

Mr. White Tenant­
ed It to the Magistrate, and then the 
body was removed to Barret’s honte 
for the Coroner's tnqasst- An sa try 
In the Burial Register of St. Ami’s 
records the incident as ' one of the 
events that mark a period when nun 
was largely responsible for some of 
the foulest deeds in the history of 
Trinity. The entry Is as follows:— 
"October 26th, 1767—Interred, Han­
nah, the wife of Alexander Barret 
She was driven from her heme by 
some 'drunken fellows .and (bund 
dead the next day at the bottom Of a 
precipice with her head terribly ont," 
Aa these who were suspected of be­
ing responsible for this deed, were 
found to be leaving Trinity, It was 
decided not to arrest them, as the 
town would be best served -by their 
permanent absence from the place. 
Alexander Barret was also advised to 
leave the town; which, after the sale 
of his property, he did; and the date 
when he and the murderers of his 
wife, for whose degraded morale he 
(and his wife) were largely respon­
sible, left Trinity. That day marked 
the end of a disgraceful period, and 
the beginning of a better condition of 
things In Trinity. — -

OF LAWLESNESS IN TRINITY 
160 YEARS AGO.

It was not surprising to find that 
in the history of Trinity there have 
been periods of lawlesness and crime, 
consequent upon the preen ce of per­
sons whose lives were rough and” 
tough, and whose morals were de­
cidedly bad. Whilst, on the whole, 
the batches of youngsters that came 
to ns a hundred and fifty years ago 
were possessed of qualities that help­
ed them to develop Into good clttaens; 
yet there were those whose lives 
were roughly .hewn and whose mor­
als were decidedly low. The years 
between 1765 and 1775 were marked 
by the presence of the latter class,

About the year 1765 there came to 
ftinity, John Doleman, William Hay­
wood, Jamee Vatcher, and Patrick 
Codd. They were representatives of 
different parts of the Old Country, 
and though at first sight 'they were 
different from each other, yet .under­
neath the surface there was some­
thing in common that drew them to­
gether In dally life. One Alexander 
Barret had come to Trinity several 
years before the others whose names 
I have given ,and had married H an­
nal). Cormack. To them were born 
three daughters, viz: "Hannah, Ann, 
and Sarah. Barret’s house stood at 
the edge of the Nudlc, at the place 
where William Rodgers lived several 
years later, and where the house 
built by O. H. Cole Esq., now stands.
