INTERESTING FROM RED RIVER.

The following letter from Mr. John
McLean, formerly a farmer in Puslinch,
will be read with interest. We copy it
from the Halton Champion :

PORTAGE LA PRATRIE,

Dear John—1I received your letter about
the middle of September. I was glad to
hear that you had good crops an:
prices, and are doing well. You will like
to hear how we are getting on in this
great plain, almost boundless, the richest
soil on the globe. To cultivate the soil
ag you do it would give 60 bushels an
acre. I have raised over fifty bushels of
wheat on an acre, weighing 67 pounds to
the bushel, and got $1.75 per bushel.—
This year I may sell about 600 bushels.
Flour is from $5 to $10 per 100 Ibs., to
| Indian traders, paid in cash or furs. The
| price of wheat is now $1 to $1.50, so it
| is better to make it into flou~, as hunters,
| traders and miners will buy at the Port-
lnzu rather than Fort Garry, as it saves
carriage. We have very poor grist mills

The Presby- |
tery, after the protest had been read,
deemed it advisable to have the attend- |
ance of the parties concerned at the after- |
noon sitting. They were then asked if .

their former deliverance, and entered on '
their minutes, the following explanatory |
resolution. T'o this the parties consented,
and thereupon the following resolution | |
was moved by Rev. Mr. Barrie, seconded |
by the Rev. Mr."Smith, and mmnimous]y
adopted :

*The Presbytery disclaim the intention
of pronouncing any judicial censure upon
any parties, and regret that any expres- |
sion in their deliverance has been under-
stood as conveying such censure; and |
especially in reference to any charges that
were laid before the Presbytery and not |
investigated, the Presbytery declare that |
nothing in their deliverance is to be un-
derstood as referring to these charges, or
