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" THE LILY OF THE STRATH.

. CHAPTER I.
soME PRELIMINARY WORDS ABOUT THE STRATH.

The exact locality of theStrath in which
the i]:rinuip-l scenes of the following story
are laid must, for certain reasons, remain
indefinite. That it is north of the Forth our
readers will easily understand, because in
the south of Scotland such places are not
called straiths, but dales. North of the
Forth, then, our straith is situated, but how
far north we shall not say. ~ There is a wide
range of country in which it may be snp-

to be, and its.identity may well be

amid the muny valleys bounded by hills

and watered by a flowing stream, whieh ex-

ist in this noble, rugged, and picturesque
land of ours—the

“Land of brown heath, and shs

Land of the mountain and the flood.
The strath in question we shall call Strath-
mae ; but our readers need not expect to re-
cognize it under this designation, for if any
of these know of a strath which bears a name
Spprochiog to this, we tell them at once that
it 1s not our Strathmae. The real locality
will doubtless be recognized by those who
reside in the neighborhood, because the
“ People’s Journal " ¢itculates in every nook
and crannie, “frac Maidenkirk tae John
©’Groat’s”; and no doubt itis read in the
strath to which our story refers. Be it so.
This is a contingency which we ‘cannot
avoid, nor is it one which there is much
reason to regret, because the incidents to be
related must be to some extent known to
them already. No great number of years
have elapsed since the drama in real life
which we have undertaken to-depict was
played out, and ueither the persons. nor oc-
currences have had time to becoine only tra- |
ditionary in the secluded valley which forms
the stage whereon it was evolved. To the
residents, therefore, the main features of our |
story will prove themselves familiar, and in
their case we cannot be charged with mak- f

revelations which regard for the feelings |
of survivors would incline us to suppose. .

But while we studiously avoid. fixing the |
locality of Strathmae with a minuteness |
which” would cause.it to be widely recog-
mized, there isno harm in' giving a general |
indication of its sifuation ; while ‘a pretty
full and accurate description ofits features
i8 absolutely necessary to the right under- |
standing of our story.

Strathmae, then, is inland. It is far from |
the sea, and fifty years ago 1t.was as seclud- |
ed and rural a valley as one could meet with |
in Scotland.  Life there, was very much ac-
cording to the old Scottish type. The in- |
habitants had little to do ‘with the great |
world without. They lived by themselees, |
shut in by the high hills which bounded the
strath on either side, and it was only the!
richer folk among them-—the oswners of the
various estates and their families—who |
illl)urueye.l at times to the far off cities, which

ad been heard of only, but never seen, by
the bulk of the people, som
not even travelled -so far 4
Shawhead, which lay some ten miles aat

m the strath, and wliere the fairs' and
markets “of the district were held. In ‘the|
strath itself thero was not such a thing as a |

godly-sized village ; nothing but hamlets of |
ﬁ'(:n'n a dozed fo two dozen houses connected |
with the larger estates, avd farm *“toons,” |
the latter consisting of wothing more than |
the house of the furmer and the thatched |
cottages of the hinds and ontworkers, who
“howed” and “herded” in summer, aud
“ghore’’ the creps in harvest. |

'be inhabitants of Strathmae lived their |

rimitive Scottish life in contentment and
El piness. If they had small connection |
with the world and knew little of its ways, |
they were also free from mauy of its vices,
lndeere bothered with few of its social re-
auirements. Their tsstes were simple, their |
wants limited, and their pleasures few and |
unsophisticated ; but. on this account these |

leasures yielded all the more gratification. |
gho happiness enjoyed by dwellers in the
rural lmfremo'u parts of Scotland previous
to the introauction of modern social habits, |
consequent on the increased facilities of |
travel and commumeation, was of a truer, a |
more_intense, and more genuine character |
than is _experienced now-a-days. Railways |
and such like have spoiled and even banish-
ished the old primitive, but sweet and rap-
turous joys of rural Scottish life. These may
linger still here and there amid the deeper
recesses of the land, but e where within
reach of the iron lighway whict
trated the once secluded gle
social change has taken pi
those who kneéw Scotland in the oldentime
and the sweet, rural life which her country
people led, to sigh for the vauished past and
its delights of heart and soul which are gone
forever.

Shipwreck on the Irish Ceast. |

Anothor fearful catastrophe has oc-
curred on this coast, by which the lives
of the ship’s crew have been lost. Th:
brigantine Earl, of Portmadoe, Wales,
bound for Waterford with a cargo of /
corn, had got safely down the channel on
Friday evening, notwithstanding the|
tempestuous weather. . She was bearing
round for Waterford harbor, when about |
8 o’clock on Saturday morning she was |
driven intoward the Bannow coast. Only |
one resource was left the captain to keep |
his vessel off the rocks—mamely, to cast |
his anchors, which he nccnrdin’,!]y did.—
This measure had the desired effect. and |
the vessel rode to her anchors all day |
to atout 3 o'clock yesterda,
time it was low water.

The sea raged
fearfully, and it was evident to those on |
shore, who watched with breathléss |
saxiety the progress of the tiny craft, that |
she could not possibly live in such a storm. |
She struggled gallantly with the giant
waves till she had got over nearly bhalf |
the distance to the shore, when & moun- |
tain wave broke upon and sunk her.
