The Washington Treaty.

A Colllpromlse Suggested.

Bismarck Tenders his good
ers

New York, Feb. 12.—A special to the
Herald from London says : The English
Government is earnestly anxious to avoid
any misunderstanding with the authori-
ties at Washington, or to render the
treaty a nullity, and not to yield a point
which the public mind regards as involy-
ing national honor. The possibility of a
compremise is.contemplated and even
hoped’for at an early day, when the ex-
citement is less than at present, and
when a spirit of mutual conciliation will
reconcile points that at the present time
of violent discussion appear irreconcila-
ble. The point of least resistance in the
English position is the phrase, * indirect
losses.” The English people are not te-
nacious as to that phrase, and might nog
object to continue the arbitration with
that phrase retained in the treaty if it
were guaranteed that no award under
that head, in any case, would exceed a
certain figure. They would thus yield
the principle of indirect losses and meet
the views of the American people and the
American interpretation of the treaty,
and in exchange they would get certainly
a known limit, and thus deprive the
claims of their alarming character which
their undefined nature now presents to
practical minds. Should this idea reach
the stage of negotiation, it may result in
an arrangement to continue three arbi-
trations, proceeding satisfactorily at Ber-
lin, Washington and in Canada, as if
there were no difference, and to continue
also the (Geneva Arbitration, with an un-
derstanding as to the amount that will
satisfy both sides under the head of indi-
rect losses. This understanding ‘might
be put into the form of an additional rule
or instruction to the tribunal, or a sup-
plementary sceret article.
