A Sad Case.
A BOY DIES BY THE ROADSIDE.

On Tuesday afternoon, a death oc­
curred in Guelph under circumstances of 
a most painful and revolting character. 
A coloured family,—father, mother and 
three children—arrived in Guelph by the 
London Road, and sat down by the road­
side, apparently consideraly perplexed 
in mind as to what course to pursue, as 
they wore without any means with which 
to procure the necessaries of life. They 
stated that they had come from Berlin, 
and previously from Sandwich, at which 
place they had been burned out. One of 
their children, a boy about 12 years of 
age, was evidently in a very bad state of 
health, as the parents stated, from con­
gestion of the lungs. They were noticed 
by some neighbors in the vicinity who 
furnished them with some little nece­
ssaries, but only a short time elapsed 
after their arrival when the little boy 
breathed his last. The sorrowing parents 
then fully realized their position. They 
were among strangers, without a house 
to shelter them from the burning rays of 
the sun or means to procure anything 
with which to decently bury their loved 
one. The scene at this climax of their 
sorrow is said to have been one that can 
be better imagined than described. The 
father stated that he had carried his 
sick boy on his back some 50 or 60 miles. 
He waited on the Mayoi. who at once 
ordered a coffin to be provided, and an 
undertaker was procured, who proceeded 
to the spot, the boy was placed in the 
coffin, and taken to the Cemetery, and 
buried. Thus ended a sad scene, which, 
happily, is of very rare occurrence in 
Canada. We may add, that some kind 
friends in the vicinity aided the family 
with money and necessaries, and en­
deavoured to comfort them as well as 
they could in their hour of affliction.

The Oil Combination.
It is understood that on yesterday the 

new Oil Combination managed to con­
clude all their arrangements ; paid over 
the money to their co.combiners, and are 
now in possession of all the refineries, 
save one, end l ave control over such j stocks of oil as a- e in the market. They 
are thus a huge monopoly, to whom even 
the retail oil-dealers pay tribute 1er the 
privilege of being able to put up the price 
of oil from 15 to 22 cents. Having all 
the refineries in their interest they be­
come the only purchasers of crude oil, so 
that while the refined article goes up 70 
per cent., the hope is to beat the crude 
down to from 40 to 50 per cent. Poor 
lookout for the Producers ! Whether it 
will be impossible to import United States 
refined oil depends somewhat upon cir­
cumstances. But consdiering that refin­
ed can be had in Buffalo at about 9J to 
10, cents in greenbacks, and the oil is 
acknowledged to be superior in its il­
luminating qualities, it would not be sur­

That Flag Again.
To the Editor of the Mercuiy :

Sir,—I think it is about time Mr. Doran 
made a public reply, if he has any to 
make, to the serious charge preferred 
against him on the flag question. It is 
due to the public at large that he should 
now make a clear statement of how he 
became possessed of the flag, and to what 
society or association it belongs, or that 
he may have supposed it to belong ; I say 
supposed, for Mr. Doran may himself have 
been imposed upon by designing parties, 
and it is only on this ground I could at 
all account for the act.

I think that you yourself, Mr. Editor, 
will bear me out when I affirm that I 
ought to be able to speak on Fenians and 
Fenian flags, for Pbeheve you were in­
debted to me for an account of a large 
Fenian meeting held not over 100 miles 
from the border, and very shortly before 
the raid at Ridgeway, and probably I am 
the only person in Gnelph who had the 
qaestiosable honor of being in the com­
pany of the leader of the raid—I mean 
O’Neill—and that was about two months 
after the raid. I mention these little facts 
to show that I ought to be able to speak 
on a Fenian flag, and I believe that the 
flag displayed on the west market square 
was a flag belonging to a branch of the 
Fenian Association.

Taking the supposition that Mr. Doran 
knew it to be such a flag, and that he did 
not display it out of mere bravado, he 
must have hung it up hoping some 
Orangeman or other loyal citizen would 
tear it down, so that he might claim pub­
lic sympathy for the act ; or else he wish­
ed to make a display, and thought he 
might hoist the rag and no one in Guelph 
be any the wiser. Well, he has discover­
ed by this time that there are those who 
know a “sunburst” when they see it, al­
though it was hung with the side to the 
top, and who will not allow any such flag 
to be displayed without entering a pro­
test. In fact, any Canadian- who recog­
nized the flag, must have felt his blood 
boil, as mine did, if he only thought of 
the brave McEachren and his fellow- 
martyrs, who were slaughtered at Ridge­
way by a horde of desperadoes and cut­
throats, organized under just such a flag.

For any one to hoist a flag, at all re­
sembling theirs, on one of onr public 
streets on a loyal occasion, is an act that 
must be explained and apologized for. It 
is an insult to all who love their country 
and their Queen.

Blood Drinkers in New York.
Upon inquiry at slaughter.houses, it is 

found that there are nearly two hundred 
poisons in this city who are in the habit 
of drinking blood flowing warily from 
oxen, for strengthening purposes and for 
the cure of certain diseases. A Mrs. 
Emily Hunter, of Thirty-fourth street, is 
reported to have spoken to an inquirer 
as follows :—“Prof. Velpeau, of Paris, 
prescribed blood for me. I was con­
sumptive and hastening to the grave. It 
has prolonged my life fifteen years. I 
had the utmost "repugnance for it at first, 
but now a half pint of hot blood bom a 
well-conditioned ox is the greatest luxury 
of my life. My sister’s baby has so far 
been preserved and nourished with little 
else but blood. 1 know twenty people 
who drink it in my own neighborhood to 
whom I have recommended it. It has 
extraordinary effects on some people, 
especially women, but should not be re­
sorted to unless there is absolute weak­
ness of the system.” On a visit of the, 
inquirer to a slaughter-house in Tenth 
avenue, nt ar Forty-second street,ho found 
a delicate-looking woman with a sickly 
bey holding a glass to the blood which 
ran from an ox with its throat cut. Both 
drank two or three glasses in turn, and 
departed with an appearance of added 
vigor. One of the butchers was asked 
whether he ever drank blood, and instat­
ed to have replied to the following effect: 
“Shure an’I do now; why not, now? 
faith an’ ye couldn’t tell the difference 
between it and milk. It’s just as swate, 
shure ; and in the winter it’s warm and 
foine. Bedad, but it’s stringthenin’, 
shure. Hould on an’ I’ll give ye a dhrap, 
It’s best warm—runnin’ right from the 
baste.” The proprietor said :—“All last 
winter we had men, women and children 
every morning to drink blood. They al­
ways imbibe beasts’ blood, never the 
blood of sheep. Some of them wince 
bit at first, but when you close your eyes 
blood warm from the beasts neck has 
just the same taste as warm milk from a 
cow. We don’t charge for the blood, 
except when we sell it to sugar refiners.” 
The blood of beeves is asserted to be 
more efficacious for weak lungs than cod 
liver oil, and to differ considerably in its 
constituents from that of human beings. 
—N. Y. Correspondent Philadelphia 
Record.________

There will be an eclipse 
of the sun total in the northern part of 
England on July 21, in the year 2381,but 
none total at London for the next five
