Court_judge. The County Court of Cari-
boo takes in the electoral districts of
Lilloost ‘and Cariboo. ~ County Court
Judge Eli Harrison presides over this
court. The judicial work for all this area
is done-by Mr. Justice Walkem and Judge
Harrison, ' and * they . are " very far
from. being fully employed. . Both
gentlemen,  because ~ they - have
not enough to do in their respective "dis-
tricts, spend a very considerable ‘part’of
their time in Victoria. * In this seétion of
the province, in which there is not nearly
enough for two judges to do, it is pro-
posed to appoint a third—a county court
judge. - Of course, as ‘there is not suf-
ficient employment for two judges, there
will be still less work for three. It is
abundantly evident that the third judge
is not required. ‘Appointing him to the
county court disrict of Yale would be
simply throwing a county court judge’s
salary away. All the work that he would
have to do is now done by, Mr. Justice
Walkem, who, as we have already said,
has plenty of time to spend, although his
jurisdiction extends over a larger area than
is covered by the new county court dis-
trict. We are informed that the business
done by Judge Walkem is nearly all coun-
ty court work. 1t is in the interest of
the province fo have ample provision
made for the administration of justice;
but there is a possibility of overdoing
this. If judges are now appuinted, when
they are not required, it may be difficult
by and by to get judges for districts in

We are glad to see that-the Board of
School Trustees are convinced of the fair-
ness of the law which requires the city to
contribute towards the expense of main-
taining its schools. These gentlemen are,
from their position, peculiarly fitted to
form a correct and an intelligent opinion
on the subject.

dificulty on the east coast of North
America, or no Behring’s sea dispute on
the western side of that continent. It is
because the nations of the world have not
come to an understanding as to what con-
stitutes territorial waters, and as to what
is the extent of a nation’s jurisdiction
over such waters, that fisheries questions
continue to be a source of disagreement
and danger.

Sir George Baden-Powell, M. P.,
who is now visiting British Columbia, has
studied this question’ of territorial juris-
diction. He -has had’ access - to the best
source of information; and it -may be tak-
e for granted that the address which he
delivered before the conference of the as-
sociation for the codificaition of the law of
nations in July, 1887, contains a view of
the law on that subject which is both ac-
curate and comprehensive. That address
is before us. It is a model of clearness
and simplicity. Sir George has shown
how a difficult legal subject can be
treated’so that the unprofessional student
can read his disquisition with edifieation
and enjoyment. The definition which he
gives of “Territorial Waters” is. taken
from the Territorial Waters Act of 1878.
1t is as follows:

““The territorial waters of Her Majesty’s
Dominions in reference to the sea, means
such part of the sea adjacent to the coast
of the United Kingdom or the coast of
some other part of Her Majesty’s Do-
minions, as is deemed by international
law to be within. the territorial sove-
reignty of Her Majesty; and for the pur-
pose of any offence ‘declared by this Act
to be within the jurisdiction of the Ad-
miral, any part of the open sea within one
marine league of the coast, measured from
low-water ‘mark, shall be deemed to be
open sea within the territorial waters of
Her Majesty’s dominions.”

From this it might be inferred that the
law of nations had defined territorial
waters to be that part of the sea withina
marine league or three miles, from low-
water mark. But this is by no means the
case. The preamble of the Act which
contains the definition we have quoted
contains the following sentence : ‘‘ The
rightful jurisdiction of the Crown extends,
and always has extended, over ‘the-open
sea adjacent & the coast of the United
Kmedom‘m!uof all other parts of Her
Majesty’s deminions to such a distance as
is y for the ‘defi and ity
of thesé dominions.” This hardly agrees
with the terriforial jurisdiction as defined
in the body-of the Act. Jurisdiction. of
much more than a marine league might be
required for the defence and security of
the Kingdom. But the three-mile limit
is very far from being universally agreed
upon. ;- Sir Baden-Powell says that four
miles is' the limit approved by Norway,
and six miles from low-water mark was the
seaward limit of the quarantine regulations
on the British coasts by 6 Geo. IV. cap. 78.
Another health regulation in the time of
George I1., extended the jurisdiction of
the nation to twelve miles from the shore.
Twelve miles were also fixed by the Hov-
ering Act within which it was forbidden
to tranship goods.” “‘It is, however, to
be borne ‘in' mind,” Sir Baden-Powell
says, ‘‘that interference at 8o great a dis-

tance from the shore, is not always clsimed |

a8 a right, but rather asan act done atthe
peril of such state, and for the reason
that the seizure is made presumably with
the tacit permission of the ship’s State on
the plea that the vessel was acting mala
fide.””‘The Americans too, we find, claim
this twelve mile jurisdiction. According
to Secretary Fish, ‘‘the law of the United:
State, revenue cutters are authorized to
board vessels anywhere within tour lea-
gues of their coasts, but this authorization
is specially confined to vessels bound to
American ports."The United Statesauthor-
ities also agree in saying that there is no
fixed rule defining the distance from' the
coast within which a mnation. can make
seizures to prevent the violation of its
own laws. However, when Spain claimed’
a six-mile limit around Cuba on account:
“of the reefs and islands along its coast the
Umhdm!ofmd to allow it and in-
the three-mile limit. When,

however, ftlmtbd ‘the Americans to keep
belligerents off their shores they demand-
ed that their government’s jurisdiction for
that purpose should extend to “the Gulf
Stream ! ;

Sir Baden-Powell tells us that the
Hudl.ndl question “‘is at the present mo-
ment in s sadly indeterminate position.
The leading writers on ‘International law
have not discovered any parsmount rule.”

territory. . .Speaking of the difference be-
tween the {two kinds of ‘‘fisheries,” he
goes on to say:
But the seals in the Pacific are best
to be captured on their breeding islands:
in fact it has been conclusively proved,
not only in these Aleutian Islands, but in
g‘fam of the world where the seal, of
-skin fame, has been found, thnt only

the most ]udlcxoul rving and
methods of capture enable the mmml sup—
ply to be mnmnmed These seals visit
their breeding islands once every year;
but for the rest of the year they travel
South for hundreds of miles, Thus the
question arises for the owners of seal
breeding islands how far they can claim
to protect at sea the seals which annually
return to their islands to breed.

In the North Pacific there are ‘vessels

annually fitted out to capbure #he seals a8
they journey to their wnds
and the owners of those gropuds point out
that such a process is suicidal, inasmuch as
it may exterminate the whole race of
seals.

It is quite evident that Sir Baden
Powell considered it neceasary to be very
careful as to what he said ' on this delicate
subject. If the preservation of the fur
seals was the only matter to be consid-
ered, it. would be easy for the nations
concerned to make regulations for that
purpose and to take measures for their
rigid enforcement. But the claim of the
United States to ‘exclusive jurisdiction
over Behring’s Sea is the question to be
settled first, and Sir George Baden-
Powell says nothing directly with respect
to that claim.
