London, June 16.—Sir Joseph G. Col­
mer, secretary to the Canadian High 
Commissioner in London, made a speech 
which referred to a motion made by Mr. 
Osier of Toronto, at the recent congress 
of chambers of commerce of the empire, 
bearing on the advantages arising from 
a closer union of the empire and which 
would justify an arrangement as nearly 
as possible in the nature of a zollverein. 
Sir Joseph declared that a zollverein is 
impracticable just now owing to the fact 
that some of the colonies were unable to 
face the decrease in revenue that would 
follow. He also suggested that the duties 
on tea, coffee and cereals from the colon- . 
les be reduced to one-half of the present 
amount, and moved that the conference 
should urge the government to abrogate 
as soon as possible the articles of the 
treaties with Belgium and Germany 
which prevent the colonies from giving 
preferential treatment to British goods. 
The motion was adopted.

A special dispatch from Johannesburg 
says that at a banquet given on Satur­
day to Barney Barnato, Mr. John Hays 
Hammond toasted the Burghers, saying 
that they were the best friends of the 
prisoners. After the latter had been 
sentenced they were the first to sign a 
petition for clemency. Mr. G. Farrar, 
another of the released reformers, said 
the prisoners pleaded guilty because 
they were guilty, and believed that good 
would come out of the movement.

Winnipeg, June 17.—(Special)—The 
Manitoba crop bulletin, No. 49, the first 
of the year, containing information 
based on returns to the department 
made by correspondents under date of 
June 1, is out to-day. The bulletin 
gives the following as the estimated area 
under crop for the province : Wheat, 
1,081,900 acres ; oats, 443,445 acres; bar­
ley, 127,885 acres. The total area un­
der all crops is 1,696,583 acres,while that 
of last year was 1,887,796, showing a de- 
creass of 191,213 acres. Not since 1883, 
when crop bulletins were first issued by 
this department has there been such a 
wet season for seeding. The Red River 
valley and all the low lying districts 
have suffered on account of too much 
rain.

A CAREFUL FORECAST.;• ‘<1 X Gentlemen The Dominion Elections are at 
hand, and it will he your privilege and duty 
to elect a member to represent you in the House 
of Commons

Our exchanges contain many forecasts 
of the result of the elections, some of 

ithem wildly improbable and others more 
or less moderate, made with evidently 
an honest effort to get as near the truth 
as possible. Any forecast that can be 
made, it seems to us, must contain a 
large element of conjecture. Very few 
are so well informed of the state of opin­
ion in the different constituencies as to 
be able to arrive at a result that can be 
implicitly relied upon. We clip from 
the Winnipeg Free Press a forecast 
which has evidently been drawn up with 
care and from data which the editor con­
siders reliable. We give it to our read­
ers for what it is worth :

We are not without the curiosity, 
however, which takes an interest in 
forecasts that are made by reasonable 
persons on information carefully col­
lected and dispassionately weighed. In 
the estimation of those who have an op­
portunity to judge intelligently and who 
have no motive to mislead, it is believed 
that the government, beginning at the 
Atlantic coast, will come up to Ontario 

Jackson & Cochrane. with a majority of forty. This is based 
on the expectation that the Maritime 
Provinces will remain pretty nearly as 
they were in the last parliament, and 
that the government will leave Mr. 
Laurier in a minority by at least 
twenty in his ora Province. From the 
best intelligence available we are dis­
posed to place a good deal of confidence 
in this part of the forecast. Coming to 
Ontario, it is admitted on all hands that 
the situation is surrounded with doubt. 
In the last Parliament the Government 
had a majority of about twenty. To 
overcome this and the forty of the far­
ther East, the Opposition will require to 
make a net gain of thirty seats, repre­
senting sixty on a division. So far as 
our knowledge extends, no one has 
ventured to make such an ex­
travagant claim for Ontario. 
Government leaders say they will 
hold their own, and the highest 
Opposition claim we have seen is a gain 
of twenty seats. This would still leave 
the Govern nient in a majority of twentv. 
with Manitoba, the Territories, and 
British Columbia to hear from, with 
their seventeen seats all told. We do 
not think it is seriously doubted that 
west of Ontario the Government will 
have a majority, but should the Opposi­
tion make a clean sweep they will not 
overcome the majority against them in 
the East.

Reverting to the debatable ground of 
Ontario, it may be worth mentioning* 
that the impartial and capable corre­
spondent of the Montreal Star, viewing 
the situation from Toronto, the centre of 
political activity in that province, esti­
mates that the result will vary little 
from the standing hi parties in the last 
Parliament. H this should be verified, 
the Government will have the largest 
majority since the seventies. If Ontario 

I should divide about equally, which is 
perhaps the most that can be expected 
by the Opposition, the Government 
would still have a large majority.

HJUR! HAIR! The most important subject before 
the public at the present time I think 
is the Tariff question. In reviewing the 
Budget Speech of the Finance Minister 
we find that the Liberal Conservatives 
were returned to power with a large majority 
in 1878, and the fiscal policy of the party was the 
cause of that change.

Foster) that the articles such as tea, coffee and 
tin were entered free of duty, which means 
that the government were considering the in­
terests of the masses, and we find right along, 
year by year, duties struck off articles which 
were a great burden to the people ; and we are 
promised that the same policy will be continued 
until we have every article in general use re­
duced so that we will have just enough pro­
tection to keep our neighbors across the border, 
or any other country, from getting any undue 
advantage over us. We are all aware that the 
policy of the United States is a high protective 
one. They are not in favor of reciprocity, 
preferential trade they care nothing about, 
unless it is to their advantage. They will give 
no preference to us, and what are the Liberal 
party advocating—free trade, free trade, a tariff 
for revenue ; in fact, when we find the Liberals 
at their best their policy is nothing more than 
what the Liberal Conservatives are carrying 
out at present. Hear what we have from*one 
of our local Liberal papers :

“ A tariff readjustment docs not mean the 
wanton destruction of the industries for the 
mere sakeot carrying out a revolutionary pro­
gramme. The object is to help the industries 
of the country.”

And yet on the other hand we hear them 
crying from one end of the country to the other, 
the policy of the Liberal Conservatives in pro­
tecting onr natural industries is giving the 
manufacturers all the benefits—that they are 
the only ones reaping the rich harvest.

LEA AND PERRINS’MO WAT’S OPINION.
j The Manitoba School Question is the subject 

that the Liberal party are expecting to nde 
into power by. On this question 1 desire to 
give my humble judgment, so that those who 
have given this undesirable question little 
consideration may see that British fair play 
will prevail at last, when Manitoba received 
her Constitution in 1870, the rights of Manitoba 
were protected by law The minority at that 
time were the Protestants. After a number of 
years the separate schools did not give justice 
to all. They were found to be a great burden 
on the poor farmers and the taxation became 
heavier on one portion of the people than the 
other. The schools were not up to the standard 
of our public schools, the teachers were below 
the standard, a spirit of dissatisfaction reigned 
amongst the majority, who had by this time 
become Protestants, and the Manitoba Legis­
lature passed the State Schools Act. In passing 
that act I consider that they did not give the 
minority that consideration that the Maritime 
and Eastern provinces had done. That was the 
right time the question should have been 
settled. After six years litigation we find that 
It has become a national question. Remedial 
legislation as brought in by the government 
has not been endorsed by the countrr. The 
Liberal party have been divided on the ques­
tion as well as the Conservatives, and the con­
clusion that the wisest men in the country 
have come to is that the Manitoba Legislature 
will have to settle the matter in an honorable 
manner to all concerned. I could not support 
Remedial Legislation as brought in by the 
government, hut would support any measure 
to give justice to all concerned, so long 
public school systèmes kept intact. Hoi 
Laurier, while in B.C., said Ou two occasions 
while here that we had the best school system in 
the country, and commended our province 
highly on its advanced school system. Having 
such testimony (and I believe he meant all he 
said) I have no hesitation in saying we have 
about as perfect a school system as there is in 
any country.

In coming to provincial matters I believe we 
are on the threshold of a prosperous future. 
Our mineral resources, from our borders to the 
Arctic Ocean, indicate that we have untold 
wealth within our reach. Being alive to those 
facts, it is our duty to advertise our resources : 
to encourage English capital to come and de­
velop our mines of precious metals. The federal 
and provincial governments must do their 
parts also, and it will be the duty of the mem­
bers elected to Ottawa to see that justice is done.

This is the way in which Sir Oliver 
Mowat spoke of the Manitoba school 
question at a meeting in Berlin, Ont. :

Replying to a question as to whether 
in view of the extreme importance of 
reaching a basis for the settlement of 
the Venezuelan question before the 
residential election in the United 
ta tea, the government would take steps 

to expedite a settlement by adopting 
some form of arbitration, the Parlia­
mentary Secretary for the Foreign Office, 
Mr. Geo. N. Curzon, said the govern­
ment had taken and was still taking 
measures in that direction, and hoped 
ere long to be able to lay upon the table 
papers showing the nature of these 
steps.

The Daily News says: “The colonial 
office does not view the Venezuelan inci­
dent seriously. The facts are that the 
Venezuelans have lately established a 
station near the junction of the Acara- 
bisi creek and the Cuyuni, whence they 
observed a body of British officials sur­
veying a route toward Parima. 
They alleged that the surveying 
party was encroaching on Ven­
ezuelan territory and told them 
that they must turn back. The British 
officials awaited instructions from the 
British consul, under whom they were 
acting, and in consonance with these in­
structions they proceeded with the sur­
vey. The protests of the Venezuelans

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SUCCUMBED TO HIS INJURIES.jesty the Queen of the United King­

dom of Great Britain and Ireland, 
signed at Washington on February 29, 
1892, the question which had arisen be­
tween their respective governments con­
cerning the jurisdictional rights of the 
United States in the waters of the Beh­
ring sea, and concerning also the pre­
servation of the fur seal, in or habi­
tually resorting to the said sea, and 
the rights of citizens and subjects of 
either country as regards the taking 
of fur seals in, or habitually resorting to 
the said waters, were submitted to a 
tribunal of arbitration, as therein con­
stituted ; and, whereas, the high con­
tracting parties having found themselves 
unable to agree upon a reference which 
should include the question of the lia­
bility of each other for the injuries al­
leged to have been sustained by the 
other or by its citizens in connection 
with the claims presented and urged by 
it, did, by Article VIII of the said treaty 
agree that either party might submit to 
the arbitrators any questions of fact in­
volved in said claims, and ask for a find­
ing thereof of the question of the liabil­
ity of either government on the facts 
found to be the subject of further negoti­
ations ; and, whereas, the agent of Great 
Britain did, in accordance with the pro­
visions of said Article VIII, submit to 
the tribunal of arbitration certain find­
ings of fact which was agreed to as 
proven by the agent of the United States, 
and the arbitrators did unanimously find 
the facts so set forth to be true, as ap­
pears by the award of the tribunal, ren­
dered on the 15th day of August, 1893 ; 
and whereas, in view of the said finding 
of fact, and of the decision of the tri­
bunal of arbitration concerning the juris­
dictional rights of the United States in 
Behring sea, and the rights of protection 
of property of the United States in the 
fur seal frequenting the islands of the 
United States in Behring sea, the gov­
ernment of the United States is desirous, 
in so far as its liability is not already 
fixed and determined by the findings of 
fact and the decision of said tribunal of 
arbitration, the question of such liabil­
ity should be definitely and fully set­
tled and determined, and compensation 
made for any injuries for which, in 
the contemplation of the treaty afore­
said and the award and findings of the 
tribunal of arbitration, compensation 
may be due Great Britain from the Uni­
ted States. The award and the findings 
of the said tribunal of> arbitration, and 
also the additional claims specified in the 
fifth paragraph of the preamble thereto, 
shall be referred to two commissioners, 
one of whom shall be appointed by the 
President of the United States and the 
other by Her Britannic Majesty, and 
each of whom shall be learned in the 
law.

VICTORIA lM II1By the Death of Dr. John Lang the Bridge 
Disaster Claims a Fifty-Sixth Victim 

—A Terrible Coincidence.

Although in a manner hot unantici­
pated, the death of -Dr. John Lang, 
which occurred at the Jubilee hospital 
during Friday night, comes as a cruel 
shock to the many who in life had known 
and esteemed the deceased practitioner 
and Christian worker. His injuries in 
the memorable disaster at Point Ellice 
bridge were from the first recognized as 
very serious—several ribs having been 
dislodged from the cartileges, the right 
kidney being terribly bruised, and the 
liver and other organs being seri­
ously injured—but as time went 
on, and the memory of the Queen’s 
birthday tragedy became in a manner 
dimmed, it was generally believed that 
the doctor would survive. His medical 
attendants, however, entertained little 
hope, and during Friday night their pa­
tient breathed his last.

Born in Dumbartonshire, Scotland, 38 
years ago, the late Dr. Lang graduated in 
his profession at Glasgow and Edin­
burgh while still a very young man, and 
at once entered upon its practice. He 
spent seven and a half years in China as 
a medical missionary of the Presbyter­
ian church, and four years ago came 
to this city, broken in physique by his 
residence in unsanitary China—to close, 
while still in the prime of manhood, his 
career devoted to good works and un­
ostentatious benevolence. The form­
ality of the coroner’s inquest was dis­
posed of yesterday, a verdict being re­
turned in accordance with the facts, and 
it is expected that the funeral will take 
place to-morrow, the membeis of the 
Sir William Wallace Society, of which 
Dr. Lang had been a most influential 
member, attending in a body.

By Dr. Lang’s demise a widow and 
five'little children, the eldest only seven 
years of age, are bereft of the care of 
husband and father, while an aged 
mother in Dumbarton mourns the loss 
of an affectionate and devoted son. Her 
grief is all the more poignant bo reason 
of a terrible coincidence, the late Dr. 
Lang’s elder brother Robert having been 
drowned on May 26—only the day be­
fore the Point Ellice catastrophe—while 
boating on the river Leven at Dumbar- 
barton. The news of this brother’s 
death was never communicated to Dr. 
Lang.

—AT—SWEPT BY A TIDAL WAVE. aGREATLY REDUCED PRICES,Coincident with the devastation of the 
coast cities of Japan by a tidal wave on 
Monday last, a similar disturbance of 
the sea created no little alarm along the 
entire seaboard of Vancouver Island, 
sweeping the full length of the west 
coast, but fortunately doing no serious 
damage to any of the settlements. It is 
very seldom that a tidal wave is so far 
reaching, and at the time the first re­
ports of the one.on the Vancouver Island 
shore were telegraphed from Carmanah 
signal station it was supposed that the 
disturbance was caused by subaqueous 
eruptions not many miles off the land.

For upwards of three hours the waters 
rushed inland for miles, moving 
strangely to and fro at a velocity of 
nearly eight miles an hour. The steamer 
Maude which returned yesterday from 
West coast ports, was at Kyuquot at the 
time, and her officers, crew and pas­
sengers watched'with curious attention 
the novel movement of the waters, 
estimating that at Kyuquot during the 
few hours of the inundation all the sea­
skirting land was submerged to a depth 
of four or five feet.

The Maude’s trip was very unpleasant 
so far as the weather experienced was 
concerned.

They shall be authorized to hear and 
examine, oo oath or affirmation, which 
each of said commissioners is hereby em­
powered to administer or receive, every 
question or fact not found by the tri­
bunal of arbitration, and to receive all 
suitable authentic testimony concerning 
the samef and the government of the 
United States shall have the right to 
raise the question of its liability before 
the commissioners in any case where it 
shall be proved that the vessel was 
wholly or in part the actual property ol 
a citizen of the United States.

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LECTORS MKINLEY AND HOBART.
The Ohio Man Receives the Republi­

can Nomination—Hobart, N. J., 
for Vice-President.

Decided on the First Ballot—The 
Result Received With Im­

mense Enthusiasm.

St. Louis, June 17.—Yesterday the 
Republicans in national convention 
nailed their principles to the masthead 
and placed in command o£ their ship 
William McKinley, of Ohio, and Garret 
A. Hobart, of New Jersey. The conven­
tion was held in session for ten hours to 
accomplish the work, and the scenes at 
different times were tragic, dramatic 
and inspiring. Fully 15,000 people were 
in the vast auditorium to hiss 
or cheer by turns. The bolt of 
silver men from the West had been 
fully discounted, and the McKinley vote 
exceeded the expectation of his friends, 
as he received 66%, within a vote and a 
half of 200 more than a majority, and 
almost three times as many as his five 
opponents. The nomination was imme­
diately made unanimous with enthusi­
astic speeches from the representatives 
of tjie other candidates,

The announcemènt of the vote precip­
itated a great outbreak of cheers and 
yells and the usual tumult at a presi­
dential convention, waving of hats and 
plumes, diversified with handkerchiefs, 
umbrellas and everything which could 
be got into motion in the hands 
of the howling thousands. The band 
broke out with “ America,” but 
had very little chance against1 the 
screeching of the crowd. While a salute 
of 100 guns from a piece of artillery out­
side the convention was still out-thun­
dering the yells of the crowd, Chairman 
Thurston, by a determined effort of 
voice and gavel, brought the convention 
to order and announced the remainder 
of the ballot as follows : Morton 58, Al­
lison 35%, Reed 84%, Quay 61%, Cam­
eron 1, blank 4.

The chairman then asked all in favor 
of making McKinley’snominaticto unani­
mous to rise. Everybody in the hall 
rose, and the nomination was made 
unanimous.

Nominations for vice-president being 
in order, J. Franklin Fort, of New Jer- 

nominated Garret A. Hobart.sey,
Rhode Island presented the name of 
Gov. Charles W. Lippett. Judge Ran­
dolph, of Tennessee, nominated Henry 
Clay Evans, and John P. Smith, of Ken­
tucky, seconded the nomination. Mr. 
Lafollette, of Wisconsin, seconded the 
nomination of Evans. Mr. Bailey, of 
Virginia, nominated James A. Walker. 
Mr. White of West Virginia, seconded 
the nomination of Hobart. The roll was 
then called, resulting as follows : Hobart, 
533% ; Evans, 280%; Bulkeley, 39; 
Walker, 24; Lippett, 8 ; Grant, 2 ; Depew, 
3; Morton, 1 ; Thurston, 2.

Prior to taking the vote on the presi­
dential candidate the convention went 
wild over the declaration aginst the 
free coinage of silver. Cheer upon cheer 
followed the reading of the clause. When 
the gold standard was mentioned, the 
delegates rose and cheered, waving their 
bats and made a thrilling demonstration. 
The Monroe doctrine and Cu ban clauses 
were also loudly cheered, during which 
Fred Grant waved the Cuban flag. 
Teller submitted an amendment to the 
platform in favor of free silver, amidst 
great cheering. Senator Forakcr moved 
that Senator Teller’s motion lie on tlie 
table, which was seconded by Lodge, of 
Massachusetts. Foraker’s motion was 
then put. The Colorado delegates de­
manded a roll-call, and the vote was : 
Yeas, for gold, 816% ; for silver, 105% ; 
total, 922. Senator Teller, of Colorado, 
and the silver men then left the conven­
tion.

London. June 18.—The Chronicle 
says : “ Yesterday’s ballots show a
high tariff and sound money to be the 
watchword of the Republican party. 
We would heartily congratulate the Re­
publicans upon the second of these if 
we did not fear that our words might be 
used to injure them. The high tariff 
would undoubtedly injure our trade, 
but we mast take comfort in the thought 
that nothing the United States could do 
would expose our commercial interests 
to so great a danger as would free trade 
in America.

Moreover, the 
Democratic party have still to settle 
both on a platform and candidate, and 
even if not tempted as a party to adopt 
the silver plank, the coalition of the 
Republican and Democratic silverite 
dissidents might yet bear out the view.s 
of some competent observer of American 
affairs, that the future will show the line 
of cleavage in the United States be­
tween the East and the West, scarcely 
less deep or less dangerous than that 
which formerly divided the North and 
South.”

I took my seat in parliament, and I 
think you will agree with me I had a 
right to expect that somebody on the 
opposition benches would be bold enough 
to take up the challenge which I had 
offered when I dared any public man on 
the floor of parliament to venture to re­
peat one of these slanders in the pres­
ence of the House of Commons.

The British bark Thermopylae, one of 
the fastest clippers that ever floated, no 
longer belongs to the Northwestern fleet, 
her Victoria owners having recently 
sold her to the Portuguese government, 
who will use her for a training ship! 
The Thermopylae is almost the last pf 
her race, but during a career of nearly 30 
years she has landed many a world’s re­
cord. She was built at Aberdeen, Scot­
land, in 1868, and sailed from England 
to Melbourne on her first trip in 60 
days, afterwards going from Newcastle 
to Shanghai in 28 days, a record that re­
mains unbeaten at the present time. 
She next sailed from Chee Foo to Lon­
don in 91 days, a record that was never 
beaten, except by one vessel, the clipper 
Sir Launcelot, which made the run in 
90 days. She also sailed from Shanghai 
to London in 106 days.

The old clipper still carries a relic of 
her great deeds in the golden age of 
clipper ships, in the shape of a hand­
some carving of a crowing cock, accom­
panied by a Latin inscription to the 
effect that while she lives she crows over 
all. The vessel is but little over900 tons 
register, but in the early ’70s, while in 
the tea trade, she was manned like a 
yacht, with a crew of from thirty to 
forty men. Her last appearance on the 
Columbia was about three years ago, 
when she loaded lumber for Shanghai 
at the Clatsop mills, Astoria. She after­
wards made a few trips between Vic­
toria and China, and last summer 
loaded lumber at Port Blakeley for 
Europe, and has probably been seen on 
the Pacific Coast for the last time. Her 
new owners paid but $9,000 for her.
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A Tacoma dispatch says : Puget Sound 
is to have another first class dry dock 
capable of floating the largest vessels in 
the merchant marine. It is to be built 
at Higgins’ beach, on the Narrows, two 
miles north of Stellacoom and 
miles directly west of Tacoma. It will 
be built and owned by Captain John 
Higgins and his brother, Eugene Hig­
gins, the wealthy New York capitalist, 
whose wealth is estimated at $20,000,000, 
will be interested in the venture. The 
contract has been let to J. M. Dougan, 
Thomas A. Bringbam and John pi 
Cowan, all of Tacoma. The new struc­
ture will be a graving dock with a stone 
entrance. It will be 400 feet long 
on the keel, 50 feet wide at the bot­
tom and 95 feet width at the top. 
It will cost $115,000 in round numbers, 
and the contractors have eighteen 
months in which to finish it. Tenino 
sandstone will probably be used in the 
stone entrance. The pumps will have a 
capacity of 50,000 gallons pier minute, 
and will empty the dock in two hours. 
The dock will have a draft of 18 feet, 
and will accommodate any vessel 500 feet 
long and under. The new dock will be 
located advantageously in many ways. 
It wil l be easy of access to ocean-going 
vessels, and its proximity to Tacoma 
will be an advantage. In its essentials 
the Higgins dock will largely resemble 
that at Port Orchard.

ALASKA BATE WAR.
A rate war on the Alaska route has 

now been begun in earnest by the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company, with the ob­
ject of driving the opposition steamer 
Willapa off the route. A cut was an­
nounced on the Sound on Wednesday to 
go into feffect on the next voyage of the 
steamer Al-Ki, sailing for Juneau and 
intermediate points on June 22. Passen­
gers will be carried to Juneau at $10 for 
first class and $6 for second class. This is 
a cut from $12 and $6. To Fort Wrangel 
the new fare from Seattle is $7 first class 
and $3.50 second class, a reduction from 
the former rate, which was $10 and $5. 
The company is undoubtedly out for 
blood this time, and the reduction is not 
a temporary one to last one voyage only.

Flattery is an assured fact. The schooner 
Eacrett sailed to-day with pilots aboard, 
and will cruise out to sea from Cape

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A second pilgrimage to Colquitz was 

made last evening by the candidates in the 
interest of the opposition party—a singular 
commentary on their boasts of the tri­
umphs of the first occasion. It is safe to say 
that the programme ef the evening 
did not help them, for the only government 
speaker allowed was gagged at the end of 
twenty minutes, though he is the represen­
tative farmer of the district, while two 
young men from town were permitted to 
talk, one for an hour and a half and the 
other for an hour, evidently to kill time 
pending the arrival of the candidates and 
their wise man from the East. The hall 
was- well filled, and there were several 
ladies in the audience.

Mr. Richard Douglas was called to the 
chair, and after a brief address announced 
this order of speaking: Mr. Scaife; any 
government speaker, limited to 20 minutes ; 
Messrs. Martin, Milne, McDonell and 
Templeman—the three last mentioned to 
arrive late, as they were first attending the 
opposition meeting at Spring Ridge. It, 
was a quarter to ten when the first speaker 
(Mr. Scaife) finished his address, and the 
government speaker for whom the modest 
allowance of twenty minutes had been 
made was then called for.

Mr. J. W. Carey, being persistently re­
quested by the audience, took the platform 
amidst great applause. He said he was not 
here to speak on behalf of either g 
ment or opposition, but he had 
to refute the slanders uttered to-night by 
the gentleman who had just spoken, with­
out any proof being offered, and in a man­
ner that " he considered un-British in the 
extreme. (Applause.) Surely, he said, 
speakers should not be encouraged topome 
out here charging public men with crime 
without any evidence, and throwing upon 
them the burden of proving their inno­
cence. He asked, is that British? He did 
not know what part of Great Britain Mr. 
Scaife is from, but he did know that he bad 
given utterance to language thoroughly un- 
British and calculated to deceive the meet­
ing. (Hear, hear.) He considered 
that the conduct of the Grit press 
iu Victoria is a scandal to this country, 
especially since it had recently used lan­
guage grossly offensive to every man who 
voted for our honored and honorable rep­
resentative in the government at Ottawa. 
He noticed that the Times had lately called 
this man of respectability and honor, 
chosen by us as our representative, a down­
right liar! (Hear, hear.) That he consid­
ered was a gross offence to every man in 
the community. If men found their case 
desperate that was no reason why they 
should resort to scurrility. He did not care 
whether or not Mr. Scaife and Mr. Temple­
man are the editors of opposition news­
papers, but he did object that either 
should make his newspaper a common 
prostitute of talent. (Applause.) Who are 
the “ rascals on the outside ” he asked, 
who form part of the population of Canada 
according to the language which Mr. Scaife 
read as from the London press ? Are they 
the voters—the farmers,the manufacturers ; 
are they the sons of the women of this 
country ? To use such language he consid­
ered is a gross slander, concocted by Grit 
politicians thoroughly unworthy of cre­
dence. (Greatapplause.) What, he would 
ask, have we got to do with the Manitoba 
schools, which even the man they brought 
from Manitoba to sow religious dissension 
during the recent bye-election admitted are 
a gross outrage upon the minority 
there ? He agreed that they
are ah outrage, -an outrage on
common justice as declared by the highest 
court in the realm, and he wanted to know 
why we should be asked to interfere to pre­
vent effect being given to the judgment of 
that court.

One of the best meetings that has been 
held in the course of the present cam­
paign was that of last evening in the 
Johns Brothers’ hall, Douglas street. 
The attendance was large and the 
audience most attentive and apprecia­
tive. Hoc. Mr. Prior, Mr. Earle, Idr. A. 
E. McPhillips and Hon. J. S. Helmcken 
were the speakers, their addresses being 
clear, convincing presentments of the 
advantages of the Conservative policy 
for Canada,[and accurate analyses of the 
weaknesses of the Liberal platform as it
is, to-day.

Mr. George Jeeves, on being voted to 
the chair, was received with long-con­
tinued applause that evidenced his de­
served popularity in that section of the 
city in which he is a resident. He 
briefly returned thanks for the honor 
paid him and then came directly to 
business in a plain, business-like ad­
dress that at once commanded attention 
and respect.

“We are met here to-night, gentle­
men,” he said, “to enable Hon. Mr.

Mr. Laurier was never more truthful 
than when he declared in parliament 
that he is not a business man. For the 
last few weeks he has moreover been 
diligently emphasizing the fact by advo­
cating proposals that any man of busi­
ness can see at a moment are diametri­
cally opposed to each other. While he 
is in opposition Mr. Laurier’s unbusi­
nesslike propensities can do the country 
no more harm than to make himself and 
his party supremely ridiculous, but it 
would be a more serious matter to have 
him in office.

As the trustee for the people the ad­
ministration has under its control the 
largest business interest in the country. 
Mr. Laurier was for a time a member of 
the Mackenzie regime, though as he 
pleads that he is not a business man he 
may expect to be excused for its follies. 
His present business partner, Sir 
Richard Cartwright, was, however, the 
finance minister during that depressed 
period of our history, when he earned 
the title from friend and foe of the 
mixer and muddlen

The Liberals took office on November 
7, 1873, when the financial year was four 
months old, or one-third spent. For the 
previous year the Conservatives had ex­
pended $19,474,647, but for the first fis­
cal year of Sir Richard’s regime the out­
lay reached $23,316,316. This increased 
rate of expenditure was maintained and 
augmented during the entire time the 
Liberals remained in office, while to the 
public debt they added $40,000,000. 
There is very little "to show to-day for 
this enormous outlay except abandoned 
canals and the remains of steel rails that 
never were used.

Not being business men the Liberals 
spent lavishly and to no purpose. The 
money they borrowed was paid for at an 
enormous rate of interest. During the 
Mackenzie period the average rate paid 
on the public debt was 6li per cent., 
whereas to-day we pay on an average 
about 3% per cent. It may be said 
that since then rates of interest have 
been reduced the world over, but that 
does not help the Liberals, because 
while Canada borrows it also lends. Let 
us then examine the story told by our 
investments.

When the Liberals took office we real­
ized $840:886 a year frpm investments, 
all of which went to reduce taxation. 
When they left office the income, through 
bungling mismanagement, was $592,500. 
In 1895 the income from investments 
was $1,336,046. The fact is that when 
the Liberals administered the assets of 
Canada they obtained interest at only 
one and a half per cent., whereas under 
the Conservatives these investments 
have yielded three and a quarter per 
cent, and more. Thus we see that when 
the Liberals wanted money they 
borrowed at five and a quarter percent., 
but when they had funds to lend they 
could not get more than one and a half 
per cent. This goes a good way towards 
substantiating Mr. Laurier’s statement 
that, like Sir Richard, he is not a busi­
ness man.

We know that the Intercolonial, which 
lately yielded a surplus of $20,000 in a 
year, cost the country $500,000 per an­
num undêr the Liberal regime. We 
know that since they gave place to a 
businesslike administration the revenue 
from the post office has doubled, the 
income from the government railways 
has more than doubled, the rate of 
interest on the public debt has been 
enormously reduced, while at the same 
time our investments have yielded a 
vastly greater income. These great in­
terests cannot safely be confided to a 
gentleman who, though he can make 
pleasant phrases and kiss pretty little 
girls very nicely, is, on his own confes­
sion, not a business man, because every 
cent that is brought into the public 
treasury in this way goes to reduce the 
taxation, which must be levied whether 
it is done indirectly under protection or 
wrung out of the people themselves by 
means of a revenue tariff.

At Sooke on Thursday evening last Mr.

money. Mr. Haggart also dwelt briefly 
upon the Manitoba school question, giving 
his reasons tersely and plainly for the 
stand he has taken thereon, a stand which 
apparently meets with the heartiest ap­
proval of the electorate.

He closed with an invitation to anyone 
wishing to speak in behalf of the opposi­
tion to take the platform.

« solutely untrue.” He made this tardy re­
traction at a meeting in the interest of the 
opposition candidates held at Parson’s 
Bridge last evening. The pretty hall of 
Price Brothers' hotel was again utilized as 
the meeting place.

Mr. Cassidy reminded the gentleman that 
it was at the chairman’s invitation he rose.

Mr. Templeman said the chairman made 
a mistake. He proceeded to deal with the 
National Policy, attacking it because he 
said it had failed to do anything to give 
prosperity to this district. Notwithstand­
ing this, however, he protested against be­
ing called a free trader, and advocated mak­
ing the duties all round 25 per cent., while the 
present duties on agricultural products he 
ngured at only 22 or 23 per cent. (His 
leader, Mr. Laurier declares for free trade 
as it is in England, and death to protec­
tion.) He then proceeded to outline his 
school policy (which also is directly op­
posed to that of his leader). Referring to 
nis British Pacific platform, he denied that 
he had ever during this campaign accused 
anyone of telling a deliberate lie. He had 
only said that Col. Prior made a 
‘•false statement” to the Board of Trade, 
though probably the Colonel did not mean 
to state what was wrong. He did not 
think that Col. Prior would tell a deliber­
ate lie, and he never meant to charge him 
with having done so. And he believed, too, 
that Col. Prior and Mr. Earle are just as 
anxious to have the British Pacific built as 
he and Dr. Milne are. Mr. Templeman 
rendered judgment on the Goodwin claim 
now before the exchequer court, and told 
—on what authority he did not sav—how 
the money would have been spent by the 
man suing for it if it had been paid without 
suit—it would have gone into the Tory 
campaign fund, he said.

A government speaker being now called 
for. Mr. Cassidy rose, and there were sev­
eral calls from the audience for Mr. Carey.

It was not only against the 
States but against what was worse, the 
competition of the Japanese, and if we 
opened our markets to the world these 
Japanese would have the same chance of 
competing as white people. Did they 
want that? (No, no.) Having stated 
his position on the school question, 
which was in accord with that of the 
present government, to support the 
ebmpact made with Manitoba when she 
entered confederation. After explaining 
how, at the present election, many of 
the electors would still have the incon­
venience of having to go a long distance 
to poll their votes, because Mr. Martin, 
at Mr. Tempieman’s instance, had op­
posed the passage of the bill that was 
brought in by the speaker to give more 
polling places.

At the Saanich agricultural hall on Fri­
day evening, Mr. Haslam, the second Con­
servative in the field for the representation 
of Vancouver district, held a well-attended 
and very orderly meeting at which Mr. 
John, who has presided with absolute im­
partiality at all meetings in that section of 
the district, acted as chairman to the satis­
faction of everyone. Mr. Haslam was of 
course the first and the principal 
speaker of the evening, his address 
being listened to with close attention.

At the outset he devoted himself to re­
viewing the fiscal policy of the government 
and contrasting it with the chameleon-like 
platforms of the opposition—a subject diffi­
cult to discuss for the simple reason that as 
soon as one came to look into a declaration 
of opposition policy its fathers promptly 
disowned it and launched some other. As 
a matter of fact the Liberal policy was so 
frequently changed that even the faithful 
followers of the party found it hard to keep 
track of the many changes. It was perhaps 
for this reason that the opposition candi­
date in the district was at the 
present time found seeking votes on 
a declaration of policy which was 
altogether different from tfce policy 
of free trade which-his own leaders, Hon. 
Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard Cartwright, 
were championing. They were making for 
free trade, they said, but they would not 
give it to Canada all at once—they would 
introduce it in doses.

Taking the subject of free trade as his 
text the candidate proceeded to show just 
what this free trade meant to the farmers 
of Vancouver district, the comments of the 
electors asi he proceeded showing that the 
picture far from pleased the intelligent 
residents of Saanich.

Then he showed by unanswerable argu­
ments how inseparable were the interests 
of the manufacturer and the agriculturist, 
and pointed to the progress of all the in­
dustries in heavily protected France in 
contrast with the increasing depression of 
agriculture and all pther .productive in­
dustries in free tradeTSngland. Referring 
to a favorite and very foolish cry of the 
Opposition that the people of Canada were 
deserting the Dominion for the land of the 
Stars and Stripes, he showed how this 
was in itself an argument for pro­
tection, as the United States had dis­
covered by dear experience that protection 
was the only policy under which the coun­
try could prosper. The latter part of Mr. 
Haslam’s address was devoted to the dis­
cussion of the Manitoba school question.

Senator Mclnnes next took the platform 
in the interests of his son, the opposition 
candidate, and devoted the greater part of 
the time at his disposal to a rehash of the 
old subject—the school question. Seeing that 
his audience was showing all the signs of ex­
haustion, he changed to the trade issue and 
soon found himself in hot water. He was 
objecting to the line of steamers to Aus­
tralia being subsidized and thought to 
make appoint by storming at what he termed 
the injustice to the farmers of Saanich of 
bringing Tasmanian apples to British Col­
umbia, as the last Australian liner had. 
The importation of these apples he was di­
lating upon in terms of indignation when 
called to a halt by a gentleman in the audi­
ence, who inquired :

“ But/our apples are not ripe for the mar­
ket ill this country at this time of the year. 
We haven’t any to supply the market 
with.” I

It was a fact, and the Senator could not 
get round it. His discomfort was visibly 
increased when a little later Mr. Haslam 
followed the matter up by showing how, 
with the difference in tile seasons. here and 
in the Southern colonies, the- same steam­
ers that brought Tasmanian- apples to Can­
ada when they were ripe for the market 
and-Cahadian apples were not available, 
carry the apples grown in this country to 
the markets across the sea when the season 
there is at an end—both countries there­
by reaping the advantage of the trade.

Then the Senator switched to Mr. Hag- 
gart, who was not present, asserting that 
he had been guilty of deceiving the farm- 

of Saanich by saying that he 
self a farmer, “ whereas he is a boss in the 
mines at Wellington.”

Though Mr. Haggart was not present to 
refute the statement thus made that he 
had been guilty of deceiving the elec­
tors by a false representation of his 
avocation, the Senator did not escape im­
mediate correction. Captain Langley was 
on his feet at once, and promptly discom- 
fitted the speaker once again by explaining 
that Mr. Haggart is and has been for the 
past ten years the owner of a farm a mile 
and a half from the town of Wellington, 
where he lives, and which he operates. 
The fact that he works also in a mine did 
not make him any the less a farmer.

Senator Mclnnes had nothing more to 
say, and Mr. Haslam closed the meeting.

:It AIThe following letter by Mr. R. P. 

Rithet, M.P.P., addressed to Mr. D. R. 
Ker, was read by the latter at the public 
meeting last evening, and shows beyond 
question where Mr. Rithet’s sympathies 
are in the present election :

San Francisco, June 9, 1896.
My Dear Ker,—As I now find, much 

to m^regret, that I am not going to be 
with you during the election I trust that 
you and the other friends of the party 
are using your utmost efforts to secure 
the return of our former representatives, 
Messrs. Prior and Earle.

I feel confident that it will be more to 
the benefit of Victoria that they should 
be returned again. The advantage of 
having Colonel Prior as a member of the 
government is a very important feature, 
but apirt altogether from this I consider 
that the Liberal-Conservative party is 
the one which has always shown the 
greatest interest in, and desire to ad­
vance the interests of British Columbia. 
The policy of this party besides is, in my 
judgment, the one which is best calcula­
ted to develop our resources and the in­
terests of the Province and Dominion 
generally.

Being, as I believe we are, on the verge 
of development of our mineral and other 
resources on such a scale as has never 
before been experienced, I think it would 
be a great mistake for British Columbia 
to change its allegiance at the present 
time ; more especially so as the Liberal 
party have never shown themselves very 
friendly when speaking of Brit­
ish Columbia, nor have they 
ever appeared to grasp the situ­
ation. in that spirit of enterprise 
which must prevail if our province is to 
be opened up for development and set­
tlement as quickly as we are all so anxi­
ous it should be. It is but natural on 
such occasions that both parties should 
endeavor to make it appear that British 
Columbia would receive a large share of 
their attention, but so far as I can judge 
the Liberals have never shown that they 
were possessed of any well defined and 
fixed policy in reference to the greater 
questions now before thé public—or to­
wards British Columbia or any other 
section of the Dominion of such a nature 
as to commend them to the confidence 
of the country. For these reasons I am 
convinced that the party from whom 
the greatest benefits to our province will 
be derived is the Liberal-Conservative 
party, and from what I have been able 
to gather, from his public utterances and 
other evidence which has been given to

Astoria, Or., June 19. —Col. Sum- 
meis, with his command of seven com­
panies of the First regiment, O. N. G. 
and two three-inch Gatling guns, arrived 
on the steamer Harvest Queen about 
10:30 o’clock yesterday morning. A 
large crowd gathered at the O. R. & N. 
dock, where the troops were landed. 
Widely different views are expressed by 
the people, to most of whom the arrival 
of the militia was a surprise. Those in 
favor of law and order have ex­
pressed unbounded relief that protection 
has arrived.

The county officers have offered 
use of rooms for headquarter pur­
poses, and Collectpr of Customs Page 
tendered use of the customs house. The 
canneries this morning posted notice 
that they would pay cents for fish 
and guarantee protection to those who 
want to go out. Other troops are expect­
ed. The number of militia here to-night 
is over 500. Several special police have 
been sworn in and placed on duty. 
Sheriff Hare has extra deputies patrol­
ling the river at night.

The fishermen have a stronger cause 
than they had, all through the bad man­
agement of the combine. The cry of 
boodle is being raised by both sides. 
Some of the union men claim that sev­
eral of the leaders have sold out. The 
canners’ combine has weakened a great 
deal. Owing to the change in the situa­
tion it is impossible to state if any of 
the men will go out at 4>£ cents. "The 
merchants, fearing a boycott, have been 
signing a petition to have the militia 
recalled.

“FREE TRADE A FAILURE.”

The Grit free-traders say that Mr. 
Chamberlain’s speech at the meeting of 
the Chambers of Commerce is favorable 
to free trade and against protection. 
This is not the opinion of the New York 
Commercial Advertiser, which under 
the above heading makes the following 
comments on that speech :

No political deliverance of recent years 
in Great Britain surpasses in significance 
the address of Colonial Secretary Cham­
berlain before the British Congress of 
Chambers of Commerce on Tuesday. In 
this address the Birmingham -leader 
virtually pronounces English free trade 
a failure. No other interpretation of 
his words is possible. What adds to the 
importance of this confession is the fact 
that Mr. Chamberlain has long been an 
ardent supporter of Cobdenism and that 
for several sessions of Parliament he 
and John Bright, the most eloquent 
tongue that ever pleaded for free trade, 
represented the same town at West­
minster.

Substantially Mr. Chamberlain advo­
cates a scheme of commercial federation 
between the United Kingdom and her 
colonies. To achieve this end he insists 
that Great Britain shall consent to re­
place “ import” duties on 
ducts like wheat, meat, wool and sugar, 
these duties presumably to be offset Jiy 
higher duties in the colonies against the 
products of other countries. This is no­
thing less than a project for an Imperial 
system of protection. It is a direct re­
pudiation of the fundamental principles 
of free trade. Mr. Chamberlain does 
not urge the restoration of import du­
ties on wheat, meat, wool and sugar on 
the grounds of revenue. The British ex­
chequer has more revenue now than it 
requires. It is urged solely in the name 
of mutual protection between Great 
Britain and her dependencies against 
the industrial competition of the rest of 
the globe. Precisely as protectionists in 
the United States declare in' favor of 
American markets for the American 
people, Mr. Chamberlain demands that 
British markets shall be reserved for 
British subjects.

It is noteworthy that the Birmingham 
statesman puts forward his proposition 
at a time when English industries, un­
der the impetus of the Gorman-Wilson 
tariff, are enjoying phenomenal pros­
perity- Mr. Chamberlain is too sagaci­
ous not to know that this tariff" is 
doomed to early destruction, and that 
British manufacturers must soon find 
new markets or inevitably go to the wall.
