About the time of confederation a gov-
ernor-general declared that Canada had
assumed the status of “ a new nationality.”
Not long afterwards another said that the
Dominion had entered upon—not a ‘‘new
allegiance,” as was at first reported, but —
“a new alliance.” As an “alliance” can
enly exist between separate powers, the
interpretation very generally given to this
expression was that the Dominion had
been launched upon the world to push its
own fortunes as a state almost independent,
with just a slight tie of British connection
left for the sake of appearances. And now
ouar present governor-general, on leaving
Quebec for a brief visit home, has a.word
or two to say about Canada’s *‘mational
life,” bringing in the subject in this way,
and referring to his own office: ‘“He (the
*‘ governor-general) is by necessity the

The warning is not to be despised, it
Mmay prove a wise one ; and it will at all
events receive respectful consideration from
all Canadians except those who are really
annexationists.

Speedy Trial of James Dilworth for Piifering
. Money Lettera,

The processes of law are sometimes speedy
enough. On Monday afternoon James
Dilworth, an employee of the Mail, was ar-
rested for stealing money letters from the
post-office, and on the following morning
before twelve o’clock he had been senterced
to five years imprisonment in the peneten-
tiary. When first apprehended Dilworth

rotested his innocence, but subsequently
in the cells his long-burdened conscience
got the better of him and he confessed his
guilt. He appeared  before - the

lice  majistrate yesterday . morn-
ing, «charged with stealing a let-
ter containing $2 belonging to the post-
master-general. The prisoner was utterly
broken down, and pleaded guilty with
trembling voice. After sentence was pro-
nounced he presented a sorry spectacle of
human weakness, physically and mentally.
He was hardly able to walk away from the
box when the case was terminated. The
magistrate said that the penalty of stealing
from the government was laid at not less
than five years and for life. As the pris-
oner had given no trouble, but had at once
pleaded guilty, he wouid send him to the
penitentiary for five years. The pecalations
of the prisoner have been carried on for a
considerable time, and more than one news-
paper has time and again missed subscrip-
tions. The revelations now made known
will give newspaper subscribers in the
country some light on a subject thac to
many of them must have been a mystery—
how it was that their subscriptions were not
acknowledged by the newspapers to whom
they were sent.

He has also
made two visits to South America, and
was under engagement to come to the
United States in 1875, Just as he was on
the point of sailing from France, however,
the deplorable calamities caused by
the inundation of the Garonne and
Loire  occurred, and Rossi, with
the generosity  which is
a leading trait in his character, gave up a
trip from which he expected to win so
much - honor and substantial reward, and
paying a large forfeit to his manager, set
himself to work to give a serics of perférm-
ances for the benefit of the sufferers by the
overflowing of the rivers, It as at that
time that he made his famous and success.
ful attempt to” popularize Shakespeare in
Paris, and gained so signal a victory over
the French prejudice against anything
foreign that he was unanimously styled the
Italian Talma,

The " late Charlotte Cushman, writing
from Florenée to a friend, speaks with great
admiration of Rossi’s refinement and sub-
dued intensity in the rele of Hamlet, whilst
another great American autharity who saw
him play Othello in Paris says: *‘ Rossi is
not quite so robust as Salvini, but his chest
is as broad and deep and his voice is more
sweet, varied and sympathetic. 1 have
never witnessed anything so terrible as his
rage in Othello.”

On the occasion of Signor Rossi’s appear-
ance in the character of the Moor of Venice:
in Boston. thé eminent critic of the Adver .
tiser wrote as tollows :—

“ Intellectual splendor, intense passion-
ate heat, enormous vitality and force, are
blended here in a creation which is also
distingaished by »1*istie unity, propriety
and truth. Otb< s utter truss in-Desde-
mona at the be:i: - ing of the dialogue with
Iago was never xo . ¢!l shawa.
in Jago's insinuations is at first careless,
then merely curious. Even after Tago has

drawn the meshes, so that they are close
upon him, and bas suggested the loss of
good name and the pang of jealousyghe is
only conscious of a wretched sense %{»m
ing ill which involves disgrace to Cassio,
somehow mysteriously concerns his
wife ; -and, in "his next speech, he
expresses his fall confidence in her.

It is not till Tago has named Desdemonia,
and bid Othello observe his wife with

Cassio that Signor Rossi allow the Moors |

toshow the beginning of distrust by his
wife. This is carrying a fine idea very
far,

“ Directly after he rushes upon Iago,
prostrates him, seizes him by the throat -
and pours out the wild wrath of his demand
for proof, while furionsly shaking Iago’s
head between his -hands, his own moving
at the samé time with the action of a
very savage, then spurning the prostrate
wretch with his knee, nécoils from him,
rises quivering'in every “joint, draws his
hand with a quivering ‘motion over his
brow and eyeseas if he coyld neither see nor
think, and finally staggers 4o a seat, It
is all wonderful in its power and  consis-
tency.

‘“Sigoor - Rossi, with admirable good
judgmen, introduces into the fourth act a
fragment of the scene between Iago and
Cassio, where the latter laughs over his
conquest of Bianca and displays the hand-

kerchief—though we do not see why it is
necessary to depart from the text—by
making Jago actually take the napkin and
show it to Othello aside ; not that, accord-
ing to Signor Rossi’s theory of the part,
anything was necessary to strengthen
Othello’s conviction of his-wife’s guilt, but
to lead up to his brutality towards ker in
the scene before the embassy from Venice,
into which Othello goes filled with rage and
disgust. The last act Signor Rossi plays
wonderfully, showing both the grave tran-
quility of manner and speech belonging to
one who means to make a sacrifice, not com-
mit muder. The first of the soliloquy he
delivers standing behind her couch and
looking down upon her ; he strangles her
in'her bed, as he onght ; and at the last he
stabs himself with a dagger, as the text
requires bim to do. -After that he crawls
to Desdemona’s side and * dies upon a kiss.’
A very singular point to be noticed in Sig-
nor Rossi’s performance in the complete
| downfall of his coufidence is Iago made to
follow the latter's justification at the worl
‘ thought’ in ‘I told him what T thought.’”

His performances of Romeo and Hamlet at
Booth’s theatre, New York, have ealled

forth the warmest encominms from the |

press of thatcity. The Herald says he is
by far the finest Hamlet that has ever ap-
peared on the American staze. In the
*“ play scene” and the integfiew with the
queen, his mother, Rossi ed the most
intense impression, and elicited thunders of
applause from the vast audience.

His impersonation of Romeo is replete
"with beauty, interest and fire. It is in
this character specially that he obtains the
suffrages of the feminine portion of his
auditors, from his manly grace and
superior power in making love,

Signor Rossi.is aman of remarkably fine
physique. . Tall, athletic and handsome,
he looks as well off the stage as on it. His
dark eyes flash beneath a. brow square and
well balanced, and his hair, sli hb]y tinged
with gray, is a curling blonde, %e 18 strong
and vigorous and fifty-two years of age, He
attributes much of “his bodily ‘activity to
the fact that in all weathers and seasons he
takes his cold bath regula: ly every morning.
In appearance and manners as well as in
his ideas he is a thorough original.  He is
perhaps five feet ten inches tall, of very
graceful proportions, but with a strong em-
bonpoint, and is what might be considered
the very opposite of the Booth-Irving style
of tragedian.. Of Shakspeare he is a most
ardent admirer. To a representative of the
Herald who met him in London some time
ago he spoke as follows :—

““I learned Shakespeare by ear. My
gravdfather taught me the stories of his
plays before I knew how to read. He had
a passion for Shakespeare which I inheri-
t:d, and when a child I turned his heroes
into marionettes; Constantly studying
Shakespeare, I determined to produce him
in litaiy. After a fearfu) fizht I won tiie
victory, and to-day Shakespeare-is wonder-
fully popular in my courtry. - My first per-
formance was Hamlet.”

It may be mentioned that Signor Rossi
has been presented by royalty with an
abundance of orders and decorations of
merjt. Heis an inveterate cigarette smo-
ker and has fought, it is said, several duels,
Essentially a cosmopolitan he speaks sev-
eral Janguages. He has travelled and play-
ed over Europe and South America, and in
politics is extremely liberal: In Spain ‘he
endeared himself to the people .by siding
with them in their revolutionary struggle.
He made a speech in the public square at
Cadiz in 1868 that for fire and eloquence
could not be surpassed. Take him all in
all, he is a most remarkable man. *

Rossi will appear * at the Grand opera
house next Monday, Nov., 14th, in the role
of Hamlet. On Tuesday the play will be
Romeo and Juliet, "and on Wednesday he
will be seen in Othello,
