CHicaco, March 21.—At 8 o’clock this
evening fourteen fire engines poured
water into the Langham hotel, which was
a maass of flames from basemeng to garret,
The fire originated in one of the lowe,
rooms from a keroene lamp which acci-
dentally exploded.

MISS MADISON'S MURDER.

THE FATE OF A YOUXG LADY DE-
SCENDANT OF AN EX-PRESIDENT.

e

Betrayed by a Friend of the Fam!ly and
Foully Knocked Senseless—What was
Found in an Old Reservoir,

Ricamokp, Va., March 21, — In the
week that has elapsed since the discovery
of Fanny Lillian Madison’s dead body in
the old reservoir near this city, the devel
opments that have pointed to an alinosg
cdertain murder and almost as certain to
Thomas J. Cfuverius as the murderer have
been of such a’' dramatic character as to
make this one of the most remarkable
crimes of the century, The domestic’ en-

vironments of the victim and of the sue-
pected murderer add to the intersst.

The girl was of the family of President
James Madison, The young man accused
of the murder was a distant relative, has’
known her from infancy, and had been

William county, Mr, Madison in the ad-
joining county of King and Queen. When
~Cluverius rode over he was asked to take
up his quarters in the Madison’s plantation
house, The confidence reposed in him was
betrayed, the circumstances would indi-
cate, on the occasion of a visit last summer.
When the girl came of age some eighteen
months ago she looked about her for some
means of nugport. Her father opposed
this, but she persisted and wrote to a
relative in Bath county, up in the moun-
tains, to try snd get {e a school there.
He replied that a Mrs, Dickinson, living
near Millboro, wanted a governess for
her children and would engage her.
Miss Madison accepted and was @
member of Mrs, Dickson’s family until she
started on the journey that ended in her
death, Cluverius is 22 or 23. His chief
motive for the murder probably lies in the’
fact that he is—or was at the time—en-
gaged to a young lady of his own county.
Miss Madison was shortly to become a
mother. There is abundant evidence that
up to the time she started on the fatal walk
or ride to the reservoir she had neither
reproached or threatened him. It is prac-
tically established, however, that the girl
was knocked senseless by a deliberate
blow while in the company of her be-
trayer, and that the body was then thrown
into the water, Whether .he believed her
dead before attempting to dispose of the
body cannot yet be known, but the post
mortem has proven conclusively that she
breathed after sinking beneath the waters
of the reservoir. In fact, in her clenched
hands after death, was found mud from the
bottom of the reservoir.
The giri arrived in Richmound early in
the ‘morning ot Friday, March 13, She
registered at the American hotel as ‘‘Miss
M. L. Merton.” Cluverius came to Rich-
mond on Thursday, March 12 and regis
tered under his own' name at the Davis
house, where he was well known. He
called on “Miss Merton” without apparent
attempt at concealment on the morning of
March 13, She had gone 6ut, Cluverius
called again in ¢he evening, met ‘“Miss
Merton” and the two went away together.
No n afterwards saw her alive,
Sﬁu hie arrest the porter at the Amer-
joan hotel has positively identified Cluver-

ins as the who twice calied upon
“Miss Merton,” and Miss Merton was
Fannie Madison, whose body was

found in the reservoir on the follwing day.
The coroner’s jury returnedf a verdict of
wilful murder against Cluverius, who will
be tried on the 30th, Cluverius is a
lawyer.

Since

March 1 the temperature in the lower
5 Hudeon valley (which probably gives a

foir idea- of that prevailing in the upper

valley) has averaged less than the mean
temperature of Decemver, January or

February; ~so that instead of the

V&ID.ﬂl sason progressing since the

first of this month it has actually

retrogrided in a small [degree. It may
therefore be a fortnight before the ice in
the Hudson will give way, and there are
records of the river’s opening being de-
layed as late as April 7, and even April

In conclusion the Herald offers us this
bit of comfort :

Only high teraperature uninterruptedly for
several dwys or a warm and general rain over
the upper and central Hudson valleys can dis-
lodge the heavy ice. To-morrow (21st inst )
the sun on his northward journey arrives at
the equater, and &t the vernal equinox the
heaviest rainfall of the year begins in the gulf
states, whence we get our rains, in the vagor
brougnt by.the southwest winds.

With regard to the Afghan boundary
dispute, a London cable to the New York
Herald represents *4_high liberal autkor-
ity as saying that Eogland was claiming
for Afghanistan a desolate district over
which no ameer ever exercised the slight-
st authority during the last half cenfury,
nor has attempted to protect during a long
period. This once Asian garden became
devastated by Turcoman slave hunters.
“Three years ago,” says this authority,
«Russia, undisturbed by the ameer, began
reclaiming the district after Skobelefl’s vic-
tories, and saved Badgheis -from ruin as
mtek as the Dutch farmers reclaim their
iand from the sea or Irish peasant his land
from the bog,” Thereupon England be-
ging to sesert a merely technical right of
ancient Herat’s sovereigns to that soil.
John Bull further discovers that Russia
+usks only ha'f of the reclaimed territory,
and this is not as compensation for her
recent sacrifices and improvements, but
because without that portion she cannot
answer for the behavior of the Turcomans,
whom she must police.” Under these cir-
cuistances John Bull, while instinctively
regarding bimself as bound to hush any
growl of the Russian bear, thinks, on
gecond thought, that the czar’s claimis
@orth dienssion by diplomacy or arbitra-
tion, and that military measures can only
reasonably begin when Ru:sia shall place
obstacles in the way of arvitration or should
decline to abide by the decision of the joint
sommission or arbitrator.

It will be well, while observing the
daily indications as to peace or war on the
Afghan question, to bear in mind the im-
mense importance of Russia’s demand in
the south-east of Eurcps. American cable
correspondents, not much inclined to take
the English view, as we may suppose, have
been intimating pretty freely of late that
in this latter demand Rusaia i sure to be
cupported by Germany and Austria. And
{t seems likely enough that, whenever the
time does come for aboliehing the ¢ sick
man” and making an end of Turkey as a
Buropean power, the three emperors will
be found in alliance on this question. Be
it rememberedy further, that the guestion
aforesaid is probably hurrying on towards
a solution faster than most people have as
yet imagined.  Austria is even now
pushing railways into the south-east
in » manner that has caused profound
aneasinése at Constantinople. And Italy’s
sudden movement upon the Red sea may
Jnggest that she too is preparing to do the
best she can for herself when the scramble
Were Bismarck to supporf. Russia
and Ausiria in their designs upon Turkey,
he would be sure to exact a pretby
weighty equivaient in other quarters. 1t
is & Buropean question of the iargesf kind
that is involved., For the blotting out of
Turkey from the map might mean the
extinction of Holland and Denmark as
independent powers, and perhaps much
more besides. TIt, therefore, appears that
it is not alone the Afghan difficulty, but
also the old Turkish difficulty, which the
Crimean war left still unsettled, that now
threatens or soon may threatenthe peace
of Europe,.

From Chambers' Journal. g
Let me deaw the attention of readefs to
less known items regarding particular de-
tails of costume, not the least interesting
among which I might instance stage
hosiery. This manuiacture is but little
practised in London. As a general rule
the looms of the Midlands meet all the de-
mands of the metropolitan and proyincia!
stage. Still, there are one or $wo estab.
lishments within a stone’s throw of Drury
Lane which keep a few machines working

in order that hurried orders may be more
rapidly met than they could possibly be if

the supply had to be broaught from ity
provincial ‘birth:place. ~ One of these
establishments I had the oppdrtunity of
visiting some twelve months ago, and from

the results of the visit, which were pub-
Jished at the time in a theatrical journal,
I cullt he following description of the manu-
facture of what in stage parlance are
termed ‘tights.” The machines were
situated in a smalllow-ceilinged room, and
the constant whir ensuing, as row after row
of thread was added, set one's;teeth on edge
in anything but a pleasant maanner, The
machine had not the click-clack of an ordi-
pary loom ; it was whir, whir, whir, asifa
tuning fork was being drawn across some
comb-like subs'ance: while the shivery
feeling the noise produced was jcily sug-
gestive of cold water trickling down one’s
back., There was no shuttle; no warp
versus weft The operator’s fingers, taking
the place of the shuttle, draws the thread
across the row of horizontal J shaped need-
less; by another movements the loop of each
little elongated J presses the thread down,
when a knot is formed by a further thread
being passed over the loop ; and so, after
the manner of ordinary hand-knitting, the
process of manufacture goes on, Both feet
and hands are brought into requisition in
the work, which is, to all iappearance,
both monotoous and tedious, About the
most interesting feature of the machine is
the fact that the garment woven literally
“hangs by a thread,” and should the opersa-
ter fail but once to draw the thread across
the needles, the article falls off the machine
en.irely. In fact, to use a homely phrase,
he “‘dropped his stitches,” and is obliged
to pick them up. The measurement of
the garment must, of course, be accurate ;
and at intervals a rule is employed, so that-
the tall and well-formed hero may not have
to wear diminutive dress, mor the re-
mantic Rosalind assume the less imposing
“‘casings” of the Irish colleen.
