WORLD'S FAIR RAILWAY RA{ES,

The Companies Likely to Combine to
Keep Up Prices.

Cricaco, Oct. 8.—Injregard to tickets to
Chicago during t%‘s World’s Fair
a slightly erroncois statement has
been sent out from Cincinnati. The Central
Traffic Association decided in favor of ope-
way tickets in both directions and a gen-
eral reduction in rates of 25 per cent. from
May until Nov. 30. This would make the
rate from New York to Chicago $15. The
round trip rate would be $30. Visitors
would save nothing by buying round trip
tickets, but after visiting the fair
they could travel in any direction they
pleased at reduced rates.

WHERE THIY ARE LOCATED AND
WHATTREY LOOK LIKE.
Some Important Improvements Intro-
duced — How the Work is Progressing
—The Eanges Wil Probably ben ¥all

Swing Next Monday—A World Report-
er's Visit to the Site,

Never again will the crack of the rifle nor
the *ping” of the bullet be heard on the old
(tarrison Common. Where omce the white
tents of the citizen foldiery were pitehed
for the annual rifle competitions a huge
ring has been built for Toronto’s Industrial
Exhibition.

After much delay a site for the rifle
ranges was selected a couple of miles east
of Port Credit, adiacent to the Great West-
ern branch of the Grand Trunk Railway,
and distant from Toronto between 10 and
11 miles.

Once the selection-of a site was made and
the purchase of it from Mr. Rennick for
about §20,000 completed, Major Sankey on
behalf of the city, assisted by some of the
militia officers, went out and marked off

the ranges.

On Saturday & reporter of The
World went ‘out to see what pio-
gress bad been made in the work.
Mr. R. McVittie, an old-time rifleman, was
thete putting up the targets, while Mr. J. M.
Goodall, as inspector on behalf of the city,
was watching the progress of the earth-
work,which is being done by Messrs, w. H.
Gibson & Co.

Where They are Located.

The ranges lie on the south side of the
lake shore road, and run all the way down
to the lake. In shooting the rifleman faces
about south, and on a bright day will have
the sun in bis face, not the best
possible position or one he would be
likely to chéose. On the other hand, how-
ever, the new ranges will have 'many ad-
vantages over the old ones,. The ground is
level, or nearly so, and the ranges, four in
number, are placed in echelon, so that the
competitors will be able to fire' at two,
four, five and six hundred yards without
retiring from their first position, as was the
case on the Garrison Common.

Av the time the reporter visited the
grounds he found several teams and a large
staff of workmen engaged in completing the
huge mouiids in rear of the target trenches.
The two bundred yards trench, which lies to
the west of, the range, has a capacity for 13
targets, the iron work for 10 of which is
already bolted and in position, only requir-
ing the placing of the canvas targets them-
nefvel to be ready for use. These trenches
are huge excavations, compared with which
the old ones were simply small mud holes.

The Targets.
Ample protection is afforded the markers,

.| who stand behind -a strongly riveted wall,

their backs to the firing point and with the
targets in front of them. Yearsago the
old iron targets were done awa with and
canvas or wood substituted. "Linny experi-
ments huve been tried since “then and the
present targets sre the result.

; y. are-linowi a8 ‘‘Rolston’s patent,”
and are similar to those in use at Bisley.
They consist of a wooden framework for
the suppoi t of the canvas which tormns the
target. The iron frames and mechanism
were imported from Glasgow, Scotland, the
wooden portions of the targets being the
work of a Toronto contractor,

In rear of the targets will be the target
houses 12x24 feet, in which the targets’
sifnal dises, brushes, etc., will be housed
when not in use. Every target, or at least
every range, will be connected with
the headquarters of the range officers,
and it 1is expected also that there
will be telegraphic as well as telephonic
connection with the city. The target
houses, however, have not been built yet,
and therefore the expectation that the . On-
tario rifle matches would begin there to-
day will not be realized.

When They Will Be Opened.

A week from to-day, however, it is ex-
pected that everything will be far enough
advanced to admit of the opening yof the
matches, Without the use of diagrams it
would be impossible to convey an intel-
ligible description of the working of the
targets. They are so nicely balanced, how-
ever, that the markers will be able to raise
and lower them with very little exertion.
The mounds behind the targets are so high
that very few bullets will ever fly over
them, and those that do will bury them-
selves in the blue bosom of Ontario. Be-
sides the quarters of the officers and offices
of the association a large refreshment room
will be built close to the entrance to the
ranges and only a short distance from the

»ing point. On Saturday workmen were
engaged in putting together the portable
hut that for so many years did duty on the
old range. - Others were pulling a barn to
pieces 31&9 obstructed the view.

STEAMERS COLLIDE 1N A FOG

ONE OF THE PaCIF10 NAVIGATION
€0.’8 SHIPS xXUN DOWN,

Several Killed and Many Wounded—The
Bow of One Vessel Struck the Other
so Heavily That They Would Not Come
Apart and so Locked Together They
Were B hed.

SrarTLE, Wash., Oct. 9,—The Canadian
Pacifi® Navigation Company’s steamer Pre-
mier was struck by the steam collier Wil
liamette in a dense fog off Whidley Island,’
about 10 miles south of Port ’I{:wmend.,
yesterday afternoon. Five were killed and
drowned and 17 badly wounded. The
steam tug Goliah arrived this morning with
three of the dead, all of the wounded
and other passengers, after having
spent several hours in an attempt to save
from the wreck the body of an unknown
passenger wedged in.

The dead are: Johanna 8. Moe of
Taocoma, Frank C. Wynkuog, son of D. J.
Wynkoop of Tacoma, John Rankin .of
Seattle, an unknown passenger, & man
about 40, still in the wreck, An unknown
passenger jumped overboard and was
drowned. ;

The injured are: Gus Davis, watchman
steamer Premier, ribs broken, seriously in-
jured internally; Thomas Foran, Seattle,
left leg broken at knee, arm hurt; W. H.
Phillips, Helena, both legs slightly
crushed, ribs broken; D. J. Wynkoop,
Tacoma, cut above left eye, bruised;
Mrs. D. Wynkoop, Tacoma, hip
bruised; C. S. Gilbert, traveling man, St.

Paul, Minn.; bruised and eut, not serious;

Mrs. Wilcox, Quilcine, Wash., wrist and
elbow sprained; E Vest, St. Louis,
Mo., badly bruised 'in knee and armj
John Lysle, freight elerk of the Premier,
nose cut, not serious ; Jack Levy_ of the
Premier, badly cut and bruised, had a mira-
culous escape from death ; Mrs. Ida Suatver,
Sturgis, Dak., bruised ; Mr. George W.
Miller, Tacoma, injured llightl{; M
Lee, Pontiac, Wash., slightly hart ;
A, F. Lyndberg, injured in-
ternally; Alban Leidh dt, waiter, Premier,
left arm broken; Francis Hughert, Tacoma,
lllghtl{ hart; Jacob Nelson, Port 'ownsend,
arm, chest and legs hurt, not serious.

The Premier left Port Townsend about
1.830 yuurdsy for Seattle in a heavy fog,
blowing her whistle continually. When off
Point-No-Point another whistle sounded
close by and almost immediately afterwards
a tetrific crash was heard, The fore cabin
of the Premier was smashed to splinters
and the prow of vthe Williamette was found
jammed in the bow of the Premier.

The Williamette was laden with coal, and
was on her way from ‘Seattle to Son- Fran-
cisco. Two persons on the Premier’s cabin
were killed. A steward who was in the
saloon eating his dinner was instantly
killed. Several other —passengers were
i‘ammed in the debris, some of themn serious-

y wounded ‘and ~ all more or less
bruised. The stem of the Williamette was
8o deeply imbedded in the Premier that the
passengers scrambled over the broken wood-
work to the collier. - The ladies were
handed up first, followed by the wounded
as fast as they could be moved. Men
with broken limbs, and both men and
women with  bleeding faces and
bodies, were helped nK. It was
found to be imposible to .draw.  off the
Williamette without sinking the Premier,
so Capt. Anderson determined to forge
ahead, driving before him the steamer
spiked on his bow. He forced her back on
the beach and was so tightly wedged that
he could not back off without dragging the
Premier with him.

The tug Goliah was hailed and took off
the passengers, bearing them to Seattle,
where they arrived about midnight. The
receding tide left both steamers stranded
and still interlocked. Although the
affair was over in a few moments and the
passengers. quickly recovered from their
momentary shock end fright there were
some pitiable scenes. One womaf, whose
name is unknown, was crazed with fear
and immediately sprang overboard.

THE NLW CHURCH OF 87, JOHN,

Impressive Ceremony at the Corner-Stone
Laying om Saturday,

Roper, Rev. C. H. Shortt, Rev. W.

Harrison and Rev. J. H. McCallum..

Among the laymen present were: Lieut.-
Colonel Otter, Major Buchan, Captain
and Adjutant McDougal, Harbor m-
missioner Postlethwaite and Mr. James
Wilson, churchwardens, and . Messrs.
A. R. Boswell, W. R. Prouse, T. R. Young,
E. Pridham, John Maughan, jr., F. Roy,
G. R. Allerdice and 5 Holland. The
Union Jack floated from a flagstaff over-
bead, and the band of No. 2 company,
Q.R.1., was in attendance.

Mr. A. R. Boswell, chairman of the
Building Committee, formally presented the
Bishop with a silver trowel, witg which he
la:d the stone. .

His Lordship said that the circumstances
connected with the event rendered it es-
pecially interesting. The old ¢hurch which
the new one was to supersede was very dear
to many because of historical connections.
The former edifice was erected in 1858 and
was intended for the accommodation of the
military stationed at Toronto. This fact
was pieuing\y brought to mind by the
presence of some of the “chief officers and
the band of No. 2 Co., C.R.I The
building in course ot erection with its
stone foundations, its walls of red pressed
brick, its larger dimensions, its seating ca-
pacity for 600 or 700 and its basement con-
veniently divided into school and class
rooms would undoubtedly be a  great im-
provement. The first_rector of the con-
gregation was Réy. Mr. Keonedy. The

resent incumbent, Rev. Alexander Wil-
iams, was the third rector. He had been in
charge of the parish more than-a quarter of
a century.

THE WAR IN DAHOMEY.

The French Defeat the King’s Army and
Are Pressing on to the Capital ~Ger-
many Aids the Enemy.

Pars, Oct. 8.—According to private
letters Behanzin, the King of Dahomey,
continues to receive supplies of arms and
ammunition from German firms established
on the coast. The French war_ships, in
carrying out the blockade of Dahomey,
prevent the German traders from landing
stores at Wydah as they were formerly able
todo. These transactions are now, how-
ever, effected through the Germun colony
at Togo, stores disembarked at Petit Po
being conveyed to Dahomey along . the
Franco-German frontier to Tado, whence
they easily reach Abomey. It was thought
that in Aprililast Behanzin had very little
war material at his disposal, and most of
his rifles were known to be useless. Since
then the King has increased his armaments
by a considerable number of Winchesters
and Bniderrifles. These arms and other
stores have been supplied by the Germans,
contrary to the stipulations of the Brassels
conference, and 1t is probable that th2
French Government will take prompt
action in the matter. Colonel Dodds, by
the way, may be favored by the ternal
dissensions which are reported to have
broken out among the Dahomeyans. The
dusky warriors have divided themselves
into two camps, the nobles and the fetish
men. The nobles, curiously .enongh, are
Radicals and want to get rid of the King.
One of them is Behanzin’s own brother,
who is not now in Abomey, but is supposed
to be in France. The fetish men are the
more respected of the two bodies, and
have great -influence with the King and
the people. They are in favor of making
peace with France, but time only will show
whether they can carry out their plans and
prevent bloodshed. ;

The Commander of the French.

Colonel Dodds, who belongs to the marine
arm of the French service, has had long
service in Western Africa. He is a mulatto,
born in Senegal, and this fact has enabled
him to recruit recently some hundreds of
his countrymen, who are among the bright-
est and best of his force. He was com-
mandant at Saint Luis when Lieutenant-
Colonel Terrillon made war in 1890 against,
King Behanzin, He taught the French
troops how to fight the natives and drew up
the plan of campaign which is now being
put into execdtion, ;

Official Reports of the Battles,
Panis, Oct. 9.—Col. Dodds has tele-
graphed to the Government furtber ac-
counts of the state of affairs rrcumng in
Dabomey and the position of the French

troops.
In his latest dispatches Col. Dodds says
thay the French soldiers continued l{c
openin'ﬁ of the road on Oct. 5 and
6. he = Dahomeyavs, undismayed
by the severe punishment which
t! og had received in the battle on Oct. 4,
made a desperate attack on Major Gou-
nard’s scouting paty on Thursday, Oct. 6.
The encounter took place near the French
camp, Reinforcements were speedily sent
to the assailed soldiers, which enabled them
once again to repulse the enemy with heavy

The French lost four Enropeans during
the . fighting, , Three .of the  natives
were killed and 22 others of Behanzin's
followers fell wounded. Some of the Daho-
meyans who were taken' vers declared
that King Behanzin’s forces were " de-
moralized. ;

Unofficial despatches received here in
reference to the war on Dahomey
sy that the enemy numbered about
5000 and chat in the ranks were
the famous Amazons, that the Dahomeyans
oceupied a ltron& mitlan on the other side
of the river, an strongly fortified the
bridge between the two shores.

Major Gounard carried the bridge at the
point of the " bayomet, It was a
sanguina engagement, the mative
warriors testing every ingh of
ground and furiously resisting every attempt
of the French to dislodge them. The
enemy, however, were at ength forced to
{ieeld to the attacks of the trained and

A French lieutenant was killed. An-
other lieutenant named Bosnano has died
from the effects of wounds which were
received while taking part in the battle of
Oct. 4.

A telegram dated Oct. 8 from Col.  Dodds
says that he is now in such & position that
he expects to soon make an attack on King
Behanzin’s last line of defence. He says
that the French troops are very zealous
and are well supplied with victuals and
ammunition, and he is confident of entirely
routing the Dahomeyan forces when the
next engagement takes place.

The Underwriters and Co-Insurance.

At the meeting of underwriters last
week the most important business done was
the appointment of a committee to con-
sider and report upon the question of co-
Insurance. - Their deliverance is to be made
before the close of this year.

‘This is a step in advance, as at a meeting
some time ago a resolution favoring this
policy was snuffed out as premature, or an
‘inpovation on established custom. Both of
these objections are unsound, as no step is
premature that is urgently needed by the
interests of those who take it as is co-insur-
stnce, nor is that system an innovation, as
it/ prevailed when a more cautious, more
couservative, more scientific system pre-
vailed amongst insurance companies. Co-
insurance is a recrudescence, not a novelty.

|The truth is that competition has run its
length; it has developed evils that have be-
eome intolerable, it has made insurance
dear without being profitable, owing to exces-
sive commissions and the acceptance of risks

i ¥

diminished net receipts to be coincident |
with increased fire losses, the insurance
companies are finding out that considerable
inroads are being made into their business
by the increased facilities now existing for
the prevention and quick suppression of
fires, such as our efficient fire brigades,
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- automatic sprinklers and other constructive

devices against fire. Lower percentages on
the total value of buildings and their con-
tents are now insured than some years ago.
While the underwriters’ ship is thus
laboring amid the strain and stress of con-
trary winds, the plan of co-insurance forces
itself on their attention as one that will
ease the vessel, reduce the dangers and
make the voyage more pleasant as well as
more profitable, '

The prineiple on which co-insurance is
based is this, that the risk of loss to the
underwriter is in inverse proportion to the
percentage that the amount covered by &
policy bears to the total value of the prop-
erty which is insured.

It needs no argument to show that when
a property is covered say for $20,000, there
isa much higher percentage of risk on
$5000 than on $10,000, on $10,000 than on
$15,000 and on $15,000 than on the full
amount. A fire cannot commence in some
places without causing a partial loss i a
few moments and by the means used for
its extinguishment. These partial losses
are the *little foxes” that eat up the un-
derwriters’ corn, as their proportion of the
total amount of premiums received is
wholly disproportionate to the risks they
have been paid to cover.

The premiums charged have been calcu-
lated upon a general average of such per-
centages, on the basis of the property being
covered up to & fairly-estimated maximum
of its value for insurance purposes, 8o as,
while giving the policy-holder very large
protection against loss by fire, to give the
compatiies protection - against the risk of
being -compelled unwittingly to become
practically the purchasers. of the property
to the extent of its partial loss at the
owner’s own price,

Co-insurance serves to-gusrd those who
insure from this temptation and the under-
writers from the consequent risk. It pro-
vides that, should the loss by a fire reach
up to or exceed the amount of the insur-
ance, such loss will be paid by the com-
pany, or if the policy covers 80 per cent, of
the value of the property damaged or de-
stroyed then thewamouant of such damage
will be paid in fulk up to the amount in-
sured. -3
Insurance statistics show that one-half of
the losses made by underwriters are equal
to or-exceed 80 per cent. of the sums in-
sured, and experience proves that it is not
prudent to cover more than that percent-
age of the value of property. The main-
tenance of that maximum would be a mu-
tual advantage, as to those who insure it
would assure a steady schedule of rates at
minimum figires and to the companies a
volume and character of business that
would be sound and remunerative. The
other feature of co-insurance is this, that
if & less sum is insured than 80 per cent. of
total value the amount of loss falling upon
the underwriter in cese of fire shall be the
relative percentage such loss bears to the
full amount of the policy that 80 per cent.
is to the gross valuation of that which the
policy covers.

Suppose & merchant has two ware-
houses, each with a stock valued at
$100,000. He proposes to insure one stock
for $80,000 and the other for only $20,000,
and expects the same rate of premium to be
charged for both. Such a proposal is clear-
ly unfair, as the chances are much greater
for a total loss in the case of the smaller
policy than the larger and equally the same
for a partial loss. Equity therefore would
dictate that the rates of premium be based
upon the percentages that the amount in-
sured bears to the total values of properties.
But as uniformity of rates is preferred,
some approximation to uniformity of risks"
is aimed at by making the insurance com-
panies only liable, in case of partial loss, for
the proportion such loss relatively bears to
80 per cent. of the value of what is insured,
the full amount of the policy, however,
being paid if & total loss occurs.

As a step towards reducing the depletive
drain caused by excessive competition,
and, placing the business of underwriting on
a more rational, equitable and scientific
basis, the adoption of co-insurance will be
of great advantage to the insurance com-
panies. When its purpose, and its princi-
ple; and its objects are understood by the
public the system will receive their sup-
port, as business men like all business done
on soiind business principles, such as that
the business of underwriting shall be so
safeguarded as to afford a fair guarantee of
bearing a fair profit.

Bad Penmauship.

Few of the countless letters which? reach
The World are written in a perspicuous
hand; the majority are little better than a
serawl. Not infrequently are the signa-
tures so utterly enigmatical that we are
forced into the impolitencss of cutting out
the name and. pasting it on the envelope
containing the rejected manuseript.

And the cause of this isnot difficult to
see—the great haste with which men and
women now write.. It is not merely that
grown-up people write at a sort of gallop,
thus necessarily fajling to form their letters
properly, but even at school the young are,
in a manner, trained to over-rapid writing.
One of the teachers gives out a set of
sentences or a problem composed of
arithmetical figures, and he or she
is reckoned the cleverest who can make
these transcripts with the greatest speed.
Thus any good the pupils get from the
writing lesson is undone under the other
lessons. The hurrying habit acquired at
school is kept up afterwards, and bad writ-
ing becomes fixed and normal.

1f this malpractice of modern education
were given up and men and women would
take a little pains in using their pens we
might hope to see a return to the neat and
perspicuous writing of the by-past age—
and there would not be so many complaints
abjut the blundering printers!

\William Farrell was acquitted at the
Dufferin Spring Assizes on a charge of
arson on the ground that he was not re-
sponsible for his actions. Now he is in jail
again, having last week burned two or
three more barns. This is another illustra-
tion of the carelessness and folly that make
it possible for insane, people to roam about,
unwatched and unrestrained, until their
insanity culminates in some lamentable trag-
edy. This man Farrell was evidently insane
last spring, he had done things that showed
clearly enough his unsound mental condi-
tion, and he ought to have been kept under
restraint and where he could not bhave re-
peated his incendiary mania.

The Montreal City Council sent a depu-
tation to Boston to find out whether elec-
tric cars could run in winter. ‘‘They can,”
says the Chairman of Roads. “They have
250 miles of electric track in Boston, and
they have a very great deal of wet smow,
which packs upon the track, but they man-
age with sweepers and brushes to run the
cars. Now, our snow is dry, for the most
port. That lessens the difficulty. To be
sure, it remains longer with us, but from
what we saw and heard I am safe in saying
that we can run electric cars in the winter.
They have all appliances for removing the
snow, but they are, 1 think, of rather costly
make. .We could improve on that. They
have still 3000 horses employed in Boston,
ard the introduction of electric power has
been gradual.”

There are still eight or ten cases of small-
pox. at Victoria, British Golumbia, and a
provincial health officer has again been
appointed to look after them. Smallpox
has also appeared at Philadelphia and New
York. Itis satisfactory to note that in
each place no attempt is made by fool news-
papers to maintain a policy of secrecy about
the existence of the disease. What the
people ~ have a right to when a con-
tagious disease makes its appearance is the
fullest information about the actual facts.
People are mére inclined to give credence to
assurances that ‘“there is no cause for
alarm” when they know that the real facts
are stated and there is no attempt at con-
cealment. The authorities in Toronto
adopted the proper course respecting the
two cases which developed in this city.

It is proposed in Philadelphia that the
city furnish free stage transportation to
gchool to the children of ‘a portion of the
city who live too far from the nearest school
to reach it on foot, the argument being that
it is as cheap to do this as to rent a house
for school purposes. If the proposition is
adopted there will be no trouble in getting
those youngsters to go to school.

Not More, But Better Churches,

cannot intelligently define. Not one
of these bodies is able to erect
its church and properly support its minis-
ter. Consequently the whole community
is practically taxed to build six churches
where two would hold all the people, did
all attend, the ministers are not given a
decent living, and the raising of the scanty
salaries they do get, and the running ex-
penses is eked out by “strawberry festi-
vals,” “mum socials,” ‘‘blue teas” and
other like methods which, if not exactly of
dubious propriety, are tertainly. not befit-
ting the cause in which they are employed.
Had such methods been inaugurated in the
days of Peter and Paul, it is possible they
would have been the theme of epistles cal-
culated to make the early Christians’ hair
curl.

This is just as true of ome denomination
as of another. It holds good in practical-
ly every section of the country. There are
tew communities where more churches are
needed. There are none where better
churches, in a spiritual sense, are not need-
ed if the gospel is to accomplish that
“‘whereunto it is sent.” For there is noth-
ing which so effectually weakens the power
of Christianity among the masses as this in-
sistence upon the things for which they do
wot care, and the neglect in the struggle of
the great and fundamental traths for which

Bulwer’s play bas not been acted here for
some seasons—indeed, in the last dozen years
it has not been played so many times—and the
announcement that Mr., Morrison would
t it aroused considerable curiosity
among theatre-goers. Consequently the house
was crowded. |
The play cannot be classed among great
dramatic works. Such material in the band
of a cleverer playwright than Bulwer would
doubtless have received much better treat-
mwent, but such as it Is, and the
only work dealing with the great
Cardinal, it has been accepted by the public
asa standard play. It is Lyttonish and¥
therefore pretty, and it furnisbes credit for
several swelling aphorisms which have be-
come somewhat hackneyed, but the power
of the play rests more upon the vigor and
versatility of the actor than on the si ngth
of the lines. There was that | light
and shade in Mr. Morrison’s work which
showed a scholarly grasp of the essentials of
the character and a virile intelligence to give
them effect. The transition from the dia-
bolism of Mephisto to the craftiness pf the
great Cardinal Minister was apparently easy,
although a man canpot go on| from
night to night enacting the same character
without becoming in a measure affected hy
its mannerisms. To those who hud seen and
studied biis performances the tinge of the one
upon the ofher was evident,| but
pot to such an extent as to mar
a truly creditable presentation af ‘the
later plece, Probably Mr. Morrison
felt relief in escaping, if only for a night,
from the exactions of & part, the constant
repetitions of which pall upon an artist and
usually beget in him thatv mechanical action
whichis so detrimental to effective work.
Mr. Morrison is a8 man of fine plastic
features, good figure, and that fulness
of voice uliar | to histrionic artists
of ability. That his presentation of
the character of the great Cardinal was
clever there can be no question, but the even-
ness of it in sustained strength might be a
subject for discussion. Certainly it was a
revelation to ' the audiencs, who
bad been accustomed to h in
the trivialities of Faust and probably had
not given him credit for the power that is in
bim and now for the first time displayed.
The reception accorded bim was eénough
to tempt him into the legitimate, but
perhaps he may prefer the pecunigry re-
sults of the spectacular to tbe barren
bonors which many §ood men have found in
the upper walks, Probably if his wishes
were consulted he would renounce the one
for the other and would, no doubt, make the
one as profitable as the other, for the reac-
tion is setting in and the people are turning
ain to that which pleases the intellect
rather than the eye.

of the river. hen asked by Mrs. Crit-
tenden if it could possibly have been Liza,
he angwered, *I can’t say, but I thought
at the time it was the weeds.”

Important Testimony from the Doctors.

Dr. Stewart, who performed the post
mortem examination, explained the mature
of the wounds in detail, the ome on the
breast being the most serious in his opinion.
It was ovoid in shape, was about three
inches to the left and a little above the
right nipple. Upon removing the : outer
skin he found that the bruise extended
even further than at first supposed,
the blood having also coagulated around it,
proving beyond a doubt tbat the blow had
been :Sminiltered while her heart’s action
wag good. There were four or five little
clots of blood collected in the right side of
the neck, such as may have been caused by
the pressure of fingers on the neck from be-
hin£ The blow on _ the breast
could be caused by a’ stroke with
the butt end of the paddle. There
was absence of marked signs of drowning.
In the cross-examination he thought that
the bruise could also be the result of violent
contact with the boat.

Dr. John S. King had perused the report
of the post-mortem examination performed
by Dr. Stewart. He judged that the
wounds on the breast and neck were receiv-
ed before death ; that the manner of death
was by asphyxia. Death, in his opinion,
was not the result of drowning alone. There
was no foreign substance in_ the lungs
such as would have been drawn in with the
water if death had been the result of drown-
ing. Pressure on the windpipe could pre-
vent the drawing in of any foreign sub-
stance.

Dr. Johnston stated that judging from
the deposition which had been laid before
him he had no hesitancy in stating posi-
tively that death was only partial ly the
result of drowning as the: heart's action
had been considerablyfimpaired before im-
mersion-in the water occurred.,, The action
of the heart was perfect when the blow in
the -chest was received. The signs of
drowning though  visible ~were mot
sufficiently marked to incline him to
believe that drowning alone was
accountable for the woman’s death.
In the cross-examination Mr. Bigelow
thought the witness Wwas attempting to
parry his questions instead of answering
them and told him he was not in the stand
to win the case. The Judge here interrupt-
ed saying, “The witness is enititled to
respect and he will receive it while
I am on the bench,” upon Mr. Bigelow
attempting to justify himself Judge Mc-
Mahon would admit of no argumept on the
matter. Counsel thought he had rights as
well as witness. “Well,” said -the Judge,
“‘gee that you contain yourself within those
rights, sir.”

Counsel wished to know if the woman

Throwing-Away Our Best Asset,

Editor World: I notice with satisfaction
your strictures upon the wholesale disposal
of our Northwest lands to speculators. Tae
original intention was a good one, viz.:
that only bona fide settlers were to take
up land, and only to the extent of 160 acres
to begin with, and after fulfilling certain
moderate conditions they were al owed to
take up another 160 acres. Canada at the
present moment possesses almost all the
available virgia soil on this northern con-
tinent, and consequently it ought to be re-
served for future generations and not run
out like the once fertile states of the Union.
One of the oft-repeated statements of the
United States is that they own more rail-
road than any other country in the world,
not even exciuding the whole British Em-
Eire. But what is she consequence of the

uilding of so much railroad at say from
10,000 to 20,000 acres per mile? In the
first place these roads own, or have owned,
200,000,000 acres of land. Of course it is
to the interest of all, excepting the main or
trank lines, to dispose of the land at
nominal prices for the sake of getting traffic
and making the line pay for)its ephemeral
existence. Does it not stand to reason
that if e man can get as much virgin soil
as he wants for next to nothing that be
wilk work it out and then go further ‘west
for new land? And th's has been cnrrli]ed
that
there is no furfther west to go to. Cali-
fornia only produces a fractional part of
the wheat she grew when I visited *he
country 18 years ago. Then she exported
twenty miliions of bushels to England. At
the presept ruinous exhaustion of the
fertility of the soil in & vi.ry few years
these states will find it hard to produce
sufficient grain for their own needs. I have
carefully exantined almost every state of
the Union, and have remarked the same
exhausted condition throughout, with &
few exceptions. Now, to be forewarned is
to be forearmed, Why so much hurry to
cover the country with railways and to go to
8o much expense to fill op the country with
any but desirable settlers? Letv it be
known that mome but British or hardy
Norsemen need spply. It will probably
take a good many years to exhaust Canada,
bas where are our descendants to go after
that—there will be nothing but Alaska lefe?
And that, I ain afraid, would be rather a
“scold reception.” C.8.

Protect the Cars,

Editor World: I would call attention to
the fact that if the suggestion of “Vadum”
in your issue of the 5th had been in opera-
tion, the injury to Quinn, the express man,
who was knocked down and nearly killed
yesterday, could mot have occurréd.
