The new U. S. law which puts directly 
under control the progress of making 
citizens is a move toward Consistent 
naturalization laws, took effect Saturday 
Sept. 29, at every port of entry in the 
United States Along the border of Can­
ada and Mexico it will mean a lpt of ex­
tra work for the immigration inspectors. 
A Canadian, for instance, has never been 
subjected to an examination of any kind, 
unless his condition physical or financial 
was bad enough to attract attention. Un­
der the new law it will be compulsory for 
him to undergo the examination provid­
ing he ever expects to become a natura­
lized citizen of the U. S. The questions, 
asked relate to his place of birth, the date 
liis business, and his personalty. The 
examination does mot in any way displace 
the declaration of intention, commonly 
referred to as “first papers,” but it is es­
sential to naturalized citizenship.

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Why Barns Take Firs.

J. C. Nelson, a prominent farmer 
of Pontiac, Mich., advances an ex­
planation for the destruction of so 
many barns by lightning.

Recently W. E Carpenter, secretary 
of the Monitor Insurance Co., made 
the statement that steel hay tracks in 
the roofs of barns attract the light­
ning and cause destruction.

Mr. Nelson points out that newly- 
cut hay or grain gives off dampness 
until the hay or grain is thoroughly 
cured. The hay or grain is piled in 
the barns and allowed to cure there, 
the dampness rises to the roof and as 
it dries out becomes a gas. Until the 
hay is thoroughly cured the gas con­
tinues to generate.

During a storm the gas is escaping 
from the barn. The barn is heavily 
charged with electricity, which comes 
in contact with the gas, and the next 
instant the gas inside t'le barn is ex­
ploded the lightning following that 
course. Mr. Nelson points out a num 
her of instances where barns -were 
suddenly found a mass of flame, all 
through the interior, during an 
electrieal storm.

TJie revelations made with­
in the last year or eighteen months re­
garding the insurance companies, the 
trades combines, the railways, the oil, 
coal and meat frost and canning in­
dustries, and the political rascalities 
perpetrated by both parties, are truly 
appalline. Nowhere on the whole 
face of the earth, excepting in this so- 
called Christian country, are such 
things tolerated, or are they even pos­
sible.

Fraud.
No one is permanently profited by 

the fraudulent practices. The change 
for an immediate increase has led 
many persons to do those things in 
trade that are pernicious. A little 
wrong is committed and the full ef­
fect of such is not seen notil many in­
nocent people ' are inconvenienced 
thereby. Whole currents of trade 
have b'-cn diverted by a pollution from 
some contributor. This all the pro­
ducers loose by the shortsighted prac­
tices of a few scheming individuals. 
The worst feature of all is that fradu- 
lent schemes are laid t^ie most duiing 
times of plenty and progress. It is 
then that competition is also keenest, 
and a market once lost is gone for a 
;ong time.

In the case of oor Canadian apple 
trade preventive measures cannot be 
too strictly enforced. Already there 
are rumors of fraud in the packing 
trade. Inspectors at Montreal are 
kept busy, but even then some bad 
ones sre not detected. There are 
many honest packers and good re­
liable brands, but the wrongdoing of 
■one shipper works incalculable harm 
to all.

The Government inspectors should 
he upheld by the farmers in their work 
in protecting our fruit against wrong 
packing at the local warehouses.— 
World.

«.< The Horse Industry.

The Ontario Department of Agricul­
ture purpose making an investigation 
-of tne conditions of horse industry in 
this province to obtain information as 
to the best policy to adopt to encourage 
a more extensive breeding of a better 
•class of horses. At the last session of 
the Legislature an appropriation was 
made for this purpose, and now a sum- 
el experts are being sent out who will 
visit every county in the province and 
inspect all the stallions used for breed­
ing purposes. The inspectors will be­
gin their work in East Peterborough 
-ot Thursday, Oct. 11th, and will visit 
Blairton, Havelock, Norwood, Stony 
Lake, Warsaw, Keene and Westwood. 
Their duty will be to note the 
number, type, quality and breeding of 
.all the old stallions and in a general 
way to brood mares of the district ; 
what conditions have affected or are 
Affecting the quality of the horses, and 
if the t fleet is for good whether or 
not the same conditions conld be ap­
plied in other sections ; if on the other 
■hand the conditions have not had a 
good effect what can be done to re­
move them. They will also ascertain, 
the views of horsemen generally as to 
the advisability of a stallion inspection 
act and receive suggestions as to what 
can be done to improve the conditions 
of the horse business generally. Mr- 
Chas O’Reilly, Secretary of the Farm­
er’s Institute, will accompany the in 
epectors on their tour of this district.

Tile Russian Crown.
The crown used by the Russian czar 

resembles the dome formed patri­
archal miter, which was a favorite 
shape, among the Byzantines. Upon 
the summit appears a cross formed of 
five beautiful diamonds, which Is also 
supported by a large spinel ruby, pol­
ished, but not faceted. This ruby and 
cross are supported by a foliated arch 
composed of eleven great diamonds 
and rising from the back and front of 
the base of the crown. On either side 
of this central arch is attached a hoop 
formed of thirty-eight large and per­
fect pearls. The spaces on either side 
of these arches are filled with leafworfc 
and ornaments In sliver, lncrusted with1 
diamonds, underlaid with the richest 
purple velvet. The band which forms 
the base of the crown la of gold and 
is ornamented with twenty-eight mag­
nificent diamonds.

If Napoleon had persisted In his at­
tempts to be a writer of essays after 
he left the military academy the World 
would not have known this great gen­
eral.

If Shakespeare had not failed as a 
wool merchant and turned actor and 
then, becoming disgusted with himself 
as an Indifferent player, applied him­
self to writing there would never have 
been this great dramatist, and no 
doubt the plays ot today would hare 
bceu Inferior to what they are.

When only a boy he 
found In his mother’s attic a copy 
of Spenser's “Faerie Queene" and, be­
coming enchanted by the rhyme, deter­
mined to write poetry for himself.

Pennant, the authority on natural 
history, received his propensity In that 
direction through a chance perusal of 
a book on birds which he found on e 
table in the house of a friend, and Sir 
Joshua Reynolds was first moved to 
his profession of painting portraits by 
casually reading Richardson’s treatise.

If 
the water gets too dirty, 
pour a little out and add 
fresh. If a streak is hard 
to wash, rub some more 
soap on it, and throw 
the piece back into the 
suds for a few minutes.

up to dry.

A Shame To Take The Money.

Sovereign Bank branch at Exeter, Ont.-, 
has handed back to his aged adopted 
grandfather, George Washington Hol- 
well, of Thedford, Ont., the $9,0<^> which 
the old gentleman had given him f or in­
vestment at a higher rate of interest.
