When it is considered that the cost of
feeding and clothing all the inmates of the
Almshouse for the year only amounted to
$913.77, the above amount paid for outside
support is simply unreasonable. Yonr com-
mittee would strongly recommend thathence-
forth no sum to exceed 50 cts. per week be
paid for the support of any outside pauper.

An item of considerable importance is that
for the care, etc. of the Court House and
Jail in the Town of Annapolis. This service
cost the county in 1896 the sum of $696.51.
Your committee certified to bills agaiust con-
tingent account during the year to the
amount of $1,142 24, The bills in detail will
appear in the financial statement. Alto-
gether we issued orders for the different ser-
vices to the amount of $7,662.26, as follows,
viz.:

We are of the opinion that all the indebted-
ness of the county is included in the above
statement, excepting about §20.00 or $30.00
referred to above. We spared no pains in
trying to have all claims rendered, hoping
that henceforth each year’s business will be
transacted within its own limits.

We have set off a right of way for a road
extending from the Church Road, so called,
to lands of W. R. Marshall, as per instruc-
tions of Council. We have also set off a
parcel of land bounded between said right
of way and the northern line of the Poor
Farm, and offered the same for sale accord-
ing to resolution of Council. The highest
tender was that of W. R. Marshall and a
resolution will be submitted during the pre-
sent sitting of Council to authorize the War-
den to convey the same on receipt of pay-
ment.

A number of accounts were submitted to |

us of which we did not approve, but in order

I am happy to be able to state that there
has been very little sickness, and none of a
serious character, and no deaths.

The man Heary Brown, who was drowned
in the Annapolis River, by falling off a ves-
sel, was never considered a regular patient
of the institution. He was brought there
without papers, aud was merely given a
home, and treatment for epileptic attacks
to which he was subject, and which left him
insane for a few days afterwards.

A large majority of the patients are
quiet, and clean in their habits; of the re-
mainder, some were very noisy, night and
day, and a few were very dirty, and at times
violent, requiring slight restraint and care-
ful watching.

The various improvements, such as new
furnaces, fitting up rooms in the basement
for a class of patients which could not be
cared for in the wards without endangering
the health of the others, were matters of ne-
cesgity, and after due consideration were
well carried out by the Committee of Ten-
ders and Public Property.

I also wish to thank the committee for al-
lowing me to send for a small -c:tply of drugs
and medicines, to be kept on the premises,
acd which I have found very luefurfor both
the Alms House and Asylum.

Mr. and Mrs, E. Clark are still at the
héad of affairs, and ably assisted by Mr. and
Mrs. Thomas, who do all in their power to
alleviate the ills of the unfortunate class un-
der their care.

—Every ratepayer of the county should
be interested in the full report of the pro-
oeedings of the January session of the Mun-
icipal Council as published elsewhere in this
issue of the MoxiTor. Judged by the light
of the past, the council has done exceedingly
well, their presentment for 1896 showing that
» saving of §1,504.22 has been effected in the
handling of the Municipal interests as com-
pared with 1895, This saving is the result,
to a limited extent, of the economic admin-
fstration of the various services, but to a far
greater extent it attests to the wisdom and
foresight of the county officials in erecting a
county asylum, which, it will be seen by the
report, is now almost self-sustaining, and
will likely soon be entirely so.

The Committee on Tenders and Public
Property are to be congratulated on their
clear cut and business like report of the
transactions of their department; these show
clearly how the county institutions stand as
an investment of the ratepayers.

The Council are also to be congratulaced
on the dispatch with which they transacted
the business of the late session. In two
days and a half they did as much, and as
satisfactory work, as they did in a week in
’95 and next session we may perhaps expect
them to get nearer the standard adopted by
the neighboring county of Kings where they
do the work in one or two days thac used
formerly to take them a week.

We notice that the report of the Scott Act
inspector does not show that any very ag-
gressive campaign was carried on against li-
quor vendors last year, but this is probably,
in part, the faalt of the temperance people !
themselves. The Council has re appointed
the inspector—they have done their part
and have shown their sympathy with the
temperance movement—and it now remains
for the temperance workers and the iuspec-
tor to make a satisfactory record for 1897.

The Council evidently entertains a very
friendly feeling for the proposed Bridgetown
and Victoria Beach railway scheme, and
have sanctioned .the enterprise by granting
the necessary right of way. The next thing
is for the corporators to procure their char-
ter and press their subsidy claims with the
Federal and Provincial governments.

The county;has good reason to be proud of
its officials. The Warden, Clerk and Coun-
cil have certainly rendered efficient services
in the discharge of Municipal work.

—Through the efforts of Sir Julian Paunce-
fote, British Ambassador at New York, and
Richard Olney, United States Secretary of
State, a treaty of arbitration has been nego-
tiated between the greatest nations of the
old and new worlds. \Whatever else it may
mean, it must be regarded as a bond of peace
between John Bull and Brother Jonathan,
which, it is not unlikely, will be elastic
enough to embrace the diplomatic features
of & treaty of defence and offence. Whether
it does, or does not, imply Britain’s accep-
tance of the Monroe doctrine has not yet
been made clear, but it must be drawn on
lines very nearly parallel with the text of
that doctrine, else so astute a diplomate as
Mr. Olney would never have affixed his sig-
nature to the document. He knows well
that his country is not prepared to staltify
itself by a too hasty retraction of the prin-
ciples involved in that bone of contention,
and that any treaty of arbitration, especial-
ly with Great Britain, must recognize the
position taken by the Republic else it will
meet a swift and sure fate at the hands of
the Senate. After all, the acceptance of
the Monroe doctrine will not mean much to
Bricain, since by her action she will not be
called upon to sacrifice any great principle.
Ite application to the Venezuela question
has not hurt her case in the least, since the
admission, that fifty years occupancy of ter-
ritory is equivalent to ownership, has been
made by the United States. On the other
hand if the treaty result in a general alliance
of these two great Anglo-Saxon nations, its
importance will overshadow even that syn-
onym for international unity—the Triple Al-
liance. Any treaty between the United
States and Great Britain at this critical
point in their history must be regarded as
of great import even if it be but a treaty for
the settlement of money disputes as this is
olaimed to be by a considerable portion of
the Canadian press. But this is evidently
not the construction placed on the agree-
ment by the nations of Europe, by whom it
is being discussed on much broader lines,
and secretary Olney is quoted as saying that
¢ it is an alliance with Great Britain in sup-
port of the Monroe doctrine,” This would
mean a direct blow at Russia who proffered
her services in the same cause, actuated no
doubt more by her enmity for England than
by her friendship for the Republic. If Rus-
sia regards the matter at all seriously she
will likely use all the inflaence she can
direct towards preventing the ratification of
the treaty by the United States Senate.

—_——————

—A meeting of the ratepayers has been
called for this evening to discuss matters in-
cident upon incorporation, and it should be
» representative one., The committee who
have had the subject in hand for the past
few weeks have not been idle, and it is not
unlikely that each will furnish a separate
report of his findings. While we have not
looked over the accumulated data we will
venture the opinion that the preponderance
of the evidence will be in favor of incorpor-
ation. It cannot well be otherwise, since, in
the several incorporated towns in the pro-
vince, no effort has been made to repeal the
act of incorporation. There may be fault
finders in each, but it will be well to look
closely into their objections and see if they
src not actuated more by a petty personal
grievapce than by any failure in the general
working of the civic machinery. It would
seem to us that the interests of Bridgetown
can be better suhserved by a local self gov-
ernment, than by the municipal council,
whose work must be distributed over the
whole county. No ratepayer would have
the hardihood to doubt the soundness of this
argument if he were sure his taxes would
not be augmented by the change. Just why
incorporation should increase taxation to
any extent, we can not determine. The
matter of heavy street and sidewalk expen-
ditures is not an argument, since if the ma-
jority of the: ratepayers are satisfied with

the existing state of things, their instruc-
tions to the Town Councillors to that effect
could not but carry weight, If the
ratepayers are not satisfied with the ex-
isting condition of the streets and side
walks, they will have to pay for any im-
provement whether under civic or municipal
government. In the matter of incorporation
the oase of Bridgetown is not parallelled by
any other town in the province. Here we
have excellent water and lighting systems
and their cost can be calculated to a dollar;
other towns have had to incorporate and
then incur the heavy expense of instituting
these systems ard have necessarily bad to
raise the rate of taxation. In nearly every
case, however, the increased rate has been
these enterprises have become

The Meadow Brook Murder Trial.

The trial of John E. Sullivan for the mur-
der of the Dutchers last September, at
Meadow Brook, near Moncton, is now on at
Dorchester. Maggie Dutcher was put on
the stand last Saturday. The Moncton Times
says: The greatest interest centred in the
evidence of Maggie Dutcher on Saturday.
The little thing looked the picture of health
and was neatly dressed. She appeared to
be slightly abashed and spoke in a very low
voice. The prisoner listened attentively and
watched the witness carefully, but otherwise
he appeared to be one of the most uncon-
cerned persons in the court. He did not
change color when Maggie Datcher pointed
him out in the dock as the man she had seen
in her mother’s house on that dreadful night,
nor when told to stand up for further identi-
fication. He moved with alacrity and stood
erect. Once or twice during the giving of
Maggie Dutcher’s testimony, there was just
an appearance of a cynical smile, but it was
so slight that it could scarcely be detected.

It is thought the case for the crown will
be closed on Tuesday or Wednesday of this
week. The defence may not open immedi-
ately. The prisoner and his family claim
that they are financially unable to carry on
the case, and Mr. Smith, it is understood,
will make application to the crown for assist-
ance in procaring witnesses. The prisoner’s
father says he has exhausted all his resources
and that he was obliged to sacrifice a good
cow a few days ago in order to procure funds.

Mr. Smith, prisoner’s council, says that
Sullivan will take the stand in his own be-
half. He claims that Sullivan will be a sec-
ond Bram on the witness stand; in fact will
put Bram in the shade, and that his story,
supported as it will be by other testimony,
will completely break down the crown'’s case.

Obituary.

Last week the village of Granville Ferry
was saddened by the news of the demise of
one of its old residents, Mrs. Joshua Messen-
ger. A telegram came on Monday last to
friends at the Ferry, that she had suddenly
died of heart disease. Mrs. M. had been in
poor health for some time, though her medi-
cal attendant thought she was improving;
but suddenly, when little looked for, death
came. Mrs. Messenger spent all her early
years in Granville Ferry, where she married
and reared a large family. Four years ago
the family concluded to try their fortunes in
the United States, and ultimately removed
to Lynn, Mass., where they have since re-
sided. On Wednesday last, her remains were
brought to Annapolis, accompanied by her
sorrowing husband, one of her daughters
Mabel, her little brother Roy, and one of
her son in-laws, Mr. Ramsdel. She was then
taken to Wood-Lawn and buried in the
family lot. Mrs. Messenger was 8 woman
who had a host of friends in Granville Ferry,
and was universally beloved and respected
by all who knew her. In her new home in
Lynn she had made hosts of friends. This
was shown by the beautiful and costly floral
tributes sent for the obsequies —several
beautiful pillows of flowers and an exquisite
sheaf of wheat with the motto, ‘““at rest”
thereon. She was a kind mother and a lov-
ing and confiding wife and ‘one that will be
much missed. We extend our sincere sym-
pathy to the bereaved husband and dear
children and trust they may be buoyed up
by the great Comforter in this their time of
sore bereavement.

Springhill Miners Strike Again.

The Springhill miners are out on a strike
again. This time the men are complaining
because the company refuse to put riding
brakes on the tracks until after the day’s
output has been disposed of, leaving the men
a choice of walking out of the pit or waiting
some time after work hours for a ride. As
usual in the first stages of a strike both the
miners and the company exhibit a determi-
nation to hold out to the bitter end on the
stands they have taken. The suspension in
midwinter of this great industry will have
a disastrous effect on business. Strikes are
becoming entirely too numerous at Spring-
hill and the general impression seems to be
that the mining company are not entirely to
blame for the too frequent recurrence of
these troubles.

Card Leaving.
THE ETIQUETT. OF TO-DAY AS OBSERVED BY.
OUR ENGLISH COUSINS,
As s0 many of our customs are borrowed
from across the water, it may be of interest
to learn the English etiquette of card leaving,
which in point of fact differs almost not
all from the etiquette prevailing in our Ia
cities. :
. When a lady who calls without her hus-
band finds the mistress of the house at home,
she should, after the call is made, leave one
of her husband’s cards for the hostess’ hus-
band if she is married. These cards must be
left on the hall table or handed to the ser-
vant who opens the door for the caller’s exit.
If ber husband calls with her and has seen
his host and hostess, no card is left. If the
host has not been seen, the gentleman who
has called with his wife leaves & card for
him. Where neither host nor hostess is at
home one of the lady’s cards must be lefsand
two of her husband’s. Exactly the same rule
must be observed when the caller lives with
an unmarried brother or with a father who
is a widower. His cards must always be
left in exactly the same fashion.

When a friend is staying at a neighborhood
and a call is made on her, if the caller is
acquainted with the people of the house, she
leaves her card upon them at her first visit.
It is not correct to do so, however, if there
is no acquaintance, unless, indeed, the fact
of the mutual friendship induces both sides
to wish that an acquaintance may be begun.,

Girls with invalid or elderly mothers have
frequently to make calls for them. When
this is done, it is usual to say to the hostess,
“I must leave my mother’s card for you, as
she is unable to do her own calling.” 1Inthe
same way, when (here are nmo grown up
daughters, a husband is frequently obliged
to call for his wife. Heshould never omit to
make some little remark of the same sort to
explain the reason of her absence.

A gentleman’s visiting card should be like”’
that of his wife in style and engraving, but
smaller. His name should appear in the
middle —* Mr. Blank ” if he is the head of
the family, “ Mr. John Blank ” if he has &
father or elder brother living. The prefix
should not be omitted, whether that of rank,
of civil or professional life. The address
should be engraved in the left hand corner
of the card at the bottom, and the club ad-
dress in the right hand corner. It is with-
out excuse if they do not leave cards afteran
entertainment. A gentleman may leave
cards without asking if his acquaintances are
at home. But if he finds the mistress of the
house in, and not her husband, he leaves one
of his cards in the hall after calling. 1fboth
have been seen, he leaves no card, but if
neither was at home two must be left.

Clothing for Neuralgic People.
